Former Houston policemen

indicted for 1998 shooting

HOUSTON (AP) — A federal grand jury on
Monday indicted fired Houston police Sgt.
Darrell Strouse and former patrolman James
Willis on civil rights charges in a July 1998 fa-
tal shooting during a drug raid

Strouse led the botched raid by six Hous-
ton Police Department officers on the apart-
ment of Pedro Oregon Navarro. Willis, who
helped set up the raid, was acquitted in March
on criminal trespassing charges.

Both are charged with conspiracy to vio-
late Oregon’s civil rights. No search warrant
was obtained for the raid, according to the
indictments

Don C. Clark, special agent in charge of the
Houston FBI office, said the indictments
should not reflect badly upon the police de
partment as a whole

‘“This is not an indictment against law en-
forcement. It's certainly not an indictment of
the police department, but we as law enforce-
ment officers, the people depend upon us,
we're there to secure rights and to protect

Clinton pledges to help

communities hit by Floyd

TARBORO, N.C. (AP) — After seeing entire
communities submerged in water, President
Clinton promised Monday that “the Ameri-
can family” would do all it can to help the vic-
tims of floods caused by Hurricane Floyd.
“We're going to be with you every step of the
way,” he said.

Clinton toured this devastated community
in eastern North Carolina by helicopter, his
eyes taking in miles of brown water that
seemed to swallow everything in its path: fac-
tories, small airplanes, cars and trees, six
houses on a cul-de-sac showing only inches
of roof.

“The damage was unbelievable. | was sur
prised by it,” Clinton told reporters just be
fore leaving town. “We just have to stay with
it and do our best to help them.”

Clinton announced separate federal disas
ter aid for North Carolina last week. Monday,
he said the Labor Department will use $12
million to hire temporary workers to help with
hurricane cleanup, and emergency food
stamps will be available to help families in
need.

Raisa Gorbachev, wife of

former leader, dies at 67

MOSCOW (AP) — Raisa Gorbachev, wife of
the last Soviet leader, Mikhail Gorbachey, died
Monday after a battle with leukemia, the
Gorbachev Foundation said. She was 67.

Gorbachev died in a hospital in Muenster,
Germany, at5a.m. (11 p.m. Sunday EDT), said
aspokesman from the Gorbachev Foundation
in Moscow.

Gorbachev had been at the Muenster Uni-
versity Clinic since July 25. She originally un-
derwent chemotherapy and had shown some
improvement, but her condition worsened in
recent days, doctors said.
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Audit reveals problems, errors

Results from two separate audits were
released Monday, citing numerous prob
lems and discrepancies within the Texas
lfech campus and Health Sciences Center
campus.

The university-sanctioned audits, con
ducted by the Office of Internal Audit,
found the Office of Facilities, Planning and
Construction and the Department of Or
thopaedic Surgery to be in non-compliance
in numerous areas

I'he audits were conducted because
both campus entities were believed to have
been spending money outside of budget
ary guidelines, said Cindy Rugeley, vice
chancellor for News and Information.

Although no illegal actions were found
in either office, results from the audits listed
various items of inappropriate procedures.

and Construction, one of the most serious
findings stated office personnel “altered
project numbers on vendor’s invoices” which
charged the expenditures to the improper
funds.

I'he report also listed inconsistencies in
handling projects, unpaid and overdue in-
voices and found employees were paid “far
above” salary ranges established by the uni-
versity.

I'he audit also stated that the FP&Cis “re
lied upon heavily for projects or tasks that fall
outside the defined scope of projects to be
handled by the department.”

Chancellor John Montford said the report
is the result of Tech's ambition to become a
first-rate institution partly through the con-
struction of state-of-the-art facilities for in-
struction and athletics.

“This is a result of trying to do too much
too soon,” he said. “It's growing pains if I
could summarize it.”

jor construction projects had taken place on
the campus in 25 years, the FP&C was not
equipped to handle the major building ef-
forts of the Master Plan.

According to the audit, FP&C also is ac-
cused of “blatant disregard” for policies and
procedures related to the fulfillment of
projects across campus.

