Man shot to death at Houston

airport cargo facility

HOUSTON (AP) — A airport cargo worker
was shot to death Tuesday morning in an ap-
parent robbery at a Bush Intercontinental
Airport freight building.

The attacker ambushed Robert Kenneth
Green shortly after 7 a.m. as Green, 56, en-
tered the KLM airlines cargo area, Houston
police said.

A witness with the victim told police he
ran to a phone to get help and heard a shot.
When the witness returned, Green was dead
with a gunshot to the head, police said.

Police believe the attacker’s motive was
robbery.

“His pockets were turned out and he was
known to carry a large amount of cash with
him,” said Houston police spokesman Fred
King.

Green's money clip was found outside the
building, as was a sweater, gloves and a ban-
danna believed to have been worn by the at-
tacker.

Atlanta newspaper agrees to

settlement with immigrant

ATLANTA (AP) — The Atlanta Journal-
Constitution has agreed to pay more than
$80,000 in back pay and penalties to settle
charges it discriminated against two immi-
grants by asking for extra documentation
during hiring.

Under the settlement reached Monday
with the U.S. Justice Department, the news-
paper hired the two, who had earlier been de-
nied jobs after the company refused to accept
their valid documentation. It also agreed to
pay them $4,996 in back pay, correct hiring
policies, receive training from the Justice De-
partment and pay $76,925 in civil penalties.

“Earlier this year, the Justice Department
brought to our attention a mistake made by an
employee in attempting to satisfy the require-
ments for verifying a person’'s employment eli-
gibility under the law,” said John Mallott, the
newspaper’s general manager. “We cooperated
fully with the Justice Department.”

Peacekeepers find dying girl

at edge of minefield

SARAJEVO, Bosnia-Herzegovina (AP) —
Helpless to save her, NATO peacekeepers and
townspeople watched from the edge of a
minefield as a dying 11-year-old girl waved
and pleaded for hours to be rescued.

Ema Alic and two other youngsters died
Monday after venturing into the minefield on
the outskirts of the capital, the latest casualties
of the Bosnian war that ended five years ago.

“For two hours, the girl was showing signs
of life, waved with her little hand and called
for help. Then she went quiet,” said eyewit-
ness Nenad Krestalica, 67, who was still vis-
ibly upset Tuesday.

His wife, Stana, said she was gardening
when she heard the explosion.

“We all started running. We heard a child’s
voice screaming for help,” she said. “We
called the police and they came, but nobody
could approach the children.”

Police identified the other dead children as
Goran Biscevic, 12, and Haris Balicevac, 12.
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Jones, Ladd prevail in runoff elections

In Lubbock County’s runoff elections
Tuesday, Patti Jones defeated incumbent
Nathan Ziegler for Precinct 4 County Com-
missioner. Jones won 56 percent of the vote,
while Ziegler picked up 44 percent.

Precinct 4 includes Texas Tech's precincts
49 and 50, and no votes were reported in ei-
ther precinct.

Jones said she will begin working to famil-
iarize herself with the internal workings of the
Lubbock County Commissioner’s Court.

Jones, running as a lifelong member of
Precinct 4, gathered support from both Lub-
bock County Democrats and Republicans.

Ziegler said Jones is to be congratulated
for running a strong race.

“Ilook forward to working with Patti in the
coming months ... to making a smooth tran-
sition,” Ziegler said.

Ziegler, who was running on conservative

values, was supported by Tech Chancellor John
Montford and President Donald Haragan.

In other local runoffs, Rusty Ladd, who
was filling a vacated spot for County Court at
Law judge No. 1, won the race with 56 per-
cent of the vote compared to 44 percent for
Dennis Reeves.

Reeves, a local attorney, and incumbent
Ladd both focused on ways to reduce the
back log of cases pending in County Court of
Law No. 1.

Because there was no Democrat running
in either race, Jones and Ladd will not have
opposition in the fall.

Coliseum repairs taking longer than expected

Putting a new, red roof on the 70-foot tall
Lubbock Municipal Coliseum has taken
longer and cost more than originally planned.

The project was scheduled to cost $1.2 mil-
lion and be completed by January 2000. Four
months after the deadline, the project is now
expected to cost $1.43 million and has yet to
be completed.

“I think its a very complicated project,” said
Gary Smith, Lubbock facilities manager. “It’s
a 70-foot high roof, and it’s curved. Logistically,
its a very difficult roof to work on.”

Smith said the contract amount for the
project now stands at $1.43 million, still un-
der the $1.7 million budget for the project. He
said the major reason for the price increase is
the cost of additional Tectum decking pan-
els.

“The architects originally looked from in-

side (in 1994) at the ones that had stains and
put in 600 decking panels in the contract,”
Smith said. “We've had further leaks since
then.”

