Oil Production in
Texas Tops Billion
Barrels Yearly

Texas oil production in the 10
vears since World War I1 nearly
equallcd total production of the
preceding 60 years and generated
$22,021,000,000 for the siate's ec-
onomy during the decade, accord-
ing to the Texas Mid-Continent
0il & Gas Association in a spec-
fal Oil Progress Week report.

During the 1948-55 period Tex-
as produced more than 9 billion
barrels of crude oil, with output
for the past five vears ave ng
slightly more than 1 billion bar-
rels a year, the association said.

Ra'e of production per day rose
from an average of 2,083,000 bar-
rels to 2,901,000 barrels for the
period.

Accordng to the new edition of
the booklet, Texas Oil and Gas,
published by the Assoclation, Tex«
as producers increased the state's
crude oil reserves by 3.3 billion
barrels in addition to producting
the @ billlon barrels during the
post-war decade, indicating that
12 billion barrels of crude were
found during the period.

Texas has an estimated 17.9
billion barrels of oil reserves—
14.9 billion in crude oil and the
remainder in natural gas liquids.
The state has 50 per cent of the
nation's oil reserves and produces
43 per cent of the domestic out-
put, accordng {o Texas Oil and
Gas.

Texas has dropped back in re-
lation to world production over
the past 10 years. however. Tex-
as now produces only 18 per cent
of the world's crude oil. In 1948
it was producing 27 per cent,

In contrast, the Middle East,
which produced only 9 per cent
of the world crude output in 1946,
ig now  producing 21 per cent.
