As the Id and flu season descends upon the Texas Tech

impus, students and medical staff are put on alert about the
viruses that may be infecting people throughout town.
Kelly Bennett, chief of staff at Student Health Services,
id this season always brings more students than usual into
Mompson hall for doctor’s appointments.

‘We are seeing about 200 people a day and are over our

ipacity. The difference in this semester and other ones is there
ire more people coming in that are actually sick rather than
injured,” she said

[he cold and flu season can last anywhere from six to eight
weeks and sends many to get check ups, Bennett said.

“The flu season starts about the beginning of January and
lasts until spring break, which is one reason why students are
not the only ones ready for spring break to come,” she said.

Jo Henderson, healthcare coordinator for Student Health
Services, said students who believe they are sick will have to
call SHS as soon as possible in order to get an appointment.

“On Monday morning we had over 400 phone calls be-
fore noon of people trying to get doctor’s appointments. It is
very important that you call the moment you know you are
sick.”

[here are many cold and flu symptoms that do not require
the help of a doctor, and there are things that can be done in
order to stay out of the doctor’s office.

“Wash your hands regularly. If someone coughs and you
touch their hands you may get sick along with them. Just tak-
ing care of yourself is important during this time,” she said.

HOUSTON (AP) — It has been five

years since Texas universities were
banned from using race as a factor in
admissions under the Hopwood ruling,
and campuses statewide are slowly re-
bounding from its effects.

How well former Texas Attorney
General Dan Morales will fare politically
because of his role in the ruling is an-
other matter.

Morales is seeking the Democratic
nomination for governor.

Gore testing 2004
presidential waters

Pediatrics academy

endorses gay adoption
CHICAGO (AP) — The American

Academy of Pediatrics has endorsed ho-
mosexual adoption, saying gay couples
can provide the loving, stable and emo-
tionally healthy family life that children
need.

The new policy focuses specifically on
gaining legally protected parental rights
for gay “co-parents” whose partners have
children, but it also could apply to gay
couples who want to adopt a child to-
gether, said Dr. Joseph Hagan Jr., chair
man of the committee that wrote the
policy.

An academy report, based on related
research, says “there’s no existing data
to support the widely held belief that
there are negative outcomes” for chil-
dren raised by gay parents, Hagan said.

At least 45 dead
after Turkey quake

SULTANDAGI, Turkey (AP) —
An earthquake shook a poppy-grow-
ing region in central Turkey on Sun-
day, toppling scores of buildings and
killing at least 45 people, including
an elderly couple crushed by falling
rubble while having breakfast.

At least 150 people were injured
in the magnitude-6 quake, which was
far less powerful than the pair of
earthquakes which killed 18,000
people in the northwest in 1999,

The government said no one else
was believed trapped in the rubble
and that it didn't expect the death
toll to climb much beyond 45.

Gen. says detainees
being treated fairly

GUANTANAMO BAY NAVAL
BASE, Cuba (AP) — Detainees from
the war in Afghanistan are being in-
terrogated in compliance with U.S,
laws and are not being drugged or tor-
tured, the general in charge of deten-
tion said Saturday.

“The questioning that goes on is
within the bounds of normal legal
procedures that are in effect within
the United States,” Brig. Gen. Mike
Lehnert told reporters.

“For example, there is no tor-
ture, whips, there are no bright

lights, drugging. We are a nation of

laws.”

Bush proposes changes to 401 (k) plans

WASHINGTON — President Bush
said Saturday the changes he is seeking
in 401 (k) retirement plans would enable
employees to more easily sell company
stock and help reduce the risk of Enron-
type losses.

“Employees who have worked hard and
saved all their lives should not have to risk
losing everything if their company fails,”
Bush said in his weekly radio address. “So
my administration is proposing important
safeguards to our pension laws to protect
the retirement savings of workers.”

The president announced the pro-
posed changes on Friday in a speech to
Republican lawmakers at the Greenbrier
Resort in White Sulphur Springs, W.Va.

“This is a matter of fairness,” he said as

he urged senators and House members
to give the proposal a clear track to early
passage.

After Enron declared bankruptcy and
company stock plunged, many employ-
ees said their retirement plans took a
beating. They could not sell because
their 401(k) accounts were frozen for
parts of October and November while
the energy company changed plan ad-
ministrators. Enron executives faced no
such restrictions. The Bush plan proposes
giving workers 30 days' notice before
their accounts could be frozen, allowing
them 1o more easily sell stock in their
company.

In the radio address, Bush said his pro-
posal would give workers greater freedom
to diversify their retirement holdings.

Crosier said there are plenty of
scholarship opportunities and financial
aid for students worried about the cost
of living abroad.

“Students who have financial aid at
Tech automatically receive financial
aid help studying abroad,” Crosier said.
“There are so many scholarship oppor-
tunities out there. There are scholar-
ships awarded on a competitive basis.
Some are merit-based as well.”

Students seeking payinent options
without a scholarship have a few op-
tions, Crosier said.

“How much studying abroad costs
depends on the program,” Crosier
said. “A reciprccal is based on Tech'’s
fees. This is the less expensive option,
but there is also the cost of airfare and
the cost of living to consider. You ex-
change places with another student
from overseas. They pay their own
school’s tuition, and you pay Tech’s.
You're just switching places. This op-
tion requires a lot more indepen-
dence.”

Crosier said another method in
which the student pays tuition rates at

Kelly is the first member of the
vaunted class of 83 quarterbacks group
to make the Hall. He began his ¢areer
in the USFL, then moved to the Bills
in 1986, guiding them to the AFC
championship from 1990-93

The Bills lost in each of those Super
Bowls, but Kelly, the fourth quarterback
to reach 30,000 yards passing for his ca
reer, joins his coach, Marv Levy, in the
Hall of Fame.

