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Law school hosts career seminar

The Criminal Trial Lawyer’s Associa-
tion sponsored the 12th annual Career
Seminar Saturday at the Texas Tech
School of Law. The event featured speak-
ers from several areas of criminal law.

Robert Nigh, criminal defense at-
torney for Timothy McVeigh, was a
guest speaker. Other speakers included
David Guinn, private criminal defense
attorney; Helen Liggett, from the fed-
eral public defender’s office; Tanya
Pierce, from the U.S. attorney’s office
and Joe Carrico, of the Federal Bureau
of Investigation.

Nigh said representing criminals was
a stressful but meaningful job.

“It is stressful when you hold your
client’s life in your hands,” Nigh said.
“We have to choose very carefully the
information we believe in these types of
situations and what we do with it.”

Nigh said an important aspect of
criminal defense is informing the public

A total of 53.8 percent of Tech
| students favor the optional fee (Plan

A total of 44.7 percent favor the pro-
posed athletics fee.

‘ These results were further bro-
| ken down, revealing individual
classification decisions. Both fresh-
man (56.4 percent for, 43.6 percent
against) and sophomore (59.1 per-
cent for, 40.9 against) students
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Guinn said the seminar gives law stu-
dents the opportunity to interact with
professionals who are doing what the stu-
dents are aspiring to do.

“The seminar is good for anybody,”
Guinn said. “You listen to people who have
been in the work force for a while and leam
as much from their scar tissue as you can.”

Melinda Thompson, a first-year law
student from Island Village, said she en-
joyed listening to the speakers to gain
insight on the deviations that may oc-
cur in a case.

“I think Nigh revealed things the
public doesn’t usually get to hear,” Th-
ompson said. “I think it’s important to
talk about the deviations that happened
because most people don't realize that
happens all the time.”

Thompson said most of the public is
biased and has a general negative opin-
ion of criminal defense attorneys.

“They don’t understand the govern-
ment is flawed and unethical in many
ways,” Thompson said.

voted predominantly in favor of the
fee. Tech’s junior class revealed a
tighter margin of 51.6 percent against
and 48.4 percent for but joined both
the senior class (62.1 percent against,
37.9 percent for) and graduate/law stu-
dents (78.2 against, 21.8 for) in their
decision against the fee.

The survey data, which is to be used
to help the administration make a final
decision, suggests an overall preference
among students for the $150 optional fee
but by a narrow margin. Students who
attend five athletic events or fewer were
overwhelmingly against the fee, while
students attending six or more games in
the past year voted for the $100 required
fee.

The results also show a relationship
between whether or not a student pre-
ferred the fee and whether or not he or
she had leamed about the issue recently.
Although the minority, those who had
heard of the proposal prior to the phone
survey preferred the $100 fee more than
those who had heard of it for the first
time.

John Stienmetz, Student Govern-
ment Association president, explained
why the SGA supports the fee.

“It’s not just the Student Govern-
ment Association, it’s the Student Ser-
vice Fee Commiittee, which is made up
of students system wide,” he said.

s the leader of the Student
Senate, the internal vice
president is important in

making sure students’ voices are heard
in the Student Government Associa-
tion.

This half of The University Daily
editorial board believes Zeke
Fortenberry is the best person for the job
because of his energy and innovation.

His beliefs and attitude convey a
message that he is capable of standing
up to the administration when there is
opposition while keeping the best
interests of the Tech student body at
heart.

We see his resignation from the
Senate on Thursday as his way of

separating himself from the Senate,
demonstrating his refusal to be part of
an entity that he said he believes is not
fulfilling its job requirements to discuss
issues and represent the students. And
as internal vice president, he says he will
do everything in his power to prevent
senators from misusing their power.

Fortenberry said he plans on improv-
ing relations between students, adminis-
trators and the SGA by creating a
House of Representatives within Tech's
student government system.

