Students can vote for the positions
of Student Government Association
president, internal vice president, exter-
nal vice president, senators and consti-
tutional referendums today.

Voting will be available online from
9 a.m. today to 7 p.m. Wednesday. Re-
sults will be posted Wednesday from 8:30
to 9 p.m.

All voting will be done online at

www.sga.ttu.edu, not on paper.

Bill Brannan, elections commis-
sioner, said elections were moved up one
week in case of a runoff to avoid con-
flicts with Spring Break.

“Historically there is always a runoff
between some of the candidates,” he said.

If needed, the runoff will be held
March 5 and 6.

Channon Cain, external vice presi-
dent for the SGA, said he was in a run-
off last year and the second time around

campaigning was harder.

“Before the election was moved up
a week the runoffs were held after
Spring Break,” he said. “It was harder
because you should be relaxing during
the break, but I had it on the back of
my mind.”

Candidates for president, internal
vice president and external vice presi-
dent have to win 50 percent of the vote.
Candidates for the senators win by plu-
rality. Constitutional referendums have
to pass by a two-thirds vote.

There are 106 qualified candidates
running for senator positions of the dif-
ferent colleges.

In the SGA elections of 2000-2001,

2,735 students voted.

Cain said he thought there were a lot
of good candidates running for office this
year.

“It is good to see the SGA bringing
out people of that quality who are vying
for those positions,” he said.

Jason Sharp, senator-at-large, said
most of the changes to the SGA consti-
tution that the students will be voting
on are technicalities.

Issues students will have a choice to vote
on during the election are wording of the
SGA constitution, grade point averages and
number of hours being taken by senate
members, and change of qualifications for
internal vice president.

Cain said students will have a voice
to vote on a referendum question that
will raise the International Education fee
$1 every year for the next three years
with a permanent cap of $4 a semester.

“The study abroad is kinda my baby,”
he said. “The scholarships we give to
these students are just peanuts compared
to how much financial strain they are
really under.”

Cain said this fee is different from the
athletics fee because the money goes di-
rectly to students for scholarships.

Brannan said since there are a num-
ber of constitutional referendums on the

Future,” brought many university, local and state
leaders to the Helen DeVitt Jones Auditorium of
the Museum of Texas Tech. During the 30-minute
presentation Schmidly explained the importance
of the nine goals set within the plan

“My goal is to see Texas Tech grow to 30,000
students,” he said. “I think, with the goals we are
making and this strategic planning, this goal is
every bit possible.”

Schmidly introduced the city to such univer-
sity goals as increased access and diversity, main-
taining strong traditions and pride, and financial
stability, among others.

“It is imperative to keep our traditions alive
and financial stability, goal No. 8, is the solid rock
on which our success will be built.”

While moving through the presentation,
Schmidly described how each goal would be pur-
sued and accomplished. When Schmidly explained
goal three, “Enhanced Opportunities for Engage-

Candidates begin campaigning
for city elections held in May

Though city elections are
not until May 4, campaigning
is well under way for the open-
ing district seats and mayoral
position.

The official filing period for
city council member positions
and the mayor position began
Feb. 18. Four seats on the City
Council expire in May.

Three district seats are up
for grabs: District 1, District 3
and District 5, currently held
by Victor Hernandez, David
Nelson and Marc McDougal,
respectively.

McDougal declared his inten-
tions to run for mayor Aug. 10,
opening the campaign season

nine months early. Windy Sitton
announced she would not seek a
fourth term as mayor Jan. 9.
With Marc McDougal va-
cating the District 5 seat, two
candidates have filed to run for
the position. Tom Martin, a re-
tired Lubbock police officer, an-
nounced he would run for the
seat in January. Martin also
served as police chief in San
Marcos and Grapevine before
returning to Lubbock: as public
information manager for the

city.
Lubbock  businessman
Stephan Lampman also filed for

candidacy Feb. 18.

Victor Hernandez, a lawyer
and current council member for
District 1, said he would run for

a third term, though he has not
filed yet, Glass said.

City Council members are
elected based on their district to
four-year terms.

National Park Service
to protect Rio Grande

ODESSA, Texas (AP) — The Na-
tional Park Service is seeking new ideas
on protecting the Rio Grande as it flows
through Big Bend National Park and
along the Texas-Mexico border.

The Rio Grande Wild and Scenic
Partnership Team, hosted by the Park
Service, is scheduled to meet Wednes-
day at Midland International Airport.

Team members are working on issues
related to the development and imple-
mentation of a river management plan
for the Rio Grande Wild and Scenic
River, said Lou Good of NPS.

Big Bend National Park superinten-
dent Frank Deckert said the main issues
facing the river are lack of flow and poor
quality of water.

