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GA forms committee to attract campus input

Members of Texas Tech student organizations
will have the opportunity this fall to voice their
opinions to the Student Government Associa-
tion through the newly formed Student Organi-
zation Advisory Committee.

Kelli Stumbo, outgoing intemal vice president
and incoming president of the SGA, said SOAC
is another way voice for students to voice opin-
ions on different issues involving the campus.

All registered student organizations have the
opportunity to elect one student from their orga-
nization to serve as a liaison between their orga-
nization and the SGA.

“The SGA has nothing to do with how the
organization proceeds to elect the delegate to be
a member of SOAC,” she said.

Stephanie Cervantes, chief of staff for the
SGA, said the small details of SOAC have not
been completed.

“The logistics of how this will run has not been

decided, for example, we are not sure how we will
run it,” she said.

Cervantes said the external vice president of
the SGA will be in charge of running SOAC.

“The president already has too much to do,
and the internal vice president is in charge of the
Student Senate,” she said. “It only makes sense
that the external vice president would be in
charge of SOAC.”

There are 380 registered student organizations
at Tech. The members of SOAC will have a

monthly meeting with the SGA.

Stumbo said each monthly meeting would
serve as an information session between student
organizations and the SGA.

“The last part of the meeting will be a forum
so the students can voice their opinion on issues
and concerns such as traffic and parking, hous-
ing and dining and the SGA,” she said. “Then
the SGA will take their opinions to the adminis-
tration and the Student Senate.”

Twenty hearing-impaired students
from across the world will meet May 12
to bicycle across America to raise money
for a scholarship for international hear-
ing-impaired students.

Lori Cummings, a deaf student at
Texas Tech, is participating in the cross
county cycling.

Cummings, a junior early childhood
education major from Lubbock, said the
students will start in Los Angeles and
make the trek to Washington, D.C., with
a possible stop in Lubbock on the route.

“We hope to arrive in Washington,
D.C., around July 8,” she said. “July 8 is
the biggest deaf conference in the United
States; nearly 6,000 deaf and hard of
hearing people will be there.”

Scott Steggs, director of Lubbock
Community Service for the Deaf, said

the money raised from the fund raiser will
help intemational hearing-impaired stu-
dents go to school in the United States.

“When international deaf students
come to the United States for school,
they want to stay here and not go back
to their countries,” he said. “This schol-
arship would encourage these students
to take their education they receive here
and teach it to others in their own coun-
ties.”

The United States has the only four
colleges in the world for the hearing im-
paired. They are South West Collegiate
Institute for the Deaf in Big Spring;
Gallaudet University in Washington,
D.C.; National Technical Institute for
the Deaf in Rochester, N.Y.; and Cali-
fornia State University at Northridge in
Northridge, Calif.

Three killed after plane
hits building in Milan

MILAN, Italy (AP) — A small
plane, in flames and reporting mechani-
cal problems, smashed into the tallest
skyscraper in Italy’s financial capital
Thursday, killing at least three people
and injuring 60. The crash initially raised
fears of a Sept. 11-type terror attack, but
the [talian government said it was prob-
ably an accident.

The aircraft punched through the
25th floor of the slim Pirelli building,
gutting two floors and starting a fire that
sent smoke pouring out into the clear
blue sky over downtown Milan. Emer-
gency workers helped bloodied men in
business suits while firefighters worked
to put out the blaze.

“I heard something like the engine
of a plane dying out, and then [ heard a
terrible explosion,” said Raffaele

Taccogna, who was tending bar at the
nearby Atlantic Hotel. “I certainly
thought of the September attacks in the
United States,” he said. “It really looked
like the same thing.”

The pilot — who was on a 20-minute
flight from Locarno, Switzerland, to
Milan — had started landing procedures
at Milan’s Linate airport when air traffic
controllers alerted him that he wasn't
lined up with the runway, the Italian air
traffic controller’s association said late
Thursday.

