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Tech hosts Big 12  leadership conference

Last night the Texas Tech Stu­
d en t G o v e rn m e n t A sso c ia tio n  
opened its Big 12 Leadership C o n ­
ference weekend with a banquet in 
the Student U nion to welcome del­
egates from the other nine schools 
represented.

All o f the Big 12 schools will be 
represented with the exception o f 
Kansas State and Texas A&.M.

Tech is hosting the annual Big 
12 Leadership conference for the 
first time since its inception in 1994. 
The conference began when the Big 
8 grew into the Big 12 with the ad­
dition of A&.M, the University of 
Texas, Texas Tech and Baylor.

“I think the Tech S G  A  president 
at the time was looking to broaden

communication between the Big 12 
and get ideas for our S G A ,” S G A  
President Kelli Stumbo said.

In order to receive the honor of 
hosting the leadership conference,

Tech had to put together a pre­
sentation at last year’s conference 
hosted by Iowa State, Stumbo said.

T h e  major focus o f this year’s 
leadership conference is the Big 12 
Sportsmanship H onor Code, said 
Stefanie Cervantes, Big 12 Confer­
ence director. Delegates from the 
schools represented will draft the 
Honor Code as a whole.

T he creation o f the Honor Code 
results from an increase in students 
becoming involved in and attend­
ing sports events, Stumbo said.

“But they’re also becoming more 
rambunctious and assertive; we just 
don't want it to turn into something

dangerous.”
Stum bo said the H onor Code 

will focus on rules, etiquette and 
accessories to rivalries betw een 
schools, such as throwing objects 
during games and negative compe­
tition between mascots, bands, and 
cheerleaders.

O nce drafted, the Honor Code 
will go through the Senates at all the 
Big 12 schools. O nce ratified, a fi­
nal document will be put together, 
Stumbo said.

“W e’ll probably set up confer­
ence calls with the schools that can’t 
attend so they can add in," she said.

T h e  presidents o f the student 
governments will sign upon ratifica­
tion, and the final document will be 
presented to Big 12 Associate Com ­
missioner Printice Guatt. Guatt will 
be present during this weekend’s

events, speaking on sportsmanship 
and serving as a reference for the 
drafting, Stumbo said.

In addition to the Honor Code, 
T ech’s S G A  Senators will put on 
about 16 presentations, said senior 
Wesley Stephens, S G A  journal clerk 
and senator at large. Each presenta­
tion will be run and organized by at 
least two Tech senators.

Stephens will present a budget 
and finance session w ith fellow  
Senator Jeff Moss. Stephens said the 
session will include topics such as 
where students fees go, how to fund 
programs and the process behind 
funding.

“I ’m hoping to get ideas from 
other schools to better our programs 
here, and to share our ideas with

T h e Texas Tech Board of Barris­
ters is having its final competition 
in client counseling for first-year law 
students at, 7 p.m. today in Room 
109 o f the law school.

According to information from 
the Board, the competition will have 
R a ch e l K h ira llah  and K e n n e th  
Stogdill facing off against Tyler Den­
ning and Shay W illoughby. T h is 
year’s theme is torts.

Faye Little, chairwoman o f the 
Board, said it is a moot court and

mock trial organization that gives 
law students the opportunity to get 
real experience in trial work before 
actually practicing law.

Mike Stansbury, a third-year law 
student from San Marcos, said the 
Board is a student organization that 
helps participants develop advocacy 
skills. T he competitions encompass 
four areas that trace the stages of 
advocacy in the legal profession: c li­
ent counseling, settlement negotia­
tions, mock trial and moot court at 
the appellate level.

“It just kind of covers the big

stages o f advocacy and the legal pro­
cess,” he said.

It’s a positive learning environ­
ment for everyone on the Board, he 
said. First- and second-year law stu­
dents have the opportunity to par­
ticipate in up to 10 competitions 
throughout the first two years of law 
school, Little said. Based on the re­
sults of the competitions, third-year 
students will become members of the 
Board and oversee competitions for 
the other students.

Allison Kuczek, a third-year law 
student from K illeen, is the vice

chairwoman in charge o f client 
counseling. She said one of the 
most notable things about the 
Board is that it is entirely student- 
run. W hen  com petitions take 
place students are the people be­
hind the scenes making things 
happen.

Lindsay Leever, a third-year 
student from Odessa, said the 
Tech law school is well known for 
producing good trial lawyers, and

U N IT E D  N A T IO N S  —  T h e  
United States intensified efforts to 
win over Russian and French sup­
port for a toughly-worded U.N . reso­
lution on Iraq but Secretary o f State 
Powell said Thursday he “was a long 
way from getting an agreement."

The state department dispatched 
U n d ersecre tary  o f S ta te  M arc 
Grossm an to M oscow and Paris 
Thursday to help sell the U .S . plan

for a resolution that would lay out a 
tighter timetable for Iraqi com pli­
ance with weapons inspections and 
authorize force if President Saddam 
Hussein fails jo  do so.

In a sign of U .S.-British agree­
ment on the direction of a resolu­
tion, Grossman will be accompanied 
by a British diplomat whom state 
department officials wouldn’t iden­
tify.

“W e are a long way from getting 
an agreement, but we are working

hard,” Powell told the Senate For­
eign Relations Com mittee in Wash­
ington.

T h e U nited States had hoped to 
push through the resolu tion by 
Monday, when chief U .N . weapons 
inspector Hans Blix is scheduled to 
meet with Iraqi experts in Vienna 
to finalize plans for the inspectors’ 
return.

But interagency wrangling in 
W ashington and the continued op­
position of some allies has delayed a

draft from reaching the Security 
Council, diplomats said.

“W e’re conducting intensive 
negotiations with other members 
of the Security Council, includ­
ing consultations on possible texts 
with the United Kingdom,” Lynn 
C a sse ll, a s ta te  d ep a rtm en t 
spokeswoman, said in a statement.

