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Tech law professor pursues complaint

A former associate dean of Texas Tech’s 
School of Law has filed a gender-based dis­
crimination complaint against the university, 
citing a hostile and discriminatory work envi­
ronment, retaliation from the university by the 
unlawful withholding of back salary and al­
leging discriminatory comments made by an 
upper-level university administrator.

According to a U.S. Department of Labor 
complaint of discrimination dated Sept. 18, 
2002, Tech law professor and former Associ­
ate Dean of Law Daisy Floyd cites “substantial 
differences in the application of subjective 
criteria to men and women or to minority and 
non-minority employees ..." and “the failure 
to respond appropriately to an allegation of a

stated intent to discriminate against women 
made by the president of Texas Tech Univer­
sity."

Mark Perlmutter, Floyd's attorney, said in 
coming forward with these allegations, his cli­
ent hopes to address system-wide discrimina­
tion at the university.

“The most significant objective we have is 
to improve the culture of Texas Tech that en­
tails discrimination and bigotry,” he said.

The complaints stem in part from Floyd’s 
allegation of a mishandled dean search proce­
dure that was implemented following the res­
ignation of School of Law Dean Frank New­
ton in November 2001.

In addition, Floyd’s complaint alleges dis­
criminatory comments were made by Tech 
President David Schmidly to Newton in ref­

erence to the hiring of a female dean.
According to a notarized affidavit signed 

by Newton, dated Oct. 17, 2001, “As 1 left 
the meeting and President Schmidly and 1 
were walking out of his office he commented, 
in an aside, that he was enthusiastic about find­
ing a top-notch dean. The conclusion of the 
statem ent disparaged women, and I was 
startled.”

Schmidly denies making the statement to 
Newton.

“1 categorically deny that 1 would ever take 
the position that I would never hire a woman 
as a dean at the law school,” Schmidly said. 
“Daisy Floyd, by Frank’s own admission, was 
never even discussed in the meeting. There is 
no way 1 ever used any derogatory term about 
Daisy Floyd.”

Schmidly said his record champions diver­
sity, citing recent appointments.

“If you look at my track record, no one has 
worked harder to diversify this university,” 
Schmidly said. “I've appointed a woman vice 
president, I’ve offered the provost position first 
of all to a woman who 1 recruited intensely, 
who declined the position because of family 
reasons; I hired a Hispanic vice president, and 
1 led the recruiting effort to hire an African- 
American as executive associate athletic di­
rector. 1 helped the vice president for enroll­
ment management hire a female African- 
American director of admissions at Texas 
Tech.”

According to his affidavit, Newton later 
writes, “I am haunted by the possibility that I 
misheard or misunderstood the aside.”

According to his affidavit, Newton imme­
diately returned to his office and advised Floyd 
of the alleged comment.

Schmidly said Newton should have clari­
fied the allegations with him before he advised 
Floyd of the alleged comment.

“If he was confused or had doubts about 
what I had said, why didn't he come back in 
and clarify them r Schmidly said. “The only 
role I had in the interim dean of law search 
was to ratify the recommendation of the pro­
vost. You won’t find any record of anything 
that will substantiate anything other than 
that.”

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U .S. revises final 
draft of resolution

U N IT E D  N A T IO N S —  T h e 
United States took a final revision of 
its Iraq resolution to the Security 
Council on Wednesday in hopes of 
winning approval after eight weeks of 
tumultuous negotiations with wary 
lilies concerned it could trigger a new 
war against Iraqi leader Saddam 
Hussein.

The draft has changed significantly 
since it was first introduced last 
month, but U.S. officials said the bot­
tom line remains the same: tough new 
weapons inspections coupled with a 
threat of “serious consequences” if Iraq

fails to comply.
While the revised draft offers ma­

jor concessions to critics, it still frees 
the Bush administration to take mili­
tary action against Iraq without a sec­
ond resolution.

In an attempt to meet French and 
Russian concerns, the new U.S. draft 
gives Saddam “a final opportunity” to 
comply with U.N. inspectors, holds 
out the possibility of lifting sanctions 
against Iraq, and adds a reaffirmation 
of Iraq's sovereignty.

But it remains to be seen whether 
the latest draft, written with British

Grant brings Vietnamese 
visitors to Lubbock

A  pilot program exporting U.S. 
cotton to Vietnam has received a 
$100,000 grant from the U.S. De­
partment of Agriculture to bring 
Vietnamese representatives to Lub­
bock to promote the textile and gar­
ment industry, said Shelly Harp, as­
sociate professor in the College of 
Human Science.

N ine Vietnam ese men and 
women have come to Lubbock this 
week to attend a cotton school, 
which will teach them about Texas 
cotton and the differences in cotton 
qualities.

The Vietnamese representatives 
toured Buster’s C o tto n  G in  on

Wednesday to begin learning about 
cotton on a hands-on basis after hav­
ing a few lectures from the previous
days.

The tour began with an introduc­
tion by Buster’s Cotton Gin owner 
Daniel Taylor. Taylor spoke about the 
gin, telling the guests the amounts 
of cotton his gin produced.

“C otton is the cornerstone of 
Texas agriculture,” said Taylor.

Taylor said this program with 
Vietnam could increase cotton sales. 
The United States has an overstock 
of cotton because of new export and 
import regulations. He said the 
United States produces about 15 mil­
lion bales annually but only uses

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Arrests made in alleged Fed cuts key interest 
$25 million drugscheme rate by a half'point

French train fire kills 
12, injures at least nine

HOUSTON (AP) —  One of two 
Houston men arrested for allegedly 
plotting to exchange drugs for $25 
million worth of weapons that would 
have ultimately been delivered to a 
Colombian terrorist group appeared in 
federal court Wednesday.

Uwe Jensen, a white haired 66-year- 
old man dressed in a green jail jumpsuit 
with his left wrist shackled to a wrist 
chain, made his initial appearance in 
Houston federal court hours after At­
torney General John Ashcroft unsealed 
a criminal complaint against him and 
three other men.

Jensen and the three other men 
have been charged with conspiracy to 
distribute cocaine and conspiracy to 
provide material support and resources 
to a foreign terrorist organization, 
charges that could carry up to life in 
prison, Ashcroft said.

"This investigation establishes the 
undeniable link between illegal nar­
cotics trafficking organizations and 
international terrorism,” U.S. Attor­
ney for the Southern District of Texas 
Michael Shelby said in a statement. 
“We cannot avoid the conclusion that 
drugs are the currency of terror.”

Ashcroft said the investigation by 
the FBI and Drug Enforcement Ad­
ministration ensures “narco-terrorists 
from South America to Southeast 
Asia are le»s able to threaten Ameri­
can lives and American security.”

Jensen, who described himself as Dan­
ish but an American citizen to U 5 . Mag­
istrate Judge Marcia Crone Wednesday, 
was told by the judge he would be held 
until at least Friday when a bond and 
probable cause hearing is scheduled.

Jensen was arrested in Houston on 
Tuesday. The three other men, includ­
ing his boss, Houston resident Carlos 
Ali Rowiero Varela, 43, were arrested 
in San Jose, Costa Rica.

The men were in Costa Rica to fi­
nalize a transaction which would have 
traded cocaine and cash for five contain­
ers of weapons, the Justice Department 
said. The weapons included anti-aircraft 
missiles and rocket propelled grenade 
launchers. The weapons were to be de­
livered to the Colombian United Self 
Defense Forces, known as the A U G

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  The 
Federal Reserve, worried about the 
sputtering economy, cut a key interest 
rate by a half-point on Wednesday, 
marking its first rate reduction this year.

