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Students, faculty organize diversity walk

Texas Tech students and faculty will take
part in a March for Diversity at 10:30 a.m.
today at the School of Law in an effort to pro-
mote diversity and speak out against alleged
discrimination at the university.

Kara Altenbaumer, a third-year law student
from Sulfur Springs, said the march will serve
as a message to university administrators.

“This is to say you can't get away with dis-
crimination against a single professor or mem-
ber of this university,” she said. “The main
thing we want to point out here is this is not
about quotas, this is not about affirmative ac-

tion, this is about making sure women and professor’s claims of gender-based discrimina-
minorities have a fair chance at this univer- tion against the university.

The committee, which dis-
tributes silver ribbons and fli-
ers to question the university’s
commitment to diversity, was formed several
weeks ago in part as a response to a Tech law

said. “We hope (Tech) President (David)
Schmidly and the rest of the administrators
know that we are not going to take this lying
down.”

However, Schmidly said his record of ad-
ministrative appointments champions diver-
sity and has not seen evidence of discrimina-
tion at the university.

“I can tell you I don’t get a substantial num-
ber of complaints raised that there’s a discrimi-
natory environment on this campus,” he said.

The committee began researching data on
faculty demographics and was disturbed by the
findings, Altenbaumer said.

“What we found was of 1,188 faculty mem-

bers at this university, there are 21 blacks and

46 Hispanics,” she said. “Seventy-Five percent
of all faculty are male. It’s silly to think 75 per-

cent of all applicants are male.”

The statistics obtained by the committee

was provided by 2001 data from the Depart-
ment of Institutional Research and Manage-

ment.

Altenbaumer said administrative appoint-

ments at the university also represent dismal
findings.

“The fact that there are 12 deans on this

campus and all are white is appalling,” she said.

U.N. resolution

UNITED NATIONS — Saddam
Hussein’s government agreed to a
tough U.N. resolution on weapons
inspections Wednesday, declaring it
wants to save the Iragi people from
war. But the harsh tone of Iraq’s ac-
ceptance letter raised questions about
how it would treat the arms inspec-
tors.

Although Iraq agreed to stringent
new terms, President Bush warned he
had “zero tolerance” for any Iraqi at-
tempts to hide weapons of mass de-
struction and said a coalition of na-
tions is ready to force Saddam to dis-
arm.

In anine-page letter arriving two
days ahead of a deadline, Iraq said it
wants to prove to the world that it
has no weapons of mass destruction.

But the letter was laced with anti-
American and anti-Israeli statements
as well as stern warnings for U.N.
weapons inspectors, whose advance
team is to arrive in Baghdad on Mon-
day.

In contrast, Iraq's U.N. ambassa-
dor, Mohammed Al-Douri, said his
government had chosen “the path of
peace” and its acceptance had “no
conditions, no reservations.”

Still, the strident tone of Iraqi
Foreign Minister Naji Sabri’s letter
to U.N. Secretary-General Kofi
Annan, which included warnings
about how Baghdad expects inspec-
tors to behave, raised concern about
Irag’s plans to cooperate with the
resolution.

After meeting with Bush in
Washington, Annan said he would

here.”

Schmidly also set a goal for Tech,
which is to not lose one single student
this year.

Schmidly said he was most worried
about his own children when they
were freshly out of school from taking
exams and driving home for the holi-
days, exhausted.

“I remember the all-nighters and
the stress of the exams, and going
home exhausted,” he said. “Get away

from the wheel.”

Jo Henderson, health education
coordinator for Student Health Ser-
vices, said college students are among
one of the high-risk groups when it
comes to drowsy driving accidents.

“Think about it — you're going 60
miles per hour and you close your
eyes,” she said. “In that time, you
travel 88 feet.”

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Lawyers could forfeit
$3.3 billion to state

AUSTIN (AP) — Former Attor-
ney General Dan Morales told the
state’s newly elected RL‘[‘UHIL‘.H\ lead-
ers that private lawyers he hired to
wage the state’s tobacco lawsuit could
be forced to forfeit up to $3.3 billion
in lcgul fees.

