Two passenger carriages
wore smashed to pleces, The fire
boxes of the engines were broken by
the shock and the contents were
thrown over the wrecked carriages
in which a number of corpses and

The castle in the air is the invention
of a Brussels engineer named Tobi-
anski. It will be built of Mannesman
steel tobes, aluminum, bamboo and
other light but strong materials. This
framework will be partly covered
with Chinn silk and partly with steel
netting, which, while
pearance of solidity, will allow the
wind to pass through and thus lessen
the pressure om the structure. The
floor of the castle is to be made of
Manuesman steel tubes and Lamboo,
and will be carefully tested before the
building is opened. I'he floor will
measure thirty-three yards long and
eight yards wide.

The castle will be supported by a
composite balloon consisting of six
parts, each one of which is a complete
and independent balloon. These six
parts will be held together by stron
silk netting, which will be attachec
to the castle by a steel tube, and to
counteract the force of the wind the
balloon is to be covered with a second
silk net, to which sixteen stee! cables
will be fastened to hold the structure
in a rigid position.

The balloon snd castle will be fast-
ened to the ground by five ropes, each
one capable of bearing twenty-five
tons. and the castle is also to be fast
ened to the ground by steel cables
Four of the balloons will be able to
support the castle and 150 visitors, so
that atany time one of the balloons can

An Impreved Concentrator for Use In
Milling Motals—A New Whes! for
Velocipedea — Convenient HReading
Stand— Chemical Discoveries

An Improved Concentrator,

This is an apparatus of simple and
durable construction, des tosave
the welom metals and the floured
snle liver passing with the taill

Ischarged from the mill. At the
nrpor end of a slightly inclined table
of suitable length is a receiving tunk
or receptacle huving in its front side
snm through which the tailings are

ischarged into channels on the top of
the table, each channel having its
bottom covered in the upper part with
8 coarss mesh fabric, such as jute, a
fabric of finer mesh, such as canvas,
being used near the lower end of the
table. At the lower end of each chan-
wel are two valved apertures leading

into two transverse channels, the first
one of which discharges into a tank
connected by overflows with & series
of tanks, the last one of which dis-
charges into a waste chute.

French Rallroads.

The new plan for railroads brought
forward in l'rance 1s the subject of
much comment. The system aims to
combine the features of greatest value
in electric and steam motors for rail-
way lines—a system which, as claimed
in the ncodunt given, can be adopted
anywhere without change of track or
rolling stock. The electric current is
to drive the wheels, but is not to be
conveyed from stationary machines
along the line, and is generated on the
train, the locomotive being simply a
travelling electric plant A steam en-
gine at the rear of the locomotive
works the generating dynamo, this
furnishing current to & small motor
placed on each axle of the locomotive,
and, also, when it is desirable to ex-
tend the system further, to a motor on
each axle of the cars. The absurdity
of converting the steam into electri-
city before using the power is declared
o be only appuarent: and the double
loss in thus using the energy of the
fuel is more than offset by the gain in
applving rotary power direct to the
axles, avoiding slipoing of the rails,
and making unnecessary the connect-
ing rods, eranks and wheels, whose
jwr and friction absorb & great part of
the motive force.

Molstening the Alr,
A system of moistening the air of a
cotton factory—as it is required in

RIOHTS OF WOMEN,

THE

Bouth Her Status Is
Much the Same as Under the Common
Law of England—In the Woest i hings
Are Somewhat Different.

Thero has, been & marked move-
ment of late years In s number of
states looking to a general improve-
ment of the legal status of woman.
The movement originated In the
states west of the Alleghanies, and,
altnough there have been a number of

hampions of woman's ights, and

articularly of fomale suffruge, in the

tern atates, their efforts appear,

80 fur, to have borno very little fruit.

From a legal standpoint, the women
of the Eastern and Southern statos
bear pretty much the same relation
to thelr lords and masters (the men)
as they did under the old common
law of England.

The rights of a married woman to
property which is generally recog:
nized as her separate estate, are pro-
tected to a greater or less extent in
courts of equity all over the country.
But the maln tendency of recent
legislation made iu her behalt inn
number of states, has been to give
her rights before the law equal to
those of her husband in the mattor of
acquiring and holding property and
making contructs in relation to the
management and disposition of it.

In short, the object sought is to
make the modern married woman, ns
nearly as possible, a femme solo in
the management of her estate.

In some few states the legislatures
have even gone furthey, and besides
conferring upon them the right of
saffrage have sought to make them
eligible for the highest political
positions.

It le 1600 fess sbove
the ses, and has mild winters snd sum-
mere. It ls thirty miles square and com-
tains 576,000 seyes of land, It was
created in 1868 from a part of Faania
and Milam countles, and named in honor
ol Charles Haskell, a young Temnes-
socan, whe fell at the massacre at Ge-
led in 1838,

1t remained unesttied until 1874, whea
there was eme or two raaches estab-
lished. Other rauchmen lollowed, and
In 1880 the connsy could boast of Afteen
or twenty inhnbitants. There was mo
ferther development until early in 1884,
when the town of Haskell was laid off,
and by donating lots & few settlers were
induced to build residences, and in Jas-
uary 1868 the connty srganized with a
yolled vote of filty-seven electors.

Up to 1884 the seil had never beoa
turned by a plow, and the people de-
pended upon ralsing cattle, sheep and
hornes, as the gatural grasses furmishes
food both winter and summer for im-
meass herds. The peorer people made
money by gathering many thousand
tons of buffalo bones snd shipping them
east to be made into fertilizers used In
the old states.

Experiments were made in 1885 with
garden products, eorn, oats, wheat, rye,
barley and cotton snd the yleld was
bountiful. The acreage in farms have
increased %o at least 80,000,

TOPOGRAPHY.

The county ls ap undulated plaine,
with oocaslonal creeks and bramches.

Your commitiee on pensions beg to
submit the following report and reso-
lutions on the subject of pensions:
*To bind up the nation's wounds, to
care for him who shull have borne
the battle, and for his widow and
orphan.” Thus spoke Lincoln the
Great, Lincoln the Just, standing
reverently, with uncovered head,
in the immaod'ate presencs of a eruel
and devastating war. that had
already lasted four years, the end of
which, ulthough so near, his prophetic
vision was not able to see; speaking

to, for and by the authority
of the American people, concern-
ing one of the supreme duties

of the hour and the fature, when en-
tering for the second time upon_ the
discharge of a trust committed to him
by thut people.
