Seating in Jones SBC Stadium will have
adifferent look to it next season as Texas Tech
switches to a donor-based seating system.
Anyone seated in the premium sections must
be a member of the Red Raider Club, an or-
ganization that helps to fund scholarships for
student athletes.

Steve Uryasz is a senior associate athlet-
ics director and the executive director of the
Red Raider Club. He said the Red Raider

Club conducted a re-examination of the seat-

sit in premium section.

ing within the affected sections.

“What we found out is that in our 9,000
premium seats in Jones SBC Stadium, over-
all, that more than 50 percent of the indi-
viduals who hold those seats are not mem-
bers of the Red Raider Club,” Uryasz said.

With the new donor-based system, indi-
viduals who desire to retain their seats will be
required to join the Red Raider Club. The
amount of donations will affect the quality of
seating.

Someone who wants to sit in Section 19

able over one year. They will be allotted be-
tween one and four seats at that price, with
extra seats requiring $75 per seat.

Up to four seats in Section 4, 6 or 105,
however, will require a $150 donation, also
payable over one year with a cost of $37.50
per additional seat.

Up to four seats in Sections 104, 106 or
119 require a $100 payment over one year,
with additional seats costing $25.

Uryasz said Tech is the last school in the
Big 12 Conference to make this change. He
expects revenue to increase with the new
system.

“There really were two themes behind it,”
Uryasz said. “No. 1 is we wanted those seats

of the Red Raider Club. We wanted to be
fair to the people that had continually do-
nated to the Red Raider Club. And obviously
one of our goals is to generate membership
revenue to enhance our scholarships for our
student athletes.”

Tech will implement its program differ-
ently than other schools have, Uryasz said.

“Most institutions take those sections and
then basically vacate (them),” he said. “They
kick everybody out, and then, based on level
of giving, they reseat you.”

At Tech, people will have the option of
retaining their current seats with a donation.

Assistant Athletics Director Russell War-
ren said the plan to make this switch has been

“It’s a change that’s needed to take place
for a number of years now,” he said.

Attendance is not expected to decrease
with the switch, since the money is going
straight to scholarships.

“I don’t think it will drive people away,”
Warren said. “Its purpose is to raise money for
scholarships.”

There are various aspects to the creation
of donor-based seating, Warren said.

“There are several facets,” he said. “You
want to increase the number of donors to the
Red Raider Club, which, in turn, increases the
dollars for scholarships. You'd like to see more
people in the stands.”

Students react to Citibus fee proposal

Texas Tech student David Atkins pointed at
his feet and said God gave us these for a reason.
His statement was in response to the latest devel-
opments of a possible $45 transportation fee,
which could be implemented next semester to
cover CitiBus costs.

He said he does not like the idea of the pro-
posed fee; he would rather walk.

“I rarely use the bus,” the sophomore art ma-
jor from Houston said. “People should not be so
lazy. I can't afford $45 more a semester, especially
for a service [ don't use. I can use that money for
other things.”

Madeleine Grimes, a freshman biology major
from Helotes, has a different opinion.

She wants the fee because she depends on the
bus service.

“I'd definitely pay (the fee),” she said. “I am
really glad that (the busses) are there. The drain-
age here is terrible, so when you walk, water gets

up to your ankles. I'd rather be on the bus.”

Both students have different opinions, but only
one may be satisfied next semester.

Last November, Student Government Asso-
ciation External Vice President Leigh Mauer pro-
posed the fee to the Student Services Committee.
The committee recommended it to Michael
Shonrock, vice president of Student Affairs.

Shonrock approved the proposal and forwarded
it to Interim President Donald Haragan. With
Haragan’s approval, the proposal will be forwarded
to the university’s Board of Regents.

Haragan declined to comment on the fee.

If the fee is not passed, it will cause a major
cutback on bus services, especially on off-campus
routes, Mauer said.

