The American Civil Rights Insti-
tute ran an advertisement in The Daily
Texan, the University of Texas' cam-
pus newspaper, denouncing the ille-
gal discrimination sponsored by the
state government.

“If you are white, youmay be a vic-
tim of illegal discrimination,” the ad
stated, then went on to encourage stu-
dents who thought the grant program
was unfair to contact ACRI

Edward Blum, the director of legal
affairs for the institute, said a program
like this, based entirely on race or gen-
der, violates the 14th Amendment
and the Civil Rights Act of 1964,
which basically says the law is color-
blind, and hiring and firing decisions,
as well as other decisions, should be
made based on merit

“This is not even a quota,” he said
“This is a totally racially exclusionary
program that says white men need not
apply.”

It is unconstitutional, he said, be-

$250,000 to $1 million on the capital
murder charge. An attorney was ap-
pointed to represent Frazier.

Frazier, 19, isaccused of killing his
father and mother, Daniel and Sally
Frazier, and his 17-year-old brother,
John Frazier, on Dec. 13, then setting
the family residence on fire to cover
up the slayings

All three victims were stabbed to
death, according to a charge report is-
sued from the indictment Tuesday.

The fire smoldered nearly four
hours before a neighbor saw it and
called 911, officials said. The house
was engulfed in flames when Mission
Valley volunteer firefighters arrived.

The family dog, an Australian
shepherd named Max, was found dead
on the back patio.

A veterinarian determined the pet
had been stabbed multiple times

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France, Germany,

Belgium reject plan
BRUSSELS, Belgium (AP) —

France, Germany and Belgium re-
jected a scaled-down U.S. proposal
Wednesday for NATO preparations in
case of war in Iraq, prolonging the
alliance’s worst internal crisis since the
end of the Cold War.

NATO diplomats said the third
day of emergency talks ended after
about an hour and would resume
Thursday.

For the past month, the holdouts
have blocked the start of military plan-
ning to help defend Turkey — the
only NATO member bordering Iraq.
France, Germany and Belgium say
such a step could undercut U.N. ef-
forts to resolve the Iraq crisis peace-
fully.

Washington and the 15 other
NATO nations have reacted with in-
creasingly harsh language, arguing the
division weakens NATO's solemn
bond of mutual defense and sends a
dangerous message of disunity to
Saddam Hussein

Diplomats had said the three hold-
outs still wanted to link any decision
at NATO to Friday's report to the U.N.
Security Council on Iraq’s cooperation
with U.N. weapons inspectors.

“This is an interdisciplinary con-
ference, and it's great to get other fac-
ulty here and get in among law stu-
dents,” Sutton said.

The symposium is important,
Sutton said, as there are many na-
tional and international questions
bout vaccinations and quarantines,
as well as concerns about biological
attacks.

“Of course there is this warning
from the government about the risk
of a biological attack,” she said. “The
public should be aware of legal issues.”

Biological attacks are not difficult
to perform, Sutton said.

“But they are difficult to detect,”
she said. “We have only the begin-
nings of the surveillance system; we

Patton expressed concerns with
President Bush’s pro-life stance and
the possibility he will elect a pro-life
supreme court justice. Women,
Patton said, will be forced to “back-
alley”
possible diseases, infections and
death.

“Statistics and studies show that

abortions, which will cause

making abortion illegal will not pre-
vent it,” Patton said. “It only creates
unsafe conditions so that women can
give themselves the opportunity for
an abortion.”

Kreller and Boyett said many
people on campus have come up and
said they agree with their point of
view.

“People talk about what happens
if a 15-year-old girl’s been raped, but
the fact is every single day, 3,000 ba-
bies are killed by abortion,” Boyett
said. “Virtually none of the abortions
performed were done on women who
were raped. They were performed on

edly denied links to al-Qaida, and the
tape has not been reported on Iraqi
media. Most Iraqis do not have satel-
lite dishes.

In an interview Wednesday with
the Lebanese Broadcasting Corp., Iraqi
Vice President Taha Yassin Ramadan
denied his country has any links with
al-Qaida or has sheltered any members
of bin Laden's group. He said the
United States was using the al-Qaida
allegation as a pretext for war.

“They are looking for oil, for Arab
oil, and want to protect the Zionist
entity that usurped the land of the
Arabs,” Ramadan said.

Some U.S. analysts wondered at
bin Laden's motives for issuing a state-
ment supporting Iraq, given many
countries’ skepticism of U.S. allega-
tions of Iraqi-al-Qaida links. Others
worried the recording would inflame
Muslims against U.S. troops in the
Persian Gulf region.

detect the plague and anthrax.”

