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Emmett, Valdez’s playing status uncertain

Texas Tech basketball players Kasib 
Powell, Will Chavis and Mikey Marshall met 
with local media Wednesday and said they 
arc still disappointed with fellow teammates 
Andre Emmett and Nick Valdez.

Emmett and Valdez were both suspended 
Monday and did not play during Tech’s 77- 
65 loss to Texas. Their status of Saturday's 
12:45 p.m. tip-off against Texas A&M  at the 
United Spirit Arena is uncertain.

Players voted the two not play because 
they reportedly missed the team’s 10 a.m. 
breakfast and 11 a.m. shoot-around in Aus­
tin on Monday. Also, players voted them not

to play because of Emmett and Valdez’s per­
formance during the Red Raiders’ loss to 
Oklahoma last Saturday.

“You have to be responsible on and off 
the fltxir and do what’s right for the team,”

Marshall said. “This is not an T  thing. You 
have to have five people on the court to win 
the game."

Chavis compared basketball to life.
“It is disappointing," Chavis said. “If you 

don’t show up to a job, you may get fired. 
Like 1 said, we are disappointed. But we have 
to move forward.”

Powell said Emmett and Valdez have 
apologized.

“They know they messed up,” he said. 
"The most disappointing thing is we had a 
lot on the line during the Oklahoma game. 
It wasn't like we were 20-2. We had our backs 
against the wall.”

Emmett and Valdez were not available for

comment, but the two practiced with the 
team Wednesday.

Tech men’s basketball spokesman Randy 
Farley said they do not deserve to talk to the 
media.

"1 don’t think they have earned the privi­
lege to talk to you guys,” Farley told mem­
bers of the media Wednesday.

Farley said Knight granted Emmett per­
mission to speak with the media, but Emmett, 
who is the Big 12 Conference’s leading scorer, 
declined.

Powell said Emmett and Valdez practiced 
“hard and good” on Wednesday but staid he 
has no idea if the two will play against the 
Aggies.

“Pm not sure if they are playing,” Powell 
said. “If they play, it will help us out a lot. If 
they don’t, we will play good. But I’m not sure. 
We just practiced today and didn’t talk about 
any thing like that.”

The Lubbock Avalanche-Journal reported 
Wednesday the two players were “set up” ac­
cording to Valdez’s father Joe, and did not re­
ceive a wake-up call from the front desk like 
all the other players. Therefore, they missed 
breakfast and practice.

“Both Andre and Nick belie'’, they were 
set up, purportedly for their irresponsibility 
toward the team, more likely their relative re-

Grand jury: teen 
shooting justified

A grand jury voted not to indict 
two Lubbock police officers who shot 
and killed a local teenager in January.

Assistant Criminal District Attor­
ney Trey Hill said the grand jury de­
cided the shooting was justified and 
voted there was no fault for Officers 
Chris Hennsley and Rrad McMahan. 
They shot Michael Cain De La Rosa, 
19, after he pointed a replica gun at 
them.

Both officers returned to work Feb. 
5, Assistant C hief of Patrol Dale 
Holton said.

Hennsley and M cM ahan were 
both placed on administrative leave 
after tite shtxiting, which is standard 
procedure in these kinds of incidents, 
said Bill Morgan, of the Lubbock Po­
lice Department.

In situations like these, Holton 
said, the department requires the af­
fected officers to give a critical inci­
dent and stress debriefing. More for­
mal counseling is done as well, which 
can last as long as the officer and the 
counselor feel is necessary.

“If there were any major problems, 
they wouldn't be released back to 
duty," Holton said.

Both officers also were exonerated 
through the internal investigation the 
police department conducted. Holton 
said there will be no negative reper­
cussions in their careers because of the 
incident.

"They followed policy; they fol­
lowed state law," he said. “They were 
acting in self-defense.”

Police were called to the intersec­
tion of Erskine and Fordham Streets 
late in the afternoon Jan. 24, after the 
dispatcher received a call about a His­
panic male, drzssed completely in 
black, carrying a gun.

T he officers intercepted De La 
Rosa and asked him to stop and talk 
to them, but he ignored them, Mor­
gan said in January.

He continued walking until he 
reached the intersection, at which 
time he turned around quickly and 
pointed what was believed to be a gun 
at the officers. They fired, hitting De 
L i Rosa in the chest and right arm.

