Executive members of the Texas Tech 
Student Government Association pushed 
through an increased transportation fee at the 
Thursday Board of Regents meeting, adding 
to the proposed 19 percent increase in tu­
ition and fees for the academic year 2003- 
2004.

The mandatory fee will be an additional 
$3 per credit hour for up to 15 hours and will 
be effective in the summer o f2003, along with 
the majority of the other proposed fee in­
creases.

The originally proposed 19 percent in­
crease accounted for an optional off-campus 
student transportation fee of $50.

The additional fee results in an increase 
of no less than 21.5 percent, said Vice Presi­
dent o f Fiscal Affairs Lynda Gilbert.

“(The administration) felt we had a re­

sponsibility to the parents and the students 
to not tax them any more than we had to,” 
Gilbert said.

SG A  President Kelli Stumbo told the 
Regents if the fee were left as optional, the 
bus service would not be adequately funded 
because the SG A  did not think there would 
be enough students who opted for the fee to 
fund the current bus program that cost 
$500,000 this year.

The fee will include on- and off-campus 
bus service, as well as Citibus service through­
out the city.

“It is a necessity to have this fee,” Stumbo 
said. "We have to have a way of getting (stu­
dents) to the classroom.”

Stum bo said there are not currently 
enough parking spaces to accommodate the 
proposed influx in student enrollment.

“(The SG A ) has exhausted all (its) op­
tions,” she said. “The student government

can’t promote anything that would decrease 
the amount of service (to students).”

SG A  External Vice President Leigh Mauer 
said the increase is fair to students.

“1 realize this is an increase for students, 
unfortunately,” she said. “1 feel with the $3 per 
credit hour, it's a good compromise for the stu­
dents.”

Tech Interim President Donald Haragan 
said the fees could still change depending on 
the outcome of the Legislative session.

“We were trying to hold the fees down as 
much as possible,” Haragan said. “1 have no 
problem passing what we did.”

Chancellor Dr. David Smith addressed the 
status of the state Legislature in terms of the 
budget effect on higher education.

The administration wants to minimize the 
short-term effect on the classroom, Smith said.

Gonzales fills city

Tommy Gonzales, assistant city 
manager for community services, will 
serve as interim city manager follow­
ing the retirement of City Manager 
Bob Cass.

Cass announced his retirement as 
city manager Wednesday, after discuss­
ing it for several months.

Gonzales has worked with the city 
of Lubbock since June 1991 and had 
served in his previous position for 
three years.

He has shown outstanding leader­
ship in several projects, Mayor Marc 
McDougal said.

“We currently wanted someone 
who was aggressive ... and could get 
the public confidence,” McDougal 
said.

Gonzales said he is ready to take 
on the endeavors of the City Coun­
cil.

“I will commit to the Council that 
in this interim position, 1 will do my 
very best," he said.

Cass said he had considered retir­
ing, but budget issues came up and 
controversy arose over the West Texas 
Municipal Power Agency, so he had 
stopped the discussions for the time 
being.

Professor appointed 
to State Department

One of Texas Tech’s professors will 
be actively involved in the United 
States’ fight against weapons of mass 
destruction.

Carleton Phillips, a professor of 
biological sciences and assistant vice 
president for research, was selected as 
a William C. Foster Fellow for the 
State Department.

His one-year appointment begins 
June 1.

The State Department conducts 
the fellowship to bring people from the 
academic community into govern­
ment, Phillips said.

“In my case, what the fellowship 
means is the State Department will 
have an experienced scientist as a 
member of its policy-making group 
that deals with the nonproliferation

of weapons of mass destruction,” he 
said.

Phillips will be working in the 
Nonproliferation Bureau, a division of 
the State Department that studies 
weapons of mass destruction. The bu­
reau is on the front line of the situa­
tion with Iraq right now, he said.

“My guess is that everything Sec­
retary (of State Colin) Powell says 
about weapons of mass destruction and 
issues of proliferation, all of that comes 
from this group of people,” Phillips 
said. “It’s kind of interesting because 
this group of people ... literally is the 
group that represents the entire 
United States government on issues 
of weapons of mass destruction."

U ndersecretary of S tate John 
Bolton made the decision. Fred Fleigz,

Constancio questions block voting as reason for loss

One day after losing to Jeremy 
Brown in the Student Govern­
ment Association presidential 
race, Louis Constancio said he 
was “pretty bummed."

He said he has two reasons: 
He is disappointed in the votet 
turnout, and he is upset that it is 
tough to beat the Greeks.

“I am absolutely disap­
pointed," he said. “More so at the

voter turnout. I know for a fact that 
the majority of the votes are from the 
Greeks (fraternities and sororities), 
and it is more difficult for a non-Greek 
to win.”

