Jacque Steinmetz won her bid for
internal vice president of the Student
Government Association on Wednes-
day night after a runoff election
against Chris Carr.

Like last week's regular election,
the race was close, as Steinmetz edged
Carr by 5.82 percent. Only 807 stu-
dents voted, and Steinmetz garnered
4.‘7 votes to Carr’s 380.

After she was announced the win-
ner, Steinmetz could barely catch her
breath.

“I'm very excited and very thank-
ful,” she said. “I'm very honored to
take this position, and [ want to thank
everyone who supported me. It has
been a long two weeks, but now I can
focus on my schoolwork.”

She said it was a great race, and

the work she put into it was worth it

“It was a good fight,"” she said. “Win
or lose, I am happy I walked away
knowing that I worked hard.”

With his face sunburned from
standing outside the Student Union
all day Tuesday and Wednesday, Carr
lowered his head when his name was
not announced.

I did everything I could do,” he
said. “I gave it my best shot. Like | said
at the beginning of the week, whoever
works harder will win. | guess she out-
worked me.”

Carr will continue working with
the SGA but as a senator at large. He
said he is happy he can still be a voice
for the students despite Wednesday's
loss.

“I'm a little disappointed,” he said.
“I thought I gave itall I got. I'm thank-
ful I am a senator at large; I'm still

going to work with issues.”

Even though he lost, Carr said he
gained a lot of experience the last two
weeks.

“This was definitely worth it,” he
said. “I have gained so much experi-
ence and worked with many people
and met new people.”

Last year, 1,091 voted in the inter-
nal vice president runoff. Carr shook
his head when he looked at this year's
vote tally of 807.

“This is way too low,” he said.

Election Commission Adviser Bill
Brannan said he expected a higher
voter turnout.

“Itisa little lower than | expected,”
he said. “Because they were so close
in the regular election, I thought there
would be a good turnout for the run-

Stephens files
code complaint

Student Government Association Senator at Large
Wesley Stephens filed a complaint to the Election Com-
mission on Tuesday stating Internal Vice President can-
didates Chris Carr and Jacque Steinmetz broke elec-
tion code rules while running their campaigns.

Election Commission Adviser Bill Brannan said his
complaint was denied because Stephens was told he
mentioned no names. However, Stephens is in the pro-
cess of appealing or filing another complaint as quickly
as today, naming Carr and Steinmetz.

Brannan refused to give The University Daily a copy
of any complaints filed with the Election Commission.
However, Stephens provided The UD a copy of his com-
plaint

Brannan said he would not comment on the situa-
tion unless Stephens has a complaint that reaches a
hearing so he can speak on behalf of the entire com-
mission.

Steinmetz defeated Carr in a runoff Wednesday
night. Stephens lost to both of them last week, finish-
ing in a close third. Stephens alleges Carr broke three
rules and Steinmetz broke five.

Stephens said he is not complaining because he
wants personal gain or attention; he said he simply can-
not stand when rules are broken.

“I'm not out to get anybody,” he said. “I'm not a sore
loser. I'm not trying to cause a big Al Gore reincarna-
tion. It just frustrates me that a lot of people have gone
to them and told them that rules have been broken,
and no one is doing anything.”

Carr and Steinmet first heard of the news when

City will continue
WIMPA services

The Lubbock City Council voted unanimously
Wednesday to continue its services with the West Texas
Municipal Power Agency, although a major change is
in the works.

Mayor Marc McDougal said Lubbock Power & Light
has an agreement to buy all of its power from WTMPA,
which it has continued doing, even while the audit was
being conducted. The new resolution asked for an
amendment to the contract that will allow the city to
purchase some of its power from other sources.

According to the agenda, the resolution authorized
the City Council to enter into a services agreement with
WTMPA, in which the city would provide manage-
ment and related services for the wholesale power pur-
chases on behalf of WTMPA and provide the city with
compensation for the purchases.

WTMPA came under fire in October when the
council became aware of a $5.3 million debt the agency
owed the city. Council members questioned the com-
munication between WTMPA and the city, as well as
the relationship between LP&L and WTMPA.

“We are starting the process of separating the two
entities, where LP&L and WTMPA will work sepa-
rately,” McDougal said.

WTMPA chairman Ty Cooke, who resigned from
the Council in February, said this is the same relation-
ship the agency has had with the city all along; nothing
has changed since the investigation began.

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Senators to
introduce

budget bill

The Student Senate will meet at
7 p.m. today in the Senate Room of
the Student Union building and will
hear the first of three readings of the
2003-04 Organization Funding bill
that appropriates funds for the support
of registered student organizations at
Texas Tech.

Thursday’s meeting will be non
debatable; it will simply introduce the
bill

“This is one of the most important
things that we do,” Senate President
Jeremy Brown said. “I am excited that
we get to do this. It is a luxury we have
that most universities don't get to do.”

The budget and finance commit-
tee, which is led by Graduate School
Senator Jeff Moss, met for eight hours
Sunday to decide which organizations
gets money and how much money will
be distributed.

