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Knight admits to leaking Valdez’s records

Tire question of how former basketball 
player Nick Valdez's personal information was 
leaked from the athletics department was an­
swered in Dallas on Wednesday by Texas Tech 
basketball coach Bob Knight.

Knight admitted he leaked the informa­
tion by telling some people he said needed to 
know the information. He did not say how 
many people he told.

“We listed those things that we had to deal 
with him, and I gave a list of that or discussed 
it with people that needed to know,” Knight 
said at a news conference at the American 
Airlines Center in Dallas. “The thing got out 
some way. I’m not sure why or how that it did.

Tli.it wascertainly not
our in ten t in that
way.”

He said he talked *
to a lawyer who said jypr/
this does not affect the
Buckley Amendment.

T he Buckley
Amendment, other- 1
wise known as the
Federal Education Valdez

Rights and Privacy Act, protects students’ 
personal information.

A violation of the FERPA could ultimately 
lose federal funding for a university.

Knight said he contacted a lawyer to see if 
the act had been violated.

“1 talked to a very gixxl attorney who’s ex­

tremely familiar with the Buckley (Amend­
ment |," he said. “And he said there is abso­
lutely not one single thing that involves the 
Buckley (Amendment) in any way."

Tech athletics director Gerald Myers said 
there are no new developments.

"There is nothing new to say,” Myers said. 
“We have already said that we didn’t mean 
for anything to come out that was harmful lo 
Nick Valdez. He is still on a scholarship; he is 
still in school. We regret anythingcame out."

Myers said he has not heard from Valdez.
M eanw hile, T ech  Interim  President 

Donald Haragan asked Tech General ( amu­
se I Pat Campbell to hx>k over documents dis­
tributed at a March 4 meeting, where the in­
formation was discussed to see if there has been 
a violation of FERPA.

Campbell made it clear he is not investi­
gating the documents; rather, he is kxiking 
over them in order to give his opinion to 
Haragan about whether they violated the act.

Violations of the FHRPA often inadvert­
ently occur because people misunderstand 
what information the act protects, and no 
university in the nation is without a FERPA 
violation of some kind, Campbell said.

Although Campbell gave no specifics 
about what the documents included, he did 
say the Valdez situation is different from the 
FERPA cases he has seen in the past because 
the information included in the documents 
was not confidential.

“The information is not confidential be­
cause so many people knew about it,” he said. 
“I'm dealing with a case that if something is

widely known then disseminated, is that a var­
iation of FERPA? I've never had to look at 
that before."

Although Campbell slid he could give an 
opinion on most FERPA situations, the Valdez 
case is much different. Because id prior en­
gagements this week and (he nature of the 
Valdez documents, he said he would not be 
able togive his opinion to I laragan this week.

Tech Associate Director of the Student 
Mediation (Center and coordinator of Student 
judicial Programs Ethan Logan, said Tech is 
m danger of, at worst, losing federal funds.

“Tech could lose federal funding, and a sig­
nificant amount of that money is financial 
aid,” he said. “That's in a worst-case scenario.

After Spring Break, students and 
faculty members should expect some 
changes in parking methods for spe­
cific lots located on the Texas Tech 
campus.

Park-and-pay stations have been 
placed in eight different parking lots 
on university grounds. Starting with 
the Flint Avenue Parking Facility, 
which is the only facility with ma­
chines in operation, the stations are 
scheduled to open one area at a time, 
beginning March 24- The other lots 
are located at the Administration 
building, Tech Bookstore, McClellan 
Flail, Library, Foreign Language build­
ing, Music building and Architecture

building.
After being approved by the 

Board of Regents in December 
1999, the Tech Department of Traf­
fic and Parking is putting the plan 
into effect to alleviate and help shift 
the financial burden of parking 
from daytime permit holders.

Michael Lopez, coordinator of 
events in transit operations, said it 
is a way to keep the prices of per­
mits low next year.

