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Marines recover seven POWs in good health

K U W A IT C IT Y  —  Iraqi troops south of 
Tikrit handed U .S. Marines a stunning sur­
prise Sunday: seven A m erican PO W s re­
leased in relatively good condition after 22 
days of captivity.

Freedom brought hugs, applause and slaps 
on the hack from smiling Marines before the 
seven were flown to Kuwait for a medical 
checkup and debriefing. Back home, their 
families and friends burst out in jubilation.

Five o f those returned Sunday were 
members of the 507th  Ordnance M ainte­

nance Company that made a wrong turn 
near the southern Iraqi city Nasiriyah and 
was ambushed M arch 25 —  the same inci­
dent in which rescued TO W  Pfc. Jessica 
Lynch was captured.

The other released prisoners were crewmen 
of an Apache helicopter downed that day.

“It’s just a good way to start off the morn­
ing, to have been notified that seven of our 
fellow Americans are going to be home here 
pretty scxin in the arms of their loved ones," 
President Bush said in Washington.

Among the former POW s was Shoshana 
Johnson, 50, of Fort Bliss, Texas, a single

mother of a 2-year-old. Johnson, the only 
woman among them, had been shot in the 
ankle, and Spc. Edgar Hemande:, 21, of Mis­
sion, Texas, had been shot in the elbow, ac­
cording to Marines who flew them to safety.

T he others appeared to be unharmed.
Shortly after their capture, the seven had 

been shown on Iraq’s state-run television, giv­
ing a human face to the peril confronting 
American troops.

N ine others of the 507th convoy were killed.
The seven Americans freed Sunday were 

picked up wearing bedraggled clothing —  blue 
and white pajamas, khakis or shorts.

Besides Johnson and Hemande:, the oth­
ers from the 507th were Sgt. James Riley, 51, 
Pennsauken, N.J.; Army Spc. Joseph Hudson, 
25, Alamogordo,N.M.; and Anny Pfc. Patrick 
Miller, 25, Park City, Kan.

The other POW s were Chief Warrant O f­
ficer Ronald D. Young Jr., 26, and Chief War­
rant O fficer David S. Williams, 50, o f  O r­
lando, Fla.

Back home in Lithia Springs, Ga., Young’s 
father watched shaky video footage of the sol­
diers on CNN.

"It’s him, and I’m just so happy that I could 
kiss the world!” said Ronald Young Sr. “It's

him! It’s definitely him."
There were conflicting reports on how the 

Americans were recovered.
Capt. David Romley said Marines march­

ing north toward Tikrit were met by Iraqi sol­
diers north of Samarra.

He said the Iraqis approached the 5rd Light 
Armored Reconnaissance Company and had 
the seven POWs w ith them.

A nother spokesman for the 1st Marine 
Expeditionary Force, Capt. Neil Murphy, said 
the Iraqis who brought the Americans had

president selection is made.

The permanent replacements for two Texas Tech vice 
presidents transferring to Oklahoma State University will 
not be filled until after Tech gets a new president.

According to a news release, Interim President Donald 
Haragan will have the Office of Enrollment Management 
and the Office of Information Technology report to the O f­
fice of the Provost until a president is hired. The new presi­
dent will then hire two vice presidents to fill the vacancies.

“It is appropriate that the new president conduct searches 
for the replacement of these vice presidents," Haragan said 
in the release. “Until that person is on board, these impor­
tant functions will operate very well within the provost's of­
fice."

Stephanie J . Hays, assistant vice president for enrollment 
management, will become the vice provost for enrollment 
management, while Sam Segran, assistant vice president for 
information technology and deputy chief information officer, 
will become the vice provost for information technology.

Both positions are effective April 25, the day after Vice 
President tor Enrollment Management Michael H eint:eand 
Vice President for Information Technology Gary Wiggins 
leave for O SU .

Hays said she is excited to be working in this capacity for 
the university, although it will be similar to her former posi­
tion.

“1 lixak forward to serving Tech in this expanded role,”
she said.

She will be overseeing the entire enrollment manage­
ment plan and the enrollment management goals of the uni­
versity, she said. This is comparable to what she is doing now, 
but instead of reporting to the vice president of enrollment 
management as she did before, she will now report directly 
to the provost.

“1 think the decision to move us under the provost will

Long advising lines 
mark fall registration

Try ing to find the right classes can prove to be difficult 
for any student. Academic advisers at Texas Tech are here to 
provide advice for students and help create a less stressful 
environment during registration time.

Signing up tor courses is a chaotic period for students, 
faculty and advisers. Several problems arise dealing with any­
thing from conflicting times to closed classes students need 
but cannot get into.