I'he $275,000 study contracted by Tech
and completed by Deloitte & Touche, aman-
agement consulting firm, made recommen
dations to the Chancellor’s Office as well as
to the Board of Regents as to how the prob-
lems could be remedied.

I'he Office of Internal Auditalso proposed
several key changes within the structure of
the FP&C. These recommendations were
that a vision for the FP&C should be devel-
oped and a total restructuring of the office
be performed by an outside agency in con
junction with the Office of Internal Audit. It

iile some people will be sleep-

ing in Saturday morning, some

students will be awake bright
and early to help make preparations for
home development.

Various student organizations will par-
ticipate in the Community Action Day
from 9 a.m. to noon and from 1 p.m. to 4
p.m. Saturday.

The groups will work with the Habitat
for Humanity of Lubbock Inc. to begin
construction for new homes

“It's a great way for large groups to work
together,” said Daniel Brown, activities
coordinator for Tech Campus Activities
and Involvement. “It’s just a good experi-
ence for people.”

Brown said student volunteers will as
sist Habitat for Humanity of Lubbock Inc.
members to develop the site located at
Duke Street and Avenue U for the

organization’s Project 20/2000.

Brown said the purpose of the project,
which was announced at a press conference
last week, is to build 20 homes within one
week in December.

To prepare this property for construction,
Pennington Vann, president-elect for the
Habitat for Humanity of Lubbock Inc., said
volunteers will clear debris, trim rotting trees
and mow the 16 acres of land.

“We're very pleased with the sludvnlx‘ to
be involved in any way they can,” Vann said.

“They bring a lot of enthusiasm and skills, as
well.”

In addition to the 20 homes that are
scheduled to be constructed this December,
Vann said his organization plans to build 40
more homes in the next several years.

So far, Angie Dunlap, assistant director for
Campus Activities and Involvement, said two
organizations have registered to participate
in the event.

Zeta Phi Gamma and Tau Beta Sigma will
offer their supp()rt to the Habitat for Human-

ity of Lubbock Inc.

Since the community-service activity will
be during the weekend, Dunlap said it will
be easier for volunteers to help with the
project.

“I think it's a really good way to get out in
the community and do some service,” she
said.

“We have had areally good response from
people who have participated in the past.”

Brown said this will be the first opportu
nity this year for students to volunteer for
Habitat for Humanity of Lubbock Inc. Two
more volunteer days are planned for Oct. 23
and Feb. 19.

If a studentgroup is interested in becom
ing involved in the community-service
event, Brown said they can call 742-3621 for
more information.

Dragging death defendant convicted

Man found guilty of
capital murder

BRYAN (AP) White supremacist
prison gang leader Lawrence Russell
Brewer was convicted Monday of capital
murder for the horrific dragging death last
year of a black man who was chained be-
hind a pickup truck and pulled for three
miles over a bumpy East Texas road.

The jury deliberated about four hours
before returning its verdict, making Brewer,
32, the second of three white supremacists
to be convicted of killing James Byrd Jr.

The same Brazos County jury will con-
sider testimony and must decide if Brewer
joins his former prison buddy, John Will-
iam King, 24, on Texas' death row.

King was convicted and condemned in
February.

Brewer stood with his attorneys to hear
the verdict. He had no visible reaction. The
judge had admonished spectators to have no
show of emotionin the courtroom. There was
none.

The jury returned to the courtroom to
immediately begin hearing testimony on
whether Brewer should be sentenced to
death or life in prison.

Testimony in the punishment phase was
set to continue Tuesday and Jasper County
District Attorney Guy James Gray said he did
not anticipate the case returning to the jury
until Wednesday.

“Whatever they come up with we will ac-
cept that, of course,” Mary Verrett, Byrd’s sis-
ter, said after emerging from the courthouse.
“I want to see the ultimate penalty.

“I can’t begin to describe how good we
feel,” she added.

A third man, Shawn Allen Berry, also 24,

faces trial late next month.

“Relieved, that’s the word,”
the verdict.

“Twenty-two years I've been doing this, it
never gets any easier.

“I don't like the death penalty but that’s
what he deserves. The just punishment for
this case and these facts and circumstances
is death.”