Smith said 5,374 decking panels have been
approved since Feb.16. He said the additional
panels were approved because some panels
continued to deteriorate because of the time
taken to complete the project. There also was
agreater number of panels found thathad been
damaged because of water accumulation.

“Some panels looked good but were bad
because water had accumulated and then fro-
zen on top causing them to deteriorate so the
nails could not be held,” Smith said.

Kevin Lea, owner of Lea Way Roofing, the
company putting on the Coliseum’s new roof,
agreed the number of decking panels origi-
nally stated in the contract was not accurate.

“They had no idea what the top of the
structure looked like,” Leasaid. “They only saw
from the inside. When we tore the roof off, we

found bad decking due to water.”

Work on the roof began Dec. 15, 1998. Af-
ter adjustments for bad weather, the comple-
tion date for the project was moved to Janu-
ary 2000.

However, that deadline was not met be-
cause of bad weather, the need for extra time
to put on the additional decking panels and
the need to adapt the work schedule to accom-
modate events in the Coliseum.

Lea now expects to finish the project by the
end of May.

“The city has been understanding and
knows that the weather and delays are things
we have no control over,” Lea said. “The city
has been very good to work with.”

Tommy Gonzalez, director of civic services
for Lubbock, agreed thata project of this mag-
nitude is going to have delays that cannot be
helped.

“The majority of the work over the oval por-
tion of the arena should be completed in the

next few days,” Gonzalez said. “Based on the
progress over the last few months, the project
should be done by the start of next hockey sea-
son.”

Hockey season begins next fall.

Gonzalez said he was not pleased with the
progress of the work in the earlier stages ofthe
project, but the new crew that has been brought
in has worked a lot harder and smarter.

“Its a two-way street,” Gonzalez said. “We
need to get a certain level of service for the
money we are paying. If were paying good
money, we should get quality work, period.”

According to the contract, the work on the
roof carries a 20-year manufacturer’s warranty
to protect against leakage as long as the leak-
age is not the result of an “act of God.”

Gonzalez said ensuring that the new roof
does not leak is what is most importantin the
end.

“We want to make sure that when it is fin-
ished, it's done right,” Gonzalez said.

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HIGH POINT, N.C. (AP) — A
Texas trucker jailed on eight felony
sex charges admitted to investiga-
tors that he had traded child por-
nography over the Internet, accord-
ing to search warrants.

Angel Rivera Vasquez, 30, of Lub-

Vasquez was being held in the
Guilford County Detention Center
in High Point under a $1 million
bond.

Both Vasquez and his wife, Gloria

seven felony counts of child exploi-
tation after investigators found com-
puter images in their truck that de-
picted minors having sex.

The images included children as
voung as 6 engaged in sexual acts, ac-
cording to court documents.

Investigators searching Vasquez's
truck recovered two computer disks

one which was labeled child porn,
according to the search warrant. In-
vestigators also recovered a laptop
computer, undeveloped film and
pornographic magazines and videos.

The charges against Gloria
Vasquez were related to the child por-
nography. She was not charged in
connection with the sexual offer.

Jurors find former ‘Star Search’ comedian guilty of rape

LINCOLN, Neb. (AP) — A former
“Star Search” comedian accused of
several sexual assaults at college cam-
puses throughout the Midwest was
found guilty Tuesday of the rape of a
student here.

Vinson Horace Champ, 38, of Los
Angeles, was found guilty of raping a
woman at Union College, a small Sev-

enth-day Adventist school in Lincoln,
in February 1997.

Sentencing was scheduled for June
6. Champ faces up to 50 years in prison.

His lawyer, Assistant Lancaster
County Public Defender Shawn Elliott,
referred all questions to Lancaster
County Attorney Gary Lacy, who was
not in his office Tuesday evening.

Champ also has been charged or is
asuspect in a series of attacks at sev-
eral other colleges.

Abooking agency in Chicago, Ario
Professional Artists, booked Champ
on the college circuit. Champ, who
once appeared on the syndicated tal-
ent show, “Star Search,” also per-
formed on cruise lines.

In the rapes, the attacker liked to
spit on his victims, quizzed them
about their sex lives and asked them
to pray for him.

Champ already has pleaded no
contest to raping a faculty member
at the University of Nebraska at
Omaha about a month after the Lin-
coln attack.

Society
Jax In
realizing
rape stats

typical introductory class here at Texas

Tech may have about 300 students, half

of whom are women. If national statistics
hold true, that means that between 30 and 40 of
those women are rape victims. That number
sounds surprisingly high, but in fact, one quarter
of all college women have been victims of rape.
Despite increased awareness about what this
crime really is (we have certainly come along way
since the days when there was “no such thing” as
date or acquaintance rape), rape continues to
plague our society.