“Wow!” said Kelly, the only one of
the five in his first year of eligibility for
the Hall of Fame. “I don’t think I've

ever been as nervous in my life.”

Stallworth played on the power
house Steelers of the 1970s who were
more known for their defense. His part-
ner at wide receiver, Lynn Swann, made
the Hall last year

Stallworth scored the winning
touchdown 73-yard reception in the
1980 Super Bowl. He holds Super Bowl
records for career average per catch
(24.4 yards) and single game average
(40.33 in 1980).

Texas Tech contained the 3-point
shooting of Colorado guard Mandy
Nightingale for most of the contest in
the Lady Raiders’ 74-69 overtime loss
to the Buffaloes Sunday at the United
Spirit Arena. But with 2:56 left in
overtime, Nightingale found her
spot— just inside half court.

Nightingale entered the contest
leading the Buffs in 3-point shots on
the season with 52 but was held with
out one until the halfway point of
overtime. At that point, with one sec-
ond left on the shot clock, Nightin-
gale tracked down a loose ball and
heaved it from the outer ring of the
jump circle and drained her only 3-
point shot of the contest, putting the
Buffs up 69-65.

Tech was unable to rebound from
the Nightingale long distance bomb
and dropped their second overtime
conference game of the season.

Tech guard Jia Perkins finished the
contest with 12 points and four assists
but gave up a game-high nine turn-
overs in the Lady Raiders’ loss.

Perkins said despite the timing of

Nightingale’s lone 3-pointer, the Lady
Raiders did not lose focus following
her shot.

“I was just thinking of getting back
on offense to see if we could make a
shot,” Perkins said of her reaction to
Nightingale’s shot. “I don’t think we
run out of confidence until the buzzer
goes off.”

Tech took a 32-29 lead into the
locker room at halftime and was able
to claim a five-point lead at 42-37
with 15:31 left in the second half.

But Colorado reeled off 10 straight
points to claim a 47-42 lead with
12:37 left in the second frame.

Tech battled back and took a one-
point lead at 48-47 halfway through
the final regulation stanza, but once
again Colorado went on a run, scor-
ing eight consecutive points to take a
55-48 lead.

The Lady Raiders then fought back
to tie the contest at 58. The teams
were tied at 63 with 40 seconds left
in regulation.

Perkins lost the ball out of bounds
in the Lady Raiders’ final chance to
take the lead in regulation with :07
left in the second half.

Texas Tech coach Bob Knight
walked into the locker room at half-
time Saturday afternoon and could not
understand why his team had no smiles
with their heads down.

Knight said the No. 20-ranked Red
Raider squad was
upset at a dismal
first-half shooting
performance.

Knight could
not help but be
happy and said he
told them to not
be mad about a
couple of missed
shots.

PATRIOT MISSLE:
Vinatieri hits 48-yard
field goal as time

expires to clinch win

NEW ORLEANS (AP) -— The
New England Patriots picked the per-
fect Super Bow! for one of the big-
gest upsets cver.

Adam Vinatieri’s 48-yard field goal
as time expired capped a thrilling fi-
nal two minutes Sunday and gave the
Patriots a 20-17 win over the St. Louis
Rams for their first Super Bowl vic-
tory on a day of red, white and blue.

The winning kick came after the
Patriots had lost a 17-3 lead in the
final 10 minutes. But MVP Tom
Brady drove them downfield 53 yards
after St. Louis had tied it on a 26-yard
pass from Kurt Warner to Ricky
Proehl with 1:30 left.

The key play was a 23-yard pass
from Brady to Troy Brown to the St.
Louis 36. Three plays later came the
kick by Vinatieri, who had made two
field goals in the snow to give New
England a playoff win over Oakland.

The Patriots were 5-11 last year
and started this season at 0-2, losing
starting quarterback Drew Bledsoe in
the process.

Brady, a fourth-stringer as a rookie
a vear ago, took over and led them to
the AFC East title with an 11-5
record. But few expected them to beat
the Rams, who at 14-2 had the
league’s best record and best offense
and were trying to win their second
Super Bowl in two years.

J The Patriots had twice lost in the

New England edges Rams,

Super Bowl, both times in New Orleans.
And it was the first championship as a
head coach for Bili Belichick.

As defensive coordinator of the New
York Giants, 11 years ago, he won a ring
when Buffalo’s Scott Norwood missed a
47-yard attempt in the final seconds.

New England won on aday filled with
patriotic themes inside the Superdome
and high security outside.

There was plenty of drama, too, es-
pecially at the end. No Super Bowl has
ever gone to overtime, though this game
seemed headed that way when the Rams
rallied in the fourth quarter.

Warner's 2-yard sneak with 9:31 left
— his first rushing TD this season —
pulled St. Louis within 17-10. After
holding the Patriots, the Rams got the
ball back at their own 45 and needed
only 21 seconds to tie it.

Favored by 14 points, the Rams were
billed as the “Greatest Show on Turf.”
But if they expected to breeze, they dis-
covered early that the Patriots wouldn't
let them.

The Patriots showed their tenacity
early, giving up yards grudgingly and
moving from their own 3 to near midfield
after being pinned deep on their first
possession.

New England stiffened on St. Louis’
second possession, limiting the Rams to
Jeff Wilkins’ 50-yard field goal after they
had moved from their own 20.

The Patriots let the Rams reach their
34 early in the second quarter, but this
time Wilkins' 52-yard attempt was short.

New England had trouble moving, ut
it was still the Patriots’ pace at this stage of
the game. Everything was slow as the Pa-
triots’ varying defenses — as many as seven
defensive backs on some plays — made