One student from every Tech student
organization would have the opportu-
nity to be a member of this House where
each member would vote on issues in a
similar manner as the Student Senate,
which would then not be the sole
student legislative body influencing the

fate of Tech students. Fortenberry’s
leadership and this House will give
students a louder voice when it comes to
sharing concerns about Tech policy.

Fortenberry said while he may not
have solutions to every debatable issue
on campus, he said he has a keen
understanding for these problems and is
the best person to address these issues
from a leading role within our student
government.

While it is important for the SGA
president to have good leadership skills,
The University Daily editorial board
believes it is more important for the
person to have excellent communica-
tion skills, a strong resolve and an
ability to keep their finger on the pulse
of the students they represent.

It is the opinion of The UD editorial
board that SGA presidential candidate
and current SGA Internal Vice Presi-
dent Kelli Stumbo is best suited for the
job.

Stumbo’s campaign is centered
around four major areas — academics,

athletics, multiculturalism and student
involvement. One of the most refresh-
ing and impressive points about Stumbo
is that she puts academics first in her
campaign, which we believe shows her
constant realization that the students
she wants to represent have come to
Tech for one primary reason — to
receive an education.

Stumbo is full of good ideas — ones
that are viable and realistic. She says she
plans on having a book swap at the end
of this semester for students to trade
books back and forth, bypassing high
bookstore prices and saving students
money. This idea shows research, as she
has modeled it after a similar event
Stanford University holds.

Having served as president of the
Student Senate this year, it would be
easy for Stumbo to be overly protective
and defensive of the legislative branch
of the SGA.

However, she plans on creating a
Student Organization Advisory Com-
mittee, which would be made up of
delegates from each student organiza-
tion, to supplement the voice of
current SGA bodies in order to allow
more students’ perspectives to be heard.

Solid hitting, productive pitching
gives softball sqaud wins at NMSU

The Texas Tech softball team had its
best outing in a tournament this year at
the Troy Cox Classic in Las Cruces, N.M.
Tech opened the tournament with three
wins, including its second win over a
ranked opponent.

The Red Raiders played Dayton in
their opener, and they came out swing-
ing. The Raiders scored three runs in the
first inning on three hits. Esmerelda Perez
led off the game with a single and a sto-
len base. Perez went 4-4 with three sto-
len bases and two runs scored against the
Flyers. Tech’s hitting pounded out three
more runs with two outs in the sixth in-
ning before winning 8-1.

Tech pitching dominated Dayton as
freshman Amie Stines got her first win of
the season. Stines threw a complete game
and gave up one run off four hits. She had
a perfect game into the fifth inning.

After defeating Dayton, Tech matched
up with No. 17 Florida State. The game
was sent to extra frames at a 1-1 tie. The
International Tie Breaker Rule was en-
forced and Tracy Cartier was placed on
second. This rule starts the extra inning
with a runner on second base.

With Cartier on second, Perez singled
and Rebecca Eimen walked, loading the
bases for Kristi Robles with no outs. Rob-
les doubled scoring two Raiders to take a
3-1 lead over the Seminoles.

Jana Baker would single later to score
Eimen and add to the cushion. Tech pitch-
ing again kept the Seminole hitters at bay.

Starter Jennifer Vaught gave up the
only FSU run in the second inning
Kristina Blair pitched two and two-thirds
innings in relief to get the win. The
pitching helped the Seminoles leave
seven runners stranded on base, includ-
ing three in the eighth

Tech’s second match with Dayton
would be record setting. The big sticks
came out in the second inning as the
Raiders hit three homeruns, a Tech record
for most homeruns in an inning. Maggie
Ayers notched her first win of the season with
a complete game shutout. Tech won 8-0.

The Raiders faced New Mexico State
University Saturday afternoon and fell
victim to their own heroics from their
8-0 victory earlier. The Aggies first
baseman hit a two two-out, two-run
homers in the game. Tech put together
a rally in the bottom half of the seventh,
but it was to no avail as 5-3 was the final
score. In the game, Kristi Robles ex-
tended her hitting streak to eight games.