“Hopefully, we'll come up with a plan
that will protect the river,” he told the
Odessa American in Monday’s editions

He said that parts of the river have
literally dried up from El Paso to
Presidio, where the Rio Concho flows
up from Mexico, due to withdrawals
by irrigated agricultural interests in
New Mexico and incursion of saltcedar
into the riverbed.

The forest of saltcedars_is almost a
mile wide at some points, Deckert said.

The imported plant has broad-reach-
ing root systems that can drain a river sys-
tem and also inject salt into a watershed.

Man kills mail-order

bride; jurors mourn
LYNNWOOD, Wash. (AP) — Jurors

who convicted a man of murder in the
death of his mail-order bride wept as they
brought potted plants to her parents and
flowers to her grave.

Ten of the 12 jurors and an alternate
in the five-week trial visited the grave
of Anastasia Solovieva King on Sunday
in Seattle’s suburbs.

“I feel Anastasia has become a part
of my life,” juror Robbie Lovejoy said. “1
needed to put her to rest like (her par-
ents) put her to rest.”

The visit came three days after the
jury convicted Indle Gifford King Jr., 40,
of first-degree murder and witness tam-
pering in the strangling death of his 20-
year-old wife.

Her body was found on an Indian
reservation in December 2000, about
three months after she was last seen
alive.

Daniel Kristopher Larson, a boarder
at King’s house, testified that the 270-
pound King sat on his wife while Larson
strangled her with a necktie.

Larson pleaded guilty to second-de-
gree murder in a plea agreement.

King’s lawyers contended Larson
actéd alone.

King faces 21 to 28 years in prison
under state guidelines when he is sen
tenced March 27.

Kosovo doctor tells

story of Serbian raids
THE HAGUE, Netherlands (AP) —

A Kosovo doctor recounted how Serb
policemen gunned down six of his rela-
tives and burned their house like it was
their “daily business” as he testified Mon-
day in the war crimes trial of Slobodan
Milosevic.

Argon Berisha, an ethnic Albanian,
described a rampage by Serb forces in the
southwestern town of Suva Reka after
NATO began bombing Yugoslavia in
March 1999.

Berisha said he watched from across
the street as police raided his uncle’s
house, forcing the 25 people hiding in-
side to run for their lives. His cousins
Bujar and Sedat were in the terrified
group.

“Police started to shoot at Bujar and
Sedat, emptying all their magazines into
their bodies,” Berisha said.

He then saw police coming out of the
house dragging the bodies of two more
cousins, the wife of one of them and the
mother of the other, Berisha said. Police
later destroyed the corpses by buming
down the house, he said.

“It seems that the criminals have this
as their daily business,. They were well
trained and they knew where to leave
the bodies so that they would be burned
up,” Berisha said, pointing to a photo of
the site.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Courts
across America have reached different
conclusions in emotional Ten Com-
mandments cases, some allowing govern-

ment displays of the biblical list, others
barring it.

Only the Supreme Court can resolve
the question, and it chose Monday to
steer clear for now.

The court quietly turned down an
appeal from Indiana Gov. Frank
O’Bannon, who wanted permission to
place a 7-foot stone monument on the
grounds of the state Capitol.

The court’s action was a defeat for
Indiana and other states that sought the
high court’s endorsement for the notion
that the Ten Commandments are as
much emblems of legal tradition as they
are biblical teachings.

“To just cavalierly dismiss (the case)
is to put aside what is becoming a very
large, growing concem on the part of
millions of Americans,” said Rob
Schenck, an evangelical minister whose
Ten Commandments Project supports
the list’s display.

“People are petty for attacking the
Ten Commandments, and it should not
be sanctioned by the United States Su-
preme Court,” Schenck said.

The Indiana case presented an op-
portunity for a broad ruling on govern-

Under a 1994 appeals court ruling,
plaques bearing the Ten Command-
ments may not be displayed in court-
houses in Alabama, Florida and Geor-
gia.

In recent years state and federal
courts have also struck down display
of similar plaques in South Carolina
and Kentucky.

To add to the confusion, some
monuments or plaques remain in ju-
risdictions that theoretically prohibit
them. In Alabama, opponents claim
the state’s chief justice flouted a fed-
eral appeals court ruling by installing
a 5,280-pound depiction of the Ten
Commandments in the state Supreme
Court rotunda.

“All Americans should feel welcome
when they walk into a city hall, a court-

The law is
unclear, making it difficult for state leg-
islatures to know what to do, attorneys
general in Texas, Alabama, Mississippi,
Nebraska, Oklahoma, South Carolina,
South Dakota, Utah and Virginia
wrote.