The pilot reported “a little problem
with the landing gear,” and the control
tower instructed him to move to the west
of the airport until it was fixed, a state-
ment from the association said, adding
that the pilot didn't issue a distress sig-
nal as officials had previously reported.

Middleton
sustained a laceration to the back of her
head.

Hoffman said police are in the pro-
cess of investigating the accident.

Abbott was treated at University
Medical Center.

Drew Lemons, health unit coordina-
tor at the UMC, said Middleton’s con-
dition is stable.

Hoffman said pedestrians being hit by
cars are not becoming a trend or epi-
demic.

“These types of accidents just hap-
pen because of the number of people we

have on campus,” he said.

“There are so many people on
foot, it is amazing that this doesn't
happen more. We are very fortunate
not that many people are struck by
cars.”

Hoffman said he hoped the problem
does not become common.

“You have to take caution when you
are walking or using the crosswalk to not
take any chance,” he said. “You have to
be watchful and never assume you have
the right of way.”

As reported March 22 in The Uni-
versity Daily, the second car-bicycle ac-
cident on the Tech campus occurred
March 19.

AUSTIN (AP) — The University of
Texas System has hired two high-priced
consultants to help launch a public rela-
tions campaign to improve its relation-
ship with legislators and raise the
university's national profile.

Former state Sen. David Sibley, a
Waco Republican who was considered
among the Legislature’s more influential
members, resigned from his seat in Janu-
ary and began working as a consultant
for the UT System on Feb. 1. His six-
month contract to advise the system on
how to deal with lawmakers will pay
$8,000 a month plus expenses.

UT contracted for President Bush
education adviser Sandy Kress’ services
with his law firm, Akin, Gump, Strauss,
Hauer & Feld.

U.S. rep says do not
go to Baylor, A&GM

HOUSTON (AP) — U.S. Rep.
Tom DeLay’s advice to parents con-
sidering colleges for their children is
to avoid Texas A&M and Baylor uni-
versities.

The Sugar Land Republican and
House majority whip urged about 300
people at Pearland’s First Baptist
Church last week to pressure legisla-
tors to “bring God in” at the state’s
universities.

In response to a question from the
audience, the 1970 University of
Houston graduate said: “Don’t send
your kids to Baylor. And don’t send
your kids to A&GM.”

The Houston Chronicle reported
the exchange Thursday after receiv-
ing a tape recording of Delay’s re-
marks from the Washington-based
Americans United for the Separation
of Church and State.

Subscribers protest

L.A. Times coverage

LOS ANGELES (AP) — About
1,000 people have suspended their sub-
scriptions to the Los Angeles Times, claim-
ing the newspaper’s coverage of unrest
in the Middle East is biased toward the
Palestinians.

Times officials said in Thursday's
editions that they began receiving nu-
merous calls Monday about their re-
porting of the Middle East conflict.
About 900 calls were logged Wednes-
day, but not all of the people requested
suspensions.

“It appears to be a one-day thing,”
Times spokesman Mike Lange said
Thursday, citing e-mails that circulated
through the Jewish community calling
for a one-day boycott. “Some may have
done it for more,” he said.

The protest coincided with last
Tuesday’s 54th anniversary of Israeli in-
dependence.

Former Afghan king

returns after exile

KABUL, Afghanistan (AP) —
Former King Mohammad Zaher Shah
returned to Afghanistan on Thursday
after 29 years in exile marked at home
by war, poverty and fanaticism. Thou-
sands of joyous Afghans lined the streets
to welcome their frail former monarch,
in whom they have placed their hopes
for a peaceful future.

At Kabul’s bombed-out airport, an
honor guard saluted and spectators ap-
plauded as the 87-year-old Zaher Shah,
dressed simply in a brown leather jacket,
stepped off an [talian military aircraft and
walked down a red carpet with
Afghanistan’s interim prime minister,
Hamid Karzai.