Cassell said discussions would 
continue “in the com ing days,”

Tech sets record 
retention rates

Texas Tech set a record-breaking 
freshman retention rate o f 82 per­
cent -  an all-time high, according 
to  official enrollm ent records re­
leased by Tech this week.

Retention rates measure the per­
centage of last year’s bachelor’s de­
gree-seeking undergraduate students 
who enroll the following fall.

According to the Tech Common 
Data Set, the retention rate for fall 
2001 was 81 percent and 80 percent 
for fall 2000.

V ice President o f E nrollm ent 
Management M ichael Heintze said 
this year’s enrollment data was en­
couraging.

"T he growth that we’re seeing is 
more diverse,” Heintze said. “In ad­
dition to an increased retention rate 
there is a 12 percent increase o f His-

D A LLA S ( A P) —  Officials at a 
North Texas transit agency bet in 
favor o f sending 32 representatives 
to Las Vegas for a national conven­
tion over the weekend spending 
$52 ,000  on travel despite agency 
budget problems.

The decision concerned some on 
the Dallas Area Rapid Transit board, 
which adopted a cost-cutting bud­
get just days before the scheduled 
trip. Reduced services, 30  job  cuts 
and increased bus and train fares 
were among the measures approved 
under the budget.

Twenty staff members and 12 of 
the agency’s 15 board members at­
tended the convention for up to six 
days, for an average of about $ 1,600 
per person.

“In a tight budget year, we on the 
board need to manage our travel,” 
said board member Ray N oah of 
Richardson, who did not attend the 
A m erican Public Transportation 
A ssociation 's annual convention . 
“ I th ink we need to use our dis­
c r e t io n  a b o u t th e  n u m b er o f  
people we send to these th ings.”

Agency president and ch ief ex­
ecutive officer Gary Thom as de­
fended the exp en se, saying the 
co n v en tio n  provides invaluable 
inform ation about the industry.

“W hile  the econom y is tough 
to  deal w ith, we can ’t isolate our­
selves and ignore what is happen­
ing in the industry,” Thom as told 
T h e D allas M orn ing N ew s in a 
p hon e in terv iew  betw een c o n ­
vention lectures. “ I know the tim ­
ing is unfortunate. S till, we have 
an agency to  run that carries 95 
to 96  m illion people a year. W e’ve 
got to do it in the best way pos­
sib le .”

T h e  tra n s it c o n v e n tio n  ad­
dresses transportation topics in­
cluding the upcoming debate on 
a new federal transportation fund­
ing bill that could affect Dallas 
rail lines, and recent legal d eci­
sions th at affect service to dis­
abled riders, said board chairm an 
Robert Pope.

Martha Stewart assistant 
to plead guilty, testify

NEW  YO RK  (A P) —  A n assis­
tant at M errill Lynch S t C o. has 
agreed to plead guilty to a misde­
meanor and testify against Martha 
Stewart in a federal investigation 
into sales of ImClone stock, The W all 
Street Journ al reported in Thursday’s 
editions.

Prosecutors had sought to charge 
the assistant, Douglas Faneuil, with 
a felony of making false statements 
to investigators but agreed to a mis­
demeanor in exchange for his coop­
eration, the newspaper said, citing 
people familiar with the discussions 
who it did not identify.

The charge is expected to be filed 
within days, the newspaper said.

Through his lawyer, Faneuil de­
clined to comment, as did the U .S . 
attorney’s office in New  York. A 
spokeswoman for Stewart declined 
to comment, but in the past she has 
denied wrongdoing.

M e rr ill L y n ch  h a n d le d  
S te w a rt’s sale  o f  n e a rly  4 ,0 0 0  
Im Clone shares in late December, 
shortly before the com pany a n ­
nounced th at federal regulators 
would not review the com pany’s 
cancer drug, Erbitux.

Im C lo n e  fo u n d e r S a m u el 
Waksal has been accused o f using 
his knowledge o f the FD A’s im ­
pending announcement to tip off his 
friends, including home decor ma- 
ven Stewart, and his family mem­
bers, who sold their stock before the 
price plummeted.

Stewart, who has been accused 
of insider trading in the stock sale, 
has said she had a standing order 
with her broker, Peter Bacanovic —  
for whom Faneuil worked —  to sell 
the ImClone shares if they fell be­
low $60. Faneuil, 26, initially gave 
investigators the same account, but 
later changed his story and said there 
had been no such order.

T h e  misdem eanor charge in ­
volves a gift Faneuil accepted from 
Bacanovic, allegedly in exchange 
for corroborating the account about 
the stop-loss order to the federal in­
vestigators.

Hindu mobs wound two 
Muslims; army on alert

A H M A D A B A D , India (A P ) 
—  Hindu nationalists held angry 
protest marches and mobs stabbed 
two M uslim m en in western In ­
dia on Thursday as Muslims fled 
th eir hom es to  seek safety, fear­
ing revenge riots after a bloody a t­
tack on a Hindu temple.

P aram ilitary  p o lice  deployed 
in  s e v e ra l to w n s  in  G u ja r a t  
s ta te ,  and  o f f ic ia ls  sa id  th e y  
w ere c o n fid e n t they could  p re­
v e n t a rep eat o f  th e  sec ta ria n  
v io le n c e  th a t  to re  a p a rt th e  
s ta te  fo r th re e  m o n th s e a rlie r  
th is  year, le a v in g  1 ,0 0 0  dead, 
m ostly M uslim s.

G u jarat's top elected  official, 
C h ie f  M inister N arendra M odi, 
b lam ed  Is la m ic  m ilita n ts  and 
again pointed an accusing finger 
at Pakistan, India’s neighbor and 
rival, for an attack  that claim ed 
the lives o f 31 Hindu worshippers. 
M odi described the a ttack  as a 
meticulously planned attem pt to 
inflam e hatred betw een Hindus 
and Muslims.

H indu nationalists, who had 
called  for a national strike to pro­
test the tem ple raid, were on the 
streets in  the  G u ja ra ti tow n of 
Baroda, carrying sharp weapons 
and shouting anti-P ak istan  slo­
gans, police said.