After a closed-door meeting, the 
Federal Open Market Committee, the 
Fed's top policy-setting group, voted 
12-0 to lower its target for the federal 
funds rate to 1.25 percent. The funds 
rate is the interest banks charge each 
other on overnight loans and is the 
Fed's main lever for influencing the 
economy.

“Today's additional monetary eas­
ing should prove helpful as the 
economy works its way through this 
current soft spot,” the Fed said in a 
statement.

A rate cut had been widely ex­
pected, but many analysts believed it 
would be only a smaller quarter-point 
move. In its statement, the central 
bank emphasized concerns about the 
economic recovery amid rising wor­
ries about how a possible war with Iraq 
would affect consumer and business 
confidence.

“Incoming economic data have 
tended to confirm that greater uncer­
tainty, in part attributable to height­
ened geopolitical risks, is currently 
inhibiting spending, production and 
employment," the Fed said.

Commercial banks' prime lending 
rate moves in lockstep with the funds 
rate. As a result of the Fed’s decision, 
many banks were expected to an­
nounce a similar half-point reduction, 
lowering the prime rate to 4-25 per­
cent, which would be its lowest rate 
since May 1959.

By lowering short-term interest rates, 
Fed policy-makers hope to motivate 
consumers to spend mote and businesses 
to ramp up investment, something that 
would boost economic growth.

Some private economists question 
whether Wednesday’s rate cut will 
have the desired impact given that the 
Fed has kept borrowing costs at very 
low levels all year long. But other ana­
lysts believe the rate reduction will at 
least bolster consumer and business 
confidence as well as help lift spirits 
on Wall Street.

NANCY, France (AP) —  A  fire 
broke out on an overnight express 
train Wednesday, filling a sleeper car 
with smoke and killing 12 passengers, 
officials said. Five Americans, all 
members of the same family, were 
among the dead, the U .S. Embassy 
said.

At least nine other passengers were 
injured, none seriously.

The train, carrying 150 passengers 
and bound from Paris to Munich, 
Germany, was passing through the 
eastern French city of Nancy when the 
blaze started about three hours into the 
journey, the French rail authority 
SNCF said.

A train conductor alerted authori­
ties to the fire at about 2:15 a.m. when 
he saw smoke pouring from a car as 
the train passed the Nancy station. 
Flames shot up into the air and thick 
black smoke billowed out of the car’s 
windows.

An official with the sleeping car’s 
owner, Deutsche Bahn, Germany’s 
national railroad, said the fire started 
in an attendant’s cubicle in the sleep­
ing car and spread from there. The 
attendant alerted the steward and they 
pulled the emergency brake to stop the 
train.

Local officials initially blamed the 
fire on an electrical short-circuit, but 
French rail officials later said that the 
cause was still under investigation.

Among the dead Americans were 
an 8-year-old boy and a 12-year-old 
girl, authorities said. Three German 
men, a Russian man and woman, a 
Hungarian man and a Greek woman 
also were killed.

“We believe that the people who 
regrettably died were asphyxiated in 
their sleep,” Deutsche Bahn market­
ing chief Ha ns-Gustav Koch told Ger­
man T V  reporters.

Richard Lankford, spokesman for 
the U.S. Embassy in Paris, refused to 
release the American victims’ names, 
pending notification of their relatives.

Survivors described panic inside 
the train. Screaming passengers es­
caped the burning car by breaking 
windows and climbing out; those in 
other cars grabbed their things and ran 
out the doors.

Firefighters rushed to the train, 
which stopped about 875 yards outside 
the Nancy station. All the dead were 
inside the charred sleeping car, said re­
gional official Jean-Francois Cordet

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HSC offers opiate detoxification program

According to a survey done by the 
National Household Survey on Drug 
Abuse, it is estimated that nearly 9.3 
million Americans reported having 
abused prescription drugs for non- 
medical purposes.

It also is estimated more than one 
million Americans abuse hard opiates 
such as heroin, morphine and other 
opium-based derivatives through ille­
gal channels.

“For those who become addicted 
to these types of painkillers, it is very 
tough to get clean and stay clean be­
cause of the body’s dependency on 
them,” said Dr. Alan Kaye, chairman 
of the Department of Anesthesiology 
at Texas Tech’s Health Sciences Cen­
ter.

Kaye said the H SC provides a pro­
gram of rapid detoxification for people

who are addicted to opiates and pre­
scription painkillers. The H SC is the 
first university in the state of Texas to 
offer this treatment and is only one of 
a very limited number of hospitals in 
the country to offer the program.

“The new thought is that people 
that are addicted to opiates are just like 
people who have high blood pressure; 
it’s a disease," he said. “And we be­
lieve that we have developed a sound, 
time-tested cure for it.”

Since this treatment of Ultra Rapid 
Detox was developed in the early 
1990s, the procedure has been done 
more than 900,000 times without a 
single death or side effect, Kaye said.

“It is the safest, most effective cure 
that is out there, and it is the most 
humane," Kaye said. “Most patients 
that seek rehabilitation will go into a 
clinic where they will be locked in a 
room and have to undergo an intense

amount of withdrawal such as high 
blood pressure, sweats and vomiting; 
and normally 
the cost of go­
ing to a rehab 
center or clinic 
is considerable 
when com ­
pared to  the 
cost and the 
time it might 
take.”

Kaye said 
the procedure 
comprises of a 
patient being 
put under anes­
thesia, having 
the body then 
flushed of opi­
ate chem icals 
and then putting the patient on a strict 
regimen of a drug over a course of three

to six months after the treatment that 
would lessen a patient’s psychological 

dependency.
According 

to the Ameri­
can Society of 
A d d i c t i o n  
Medication, 86 
percent of pa­
tients that un­
derwent rapid 
detox trea t­
m ents were 
able to return 
to work and ex- 
perienced no 
physical crav­
ing for medica­
tion they were 
dependant on. 

Kaye said 
the cost o f the treatment at the H SC 
is about $8,000 to $10,000.

“If you compare that with what a 
drug habit actually costs or what the 
cost of a rehabilitation clinic might be, 
then rapid detox is the best alterna­
tive,” he said. “The cost of attending 
detox clin ics can be as much as 
$20,000 in most cases, and about 90 
percent of people who come out of 
those clinics still have withdrawal 
symptoms and have a very slim chance 
of full recovery from abuse.”

Joe Duke, a licensed psychologi­
cal counselor, said he administers psy­
chological evaluations and works 
closely with Kaye in selecting candi­
dates for treatment.

“The real key to success in this is 
pre-planning and having a patient in 
counseling and therapy,” Duke said. 
“And not doing it in a judgmental 
fashion, but doing it safely and follow­
ing the progress of a patient after the 
treatment is done.”

Duke said pre treatment usually 
comprise of a full clinical counseling 
interview, a full mental status exam 
and information from the patient 
about history of usage.

It is mandated by the H SC that 
all patients seeking rapid detox treat­
ment undergo a psychological evalu­
ation before being able to recieve 
treatment, Kaye said.

“Sometimes we have kids who are 
brought to the hospital by family 
members and they are not really genu­
ine about wanting to kick their habit, 

“We are willing to help anyone, 
from the grandma who is addicted to 
painkillers to the college kid that is 
addicted to shooting heroin, but any 
patient needs to understand they 
must commit to gettingclean psycho­
logically first before we as medical 
doctors can cure them physically,” 
Kaye said.

ton was aware of the affidavit but was 
unavailable for comment.