That would help the state cope
with its impending budget deficit, es-
timated to be at least $5 billion, Mo-
rales wrote in a letter to Attorney
elect Greg Abbott
“It is my clear sense that the Leg-

General-

islature, facing the prospect of a multi-
billion dollar deficit, would look with
great favor upon any and all efforts
which may substantially improve the
state’s fiscal situation,” Morales wrote
Monday.

A copy of the letter was obtained
Wednesday by The Associated Press
Morales wrote that “certain out-
side counsel” may have breached their
fiduciary duty to the state and that a
recent Texas Supreme Court ruling
allows for forfeiture of attomeys fees
in such cases.

The legal fees for the five private
lawyers in the state’s tobacco litigation
totals $3.3 billion.

Morales does not specify what any
of the five private lawyers may have
done to breach their duty to the state
during the tobacco litigation in the
1990s. Morales wrote that he would pro-
vide a sworn statement that could form
the basis for a legal claim by the state.

Michael Tigar, an attorney repre-
senting the five lawyers, disputed
Morales’ statements. If Texas were to
pursue Morales' suggested course of
action it could jeopardize the $17.3
billion tobacco settlement, he said.

l\lg tobacco companies are paying
the attorneys' fees to the private law-
yers over time. Under legal agree-
ments, additional money paid to Texas
would trigger more payments to other
states, Tigar said.

U.S., India agree to
boost technology trade

United States and India agreed
Wednesday to increase trade of high-
tech goods including nuclear and mili-
tary equipment, a senior U.S. official

Sept. 11 attacks. After the attacks,
President Bush withdrew sanctions on
India and Pakistan to help the U.S.
war on terrorism.

After two days of meetings with
Indian officials, Under Secretary of
Commerce Kenneth 1. Juster said in-
creased high-technology trade would
reflect their closer ties and common
strategic interest.

India and the United States also
agreed to create the India-U.S. High
Technology Cooperation Group,
which will identify ways to increase
trade in dual-use goods and technolo-
gies. It is first scheduled to meet early
next year.

We discussed cooperative steps in
the civilian space and nuclear sectors.
We are takings steps to ease legal and
obligatory regulations on high technol-
ogy trade in these areas,” Juster said.

After India, and then Pakistan, con
ducted nuclear weapons tests in 1998,
the United States suspended military
contacts and banned all sales of dual-
purpose equipment and technology

Under President Bush's order last
year, the export policy reverted to pre-
vious rules that demand exports be
reviewed on a case-by-case basis

The 1998 sanctions banned the
United States from providing dual-use
technology to about 200 Indian com
panies and government entities.

That number dropped sharply af
ter Sept. 11, and Juster told journal-
ists Wednesday that most of the re-
maining companies had been taken off
the list.

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Senate discusses ombudsman, Athletics Dept.

The Texas Tech Faculty Senate met
Wednesday afternoon to discuss the
progress of the university’s implementa-
tion of a faculty ombudsman and to ex-
amine the current state of student-athlete
programs.

Faculty Senate President Shane Blum
said there has been a positive response to
the Senate's solicitation of candidates for
the position of faculty ombudsman.

“As | understand it, we're still work-
ing out ideas of authority,” Blum said. “But
the salary will probably be in the $80,000
to $90,000 range for a 12-month appoint-
ment.”

Blum said he is working with Tech Pro-
vost William Marcy to finalize a job de-
scription and to define a level of author-
ity for the position. .

Marcy said he hopes to continue to
gather input from the Senate as how to
formulate the position and to whom the
ombudsman will report to.

“That’s the unique character of the om-

budsman,” Marcy said. “They're not with
the administration, but they're empow-
ered to give advice to the administration,
and they're also able to call on the admin-
istration for support.”

Marcy said he is still working on the
issue to determine what type of candidates
should be considered for the position.

“There are a lot of issues like percep-
tion of independence and authority to
make independent reports to the president
and the provost and others,” Marcy said.
“I'm going to be very open to all kinds of
input.”

The faculty ombudsman would offer
mediative services in relation to faculty-
to-faculty disputes, faculty-to-administra-
tion disputes and administration-to-ad-
ministration disputes.