Sandra Walker, a junior English major from
Corpus Christi, said she rides the bus off campus
every day because she lives at Jefferson Commons
Apartments. She wants the fee to pass.

“I rely on the bus every morning,” she said.
“And a lot of people do. $45 a semester is not a

bad rate. I don’t like fighting for parking, and plus
[ save gas.”

Mauer said students who do not ride the bus
off campus would still be affected if the fee does
not get implemented.

“People that ride the bus to school don’t bring
their car to campus,” she said. “Therefore, more
parking spots are available for students who don't
ride the bus off campus.”

Atkins’ said the solution to the parking prob-
lem is simple.

“Just get here early,” he said. “It is only a prob-
lem if you make it a problem. Sign up for early
classes, and know where to look.”

Mauer said most students do not want to make
long walks to class.

“I don’t think many students would want to
walk from Jones (SBC) Stadium all the way to the
BA,” she said.

“Idoit,” Atkins said.

Mauer and Haragan will meet Thursday to dis-
cuss the fee and finalize which course it will take.

State of the Union: Saddam deceiving not disarming

WASHINGTON — Building a
case for war against Iraq, President
Bush said Tuesday night he will
present fresh evidence to the United
Nations next week of Saddam
Hussein’s illegal weapons and vowed
the United States will lead a campaign
todisarm the Iraqi regime if he refuses
to surrender its arms.

“The course of this nation does not
depend on the decision of others,”
Bush said in his second State of the
Union address.

“We will consult, but let there be
no misunderstanding: If Saddam
Hussein does not fully disarm for the
safety of our people and for the peace

of the world, we will lead a ¢oalition
to disarm him,” the president said.

Speaking to Congress and a global
television audience, Bush presented a
laundry list of Saddam’s alleged of-
fenses, some of them newly revealed
to the public.

He said intelligence sources have
reported that thousands of Iraqi per-
sonnel are at work hiding documents
and materials from the U.N. weapons
inspectors.

Specifically, Bush said Saddam has
not accounted for up to 25,000 liters
of anthrax, 38,000 liters of botulism
toxin, 500 tons of sarin, mustard gas
and VX nerve agent and upwards of
30,000 munitions capable of deliver-
ing chemical weapons.

“The dictator of Iraq is not dis-
arming. To the contrary, he is deceiv-
ing,” Bush said.

For the first time since the Sept.
11 attacks transformed him into a
wartime president, Bush faced serious
questions about his leadership. Most
Americans don't approve of his han-
dling of the economy, polls show, and
only a bare majority support his poli-
cies on Iraq — an area where the
president enjoyed support of more
than 80 percent a year ago.

“This country has many chal-
lenges. We will not deny, we will not
ignore, we will not pass along our
problems to other Congresses, other
presidents and other generations,”

Bush said.

The speech was delivered amid
intense security as lawmakers, Cabi-
net members, military leaders and
Supreme Court justices gathered for
the annual event. Several hundred
people massed on the Capitol lawn
to protest Bush's policies, ranging
from a possible war in Iraq to his
approach to health care.

The first half of Bush’s address
was devoted to domestic policy, a
reflection of his desire not to let Iraq
overshadow a presidential agenda
geared toward the 2004 re-election
campaign.

The heart of Bush’s domestic
agenda is his $674 billion plan to

Housing dept. prepares

for enrollment growth

Texas Tech’s Department of Hous-
ing and Residence Life has a master
plan in place to accommodate grow-
ing enrollment rates.

Director of Housing and Residence
Life Sean Duggan said the plan will
allow for 1,200 more beds to be in
place at the end of seven years.

Duggan speculated that the plan
will move forward with three phases
and three new housing facilities. New
facilities will include more suite-style
and apartment-style housing, Duggan
said.

This past fall, Housing and Resi-
dence Life rented space in University
Plaza to accommodate the approxi-

mately 100 incoming students with-
out space in the residence halls. Other
students stayed in lounge areas in the
Chitwood-Weymouth complex, as
overflow students have done for about
the last four years, Duggan said.