Sutton said Lubbock, along with
the rest of the world, should be con-
cerned about the threat of biological
attacks.

“Everyone has to be vigilant, and
the fact that we have a large concen-
tration of cattle, food and fiber makes
us an attractive economic target,” she
said.

Sutton said the purpose of any
biological agent, particularly agents
such as anthrax is to create disease
and fear.

“Anthrax is a biological weapon

that has some ease of use,” she said.

“It’s stable. It doesn't matter about the
weather; the spores are durable, much
like the plague and smallpox.”

Sutton said she expects some of
her students to go into careers that
involve law and bioterrorism.

Meghan Fisher-Moor, a second-
year law student from San Antonio,
made a presentation on constitu-
tional issues and bioterrorism.

“The good thing about it is this is
up-and-coming,” she said of the
bioterrorism and law discipline. “It’s
a chance to break new ground.”

Fisher-Moor said her concerns
surround the area of Americans’
civil rights and who is protecting
them in the face of possible biologi-
cal threats.

“Your civil rights are being stepped
on, and we don’t even know it," she
said. “People are scared. It’s a valid
issue, the need for national security.”

Fisher-Moor’s presentation fo-
cused on federalism and what rights
a state has in protecting its citizens
versus national government pre-
empting the states, meaning the na-
tional government feels an issue is so
important they must take control of
it over the states, as it is a national
security issue.

“Public health is constitutionally
astate’s right,” Fisher-Moor said. “The
problem is the federal government
doesn't like to lose its ground and will
pre-empt.”

War protesters should support U.S.

En-

glish philosopher John

ar is an ugly thing,”

Stuart Mill once observed.
“But not the ugliest of things.”

Mill saw war in all its horror with
his own eyes, during his four years
spent in Virginia during the Ameri-
can Civil War. He saw firsthand the
trenches, lines of battle and cemeter-
ies filled with tens of thousands of
young men who gave everything in
defense of their home

This was not the ugliest of things,
by far.

“The decayed and degraded state
of moral and patriotic feeling, which
thinks that nothing is worth war, is
Mill tells us. “The per-
son who has nothing for which he is

much worse,”

willing to fight, nothing which is more
important than his own personal
safety, is a miserable creature and has
no chance of being free unless made
and kept so by the exertions of better
men than himself.”

In 77 simple but eloquent words,
Mill accurately described the evil per-
sonified by the group that gathered out-
side the Student Union on Friday to
protest the liberation of Iraq. Calling it-
self the Student Coalition Against the
War, this group attracted the attention
of both the news media and a large num-
ber of counter protesters, while evidently
generating a rather [‘Alhk‘“\ turnout of
its own membership.

cause if there were a program like this
for white males only, it would imme-
diately be declared unconstitutional.
The laws should notapply differently
for other groups.

“You really can’t have it both ways
with race and the law,” Blum said. “If
you are going to exclude an individual
based on race, you have opened up
Pandora's box of legal troubles.”

Mike Cox, spokesman for
TxDOT, said the department is fol-
lowing Texas law. In 1991, the Texas
Legislature passed the statute for the
program. [t was amended in 1995 to
include women and all majors
TxDOT considers critical.

There are two rationales for allow-
ing programs like the TxDOT one to
exist, Cox said. First, colleges and uni-
versities want to increase diversity on
their campuses.

“Diversity itself is an end of higher
education,” he said.

Also, many financial aid programs
are need-based. Minority families na-
tionally tend to be in a lower income

bracket than non-minority families, so
more minority students are eligible for
those.

Scott said the best thing for ACRI
to do is wait for the Supreme Court to
rule in Grutter v. Bollinger, the Uni-
versity of Michigan case challenging its
racial preference plan in admissions.

“If the Supreme Court agrees in
Grutter with the 5th Circuit in
Hopwood, then the American Civil
Rights Institute is right to suggest this
is where the next set of challenges will
come,” he said.

Blum disagreed because Grutter is
a case concerning racial preference.
The TxDOT program is racially ex-
clusive.

“No matter what happens at the
Supreme Court, this TxDOT program
cannot withstand legal issues,” he said.

According to the Tech financial
aid office, the grants administered
through the university are need-based
only. Merit-based scholarships are
based on grades, activities and test
scores only. Other scholarships are
based on need, while there are some
awards through different departments
and groups whose standards are set by
the donor.