Morgan described the gun as a 
non-functional, full-sized semiauto­
matic handgun, which looks the same 
as a functional gun.

There were dual investigations 
into the incident. The police depart­
ment conducted its own internal af­
fairs investigation, and there also was 
a criminal investigation, which is stan­
dard in any shtxiting.

T h e  evidence gathered in the 
criminal investigation was given to the 
District Attorney’s office, which then 
presented it to the grand jury.

“Every time an officer discharges a 
firearm, it gets reviewed by the grand 
jury," Hill said.

Student Senate opens 
agenda with fee forum

The Student Senate will begin its 
meeting at 7 p.m. today with a forum 
open to all students to discuss the re­
lease of the global fee document that 
proposes a 19 percent increase in tu­
ition and fees beginning this summer.

The meeting will be held in the 
Student Senate room of the Student 
Union building.

After the forum, the Senate will 
attend to regular business and attempt 
to approve two resolutions. First, Reso­
lution 38.20 will ask the Senate to im­
peach Arts and Sciences Senator 
Colby Street.

Second is Resolution 38.19, in 
which the Senate will commend the 
H.( 1. Watson family for having at least 
one member of the family enrolled at 
Texas Tech since 1952, the longest 
consecutive family enrollment in Tech 
history.

Student Government Association 
President Kelli Stumbo said invita­
tions to the fonim have been sent to 
all the administrators involved in in­
creasing the fees.

“This is a chance for students to 
understand why this is happening, and 
it will clear a few things up," she said.

“Nobody likes increases, and this is a 
great way to make your opinion 
known and attend.”

The forum will last about 30 min­
utes.

“I hope we have a good turnout 
and have some good discussions," Sen­
ate President and SG A  Internal Vice 
President Jeremy Brown said. “This is 
a cfiance to question the global fee 
document and have any questions 
answered.”

Seven senators co-authored the 
legislation to impeach Street, stating 
he fias been absent for two meetings 
this session, which “constitutes gross 
neglect of duty."

Arts and Sciences Senator Heath 
Cheek, chairman of the Rules and 
A dm inistration C om m ittee, said 
Street’s excuses for his absences were 
not valid.

“The committee felt that his ex­
cuses were not legitimate and not rea­
sonable excuses,” he said.

Street said Kith absences were be­
cause of school related functions he 
attended, and he turned in absentee 
forms but missed the submission dead­
line.

Lady Raiders sack Soorters 59-48

The Victory Bells rang out for the 500th 
time under coach Marsha Sharp’s tutelage af­
ter a Lady Raider game Wednesday night.

The No. 8 Texas Tech Lady Raiders (21-3, 
10-2 Big 12) defeated the Oklahoma Sooners 
(15-10, 6-6) 59-48 in a game that had strong 
Big 12 Conference implications and a shot at 
a milestone.

After the game, Sharp would not put a 
feather in her own cap but instead said the 
500th win is more of a Tech landmark than a 
Marsha Sharp one.

“1 think this program’s a lot bigger than 
one person,” she said. “And it’s certainly a lot 
bigger than 1 am. I think the fact that we have 
an administration at Texas Tech that felt 
women’s basketball was something special says 
a lo t ... and 500 wins at one university is a lot

for one program, and I feel this is more of a 
reward for our program."

Guard Natalie Ritchie did what Sharp 
would not do by praising the woman who 
brought her to Tech and made her a Lady 
Raider.

“I'm going to speak for all of us because 
coach Sharp is a very humble person,” she said. 
“From the very beginning she took this pro­
gram over... site sees a vision for what women's 
basketball and women’s athletics can be, and 
I'm honored to be a part of this because she’s 
done so many things for women’s basketball.”

Ritchie said Sharp could take credit for 
making a lot of collegiate athletes who they 
are today because she is an inspiration to more 
than just Tech.

“Her teams ( in the past) are why a lot o f us 
play basketball and why we stay in the gym,”

University Day in full force despite overflow concerns

Friday’s University Day will serve 
as a reminder of the ongoing issue of 
increasing numbers of incoming fresh­
men and decreasing budgets.

University Day, which will be held 
in the United Spirit Arena, is a chance 
for prospective students to see Texas 
Tech on an average day, as well as learn 
about opportunities and areas of the 
university, University Day Coordina­
tor Jobi Martinez said.

Although budget shortfalls and the 
rising cost of education arc hanging 
over state universities, Martinez said

University Day will not be overshad­
owed.