Constancio said he heard from a 
few students that Brown's fraternity, 
Farmhouse, allegedly had a block party 
with computers set up to rally votes 
for Brown. This is illegal, according 
to the election code.

“They invite them all in, and it is 
very hard tocompete against,"he said. 
“It has been tradition for the SGA . I

am not trying to start any hardship 
because Greeks are a big part of this 
campus. But if you look at the wall of 
the SG A , you can count on your 
hands who aren’t Greek as opposed to 
who are Greek. It is difficult to beat 
them."

Brown denied the allegation.
“That is a rumor," he said. “My fra­

ternity did not do that. 1 didn't go to 
anything. This is a rumor that starts 
every year."

Brown said it upsets him to hear 
the rumor.

“It makes me mad,” he said. “1 
didn’t do anything like that last year, 
and I didn’t do anything like that this 
year. If he wants to know, I went to 
bed at 9:30 p.m. both nights. My guys 
didn’t have any party."

Constancio said he does not plan 
to appeal the election because he does 
not want to sound like a sore loser.

“I had 12 percent of the votes," he 
said. “I don’t know if 78 percent 
(Brown's votes) constitute all the

N A SA  defends its 
handling of Columbia

W A SH IN G T O N  (A P ) —  
N A SA ’s top official vigorously de­
fended on Thursday the space agency’s 
handling of the internal debate about 
the safety of Columbia in the days be­
fore the shuttle’s breakup, saying en­
gineers ultimately were convinced the 
spacecraft would return safely.

N A S A  A dm inistrator Sean  
O'Keefe, his voice rising in exaspera­
tion during a congressional hearing, 
insisted that concerns by some senior 
engineers about risks of serious heat 
damage to Columbia's left wing —  
which turned out to be hauntingly pre­
scient —  were handled appropriately, 
even though they never were passed 
up to NASA’s top brass.

“Based on what I can see, the 
vetting of all this information that oc­
curred on orbit during the operational 
mission was handled by the individu­
als, they vetted those questions, satis­
fied themselves there were solutions 
that could be found and determined if 
there was a safety-of-flight risk atten­
dant to that, and determined there was 
not, in their judgment,” O ’Keefe said.

‘Mister Rogers’ dies of 
stomach cancer at 74

P IT T S B U R G H  (A P ) —  Fred 
Rogers, who gently invited millions of 
children to be his neighbor as host of 
the public television show “Mister 
Rogers’ Neighborhood" for more than 
30 years, died of cancer early Thurs­
day. He was 74.

Rogers died at his Pittsburgh 
home, said family spokesman David 
Newell, who played Mr. McFeely on 
the show. Rogers had been diagnosed 
with stomach cancer sometime after 
the holidays, Newell said.

“He was so genuinely, genuinely 
kind, a wonderful person," Newell 
said. "His mission was to work with 
families and children for television... 
That was his passion, his mission, and 
he did it from day one."

From 1968 to 2000, Rogers, an or­
dained Presbyterian minister, pro­
duced the show at Pittsburgh public 
television station WQED.

The final new episode, which was 
taped in December 2000, aired in 
August 2001, though PBS affiliates 
continued to air back episodes of the 
show.

Security Council ends 
divided about Iraq

UNITED NATIONS (A P) —  A 
Security Council meeting about Iraq 
ended in bitter disagreement Thurs­
day with council members unable to 
agree on basic issues such as a time­
table for weapons inspectors to report 
next to the council.

Diplomats described a terrible at­
mosphere within the council, which 
met behind closed doors for four hours 
Thursday.

The council is split between those 
who are supporting the Bush 
administration’s calls for the use of 
force to disarm Saddam Hussein, and 
others, led by the French, who want 
to continue weapons inspections.

At the end of the session, French 
Ambassador Jean-Marc de La Sabliere 
said the majority of the council still 
opposed a U.S.-backed draft resolution, 
and he pushed the French proposal for 
additional time for inspections.

U S . Ambassador John Negroponte 
didn’t speak with reporters though 
Washington’s quest for support on its reso­
lution appeared to be picking up steam 
with several undecided council members.

Soaring spire chosen for ground zero
NEW  YORK (A P) —  A spire 

that would rise hundreds of feet 
higher than the World Trade C en­
ter was chosen Thursday to fill the 
yawning hole in the city’s skyline, 
opening a complex new phase in 
the rebuilding of ground zero.

T he plan by architect Daniel 
Libeskind will restore “lower Manhat­
tan to its rightful place in the world,” 
Mayor Michael Bloomberg said.

The design calls for a cluster of 
glassy, angled building and a 1,776- 
foot spire filled with gardens instead 
of office space. It would preserve part 
of the pit that was the foundation of 
die twin towers for an as-yet unde­
signed memorial to the nearly 2,800 
people who died there Sept. 11,2001.