The money comes from student
services fees that students pay while
attending Tech. The committee was
given $255,000 to distribute as it sees
fit. The total proposed amount is
$219,250, with 125 organizations re-
ceiving money. The remaining money
is set aside for the appeals process,
which will take place at the next two
Senate meetings

Moss said the committee decides

which organizations get money after
they tumn in a budget packet and go
through interviews and seminars to
become eligible

eligible,” he said.

The organization proposed to re-
ceive the most money is the Livestock

War with Iraq to see
10 times more bombs

WASHINGTON (AP) — In a
strategy Pentagon officials are calling
“shock and awe,” U.S. forces plan to
drop 10 times the bombs in the open-
ing days of the air campaign in Iraq
than they did in the first Persian Gulf
war, officials said Wednesday.

Meanwhile, Defense Secretary
Donald H. Rumsfeld and the com-
mander who would lead the war, Gen.
Tommy R. Franks, met at the White
House with President Bush to discuss
the plan for disarming Iraq President
Saddam Hussein.

“Saddam Hussein can prevent the
use of force,” Rumsfeld said in a joint
Pentagon news conference with Franks
ifter the White House meeting. “Todo

If Bush orders the invasion of Iraq,
the powerful airstrikes with thousands
of bombs and missiles would be com
bined with quick ground assaults — a
combination aimed at overwhelming
President Saddam Hussein's defenses,
keeping him from mustering cata
strophic retaliation and convincing
his forces they can't win, Pentagon of
ficials have said.

They said Wednesday that part of
that plan is to launch an initial air bom
bardment using 10 times the number of
precision-guided weapons fired in the

pening days of 1991 war. Targets in
clude Saddam’s military and political
headquarters, air defenses, communica-
tions facilities and systems he could use
to launch chemical and biological weap-
ns the Bush administration says he has.

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Israeli bus bombing kills at least 15 P

HAIFA, Israel (AP) — A suicide
bomber blew himself up aboard a
crowded bus in the northern city of
Haifa on Wednesday, killing at least
15 people and injuring dozens in the
first suicide bombing in Israel in two
months, officials said.

The powerful bomb ripped off the
roof of the No. 37 bus, strewing
wreckage and body parts across the
street. Police said the suicide bomber
detonated explosives that were
strapped to his body.

The bus, packed with students
from the nearby University of Haifa,
had just stopped in the hilltop neigh-
borkood Carmelia at about 2:17 p.m.

The driver, Marwan Damouni, told
Army Radio the bus exploded as he
opened the doors to let passengers off.

“I suddenly heard an explosion,”
said Damouni, who was being treated
at Carmel Hospital. “I tried to move,
to see if there were wounded ... |
couldn’t hear anything because of the
force of the blast.”

There was no immediate claim of
responsibility for the blast, which
comes as Israel’s new hardline gov-
ernment is pressing ahead with a two-
week-old offensive against Hamas
militants in Gaza, and as the Pales-
tinian Authority is considering far-
reaching reforms.

President Bush denounced the
suicide artack.

Ruling keeps sex
offenders on Web i

} WASHINGTON (AP) —
| The Supreme Court ruled
| Wednesday that photos of con-
victed sex offenders may be posted
on the Internet, a victory for states
that use the Web to warn citizens
about potential predators in their
neighborhoods.

The court turned back a chal-
lenge from sex offenders who ar-
| gued they deserved a chance to
prove they aren’t dangerous to
avoid having their pictures and
addresses put on the Internet.
| The decisions came in the
| Supreme Court’s first review of
| what are known as Megan’s laws.
l

They have far-reaching implica-
tions because every state and the
federal government have sex-of-
fender registry statutes.

The laws are named for 7-
year-old Megan Kanka, a New
Jersey girl kidnapped, raped and
killed in 1994 by a convicted sex
criminal who lived in her neigh-

The Supreme Court cases,
from Alaska and Connecticut,
required justices to balance the
rights of offenders with the pub-
lic safety interest in keeping tabs
on people who may commit
more sex crimes.

The court came down on the
side of public safety in both cases,
but left the door open for future
constitutional challenges.
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noeents in Israel,” White House
spokesman Ari Fleischer said. “His
message to terrorists is that their ef-
forts will not be successful.”

In the past, Israel has reacted with
tough military measures after such
attacks and has blamed Yasser Arafat,
saying the Palestinian Authority does
nothing to prevent terrorism.

“Once again, the bestial hand of
Palestinian terrorism has struck at the
heart of Israel,” said Mark Sofer, a
Foreign Ministry spokesman, adding
that in the past two months, Israeli
forces had thwarted almost 100 at-
tempted attacks.

Palestinian Cabinet minister Saeb
Erekat condemned “any attack that
is targeting civilians, whether Pales-
tinian or Israeli. But he added: “We
reject the Israel government finger-
pointing that the Palestinian Author-
ity is responsible.”

Haifa police chief Yaacov
Borovsky said the explosion was
caused by a suicide bomber. At least
10 people died at the scene and five
others died at the hospital, police and
rescue officials said. Dozens were se-
riously injured.