“We are doing this to get visi­
tors and students who have night 
classes and don't buy permits to 
supplement prices,” he said. “Right

SGA, officials consider expanding free speech zones

As controversy increases on the 
Texas Tech campus, the desire of stu­
dent groups to demonstrate in re­
sponse to issues is prompting the Stu­
dent Government Association and 
the administration to consider the pos­
sibility of expanding the areas on cam­
pus designated for free speech.

In response to the scrutiny of free 
speech areas, the SG A  is developing 
proposals that would expand the ar­
eas students will he able to demon­
strate in.

In the recent SG A  elections, stu­
dents who voted were asked to com­
plete a survey about the expansion of 
the free speech area.
The possible locations 
being considered are 
the Sundial, the South­
west C o n feren ce  
Courtyard and Memo­
rial Circle.

“What we were do­
ing during the last elec­
tion, students voted on passible free 
speech areas," SG A  president Kelli 
Stumbo said. “We are making a pro- 
pisal to the administration to extend

the free speech areas once we get the 
results hack."

The expansion of the free speech 
areas has received at­
tention from organiza­
tions not affiliated with 
Tech. The Foundation 
for Individual Rights in 
Education sent a letter 
to Tech Interim Presi­
dent Donald Haragan 
regarding the limited 

free speech area.
The Tech Progressive Coalition 

alerted FIRE to the Student Affairs 
handbook's free speech area pilicy,

which limits free speech to the ga­
zebo between the Student Union 
and the Library. The coalition is not 
a registered student organization 
through the Center for Campus 
Life.

Will Braswell Jr., a graduate stu­
dent from Jacksonville, Fla., study­
ing computer science and a repre­
sentative of the coalition, said his 
organization contacted FIRE to 
gain legal hacking as the coalition 
works with the SG A  and the ad­
ministration to expand the free

Knight talks about 
salary return reasons

DALLAS —  Texas Tech coach 
Boh Knight’s decision togive hack his 
base salary of $250,000 was one of the 
main topics of concern Tuesday at the 
American Airlines Center.

Some Big 12 Conference coaches 
spike aJxiut it; others gave confusing 
kxiks, still wondering why he did it.

Even if Tech runs the table this 
week at the tournament and wins the 
whole thing, Knight will not change 
his mind and ask for the cash back.

“My whole deal was on the sea­
son,” he said. “1 think our assistant 
coaches did a great job. But I felt at 
the beginning ol the season that we 
could have a better team that we have 
had in terms of wins and losses. We 
haven't been able to get over the 
hump, and that is my responsibility. It 
is the first time that 1 ever felt at a 
loss."

Knight related the situation to a 
childhood story, when he was paid $1 
to shovel a walkway covered in snow. 
He said when he first shoveled it, his

m other re­
turned home 
disappointed 
in his first ini­
tial effort.

“She said, 
'G et your ass 
hack and 
shovel that 
walk' so it was

Knight said. “And I did."
When he returned home, he said 

the first thing she said was to give the 
dollar hack because he did not do well 
the first time.

“So I diil that," he said. “My dad 
was like that. I grew up with parents 
that really believed in working and 
getting paid for what they did.”

Iowa State coach Larry Eustacy 
said he was surprised to see Knight do 
such a gesture for Tech.

“It shocked me, hut he can afford 
to do that," Eustachy said. “He did 
what he felt was right, and it is a great

Faculty Senate discuss 
evaluation procedures

Faculty senators voiced concerns 
over annual evaluations of departmen- 
tal chairpersons as well as discrepan­
cies regarding extra graduale tuition 
and fee monies currently frozen in ac­
counting at a Faculty Senate meeting 
Wednesday afternoon.