Lines appear out of advising offices all throughout Tech. 
Students can wait for minutes to hours just to speak with an 
adviser.

Frieda Corley, secretary for advising center of the C o l­
lege of Human Sciences, said their staff is limited.

“Right now during peak registration season, we have five 
advisers that take care of over 2,800 undergraduate students,"
she said.

The office is open from 9 a.m. to noon and 1 p.m. to 4 
p.m. Monday through Thursday. On Fridays, the advising 
center opens only in the afternoon, Corley said.

"T he reason we open up at 9  a.m. is to finish processing 
the paperw ork that we receive before we have a rush of stu­
dents,” she said. “Our method is a first-come, first-serve ba­

sis."
Ashley Britt, a freshman exercise sport sciences major 

from Albuquerque, N.M ., said she was required to wait for 
two and a half hours before the advisers were able to see her.

“It is ridiculous that we all have to wait almost three hours

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Fourth teen dies 
from tank explosion

PA L EST IN E  (A P ) —  A  fourth 
teenager died Saturday from injuries 
suffered when a petroleum tank ex­
ploded in western Anderson County.

Amanda Ross, 14, o f M ount En­
terprise was pronounced dead at 4:32 
p.m. at Trinity M other Francis Hospi­
tal in Tyler, where she was airlifted fol­
lowing the blast, which occurred about 
10 p.m. Friday.

T hree other teenagers —  Justin 
Rober, 15, Pless Kropp, 14, and Jes­
sica Ross, 15, all of M ount Enterprise 
—  w ere pronounced  dead Friday 
night at the scene of the explosion 
in the Long L ik e  area, about 10 miles 
west o f Palestine.

A  fifth victim, Micah Steel, 15, of 
M ount Enterprise, was taken to Pal­
estine Regional M edical C enter by 
ambulance and was later treated and 
released with only minor injuries, said 
Lt. Chuck Franklin, o f the Anderson 
County Sheriff’s Department.

Authorities said the explosion hap­
pened as the five teens stood atop the 
tank. Investigators are still trying to de­
termine what caused the explosion off 
County Road 2123, approximately a 
mile south of U .S. 84, the Palestine Her- 
aJd-Press reported in Sunday's edition.

POW Jessica Lynch 
back in United States

W A SH IN G T O N  (A P) — Jessica 
Lynch, the soldier rescued in a daring 
commando raid in Iraq, returned to 
the United States on Saturday to re­
cover from her head-to-toe injuries at 
the Army's premier medical center.

Lynch, 19, was taken by ambu­
lance from Andrews Air Force Base in 
Maryland to Walter Reed Army Medi­
cal Center, a huge campus several miles 
from downtown Washington.

Some four dozen wounded soldiers 
also were on the flight from Germany.

T h e former PO W  from Palestine, 
W. Va., was carried on a stretcher down 
the rear cargo ramp o f the huge C - 17 
aircraft, while her parents entered a 
van. A  convoy that included several 
security vehicles then drove her to the 
hospital.

"O u r m edical team  finds Pfc. 
Lynch to be in satisfactory condition 
so far,” M aj. G en . Kevin C . Kiley, 
commander o f the W alter Reed facil­
ity, said Saturday night in a statement.

“They will spend the rest o f the 
weekend evaluating her more folly 
and continuing the care she received 
at Landstuhl. She will get the same 
outstanding m edical care A m erica 
expects all of our patients —  battle 
casualties and others— to receive. W e 
expect to have more to say about her 
condition tomorrow."

Hospital officials said they expected 
to hold a news conference Sunday.

Her family said in a written state­
ment issued in Germany that Lynch 
“is in pain, but she is in good spirits. 
Although she faces a lengthy rehabili­
tation, she is tough. We believe she 
will regain her strength soon.”

Lynch was treated at Landstuhl 
Regional M edicalCenter inGerm any 
for a head wound, a spinal injury, frac­
tures to her right arm, both legs, and 
her right foot and ankle. Gunshots 
may have caused open fractures on her 
upper right arm and lower left leg, ac­
cording to the hospital.

Most wanted Iraqi 
official surrenders

BA G H D A D , Iraq (A P ) —  T h e 
N o. 1 Iraqi official wanted for ques­
tioning about chemical and biologi­
cal weapons in the country surren­
dered to  U .S . forces Saturday in a 
move that could provide a major boost 
to the hunt for any weapons of mass 
destruction.

Lt. G en . Amer al-Saadi, who was 
Saddam  H u ssein 's p o in t m an on 
chem ical and biological weapons, ar­
ranged his surrender with the help of 
Germany’s ZDF television network.