As has been their usual practice during the
trial, Brewer's attorney had no comment.

In their deliberations, the jurors had asked
to see a number of pieces of evidence, includ-
ing photos of the crime scene and clothing.
In order to find Brewer guilty of capital mur-
der, the jurors were required to decide that
Brewer helped kidnap Byrd as well as mur-
der him.

The panel could have convicted Brewer of
the lesser charges of non-capital murder, ag-
gravated assault or assault.

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Many students and faculty experienced
the problems heavy rains can bring to the
lexas Tech campus during last week’s flood
ing.

I'he English department faculty not only
had to battle the elements of nature outside
the building but inside, as well.

Flooded offices and leaky roofs greeted
many professors the morning after
Wednesday's drenching rains

I'he water-laden office of Mary Jane Hurst,
an associate professor of English, forced her
to tote her teaching supplies on a janitor-like
cart for most of Thursday, due to a waterfall
cascading down her office wall.

“The flooding is not only disruptive to my
schedule, but it presents a real danger to
myself and students,” Hurst said.

With large trash cans of water in her of-
fice, Hurst could not gain access to her com
puter or telephone. Even with those obstacles
removed, she would not have been able to
use her equipment since the electricity had
been shut off.

Maddone Miner, chairwoman of the En
glish/philosophy department, sympathizes
with the faculty and the effects the closed
offices have on students.

“Notonlyis this inconvenient for the pro
fessors, but the students also are affected by
the damage,” she said. “With the offices
closed, the professors are unable to maintain
their regular office hours.”

Steps have been taken to accommodate
students who need to meet with their pro
fessors, Miner said. But, the inconvenience
still is a hindrance on their work schedule.

Water damage is not a new phenomenon
affecting the English building.

Past water leakage has caused many of the
tiles in Hurst’s office and other locations in
the building to rot and produce mold. Miner
and Hurst also question the health risks as
sociated with the constant moisture.

Major renovations and repairs to the ex
isting building are being discouraged since
the English/Philosophy/Education Complex
is being built, Miner said. However, make
shift repairs have been made by Tech to alle
viate the water leakage so professors could
use their offices.

“I contacted John Edwards of the Physi-
cal Plant on Friday and informed him of the
situation in Dr. Hurst and Dr. Crowell’s of
fices,” Miner said. “He was very efficient in
dispatching workmen to checkout the prob-
lems.”

Quake shakes
Taiwan, 60
reported dead

TAIPEI, Taiwan (AP) — Taiwan’s strongest
quake in decades struck before dawn Tues
day, wrecking a 12-story hotel in Taipei and
shaking millions out of their beds. A govern-
ment report said at least 60 people were killed
and hundreds more injured.

I'he quake had a preliminary magnitude
of 7.6 and was centered 90 miles south-
southwest of Taipei, the U.S. Geological
Survey’s National Earthquake Information
Center said. The USGS issued warnings of
possible tsunamis, or huge waves that some
times follow earthquakes.

I'he temblor was about the same strength
as the devastating one that struck Turkey Aug.
17, killing more than 15,000 people.

In Taipei, the island nation's capital, the
quake wrecked the 78-room Sungshan Hotel
in Taipei, collapsing the bottom stories and
setting the badly damaged top listing to one
side.

Fire crews turned hoses on the collapsed
hotel as smoke poured from fires raging in
several destroyed rooms. Sixty people were
still feared trapped in the building, with 49
people already evacuated and sent to hospi-
tal and another 11 people evacuated unin-
jured.

Awoman pulled from the wreckage urged
rescuers to look for more injured.

“Hurry, go rescue people. They're in there.
They're inside,” said the unidentified woman,
who was dressed in street clothes and did not
appear to be injured.

also was suggested that all work
not underway or “time sensitive”
should stop, including the search
for a new vice chancellor, until
the department has been restruc-
tured.