According to the National Victim Center’s 1992
statistics, 1,871 rapes occur every day. That’s more
than one rape per minute. Tragically, this trend is
continuing. The U.S. Department of Justice and
the American Medical Association cite rape and
other forms of sexual assault as among the most
frequently-committed crimes in our country. I'll
let the statistics speak for themselves.

 12.1 million American women have been
raped. More than half of
those crimes were commit-
ted when the victim was 18
or younger.

* Many rapes go unre-
ported; 84 percent of victims
did not report their rape to
police, and 4 percent re-
ported the crime more than
24 hours after it happened.
Only 12 percent contacted
officials within 24 hours of
the rape (a critical time pe-
riod for gathering evidence).

* Old myths about rapists
don't match the NVC'’s sta-
tistics. Only 22 percent of
rapes were committed by strangers, while 29 per-
cent were committed by an acquaintance of the
victim, and 46 percent were committed by a rela-
tive or partner (11 percent by fathers or stepfa-
thers, 10 percent by boyfriends or ex-boyfriends,
9 percent by husbands or ex-husbands and 16
percent by other relatives). ‘

» Figures from the Department of Justice also
disprove the myth that most rapes happen in dark,
deserted alleys. One in four rapes occurs in a pub-
lic place or parking garage.

Other statistics from the justice department
show:

* 68 percent of rapes occur between 6 p.m. and
6 a.m.

* 29 percent of rapes involve the use of a
weapon.

* At least 45 percent of rapists were under the
influence of alcohol or drugs at the time they com-
mitted the crime.

* In 47 percent of rape cases, the victims suf-
fered additional injuries (such as cuts or blows to
the head).

75 percent of rape victims require medical at-
tention (in addition to psychological counseling)
after their assault.

Knowledge of these statistics may be helpful
in raising awareness about the prevalence of rape
and sexual assault, but perhaps more important
is understanding how to prevent these crimes.
First, women (who are the victims in 90 percent
of sexual assault cases), should realize that they
are at risk. Women between the ages of 16 and 24
experience the highest per capita rates of intimate
violence (including rape or assault by a known
attacker). That means that the majority of women
on the college campus are, to the perpetrators of
these crimes, targets.

There are numerous Web sites and publica-
tions with guidelines for lowering your risk of be-
coming a victim. Knowing now what you should
do if you are ever in a dangerous situation can
make the difference between being smart and
being a statistic.

For men, awareness of rape as a crime is the
first step to changing attitudes about it. In a re-
cent survey, the American Medical Association
discovered several disturbing opinions about
sexual assault:

* 35 percent of male college students reported
that they would commit rape if they knew they
would not be caught. :

* 1in 12 college men said they had committed
acts that met the legal definition of rape.

* 84 percent of those men did not consider what
theydid asrape, nor did they consider themselves
rapists.

_ These attitudes aren’t born in the university en-
vironment. Media images and social stereotypes
play arole in both men's and women's views about
sexuality; unfortunately, those influences may be
sen(jing the wrong message. The Department of
lu_suce found that many high school and junior
high students didn’t always view rape asa“crime.”
For example:

* 56 percent of high school girls and 76 percent
of high school boys said that forced sex is accept-
able sometimes.

~Anyone who knows a rape victim knows this
crime is never acceptable. Clearly, the society that
cultivates such confused attitudes about sexual-
ity and culpability will continue to suffer high ca-
sualties so long as people believe that rape isn't a
big deal. Rape is obviously a big deal in terms of
the number of people it affects, and it’s also a big
deal in terms of its impact on victims.

Amanda Renfro said before Tuesday’s
doubleheader with Texas that she did
not like the sight of Texas.

Renfro had a chance to tie the
game at the plate with runners on the
corners in the bottom of the seventh
inning, but Moore struck her out to
close out the game.

“It was a pretty good pitch be-
cause it fooled me a little,” Renfro
said. “It probably would have been a
ball if I didn't swing.”

Moore kept the Red Raider batters
in check all day by scattering six hits
over seven innings and no earned
runs in the complete game. Haij

managed to get one of the six hits
against Moore and said she was a
tough pitcher to face.

“She hit a lot of corners today, and
that made it hard to hit because most
of them were on the outside corner,”
Haij said.

Marchetti also was disappointed
she did not get freshman pitcher
Dana Yocum some innings.

“I wanted her to throw that sec-
ond game and then the rains came
down,” Marchetti said. “She has had
some bad luck with not getting some
innings in lately.”

Tech will take its 3-4 Big 12 Con-
ference record on the road to No. 6-
ranked Oklahoma this weekend in
Norman, Okla.

At this time, their is no make-up
contest scheduled with Texas.