As of press time the results of Tech’s
Sunday games with NMSU and FSU were
not known. Tech (7-13) will face NMSU
two more times at the New Mexico State
University tournament March 1.

The Texas A&M Aggies controlled
the opening tip but little else in their
74-53 loss to the Texas Tech Red Raid-
ers Saturday on senior day at the United
Spirit Arena.

Tech held the Aggies (9-19 overall,
3-11 Big 12) to just 14 points in the first
half as the Red Raiders claimed a 35-
14 halftime edge and maintained the
21-point edge throughout the second
half.

Raider guard Will Chavis paced
Tech offensively in the contest with 18
points, five rebounds and five assists in
the winning effort.

A&M forward Bernard King fought
through constant heckling from the
Tech fans in attendance each time he
touched the ball for most of the sec-
ond half to score a game-high 20
points.

Tech (20-6 overall, 9-5 Big 12) held
the Aggie offense scoreless for more than
nine minutes during one stretch of the
first half and built a 28-9 lead with 8:02
left before halftime.

Raider senior Andy Ellis canned a
jump shot as time expired in the first
stanza to give Tech its 21-point lead at
the half.

With 10:21 left in the contest, King
fouled Chavis on a lay-up attempt and
was booed by the fans each time he
touched the ball from that point until
the end of the contest.

Tech fans passed around a home-
made goalpost toward the end of the

game, symbolic of Tech fans’ tearing
down the goalposts following the Red
Raiders’ last two home football victo-
ries against A&M. At one point during
the contest, Tech coach Bob Knight
told the fans to clap.

Knight said he was pleased with the
fan reaction, but he did not want the
cheering to turn into harassing.

“The students have been really
good,” Knight said. “I don’t want them
at a point where they are harassing the
other people. They really were good
when | told them to clap and they
clapped. I kind of got a kick out of
that.”

Tech seniors Jesus Arenas and Chris
Cassidy were put into the game with
about two minutes left and each player
was able to register points in the Raid-
ers’ win

Arenas, Cassidy and Ellis each made
speeches to the crowd following their fi-
nal home game at Tech. Knight also
called upon the senior members of the
Tech band, cheerleading and pom squads
to come down onto the court to receive
an ovation from the crowd for their ef
forts during the season.

Each player thanked their family,
teammates and present and former
coaches during their speeches.

Ellis finished the contest with 14
points and five rebounds and said af-
ter performing on losing teams for his
first three years at Tech, playing on a
20-win squad this season has been
sweet.

“The last couple of years have been

a struggle,” Ellis said. “This is good for
us. It is good for this program. This is
where this program needs to be. We
have got it on the way going up. It is
good for us to be on that first team that
kind of turned it around. It has been
exciting and fun, and we are just go-
ing to try and continue it for a couple
of more games at least.”

Cassidy finished the game with two
points and said sinking a basket in his
final home game was special.

“To make a bucket here at home was
just a dream come true,” Cassidy said.
“Every once in a while, I will make a
free throw or I'll make a couple of points
on the road, but that was the first real
basket that I made at home. It was spe-
cial because I got to do it in my last
game, and my parents got to see me. It
meant a lot to me.”

Arenas finished the contest with one
point and said after walking on the team
with Cassidy in 1999 and playing with
Ellis since then, competing as Raiders
with his senior teammates will be most
memorable for him.

“I think the best thing out of all this
is that we have all been here since '99,”
Arenas said. “Me and Chris walked on at
the same time, and we went through all
of that together. | have known Andy since
high school. But just being here with
coach (James) Dickey and through the
whole phase that we went through last
year being 9-19 last year and just playing
really well this year, I think that is the
best thing out of all of this, that we have
all gone through it together.”

Big 12 meet

The Texas Tech tracks teams par-
ticipated in the Big 12 Indoor Cham-
pionships this weekend in Lincoln,
Neb. The women’s team improved its
position from last year by two spots,
finishing in eighth place. The men did
not improve their final standings by
finishing 10th again this year.

[he teams were not without
strong performances by some Red
Raiders, though.