“The importance of the issue in this
case goes beyond simply whether gov-
ernment may display the Ten Com-
mandments on a monument on public
property,” the states wrote. “The larger
issue is the extent to which government
may acknowledge and accommodate re-
ligion as being an important part of our
nation’s heritage.”

The Ten Commandments contain
both religious and secular directives, in-
cluding the familiar proscriptions against
stealing, killing and adultery. The Bible
says God gave the list to Moses.

The Constitution bars government
promotion of religion but protects the
individual’s freedom to worship as he
pleases.

tention rate recently, but 50 percent will
never satisfy me as Texas Tech president.”

Jorge Soto, a senior architecture
major from Abilene, attended the
lecture.

“I look for a candidate that brings
something that we don't have right
now,” he said.

Soto said he does not come to
the lectures or interviews searching
for or expecting them to say any one
thing.

“What I look for is that each can-
didate offers something different,” he
said. “Every faculty member should
bring something unique to the pro-
gram.”

Because of an increase in enroll-
ment, the college is opening several
new faculty positions.

“Architecture has such broad in-
terests and issues to deal with that
I think every single one of them is
important, and the important part
is that we have a faculty member
that specializes in each issue,” Soto
said.

James White, former dean of the
College of Architecture and professor
of architecture internships and studio
course architecture design thesis, said
the National Architecture Accredita-
tion Board’s report stated the college’s
student-to-faculty ratio was too high.

White said Tech Provost John Burns
allocated two positions for the academic
year 2001-2002, two positions for 2002-
2003 and two more positions, which will
be advertised in September for the 2003-
2004 academic year.

The college recently interviewed
Paul Clarke as a potential faculty mem-
ber. Clarke served as an associate profes-
sor of architecture and urban design at
Miami University in Oxford, Ohio.

Lisa McDonald, Knights of Archi-
tecture president and a senior archi-
tecture major from Amarillo, said the
college is currently facing a ratio of
about one faculty member for every 21
students.

The National Architecture Accredi-
tation Board placed the college on a
three-year accreditation period last year.
The NAAB will return to re-evaluate
the college in 2004. The college must
earn the highest level of accreditation
to keep its degrees in good standing
through 2010.

One issue is the student-to-faculty
ratio, which is higher than the maximum
allowed by the NAAB.

Education vouchers hurt the system

ast week,
I the

Supreme
Court took a
first look at a
landmark case
concerning
school vouch-
ers. A six-year-
old Cleveland
private-school

voucher
program has
been deemed
unconstitu-
tional by an appeals court and is now
facing the highest court in the country.

In President George W. Bush’s most
recent attempt at vouchers, parents
with children in poorly performing
school districts would be eligible for a
tax break up to $2,500. Parents would
be able to use this money to send their
children to a school of their choosing.

The similar Cleveland program is
being challenged as unconstitutional in
that it violates the separation of church
and state by using tax dollars to fund
religious schools. In Cleveland’s test
program, 96 percent of participants
used their vouchers at religious schools.
Only nine of the 51 schools in the
program were secular.

“The bottom line is that 96 percent
of the kids taking tuition aid are
attending religious schools,” Justice
David H. Souter said. “The money’s
going to end up where it’s going to end
up, and the 96 percent is pretty
persuasive.”

Proponents say that school vouchers
will force low performing districts to
compete, while those against the

program say this competition will only
take dollars away from struggling
districts, further insuring poor perfor-
mance. Both arguments are moot in
this instance, as the Supreme Court is
concerned with the constitutionality of
the program and ultimately Bush'’s
similar proposal.

It seems to me that Bush and
supporters of the voucher program are
touting an education plan with no real
interest in education. In fact, their
interests lie in the support of religious
organizations, or as Bush calls them,
“faith-based” organizations. While this
program can be promoted as flying
under the education flag, the issue at
hand is not
education but a
separation of
church and state.

the Supreme Court does not have the
right to create law; this ability lies
solely in the hands of the Congress.
And, we all know that “Congress shall
make no law respecting an establish-
ment of religion...”

It’s sort of like instant replay in the
NFL. If there isn’t enough evidence to
overturn a call, the play stands.

Well, this is the case with school
vouchers. Since the Supreme Court
cannot make law and Congress has
rejected the idea, there is no reason to
overturn it. If passed, this ruling could
represent a dangerous tolerance in the
funding of religious institutions by the

Separation of Church and State, said
“Taxpayers will have to pay for
everything from buying bibles to
constructing chapels at religious
schools.”

Although Congress rejected private-
school vouchers last year, Bush is still
allocating money in his 2003 budget. I
guess he’s employing the “if at first you
do not succeed” strategy to a program
that Americans obviously don't want.

Since the legislative body of our
government wouldn’t make school
vouchers legal, supporters of the plan
are now relying on the judicial body to
set some sort of precedent. By the way,

rulings of equal treatment for religious
organizations.