Zaher Shah, waving and grinning
widely, shook hands with tribal leaders
in traditional turbans and tunics before
getting into a black Mercedes-Benz for
the ride to his newly refurbished home.

The College of Engineering recently
presented Kevin Kerr with the James A.

ACLU files suit against prison system in light of rape allegations

WICHITA FALLS (AP) The
American Civil Liberties Union filed
suit Thursday against the Texas prison
system, administrators and officers at a
North Texas prison, contending a
former inmate there was raped repeat-
edly and used as a sexual slave by other
prisoners.

The suit, filed on behalf of Roderick
Keith Johnson of Marshall,

“Prison officials were well aware of
his plight but refused to conduct any

Falls.

The control tower contacted the pi-
lot again after seeing he was drifting to
the north, in the wrong direction.

The pilot said he was fixing the
problem, and the tower instructed him
to move back into position to land. But
the pilot again didn’t get into the right
position, it said. The control tower then
lost contact.

One witness, Fabio Sunik, said
the plane was on fire before it crashed.
The plane did not try to change course,
“but just went straight in,” said Sunik, a
sports journalist. “Then I saw rubble fall-
ing from the building.”

Some 1,300 people work in the
building, which houses local government
offices, but it was not known how many
where still there when the crash took
place not long after working hours
ended.

Milan’s main train station,
about 200 yards away from the sky-
scraper, was evacuated for security rea-
sons, and no trains were running from
there. After-hours trading was suspended
on the Milan stock market, which was
already closed for the day.

The U.S. Consulate in Milan,
about a half-mile) from the scene, evacu-
ated the few staffers still in the office as
a safety precaution, said Tom Skipper,
consulate spokesman.

President Bush was quickly no-
tified of the collision, press secretary Ari
Fleischer said. The FBI was assisting in
the investigation

In Washington, a senior Bush
administration official, speaking on con
dition of anonymity, said [talian officials
had told the United States that a me-
chanical problem not related to terror-
ism caused the crash.

Interior Minister Claudio
Scajola told reporters in Rome that “ini-
tial reports point to an accident.”

“We believe it isn't a terrorist
attack,” said police Sgt. Vincenzo Curto,
reached at Carabinieri headquarters.

There was a discrepancy over the
death toll. Earlier, a civil defense official,
Carlo Leo, reported five dead: the pilot,
two office workers and two passers-by.
However, the vice president of the Lom-
bardy region, Vivian Beccalossi, reported
only three dead later in the day: the pi-
lot, a cleaning woman and a government
lawyer. The Milan prefect’s office, which
had previously reported four dead, also
revised the toll to three dead.

Rescue workers found a survivor,

three hours after the crash, on the 25th
floor, where one of the dead was found.

The pilot, believed to be the only one
in the plane, was identified by police as
Luigi Fasulo, a resident of Pregassona,
Switzerland who was thought to be in
his 60s.

Swiss television news reported that
the pilot had dual Swiss-Italian nation-
ality. He often flew the Locarno-Milan
route to keep his flying license up to date,
it said.

Interviewed by Swiss television,
Sandro Balestra, director of Locarmno air-
field, said the pilot was known in the area
for at least 30 years. The plane belonged
to him. At the time of the takeoff, the
control tower was closed but a radio reg-
istration system recorded the takeoff.
The crash was recorded by Milan’s Linate
control tower.

The plane was a Rockwell Com-
mander, said Patrick Herr of the Swiss
air traffic control office SKYGUIDE.
Swiss television identified the model as
a Commander 112TC, a twin-engine
craft with a 35-foot wingspan not pro-
duced since 1979.

A woman who worked on the eighth
floor said she saw 10 people who were
bleeding. Emergency workers in bright
orange uniforms helped a man walk from
the scene, his shirt splattered with blood
and his hand covering a gash on his head.