T h e  strike shut down shops, 
sch o o ls  and tra n sp o rta tio n  in 
many parts o f the country. Police 
detained hundreds o f workers of 
the V H P —  the Hindi acronym  
for the W orld Hindu C ou ncil —  
as they tried to enforce the strike 
across the country.

A ctiv ists shouting slogans and 
throw ing ston es stop ped som e 
passenger trains in the m etropo­
lis o f Bombay, where m ost resi­
dents stayed hom e. Life in m ajor 
c ities  in U tta r Pradesh state —  
hom e to  the largest num ber o f 
Indian Muslims —  was paralyzed, 
including in A gra, site o f  the Taj 
M ahal, w here shops and offices 
were closed and there was no pub­
lic  transport.

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ACLU, Law School host Banned Book Week

T h e Texas Tech Law Civil Lib­
erties Union, together with the Lub­
bock chapter of the American Civil 
Liberties U nion, dissected “Harry 
Potter,” John Steinbeck’s “O f M ice 
and M en” and Maya Angelou’s “1 
Know W hy the Caged Bird Sings” 
in a discussion about banned books 
Thursday night.

Sam  Braudt, the departm ental 
adviser for the  B iology d ep art­
m ent at T ech and an A C L U  board 
member, said the national chap­
ter sponsors this even t annually.

They compile a list o f books from 
throughout the country that have 
been banned from  public libraries 
and public schools because the con­
tent o f the books was challenged by 
individuals, or religious or civ ic  
groups.

Classics such as Homer’s “Odys­
sey” and Mark Twain’s “Huckleberry 
Finn” have been banned across the 
country, Braudt said.

The purpose of Thursday’s event 
was to rem ind individuals that 
Americans still retain the right to 
read and write just about anything. 
He also wants to raise the public 
awareness to civil rights possessed by 
citizens.

Harvey M adison o f Lubbock 
also is a board member of the Lub­
bock A C L U  chapter.

He said the activ ity  allow ed 
in d iv id u a ls  to  read  som e e x ­
cerpts from the m ore p rov oca­
tiv e  books and g ive ev eryo n e 
present the  opportunity to  dis­
cuss h is  o r h er b e lie fs  o n  th e 
co n te n ts .

“Our main purpose is to call at­
tention to a wide array of literature

that’s been censored,” he said.
Johnny Taylor, a second-year 

law student from Beaumont, is the 
president of the Tech chapter. He 
said the purpose o f this event is to 
look at the censorship 
asp ects  o f b an n ed  
b ook p o lic ie s  in 
sch o o ls  th rou gh ou t 
the state and the na­
tion.

“W e’re looking at 
the censorship issues 
involved therew ith," 
he said. “1 feel it’s in ­
appropriate for gov­
ernm ent to exercise content-based 
censorship.”

Taylor said it is the parents’ duty 
to censor their children’s reading 
material, not the governments.’

Melinda Thompson, a second- 
year law student from Highland Vil­

lage, said the Tech chapter’s goal is 
to make people aware of the books 
that have been banned, why they 
have been banned, why the A CLU  
is against it, and what it is doing 

about it.
For her part, T h ­

ompson is participat­
ing b ecau se  she is 
bothered by censor­
ship and prohibiting 
free thought and free 
sp eech , T h o m p so n  
said.

“I th in k  p eop le  
should be cautious of 

the governm ent’s attem pts to si­
lence ideas,” she said, adding that 
it’s necessary to question the m oti­
vation behind action such as cen ­
sorship.

T hom p son  said th e gov ern­
m ent is threatened by innovation

and nonconform ity, and it tries to 
solve the problem by banning l it ­
erary works viewed as controver­
sial.

“People aren’t as aware as they 
think they are,” she said.

T h is year’s Banned Book W eek 
was the first tim e T ech  p artic i­
pated, but the national A C L U  and 
the Lubbock chapter have spon­
sored this event before, Thom pson 
said.

Cory Crenshaw, a second-year 
law student from Beaumont, com ­
pared government-controlled book 
banning to the Nazi regime in G er­
many, saying H itler was the most 
famous example o f government cen­
sorship.

O ne important purpose o f the 
meeting is to make people aware o f 
the needless censorship that goes on, 
he said.

In addition to the books listed 
ab o v e, R o b e rt C o rm ier 's  “T h e  
C h o co la te  W ar,” B ob G re e n e ’s 
"Summer o f My German Soldier,” 
J.D . Salinger’s “Catcher in the Rye,” 
P.R. Naylor’s A lice series, “G o  Ask 
A lice,” by an anonymous author, 
W.D. Myers’ “Fallen Angels” and 
A .C . Klause’s “Blood and C h oco­
late” are on the challenged book list.

According to information from 
the N ation al C o a litio n  A gainst 
Censorship, many other books have 
been banned nationwide.

“H eather Has Two M ommies” 
and “Daddy’s Roommate” are both 
about children with homosexual 
parents. In Boling, a school board 
member objected to students read­
ing “T h e  Drow ning o f  S tep h an  
Jones,” which discusses the drown­
ing of a gay man because o f commu­
nity intolerance.

Leslie Dutton is the chairwoman 
of the Becquer Symposium. She also 
is the main organizer o f the event.

“This symposium started off as a 
dissertation project, “ Dutton said. 
“Now we have people coming in to 
speak, and it is a day long event clos­
ing with a concert.”

Those speaking at the sympo­
sium will be Ted McVay, associate 
professor o f Spanish in the Depart­
ment o f Classical and M odem Lan­
guages and Literatures; flutist and

com poser C a ro l B a rn e tt , who 
teaches part time at Augsburg Col­
lege in Minnesota; and Roberto S i­
erra, a nationally renowned com ­
poser and professor in the music de-' 
partment at Cornell University.

McVay said he will speak about 
how B ecqu er 
appeals to his 
r e a d e r s  
throu gh h is  
overall image 
as much as he 
does through 
h is actu al 
works. Becquer 
is the stereo­
typical roman­
tic poet, mean­
ing th a t he 
comes off as sickly, melancholy, in ­
tellectual and emotional.