According to a letter addressed 
to members of the dean search com­
mittee dated Jan. 8, 2002, Floyd de­
scribes fee lin g  th rea ten ed  by 
Schmidly during a meeting that oc­
curred Dec. 14.

According to Floyd’s letter to com­
mittee members she felt threatened, 
“when Dr. Schmidly said that he 
would ‘go after’ anyone who ‘signed a 
witness statement’ against him and 
that he was not ‘going to let anyone 
get away with this.’

The second occurred several min­
utes later and was to the effect that 
one should ‘think twice’ before repeat­
ing any allegation based on this alleged 
incident.’”

However, Schmidly said his com­
ments were taken out o f context.

“What I meant to convey was that

I’m going to stand up for my charac­
ter," Schmidly said. “If I had that to 
do all over again, I’d probably be a lot 
calmer, but this was just sprung on me, 
and I was upset. Apparently it came 
off as threatening to some of these 
women, but in no way did I threaten 
those women.”

Floyd declined to comment about 
specific accusations made in her com­
plaint, but in a prepared statement 
to The University Daily, she wrote, 
“There is a pattern of discrimination 
at Texas Tech, which I believe is dam­
aging to the university and to all 
members of the university commu­
nity. Equally as troubling as the dis­
crimination itself is that university 
leaders respond to people who raise 
concerns about discrim ination by 
'shooting the messenger.’ This con­
sistent response includes stonewall­
ing, threats and retaliation.”

Floyd claims the university’s with­
holding of an administrative supple­
ment to her salary is an action of re­
taliation based on her speaking out

against gender discrimination at the 
university, according to a letter to 
Tech Chancellor Dr. David Smith 
dated March 28, 2002.

“Despite repeated requests, the 
university has not returned the wrong­
fully withheld salary... This action fits 
the classic pattern of retaliation spe­
cifically prohibited by Title VII,” ac­
cording to her letter to Smith.

Floyd resigned as associate dean 
Dec 6 ,2001. She currently serves as a 
professor of law at the university.

According to her letter addressed 
to law faculty members dated June 7, 
2002, Hoyd writes, “Upon receiving 
my paycheck for the January pay pe­
riod, I learned that my salary had been 
reduced without prior notice to me."

In her letter, Floyd said the reduc­
tion reflected repayment of an admin­
istrative supplement that she had paid 
during the fall semester while serving 
as associate dean.

Smith responds to Floyd's allega­
tions of wrongfully withheld portions 
of her salary in a letter dated April 10,

2002.
“I believe that your salary accu­

rately reflects the revised reduction in 
your workload,” the letter said.

In his response, Smith recommend 
the law school assign added duties to 
Hoyd, thus supplementing her salary 
to the equivalent as it was while serv­
ing as associate dean.

Perlmutter said changes in Hoyd’s 
salary following her resignation as as­
sociate dean were illegal and in retali­
ation of Hoyd’s outspoken behavior 
against discrimination.

“We have little doubt our testi­
mony at trial will show that she is not 
receiving equal pay for equal work 
compared to similarly-situated, male 
faculty,” he said.

Smith, who met with Hoyd follow­
ing her initial complaints and has re­
viewed her allegations, said he was 
unable to find evidence supporting 
Hoyd's allegations.

“If you look at the trends, this came 
from an issue of heresay, to gender and 
then to race,” Smith said. “W ith what

1 see in the documentation, 1 have 
trouble following this. These issues are 
tough ones due to the emotions in­
volved, but I stand by our findings.”

T ech  G en eral C ounsel Pat 
Campbell said Hoyd’s complaints have 
been examined in a lengthy investi­
gation by the university and no wrong­
doing was found to have taken place.

“We’ve been looking at this and 
talking to people 15 seconds after we 
heard Daisy Hoyd made these allega­
tions,” Campbell said. “Had we found 
anything that supported what Daisy 
said, we would have taken action."

Campbell said the university is pre­
paring to defend itself against Hoyd’s 
allegations if the case goes to court.

“We'll be working on this until it 
goes to trial,” Campbell said. “Her sal­
ary is a dead done. As far as her alle­
gations o f being constructively dis­
charged, I ’m ready to go to trial on 
that."

In her statement to The UD, Hoyd 
outlines her decision to bring action 
against the university.

“I will continue to call for change 
and improvement,” Hoyd writes. “I tell 
my children and my students that they 
should stand for truth and justice, even 
if doing so is difficult. 1 cannot look 
them in the eye and tell them that 
unless I am willing to do it myself.”

Perlmutter said his client is pre­
pared to take her case to trial.

“The bottom line is that the out­
come of the trial is unimportant," 
Perlmutter said. “W hat we’re looking 
for is the university to acknowledge 
that they are acting on bigotry in the 
appointm ent processes. We want 
them to create an open and fair cli­
mate for all members of the univer­
sity."

Smith said he is concerned how 
the allegations will affect students and 
faculty.

“I do have a passion for this uni­
versity and this law school, and that 
has to prevail," Smith said. “I’m now 
just worried about the healing process. 
I’m extremely worried about the stu­
dents and the faculty.”

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Hill Country’s nursing programs offered via TV

Texas T ech  H ealth  S cien ces  
Center’s School of Nursing has made 
the registered nurse to bachelor’s of sci­
ence program in the School of Nurs­
ing and the master’s of sciences in 
nursing program available to the Texas 
Hill Country via interactive televi­
sion.

Barbara Ann Johnston, associate 
dean for graduate programs in the 
School of Nursing, said four students 
at the Fredericksburg campus ex­
pressed interest in taking classes not 
on the Internet, and they are now tak­
ing these courses by interactive T V  to

earn a bachelor's of science in nurs­
ing.

“The intention is to offer our stu­
dents in the Hill Country an oppor­
tunity for better hands-on learning,” 
Johnston said. “There were students 
in our RN to B SN  program in 
Fredericksburg, but they did it in a 
totally online basis. We feel that more 
students in the Hill Country will be 
interested in the program if we con­
tinue to offer the program on an in­
teractive basis.”

Johnston said she believes that, 
pending approval from Tech’s Board 
of Regents, this will be a more effec­
tive way to get nursing students from

the classroom to the health care field 
faster and with a better understand­
ing of their field.
Some master’s pro­
grams were also 
available online.

“This boosted 
the need for an in­
teractive television 
course so that nurs­
ing students had a 
better chance of 
taking the classes 
they w anted,”
Johnston said. “We 
believe that we are going to meet a 
need in this area for graduate-level

education."
Johnston said the health care field 

has sought out 
nurses with 
bachelor’s degrees 
for the past 10 
years.

“Many nurses 
that have been in 
the field prior to 
1970 have only 
earned associate 
degrees and have 
not gained any 
further educa­

tion," Johnston said. “This makes it 
somewhat impossible for them to

move up in their profession because 
of their lack of college education, and 
we feel that this program gives them 
that option.”

Johnston also said the School of 
Nursing has had the largest group of 
men admitted in these programs than 
it has ever had, and she hopes the 
trend continues.

“I see the program growing as long 
as there is interest in it, and 1 think 
that it is a profession that men are 
becoming more aware of and inter­
ested in right now.”

According to the Texas Nursing 
Association’s Web site, nurses with a 
bachelor's degree earned an average of

$41,330, and nurses with a master’s 
degree earned $67,300.