Faculty Athletics Representative Rob-
ert Baker addressed the Senate on
Wednesday afternoon, outlining the state
of the Athletics Department, still reeling
from a series of NCAA violations in re-
cent years.

the leader in the nation for most NCAA
violations,” Baker said. “Now we are rec-
ognized as a leader in compliance.”

Baker said while Tech has committed
secondary NCAA violations in the past
year, the university still serves as a model
for its compliance with regulations.

“Secondary violations would include
someone from the university calling (re-
cruits) twice a week when they were only
supposed to call once, or instances of some-
one receiving a meal,” he said. “I don't
know of any university that can avoid sec-
ondary violations, but at this stage, we're
probably as clean as any other university
in the nation.”

Baker, who reports immediately to Tech
President David Schmidly, said his respon-
sibilities include certifying eligibility of all
athletes and reporting all NCAA viola-
tions the university may commit.

Tech has fared well in managing its stu-
dent athlete programs, considering the uni-
versity ranks 11 in the amount of money
spent on student athletes in the Big 12
Conference, Baker said.

David DeLamar, said several local Lib-
ertarians have expressed interest, in-
cluding Marshall Phillips, the justice
of the peace candidate for Precinct 2
in the Nov. 5 election.

“I do feel our candidates will have
significant impact on this election,”
he said.

Russell King, the Libertarian Party
county chairman, expressed dissatis-
faction with Combest’s timing.

“He really should have done this
before the November election, not
seven days after,” he said in the release.

Clarke Cochran, a professor of
political science at Texas Tech, said
Combest’s timing was not unethical.

“It’s not usual, but it's also not un-
precedented,” he said.

The only factor that could have
made Combest’s act possibly unethi-
cal is when he made the decision to
not complete this term.

If he decided two years ago or sev-
eral months ago it could be consid-
ered unethical, Cochran said. How-
ever, if he decided after he had already
filed his candidacy for the Nov. 5 elec-

tion it is not abnormal that he chose
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to finish the election.

The nature of his race also made it
more normal that he waited, Cochran
said. Combest had only one Libertar-
ian opponent, and he has been in of-
fice for several years and is well known,
s0 his campaign required very little
effort to win the seat with ease.

If it had been a hard-fought race,
it would be more unusual for Combest
to have resigned immediately after,
Conran said.

State Rep. Carl Isett, R-Lubbock,
is one of the possible Republican can-
didates for the congressional seat.

He has not committed yet, Isett
said. He is still thinking about it and
praying about it, as well as discussing
with his friends, family and support-
ers.

He is primarily focused on the next
legislative session, Isett said, which
will begin in January. His main con-
cern is preparing for the issues the
Texas House will deal with.

“I feel the loss of a friend in Wash-
ington,” Isett said, adding that
Combest did good work for the region,
and he was sorry to see him leave.

Susan Weddington, the Republi-
can Party chairwoman for the state,
released a statement calling Combest
a tremendous leader and a powerful

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advocate for Texas farmers and
ranchers.

According tostate election code,
there is no primary election before a
special election, so there can be more
than one candidate per party.

There is an issue of ballot sta-
tus; the Libertarian and Green par-
ties’ status is in jeopardy after the
last election, but DeLamar said
party affiliation does not matter in
this election and both parties can
run candidates.

Shannon Cantrell, the commu-
nications director for the Texas Sec-
retary of State, who is in charge of
elections, said Gov. Rick Perry will
call an election to replace Combest
once he has received Combest’s for-
mal letter of resignation.

He can either call a special elec-
tion, which can take place only on
specific days, or he can call an emer-
gency election, which can take
place any Tuesday or Saturday on
or after the 36th day but before the
50th day from the date of the
governor's order.

Cantrell said because this election
will be open, there is no limit on the
number of candidates in the election.
Theoretically, several candidates
could run under each party label.

However, he said he has
heard the HSC's Senate may not sup-
port placing a member on the task
force at all, for reasons unknown to

him and other members of the present
task force.

Albarado said HSC students might
still apply for appointment to the
Board, as they are still part of the uni-
versity system. From this point,
Albarado said, they are going to com-
municate mainly via e-mail with the
other university systems.

“We're going to get suggestions
from other schools and put it in bill
form,” Albarado said. “We're going to
draft legislation and send it to them
on e-mail to review and make addi-
tions, deletions or comments.”

|deology on
its way out

t's a brave new world out there

— a brave Republican world

and Democrats are still stinging
from the slap.