About 140 students stayed in the
Chitwood-Weymouth lounges this
fall, Duggan said, but were absorbed
into rooms by the end of the semes-
ter.

Duggan said one way his depart-
ment is looking to increase space for
the Fall 2003 semester is to decrease
the number of single rooms. Duggan
said they opened up the Fall 2002 se-
mester with about 450 singles and will

drive breaks record

WICHITA FALLS (AP) — A
blood drive at Sheppard Air Force
Base broke the American Red Cross
record for the most one-day donations
in the southwest region, officials said.

Training students, officers and ci-
vilians showed up in droves Monday
and stood in line 30 minutes at the
Officer’s Club. Hundreds had to be
turned away because they had been
overseas and were ineligible.

“This is the Super Bowl of blood
drives, and we're winning,” said Daren
Coats, a senior donor recruitment rep-
resentative with the American Red
(frm\

The one-day record had been held
by Plano East High School, which col-
lected 457 units Nov. 20, 2002. By the
end of Monday, 653 units had been col-
lected, and more than 800 people tried
to donate at Sheppard in Wichita Falls.

The Red Cross southwest region
includes Texas and Oklahoma, said
Red Cross spokeswoman Avonelle
Chitwood.

Two weeks ago, the nation’s blood
banks issued an urgent appeal for blood
donations, saying much of the country
has less than a two-day supply on hand.

Astronauts observe

a moment of silence
CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP)

— Space shuttle Columbia’s astro-
nauts joined Mission Control in a
moment of silence Tuesday at the ex-
act time 17 years ago that Challenger
exploded in the sky.

NASA’s work force, in orbit and
on Earth, remembered not only the
seven astronauts who died on Jan. 28,
1986, but also the three who were
killed by a fire in their Apollo space-
craft at the pad on Jan. 27, 1967. At
the launch site Tuesday, flags flew at
half staff for the second day in a row.

The two tragedies, separated by 19
years and a single day, represent the
space agency'’s darkest hours.

“It is today that we remember and
honor the crews of Apollo 1 and Chal-
lenger. They made the ultimate sacri-
fice, giving their lives and service to
their country and for all mankind,”
Columbia commander Rick Husband
radioed a few minutes before the air-
waves went silent. “Their dedication
and devotion to the exploration of
space was an inspiration to each of us
and still motivates people around the
world to achieve great things and ser-

vice to others.”

Afghan rebel fighters

BAGRAM, Afghanistan (AP) — |
Hundreds of U.S. troops pressed to- |

ward rebel fighters in rugged moun- |
tain caves Tuesday, while warplanes
bombed dug-in enemy positions in the
fiercest battle in Afghanistan in nearly

a year.

At least 18 rebels were killed in
the assault. The U.S. military believes
the fighters are loyal to renegade war-
lord Gulbuddin Hekmatyar, a pow-
erful Pashtun strongman who has
vowed to link his forces with rem-
nants of al-Qaida and the ousted
Taliban regime. |

About 80 rebels were believed to ‘
be remaining in the southeastern cave
network, under attack from 350

“That way we will be able to open
up to 300 more students,” Duggan
said.

Singles will be allocated based on
an application and point system,
Duggan said, taking into account the
applicant’s age and how long the
applicant’s lived on campus. Duggan
said second-semester freshmen prob-
ably would not be able to get singles
next year. Duggan encourages those
wanting single rooms to look into liv-
ing at Carpenter-Wells complex.

With plans to increase space and
construct new buildings, Duggan said
Housing and Residence Life would
invest about $75 million in projects
over the next seven years.

Duggan said the university also is
considering investing $12 million in
fire safety throughout the residence
halls. As an auxiliary program, he
said, their revenue is accrued from
what they make from students alone.