"People are still willing to come, 
to fly, to drive,” Martinez said.

Prospective and new students from 
all over the state and nation attend 
University Day, she said, and budget 
and costs are always an issue.

“The issue (of budget) is always on 
the table, in the past, and will con­
tinue to be,” Martinez said. "Texas 
Tech University enrollment is grow­
ing, and we’re very proud of that. 
We've always been creative in han­
dling programs and students. W e’ll 
have to continue to be creative in us­

ing the resources we have available to 
provide prospective Texas Tech stu­
dents with the opportunities we have 
to provide.”

Vice President for Student Affairs 
Michael Shonrock said an issue fac­
ulty and staff can expect to field ques­
tions about will be housing and din­
ing.

“It's filling up quickly," Shonrock 
said. “We always see students and par­
ents asking questions about applying. 
It’s not unusual to get questions of on- 
campus availability."

Shonrock said it is important this 
year for Tech to help students and par­

ents understand the reason for edu­
cation costs.

“We want to help students and 
parents understand it’s your invest­
ment, your opportunity," Shonrock 
said. “The cost is going up, but we 
want to respond the best we can, 
and we need to provide the best ex­
planation of why these costs are 
going up."

Shonrock said much informa­
tion will be available in terms of fi­
nancial aid, with many students 
looking into grants, scholarships

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First Sept. 11 suspect convicted
HAM BURG, Germany (AP) —  

A Moroccan student was convicted 
Wednesday of more than 3,000counts 
of accessory to murder for helping 
Mohamed Atta and two other suicide 
pilots in the Sept. 11 attacks on the 
United States, ending the first trial 
connected to the suicide hijackings.

Mounir el Motassadeq, 28, wis 
sentenced to the maximum 15 years 
in prison for helping the Hamburg- 
based al-Qaida terror cell that in ­
cluded Atta, the lead hijacker and two 
other suicide pilots.

In addition to the 3,045 counts of 
accessory to murder, he was convicted 
of five counts of attempted murder and 
bodily injury.

El Motassadeq denied the charges 
during his 3 1/2-month trial, and his 
lawyers had demanded acquittal.

Judge Albrecht Mentz sided with

prosecutors’ argument that a complex 
mosaic of evidence proved the defen­
dant was “a cog that kept the machin­
ery going.”

"T he accused belonged to this 
group since its inception,” M ena said 
in reading the verdict. “He knew and 
approved the key elements o f the 
planned attacks.”

El Motassadeq has acknowledged 
knowing six other alleged members of 
the Hamburg cell —  Atta and two 
other suicide pilots, Ziad Jarrah and 
Marwan al-Shehhi; and organizers 
Ramzi Binalshibh, Said Bahaji and 
Zakariya Essabar. But he says he knew 
nothing of their plans.

A sligh t, bearded man, El 
Motassadeq sat between his lawyers 
and showed no emotion as the ver­
dict was read.

Prosecutors allege el Motassadeq
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used his power of attorney over al- 
Shehhi’s bank account to pay rent, 
tuition and utility bills, allowing the 
plotters to keep up the appearance of 
being normal students in Germany. 
Prosecutors also pointed to the fact 
that he signed Atta's will.

W itnesses testified  that el 
Motassadeq was as radical as the rest 
of the group, talking of jihad and his 
hatred of Israel and the United States.

El Motassadeq himself admitted 
training in one of Osama bin Laden’s 
camps in Afghanistan in 2000.

He said he was simply providing 
an innocent service to friends and that 
he took weapons training in Afghani­
stan because he believed all Muslims 
should learn to shoot.

The prospect of el Motassadeq’s 
imprisonment in Germany raised se­
curity fears even before the verdict. 
Terrorists might attempt hijackings or 
kidnappings toffee him, said Bavaria’s 
top security official, Interior Minister 
Guenter Beckstein.

The Hamburg case, coupled with 
a possible Iraq war, has led some Ger­
man authorities to step up surveillance 
of likely suspects who might be plan­
ning attacks, though there is no evi­
dence of any specific threats for now, 
Beckstein told ZDF television.

Germ any's federal anti-crim e 
agency said no nationwide measures 
were being taken, but the states were 
free to increase security.

El Motassadeq’s lawyers tried several 
times unsuccessfully to obtain testimony 
by two of his friends, Ramzi Binalshibh 
and Mohammed Haydar Zammar.