“The plan succeeds both when it 
rises into the sky and when it descends 
into the ground. In doing so, it cap­
tures the soaring optimism of our city 
and honors the eternal spirit of our 
fallen heroes,” said John Whitehead, 
cJtairman erf the Lower M anhattan 
Development Corp., the agency that 
picked the design.

Libeskind’sdesign was chosen over 
the THINK team’s 1,665-foot lattice- 
work towers, which echoed the trade 
center in design and shape.

Libeskind’s spire, at 1,776 feet, is 
meant to evoke the year of America’s 
independence. It would rise far above 
Malaysia’s 1,483-foot Petronas Twin 
Towers, the tallest building in the 
world. The trade center towers were

1,350 feet tall.
Officials praised Libeskind for try­

ing to  create  a bustling, vibrant 
streetscape around the site, complete 
with a five-star hotel, a transportation 
hub, a memorial museum and a sky- 
high restaurant that recalk the trade 
center's Windows on the World.

It also includes a space designed to 
capture a wedge of sunlight each year on 
Sept 11, from the moment the first plane 
hit until die time the last tower fell.

Despite enthusiasm for the design, 
questions remain about almost every­
thing else surrounding the project, 
including how Libeskind's design will 
be paid for. A separate design compe­
tition for the memorial is scheduled 
to begin this spring, but how it will be

funded is uncertain.
The insurance held on the trade 

center complex by developer Larry 
Silverstein is expected to help fi­
nance redevelopment, but he said 
earlier this month he was not satis­
fied with either plan. He did not 
speak at Thursday’s ceremony, 
though a spokesman said Silverstein 
“eagerly looks forward to working 
closely with Studio Daniel Libeskind 
on developing their site plan."

There also is the question of 
who takes the lead now. The de­
velopment corporation was created 
to oversee the rebuilding, but the 
Port Authority of New York and 
New Jersey  owns th e-s ite  and 
Silverstein holds the lease.

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National terror alert lowered to yellow
W A SH IN G T O N  (A P ) —  

T h e  Bush adm inistration  on  
Thursday lowered the national ter­
ror alert from orange ro yellow, sug­
gesting the threat of an imminent 
terrorist attack on U .S. soil has 
eased somewhat.

The conclusion of the Muslim 
hajj holiday period played a role 
in the decision to lower the threat

level from orange, the second-high­
est level on the five-part scale, A t­
torney General John Ashcroft and 
Homeland Security Secretary Tom 
Ridge said in a joint statement. Presi­
dent Bush concurred with the deci­
sion to lower the alert status, White 
House spokesman An Fleischer said.

Counterterrorism officials had 
said a significant amount of intelli­

gence pointed toward an attack 
during the early February holiday.

Nevertheless, officials warned 
that al-Qaida still has the capabil­
ity to strike in the United States.

“T he lowering o f the threat 
level is not a signal to government, 
law enforcement or citizens that 
the danger of a terrorist attack is 
passed,” Ashcroft and Ridge said.

He said he felt obligated to see 
through the first step of the W TM PA 
investigation, which was the audit 
presented to the Council last week.

‘T h e  opportunity never really came 
up to put a nail into it,” Cass said.

C ity A ttorney A nita Burgess 
drafted a severance agreement the 
Council and Cass could agree on, he 
said. The City Council spent all day 
Thursday in executive session debat­
ing the terms of the agreement.

A ccording to Cass’ con tract, 
which runs out in 2005, if he quits 
before the contract ends, he owes the

city more than $400,000 in severance 
pay.

Cass, who has served as city man­
ager for 10 years, said he would for­
mally retire April 30  and remain 
available as a consultant to the City 
Council for another year. He will re­
tain his salary and benefits, which are 
approximately $200,000 a year.

He was not dissatisfied with the 
city or his position, Cass said. He de­
cided it was time to move on.

“You make enough decisions and 
you make enough mistakes and you 
realize someone else can do the job 
better," he said.

Cass said he is unsure of what the 
next step in his career will be. He has 
been with the city of Lubbock since

1976, when he was hired as an ad­
ministrative assistant.

Cass is considering teaching or 
consulting, he said, but has not made 
a definitive decision yet, nor does he 
know if he will stay in Lubbock.

“1 figure there's three million 
things 1 haven't done; surely, I can 
find something to do,” he sard.

Cass’ resignation follows the res­
ignation of Lubbock Power &  Light 
Director Paul Thompson on Feb. 10, 
which Cass said was related to the 
WTMPA investigation. Councilman 
Ty C ooke, who is chairm an of 
WTMPA, also resigned at the begin­
ning of the month. It is not clear if 
Cass' resignation is related to the 
W TMPA matter.

Bolton’s adviser, said there were 
quite a few qualified candidates 
from across the nation and only 
three were approved.