Police said the bomb was “me-
dium-sized,” laden with metal shrap-
nel and strapped to the bomber’s body.
The blast damaged cars as far as 30
yards away, toppled palm trees and left

The Haifa blast was the first ter-
ror attack in Israel since Jan. 5, when
a pair of suicide bombers killed 23
people in Tel Aviv.

“We have been fighting against
that. | have been fighting to get paper
ballots back.”

The internal audits were pre-
sented to the council in February.
According to the WTMPA audit,
several weaknesses were identified
in the internal controls, account-
ing procedures and other practices
by both the city and the agency.

However, the auditors did not
find evidence of any misappro-
priations of assets or the inten-
tional omissions of financial in-
formation. Much of the paper-
work was found to be incomplete.

The LP&L auditor found the
city to be involved with
WTMPA. LP&L makes up 85 per-
cent of the agency and operates
the agency’s generator. Asof Sept.
30, WTMPA owed the city almost
$5.3 million.

The audit also stated there was
a lack of communication within
the city, which led to the prob-
lem. According to the audit,
Cooke should have kept the other
council members better informed
of the agency's money problems.

Former LP&L director Paul
Thompson also should have kept
his supervisor, Deputy City Man-
ager Debra Forte, more informed
about the situation, according to
the audit.

The final analysis of the inter-
nal audit was that LP&L took
over WTMPA, and they were too
close.

The council approved two
new board members to the
WTMPA Board, McDougal said.

Ten-yearold Kevin Alley was play-
ing basketball when he began to feel
tired and sick.

Alley'’s parents thought he might
have the flu so they took him out of
school for a week. During that time,
his condition did not get better. His
parents decided to take him to the
doctor. The doctor ran tests and found
something no one in his family was
prepared for—he had cancer.

Alley was diagnosed with acute
lymphoblasitic leukemia.

“l wasn't sure what that meant,
since | was so young, until someone
put it in simpler terms: ‘You've got
cancer,” the junior political science
major from Lubbock said. “My parents
were upset, and my friends were kind
of shocked.”

Spending the majority of fifth
grade in the hospital and being given
an initial 30 percent chance of living,
Alley said he kept a positive attitude.

“People with cancer grow up fast,”
he said. “I just put my faith in God
and friends. Doing that can get you
through just about anything.”

Relay for Life is a nationwide event
that raises money for the American

Cancer Society. The donations raised
are used to fund cancer research, edu-
cation and patient services for those
battling the disease, such as in Alley’s
case.

The American Cancer Society’s
Relay for Life is scheduled for April
10, but the event began generating
excitement Wednesday evening with
the Relay Rally.

At the rally, videos of past rallies
and Relay for Life events were shown,
stories of cancer survivors were shared
and teams were signed up.

Kathy Winn, executive director of
the Lubbock American Cancer Soci-
ety, said she is excited by the initial
response for sign-ups for the event.

“We initially wanted this to be a
campuswide thing, and it feels like it’s

NEW YORK (AP) — In the |

| early 1960s, Daniel Ellsberg was a
high-level military analyst, ex-Ma-

nam. But within a few years,he had |
become a dove—and, by one mea-
| sure, a national traitor. |

The moral struggle of Daniel
Ellsberg, and the extraordinary act
it compelled him to commit, is the
subject of “The Pentagon Papers,”
an inadvertently timely film pre-
miering on the FX network Sun-
day at 8 p.m. EST.

“He is one of America's great-
est traitors who, in many people’s
eyes, became one of its greatest
heroes,” says Josh Maurer, the film's
executive producer. “He was a man
who was obsessed with the truth
and willing to follow his obsession,
even if it contradicted everything
he believed in.”

Ellsberg’s evolution began in
1964 during a stint at the Penta-
gon, which sent him on a two-year
fact-finding mission to Vietnam.
As the war escalated, he became
increasingly troubled by misinfor-
mation flowing back home.

Depressed at his failure to be
heeded by government leaders, he
returned to his old job a private
think tank in California. There his
thinking made another seismic
shift with Rand’s completion of a
7,000-page, Defense Department-
commissioned report that con-
cluded the United States couldn’t
win a war in Vietnam.

The government would deny
the existence of this dismal report
while continuing to reassure the
public that victory was imminent.
And the war continued to grow.

Finally, Ellsberg came to an ago-
nizing decision: The top-secret
study should be leaked to the
American people.

The film portrays a
whistleblower who risked life in
prison to expose five successive
presidential administrations—
Truman through Nixon—as hav-
ing lied to the American people
about the growing level of U.S. in-
volvement in Vietnam.

“It's never been about Viet-
nam,” says Ellsberg. “It's always
been about domestic policy: how
to stay in office, win the election.”
No politician could appear to be
soft on Communism. No president
could let a war be lost on his watch.

By leaking copies of the Penta-
gon Papers to The New York Times
and The Washington Post, Ellsberg
prompted a showdown between
the First Amendment and the
White House. The U.S.

Court ruled in favor of a free press.