The Faculty Senate Status and 
Welfare Qimmittee took steps earlier 
this month to find out from each col­
lege dean how departmental chairper­
sons and academic administrators 
were evaluated and what was done 
with these evaluations. Overall, the 
Senate is interested in finding out to 
what extent faculty input is used in 
évalua ting departmental chairpersons 
and im plem enting the Faculty 
Senate’s Operating Procedure 30.15, 
Academic Administrator Evaluation, 
into use.

Senator Lewis Held, a biology pro­
fessor, expressed concern over the lack 
of faculty input regarding the review 
of departmental chairpersons or those 
in higher positions. He said not only 
would he like to sec better retention 
of administrators, he also would like 
to see unity among faculty in order to 
gam the ability to review those in su­
pervisory positions.

Senator Don Lucas of the music 
department said during his time at 
Tech, there has been no input from 
department faculty regarding depart­
ment chairpersons or deans.

“There’s no form; there’s not a 
schedule," Lucas said. “It has Jieen my 
experience that they even appoint a 
dean without any input from the fac­
ulty."

Lucas told the Senate it seems

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Search for bin Laden intensifies
ISLAM ABAD, Pakistan (A D  

—  The United States and its al­
lies have intensified searches along 
the border between Afghanistan 
and Pakistan for Osama bin Laden 
and other terrorists they fear may 
respond to war against Iraq with 
attacks, intelligence sources say.

T h e  sweeps follow ed the 
March I arrest of al-Qaida's third 
most powerful man, Khalid Shaikh 
Mohammed —  suspected master­
mind of the Sept. 11 attacks.

In the hours after his arrest, a

b ellig eren t M oham m ed praised 
Osama bin Laden and warned that 
"America will burn if it goes into 
Baghdad. Americans everywhere will 
not be safe," Pakistani intelligence 
officials told T he Associated Press.

Pakistani officials Wednesday de­
nied an Iran Radio report that bin 
Laden had been captured in Paki­
stan.

Murtaza Poya, deputy leader o f 
the Islamic Awami Tahrik Party in 
Pakistan, who was quoted by Iran Ra­
dio, gave AP in Islamabad similar in-

formation.
“He (bin Laden) is in the cus­

tody of those who were chasing him 
and the announcement to that ef­
fect will be made between March 
17 and 18th when the war in Iraq 
is expected to start," Poya sa id in a 
telephone interview.

He refused to  identify  the 
source of his information and said 
he was not told where bin Laden 
was apprehended or being held.

Pakistani officials said Poya was 
wrong.

Jacqueline Saburido was 20 years old

AUSTIN (AP) —  As the nation 
teeters on the brink of war. the Texas 
House on Wednesday gave prelimi­
nary approval to a hill that would au­
tomatically register young men for a 
possible draft when they apply for or 
renew a Texas driver’s license.

The bill passed on a voice vote 
despite objections the measure would 
be unfair to conscientious objectors. 
A final House vote is scheduled Thurs­
day. If it is approved, the bill would 
move to the Senate for consideration.

The bill mandates that informa­
tion provided on a driver’s license ap­
plication or renewal from men who are 
between 18 and 26 be automatically 
registered with the Selective Sers ice 
System.

Federal law requires all young men 
living in the United States and its ter­
ritories to register with the Selective 
Service within 30 days of their 18th 
birthday.

The names are gathered in case a 
national emergency should require a 
military draft, although there have 
been no call-ups since the draft ended 
in 1973. Failure to register is a felony 
punishable by up to five years in prison 
and a fine of up to $250,000, and it 
can also deny young men eligibility for 
federal student loans and government 
jobs.

Twenty-seven states, two U.S. ter­
ritories and the District of Columbia 
have adopted similar legislation.

Rep. Lon Bumam, who authored a 
rejected floor amendment to the bill, 
said the legislation was unfair to those 
who object to war for religious and ethi­
cal reasons and violates privacy rights.

" I ’m asking you toprotect my First 
Amendment right to have my son or 
potential son or members of my faith 
community to have the opportunity 
to refuse to engage in the military sys­
tem in this country because our faith 
directs us not to do so,” Bumam said.