He said he had no information on 
Hussein’s whereabouts. Before leaving 
his Baghdad villa with his Germ an 
wife, Helga, and presenting himself to 
an American warrant officer, he in­
sisted that Iraq has no weapons of mass 
destruction.

“He's a really big fish," said Ewen 
Buchanan, spokesman for the U .N . 
weapons inspection team. “But who 
knows whether he will tell them any­
thing or just stick to his guns.”

A  U .S. intelligence official, speak­
ing on condition of anonymity, char­
acterized al-Saadi's surrender as ex ­
tremely important. T h e official said al- 
Saadi is expected  to  know where 
weapons are hidden, hoW many of 
each type was produced, and possibly 
the whereabouts of other weapons sci­
entists.

T he Bush administration has said 
it went to war in order to disarm Iraq 
of the chemical, biological and nuclear 
weapons it is convinced that Hussein 
had. But much o f the world was not 
persuaded and believes the U nited  
States failed to provide enough evi­
dence to back up its assertions.

So  far, U .S . forces have not found 
any weapons o f mass destruction. O f­
ficials had said they expected  the 
search to get easier once the regime 
fell, allowing senior officials and sci­
entists to  speak freely in a way that 
they were not able to do with U .N . 
inspectors.

Shonrock said his involvem ent 
with the corps is not just a personal in­
volvement but one on behalf o f die uni- 
versity and com m unity, w hich he 
thinks are very patriotic groups.

“W hen we need to, we just need to 
pitch in and help where needed,” he said.

Depression sufferers can find help
Clutching a big bottle o f as­

pirin, I fell to the floor want­
ing to die. My sensitive spirit 

ducked deep inside as tears trickled 
down my eyes.

A t that m om ent, the inn ocen t 
heart o f a naive soul was stabbed with 
shock as betrayal shattered the deep 
trust put in another person.

1 had no intention o f popping pills 
in an attem pt to end my life, but hold­
ing on to  them, 1 guess, was my way of 
having options -  the comfort of know­
ing a way out o f the pain was right 
beside me.

T hat was nearly three years ago, 
and the circumstances causing it are 
inconsequential for you to know.

W hat’s significant is at that m o­
ment, I felt an  overwhelming em pti­
ness -  one that can only be understood 
by those who have experienced it.

A  shrinking sensation took over 
as 1 literally felt the size of a Smurf. 
T h e perception of no one caring com ­
bined with a loss o f control created a 
crisis.

W hat followed was a depression 1 
hope 1 never feel again. I just wanted 
to stay in bed away from the world.

A t tim es, I was not only mentally 
but also physically incapable o f get­
ting my body to make the walk from 
bed to door.

My appetite evaporated, and my 
energy went with it. My roommate at 
the tim e d id n’t understand why I 
didn’t see how easy it was.

"W h y  don’t you just eat som e­
thing, and then you’ll have energy?" 
she would say.

But the reality is the simple tasks 
that come so easily to others become 
the hardest things in the world for a 
depressed person to accomplish.

T h e  road ahead and the world’s 
voice saying, “Everything will be O K ,” 
helps little because all you can  imag­
ine is the multitude of pain ahead that 
you feel too weak to handle.

Dread o f fears and failures over­
ride all the hope o f possible joy to 
com e; pain seems like the only guar­
antee life offers.

But something within me was dy­
ing to live and wouldn’t give up. 1 
cam e to  understand this was too big a 
burden for friends to bear, and it wasn’t 
a co-worker or manager’s job to sort 
through my emotions.

I drug myself somewhat unwill­
ingly to the counseling center at T ech  
where 1 received some o f the help and 
guidance 1 needed.

They also prescribed an antide­
pressant, which 1 stayed on for a short 
time.

T his is by far the most difficult co l­
umn I’ve made myself write because 
it is a deeply personal issue with an 
invalid stigma associated with it.

But if me writing about this issue 
will make someone else seek help, it’s 
worth it.

Depression is the silent sickness 
that slowly kills because no one will 
talk about it.

But it is alive in our nation. Just 
look at these facts:

A ccording to  a report from the 
National Institute for M ental Health, 
nearly 18.8 million Am ericans over

the age of 18 suffer from major depres­
sion each year. Only 28 percent actu­
ally seek any type of help.

Suicide is the third leading cause 
o f  death in 10-to 24-year-old’s.

Individuals ages 18 to 24 have the 
highest rate o f  mental distress as re­
ported by the C enter for Disease C o n ­
trol in 2000.