The previous vice chancellor
was Doug Mann, who resigned
March 12 to pursue personal in-
terests. Elizabeth Lonngren ac-
cepted the interim position April
2

The recommendations also
included that the office develop
an effective, internal control
structure that would include
“specific policies and procedures
designed to prevent inappropri-
ate financial activities” and cost
estimates and project budgets
should be developed prior to be-
ing submitted to the Board of Re-
gents for approval of construc-
tion

“We need to be fully staffed

before we break ground on anything
else,” Montford said. “My two main
concerns right now are the English/
Education/Philosophy Complex
and the women'’s softball field, in ad-
dition to the arena.”

Montford mentioned more
project managers will be hired to
oversee projects being completed
by firms from the private sector.

The managers will supervise
companies being hired to complete
proposed plans.

Montford said about 50 percent
of the audit's recommendations al-
ready have been put into place but
said the remainder of the recom-
mendations will have to wait until
the Board of Regents can review the
conclusions.

Montford also indicated that all
unpaid invoices had been paid, and
the District Attorney’s office had re-
viewed the report and found no evi-
dence of any illegal action.

The district attorney could not be
reached for comment.

The audit concerning the Depart-
ment of Orthopaedic Surgery, within
Tech's Health Sciences Center, alleges
that department personnel misused
payroll funds through the use of al-
tered time sheets. The audit spanned
fiscal year 1995 through Dec. 21,
1998.

In two separate instances detailed
in the audit, only a small fraction of
the overtime wages reported for pay-
ment could be backed up by paper-
work required of employees request-
ing schedule changes due to over-
time work, sick leave or vacation.

Also questioned was the
department’s authorization of “on-
call” time, which resulted in overtime
pay.

According to the HSC's Operating
Policy 70.06, Section 3, “on-call time”
means an employee must remain on
campus to be paid for being on duty.

The audit found that timesheets
might have been altered after being
submitted to an employee for ap-
proval.

This assumption is based on
records that do not agree with
timesheets submitted to the Payroll
office.

In another finding, 40 percent of
employee salaries reviewed showed
“routine monthly overtime payments
at constant amounts each month”
spanning at least two fiscal years.

“We located evidence in depart-
mental files which appears to calcu-
late the monthly overtime payments
and number of hours required to
keep the pay at a specified or prede-
termined level,” said Frances Grogan,
CPA and director of the Office of In
ternal Audit, in the released report to
the Dean of the School of Medicine
Dr. Joel Kupersmith.

The finding states that overtime
payments apparently had been used
to elevate selected salaries to levels
above the state’s pay scale.

The report also stated some over
time payments were used as a means
of giving Christmas bonuses.

In a response letter to Grogan,

Kupersmith stated that only one of
the individuals involved in the fund-
ing misuse would receive the supple-
mental salary through the end of the
fiscal year.

At the end of the fiscal year, this
employee’s salary will revert to the
base level of pay.

In the report, the Office of Inter-
nal Audit recommended that disci-
plinary actions should be taken
against the administrative personnel
who approved the overtime pay.

In addition, follow up audits
should be conducted at regular inter-
vals and the department should
maintain current pay levels, includ-
ing supplements, through fiscal year
1999.

T'he report also recommended
that the department’s administration
reimburse the HSC for the misused
funds and continuation of increased
employee pay through the end of fis-
cal year 1999.

“Tito has a huge value in box-
ingand thathas no price,” he said.

An alternative would be a fight
with Jim Page, the WBC champion
in his 147-pound category, or a
move up to the 154-pound cat-
egory.

Trinidad used the occasion to
bring attention toVieques, an out-
lying island that Puerto Ricans
want the U.S. Navy to stop using
as a live bombing range

The bombing was suspended
after an April accident killed a ci-
vilian Puerto Rican guard in
Vieques.

The U.S. Congress is to hold
hearings on the bombing issue
this week.

“Peace for Vieques!” Trinidad
declared. The night of the fight, he
entered the ring in front of a map
of the island demanding: “Navy
get out of Vieques!”

The controversy, like Trinidad'’s
victory, has brought a nationalis-
tic outpouring on the island,
where patriotic feelings are deep
despite meager support for the in-
dependence movement.

The 4 million islanders are U.S.
citizens who serve in the military
and receive federal funds though
they do not pay federal taxes and
cannot vote for president or the
Congress.