For the men, Jonathan Johnson
finished second in two events, the
600-meters and the 800-meters.
Julieon Raeburn finished third in the
200-meters. His time of 21.21 was .01
seconds ahead of Ivory McCann.
Both Raiders’ times were good
enough to provisionally qualify them
for the NCAA meet March 1. The
men'’s 4x400-meters relay team fin-
ished fourth and also qualified for the
NCAA meet

The women had three second-
place finishes and one first-place
mark. Shannon Spaulding finished in
second in the 800-meters. Spaulding
also ran anchor for the Distance
Medley Relay that placed first. The
4x400-meter relay team finished sec-
ond. Both the distance and the sprint
relays qualified for the NCAA meet.
Tech’s other second-place finish
came in the 400-meters. Rachelle
Evans finished with a time of 53.89.

The Lady Raiders made the most of
senior night as every Texas Tech player
that suited out for the game registered
points in the scoring column, as Tech
bested the Nebraska Cornhuskers 99-
57 Saturday night at the United Spirit
Arena in the final regular season home
game the Lady Raiders this season.

Tech guard Kari Jo Simmons was the
last Lady Raider to score as she raced
the length of the court to put in a lay-
up as time expired in the contest.

The Lady Raiders had four players
reach double-digits in scoring as they
moved to 17-9 overall and 8-7 in Big
12 Conference action with the win.
Nebraska fell to 14-14 overall and 4-
11 in conference play with the loss.

Tech trailed 4-0 early in the con-
test but quickly regrouped and took its
first lead of the game at 5-4 on a 3-
pointer by guard Natalie Ritchie with

17:52 left before halftime.

Nebraska forward Katie Robinette
made a jump shot shortly thereafter to
give the Cornhuskers their last lead of
the game at 6-5.

From that point, the Lady Raiders
were able to regain the lead and ex-
tend it to 21 points by halftime as Tech
entered the locker rooms at intermis-
sion with a 45-24 lead.

Tech senior guard Candi White fin-
ished the game with 12 points, seven
assists and three steals.

White and fellow seniors Tanisha
Ellison and Amber Tarr were honored
before the game as their parents es-
corted them onto the floor during pre-
game announcements.

White said she had a good feeling
walking onto the floor of the United
Spirit Arena during the regular season
for the last time.

“It always feels good to play in the
United Spirit Arena,” White said. “All

day | wasn't sure how I was going to
be. It was just great running out in the
crowd. My Dad got a little emotional
so | was like, ‘Stop Dad,’ because then
I would. I just tried to enjoy every mo-
ment of it.”

Ellison finished her final regular
season contest at the United Spirit
Arena with an 11-point, five-rebound
performance.

Ellison said in her career as a Lady
Raider, she has improved both on the
court and in life outside of basketball.

“My past four years have been
great,” Ellison said. “I feel like I have
improved a lot on and off the court
since my freshman vear. I feel like now
I am able to do a lot more things that |
couldn’t do my freshman year.”

Tarr was forced to sit out her final
regular season game at the United
Spirit Arena as she was suffering from
muscle spasms in her back stemming
from an incident in practice earlier in

Slack said after a slow start in the

Tech pitcher Steve Rowe collected
the win out of the bullpen to move his
overall record to 3-0. Pirate pitcher
Chris Noonan picked up the loss.

Saturday Seton Hall jumped on top
with six runs in the top of the first in-
ning. The Pirates plated two more runs
in the second and led Tech 8-1 after
three innings.

But Tech mounted a rally in the
fourth and fifth innings scoring nine
runs over the two-inning stretch to
take a 10-8 lead. The Pirates countered
with a run in the seventh but could
not plate the tying run in the eighth
and ninth innings as they dropped the
second game of the series. Raider
hurler Matt Harbin picked up the win
while Seton Hall pitcher Mike
Santmyer picked up the loss.

With the series sweep, the Red
Raiders move to 13-4 on the season.
Seton Hall falls to 2-4 on the season
with the series loss.