However, this treatment is obviously
not equal. If 96 percent of the program’s
money in Cleveland went to religious
schools, it seems taxpayers are funding
the teaching of religious doctrine.
Considering the definition of a test
program, one can only assume a
national voucher system would produce
similar results.

Let’s forget for a minute, which the
Supreme Court cannot afford to do,
that this program is unconstitutional.
Let’s concentrate on the effects of
vouchers on education. If this program

should stand, we can only assume
that the effect as stated by George
Bush will occur — competition in
education. As an economic theory,
competition is right up there on the
top of my list. However, on my
education list, competition is right
down there with illiteracy.

Do we really want schools
competing with one another for
students? Is education worth that
little in our country? A contest
suggests a winner and an inevitable
loser, which will be education if this
program is allowed to continue.

Here’s an idea. If Bush is
concerned about education and not
leaving a child behind, then he
ought to educate them all. What is
the common good in pulling a child
out of a poorly performing school to
attend a more successful school?
The kids will take their money with
them, throwing the already poor
school into a hopeless spin.

We need a real education policy
aimed at improving poor schools, not
by taking kids out but putting dollars
in. Running and hiding from this
problem, as vouchers encourage, is
not the solution. Reform that leaves
no students behind means not giving
up on schools. Let’s look at the
programs these kids are running to
and use them for models. Vouchers
would make a sacrifice of the ailing
education system, and that's one
death our country cannot afford.

The Supreme Court is expected
to make a ruling sometime in June.

| Constitutional

changes made

with students
in mind

uring the course of the summer,
our student senators were
hard at work looking through

the Student Government Association
constitution finding things that need to
be updated and changed so we can
better serve you. Most of these changes
are just technicalities in the constitu-
tion that were in need of minor
changes, but there were a couple of
changes that affect the way we
currently operate.

The first change affects Article II,
Section 2. The current wording states
“The Student Senate shall be composed
of: Representatives elected from each
academic school...” This wording is a
little out of date since our representation
is based upon college and not school.
The wording needs to be changed so we
don’t have to worry about a problem of
double representation since our schools
(i.e. School of Music, Mass Communica-
tions) are already represented by their
academic college. The next change we
made had to deal with grade point
averages and the number of hours
required to run for office. Currently,
student senators must have a 2.0 GPA to
serve as a senator. | he new modification
will state that senators must maintain a
GPA that is considered to be in good
standing with the university policy.

This change was needed to ensure
that if university policy changes from the
current 2.0, there would not be a need for
another amendment to the constitution
to ensure that all students are adequately
represented. In addition, the constitution
currently gives exact numbers that are
required to be eligible to run for an
executive office. The original intention
was to ensure the vice presidents were
juniors and the president was a senior.
The Constitution currently states that
you must have 64 hours to run for a vice
presidential position and 90 hours to run
for president. Again, things change and
to be a junior you only need 60 hours.
The wording in the referendum states
that you only need to be a junior or senior
to run, just in case we change our hour
requirements again.

The next thing that we hoped to
accomplish was to make the judicial
branch stronger so that our Supreme
Court justices would have something to
do. The first change makes the justice
appointments last for two years. Every
odd year, the president will appoint three
justices, and every even year the president
will appoint four. The chief justice will
be elected from the associate justices. The
second change raises the Supreme Court
GPA requirement froma 2.0 o a 2.5.
We want our very best students making
up the Supreme Court, and we believe
that these changes will give our Supreme
Court more autonomy and make beinga
justice a coveted position.

There is also a change that will add to
the qualifications required to run for
internal vice president. It will amend
Article II1. Executive, Section 3, and will
state, “in addition, the vice president for
internal affairs shall have served as a
student senator prior to the election.”

This change was instituted not to
exclude anyone but to ensure that the
president of the Student Senate has
knowledge of how the Senate operates, so
they are able to efficiently run the Senate.
Most colleges directly elect the president
of the Senate from its membership, so we
are actually giving you more of a voice in
your student government than most

other schools throughout the country do.

Finally, there is a referendum question
that will ask us to raise our fees. The
International Education Fee is currently a
$1 fee that funds scholarships for students
to study abroad. The referendum will
raise the fee $1 each year for three years,
with a permanent cap of $4 per semester.
The fee will create an endowment so that
when $4 million is reached, the fee will
cease to exist. We believe this is an

opportunity to end some fees here at
Tech. In addition, the study abroad
objectives laid out by university President
David Schmidly will be met as well.

We, your elected representatives,
believe these changes are what you want
and are in the best interests of our future
students. If you would like to take a look
at the constitution, please stop by the
SGA office located in Room 230 in the
Student Union and pick up a copy.