An unspecified number of people
were rescued from elevators in the build-
ing, the Italian news service ANSA said.
Some 20 people were taken to Fatebene
Fratelli hospital, officials there said.
Among them was a woman with serious
burns.

The collision damaged a building
seen as the symbol of Milan, the heart of
Italy’s financial and industrial world.
Built in the 1950s, the 415-foot-high
building once housed the headquarters
of the tire giant Pirelli.

Smoke continued to pour out of the
building for three hours after the crash,
though firefighters quickly controlled the
blaze. A large section of an entire floor
lost its walls. Smoke and liquid poured
from the gash in one side of the build-
ing.

Luccheta Antonio, 52, a barber down
the block, said: “It was shocking. The
windows shook and the mirrors fell to
the floor.”

Police cordoned off the area as people
gawked at the skyscraper.

Senate President Marcello Pera said
initially that it appeared the crash was
“most probably” a terrorist attack. But
later, Pera’s spokesman said the Interior
Minister had advised that apparently was

not the case.

They have been called country
music’s last stand, and they are coming
to Lubbock.

Cross Canadian Ragweed will per-
form at 4:30 p.m. Saturday at Buffalo
Springs Lake as one of the many acts fea-
tured at Pi Kappa Phi's Tumbleweed.

“Ragweed's biggest asset is their live
show,” said Brandy Reed, publicist of the
band. “After eight years of playing together
night after night, one can immediately rec-
ognize the musical tightness between mem-
bers on stage. There is an energy that ex-
udes from the band that can’t be totally
described but absolutely felt.”

With their fresh sound, Ragweed has
been described as “the choice of a new
‘rebel’ution,” she said.

Ragweed has been performing for
eight years and is made up of four mem-
bers. They are Cody Canada, who sings
and plays lead harmonica; Grady Cross,
who plays the rhythm guitar; Randy
Ragsdale, the drummer; and Jeremy
Plato, the bass player.

“Cody Canada has been branded as
unnaturally talented,” Reed said. “He is
the primary songwriter of the band and
his vocals are as pure and honest as his
lyrics. His humble manner is refreshing
and inspirational.”

The band has been friends since form-

ing in high school.

The band’s name came from a collabo-
ration of all their last names — Cross,
Canada, Ragsdale and the original bass
player Matt Weederman, Reed said.

“We grew up in Yukon, Oklahoma,
but claim Stillwater, ‘cause that's where
the musical journey started,” he said.

Ragweed has self-released three al-
bums and has a fourth one on the way,
entitled “The Purple Album,” Reed said.

“Last September, we were playing
with Pat Green, and Randy’s mom and
9-year-old sister Mandi came up to the
show,” Canada said. “They got in a car
wreck, and Mandi died. Purple was
Mandi’s favorite color. We named the

album in tribute to her.”
When it comes to country music,

Canada said he is not a fan of the kind of

music Tim McGraw and Faith Hill sing.

“We're all influenced by the guys who
when they sang a song, they meant it,”
he said. “To me, it (popular country mu-
sic) is soulless.”

Ragweed writes all their own songs,
most coming from their own personal ex-
periences.

The fans, Canada said, are his favor-
ite part of the live shows.

“They are, by all means, my favorite
part,” he said. “They take very good care
of us. They're crazy. We have a lot of the
same fans that Pat (Green) has.

They'’re there to have a good time.”

The amount of success that Ragweed
has had is amazing considering they have
never had a record deal, Reed said.

“Ragweed does over 300 dates a year
around the Midwest and are currently
gaining massive recognition in the
Southeast and the West Coast,” she
said.” They are constantly breaking at-
tendance and sales records.”

Reed said tickets for the show are in
demand.

“A typical Ragweed show will sell out
within the first hour of ticket availabil-
ity,” she said. “Lines will form six to eight
hours before the show starts, and most
times, they will stand outside the venue

well after the bands start playing.”

The possibility of not getting a record
deal, Canada said, does not bother him.

“We're just going to keep rocking,”
said Canada.