“I’ll be giving a talk about his life, 
his works and his image,” McVay 
said. “I don’t think an autobiographi­
cal reading of his poetry is necessar­
ily valid here.”

McVay also will introduce some 
of the poems that have been set to 
music by the composers attending 
the symposium.

“1 hope that it inspires students 
to write poetry and music and to 
explore other ways o f expression 

through these 
composers and 
s p e a k e r s , ” 
Dutton said.

M i c h a e l  
S tou n e, T ech  
music profes­
sor, said th e 
lecture portion 
of the sympo­
sium should  
not last more 
than an hour. 

He said he anticipates that the sym­
posium will enrich and elaborate on 
poetry and give people a different 
perspective on the art.

“T his is an effort to com bine po­
etry and music,” Stoune said. “A  lot 
of (Becquer’s) poetry has been set to

music in many different ways. It is a 
way of combining music and poetry 
that has not been heard before; it 
will give people a new way to think 
of poetry.”

Dutton said she believes students 
will enjoy the symposium as well.

“I think it will be a really wonder­
ful experience to see how music and 
poetry work together,” Dutton said. 
“It is a wonderful way to explore cul­
ture through music and poetry.”

General admission to the sympo­
sium is $10, but the concert follow­
ing the lectures is free.

Students, faculty and commu­
nity members are welcome. A ll in 
attendance have the option of go­
ing to a luncheon as well, which 
costs $15.

For those who pay for the lun­
cheon, food will be served from 
12:15 to 1:15 p.m. at Skyview’s Res­
taurant o f Tech, located on the top 
floor of the Bank of America Build­
ing a t the in tersectio n  o f  19th  
Street and University Avenue.

California man survives 
three^month Pacific drift

L O S A N G ELES (A P) —  A 
man who survived three months 
adrift in the Pacific O cean, roast­
ing seabirds when he ran out of 
food, has received offers o f finan­
cial help and even free boats.

Since his return to Southern 
California on Tuesday, Richard 
Van Pham, 62, has been swamped 
by well-wishers amazed by his sur­
vival story.

Van Pham had set sail from 
Long Beach in his 26-foot sail­
boat, Sea Breeze, bound for Santa

C atalina Island, some 25 miles 
offshore. En route, a storm broke 
his mast and his outboard motor, 
and his two-way radio failed.

His boat was spotted three 
months later, on Sept. 17, from a 
plane about 275 miles southwest 
of Costa Rica, 2,500 miles from 
his original destination. A  U .S. 
Navy frigate picked him up.

Van Pham told rescuers he 
used a small grill to cook seabirds 
and turtle meat after he ran out 
o f food a week into the ordeal.

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UT professors find likely cure for anthrax

They may not sound too famil­
iar rig h t now, but th e  nam es 
Georgiou and Iverson may soon be 
commonplace terms in the war on 
tenor.

Since 1997, the pair has worked 
on possible anthrax cures through 
assistance by the D epartm ent o f 
Defense.

Dr. George Georgiou, a profes­
sor of biomedical and chemical en­
gineering at the University of Texas 
at Austin, and Dr. Brent Iverson, a 
professor o f chemistry and a mem­
ber o f the Institute for Cellular and 
Molecular Biology, have developed 
a likely cure for anthrax through the 
injection of antibodies to an indi­
vidual exposed to anthrax.

“W e’ve created an antibody," 
Iverson said, "that neutralizes the 
toxins in anthrax.”

According to the Texas Society

for Biomedical Research, the anti­
bodies have not been fully tested for 
the best treatm ent methods and 
their effectiveness on people, but 
the shot would be administered to a 
person infected with anthrax and 
would eliminate the damaging and 
fatal effects o f the anthrax’s toxins.

Iverson said the antibody injec­
tion would be in addition to antibi­
otics, not a complete replacement 
for antibiotics.

A ccording to the Society, an­
thrax spores include three separate 
toxins: PA, edema factor and lethal 
factor. T he PA toxin attaches itself 
to an infected individual's immune 
cells and creates a hole in the im­
mune cell. T h e  other two toxins 
then move into the cell in an at­
tempt to disrupt the body’s immune 
defenses.

A nthrax is the result o f the asso­
ciated airborne bacteria being intro­
duced into the body through either

an open wound becoming infected 
with the anthrax spores or by an in­
dividual being exposed to anthrax 
by breathing in the spores, accord­
ing to the Society. A nthrax culmi­
nates in flu-like symptoms a week 
after the initial exposure to the bac­
teria, and if it is not treated quickly, 
it becomes difficult to kill the bac­
teria and impossible to eliminate the 
toxins. Respiratory distress accom­
panies the flu-like symptoms in the 
final stages of the disease.

T he biochemical research team 
at Texas that created these antibod­
ies disrupts the anthrax bacteria's 
process at the stage in which it would 
administer the lethal toxin to the 
immune cells, Iverson said. T h e  an­
tibodies arrange themselves in a way 
to allow the PA toxin to bind to 
them rather than to the immune 
cells, which render the PA toxins 
harmless.

T h e  antibody, w hich th e  re­

searchers refer to as “1H,” has been 
found to stick to the PA toxin 50 
times better than any other antibod­
ies currently known, Iverson said.

Jennifer Maynard, who at the 
time was a doctoral candidate in 
chemical engineering at Texas, said 
they will be able to have an avail­
able source for these 1H antibodies 
because the cells that produce this 
particular antibody can  both be 
grown in large quantities and grown 
inexpensively.

Maynard said by having the an­
tibody hold the toxins 50 times as 
well, the entire bacterial strain could 
be flushed from an individual’s sys­
tem before the PA removes itself 
from the antibody.

Local researchers also take an 
interest in this find.

Ted R eid , a p rofessor o f 
optham ology w ith T exas T e ch ’s 
Health Sciences Center, said with 
the anthrax scares, it is difficult to

get the anthrax toxins to experiment 
with. W hen the toxins are available, 
he and other local researchers will 
likely be able to make better im­
provements to the anthrax-fighting 
antibodies.