Johnston said because of a short­
age in nursing teaching positions, she 
had been given $200,000 from the 
Department of Labor to give out in 
the form of scholarships to students 
interested in the program.

“Typically people have stayed in 
technical and clinical positions as op­
posed to teaching positions because of 
the opportunity for career advance­
ment, but 1 think we can appeal to 
those people who have an interest in 
taking the nurse education track with 
scholarships with a recent grant from 
the federal government.”

about 8 million.
Taylor said another problem with 

the excess amounts is more than 100 
textile mills have closed down in the 
United States within the last two 
years, and now producers are trying to 
make up the sales in cotton by export­
ing to other countries.

Harp said the United States and 
Vietnam signed a trade agreement last 
year and hav done onle a small 
amount of trade so far.

Harp said the main reasons the 
group has come to Lubbock is because 
Lubbock is one of the highest produc­
ers in cotton. Texas Tech has the only 
Vietnam center in the United States, 
and Tech researchers have had a lot 
of experience and have been market­
ing this project.

This project will enhance the cot­
ton and textile industry by more than 
double between the United States and 
Vietnam, Harp said. The country is 
interested in buying better quality cot­
ton in Texas.

“W e’re educating them about

Texas cotton. The more they know 
and are introduced into the industry, 
then hopefully they will want Texas 
products,” Harp said.

Harp said although the school’s 
focus is on cotton, discussions have 
already been brought up about other 
products Vietnam is interested in, such 
as leather and hide, which Lubbock 
also supplies.

Patricia Horridge, a research pro­
fessor in the College of Human Sci­
ence, said the country has more con­
venient places to buy from, but the 
point of the project is to show the dif­
ference in buying better cotton. She 
said by showing them how to use Texas 
cotton, they will be able to use it bet­
ter. She said they may be paying more, 
but they are getting more use out of 
Texas cotton.

“The bottom line is, we want them 
to buy our cotton," Horridge said.

Taylor said with Vietnam invest­
ing $785 million into the textile in­
dustry, it will greatly help the indus­
try, not only in the South Plains re­
gion and Texas, but the U.S. economy 
as well.

Taylor showed samples of cotton 
from before and after the ginning pro­

cess. Taylor then went on to a video 
describing in detail the ginning pro­
cess at Buster’s Cotton Gin and how 
their business is run.

Buster’s Cotton G in has been 
open since 1947; Taylor has owned 
the gin since 1975 and has about 
100 costumers. He said the main 
focus of Wednesday’s tour was to 
show the visitors a modem gin.

Taylor said cotton is the high­
est dollar value crop in West Texas, 
and cotton is what has brought the 
towns and cities into West Texas.

“Cotton is the livelihood of the 
South Plains," Taylor said.

Taylor said he was told the Viet­
namese were very enthused about 
the gin process. He said all of his 
equipment is made in Texas. There 
are only three major companies in 
the world that make complete cot­
ton gins, and one of them is here in 
Lubbock.

Each year, from October to Janu­
ary, Buster’s Gin produces 40,000 to 
45,000 bales of cotton, Taylor said. 
This season, the gin has already pro­
duced 14,000. Each bale weighs 
about 500 pounds. During the har­
vest season, the gin is operating 24

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approve the “establishment of Drowsy

Evelyn McPherson, administrative 
director of Student Health Services 
said she will make a presentation con­
cerning the 10 percent fee increase

implemented this year for Student 
Health Services, increasing the $6 fee 
to $6.60.

“It’s come to my attention that 
many students are not aware of ser­
vices at Student Health Services,” 
McPherson said. “So Jeremy (Brown, 
internal vice president for the SG A ) 
asked me to come and talk to the SG A  
about the various services.”

McPherson said she hopes the pre­
sentation will be effective as the SG A  
senators are the link between the uni­
versity and its students.

“The different SG A  members are 
liaisons to three or four organizations 
each,” she said. “Therefore, they can 
get the word out better."

In regards to the average student 
that may not have contact with a sena­
tor, McPherson said they are under­
taking a more “aggressive” marketing 
campaign, such as hanging posters, 
setting up tables in residence halls and 
displaying a ticker ad in the Student 
U nion. M cPherson said Student 
Health Services has recently consid­
ered sending postcards to students.

“O f course, the best advertising is 
for students to come get services and 
spread the word,” McPherson said.

According to the SGA’s agenda for 
today’s meeting, the Student Senate 
also will discuss Student IDs in terms 
of the football games and possible 
overflow at athletics events - particu­
larly in the context of the upcoming 
University of Texas game Nov. 19.

“It has come to our attention that 
there are some rumors going around 
about people giving U T students and 
other non-Tech students their ICte to get 
into games," Brown said. “This isa^inst 
the law and against university policy."

Brown said he understands stu­
dents believe they pay to get into ath­
letic events with their fees, so they 
believe they have the right to do what 
they want with it.

“But it is against law, and I don’t 
want to see a lot of students get in 
trouble," he said.

Brown said he will ask the Student 
Senate for feedback concerning the 
issue, in addition to the expectation 
that the Tech vs. Texas game will be 
overcrowded, and what to do with the 
overflow.

“The U T  game has been sold out 
for a couple of months, and we need 
to decide where to put students who 
don’t get in,” Brown said.

49 percent.
In the House, the Republicans 

have a 22-seat advantage over the 
Democrats, giving one party control 
o f the executive and legislative 
branches.

Brian Gerber, an assistant profes­
sor of political science at Texas Tech, 
said the election results shifted the bal­
ance of power in Washington.

“The Bush administration is in a 
position to claim a mandate for its 
public policy agenda,” he said. “The 
president will most likely try to make 
his 2000 tax cut permanent, as well as 
pushing the homeland security and 
energy development bills through 
Congress, which previously stalled in 
the Senate."

The administration will present 
the results as a vote in favor of Bush 
and his policies, Gerber said. Because 
the Republicans gained seats in both 
the House and the Senate, the admin­
istration will say Americans are lean­
ing more toward the values publicized 
by the Republican party.

The results could affect the Iraq 
and terrorist issues as well, he said. 
Bush will have an easier time getting 
his policies enacted because he has 
more partisan support in Congress, 
and because he can claim the Ameri­
can people are behind his policies be­
cause of the election outcome.

Historically, the president’s party 
loses seats in Congress, especially the 
House, during a midterm election. 
Gerber said the last time a Republi­
can president gained seats was in 1902, 
when Theodore Roosevelt was in of­
fice. In 1934 Franklin Roosevelt 
gained seats, and Bill Clinton gained 
seats in both the Senate and the House 
in 1998.

“I t ’s not com pletely unprec­
edented, but it’s extremely unusual," 
he said.

However, just because the GO P 
controls Congress, it does not mean 
the Democrats are out of the picture 
politically. The party is only down by 
a few seats in the Senate, and 60 votes 
are needed to stop a filibuster, which 
is a tactic employed by politicians to 
block a vote on a proposal.

“Most issues can’t guarantee pas­
sage just because there’s a majority,” 
he said.

Controlling the government is not 
entirely positive either. There are 
many potential consequences that 
could be negative for the administra­
tion, Gerber said.

“Because they have control of both 
houses of Congress, they’re going to 
be held responsible for things like the 
economy,” he said. Bush will have to 
answer about the economic state of 
the nation, which could hurt the ad­
ministration.

Many Tech students expressed sat­
isfaction with the election outcomes. 
Chris Cotton, a sophomore account­
ing major from San Angelo, said he 
was pleased with how it turned out.