They cannot decide how it hap-
pened. Did Bush win the day witha
last-minute charm offensive? Did
fear of terrorists turn everybody into
a xenophobic Republican? Is Karl
Rove a political genius? Are the
Democrats so clueless that they
couldn't lead their way out of a pa-
per bag?

All these things are true, to some
degree. The real key was voter turn-
out, low voter turnout, where only
the most ideologically committed
voters showed up. Democrats don’t
really have an ideology anymore, so
naturally, they lost. I was frankly
stunned by the results. Elizabeth
Dole ran on Social Security reform
and won handily in North Carolina,
essentially dancing on the third rail
of American politics. Mondale blew
asure thing in Minnesota. He should
have been able to coast in ona wave
of sympathy and support from the
old guard, but interviews made him
look arrogant, and blowback from
the Wellstone funeral sealed his fate.

Jeb Bush faced the full wrath of
the Democratic National Commit-
tee and emerged victorious in
Florida.

So now we live in interesting
times. How will the Republicans
handle this sudden surge of influ-
ence! So far, they're doing well. Ari
Fleisher is enforcing a strict “no
gloating” rule, to try and avoid the
mistakes they made in '94.

Republicans took the House
back in 1994 and misread the mood
of the country. They thought the
electorate was leaning to the right
when all it really wanted was some
new blood. The GOP has majori-
ties in the House and Senate, but
they are slim majorities. Expect a
record number of Democratic filibus-
ters next year, and look for Republi-
can moderates to cross the line and
vote with Democrats on key legisla-
tion. Republicans have a chance to
change the country, but they can-
not afford to get carried away. Ma-
jority rule lets them set the agenda,
but they cannot just go crazy and pass
everything they want. There are too
many moderates in the GOP, and
there is too much solidarity on the
Democratic side. It's easy to stick
together when you're in the minor-
ity. So how are Democrats coping
with the shock? The initial round
of recriminations has died down,
leading to a sudden change in House
leadership.

The Democrats are poised to

elect Nancy Pelosi as the House Mi-
nority Leader. This indicates a dra-
matic ideological shift for the Demo-
cratic Party. The electorate is full of
angry Democrats. They think they
lost because they weren't true to their

principles.

They think they lost because
they went too far trying to accom-
modate Bush. They should have
opposed the tax cut. They should
have opposed the war on Iraq.

Pelosi is a classic California lib-
eral, and she may be the best thing
that ever happened to the Republi-
can Party. GOP strategists were
crowing about her last week on the
front page of The New York Times.

“I want to know where I send the
flowers,” said Nelson Warfield, a
conservative Republican political
consultant. “I am ecstatic. She'll be
a working poster-board for what’s
wrong with the Democratic Party.
Across the board, she is a plus for
Republicans.”

The Republicans have learned
something since 1994. Americans
are scared of ideology. They're re-
pulsed by it. The electorate is in a
very pragmatic mood. Ideologues
like Newt Gingrich and Pelosi scare
them to death. Anybody with a firm
political philosophy is seen as a “dan-
gerous extremist.”

Bill Clinton owes his career to
this phenomenon. Clinton didn’t
just run against the Republicans, he
ran against the whole concept of ide-
ology. He ran as the ultimate prag-
matic politician, consistently putting
“the good of the country” above po-
litical principle.

To politicians like Pelosi, there
is no distinction between principle
and policy. She’s the Democratic
equivalent of Gingrich — an idealis-
tic True Believer, willing to stand up
for what she believes in, no matter
how it plays at the polls. I'm nota
Democrat, but I love principled poli-
tics. I love it when people stick their
neck out and stand up for what they
believe in, even when I think they're
wrong. I'm tired of government by
focus group. I'm tired of watching
politicians who pander to the low-
est common denominator, cynically
telling voters what they want to hear.

Congressman Richard Gephardt
was a focus-group politician. Terry
McAuliffe (head of the Democratic
National Committee) is a focus-
group politician. Focus-group poli-
tics leads to mercurial, incoherent
policy, as opportunistic politicos shift
their positions to comply with the
whims of the electorate.