As this is the case, Duggan said

Housing and Dining charges will
probably increase this fall by about
10 percent to keep up with projects
and to make up for the overall bud-
get cuts that will be occurring on cam-
pus.

Duggan said hisdepartment wants
to build facilities more to the liking
of students so they may take some of
the outdated facilities such as Gaston
off line.

However, these changes should
not take place any sooner than three
or more years from now.

Michael Heintze, vice president for
Enrollment Management, said Tech
could expect the overall enrollment
number to fall in the range of 29,000
to 29,500 this fall.

This projected number includes un-
dergraduate, graduate and professional
students.

Heintze said that while they will not
be capping enrollment numbers, they
will elevate admission requirements in
some colleges which have experienced
numbers that are too high, such as ar-
chitecture, business and some human
sciences majors.

Heintze said while the Fall 2002

freshman enrollment was 4,142,
the projected Fall 2003 incoming
freshman number will be about
4,400 students. These numbers
produce a need for increased facili-
ties at Tech.

Heintze said the expected en-
rollment rates for incoming fresh-
men are looking to break Tech
records in terms of size and qual-
ity, with mean SAT scores increas-
ing with every fall.

“It looks very promising for
Texas Tech,” Heintze said. “We're
very excited for a super fall.”

Assistant Vice President for
Student Affairs James Burkhalter
said the residence halls this fall will
be full, and the reduction of single
rooms will contribute greatly to fit-
ting more students into rooms.

Burkhalter said any fee in-
crease in the Housing and Resi-
dence Life office would “hope-
fully” be minimal. However, it is
the revenue accrued from stu-
dents that will allow Tech to
build upon their facilities, such
as adding suite and apartment
style housing.

he United States is poised

to make war on Iraq; Texas

Tech researchers are getting
sloppy with samples of bubonic plague;
and North Korea is dancing on the
nuclear brink.

There are moments of sincerity in
the program, but ultimately, this is TV
for people who hate women. It's de-
signed to bring out the worst in these
girls, to reinforce the worst stereotypes
in our culture.

The vehicle may be flawed, but the
question is still worth asking: Would
you sacrifice love for money? Would
$50 million make you love aman who
was wrong for you? Or would the
power of that money be so overwhelm-
ing that you couldn’t even trust your
judgment anymore?

Would you stay with a rich guy
who treated you poorly? What if he
was buying you expensive gifts! What
if he was paying your way through col-
Would you do things for him
that you wouldn’t do for a poor guy?
Would you let him do things that
made you uncomfortable, just to keep
the money coming?

Tolstoy said, “It is amazing how
complete is the delusion that beauty
is goodness.” | think the same thing
applies to wealth. We project virtues
onto beautiful people, subtly convinc-
ing ourselves that the inside matches
the outside. We bend over backwards
to prove we're not superficial, but in
the end, money and beauty have a
profound effect on us.

We project values onto rich
people, too. We assume that people
who've earned large sums of money
earned it through some kind of virtue.

Tips on handlmg traffic accidents

n occasion, we as drivers

ave the misfortune of

being involved in a traffic

accident. Many people forget to

obtain important information in

the midst of the confusion of the

accident. Listed below are a few

things you will want to remember

to do if you are ever involved in a
traffic accident.

First, stop your vehicle in a safe
place immediately. This rule also
applies even if you hit a parked ve-
hicle. Failure to stop your car after
a traffic accident can result in crimi-
nal charges. This is true even if you
do not think that the accident re-
sulted in serious damage.

Second, render aid to anyone
that is injured. Call an ambulance
if necessary. Do not move the in-
jured person if doing so would
worsen his or her condition.

Third, call law enforcement and
protect the accident scene. Law en-
forcement officials are trained in
traffic accident investigations. Any
testimony and evidence that they
can provide would greatly assist you
in any legal action that may arise
as a result of the accident.