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Victim’s dead pet assists 
with convicting suspect

D A L L A S (A P ) —  A pet 
cockatoo who died while trying to 
protect its master is credited with 
giving police evidence crucial to 
convicting a neighbor in the man’s 
slaying.

A  Dallas County jury Tuesday 
convicted Daniel Torres of capital 
murder in the Christmas Eve 2001 
slaying of Kevin Butler. Because 
prosecutors didn’t seek the death 
penalty, Torres received an auto­
matic life sentence.

Prosecutors told jurors the bird’s 
beak hit Torres’ head as it flew at 
him in an attempt to protect But­
ler in his Pleasant Grove home in 
southeast Dallas.

A fter the 18 -in ch  w hite- 
crested cockatoo, named Bird, 
bloodied Torres’ head, Torres wiped 
the blood and then touched a light 
switch, leaving his DNA at the 
crime scene.

Police used the evidence to get 
an arrest warrant for Tones, whom 
prosecutors say went to Butler's house 
with his half brother on Christmas 
Eve 2001 to settle a dispute.

According to testimony, Butler 
was stabbed in the chest and ab­
domen, his throat was slashed and 
he suffered a brutal beating.

Torres’ DNA also had been 
found on the handles of two knives

used to attack Butler, lead prosecu­
tor George West said. One of them 
was found under die victim’s body.

“This bird spoke; he spoke to 
us,” West told jurors. “We know 
this bird will attack anybody who 
is attacking his owner. And who 
did he attack? Daniel Torres.”

Tones had said in a written 
confession that he stabbed the bird 
with a fork because it had pecked 
him “all over my head.” However, 
on the witness stand Tuesday, 
Torres denied the account and 
blamed the crim e on  his half 
brother, johnny Serna.

Serna will face a similar charge 
at a later trial. He worked for 
Butler’s pool company and the two 
had a falling-out, Torres said.

D efense attorney  P h illip  
Linder told The Dallas Morning 
News for a story in its Wednesday 
edition that he did not believe his 
client’s attack on Bird played into 
the jury’s decision.

“I think that even without the 
bird —  the crime scene, the pho­
tos and the way the victim was 
bound— it was a violent struggle,” 
Linder said. “The state had a lot 
of evidence.”

Butler’s family said he loved ani­
mals and often adopted strays and 
pets that his friends could not keep.

They 
went against the rooming assignment 
at Iowa State and chose to room to­
gether. Mr. Valdez’s statements are a 
little ridiculous and a lot ludicrous.”

Those two kids, Valdez and Emmett, 
have a long way to go in learning 
responsibility.”

He said he understands the Sen­
ate is following procedure, and he 
hopes everything will turn out OK.

“I don’t think they are out to get 
me,” he said. “I care a lot about this, 
and I know that they are pretty much 
following the rules."

He also said he is nervous.
“Impeachment is not a very flat­

tering thing to hang over your head,” 
he said.

Brown said the impeachment is 
automatic because rules state after a 
senator has two unexcused absences, it 
is routine to bring them up on charges.

‘You hate to do it, but those are 
the rules,” Brown said. “He can plead 
his case, and then we will move to 
vote.”

This will be the third time this ses­
sion the Senate will vote on an im­
peachment.

Former Human Sciences Senator 
Karen McNally was impeached last fall 
and former Agriculture Senator Cade 
Morris was impeached but not re­
moved from office, although he later 
resigned. §

Education Senator Heather Smith 
is the lone author of resolution 38.19 
that is an attempt to honor the H .G  
Watson family. Smith is the great 
granddaughter of H.C. Watson, and 
she is one of four family members cur­
rently attending Tech.

“1 think it is a pretty cool thing to 
have a family member here every se­
mester consecutively since 1952," she 
said.

In the internal investigation, 
separate Firearms Review Boards were 
appointed for the officers, according 
to information from the police de­
partment. The Board was responsible 
for reviewing both investigations and 
getting testimonies from officers and 
other witnesses to reconstruct the 
shooting.

T he Board also will assess the 
quality of post-incident investigative 
processes and the adequacy of current 
use-of-force policies, according to the 
police department.

According to state regulations, 
police officers are trained to shoot 
when their life or a third party’s life is 
in danger. In January, Morgan told 
The UD officers are trained to shoot 
for the central mass of their targets, 
which provides the easiest target.