They were looking for some­
one who they thought could make 
significant contributions to the 
work of nonproliferation of weap­
ons of mass destruction, Fleigz 
said.

He noted several advantages, 
both for himself and for the uni­
versity, in taking the fellowship. 
One thing shared by all professors, 
he said, is the desire to learn new 
things and broaden horizons, and 
this opportunity presents that.

“A year from now, 1’U know so 
much more than 1 know right 
now,” he said.

This also has a value to Tech. 
When he returns to teach after his 
time in Washington, he will be able 
to talk to students about his experi­
ence in government, policy-making 
and decision-making.

Professor of biological sciences 
Ron Chesser agreed.

“It’s a good deal for Carl and it’s 
a good deal for Tech," he said. “What 
this is going to do for Carl is give 
him a real hands-on experience with 
issues; how they get funded and how 
they get resolved.”

Department Chairman John Zak 
said this is a credit to the university, 
the departm ent, and especially 
Phillips and the work he has done.

“It’s a very prestigious honor to 
be able to participate in that mat­
ter,” Zak said. “It really is an honor 
and a clear indication of what kind 
of faculty we have at Texas Tech.” 

Chesser, who has worked on the

Chernobyl research project with 
Phillips for four years, said Phillips 
has many unique skills that make 
him qualified for the fellowship, in­
cluding experience in administration 
at several levels.

Phillips has a good amount of in­
ternational experience, Chesser said, 
which is important in Washington, 
D .C ., and should help him  cut 
through the bureaucracy and get 
things accomplished.

Phillips said his knowledge in 
biological sciences and disease-car­
rying animals will help him in this 
position as well, as will his experi­
ence with the Chernobyl project.

“A lthough I ’m not going to 
Washington as an expert in nuclear 
proliferation, I’m probably one of the 
few people there with experience in 
places like Chernobyl,” he said.

He is excited to have this oppor­
tunity, he said.

If these cuts become annual­
ized, they will affect the academic 
mission, and Tech will have to 
make some permanent changes in 
personnel.

The Board met in closed ses­
sion to discuss the search for a new 
university president. The search 
will begin with the first meeting of 
the search advisory committee 
March 11, committee chairman 
Brian Newby said.

The committee will discuss its 
task and the president’s job descrip­
tion at its first meeting, Newby

said. The committee has received let­
ters of nomination and application, 
as well.

Smith also presented a report from 
the O ffice  o f Com m unity and 
Multicultural Affairs. He said the 
foremost issue preventing increased 
diversity at Tech is the lack of finan­
cial support through scholarships.

“At the end of the day, we want 
to see more students of color coming 
through Tech,” he said.

The Office of Community and 
Multicultural Affairs has created an 
advisory council, which is working 
with Lubbock community leaders to 
determine ways Tech can more effec­
tively.

Smith said the program represents

the external outreach of the univer­
sity. The council looks for other ways 
students can interact on campus and 
for business opportunities for students 
who stay in Lubbock during the sum­
mer.

“I think you’re going to see we can 
make progress at Texas Tech,” he said.

In addition, the Board allowed 
Smith to complete the contract with 
new HSC President Dr. M. Roy Wil­
son. Smith said the contract, which 
includes a salary of $340,000, extends 
for three yean beginning in June.

The Board also approved the do­
nation of Dr. R.J. Mehdiabadi’s prac­
tice to the HSC. Acting H SC Presi­
dent Elmo Cavin said the major value 
of the gift is the patient base.

“But you 
can’t run a campus without fees."

Brown said he encourages 
Constancio and his other competitor, 
Carissa Noel Nichols, who finished 
third with 7 percent of foe votes.

“I would be glad if they want to still 
be involved in S C  A,” he said. “If they 
were tunning for president, I know they 
must have ideas”

O n Feb. 25 , 2 0 0 3 , Saddam 
Hussein continues to stall, giving head 
U.N. weapons inspector Hans Blix 
more piecemeal information while 
balking at requests to destroy his 
stockpile of A1 Samoud 2 missiles.

This stalling for time has contin­
ued for more than a decade since the 
end of the Gulf War in 1991.

France does nothing. Not being in 
the mood for conflict, French presi­
dent Jacques Chirac is willing to give 
Hussein more time. The French don’t 
learn too quickly.

The Russians and Germans have 
pledged their support for the French 
proposal to give Iraq one more last 
chance. For these two nations, this 
push for peace represents a dramatic 
role reversal, historically speaking.

For practically all of the preced­
ing century, the world debated what 
needed to be done to disarm Germany 
and Russia. They have not yet been 
on this side of the disarmament issue.

Amazingly, the diplomatic com­
munity of the present day has not 
quite learned the lesson that ap­
peasement does not work. Only the 
U nited States and G reat Britain  
have the wherewithal to tell the 
world, “Hey, bad things happened 
the last time we let a dictator pull 
crap like this.”