Rep. Bob Hunter, R-Abilene, who 
authored the bill, said Texas ranks 
49th in the nation in “fulfilling our 
obligation to register young men."

SALT LAKE CITY (A D  —  Eliza­
beth Smart, the 15-year-old girl who 
vanished from her bedroom nine 
months ago, was found alive Wednes­
day in a Salt Like ( aty suburb with a 
drifter who had once done work at the 
family’s home. The man was taken into 
custody and the teenager was whisked 
away to a long-awaited reunion with 
her family.

“Miracles doexist/’saidTom Smart, 
the girl’s uncle.

He said Elizabeth was in gixnl con­
dition and meeting with jubilant rela- 
tivesat the police department. She was 
expected to go home with her parents 
late Wednesday.

“1 spoke with Ed and Lois Smart, 1 
saw Elizabeth in their arms, she couldn't 
let go of her little brother," Mayor 
Rocky Anderson said.

Authorities said Elizabeth, the 
drifter known as Emmanuel and a 
woman were all wearing wigs when 
they were stopped along a street in sub­
urban Sandy, about 20 miles south of 
Stilt Like Cary.

Relatives of Emmanuel, whose real 
name is Brian Mitchell, have described 
him as a self-appointed prophet for the 
homeless who Lis lived in a teepee in 
die mountains outside the city. He was 
hired by die Smarts in November 2001 
to work on their roof. Elizabeth disap­
peared seven months later.

Mitchell and the second suspect, 
identified only as Wanda Barzee, were 
in custody at the Sandy police station. 
No charges were immediately filed, hut 
Salt Like City Police (Thief Rick Dinsc 
said: “We arc convinced she was kid­
napped."

Asked whether he believed Eliza­
beth was held against her will, he said: 
“At this point, yes, I do.” He did not 
offer a potential motive.

Witness John Ferguson said the ar­
rest involved a man who looked like a 
transient and two women wearing un­
usual clothing.

He said the women had “longer 
clothing on, blue almost like a pillow 
case ... over the face almost like a veib

BELGRADE, Serhia-Montenegro 
(A D  —  Serbia’s prime minister —  
who spearheaded the revolt that 
toppled former President Slobodan 
Milosevic in October 2000 —  was as­
sassinated Wednesday by gunmen who 
ambushed him outside government 
headquarters.

Zoran D jindjic, 50, died of his 
wounds in a Belgrade hospital after 
being shot in the abdomen and back, 
said Nebojsa CTovic, a deputy prime 
minister. Police sources told The As­
sociated Press that snipers firing from 
a building across from the government 
headquarters shot Djindjic as he left 
hiscar. A liigh-power bullet left a dent 
on Djindjic’s armored car.

Two suspects were arrested, wit­
nesses said. But police, unsure whether 
they had the gunmen, cast a wide net 
for the assassins, setting up roadblocks 
in Belgrade and halting bus, rail and 
plane traffic from the capital.

Acting Serbian President Natasa 
Micic, citing “a danger for constitu­
tional order,” imposed a nationwide 
state of emergency, giving the military 
the same powers as police to detain 
suspects and investigate.

Djindjic had many enemies be­
cause of his pro-reformist and West­
ern stands.

He was blasted by Serbian nation­
alists for leading the popular revolt 
that toppled Milosevic, then handing 
him over for trial before the U.N. war 
crimes tribunal at T he Hague, Neth­
erlands. Djindjic recently promised to 
try to arrest Ratko Mladic, a former 
Rosnian Serb military commander and 
the No. 2 fugitive sought by the tribu­
nal, thought to be hiding in Serbia.