A nti-d ep ressan ts are the most 
over-prescribed  drug in A m erica . 
They become a quick fix for a doctor 
to just pass out a pill to their patient.

Prozac, which increases serotonin 
levels in the brain, was the 9 ,h most 
prescribed drug in the world at the 
start o f  the millennium.

T his is a problem.
Som e people have conditions that 

require m edication, hut we can 't let 
these drugs become an addictive an­
algesic for psychological pain that 
needs healing, not suppression.

In the beginning, these pills have 
placebo power to make the depressed 
person at least think they are being 
helped. T h is is the short-term benefit 
that makes them useful additions to 
other forms o f treatment.

T h e  nght remedy depends on each 
individual person, but the shame as­

sociated with this challenge will be
the same.

You are not weak because o f what 
you feel. In fact, you are far stronger 
than those who feel nothing at all.

And the most powerful thing you 
can do is seek help.

W e are a nation full of walking 
wounded who are bitter and lost but 
appear seemingly strong and together.

Do what you need to get better, 
and don’t worry what everyone else 
thinks.

It is your job  to save your life. N o 
one else —  not your boyfriend, your 
parents or even a therapist —  can  do
it for you.

T h e  first thing you have to do is 
find faith (which doesn't mean find 
religion).

Realizing G od  is no t an angry, 
judgmental live-by-m y-rules-or-else 
dictator helps. N o matter what any­
one else tells you, G od loves you just 
the way you are.

There will be unimaginable pain 
that a higher power will not save you 
from; that’s because imperfect humans 
are in the equation and free will is a 
factor.

If you blame G od for your hand in 
life, you will miss out on  an amazing 
unconditional love that will be instru­
mental in your healing.

Pain is not G od’s will.
Find hope in humankind, even if 

it is in the small hidden com ets. If you 
look for the good, you will find it.

I promise if  you find your way 
through the darkness, there will be a 
kaleidoscope o f colors waiting to en ­

rich your life.
My mom always says, “Everything 

will be O K  in the end, and if it’s not 
O K , then it’s not the end.”

Life will never be perfect, but if you 
give up, you will miss out not only on 
the had but also the good that will 
come your way if you let it.

Day by day, you can  take back 
control o f  your life by understanding 
that you can control how you feel. 
Eating better, drinking less alcohol (a 
depressant) and exercising more of­
ten  are all ways to en h an ce your 
mood. Saying positive things to your­
self and drenching your life with sup­
portive, loving people are all within 
your control.

My bout with depression taught 
me 1 have to have boundaries on how 
1 let people affect me, and at times, 
that included completely not having 
someone in my life.

I gained coping skills and became 
stronger through the journey. There 
are still things I struggle to cope with, 
but life is better. It won’t ever he per­
fect, but I know I can make it through 
because 1 did it before.

Life truly is too precious to waste. 
If you want yours back, don.’t be too 
proud to seek help; it’s the most cou­
rageous thing you could ever do. And 
if you know someone who is strug­
gling with any o f  these issues, help 
them to  get professional help imme­
diately.

H e is filled with a 
rage so incredible as to  shout to one 
member o f the Cowboys gang, “You 
tell him I’m coming! And hell’s com ­
ing with m e!”

If bin Laden and Hussein really 
w anted a frig ht, they  could  have 
watched the greatest W estern o f them 
all, John Ford’s “T h e  Searchers."John 
W ayne is the man who just keeps on 
coming. His character is a portrait of 
a stark, obsessed loner who is driven 
to pursue a tribe of Com anches for five 
years after they kidnap his niece.

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Tech participates in Jumpstart program to help children

T lte Robert H. Ewalt Student R ec­
reation Center got a “jumpstart" Friday 
morning as energetic 3- to 5-year-olds 
took over the Rec at 9 :30  a.m.

T h e  ch ild ren  were students o f  
Jumpstart, a national alternative to 
Headstart for less-advantaged children.

T h e program was on campus Fri­
day for a special learning fair complete 
with games and fun activities, such as 
body tracing, life-size blocks, candy, 
prizes and goody bags as bonuses.

R aider Red and a few Saddle 
Tramps were there to help out, play and 
take pictures with the children.

T h e  T exas T e ch  U niversity  
Jumpstart is the first in Texas, Director 
Dawn Burke said, and is housed through 
the College of Education.

Burke said the Lubbock program 
works with 36 preschoolers from low- 
income families needing help in lan­
guage, literacy, reading and social 
skills.

Jumpstart is free, and the program 
works tltrough four Headstart programs 
in Lubbock, Guadalupe, Vanda, Erskine 
and Texas Migrant Council.

Burke said the Jumpstart program 
employs 40  Tech students, who work 
at the centers twice a week for three 
hours a day.