"W e can modify their antibody,” 
Reid said. “So that even when the 
antibody lets go, it doesn’t matter 
because it’s inactive.”

In response, Iverson said this 
kind o f work could make a great 
thing even better.

“W hat we do is try to take natu­
ral proteins, and through genetic 
engineering, make them  better,” 
Iverson said. “So 1 wouldn’t rule any­
thing out.”

T h e testing process for this anti­
body cure to anthrax was done in 
summer of 2001, Iverson said. The 
researchers conducted lab tests in­
volving rats that were injected with 
the antibody, and then administered 
a lethal amount o f the toxins in­

volved with anthrax.
T h e  rats given the antibodies 

were shown to survive an amount 
o f anthrax toxins in excess o f 10 
times the lethal dosage, Iverson said.

In order to gain approval as an 
acceptable cure for anthrax, o ther 
testing must be com pleted w ith 
the antibodies, first on primates 
and then on hum an test subjects 
in a situation sim ulating the way 
an th rax  is actually  co n tra c te d , 
Iverson said.

Atherapeutic drug can be created 
if both of these tests prove success­
ful, and the researchers can then sub­
mit the drug to  the Food and Drug 
A d m in is tra tio n  for ap p roval, 
Ivreson said.

Both Iverson and Georgiou said 
they believe laboratory-engineered 
antibodies will prove useful in treat­
ing a number o f other infectious dis­
eases.

risters is one reason for the success 
for those who choose to participate.

Kuczek said the organization has 
made a few changes since last year. 
They are working more with the fac­
ulty to get everyone’s views aligned.

“W e’re going to these meetings and 
trying to make sure our objectives and 
their objectives are the same,” she said.

T h e law school recently formed 
an Extracurricular Review Commit­
tee, consisting of four faculty mem­
bers and two students, which is look­
ing at different aspects of the extra­
curricular offerings.

“W e’re trying to be on the cut­
ting edge o f producing the best ser­
vices and the best quality that we 
can,” Shonrock said. “1 think it’s a 
great time to be at Texas Tech.”

According to Enrollment C om ­
parison Data provided by Heintze, 
enrollment figures by ethnicity re­
flect 8 1 8  A frican-A m erican stu­
dents enrolled in fall 2002, an in­

crease of 76 students from fall 2001.
T h e  number o f A frican-Ameri­

can  freshman increased 51.6 per­
c e n t ,  acco rd in g  to  th e  o ffic ia l 
headcount.

T he data shows Hispanic student 
enrollment increased by 301, bring­
ing official total Hispanic enroll­
m ent to 2,800.

A sian student enrollm ent in ­
creased by 55 students, bringing the 
official total Asian enrollm ent to 
584, according to the data.

T he figures illustrate an Ameri- 
can-lndian enrollment increase of

24 students, bringing A m erican-In- 
dian official enrollment to 162 stu­
dents.

T h e  official enrollm ent report 
also reflects record enrollm ent at 
both Tech School of La w and gradu­
ate school.

G raduate school enro llm ents 
stands at 4 ,099  students, an all-time 
high. Law school enrollm ent is a 
record 702 students.

Heintze said Tech’s growth could 
result in additional appropriations 
from the state legislature.

T he state legislature uses formula

funding to determine the amount 
o f funding institutions receive from 
the state, Heintze said. T he legis­
lature takes into consideration fac­
tors including growth and develop­
m ent.

Heintze said future trends in en­
rollment will likely include first-gen­
eration college students.

“M ost o f these students won’t 
have a background in higher educa­
tion,” Heintze said.

The Four Feathers” is much 
like a bland fruit salad con 
sisting mostly of unripe fruits 

but with a few succulent cherries one 
has to dig for.

The film desperately wants to be 
classified as epic filmmaking, and some 
critics are going so far as to call it "mas- 
terful,” “epic,” “breathtaking” and one 
even went so far as to say “master­
piece.” Well, not this critic.

However, it must be said that Os­
car winning cinematographer Robert 
Richardson was able to accomplish 
much with “Feathers” as the film only 
took three months to shoot. It is quite

a pretty film to watch, although not 
by any means “Lawrence” caliber.

The film tells the story of Harry 
Feverish (H eath Ledger from “A 
Knight’s Tale"). He and his best friend 
Jack (Wes Bentley from “American 
Beauty”) are soldiers in the British army 
in 1875. Harry is engaged to Ethne 
(Kate Hudson from “Almost Famous”), 
and they are to be married soon. But 
when Harry and Jack’s regiment gets 
called to go to Sudan to help with 
Britain’s war interests, Harry chickens 
out and resigns his commission.

Now, one might be quick to think 
that Harry did this out of love for Ethne.

Perhaps he couldn’t bear to be 
away from her. W ell, not exactly. 
Harry makes it very clear to Ethne that 
he did not resign because of his love 
for her. He resigned because he does 
not feel strongly about war and is not 
willing to go fight. After saying this, 
Harry seems surprised when he re­
ceives three white feathers of coward­
ice from some of his fellow soldiers, 
and one from his fiancée.

Harry’s father, a General, practi­
cally disowns him and will not even

speak to him. He stars to realize that 
maybe he has made a mistake . So he 
travels to Africa to help the British in 
their quest. The only catch is, he de­
cides to go undercover as an Arab. So 
Harry spends the rest of the film try­
ing to help and find the three men 
who gave him his feathers and make 
amends. He also wishes to keep a 
watchful eye on his friend Jack, who 
neglected to give him a feather.

Now all of this may sound a bit 
contrived and old. Well, that is be­
cause it is. If this story sounds famil­
iar, it’s because it has been adapted 
from the original novel by A .E.W  
Mason seven times now. The movie 
is overlong, drawn out and sometimes 
downright boring. Its transitions are 
weak, and the film overall does not 
flow well.