“I think it’s really good for all the 
issues I’m interested in,” he said. “Ev­
erything will go the way I’d like them 
to.”

Daniel Sidler, a sophomore mass 
communications major from Monroe, 
N.Y., said he has not followed the re­
sults much, but he felt good about the 
Republican showing nationwide.

He said he was eager to hear about 
the results from a proposition in Ne­
vada, which will legalize possession of 
3 ounces or less of marijuana for people 
over the age of 21. The measure failed, 
with just more than 60 percent of vot-

ers voting against it.
Harry Norsworthy, a freshman pre- 

pharmacy major from Corpus Christi, 
said he was neutral about the results. 
He was not too concerned about one 
party having both houses and the ex­
ecutive.

“It should be a little more bal­
anced,” he said, but he did not see it 
as a problem.

Jason Darling, a junior architecture 
major from Flower Mound, called the 
results “typical of Texas.”

“It’s basically what I had expected 
to happen,” he said.

The conflict between the two par­
ties and their candidates was interest­
ing to keep track of, he said, but the 
results were predictable. He said he 
believes the Republican sweep will 
speed up the legislation process be­
cause congressional Democrats were 
slowing the bills down.

O n ,th e  local level, more than 
56,000 of the more than 150,000 reg­
istered voters in Lubbock County ex­
ercised their right to vote in this elec­
tion, according to information from 
the County Clerk’s office. The new jail 
proposition also was approved with 
more than 60 percent of voters in fa­
vor of it.

support, will satisfy Russia, France 
and others. The council spent 90 
minutes discussing the U .S. pro­
posal behind closed doors and 
agreed to  resume negotiations 
Thursday.

French  President Jacques 
Chirac spoke by phone with Rus­
sian President Vladimir Putin; both 
felt “many improvements to the 
text are already in place,” and the 
essential role of the Security Coun­
cil is affirmed, the French leader’s 
spokeswoman said.

However, the leaders agreed “it 
remains necessary to remove cer­
tain ambiguities” that could auto­
matically trigger the use of force, 
said spokesw om an C ath erin e  
Colonna.

Russia's U .N . Ambassador 
Sergey Lavrov wouldn’t comment 
on the U.S. draft Wednesday, say­
ing only, “we are not there, yet.”

Diplomats said inside the coun­
cil, Lavrov cited several key provi­
sions in the U.S. draft Moscow be­
lieves contained hidden triggers for

the use of force.
U .S. diplomats met Wednesday 

with the other four veto-wielding per­
manent council members —  Russia, 
France, Britain and China —  before 
sharing the new text with the other 
10 elected members.

U .S . Ambassador John 
Negroponte said he wanted a vote “by 
week’s end.”

“We certainly believe that this is a 
resolution that deserves consensus 
support,” Negroponte said.

U.N. Secretary-General Kofi Annan, 
who attended Wednesday’s council meet­
ing, expressed hope the council would 
speak “with one voice.”

“I would prefer to see a unanimous 
decision, 15-0,” he said. “That is when 
we are really effective.”

For a resolution to be approved by 
the 15-member council, it needs at 
least nine “yes” votes and no veto by 
a permanent member.

Syria, which opposes a new resolu­
tion, said it has “a lot of concerns." Nor­
way, Colombia and Bulgaria indicated 
they will support the resolution. Mexico 
and Singapore said they had sent the new 
text to their capitals to be studied.

Wednesday’s consultations follow an 
extensive round of last-minute diplo­
macy. Secretary of State Colin Powell 
spoke Tuesday to his French, Russian, 
Mexican and British counterparts.

A  U.S. official, speaking on con­
dition of anonymity, said Powell 
worked out some o f the final points 
on key issues with French Foreign 
Minister Dominique de Villepin.

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Local rappers track down record label, fame

Since The Sugarhill Gang came 
out with the first commercial rap hit 
“Rappers Delight” in 1983, hip-hop 
has grown into a significant musical 
entity. Rap artists from across the globe 
have earned fame for themselves 
through their lyrical prowess. Two 
Texas Tech students are striving for 
fame in the rap industry.

Ian McShane Wyatt, a senior psy­
chology major from Dennison and 
Cheddrick McKee, a graduate student 
studying health administration from 
Dennison, balance their musical ca­
reers with their studies.

“I’m the CEO of Timelost Enter­
tainment,” Wyatt said. “We're an in­
dependent rap label operating out of 
Lubbock. The label began about a year 
and a half ago. We have six regular 
performers and have had dozens of 
guest appearances by local rappers. 
We’re the No. 3 independent rap la­
bel in Texas, according to Sour/ituest 
Wholesale magazine.”

Wyatt and McKee, who go by the 
stage names Dimebreed and Bold, re­
spectively, are long-time friends.

“Ian and I met back at Dennison 
Hif^i in Dennison, Texas, which is just 
north of Dallas,” McKee said. “That 
was when we were playing football and 
would rap in the locker room.”

The rappers draw much inspiration 
from other famous figures in hip-hop.

“1 think the biggest influence for the 
label as a whole is Master P,” McKee 
said. “He started from the bottom, just 
like us. He developed his own business 
and with hard work he rose to fame."

Wyatt agrees the music of other art­
ists has help shaped his own interest.

“My foremost influence was Tupac 
Shakur,” said Wyatt. “1 was a fan of 
his before he became big. His words 
were so powerful and really related to 
my life. Other than that, I’ve always 
been a big fan of underground but 
some mainstream is OK, like LLCool 
J and N.W.A.”

Wyatt’s role as CEO  of the label 
requires him to constantly be on the 
lookout for talent.

“I meet rappers out of the basket­
ball court, or just anywhere,” he said. 
“Three of the guys who work for us 
are seniors in high school here and an­
other was just playing at local clubs.” 

There is one essential quality that 
Wyatt looks for in a musician. “Hard 
work is the most important thing,” he 
said. “Performing skills can be devel­
oped, but it takes a special mentality 
to work as hard as we demand.” 

Though they mostly perform in 
West Texas, the Timelost rappers have 
also performed in Houston, Baton 
Rouge, Los Angeles, Cincinnati, Co­
lumbus, Ohio and Chicago.

They have opened for famous mu­
sical acts such as Juvenile, Fat Joe, 
Fabolous, So u th  Park M exican , 
Destiny’s Child and Snoop Dogg.

“It’s crazy to do a show with people 
who we watch on TV,” Wyatt said. “It’s 
cool because they are so friendly and 
act just like anyone else.”

Balancing time between touring 
and schoolwork has not been an easy 
task for the rappers.

“Honestly, 1 get about seven hours

of sleep a week,” Wyatt said. “1 do my 
homework, then go do a song. It’s been 
really hard, but 1 know one day it will 
be worth it.”

McKee said he agrees with Wyatt.
“It’s odd to record a track and then 

immediately go to study group. It’s 
been hard, but 1 wouldn’t have it any 
other way.”

To date, Timelost Entertainment 
has sold about 70,000 records.

“Local stores sell our CDs,” Wyatt 
said. “But we sell (CDs) out of our cars 
and backpacks. We do whatever we 
can to get our music out there.”

Timelost is negotiating a record­
ing contract with Jive Records and 
Sony Records, as well as a video deal 
with Black Entertainment Television.

Raj Singe, a freshman undecided 
major from Lubbock, said he is im­
pressed with Timelost Entertainment.

“I think admirable that they have 
stayed in school despite the pressures 
of performing,” he said. “They are ex­
tremely talented and 1 think it's only 
a matter of time before they achieve 
worldwide fame.”