Pelosi's selection marks a signifi-
cant change in strategy, a welcome
dose of authenticity in American
politics.

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Tech offers telepharmacy to Turkey patients

Texas Tech Health Sciences Cen-
ter School of Pharmacy started the
first telepharmacy projectin the state
of Texas. The project is being con-
ducted between the Tech Medical
Center Southwest and the town of
Turkey said Patti Patterson, vice
president of rural and community
health at the HSC.

Patterson said the purpose of this
project is to provide better health
services and benefits to patients in
Turkey, who live within a 100-mile
round-trip drive away from a phar-
macy. The first prescription filled was
Sept. 18.

Pat Carson, mayor of Turkey, said
he has had prescriptions filled with
the new telepharmacy project. He
said it benefited him and his family.

wait to see whether the letter's lan-
guage “is an indication that they are
going to play games. ... | think the is-
sue is not their acceptance, but per-
formance on the ground.”

Under the resolution, the inspec-
tors have until Dec. 23 to begin their
duties.

The resolution calls for inspectors
to report to the council 60 days after
they are officially on the job. But if
Iraq fails to cooperate, the resolution
orders inspectors to immediately no-
tify the council, which will discuss a
response.

He said driving to Plainview, where
he used to receive his prescriptions,
is a half a day’s trip away and this new
service is convenient.

Diane Kretschmer, pharmacist in
charge at the Tech Medical Center,
demonstrated the process of
telepharmacy. In the room at the
Tech Medical Center, there isacom-
puter with a video camera and mi-
crophone that allows a pharmacist to
interact with Turkey's Dr. Sydney
Ontai and his patients.

Kretschmer said Ontai will fax a
prescription to the pharmacist in the
Tech Medical Center. The pharma-
cist will run screenings of the patient’s
health history as they would in a regu-
lar walk-in situation. The pharmacist
will enter the prescription as normal,
only the labels will print in Turkey,
where the medicine is kept in stor-

age.

Ontai said when he receives the
label, he will scan the pre-packed
medication sent from the Tech Medi-
cal Center and
scan the bar
code on top of
the prescription
package to en-
sure the phar-
macist and doc-
tor have the
correct pack-
age. If itisa
patient’s first
time with a par- N
ticular medica-
tion, the pharmacist will consult the
patient via telepharmacy.

“I think the system is really great,”
Ontai said.

Ontai determines what medica-

chemical, biological and nuclear pro-
grams, according to the terms of the
resolution.

Al-Douri said his government has
nothing to fear from inspections be-
cause “Iraq is clean.”

certify that Irag's nuclear, chemical
and biological weapons programs have
been eliminated along with the long-
range missiles to deliver them. Only
then can sanctions against Iraq be
lifted.

Iraq’s acceptance culminates a
two-month campaign that began with
Bush’s Sept. 12 speech to the U.N.
General Assembly challenging world
leaders to deal with Iraq’s failure to
comply with the international de-
mands to disarm.

On Tuesday, Iraq’s parliament re-
jected the resolution, but it has no
power and Annan and others said they
would wait for the official government
response.

White House spokesman Scott
McClellan said the test of Iraq’s com-
pliance would come in Baghdad’s ac-
tions.

“The U.N. resolution
is binding on Iraq, and the Iraqi re-
gime. Saddam Hussein had no choice
but to accept the resolution.”
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tions are the most common in the
town of Turkey. However, there is a
limited supply, Kretschmer said, and
if a patient needs a special prescrip-
tion, the phar-
macist will pre-
pack medica-
tion and send it
in the mail.
The patient
can receive the
£ e medication the
next day with-
out having to
drive to the
nearest town
with a phar-
macy.

Kretschmer said the connection
used for the telepharmacy is highly
secure to ensure patient confidenti-
ality.

She said for verification that the
patient has received the correct medi-
cation, a final picture of the pre-
packed prescription is sent to the
Tech Medical Center shown through
the computer. The picture will show
the bar code and medication with a
label. The prescriptions are on sheets
with clear tops instead of bottles, to
make verification easier.

Charles Seifert, regional dean of
the HSC School of Pharmacy, said
the purpose of the project also is to
create a teaching component. He
said a goal of the School of Pharmacy
is to be a demonstration school where
other pharmacy schools can come to
learn about telepharmacy.