Fourth, write down pertinent
information. This includes the
other driver’s name, addressand in-
surance information. Do not relyon
your memory for things such as skid
marks and distances. Take measure-
ments or step off the distances while
you are there. Record the names
and addresses of any witnesses.

Fifth, watch what you say. Do
not admit fault even if you think
that you caused the accident. Co-
operate with law enforcement and
answer questions relating to the ac-
cident. However, it is best to remain
silent regarding others because
comments can be taken out of con-
text or misconstrued.

necessary. Some injuries are not
readily apparent at the scene of the
accident. If you have the slightest
concemn that you are injured as a re-
sult of the accident, see a doctor and
keep all receipts of your medical pay-
ments.

Seventh, see a lawyer. The sooner
you visit with an attorney, the better
prepared you will be tohandle the situ-
ation. A lawyer can let you know what
to expect when you are dealing with
adjusters or investigators. He or she
also can advise you of your rights.

Eighth, report the accident to the
Department of Public Safety. Pursu-
ant to Chapter 550 of the Texas Trans-
portation Code, all accidents involv-
ing an injury, death or total damages
exceeding $1,000 must be reported to
the DPS within 10 days of the acci-
dent. The operator of the vehicle may
obtain an official form from the po-
lice, sheriff s department, highway pa-
trol or Texas Department of Public
Safety.

Ninth, discuss the situation with
your insurance company. As of 1982,
all vehicles operated in Texas must be

covered by liability insurance. Texas
drivers must carry proof of liability
insurance in their vehicle. The policy
itself will suffice as proof. More com-
monly, people carry an insurance card
containing pertinent information
about the policy. All drivers are re-
quired to show this evidence of liabil-
itv insurance to an officer or another
person if involved in an accident. Fail-
ure to do so can result in a fine and
suspension of driving privileges. Dis-
cussing the situation with your insur-
ance company can further prepare you
for what to expect during their inves-
tigation if you choose to file a claim
with the company.

If you are involved in a traffic ac-
cident in which you hit an unattended
vehicle, for example a parked car, you
must still provide certain information.
Even if you think there was no dam-
age to the other vehicle or that the
damage was nominal, you must pro-
vide information. Failure to leave in-
formation can result in criminal
charges and the possible issuance of a
warrant for your arrest.

If you hit an unattended vehicle
you can either: No. 1, try to locate
the owner/operator of the vehicle you
hit or No. 2, leave your name and ad-
dress, the name and address of the
owner (if you do not own the vehicle),
and an explanation of the circum-
stances surrounding the collision. Fail-
ure to leave this information is a Class
B misdemeanor if the damage to all
vehicles involved is greater than $200;
it isa Class C misdemeanor if the dam-
age is less than $200.

If you are involved in a traffic ac-
cident or have any other legal con-
cerns, come by and speak with a legal
adviser at the Student Mediation Cen-
ter in Room 109, West Hall. Our of-
fice hours are 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., or you
can schedule an appointment by call-
ing (806) 742-3289. Services provided
to students are free of charge.

revive the economy and a $400 bil-
lion, 10-year plan to overhal Medi-
care. His plans also include medical
liability, the environment and energy
policy as well as efforts to help reli-
gious groups offer federally funded
community services, aides said.

Democrats challenged Bush’s ef-
forts both at home and abroad.

Washington Gov. Gary Locke,
tapped to deliver the Democratic
response to Bush, said that eco-
nomic recovery would not happen
until states and cities receive help
from Washington — something
missing from Bush’s economic pro-
posals.

“People are clearly worried about
terrorism and Iraq but those concerns
should not overshadow the pressing
needs of the people here at home,”
Locke said.

The president described the na-
tion as still recovering from recession,
terrorist attacks, corporate scandals
and stock market declines.

"Our economy is recovering, yet
it is not growing fast enough or
strongly enough,” Bush said.

He proposed spending new money

which federal money could go to re-
ligious community service programs.