They also are trained to shoot only 
to prevent harm, he said.

Police shootings in Lubbock are 
rare, Holton said. The numbers added 
up to less than one death annually 
from a police shooting.

Journal, Gov. Rick Perry said, “Re­
cent proposals to cut state funding 
to higher education and deregulate 
tuition will not shift the financial 
burden to students and families.” A 
headline in T he UD  on Monday 
read, “Tuition, fees could increase by 
19 percent.”

Perry also suggests that deregula­
tion will entice students by lowering 
tuition in certain fields that have a 
higher need and increasing tuition in 
fields with high demand.

W ho will decide which degrees 
are to have lower tuition or higher 
tuition?

Texas Tech officials also have ex­
pressed concern regarding increases 
in tuition and fees, and how this may 
affect students and their families and 
the increased burden.

Well, let me tell you exactly how 
the economy has affected my family 
of five with two working parents

(both at Tech) this past year:
No. 1: property taxes increased 

more than $300
No. 2: house insurance $250 
No. 3: car insurance $600 
No. 4: gasoline, still going up 
No. 5: tuition and fees $200 
No. 6: Salary increases $0 
Just how are the families and stu­

dents expected to continue to pay for 
increases in services across the hoard, 
much less increases in their tuition?

Yes, maybe Tech is trying to re­
cruit students from the University of 
Texas and Texas A&.M when their 
tuition is increased. But what about

pricing Lubbock families out of Tech, 
as well as those in surrounding com­
munities?

I believe my son will N O T be able 
to attend Tech in the fall 2003 se­
mester, given the rise in tuition, since 
he does not qualify for any student 
aid or scholarship s, w hich are 
awarded as need-based, and accord­
ing to many, we are not “needy.”

My son has a part-time job and 
lives at home in order to cut expenses. 
I can't imagine living more “within 
our means," as we don’t take vaca­
tions, don't eat in restaurants or go 
to the movies. We simply live pay-

check to paycheck, as so many oth­
ers do, and now we are being forced 
to cutback even more to accommo­
date the slump in the economy.

I don’t mind not going to the 
movies or even eating out, but to pay 
an additional $400 in tuition costson 
top of all the other increases we have 
had to cope with this year just may 
be the last straw. I imagine he will 
be one o f many enrolling at South 
Plains College in the fall and, in turn, 
helping them  w ith their budget 
crunch.

Texas Tech’s graduate school will host 
its second annual research competition 
March 28 in the Library's Teaching Learn­
ing Technology Center. The competition 
will be held in conjunction with under­
graduate research. Those interested in par­
ticipating must turn in abstracts on Fri­
day.

A bstracts may be submitted to 
chad.s.davis@ttu.edu by 5 p.m. Friday. 
Entry forms and information may be found 
at www.orgs.ttu.edu/gpsga.

The research competition provides an 
opportunity for graduate students to 
present and discuss their research, Gradu­
ate and Professional Student Govern­
ment Association President Deidre Par­
ish said.

"I think it’s a great opportunity for 
graduate students to promote research," 
said Parish, a graduate student studying 
biology from Lubbock.

Many graduate students have never had 
the chance to cross paths or know what 
others are doing in their individual research 
labs, Parish said.

She said the competition should in­
clude at least 50 presenters. Presenters will 
put together a poster displaying their re­
search and findings so attendees may ob­
serve and ask questions.

Chad Davis, a doctoral student study­
ing agriculture education from Slaton, said 
the competition is treated more as a poster 
competition to present research ins a more 
visual form.

“Posters are more conducive for people 
outside of the discipline to benefit,” Davis 
said.

Davis said what sets this competition 
apart is the interdisciplinary format. The 
competition includes several divisions, such 
as sciences, social sciences and visual and 
performing arts.

‘Trying to hold one competition in sev­
eral different disciplines is very unusual,”

Davis said. “It’s very unique to bring all of 
the different disciplines and different aca­
demic areas together.”

Davis said deans from the different dis­
ciplines helped the graduate students select 
judges for each particular division. Judging 
criterion will be left up to the judges, Davis 
said, and will probably stay asclose to what­
ever discipline the judge is representing.

Winners will receive a small monetary 
award, a plaque and recognition for their 
work, Davis said.

Davis and Parish commented that rec­
ognition and presentation is probably the 
most important aspect of research.