Here’s a simple analogy.
If you toss a frog into a pot of boil­

ing water, he will hop right out. If you 
put him in a pot of cold water, how­
ever, and heat it up slowly, he will sit 
there and boil to death because he is

not quick enough on the uptake to 
notice it’s getting hotter and hotter.

With the exception of the United 
States, Great Britain, Spain and Bul­
garia, the entire international commu­
nity is one gigantic boiling frog. How 
many times will the U.N. slap the Iraqi 
regime on the back of the hand, scold 
it for not cooperating and give it an­
other chance?

As stated in the U .S.-British- 
Spanish proposal that can be found at 
msnbc.com, Security Council Resolu­
tion 1441 of Nov. 8,2002, should have 
been the last chance for Hussein.

In the resolution, the Iraqis were 
afforded one final opportunity to com­
ply and disarm, which they did not do.

False statements made by the Ira­
qis would be deemed further breeches, 
according to the resolution. They have 
made numerous false Statements, and 
nothing has been done.

Iraq was warned in the resolution 
that a persistent attitude of noncom­
pliance would have serious conse­
quences.

The French, Germans and Rus­
sians apparently have a different con­
cept o f what serious consequences 
entail.

“The Amen Corner" may hit 
a little too close to home for

some.
Lubbock is what some ca ll a 

“church town” and resides in what is 
generally referred to as “the Bible 
Belt.”

“The Amen Corner” addresses is­
sues that those familiar with churches 
will be able to identify with.

It’s not always a pretty picture. 
The play opens in the Holy Ghost 

Station Church, a foursquare gospel- 
style church pastored by Sister Mar­
garet (Letecia Bryan). W hile church 
is in session, everyone worships the 
Lord together, encourages one an­

other and prays for one another. But 
it is when church is out of session 
there is dissension and strife spread­
ing throughout the congregation.

The church elders mumble to one 
another about their pastor’s lack of 
spiritual leadership. She has skeletons 
in her closet.

They find out she left her hus­
band, a non-believing jazz musician, 
years ago. There also is a rumor that 
her son, David (Brice Russell), is get­
ting himself mixed up with things 
that are “unholy.”

All of this erupts when Margaret’s 
husband, Luke (Ju stin  C y p ert), 
comes to visit after years of being 
gone, falls ill and takes a room in

Margaret's house.
Margaret soon leaves town on a 

short trip. This allows time for the 
church elders to rally the small con­
gregation against her.

In the meantime, however, David 
is able to reunite with his father in 
one of the play’s best scenes. The two 
have a smoke together and talk about 
music, religion and fears they have 
in common.

T h e  play also deals w ith 
Margaret’s conflict with herself. In 
the face of adversity, pain and loss, 
she must ask herself if she truly be­
lieves what she preaches.

“The Amen Corner” was written 
for black actors, but director Cleo 
House, Jr. has done something inter­
esting by incorporating cross-racial 
casting, meaning he has cast white 
actors in parts written for black ac­
tors. This may be challenging for

some, but when watching the play, 
one realizes race simply should not 
be a factor.

The issues of spirituality, hypoc­
risy and family are all topics that tran­
scend race. House has not made this 
a play about race but has proven the 
play is told well enough for race not 
to be an issue.

House has selected an impeccable 
cast. Those who have seen the other 
Tech plays this semester are already 
sold on the powerhouse strength of 
Bryan and the versatile excellence of 
Cypert.

Quite possibly the most astonish­
ing performance, however, is deliv­
ered by Radhica Ganapathy as Sister

Odessa, Margaret's sister. In a play full 
of religious haughtiness, Odessa is the 
light in the darkness. Ganapathy 
plays the role with conviction. Her 
presence is felt even when she is si­
lent.

Nadia Bodie also deserves men­
tioning as Sister Mtx>re, the Bible- 
thumping holy-roller, who cannot see 
past her own religious pride.

T his play was written to take 
place in the 195ds, but what is so sad 
is people can still identify with these 
problems in churches today; churches 
have not changed in 50 years.

“The Amen Comer” seeks to shed 
light on problems within churches and 
does so in a profound and unique way.

Unions considering merger
LO S A N G ELES (A P ) —  The 

nation’s two major actors unions are 
considering joining forces to increase 
their clout in the face of changing 
technology and tire consolidation of 
the entertainment industry.

The Screen Actors Guild and the 
American Federation of Television 
and Radio Artists have long shared 
many members, even while pursuing 
sometimes conflicting agendas.

A merger of the two unions has 
been discussed and rejected in the 
past. In recent years, the consolidation 
of firms like America Online and Time 
Warner and the creation of Vivendi 
Universal have concentrated industry 
power in fewer hands.