The tribunal is handling alleged 
war crimes committed during the wan 
that erupted during the disintegration 
of the former Yugoslavia

lYjindjic was also engaged in a bit­
ter political feud with his former ally 
Vojislav Kostunica, who stepped down 
as Yugoslav president earlier this 
month after the formation of a new 
state, Serbia and Montenegro.
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Grad school 
may be best
If you’re about to graduate from 

Texas Tech with your bachelor's 
degree, you probably went to the 

job fairs held at the United Spirit 
Arena and Student Union last week. 
If you did, then you saw that few com­
panies are hiring right now. The 
economy isn’t doing too well, and the 
wisest move may be to stay in school 
and get a master's degree or beyond.

Not only does an advanced degree 
add to your earning power, but it also 
helps you earn faster promotions and 
can shield you from working under 
less-qualified people. If you want to 
teach at the college level, you’ll need 
at least a master's degree.

I'm a graduate student, and I'd like 
to give some tips that will help make 
things easier for those who are con­
sidering getting an advanced degree. 
It isn’t easy to get, but an advanced 
degree will make your resume stand 
out and put some serious dollars into 
your bank account.

Some can afford to go to graduate 
school right away, while others have 
financial or family considerations that 
require them to put off graduate school 
until later. It's hard to fit schoolwork 
into a busy work and family life, but 
do what you can to make progress to­
ward a degree, even if it means going 
part-time.

You'll need to apply to a graduate 
program. Be sure to check on depart­
ment deadlines for acceptance and get 
everything in on time. Even if you at­
tended Tech as an undergraduate, 
you’ll still need to get all of your pa­
perwork in to the graduate office.

Most programs want undergradu­
ate grade point averages above 3.0 and 
possibly much higher, depending on 
the strength of the program. While 
some programs are easier to get into 
than others, remember that almost 
every program is difficult to finish. If 
you had problems with schoolwork as 
an undergraduate, then maybe an ad­
vanced degree isn't for you.

The other hard part of getting into 
graduate school is doing well on the 
standardized test for your area of study. 
There are different tests including the 
GMAT, GRE, MCAT, and none of 
them are easy. I recommend either 
taking classes to study for these tests 
or (at a minimum) buying a study 
guide with interactive software for 
these tests. The tests are not cheap, 
and you want to do well the first time.

And try to schedule your test date 
well in advance of your application

deadline. Not only do you want to get 
accepted early (to  enroll in your 
choice of classes), but you want to 
have enough time to retake a test if 
you get a low score.

There are many degrees to choose 
from, and some students choose to go 
further in their undergraduate fields, 
while others choose to complement 
their undergraduate degrees by going 
to other areas of study.

For example, many students who 
earned their bachelor’s degrees in en­
gineering, or a medical field, decide 
to get a master’s in business adminis­
tration in order to have a strong back­
ground in the business aspects of their 
undergraduate fields.

If you decide to change areas of 
study, be forewarned that you will en­
ter programs that expect considerable 
knowledge of that field of study. You 
will most likely have to do extra work 
to pick up what other students learned 
as undergraduates.

Expect smaller classes and more 
personalized attention in graduate 
school. Serious students enjoy this 
kind of environment, but others pre­
fer to hide in the back of crowded 
classrooms. Some lower-level gradu­
ate classes may be on the level of un­
dergraduate classes, but the classes 
soon get much tougher. If you like to 
hide, then graduate school probably 
isn't for you.

Finally, it's never too early to start 
your search for information. Some 
graduate classes are waived if you re­
ceive an A or B in certain undergradu­
ate classes. Waiving classes can save 
time and money. Also, talk to gradu­
ate students in your future department 
to see if they can give you any advice. 
You’d be surprised how much you can 
learn from one or two simple conver­
sations.

1 hope this helps anyone who may 
be considering earning an advanced 
degree. By planning ahead, you can 
get an education that will give you real 
professional and financial security.

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War on war must be fought with rational thought
A great nation like ours is only 

great if it collectively hesi­
tates to wield its might and 

is willing to acknowledge its mistakes. 
O n this campus, I've observed argu­
ments against the war with Iraq and 
have tried to respond rationally.