The students are paid through Tech

for tfteir part-time work and are part of 
Americorps, an organization of service. 
Burke said the students get an educa­
tional stipend after 300 hours of work.

“They work one-on-one with the 
students and spend four hours of class­
room service,” Burke said.

T h e  program is rewarding for its 
employees and itschildren, Burke said.

“For low-income children, when 
they start kindergarten, they have an 
average vocabulary o f5 ,000words," she 
said. “For middle to upperclass children, 
when they start kindergarten, they have 
an average vocabulary o f20,000words. 
T h at’s a pretty big difference.”

Burke said having one-on-one at­
tention helps build the childrens skills 
and is the biggest impact on their learn­
ing.

“Any time a child can get one-on- 
one attention, they have less learning 
problems and better attention spans," 
she said.

W hitney McDaniel, a teacher at 
the Vanda Center, said the program has 
been a great experience for everyone.

“T he kids are more attentive, more 
energetic about reading stories and 
learning about different cultures," 
McDaniel said. “T h e kids are always 
happy when they come in the morn­
ings.”

Me Daniel said the centers have two 
teachers for every 20 childrenand help 
from AmenCorps Tech students.

“T he Tech students are able to do 
extra work, help with lesson plans, do 
additional hours and basically just 
help,” she said. “It gives them an idea 
of what they can do during their actual 
Jumpstart plans and take those ideas to 
help teach the kids.”

Sara French, a freshman early child­
hood major from Austin, isa Jumpstart 
employee.

In between helping manage and 
play with the children Friday morning, 
French said die heard about the pro­
gram and the opportunity to work with 
it during her summer orientation.

Sh e  spends every Monday and 
Wednesday from 3 p.m. to 6  p.m. at 
the center, teaching a child the skills 
Jumpstart reinforces, French said.

“1 work with a child one-on-one 
with their social sk ills, reading and help 
them work out problems,” French said. 
“Some of them have a hard home at­
mosphere, and this helps them learn 
how to treat their friends better or be 
in social settings."

French said her job  has been an 
amazing opportunity.

“It m akes me feel so, so good. 
They've touched my life,” she said. “It 
makes me feel really awesome to be able 
to work with them.”

French’s jo b  working w ith less- 
advantaged children also has served as 
an awakening.

“It helps you realize what you have

and how for­
tu n ate  you 
are,” she said.
“It’s really sad 
sometimes to 
know  w hat 
they’re going 
home to, but 
when they’re 
w ith  you, 
they 're  safe 
and having a 
good time.”

Adrianna, 
a V anda 
Ju m pstarter, 
was taking 
part in various 
activities Fri­
day morning.

“ L o o k  
what I made!” 
she said excit­
edly, taking 
tim e ou t of 
co lo rin g  in 
her outline on 
a big sheet of 
paper to point 
to a craft 
n e c k l a c e  
worn around 
her neck.

Adrianna said the body outline she 
was coloring was her favorite activity 
of the day, although she also enjoyed

die bus ride to Tech.
“It went really fast, and then it 

stopped,” she informed French.
Burke oversaw the busy activities of

the children and their teachers.
“It says a lot about Tech's m oti­

vation and dedication to  education,”
she said.

to talk to someone about my sched­
ule for next fall," she said. “They need 
more advisers to cover the amount 
of students in the college itself."

Many Tech colleges and depart­
ments are seeing the same results 
when dealing with advising times.

Janet W right, adviser for the 
School of Mass Communications, 
said they have had previous advis­
ing with all students, and now the 
crowd is beginning to thicken.

“Late last month and earlier this 
month, we held mass advising for all 
students, freshmen to senior, to de­
termine class schedules and help 
with degree plans,” she said. “But 
some students who missed those are 
now coming in to see us, and there 
is a long wait."

T h e mass communications ad­
vising office is available from 8:30 
a.m. until noon and 1 p.m. to 4 p.m., 
Wright said. W ith only two advisers 
and an assistant, she said the wait­
ing period might lengthen during 
registration time.

Brian Hamilton, a senior te le -. 
co m m u n ica tion s m ajo r from  
Mansfield, said he had just arrived 
at the office when several students 
were lined up for advising.

“W hen 1 got here, the line was 
already really tong, and 1 know that 
it would go really slow," he said. “I’m 
a senior, but 1 haven't registered yet 
because of a hold, and that’s what 
I’m trying take care of."

James Gregory, associate dean for 
the College of Engineering, said stu-

w w w . d i a m o n d c o n t e n t . c o
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dents should personally contact their 
department within the college to en­
sure the procedure of registering and ad­
vising.