But there are a few cherries, as I 
mentioned previously. One example 
would be when two old friends meet 
on the battlefield with one of them 
not knowing it’s the other from blind­
ness. There’s an exciting battle se­
quence that is skillfully shot, as the 
British form a square as they are bom­

barded from all sides.
Wes Bentley gives the best perfor­

mance in the film, and Ledger is a tal­
ented actor, (see his wonderful perfor­
mance in “Monster's Ball”), but he is 
given too many melodramatic se­
quences to deal with here. But, that 
may not be his fault.

The film clocks in at 127 minutes, 
most of which is excessive dialogue 
that does not lead anywhere. Perhaps 
had the film been trimmed down by 
say, a half-hour, it would have been 
more enjoyable. It just doesn’t have 
the substance to deserve to be as long 
as it is.

the nation —  the Big 12

Texas Tech has been challenged 
this season, but the thought o f  fac­
ing familiar foes is a challenge the 
Red Raiders cannot wait to  sink 
their teeth  into.

T h e  Raiders open Big 12 C o n ­
feren ce  play o n  O c t . 5 against 
Texas A&tM in the team ’s annual 
rivalry showdown.

T h e  game goes back to  Kyle 
Field in College Station  this year 
for the first time since 2000 , when 
the Raiders lost to  the Aggies 33- 
15. Last season  T e ch  shut out 
A&cM 12-0 in Lubbock and now 
the rivalry continues.

Receiver A nton  Paige said he 
is excited  to facing the Aggies this 
season as he now fully knows what 
the game means to both teams.

“I just found out last year how 
big the Texas A<SlM and Texas Tech 
game is,” Paige said. “T hey’re going 
to be looking forward to  us coming 
down to  College Station. W e shut 
them out last year, and they’re go­
ing to try and do the same thing 
there."

Tech , which has already played 
four regular season games, will play 
New M exico  tonight and then  be­
g in  its e ig h t gam e c o n fe re n c e  
schedule featuring games with No. 
2 O klahom a, N o. 3 Texas, N o. 19 
Iowa State and the aforementioned 
N o. 24  Aggies.

Including Nebraska, which the 
Raiders will not face this year, the 
Big 12 features five top 25 teams, 
and T ech  running back Taurean 
Henderson said the Big 12 is still 
one o f  the n atio n ’s best confer­
ences.

“T h e  Big 12 will always be one

o f  th e  h ard est 
c o n f e r e n c e s , ” ,
H end erson said.
“W e're  always at 
the top in rankings 
and recruiting.”

T e c h  go es in to  
tonight’s game at 
New  M exico  w ith a 2-2 
record, w ith wins over 
Mississippi and Southern 
M ethodist. T ech  lost to 
N o . 6  O h io  S ta te  and 
N o. 16 N orth  C arolina 
S t a t e ,  and  now  th e  
R aid er players know  f  
they must m aintain a 
good conference record 
to  get a bowl bid. \

L in e b a c k e r  Ja s o n  
Wesley said the team  must 
fix m ental lapses to  perform 
well in Big 12 play.

“O ur conference is the 
best in the nation, so we have 
to be on point from here on,” Wesley 
said.

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Texas seeks national title

The Texas Longhorns entered the 
2002 season with high expectations 
and a Heisman candidate in quarter­
back Chris Simms. The orange clad 
have lived up to those expectations 
to this point and sit in the top five of 
almost every national poll with a 3-0 
mark to begin the year with wins 
against North Texas, North Carolina 
and Houston.

Mack Brown has been at the helm 
of the Texas program for four years 
and brought the team from medioc­
rity to powerhouse legitimacy. Texas 
has won two of the last three Big 12 
South titles.

T he Longhorns lost to the Colo­
rado Buffaloes in last season’s Big 12

Championship game and ended the 
year with an appearance in the Holi­
day Bowl.

As one of the most productive 
offenses in the nation, the Longhorns 
have proved themselves time and 
time again on the field.
Enough so that Brown 
lias said the program is 
on the verge of national 
prowess every year.

“Now, instead  o f 
Texas fans saying they 
hope it’s our year,” Brown said. “W e’re 
hoping that every year we have a 
chance for it to be our year.”

Brown in a way has been the sav­
ior of the Longhorns. The year be­
fore he moved to Austin the Long­
horns had a 4-7 record, the team’s

fifth below .500 season in 10 years. 
Now, the Longhorns are preseason 
favorites to win an N C A A  title, and 
Brown is happy to have attention 
back to a once strong program.

“T he Texas football program is 
walking with a swagger 
a g a in ,” Brow n said. 
“W e’ve had people talking 
about us winning a N a­
tional Cham pionship... 1 
think we’re finally at a 
point where we deserve to 

be mentioned as one of the top five 
or top 10 teams in the nation.”

T h e pride of the Longhorns is 
their gem of a quarterback in Simms. 
He is one of seven returning starting 
quarterbacks in the nation. He threw 
for 22 touchdown passes and 2,603

yards last season. The yardage ranks 
second in school history for one sea­
son.

The Longhorns will come to Lub­
bock to face the Red Raiders on Nov. 
16 at Jones S B C  Stadium.

T he ‘Homs have yet to be chal­
lenged by any of their opponents. 
Their smallest margin of victory was 
a 27-0 romp over North Texas. Texas 
has outscored opponents 120-32 and 
accumulated almost twice as many 
yards. The Longhorn defense has also 
managed to shutdown offenses by not 
allowing any points in the first quar­
ter through their first three games.

Texas plays at Tulane on Satur­
day before opening conference play 
against Oklahoma State on O ct. 5 in 
Austin.

Texas A & M  dealing with Q B controversy entering Big 12

This season Texas A & M  may be 
defined more by a position battle 
than by its play on the field.

A t quarterback three different 
players have seen playing time in the 
Aggies first two games. Incumbent 
2001 starter Mark Farris started both 
games, but was pulled in both games 
for other quarterbacks.

A ll three quarterbacks played in 
the Aggies (2 -1 ) win against Louisi­
ana L afayette  w hile  Farris and 
Dustin Long split time in A & M ’s 
win against Pittsburgh. In its last 
game, A & M  lost to Virginia Tech

at Kyle Field 13-3. Long and Reggie 
M cNeal split action in that game, 
while Farris did not play.