Psychotherapy’s methods take to couch with new research

Conventional wisdom might be 
considered a difficult foe to face. In 
the world of psychotherapy, one man 
is willing to face years of common be­
lief and regular practice to portray a 
new idea for helping those suffering 
from mental illnesses.

Brufce E. Wampold, the director of 
Education and psychological training 
at the University of W isconsin at 
Madison, will present “Placebos, Pla­
cebo Effects, and Psychotherapy: A 
Cultural Explanation for the Benefits 
of Psychological Treatments" today at 
3:30 p.m. in 301 Psychology Building.

Wampold, a licensed psychologist 
and professional counselor, said he be­
lieves there is salvation for those suf­
fering with psychological problems.

He said the problem is determined 
on the relationship of the therapist 
and the patient, rather than follow­
ing a set course of actions, medications 
and specific therapies. He has been re­
searching this idea for about five years.

“I have been teaching psycho­
therapy for 20 years.” Wampold said. 
“And while read ing with my students, 
my students and 1 realized (the con­
ventional ideas) just didn’t fit.” 

Wampold’s most recent publica­
tion, “The Great Psychotherapy De­
bate: Models, Methods and Findings,”
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challenges the effectiveness of com­
mon therapy techniques and practices. 
Wampold also presents his theories 
that the relationship between the 
therapist and the patient plays a criti­
cal role in reaching a cure for those 
who are psychologically ill.

Wampold said he believes a case 
will be made on the idea that com­
monly used psychotherapy techniques 
work more like a placebo, rendering 
no scientific proof they actually work. 
However, he said he does believe there 
are many different ways of helping 
mental patients.

“It’s an indigenous health practice,” 
Wampold said. “Much like the concept 
o f acupuncture, many times these

therapies in different cultures work 
without giving a rational explanation.” 

However, many in the psycho­
therapy community refuse to grasp 
Wampold’s concept of having an open 
mind in conducting such therapies.

Wampold said he has debated the 
conventional methods of psycho­
therapy and presented his theories of 
importance in the therapist-patient 
relationship at a convention for the 
American Psychological Association.

“1 was against over a thousand psy­
chologists,” Wampold said.

Wampold said he also has pre­
sented his lectures at universities such 
as Stanford, Vanderbilt, Washington 
and Illinois; each venue deeming it is
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own level of debate.
Stephen Cook, associate professor 

and director of counseling psychology 
at Tech, is mainly responsible for 
Wampold’s visit to campus. He said 
this project has been in the works 
since last spring.

"Dr. Wampold has always been 
known for his expertise and research 
methodology in counseling,” Cook said.

Cook said Wampold’s kindness 
and genuine enjoyment of talking at 
new places is the reason he will guest 
lecture.

Cook said he believes most people 
familiar with psychotherapy may find 
Wampold’s views controversial be­
cause it challenges the lack of data to 
prove certain methods in the field ac­
tually reach positive outcomes.

“Scientists should be open to any 
kind of approach,” Cook said. “They 
need to be open to other data and re­

search that may not fit with their own.” 
Professor Ruth Maki, department 

chairwoman of psychology, runs the 
budget for the Psychology building. 
W hen she became the budget chair, 
she requested more money to bring 
other speakers from other universities.

“Different faculty bring in differ­
ent speakers,” Maki said. “W e bring 
in five or six a year in different areas.” 

Wampold is the last guest lecture 
scheduled for the semester. Maki said 
there are about five more lectures to 
be scheduled for n ex t sem ester. 
Wampold believes any student inter­
ested in psychology and the concepts 
of therapy should attend the lecture.

Those considering entering the so­
cial work, counseling or therapy fields 
are strongly encouraged to attend.

“It’s a controversial topic and pro­
vides a different view on psycho­
therapy,” Wampold said.

Young R & B  singer M ario- 
from teen to superstar idol

NEW  YORK (AP) —  Zooming 
the halls on a scooter, baby-faced 
Mario could be mistaken for just a 
typical 16-year-old.

‘Stay Tuned’ captures highlights of five television decades
LOS ANGELES (AJ?) —  A tele­

vision history, to be true to the medium, 
should be lively and entertaining —  
not to mention moving, ridiculous, 
shocking and, of course, comprehen­
sive.

The T V  kaleidoscope is smartly- 
captured in “Stay Tuned: Television’s 
Unforgettable Moments," which lives 
up to its title and to the daunting task 
it sets for itself.

Scrutinizing five decades of enter­
tainment, news and sports program­
ming, author Joe Gamer has picked out 
those indelible instances that make up 
our electronically filtered national 
memory.

“Mr. Gorbachev, tear down this 
wall,” President Reagan booms in Ber­
lin. Prince Charles and Diana ex­
change wedding vows. Ricky and Lucy 
bicker. The U.S. Olympic hockey team 
performs a miracle.

The package (Andrews McMeel 
Publishing, $49.95) includes a picture- 
filled book, compact discs and a DVD 
that allows readers to be viewers as well, 
seeing for themselves the milestones of 
modem life.

The DVD, with more than 150 
minutes of TV  clips, and two CDs cover 
the 35 landmark broadcasts with Dick 
Van Dyke, Walter Ctonkite and Bob 
Costas as guides.
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Gamer includes his own interviews 
with actors, newsmakers and others 
who were part of the events. The book 
offers additional context, with back­
ground on programs, news stories and 
television decision-making.

For instance, just how did little 
“Heidi” trump the final, decisive 
minute of the Nov. 17,1968, Oakland 
Raiders-New York Jets pro football 
game on NBC?

Prime time sports was an unproven 
commodity then, two years before 
“Monday Night Football,” and a game 
had never gone beyond 7 p.m. That left 
NBC unprepared when the broadcast 
ran long.

A last-minute executive decision to 
choose the game over the children’s 
movie came too late: There was little 
flexibility in the pre-satellite era of TV 
telephone transmission.

Angry sports fans blew out 26 
switchboard fuses at N BC and even 
reported the network’s crime to New 
York City police. The next day, the fi­
nal minute —  Oakland came from be­
hind to beat the Jets 43-32 —  was, re­
played on the N BC evening news and 
the growing importance of T V  sports 
was driven home.

“Stay Tuned” is stuffed with such 
trivia. Elvis Presley’s fust appearance on 
“The Ed Sullivan Show” in 1956 in­
cluded a full shot of the pelvis-swiveling

singer. It wasn't until his third visit that 
cameras shot him from the waist up.

And Presley was introduced not by 
Sullivan, who was ailing, but by Charles 
Laughton acting as stand-in host. The 
distinguished actor and the pop star ex­
change strained remarks before Presley 
rocks out

Gam er has experience in sifting 
through electronic history for its gems. 
His other compilations include “And 
the Crowd Goes Wild” and “We Inter­
rupt This Broadcast.”

“As 1 was looking at those moments 
in history, it occurred to me those events 
are etched indelibly in our memory as 
much for the way we heard about them 
on the radio or saw them happen on 
TV as for the significance of the event 
itself,” he said.

In making choices for ‘Stay Tuned,”

he looked for television firsts, for events 
that drew record-setting audiences or 
for moments that “affixed themselves 
to popular culture for reasons that are 
even hard for their creators to identify,” 
Gamer said.

The last explains the “The Brady 
Bunch” highlight in the book’s enter­
tainment section, which begins with 
the Vitameatavegamin episode of “I 
Love Lucy" and ends with the first-sea- 
son finale of “Survivor." Sammy Davis 
Jr.'s visit to "All in the Family” and 
Johnny Carson’s farewell also are rep­
resented.