He said Tech is one in three
schools that have rural training. He
said this program is an incentive for
students who are interested in rural

pharmacy to come to Tech.

Patricia Llanes, a fourth-year
pharmacy student from Knippa, said
telepharmacy is an advantage because
not all universities offer it.

“The fact that Texas Tech is the
first to use telepharmacys; it is great
potential for the school,” said Llanes.

Llanes said the people who ben-
efit the most are the people in rural
areas.

“Being from a small town, I can
relate to the people in Turkey,” Llanes
said.

Llanes said with the technology,
it allows pharmacists to help people
who are removed from health re-
sources. Telepharmacy allows pa-
tients from rural areas to get the face-
to-face counseling they need, rather
than from mail orders that do not give
them that option.

Surviving members of Grateful Dead on tour again

ROANOKE, Va. (AP) — The last
time the Grateful Dead rolled into this
sleepy Southern city 15 years ago
thousands of merrymakers followed
with their tie-dyed shirts and veggie
burritos and sunny indifference to pub-
lic nudity.

The civic center parking lot be-
came a camp site and the city’s new
fountain was used as a shower. There
were drugs and there was free love.
And, of course, there was Jerry Garcia.

Thursday, the four remaining origi-
nal members will begin again, touring
together for the first time since
Garcia's death in 1995. But this time
will be different in many ways.

The parking lot will be chained
shut until a few hours before the con-
cert, and police are beefing up patrols
— standard precautions, concert offi-
cials say, in this post-Sept. 11 world.

The band also shows little resem-
blance to the gang that first entranced
a generation 40 years ago.

Kreutzman and Mickey Hart are all
over 55 now. Each has his own band
and they've moved in different artis-
tic directions. Hart continues to pro-
duce records like Kodo's new Mondo
Head album. Lesh started the Unbro-
ken Chain Foundation, a charity, with
his band.

The decision to tour together came
gradually, band members say, as each
began to play the old tunes. One by
one, they realized how much the mu-
sic had adhered to their souls.

“The muse is telling us what todo,”
Hart says. “We're not really directing

traffic here.”

This latest incamation of the Dead
— which plays under the moniker
“The Other Ones” — will shuffle
about 130 songs during a 14-city tour,
including a number of Dead standards
and some from their own bands.
They've pulled out several songs from
the early 1960s, such as “Till the
Morning Comes,” that have never
been played live.

“Everybody's grown and expanded
their horizons,” Lesh says. “It’s exhila-
rating ... this music demands to be
played, and differently every time.”

To get back into tour shape, The
Other Ones met back at the Dead'’s
California studios for three weeks,
singing around a piano at first to re-
member everyone's part.

“I don't ever remember rehearsing
like that, except for in the '60s when
we'd play all day everyday,” Hart says.
“My callous is back.”

Jimmy Herring, a journeyman
who's sat in with the Allman Broth-
ers and Jazz is Dead, was brought in to
handle Garcia’s guitar part. He said
he'll try to stick to how Garcia played,
but fans will most likely hear some-
thing different.

“It bothers me, too. | wish I could
sound the way they sounded in 1962,
but the equipment they used to make
recordings back then were totally dif-

ferent,” Herring said.
While the band may have grown

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up, the fans are expected to be as
earthy and raucous as ever.

At a warmup concert in August,
thousands of Deadheads converged on
East Troy, Wis. The crowd was peace-
ful, but police issued 411 citations for
drug violations and seized more than
51 pounds of marijuana, 7,300 doses
of LSD, 10 pounds of hallucinogenic
mushrooms, a tank of nitrous oxide
and small amounts of other drugs.

In Roanoke, no camping is allowed
on the civic center premises, and
ticket holders can’t enter until three
hours before the concert begins. In-
cense and cigarettes have been banned
except in one designated area, as has
the sale of any merchandise not offi-
cially sanctioned by the band.

“Those are the ruleffor every con-
cert now,” said civic center market-
ing director Robyn Schon. “We are
aware that the Grateful Dead have a
following that likes to partake in ille-
gal drugs, so we've beefed up our secu-
rity. But that’s the only change.”