Bush, entering the first phase of
his re-election campaign, opened his
speech with a summary of his domes-
tic agenda, then spent the last half of
his address discussing a “world of
chaos and constant alarm.”

Sixteen months after the Sept. 11,
2001, attacks and the beginning of
the battle against terrorism, Bush said,
“The war goes on and we are win-
ning.”

While Osama bin Laden and
other key terrorists still elude capture,
the president said the United States
has caught many key commanders of
al-Qaida

Citing intelligence sources, Bush
renewed his assertion that Saddam
aids and protects terrorists, including
members of al-Qaida.

“Secretly, without fingerprints, he
could provide one of his hidden weap-
Ons to terrorists or hk‘l;\ them \]L‘\'(’IHP
their own,” Bush said.

Invoking memories of the Sept.
11 attacks, Bush said, “Imagine those

Bush said Saddam has shown
“his utter contempt” for the United
Nations and must be brought to
account unless he disarms.

“The dictator of Iraq is not dis-
arming. To the contrary, he is de-
ceiving,” the president said.

Among his charges:

—The British government has
learned that Saddam recently
sought significant quantities of ura-
nium from Africa.

—Three Iraqi defectors say Iraq
had several mobile biological
weapons labs in the 1990s that are
now not accounted for.

“The only possible use he could
have for those weapons is to domi-
nate, intimidate or attack,” Bush
\H\].

“The world has waited 12 years
for Iraq to disarm,” Bush said.

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Raiders look to put end to losing streak

Texas Tech guard Nick Valdez is
not about to push the panic button
yet, but the senior has his finger on
the must-win button.

After losing three of the first four
Big 12 Conference games of the sea-
son, Tech has put itself in a position
where the Red Raiders are looking
up at the rest of the Big 12 in the
standings. The first step of moving
up the ladder begins at 8:15 p.m. to-
day when the Raiders face Colorado
at the United Spirit Arena.

“We have to win this game,”
Valdez said. “Falling to 1-4 will be
deep. We are trying to get back on
track. We have a must win (on
Wednesday).”

Tech guard Andre Emmett

agrees.

“We are not in the panic mode,”
he said. “We can’t operate'in the
panic mode.”

One problem that surfaced during
Tech’s (11-4, 1-3) loss to Oklahoma
State on Sunday was the lack of scor-
ing by more Red Raiders. Emmett and
forward Kasib Powell scored 33 of
Tech'’s 35 second-half points, and the
pair have contributed 49 percent of
the team’s scoring this year.

Why isn't anyone else scoring?

Valdez said the Raiders are de-
pending too much on Emmett and
Powell, and that is something that
has to change.

“They are our go-to guys,” he
said. “Other guys need to step up and
look for their shots so we have other
threats on our squad to take the pres-

Clock stoppage cause determined

LUBBOCK, (AP) — Two timing
errors likely caused by the clock op-
erator occurred in the final seven sec-
onds of regulation play in the Texas
Tech-Oklahoma men'’s basketball
game, a review of videotape footage
by Big 12 officials concluded Tuesday.

Oklahoma tied the Jan. 20 game
on a last-second shot at the end of
regulation and won in overtime. The
game'’s outcome is not reversible, but
Big 12 officials are taking steps to en-

sure there is no repeat incident.

OU will replace the person who
was responsible for operating the clock
at OU’s home games immediately. The
man is contracted by the university but
is not an employee at OU, Big 12
spokesman Chris Theisen said.

As a result of the review, Big 12

officials are requiring officials to use
wireless pack technology to start the
clock in the final minute of each half
and any overtime period.

“We have to play from start to
finish,” Emmett said. “We have been
starting off slow and getting our-
selves in slumps where we have to
try and get out of them. We can't be
doing that.”

Valdez said if Tech could play
solid for 40 minutes, teams will have
trouble with them

“If we can put together a whole
game,” he said, “we will be tough to