“It allows a graduate students the oppor­
tunity to present, and that’s important for a 
graduate student,” Parish said. “We need to 
be able to explain to people what we’re do­
ing, and it builds a resume and enhances 
research.”

Parish said research is why graduate stu­
dents are here.

“Our research is instrumental in the

chancellor’s Student First initiative,” she 
said. “Because part of the Student First ini­
tiative is to recruit and retain not only stu­
dents but faculty ... by presenting research 
here on campus it allows students to prac­
tice with research and to promote Texas 
Tech.”

Parish said presenting research also al­
lows professors to have their name recog­
nized.

Biology professor Robert Baker said a tre­
mendous amount of research is done by 
graduate students, and those students aug­
ment research done by the professors they 
work for.

“The way the system works, typically a 
graduate student works for a professor; a 
long-term contact that maybe worked 20, 
30 years on a project,” Baker said. “The 
graduate student comes in and takes it to 
another level.”

Baker said the biggest part of research in 
his lab is the actual hands-on work done by 
graduate students, commenting the compe-

The Texas Tech soft- 
ball team is at least hoping its short 
break will help prepare for the Cou­
gar Invitational this weekend in 
Houston.

Tech spent last week on the road 
playing games against New Mexico 
State before heading to Las Vegas, 
Neva., to play in the UNLV Clas­
sic. Along the way, the team said it 
had brushes with bad conditions, 
sickness and even a few rugged mo­
tel rooms.

A fter returning hom e, coach 
Bobby Reeves said that aside from 
trying to get rid of some colds and 
stomach viruses, the team had a few 
things to work on.

“We’re struggling in the mental 
part o f our defensive game, making 
mental mistakes,” Reeves said. “As far

as pitching and hitting, we’re doing 
well. That’s why today we're going to 
spend a day on foul balls, ground balls 
and doing some com m unication 
work."

As for Reeves’ players, the team 
showed excitem ent about being 
home for the first time in a while and 
getting in some practice before play­
ing six games in Houston.

Sophomore pitcher Amie Stines 
said the team wants to use this week 
to do well in Houston.

“We’re all ready to really do well 
in a tournament,” Stines said. “W e 
need to get some of the kinks worked 
out this week. It's good because we 
have two days of practice this week, 
and last week, we didn’t have any."

In the last tournam ent Tech 
played, the team went 1 -4 to push this 
season’s record to 6-10.

Reeves said with the success Tech 
has had in many areas of the game, 
the team could easily be 11-5.

“We had 13 or 14 homeruns in the 
tournament,” Reeves said. “I think 
Kristi Robles hit .700 out there so 
we're swinging the bat well enough. 
We have the chance to rebound.”

O ne of the big hitters in the 
UNLV C lassic was outfielder 
Amanda Douglas, who had a pair of 
homeruns during the week.

Douglas said Tuesday, she is proud 
of the way Tech has played offensively 
and feels fortunate for the way she has 
played.

“I’m happy with our offensive per­
formance,” Douglas said. “I’m happy 
we’re doing better than last year. I'm 
glad I’m being able to produce, and I 
hope 1 produce for the rest of the sea­
son. One girl starts hitting, and it’s 
just kind of contagious.”

Turning the page to pitching, the 
players believe the team is an effec­
tive group.

Stines said she believes the pitch­
ing staff just needs to be more consis­

tent.
“W e’ve had moments of bril­

liance, but we’ve gone down a lot,” 
she said. “W e’ve done a lot of 180s, 
where games are completely different. 
We’re not consistent at the moment.”

As for Tech’s defense, Reeves said 
he believes Tech can improve in the 
two practice days and thinks Tech has 
a chance to win every one of its 
games in this weekend’s tournament.

“W e’re playing six games down 
there, and we have a chance to win 
all of them,” he said. “By this time 
next week, I’d like to have won eight 
games.”

The team was right beside its 
coach in predicting a good perfor­
mance this weekend.

“W e’re going to try and step up,” 
she said. “We’re getting closer to con­
ference, and that’s when it really mat­
ters a lot.

The Texas Tech women’s tennis 
team ran into a new kind of challenge 
last week in a match in Waco against 
Baylor.

Freshman Tara Browning said the 
weather forced several players to not 
play in their normal attire.

“The conditions weren’t the best,” 
Browning said. “A lot of girls played 
in their sweatpants.”