“W hat we found is that instead of 
just being a good idea or a conve­
nience, this kind of unity is more and 
more becoming an absolute necessity,” 
A FTR A  President John Connolly 
said. “If you intend to be able to sur­
vive and thrive, you better be united."

Earlier this month, the boards of 
the two unions approved a framework
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for consolidation. They are to meet 
again April 5 to consider a specific 
business plan and constitution, along 
with a new name. A vote by members 
is expected in May.

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Martial arts teaches Brazilian culture

A mix of music, candy and com­
bat will combine for a recipe to give 
Tech students a taste of Brazilian cul­
ture today.

The Department of Classic and 
Modem Languages and Literature and 
the Tech Portuguese Program, will 
present a Brazilian J iu-Jitsu exhibition 
at noon Friday in the Student Union 
Courtyard.

The event will showcase students 
of Pittman’s Academy of Martial Arts 
& BrazilianJiu-Jitsu and consist of in­
troductions and explanations of the 
techniques to be spoken in English 
and Portuguese, the national language 
of Brazil.

Klay Pittman, program director of 
the academy, said the exhibition will 
begin with a history of Brazilian Jiu- 
Jitsu and detail its journey to the

United States.
“Jiu-Jitsu is a simple, proven tech­

nique o f leverage, which allows a 
smaller person to take on an aggres­
sive attacker," Pittman said. “The 
thing that differs it from other fight­
ing styles is it's done very rational and 
calmly. It’s not an aggressive technique 
and does not rely on strength and size 
to use them in situations.”

He said most of the fighting in Jiu- 
Jitsu is done on the ground.

“S in ce about 95  percent of all 
fights end up on the ground, punches 
and kicks are useless,” he said. “Bra­
zilian Jiu-J itsu relies on a series of sub­
mission and choke holds, which are 
capable o f choking someone out, 
breaking an arm or making someone 
tap out.”

Pittman said the beginning of Bra­
zilian Jiu-Jitsu revolves around the 
Grade family, which began the first

academy in Brazil in the early 1900s.
“Rorion Grade came to America 

in the 1980s and started teaching Jiu- 
Jitsu in his garage,” Pittman said. “In 
1993, he developed the Ultim ate 
Fighting Championship, which put a 
challenge out to all martial artists.”

Royce Gracie won the first few 
Ultimate Fighting Championships 
using Brazilian Jiu-J itsu, and the popu­
larity of the fighting style spread like 
wild fire, Pittman said.

“His winning showed the domi­
nance of Jiu-Jitsu technique and that 
the smaller person can defend them­
selves against the larger, stronger per­
son,” he said. “It just ended up taking 
off from there. It is relatively new in 
the Americas.”

Antonio Laderia, an assistant pro­
fessor of Portuguese, which is part of 
the Department of Classical and Mod­
ern Languages and Literatures, ar-

different cultures, including those of 
Latin America.”

Mara Vaughn, a graduate student 
from Aracaju, Brazil, studying Span­
ish and Portuguese, said the purpose 
of the exhibition is not just the physi­
cal activity, hut also getting students 
interested in Brazilian culture and lan­
guage.

“There is a lot of opportunity in 
the country of Brazil," she said. “The

Portuguese language is very influen­
tial in many countries around the 
world.”

Vaughn said the most important 
things students will learn from this 
event is a way to view different cul­
tures and how they are unique.

“They need to experience these 
multi-cultural events,” she said. “It is 
important to learn a different language 
and team of different ways of life.

HIV meds affordable to poor
AUSTIN ( AP) —  For now, eligi­

bility will not change for a state pro­
gram that helps low-income Texans 
get lifesaving HIV drugs, the board of 
health decided Thursday.

Health officials considered reduc­
ing the income levels of those who 
qualify to get state money for the medi­
cine. That would have made only the 
poorest of the poor eligible, eliminat­
ing about 2,500 from the 12,000 who 
use the Texas HIV Medication Pro­
gram.

Hundreds of Texans spoke out 
against the proposal in person and

through written statements.
“Overwhelmingly, folks have said 

this isn't the way to fix this problem," 
said Dr. Sharilyn Stanley, associate 
commissioner for disease control and 
prevention.

So the state health board decided 
Thursday to table the plan, effectively 
killing it.

“We’re just going to go back to the 
drawing board and cobble together a 
variety of cost-saving measures," 
Stanley said.

As the Texas D epartm ent of 
Health deals with a $41.5 million defi-

cit, Stanley cautioned that in the com­
ing months there “very likely might 
he a temporary halt to the enrollment 
of new clients" in'the program.

Besides creating a waiting list, 
other options health officials may look 
at include redirecting some money 
within the state health agency, obtain­
ing additional federal money, and 
implementing a sliding scale co-pay­
ment system, Stanley said.