It has proven to he difficult, as I 
am overwhelmed with hate, threats 
and spittle. Regime change was insti­
gated by Bill Clinton, who was cor­
rect when considering Saddam 
Hussein to be an imminent threat to 
the United States in 1998.

1 believe his actions slowed 
Hussein’s progress and protected us. A 
common cry is war should not occur 
if it is unilateral. O f course, we have 
dozens of allies in this effort, and wan 
that have resulted in a greater good. 
For example, the Civil War, which 
didn’t even receive a congressional 
declaration of war, was unilateral.

It is wrong to weigh ourselves on 
the approval of nations that slaughtered 
millions, such as China, or sent citi­
zens to death camps as did Germany 
and France. In the early 1930s, many 
people believed Germany was not an 
imminent threat and war was unjusti­
fied. When a nation is developing its 
military and has a record of invading 
its neighbors, the threat is real.

Hussein is responsible for the 
deaths of 1.5 million people; many arc

my people. I do not believe my opin­
ion holds more merit just because 1 
belong to the race Hussein has perse­
cuted so well, but 1 lose sleep wonder­
ing about my people’s future.

I do not know of any intelligence 
that conflicts with Secretary of State 
G en . C o lin  Pow ell's claim  that 
Hussein is building weapons and sup­
porting terrorists, be it al-Qaida or his 
own army, which has tested weapons 
on the innocent 281 times.

Many respond that Powell has not 
proven any link in public, but in a re­
public, we lack the right to sensitive 
information in order to protect spies. 
If you believe that Powell is dishon­
est, then listen to the Iraqis that have 
fled Iraq. Many of the recent defec­
tors, such as bodyguards and scientists, 
claim Iraq has hotTible weapoas.

If you do not believe them, you can 
believe the inspection process. It was 
charged with confirming that Iraq had 
already disarmed. It has found they did 
not. We can either give Hussein an 
18th order to disarm, or we can be pro­
active.

Thousands of Iraqis will die, but 
millions will be freed. What is that 
worth? Many argue that college 
money should come before Iraqi free­
dom.

I contend that even if we had some

elite right to demand the masses pay 
for our education, it would still be less 
important than starting change in the 
Middle East. In my opinion, the rea­
son for Sept. 11 is people are raised in 
a society that is taught to hate Jews 
and the United States. Iraq is not the 
only place that generates hate, nor is 
it the worst place.

1 contend it is the easiest place to 
start because a cease-fire agreement 
has been broken. When free, Iraq will 
prosper enormously, pressuring Irani­
ans to match such prosperity. Chris­
tians generally do not run around 
burning witches anymore, and the 
Muslims who haven't become gentle 
yet, can learn as well. It must start 
somewhere. Arabs are capable of hav­
ing a real republic.

A common argument is war is sim­
ply the easiest way for Bush to steal
oil. However, it would be easier to lift 
the trade sanctions and let oil flow 
freely.

Currently, it is the French that 
benefit from Iraqi oil and the billions 
owed for the weapons used to perse­
cute Iraqis. Also, the oil from Iraq is 
sold to benefit only Hussein’s palaces 
and weapons so the Iraqis have no oil 
to lose. The oil in Iraq should be used 
by Iraqis to finance a real Republic. 
Remember the Marshall plan and how 
we treat defeated enemies.

For one village in Germany, this 
nightmare became a reality when 
a flood destroyed 90 percent o f the 
town.

Although the undercard fight can 
often be a good one, everyone awaits 
the main event.

For the No. 21 ranked Texas Tech 
(16-6) baseball team, the main event 
comes srxsn. The Red Raiders travel 
to Waco to play the No. 8 ranked 
Raylor Rears (15-5) in a three game 
series to open Rig 12 Conference play.

Game one is Friday at 7 p.m., and 
games two and three are Saturday and 
Sunday at 3 p.m. and 2 p.m., respec­
tively.