“Our departments are doing their 
advising different ways,” he said. “Some 
are having mass advising using com ­
puter programs, and some have to speak 
with individual faculty members."

Brian Jack, a student assistant in the

advising center for the College of Busi­
ness Administration, said there is no 
difference between his office and the 
rest of campus.

“T here is an average wait for stu­
dents o f  an hour in the m orning to 
alm ost three in the afternoon," he 
said. “W e haven’t had many co m ­
p la in ts o v era ll, but students ca n  
save them selves a trip up here by e­

m ailing their adviser or calling  b e­
forehand."

Several o f  th e  advisers around 
Tech are currently sw itching to  e- 
m ail as a way o f  co m m u n ication  
w ith students.

It began w ith the ligh ting  o f a 
candle. It would not be blown out 
u n t il  th e  2 4 -h o u r  m ark  was 
reached.

T h e  Texas T ech  U niversity  D e­
partm ent o f English hosted its in ­
augural m arathon reading. B eg in ­
ning at 3 p.m. Friday, a group o f 100 
readers, inclu ding professors, stu­
dents, adm inistrators and com m u­
nity  leaders, attem p ted  and c o n ­
quered “T h e  Lord o f  the R in gs," a 
novel by J .R .R . T o lk ien , before the 
next afternoon.

T a k in g  o n  m ore  th a n  1 ,0 0 0  
pages in a day, th e  readers shared 
the podium for 10 to  15-m inu te in ­
tervals to read a selected  num ber o f 
pages from  th e  book. A fter some 
editing from  th e  abridged version 
o f a ll th ree  books, readers co m ­
pleted the m arathon.

R ichard  R ice , associate profes­
sor in the D ep artm ent o f  English, 
said the fund-raiser was for the com ­
munity, as w ell as Tech.

“T h is  is a co m m u n ity -literacy  
ev en t th a t was designed to  raise 
funds for ch ild ren ’s m aterials a t the 
Lubbock Public Library and English 
departm ent graduate students rep­
resen tin g  (T e c h )  a t p ro fession al 
co n feren ces,” he said.

In  betw een readers, clips from 
the film s were shown to  give basis 
for th e  reading, R ice  said.

“W e continuously  played a slide

show made up o f funny pictures just 
for added en terta in m en t for the au­
d ience w hen the readers were rec it­
ing  th e ir  e x c e r p ts ,” h e  sa id . "I 
stayed for the en tire  24-hours, so I 
was p re tty  t ir e d  fo llo w in g  th e  
ev en t.”

M any readers cam e dressed in 
costum es resem bling  some o f  the 
characters in th e  books, R ice  said.

Am anda D uke, a fourth grader 
from  Tubbs E lem en tary , said she 
thought the ev en t was fun to be in ­
volved in.

Sandler, Nicholson 
dehut tops box office

L O S A N G ELES (A P ) —  “A n ­
ger M anagem ent” bullied its way 
to the No. 1 spot with a whopping 
$44.5  m illion box office in its de­
but weekend, according to studio 
estimates Sunday.

T h e  Adam  Sandler and Jack  
Nicholson comedy revived the box 
office after four straight slumping 
weekends as the top 12 m ovies 
took in $ 86 .9  million, up 6  percent 
from the same weekend last year.

“Anger M anagem ent” grossed 
more than the rest o f  the top 12 
combined. Last weekend’s N o. 1, 
“Phone Booth," fell to second place 
with $7 .5  million.

T h e weekend’s other main new 
release, R ob Zombie's gory horror 
tale “House o f 1 ,000 Corpses,” was 
No. 7 with $3.4  million in 595 the­
aters, for a $ 5 ,714  average.

“Anger M anagem ent” had the 
highest gross ever for a movie open­
ing in April, beating the previous 
record o f $36.1 million set by last 
year’s “T h e  Scorpion King.”

Sandler plays a mild-mannered 
man railroaded into anger counsel­
ing w ith a therapist, N icholson, 
who puts him through ordeals that 
goad him  into com ic outbursts.

A ud iences hav e gobbled up 
comedies this year, possibly look­
ing for an escape from news about 
the Iraq war. T h e  $100  m illion hit

“Bringing Down the House” was 
No. 1 for three straight weekends, 
and "Head o f S tate” debuted at the 
top of the box office.

“T he comedy genre this year is 
j ust incapable o f burning out,” said 
Paul Dergarabedian, president of 
box-office tracker Exhibitor R ela­
tions. “People are looking to blow 
off steam. W hat better way than 
seeing a movie that combines Jack 
N icholson and Adam Sandier?”