Long, who has seen time behind 
Farris, is 25-58  for 275 yards and 
th ree  in te rcep tio n s .
Farris is 18-45 for 251 
yards and M cN ea l, a 
freshm an from Lufkin, 
considered to be one of 
the top 2001 high school 
quarterbacks, is 3-8 for 35 
yards and one interception.

N o  A ggie  q u arterb ack  has 
thrown a touchdown after the team’s 
first three games, but the offense is 
generating 287 yards per game.

Texas A & M  coach R .C . Slocum 
has yet to show dedication to one 
quarterback, but with Farris not see­
ing the field in the last game, Slocum 
may have lost hope in his former 

starter.
“T h e  first two 

games, and especially 
the second game, it ap­
p eared  M ark ’s arm 
wasn’t alive,” Slocum  
said.

O n  the other side of the ball for 
the Aggies, the “W recking Crew” 
defense is allowing a mere 9.5 points 
per game and 218.5 yards per game.

R ed sh irt freshm an defensive

back Jaxson Appel has been a sur­
prise for the Aggies with 13 tackles, 
one for a loss, one sack and two in­
terceptions.

According to Slocum, the Aggie 
defensive philosophy dictates the 
flow of the games the team plays.

“W e are a reckless, pressure type 
o f d efen se," S locu m  said. “T h e  
“W recking Crew” takes a very ag­
gressive philosophy. W e want to 
d ictate what the  offense can  do 
with our blitring, man coverage de­
fenses.”

Ju n io r  Jam m al Lord re ­
placed Eric C rouch the 2001 
H eism an  trop h y w in n er a t 
quarterback this season. Lord 
is the Huskers’ leading passer 
and rusher with 423  yards and 
th re e  to u ch d o w n s o n  th e  
ground and  3 2 8  yards and  
three touchdowns through the 
air.

Dahrran Diedrick the 2001 
Big 12 rushing cham pion has 
yet to  break the 100-yard mark 
this season and has only 322  
yards rushing on the season.

T h e  Nebraska defense gave 
up 4 7 2  yards to P en n  S ta te  
and is giving up 3 5 0  yards per 
game.

Ju n io r  c o l le g e  tra n s fe r  
D em arrio W illiam s leads the 
team  in tackles this year w ith 
24  and one for a  loss.

N ebraska plays it  first c o n ­
ference game Saturday against 
Iowa S ta te  in  A m es, Iowa.

Husker coach  Frank So lich  
believes the  Big 12 is a ch a l­
lenge for his football team .

“I think the Big 12 has pro­
vided many benefits,” S o lich  
said. “It  is a  highly com peti­
tive conference, the  quality o f 
coaching throughout the co n ­
feren ce  is e x c e lle n t  and its 
spans a great area o f the M id­
west.”

Kansas State emerging as Big 12 north favorite

If home 
field advantage exists 
K SU, could be 4-0  af­
ter the first four weeks 
of the season.

Colorado’s two wins came in 
a 34-14  victory against San Diego 
S ta te  and a 3 1 -1 7  win against 
U C L A .

Junior quarterback Craig O chs

began the season as the starter. Be­
fore being sidelined by injury last 
season, O chs 1 ,220  yards passing 
and seven touchdowns. T h en  after 
suffering from another concussion, 
O chs has been forced to sit out the 
rest o f the season. S e ­
nior, and now starter,
R o b ert H odge proved 
h im s e lf  u n re lia b le  
against U S C , managing 
to lead Colorado to only 
58 yards of total offense in his three 
quarters o f play. Senior Zac Colvin 
started two games in the 2000 sea­
son, but the quarterback position is 
still a question mark for Colorado.

Last year C o lo ra d o  ru nning 
backs racked up 2 ,620  yards, more 
than yardage than any other school

in the country. T he Buffs averaged 
228.5 yards rushing per game, good 
enough for eighth in the nation. 
Juniors C hris Brown and Bobby 
Purify are tire two returning play­
ers from the trio o f backs in 2001.

Brown is known for his 
powerful running style, 
a style that netted him 
six touchdowns in last 
year’s 62-36  win against 
Nebraska. Sophomore 

Marcus Houston will jo in  the pair 
this season, having recovered from 
a tom  hip flexor muscle last season.

Colorado lost two A ll-A m eri­
cans on the offensive line, includ­
ing tight end Daniel Graham, along 
with an A ll-B ig  12 right tackle, 
making this year’s line questionable.

Defensively, the Buffs must do 
without M ichael Lewis and Robbie 
Robinson, last year’s starting safe­
ties. T h e  defensive backfield has 
shifted b o th  new and returning 
players into new positions so they 
may have trouble playing well to­
gether.

A t linebacker, the Buffs bring 
back junior Sean Tufts, a Butkus 
award candidate and one of the best 
linebackers in the nation. T h e  de­
fensive lin e  looks good, w ith a 
healthy m ixture o f veterans and 
newcomers.

Colorado’s first Big 12 game is 
O ct. 5 at hom e against Kansas 
State.

They face Texas Tech on O ct. 
26 in Boulder, Colo.

New starting quarterback sparks OSU

Tech. In its last game, O SU  trampled 
the SM U  Mustangs 52-16.

T h e  two early games have given 
Cowboy receiver Rashaun Woods 
time to emerge as Fields’ favorite tar­
get. Woods, who caught the winning

touchdown against the Sooners last 
year, was the No. 3 receiver in the 
nation after week five o f the season. 
Woods now has 32 catches for 536 
yards and four touchdowns.

O S U  begins Big 12 Conference 
play on O ct. 5 against preseason fa­
vorite Texas. Although the task of 
the Big 12 is daunting, O S U  coach 
Les M iles is optimistic about this 
season.

“Our football team has a chance 
to be a good football team. W e’ve 
got to eliminate some mistakes and 
go on,” Miles said. “If they get there 
and start defeating good football teams, 
there’s some momentum that can come 
with a big win along the way.”