Gamer relied to some extent on 
viewers. He heeded a survey that 
crowned the “I Love Lucy" episode he 
included as the best ever and a football 
fan poll that singled out the “Heidi” 
interruption as key.

Powell, who entershis second sea­
son under Knight, said he is anxious.

“We are so excited,” he said. “We 
are sick of playing against each other. 
We just want to play against some­
body else, and we look forward to 
playing (today)."

He said Tech is more focused, 
smarter and mature because of a year 
under Knight’s watch.

“We really didn't know what to 
expect last year," said Emmett, who 
was Tech's leading scorer last year. 
"We had a new staff, new coach, new 
team, new everything. This year 1 
kind of know what to expect."

Powell echoed his teammates' 
comments and said practices have 
been easier than last year.

“This year we are one year smarter 
and just a little more experienced. We 
are anxious just like we were last 
year," he said. “But last year, we kind 
of went into the scrimmages and the 
season blind, and we didn’t know 
what to expect.”

Knight, who coached the Raiders 
to a 23-9 record and N CA A  berth in 
his first season at the helm last sea­
son, said practice has gone well thus 
far.

“We have had great effort in prac­
tice,” he said. “There is a big differ­
ence in hearing and listing, and play­
ers have listened well. O ne of the 
things we are trying to do right now 
is get better communication. Just 
helping each other. That is always 
one of the most difficult things to do 
in basketball.”

He said players have not made 
many mistakes.

“I’m there every day. I'm stand­
ing there,” Knight said. “Now, are you 
going to screw around with me stand­
ing right beside you?”

Emmett and Powell agreed prac­
tice has been easier this year because 
it is less confusing. Powell said he now 
fully comprehends Knight's system.

“We know the system a lot better 
right now,” he said. “Last year, we 
were just running around trying to 
figure out what to do.”

Knight said the practice intensity 
of this year’s team is “as good as I've 
had anywhere,” because his return­
ing players know what to expect from 
a Knight practice.

“1 think for awhile last year, it was 
like, ‘man are we going to get through 

these practices?’” 
Knight said. “But 
we only go two 
hours. 1 would be 
willing to say we 
practice less than 
any team in the na­
tion. But they are 
hard. And I talk a 
lot. But 1 talk while 
they work. That is 
an advantage that 
they have gone 
through that.”

Tech is return­
ing nine players to 
the squad and its 
only loss is Andy 
Ellis who played a 
key post-role for 
the Raiders last

season.
However, K night said he has 

three or four players who can fill 
Ellis’ void.

“W hat we need to do is not think 
about replacing Andy as a scorer,” he 
said: “From that position we need to 
have good post defense and good 
screens. If we get both of those things 
out o f that position, it really im­
proves us because Andy was a aver­
age defender and not a very good 
screener.”

Although Ellis is gone, Powell 
said Tech’s team has improved and 
teams will notice.

“Last year, we surprised teams," he 
said. “This year, teams will be head 
hunting us. This year, there will be a 
target on us.”

Emmett said he understands teams 
will be targeting the Raiders, but sim­
ply responded with a smile and said, 
“We feel no pressure."

Although things have changed 
from a year ago, Powell said the one 
thing has rem ained con stan t is 
Knight.

“He is the same old c o a c h ,” 
Powell said. "Pushing us hard. Mak­
ing us better."

Emmett agreed and was not too 
quick to say practices are enjoyable 
with Knight running the show.

“I’m not saying it’s all fun,” he 
said. “But it’s learning. And that’s 
what matters.”

The wait is over, and the Lady 
Raiders can finally begin their slogan 
“One Goal One Mission," which is to 
reach the Final Four in March.

Texas Tech opens its season against 
Louisiana Tech at 11:30 a.m. Sunday 
in Knoxville, Tenn. The match-up is 
the nation’s first NCCA women's bas­
ketball game of the season.

Tech-La. Tech should prove to be 
a strong game as the two teams are tra­
ditional powerhouses in women’s bas­
ketball.

“I’m excited to 
get things started 
up against a great 
team and in a great 
tournament,” Tech 
guard Natalie R i­
chie said. “I think 
it’s neat (we’re play­
ing Louisiana 
Tech). La. Tech is a 
great program, and 
I respect them and 
their history.
They’re going to be 
a good test for our team. We can’t take 
it lightly, and we have to be real in­
tense the whole time.”

After a Sweet 16 appearance last 
year and a number of preseason acco­
lades this season, the Lady Raiders are 
poised to make a run in 2002-03, and 
they will have to go through a num­
ber of ranked teams in the process.

O n No. 7-ranked Tech’s schedule 
are ranked teams Louisiana Tech 
(No. 16), and Big 12 Conference op­
ponents Oklahoma (22), Texas (11), 
Iowa State (23) and Kansas State (5). 
Non-conference foes Washington, 
Rutgers, Colorado and Rice all re­
ceived votes in the preseason AP Top 
25 Poll.

Tech coach Marsha Sharp said she 
tries to give her team a challenge ev­
ery year in order to prepare for the 
N CAA Tournament.

“I’m a strong believer in you’ve got

to play people that make you better 
and people that have the ability to 
point out your weaknesses,” Sharp 
said. “And then you try to correct 
those weaknesses. There will definitely 
be things we learn from Louisiana 
Tech.”

Forward Jolee Ayers said it is a 
tough schedule, but it should be that 
way because the postseason is not any 
easier.

“It’s a battle every night if you play 
good teams night-in and night-out,” 
Ayers said.

Jia  Perkins 
agreed T e ch ’s 
schedule is chal­
lenging, even 
though it may 
not be as strong 
as last season’s.

“I d on ’t th ­
ink it’s as tough as 
last year’s sched­
ule,” Perkins said. 
“It’s good to do, 
though, to play 
the best. You 
know to be the 

best you gotta beat the best. So we 
have to play ranked teams to get ready 
for conference.”

The season starts off with a bang 
in preparation for Big 12 play at the 
State Farm Tip-Off Classic in Knox­
ville, Tenn.

“(Louisiana Tech) is a good team 
to play,” Perkins said. “They’ll give us 
confidence, and that will get us ready 
for conference.”

The team is looking to establish 
chemistry on the court and find out 
who will do what for the Lady Raiders 
this season.

“We want to get a feel for each 
other and find our different roles,” 
Richie said, “and see how everything 
plays out and get confidence with each 
other. (A  win is important) to get 
momentum and get the team confi­
dence.”

Richie said this is not a must-win

game, but it would serve as a founda­
tion for the season.

“A  win is a starting point,” she said. 
“There’s so many games in a season 
it’s hard to pin it all on one game or 
the other. So it’s a starting point, but 
we can build from that point the rest 
of the season.”

The countdown began a long time 
ago for some Lady Raiders and their 
fans. Now it is time to play, something 
Perkins said she is ready for.

“I’ve been ready since condition­
ing," Perkins said. “Because everyone 
knows conditioning isn’t any fun, so 
I’ve been ready since then."

“It is my policy that 
the athletic director will make decisions 
with respect to the programs and the 
coaches under his or her purview."

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Tech’s top tennis player 
quits, upsets teammates

After finishing one of the most 
pivotal fall tournaments with a 
doubles team in the finals and a 
player in the quarterfinals, the Texas 
Tech tennis team was looking into 
the window of a possible top 10 fin­
ish in the spring. Only a few days 
later, the team was left trying to piece 
back together its chances of a tun to 
the top.