Williams, whose brother Uuyxl
Hill is Tech’s career leader in receiv-
ing yards and touchdowns, actually
talked of growing up as a Red Raider
fan and said Lubbock provides a great
atmosphere for a game.

“I was a Tech fan my whole life un-
til I got to Texas,” Williams said. “My
favorite colors growing up were red

OXFORD, Ohio (AP) — Two
Miami University assistant football
coaches were suspended Wednesday
after one was charged with assault-
inga fan and another acknowledged
damaging a coaches' box at
Marshall.

Coach Terry Hoeppner apolo-
gized Wednesday, saying things got
out of control when fans rushed the
field following Marshall’s last-sec-
ond, 36-34 win over its Mid-Ameri-
can Conference rival.

Hoeppner took two university
police officers with him for extra
protection on the field, anticipat-
ing a volatile situation.

“It’s scary,” said Hoeppner, who
hadn't slept following the bus ride
back from West Virginia. “I had
more police protection around me
last night, and that shouldn’t be
necessary. We've lost a little bit of
our perspective.”

Defensive coordinator Jon
Wauford and linebacker’s coach
Taver Johnson were suspended with
pay while the southwest Ohio
school investigates.

Wauford was led off the field in
handcuffs and charged with battery,
a misdemeanor, for allegedly shov-
ng a fan who ran on the field after
the game. Johnson acknowledged
damaging the visiting coaches box,
Hoeppner said.

The post-game problems were
uncharacteristic for a school that
prides itself as the

The key to Tech’s victory was
once again its solid passing, which the
team prides itself in.

“Passing was key,” McGehee said.
“It opened a lot of the hitters up.”

Tech hitter Stacey Poole said pass-
ing is important every night because
it keeps the opposition guessing and
allows Tech to have a number of op-
tions.

“If our passing is on, the hitters
have so many different holes. It
makes it difficult to stop them,” Poole
said. “The other team doesn’t know
who to go to so it freezes their block
up.”

Because the passing was on tar-
get, Tech went to three different op-
tions for its attack as Kelly Johnson
led the way in kills with 21. McGehee
followed with 16 and Poole had 10.

Nelson said another way his team
took it to Baylor was at the service
line. Tech tallied six more aces than
the Bears.

“Overall we served very well,”
Nelson said. “We had nine aces and
11 errors, and that’s a good match
when they're balanced like that.”

He also praised the effort put out
by Poole, McGehee and Johnson.

“ think Stacey, Melissa and Kelly
had great matches for us at the net,”
Nelson said. “They all had significant
hitting percentages, and they did a nice
job of getting up and banging balls.”

The win is Tech’s third consecu-
tive victory and provides the Raiders
with more confidence entering its
match with Texas, McGehee said.

“With each win you get more con-
fidence,” she said. “A win in the Big
12 is an accomplishment any night,
and we want to keep going up with
our confidence level. We know what
we need to work on.”

Alou hired as new

Giants manager
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) —

Felipe Alou never envisioned it
would happen this way, finishing
up his baseball career right back
where it all started nearly a half-
century ago.

Alou was hired Wednesday to
manage the National League
champion San Francisco Giants,
returning to the team he played
for in the 1950s and '60s. He calls
himself a “soldier of this game.”

~ “P'm going back home to
where I started and, hopefully, 'm
going to end it right there,” Alou
said.

The former manager of the
Montreal Expos takes over for
Dusty Baker and inherits a team
that came within six outs of a
World Series title.

The 67-year-old Alou, the
bench coach for Detroit last sea-
son, agreed to a three-year con-
tract and becomes the oldest
manager in the major leagues. He
was 691-717 in 10 seasons man-
aging the Expos.

The popular Baker did not
have his contract renewed by the
Giants. Baker is talking with the
Chicago Cubs about becoming
their manager. Alou's son Moises
plays for the Cubs.

“I was happily surprised,”
Moises Alou said. “For him to get
a job with a team like the Giants
is awesome.”

Felipe Alou played for the
Giants from 1958-63 as part of
a 17-season major league career
in which he hit .286 with 206
homers and 852 RBls. He also
spent 1970 and part of 1971 in
the Bay area playing for the
Qakland Athletics.