The proposed rules would have 
dropped the income cap to 140 per­
cent of the federal poverty level, or 
$12,404.

come in here and beat us.”
The hitting struggled during the 

series at TCU . Junior first baseman 
Doug Beck said the hitting backdrop 
at TCU 's field was confusing. There 
was a white house, a large gray rock 
and cars driving by behind an eight 
foot fence in center field, all of which 
made finding the ball difficult.

“It’s not that we’re afraid of any 
road trips, or anything like that,” Beck 
said.

Despite the fact that Tech only 
won one of three on the road, head 
coach Larry Hays said he is still pleased 
with his team’s overall performance.

“I felt like it was a good road trip 
from the standpoint that our starting 
pitchers went out and pitched ahead 
and gave us a chance to win,” Hays 
said. “That was the best three-game 
series we’ve played all year. Everybody 
played well and played at a high level."

The Raiders learned a lot from 
theirfirst road venture, Hays said. He 
said he hopes it will prepare Tech for 
road games when Big 12 Conference 
play begins.

“We’re always happy to be here,” 
he said. “But that was a good trip for 
us. TC U  has got a great ballpark now. 
It was a good series and good prepara­
tion for conference play on the road.”

With four straight games coming 
up, Hays said Tech’s starting pitchers 
need to do especially well.

“If our startere do well, then we’re in 
pretty good shape,” he said.

Dallas Cowboys release Smith
IRVIN G , Texas (A P ) —  The 

more Emmitt Smith thought about 
it, the more he realized what had to 
be done. It was time to leave the Dal­
las Cowboys after 13 seasons.

Rather than put owner Jerry Jones 
in the awkward position of cutting the 
leading rusher in NFL history, Smith 
volunteered to be released. His depar­
ture came Thursday, the eve of the

free agent signing period.
But football fans probably have 

not seen the last o f Smith.

the game," he said, dousing any talk 
of retirement. “I think I'm a 1300-yard 
back, and I will be out to prove that."

Smith’s status has been in doubt 
fot months because o f his contract 
and age. He turns 34 in May and was

due a base salary of $7 million next 
season, with a salary-cap figure of $9.8 
million. He will still count for $4.9 
million against next season's cap.

Smith and business manager/ad- 
viser Werner Scott met with Jones at 
the owner’s house for more than three 
hours Feb. 17. During that conversa­
tion, Smith came to a conclusion he 
described as a “win-win situation.”

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Tech looks
Lady Raiders know stakes are high against U T

The end of the regular season is 
drawing near, and the No. 7 Texas 
Tech Lady Raiders (23-3,12-2 Big 12) 
are in a position to claim a share in 
the Big 12 Conference Champion­
ship. Standing in the way first, how­
ever, are the No. 10 Texas Longhorns 
(20-5, 13-1).

The heated rivalry will take court 
at 12:30 p.m. Sunday at the United 
Spirit Arena, the day after their male 
counterparts battle it out in the same 
facility.

The Lady Raiders know how impor­
tant the game is on a number of levels.

“1 think there’s two reasons 1 want 
to win. Obviously if you beat UT, you 
get a chance to play for a share in the 
conference title against K -State," 
coach Marsha Sharp said. “And the 
other reason is in the power rankings 
Texas and Kansas State are highly re­
garded, and wins against them would 
help with where you’re seeded in the 
N CAA Tournament."

The game should no doubt be full 
of excitement, and the atmosphere 
will be buzzing as two Top 10 teams 
with a storied past face off.

“There’s always a little bit o f an 
added emotion when you play Texas," 
Sharp said. “1 think our fans feel it 
more than the coaches or players. 1 
think the people at Texas Tech are 
excited any time Texas comes to town, 
and you want to do a good job for your 
fans and protect your home court.”

The players recognize the signifi­
cance of the game and are getting 
pumped up for the battle as well.

“This game is huge for us from the 
aspect that you never want to let them 
win two," Jolee Ayers said. “It’s really 
important we play well and come out 
with a win this game for our standings 
and also our morale as a team.”

Two key focal points of the game

will be defense and rebounding for 
Tech, as the Longhorns outplayed the 
Lady Raiders in both areas in their first 
meeting.

Players and coaches said stopping 
Stacie Stephens and rebounding to 
prevent her from getting second- 
chance points will be important to 
getting a victory.

Also, Sharp said she told her 
team it cannot have a similar defen­
sive performance as its last game 
against Nebraska.

“That's the last game that we can 
afford to have that look because every­
thing from here on out is against ranked 
opponents and for a conference cham­
pionship and to stay in the NCAA 
tournament,” she said. “So we don’t 
have any margin for error at this point.”

Even with so much potentially on 
the line down the road, Natalie Ritchie 
said Tech's sights are set on Texas first, 
and the team will not begin to think 
about Kansas State until Monday.