Tech ended its non-conference 
schedule with a 6-3 win against TC U  
Tuesday at Dan Law Field.

Sophom ore p itch er Tanner

McElroy said the Raiders are starting 
to get a little anxious to play confer­
ence opponents.

“Everybody’s excited to start play­
ing, but we’ve been ready all year," he 
said. “Conference is definitely more 
fun...”

M cElroy said the 6 -3  victory 
against TC U  would help prepare the 
Raiders for the series against Baylor.

“We needed this," he said. “We're 
going to have to pitch well against 
Baylor because they’ve got good pitch­
ing. I’d much rather win like this than 
15-14 or something like that.”

Senior leftfielder Scooter Jordan 
echoed his teammate's sentiment.

“Those are the kind of games 
you’re going to get in Rig 12 play,” he 
said. “It’s going to be a lot of pitching, 
a lot of defense and situational hit­
ting.”

Junior shortstop T.J. Bruce said the 
Raiders are anxious to start Rig 12 play 
since the new players have yet to play 
a conference game.

“A lot of us are all new to this," he 
said.

Jordan said he is eager to begin his 
second season of Big 12 play.

T he Raiders have played only 
three games outside the confines of 
Dan Law Field, a three-game series 
against T C U  that Tech lost 2-1. Jor­
dan said this series against Raylor will 
be important for Tech.

“It’s important 
to be able to win on the road. Every­
body knows we can play at home.”

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Lady Raiders avoid early OSU onslaught

DALLAS —  One day after pulling the big­
gest upset of the Big 12 Conference Women's 
Tournament, the Oklahoma State Cowgirls (8- 
21,3-13 Big 12 play) had the same thing in mind 
when they faced the No. 3 seeded Texas Tech 
Lady Raiders (25-4, 13-3).

The two teams entered the locker room at 
halftime tied at 32, but Tech would change that 
shortly into the second half.

Five minutes into the second frame, Tech 
opened up the score by going on a 17-0 run. Dur­
ing the run, guard Jia Perkins took command of 
the game and scored eight of Tech’s 17 points. 
After Perkins drained a pull-up jump shot from 
the free-throw line, OSU  called a timeout, and 
Perkins elevated the crowd.

"I think we have some great fans, and 1 just 
wanted to get them in the game,” she said “That 
was just giving them a little shout-out because I 
think our fans are what keep us going, and once 
they get in the game, that really helps us out."

Perkins got the fans in the game and led Tech

with 21 points, 13 of them coming in the sec­
ond half.

Tech knew it would have its hands full and 
could expect a challenge from the 11 th seeded 
Cowgirls because of the surprise win they had 
over Missouri on Tuesday.

Coach Marsha Sharp said it was a good win 
because itdoes what the most important thing 
at this point in time is: keep the team alive in 
the tournament.

“We're glad to move on to the next round,” 
she said. “1 was disappointed in the way we 
played the first half. Part of that was because 
Oklahoma State did a nice job and really did 
some things on the offensive end."

Sharp said O SU 's star Trisha Skibbe 
stepped up in the game and kept the Cowgirls 
in it for a while. Skibbe finished the night with 
22 points.

Sharp also said something that kept OSU 
in the game was Tech’s failure to be effective 
on offense every time down the floor.

“We probably wasted too many possessions 
on the offensive side," she said. “We talked

about that at halftime. And we wanted to 
make sure the shots we took were a little bit 
more effective."

Forward Plenette Pierson said O SU  did not 
catch Tech off guard per se because Tech knew 
it had to be on the lookout for teams looking 
to upset them early in the tournament and 
that Tech will have to come out as strong for 
its next opponent in the tournament, Kansas 
State.

"We know going into it we can’t take any 
team for granted,” she said. “Hopefully, we can 
go out there and play as hard as we did at home 
(against Kansas State)."