In limited release, the low-bud­
get “Better Luck Tomorrow" had a 
huge firs t  w eek en d , grossing 
$398 ,489 . Directed by Justin Lin, 
the film fea tures a cast o f  unknowns 
in the story o f straight-A, Asian- 
Am erican teens who, bored with 
their suburban lives.

M T V  Films acquired the movie 
at last year’s Sundance Film Festi­
val, feeling its fresh faces, dark hu­
mor, eclectic music and ambivalent 
e n d in g  w ould ap p eal to  the 
network’s youthful audience.

Asian Americans made up a bit 
more than half the audience, but 
the filmmakers hope it can cross 
over to a wider crowd as the movie 
expands to  more theaters.

“These kids could be anybody,” 
said Van Toffler, M T V  president. 
"T h e  cast doesn’t have to look or 
feel like them  for them  to want to 
see it.”
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‘City of God’ a powerfully impacting work

Few m ovies in recen t memory 
hav e had such a profound im ­
p act as Fernand o M eire lles ’ 

“C ity  o f  G o d ,” a film  that is at tim es 
equally mesmerizing and horrifying.

T h e re  are images and scenes so 
disturbing on e wants to look away 
but c a n ’t. I t ’s not just the v io len ce 
or the acts depicted that are so stun­
n in g , b u t th e  c a re le s s  sp ir it  in  
w hich they are carried  out.

O u tsid e o f R io  de Ja n ie ro  are 
slums and ghettos that have been 
set up to separate the poor and deso- 
latg from  th e  rest o f  th e  city. I t ’s 
called  the C ity  o f G o d , w hich  is an 
iron ic nam e for a place G od  seems 
to  hav e forsaken . T h e  slum s are 
riddled w ith gangs, hoodlum s, v io­
len ce , drugs and robberies.

T h e  film  is narrated  by a boy 
n a m e d  R o c k e t  ( A le x a n d r e  
R o d r ig u e s ) . T h e  film  o p e n s  as 
R o ck et finds h im self in the middle 
o f th e  street w ith a powerfully v io ­
len t gang in front of him  and the 
p o lic e  b eh in d  h im . How did h e 
com e to th is position? He tells us 
to  understand, we must start from 
th e  beginning.

W e are taken  back 10 years to 
th e  1960s where R ock et introduces 
us to  som e key c h a r a c te r s . H is

b r o th e r  G o o se  is p art o f  a gang 
ca lled  T h e  T e n d er T rio , a sm all 
gang that holds up trucks and small 
shops. O n e  o f  th e  youngest m em ­
bers, Lil D ice , is probably 10 years 
old or so, bu t already has dreams o f  
b e co m in g  th e  crim e k in g  o f  th e  
C ity  o f G od .

Lil D ice  begins murdering at his 
young age and, sure enough, kills 
enough people to becom e a m ajor 
gang leader by h is late teens. He 
changes his nam e to  Lil Ze (Firm ino 
de H ora). R o ck et feels a certa in  h a ­
tred for L il Ze for reasons I will n o t 
reveal.

L il Ze, a lon g  w ith h is partner in 
crim e, Benny (P h elip eH aag en sen ), 
becom es the most feared gang lead-
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ers in the C ity  o f  G od .
T h e ir  rival is ano th er gang led 

by C arrot (M ath eu sN ach terg aele). 
But the only reason C arro t has not 
been  overthrow n and murdered by 
Lil Ze is because Benny likes him.

T h e  gangs in  th e  slums hav e 
guns because they rob gun stores, 
and they make their way by d eal­
ing drugs. M any o f their dealers are 
sm all ch ild ren . In  on e scene, L il Ze 
punishes two sm all ch ild ren  in a 
way that is painfully shocking.

O n e o f  the things that is so hard 
about th is film  is it shows us how 
ch ild ren  are raised in th e  gang cu l­
ture. O n e gang, T h e  R unts, consists 
o f  kids w ith guns that loot bakeries 
and o th e r  sm all stores. B u t it is 
w hen on e  young m an is forced by 
Lil Ze to  shoot one o f  h is friends in 
th e  head th a t th e  true h orror o f 
gang life is revealed.

R o ck et, who has always had a 
fascination w ith photography, is de­
term ined to  avoid the hood lifestyle 
and gets a jo b  w orking as a newspa­
per delivery boy. But w hen asked by 
L il Ze to  take a p icture o f  h im  and 
his gang, it winds up in th e  paper. 
R o ck et is sure h e is a dead m an, but 
the gang loves the publicity, and the 
paper loves the pictures.