Tech coach Jeff Nelson said he 
did not like how his team played in 
its stronger areas o f the game.

“1 was disappointed in how we

“O ur passing wasn’t 
sharp, and those are skills we’re 
good at.”

T e ch ’s C ou rtney Sham baugh 
said the players agree that their per­
formance was not up to par, and 
they will need to improve it to get 
a win and regain confidence.

“It’s important for us to bounce

back,” Shambaugh said. “It will take 
a lot of focus on the way we play 
our game.”

T h e Raiders let their style slip 
away against Nebraska, and the 
team suffered from it.

“W e played well," Shambaugh 
said, “but the things 
we’re usually good at 
we should have done 
better. If we had done 
that, the match would 
h av e  b een  a lo t 
closer.”

Sham bau gh  said 
the team cannot af­
ford to lose intensity 
and focus this week­
end.

“W e played  sca -re d ,"  
Shambaugh said. “W e were really 
excited coming in, but we let up 
and played timid.”

Breanna Pursley said it was the 
let downs in the team’s strengths 
that hurt the team, but if the team 
can play how it practices things 
should work out for the Raiders.

“W e have to be more consistent

with everything,” Pursley said. “Dif­
ferent areas broke apart. In practice 
we have a good chemistry and ev­
erything clicks. In the game that 
spread apart, and things didn’t click 
as well.”

Nelson said there are two things 
that need to improve 
for Saturday’s match.

“C o m p e t i t iv e ­
ness and c o n s is ­
tency,” N elson said. 
“T h e main problem 
w ith  N ebrask a  is 
they’re a great team, 
but we didn’t come 
out strong. W e need

“(A  win) would boost our co n ­
fidence,” Pursley said. ”1 think we’ll 
be fine, especially if we win.

If the Raiders can play to their 
fullest, opponents should be on the 
lookout.

Raiders face UNM in rare Friday night game

Texas Tech is no stranger to the 
New Mexico Lobos. The Reel Raid­
ers defeated the Lobos in meetings 
in 2000 and 2001. This year there will 
be an extra catalyst to throw into the 
game’s equation. It’s a Friday night 
match up. Kick off is set for 6  p.m. 
today in Albuquerque, N .M . T h e  
game will be televised by ESPN2.

T he Raiders, fresh off a 51 -48 loss 
to N orth Carolina State, will face a 
2-3 New M exico squad that lost its 
last game to intrastate rival New 
M exico State.

Tech practiced Monday, which 
is normally an off day for the team, 
so the team would not lose a day o f 
preparation.

Receiver Clay McGuire said be­
cause o f Monday’s practice, the team 
will not suffer playing a day early.

“It’s like a regular week for us,” 
M cGuire said. “W e’re not going to 
miss any practices. W e’re going to 
execute the game plan coach lays out 
for us and go play hard on Friday.”

M cGuire also said New M exico 
will likely blitz and play hard, and 
he expects the game to be a genuine

challenge for the Raiders.
In last year’s game between the 

two team s, T ech  d efeated  New 
M exico 42-30  in Lubbock and be­
cause of that defeat, Tech receiver 
A nton Paige is expecting to find a 
feisty group of Lobos when the team 
reaches Albuquerque.

“They have a lot to ptove against 
us,” Paige said. “W e beat them pretty 
badly. W e go there now and it’s go­
ing to be a nationally televised game 
on ESPN 2. They have a lot o f hopes 
1 know they probably circled the day 
they play Texas Tech.”

New M exico has been hampered 
by the loss of starting running back 
Quincy Wright, who is out for the 
year with a knee injury. Despite the 
loss of Wright, Tech linebacker Ja ­
son Wesley still expects the Lobos 
to try the ground game.

“T hey want to run the b a ll,” 
Wesley said. “They run some inside, 
outside zone, counter and they run 
a little option. T heir tailback is out 
for the year and 1 heard he was pretty 
good.”

DonTrell Moore is W right’s re­
placement at running back and will 
be the feature of New M exico’s run

offense against the Raiders. Moore 
has 172 yards and two touchdowns 
on the year.

Quarterback for the Lobos is se­
nior Casey Kelly, who has thrown 
for 768 yards, three touchdowns and 
four interceptions.

W ith  the Raiders' record at 2-2, 
Wesley said the team needs a win 
against New M exico before heading 
into conference play.

“T h is  game is very big,” Wesley 
said. “Bowl wise, we have to win 
seven games. If we win this one, 
that’s three.”

Wesley also agreed with Paige 
that the Lobos will be looking at this 
game with a lot to prove.

“W e know this game means a lot 
to them because this is the first time 
they’ve played on T V ,” Wesley said. 
“There are trying to get out to the 
world that they can compete with 
the Texas Techs.”

T he televised Friday night game 
is a new concept for college football. 
Last season smaller football confer­
ences, such as the M id-American 
C on feren ce, the M ountain W est 
Conference and the Western A th ­
letic Conference displayed a willing­

ness to play games on Friday in or­
der to receive more opportunities for 
game to  be televised.

E SP N , ow ned by the Disney 
C orp oration , e lected  to  televise 
some Friday games. Last spring New 
M exico contacted Tech about play­
ing on Friday and Tech accepted.

Som e, in favor o f respecting the 
tradition o f high school football on 
Friday night, have objected to col­
lege games being played on Friday 
and C oach Mike Leach understands 
their point of view.

“1 think it’s fine to play on Fri­
day night, but I defer to  the opinion 
of the high school coaches,” Leach 
said. “T here’s nothing more impor­
tant to college programs than high 
schools. I don’t think we should steal 
any o f their thunder.”

A s for the perspective o f the 
Raider players on the idea o f a Fri­
day night game, Wesley, McGuire 
and Henderson said it will be like 
going back to high school ball again.

Paige agreed and said there also 
was another fun part about playing 
on Friday night.

“Y o u ’re w eekend  c a n  start 
sooner,” he said.