No. 1 player Radck Nijaki left the 
team Tuesday to pursue a career in 
tennis in his home nation Poland. 
Nijaki was not only on the doubles 
team with partner Diederik de Groot 
that reached the finals of the Omni 
H otels 1TA Regionals, but also 
reached the quarterfinals in the 
singles division before losing to the 
No. 1 player in the state Jean Simon 
from Texas.

N ijaki’s decision affected the 
overall outlook of the team and the 
season. Tech coach Tim Siegel did 
not mince words on what he felt of 
the move.

“1 feel mort disappointed for my 
players," Siegel said. “W e worked re­
ally hard this fall. He let down his 
teammates. After today though, 1 
won’t be saying anything else about 
it because I’m only concerned with 
the players we have now.”

Nijaki is back in Poland could not 
be reached for comment.

The players the Raiders have now 
are finding a way to cope with the 
loss of the top player while dealing 
with the natural anger that comes 
after a teammate defects.

Senior and team leader Alfonso 
Perez wished his former teammate the 
best, but was frank about how the de­
cision impacted the rest of the team.

“1 don’t think what he did was 
right,” Perez said. “He had a commit- 
ment^o stay with us and help us. I 
feel bad for my teammates who were 
expecting him to play for us. W e let 
him know we needed him and wanted 
him, and we also liked him as a friend. 
When you have a commitment like 
that, you cannot break i t ”

Nijaki had been struggling with 
the idea of returning to Poland to go 
pro for weeks, and Siegel said the two 
had talked throughout those weeks 
about the topic. Siegel said he re­
mained firm on what he believed 
Nijaki should do. Siegel said he be­
lieves Nijaki is a professional tennis

prospect but is not ready for the tour.
“He’s going to be a great profes­

sional player one day,” Siegel said. 
“He’s not ready yet. College tennis 
would have certainly helped his 
game in many ways. 1 was a profes­
sional player, and I’ve seen what goes 
on out there. Being alone profession­
ally is tough. He has the physical 
skills, but he’s not ready emotionally. 
That’s what beats you up on the pro 
tour."

Nijaki was a player the team 
counted on to contribute for two 
years. Last season, the team was an­
ticipating N ijaki’s arrival to the 
team, but the player missed his SAT 
score by 10 points. The team fin­
ished fourth in the Big 12 Confer­
ence and 15th nationally. W ith 
Nijaki on the team things could 
have been different, Siegel said.

The Raiders were anticipating 
having Nijaki to lead them to the 
top of the Big 12 this spring, but they 
will once again be without his ser­
vices.

Perez said the team had aspira­
tions of a top 10 national finish and 
a Big 12 title but said the best thing 
for the team is to move on.

Siegel said moving on is hard to 
do without wondering about what 
could have been. He said a player 
like Nijaki can make all the differ­
ence but thinking about what could 
have been leads to nothing.

“He’s probably the second best 
player I ’ve ever recruited in 10 
years," Siegel said. “Radek was go­
ing to be one of the top 20 players in 
college tennis. If you have a No. 1 
who can win three out o f four 
matches that's a definite advantage. 
Now we don’t have that advantage, 
but I’ve been coaching too long to 
worry about what might have been."

Siegel said he will try to recruit an­
other player to join the team in Janu­
ary, which is a hit-and miss-situation. 
Other than that, each player will have 
to move up a spa to compensate.

Perez said one thing for certain 
is the team is not going to lay down 
and die. Instead, the players will rally 
each other to compensate f a  the loss 
of a top player.

“My teammates are great about 
that,” Perez said. “I’ve been lucky to 
have these kind of teammates the 
last two years. We are a close team, 
and 1 know my teammates will be 
flying high next semester.”

Raiders gun down Jayhawks

The Texas Tech volleyball team 
got just what it needed Wednesday 
night at the United Spirit Arena 
against the Kansas Jayhawks: A con­
vincing win.

“That was something we needed 
so bad,” Angela Mooney said. “If felt 
so good out there, especially to sweep 
them."

The Red Raiders brought the heat 
by way of Mooney and Kelly Johnson. 
The pair teamed up on Kansas for 20 
and 22 kills respectively, and each had 
only two errors. They also both hit 
over .460 for the night.

“1 think their one-two punch was 
aw esom e,” said T ech  coach  Je ff  
Nelson. “Kelly and Angela knew they 
were both going to get a lot of swings 
tonight, but you still have to go out 
and do it, and they did that.”

Johnson opened the night five-for- 
five on attempts, and the train kept 
on rolling from there. B o th  of 
Mooney’s errors came in game one, 
and Johnson turned up the heat even 
more in game three.

“Kelly’s third game was absolutely 
phenomenal,” Nelson said. “She just 
picked them apart.”

Mooney’s performance was extraor­
dinary from all over the court, he said.

“Angela scored from everywhere," 
Nelson said. “She’s so athletic and fast 
that she can hit from any position.” 

Tech accomplished one of its main 
goals for every match and served tough 
to keep Kansas from running its sys­
tem the way it wished.

“There were two things we needed 
to do to win this match. One was to serve 
tough, which we did a nice job of doing,” 
Nelson said. “And the other was to com­
mit two blockers on their middles, and 
we left their right side alone.”

Nelson said Tech wanted to focus 
on the middle hitters because Jayhawk 
Josiane Lima can pose a big threat if 
she is on. Tech did not give her the 
opportunity to get on fire as she had 
seven killson31 attempts. Nelson said 
he was not worried about the right side 
of Kansas’ offense.

“Their right side hitter only had 
seven kills, and seven kills doesn’t beat 
you in a match,” Nelson said. “So that 
was a gamble that paid off for us.” 

Gambling on the middle paid off 
there as well, he said. Lima had seven 
kills and 31 attempts.

“Lima only had two attack errors, 
but she had 31 attempts, which is low 
for her," Nelson said. “We needed to 
take her presence out of the match

because she’s a really good player, and 
we did that.”

Johnson and Mooney were not the 
only success Tech had; its defense en­
abled the pair to wreak havoc on the 
Jayhawks.

“We’ve said it before that if we pass 
well, it’s easy to get kills,” Mooney said. 
“The pass was on, and there were a 
lot of options, someone always had a 
split.”

Jessy Herrera had 20 digs and came 
up big on crucial points.

“Our defense was aw esom e,” 
Johnson said. “They couldn’t get a ball 
past Jessy, and people were on the 
ground all night.”

Ann Romjue had 15 digs on the 
night, and Nelson said it was a stellar 
defensive show ing, along with 
Johnson and Mooney’s attack.

“We touched a lot of balls,” Nelson 
said. “We're starting to play volleyball 
that’s more characteristic of our team.”

Johnson and Mooney said the win 
gives the team a big boost of confi­
dence going into the remainder of the 
season. Nelson echoed their senti­
ments and believes his team can ride 
the confidence the rest of the way not 
just until its next match on Saturday.

“1 think we’ll be confident going 
into the next seven matches,” Nelson 
said. “We’re playing good ball; we’re 
going to give everyone what they’re 
bargaining for.”

Nelson said his team could have 
quit, but it has refused to and is deter­
mined to finish the season strong.

“I’m proud of this team because 
they haven’t given up, and this is a 
program that isn’t used to losing,” 
Nelson said. “1 feel we’re ready to give 
everyone a handful, and we’re gonna 
play out brains out and see what hap­
pens for us.”