“W e’ve had to take it one game at 
time, but our whole goal was to get to 
this part of the season and play these 
last two games agaiast U T  and Kan­
sas State,” she said. “And UT, we’re 
focused on U T  right now, and we’re 
real excited about them ... we got a 
hard loss to them at UT, so we can’t 
wait to get them in the building.”

Ritchie said once the Longhorns 
are in the building, it could be an in­
timidating experience, but Tech will 
have to make the Red Raider faithful 
the second dynamic of the game to 
push them past the burnt orange.

“We're going to come out from the 
beginning,” she said. “We know we 
have to come out from the beginning 
against Texas because if not, we'll get 
ourselves in trouble. W e’re hoping to 
get the crowd involved early with 
some big plays early ... because once 
we get our fans going it’s awesome, and 
it really intimidates the other team."

Texas in way of Red Raiders’ tourney hopes

Texas Tech reserve Mickey Mar­
shal crossed his fingers when he heard 
the words N CA A  Tournament.

But the junior guard is not about 
to look too far ahead and begin pol­
ishing his dancing shoes for the Big 
Dance in March.

The Texas Longhorns are on his 
mind, and he wants revenge when the 
two teams have a date at 3 p.m. Sat­
urday at the United Spirit Arena.

“We need to redeem ourselves,” 
Marshall said. “Right now everybody 
has the N CAA Tournament on their 
mind. But we can’t look too far ahead 
because it will hurt us. We have to fo­
cus on Saturday."

Tech (16-8) has a 6-7 Big 12 C on­
ference record with three games re­
maining in the regular season. If Tech 
wins its next three games, it is prob­
ably a sure bet the selection commit­
tee will send an invitation Tech’s way.

Two wins will get the team sweat­
ing, and one or no wins will probably 
force the committee to dump Tech, and 
it will go to the smaller dance -  the 
National Invitational Tournament.

Tech forward Kasib Powell said he 
likes Tech’s chances of reaching the 
Big Dance.

“We are really feeling good right 
now," he said. “But we know Texas is 
a good team, and to win, we have to 
eliminate our mistakes.”

The Longhorns (19-5 ,10-3), who 
most likely will be dancing in March, 
also have a lot on the line Saturday. 
They are fighting for the Big 12 crown 
and seeding placements in the N CAA 
Tournament. They are coming off a 
big win against Kansas S ta te  on 
Wednesday after losing to Oklahoma 
State three days earlier.

The two teams met 11 days ago 
in Austin, with the Longhorns win­
ning 77-65.

However, guard Andre Emmett, who 
leads the Big 12 with 22 points per game, 
did not touch the baskethall because he 
was suspended for missing the team's 
morning breakfast and shoot-around. 
Since the suspension, Emmett has paced 
Tech with 26 and 30 points, respectively, 
during the last two wins against Texas 
A&M  and No. 17 Oklahoma State.

Powell said it would be a good ad­

vantage to have Emmett back in 
action.

“It will be real good to have him 
back on the floor,” he said. "He has 
picked up his game in all parts. If he 
plays like he has been playing, it will 
be good for us.”

Marshall agreed.
“(E m m ett) has been playing 

solid defense and stepping up on 
both sides of the court," he said. “He 
is stepping up at a big time for us.”

Tech enters the game riding a 
two-game winning streak for the first 
time since early January when it won 
back-to-hack non-conference games.

Powell said Tech has to keep the 
wins increasing if it wants any chance 
of a bid in the N CA A  Tournament.

“We have got to win the rest of 
our regular season games,” he said. 
"There won’t be any dancing if we 
don’t take care of business."

T he Longhorns may have the 
most offensive weapons out of any 
team in the conference.

Texas guard T.J. Ford leads the 
conference in assists with seven per 
game, and he paces the offense with 
15 points per game. Center James 
Thomas is Texas’ inside presence 
and the Big 12's top rebounder with 
11 boards per game.

Plus, the Longhorns have two of 
the best 3-point shooters, Brian 
Boddicker and Brandon Mouton, in 
the conference. Both rank in the top 
eight, shooting 43 percent from beyond 
the arc. Mouton was key in the win 
against Tech, as he hit six 3-pointere.

“We just have to play good team 
defense," Powell said. “They have 
good rebounders, good shooters and 
an overall good team. We know it 
will be tough.”

Following Saturday’s game, Tech 
cannot relax too quickly, as the team 
will turnaround to play its third con­
secutive Big Monday game on ESPN 
against Big 12 powerhouse Kansas at 
8  p.m. in the United Spirit Arena.

The team will close the regular 
season March 8 against Baylor in 
W aco. Saturday’s game will be 
broadcast regionally by CBS. Vet­
eran journalist Dick Enberg will give 
the play-by-play, and NBA Hall of 
Famer Kareem Abdul Jabbar will do 
the color commentary.
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