W hatever Sharp told her team in the 
locker rc»m worked because Tech came out 
of the gates fired up and pulled away from
OSU.

Sharp said she would not like to be forced 
to play such drastically different halves Thurs­
day in the semi-finals because her team can­
not afford to against the Wildcats.

“We came out and played much more con­
sistently in the second half," she said.

DALLAS - Although National In­
vitation talk continues to surround the 
Red Raiders, Texas Tech forward Kasib 
Powell continues to throw out that
notion.

He has said it before; he is saying it 
again.

“We still think we can get in the 
NCAA Tournament,” Powell said last 
week. “Why quit thinking about it? 
Wiry even play this week?"

Well, the Raiders are here, and 
Tech opens Big 12 Tournament play 
in round one against Baylor at 6 p.m. 
today in the American Airlines Cen­
ter.

If Tech wants to reach the Big 
Dance, it will probably have to win 
four games in four days, which is a task

no Big 12 team has ever done.
“We can do it,” Powell said. "We 

just have to he focused. We have to 
be ready. We know we can play with 
any team in the country.”

If Tech (16-11, 6-10) wins, the 
Raiders wiII next play No. 2 seed Texas 
at 6  p.m. Friday.

If the Raiders get by day two, No. 
1 seed Kansas will probably be wait­
ing for them. If they reach the finals, 
No. 2 seed Oklahoma would likely be 
next.

“We are ready to make a good ran 
at it,” Powell said. "W e know it is a 
hard conference. We knew it from the 
beginning. People play hard in this 
conference. We just have to stay fo­
cused.”

Tech’s opponent today is one the 
Raiders saw across the court not too

long ago. O n Saturday, the Bears de­
feated Tech 74-68 in Waco. The loss 
damaged Tech’s chances of getting an 
at large bid in the N CA A  Tourna­
ment. Now the Raiders can only get 
an automatic bid.

Revenge is on Powell’s mind.
“It is good that we get to play them 

again,” Powell said. “We know what 
they do. They hit the 3-pointers real 
well, and they have a good inside 
game. We just know we have to play 
strong for 40 minutes.”

Baylor forward Matt Sayman said 
playing Tech will be challenging, and 
its victory last week means nothing.

“Like we have been doing the 
whole season is we look only to our 
next game and forget about the past,” 
he said. “And we have done a good 
job preparing for this game.”

During Tuesday’s news conference 
at the American Airlines Center, nei­
ther Knight nor the players men­
tioned the Baylor game, nor were they 
asked about it.

Knight began the news confer­
ence commenting on Tuesday's Dal­
las Morning News article that said 
Knight kicked a flat screen televi­
sion and broke it during halftime of 
Tech's win against Nebraska earlier 
this year.

“Since 1 apparently am the first 
coach to kick anything since coaching 
started, 1 want to address this first," he 
said. “1 know it is an international inci­
dent, and 1 wouldn't want the people in 
Tokyo to miss this. Pat (Knight) has an 
interesting story that will captivate you 
If this is handled properly, there could 
be writing awards in this.”

Enter Pat Knight.
“1 know times ate tough, and you 

guys are having a hard time finding

a story to write about,” he said. “I 
just want to help you guys out.”

So Pat Knight pulled out a clip­
board his father broke while he was 
playing for his father at Indiana.

“You can probably get 1000 to 
2000 words with this," he said.

Then he pulled out a pen Knight 
threw down tha t had the cap off, forc­
ing the pen to he dried out.

Tire whole performance was in sar­
castic tone, but the two were furious 
with the media’s coverage about the 
incident.

“That article this morning in the 
Dallas paper for words written had 
more inaccuracy than anything that I 
ever read,” Knight said.

Knight walked off the podium. No 
more questions could he asked.

Other games at the tournament 
today include Colorado/Kansas State, 
Missouri/Nebraska and Texas AStM/ 
Iowa State.