' R o ck et is soon p hotographing a 
v io len t gang war as the streets are 
painted w ith blood and bodies lie 
w rithing on the ground.

M eire lles  m oves h is film  at a 
brisk pace but takes the tim e to  l in ­
ger when necessary. He does n ot shy 
aw ay from  th e  v io le n c e  o r th e  
agony fe lt  by th e  ch aracters . H is 
hand-held  cam era work forces us to 
take an  activ e  part in  th e  events.

“C ity  o f G od " m akes film s like 
“Boyz in the H ood” look like ch ild ’s 
play -  lite ra lly . Based o n  a true 
story, “C ity  o f G od ” is an u n flin ch ­
ing look at a culture that seem s to 
be perpetually trapped. N ot for the 
fain t o f heart, i t ’s a powerful film 
w ith intriguing ch aracters and jo lt ­
ing images.

T h o se  who will pooh-pooh the 
film  because it is in Portuguese w ith 
English subtitles should either grow 
up or go see som ething like “A  M an 
A p art.”

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Red Raiders lose tight series with Kansas

T h e Texas Tech baseball team lost 
two o f three close games this weekend 
against the Kansas Jayhawks. Each of the 
three games was decided by one run.

T h e  Red Raiders fall to ¿3 -1 5  and 
5-9 in Big 12 play, while Kansas im­
proves to 2 8 -1 5 ,4 -8 .

Game one Friday fell apart in the 
seventh inning. Tech had a 2-1 lead 
going into the top of the seventh but 
then gave up seven runs on seven hits 
and one error. Kansas took an 8-1 lead.

T he Raiders responded in kind with 
six runs on four hits and two errors in 
the bottom of the eighth. In the top of 
the ninth, Kansas' Travis M etcalf took 
a slider from junior Jeff Karstens over 
the fence, clinching the 9-8 victory.

T ech battled in game two, led by 
senior starting pitcher Dusty Buck, 
who threw six solid innings, giving up 
only two runs. Karstens finished the

deal with three innings of relief, in 
which he gave up two runs as well.

Offensively, T ech  was paced by 
senior leftfielder Scooter Jordan, who 
went 3-4 with two RBIs, accounting 
for two o f T ech ’s five runs, clinching 
the Raiders’ 5-4 win.

In  the rubber match Sunday, Tech 
fell behind 6-2 in the top of the fourth. 
T h e  Raiders clawed their way back 
into the game in style, getting a solo 
hom e run from junior third baseman 
C hristian C olonel, a two-run blast 
from junior first baseman Doug Beck 
and another solo homer from sopho­
m ore c e n te r fie ld e r  C od y  Fu ller. 
Fuller's home run in the bottom o f  the 
eighth tied the game at 6-6.

Senior pitcher Nathan Fours, who 
pitched seven innings and gave up 
three runs, was unable to silence the 
Jayhawks in the top of the ninth. W ith 
one out, Kansas’ R itch ie  Price ad­
vanced to  first after being hit by a

pitch, although Fouts said after the 
game, there was roughly a foot o f space 
between the hitter and the ball.

Two consecu tiv e singles scored 
Price and clinched the 7-6 Kansas win.

Head coach Larry Hays, who was 
ejected from the game in the top of the 
eighth, his second ejection this season, 
said Tech did not have fate on its side.

“W e didn’t have much luck today,” 
he said. “You’ve got to create your own 
luck som etim es.... You can’t depend 
on anybody else, and on any given day, 
you’re not going to get every call.”

W ith another lost series in the Big 
12 Conference, Fouts said the frustra­
tion level of the team is growing.

“It’s frustrating to be anybody on 
this team right now," he said. “W e’re 
trying so hard right now, and when we 
think we’re going to pull it out, it 
doesn’t happen for us. Hopefully, no­
body on the team will give up, and 
we'll play this hard every game, and

then we’ll win a few games.”
Fuller, whose home run tied game 

three for the Raiders, echoed  his 
teammate’s sentiments.

“T h a t’s the way baseball goes," he 
said. “You can hit it to people some­
times, you can get a few runs taken 
away by the umpires, and you can have 
the chance to drive in runs and just 
not take advantage of it.”

Some positives from the weekend 
for the Raiders were the performances 
of Buck and Fouts on the mound. Buck 
said there could be a spark there.

“M e and N ate (Fouts) throwing 
well will definitely help us out," he 
said. “T h at’s our job as seniors, to come 
out, throw well and set examples. W e 
b o th  threw well this weekend, so 
hopefully, we can get the ball rolling 
toward some wins.”

Tech travels to New M exico for a 
nonconference game against the Lo- 
bos on Tuesday.
