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Bombing kills 19 in form er Soviet nation

T A SH K E N T , U zbekistan (A P ) —  Two 
women set off bombs at a children’s store and 
bus stop in the Uzbek capital Monday, cap­
ping 12 hours o f may­
h em  th a t  k ille d  19 
people in this form er 
Soviet republic closely 
allied w ith W ashing­
ton in the war on ter­
rorism.

T h e  v io len ce , in ­
cluding two assaults on 
police and an explosion 
a t a b o m b -m a k in g  
hideaway, also marked 
the first outbreak o f terrorism in this majority 
Muslim country since the secular governm ent 
becam e a staunch U .S . ally after the Sept. 11,

2001 attacks. Uzbekistan hosts hundreds o f 
U .S . troops at a tightly secured military base 
near the Afghan border.

President Islam Karimov blamed Islamic 
extrem ists and said there had been several ar­

rests. He also said back­
ing for the violence likely 
cam e from a banned radi­
cal group that has never 
before been linked to ter­
rorist acts —  H izb ut- 
Tahrir, o r the Party o f 
L ib era tio n . T h e  group 
denied responsibility.

“I call on everyone to 
u n ite  and p ro te c t our 
cou n try  from  en em ies 

like this, to com e forward against them  as one 
fist,” Karimov, the country’s form er Soviet 
leader w ho has held  pow er s in ce  before

Uzbekistan’s 1991 independence, said on state- 
run TV.

T h e  tiny opposition, banned by Karimov’s 
authoritarian regime from working openly, 
feared the attacks would deepen a widespread 
crackdown against dissent and independent 
Islam that has led to the jailings o f thousands 
and evoked international condem nation.

T h e  U .S . Embassy in Tashkent warned that 
“other terrorists are believed still at large and 
may be attem pting additional attacks.”

“T h e  attacks are yet another exam ple of 
th e  im portance o f con tin ued  coop eration  
against those who would stop at nothing to 
achieve their misguided goals,” S tate Depart­
m ent spokesman Richard Boucher said.

T h e  v io lence, w hich also wounded 26 
people, began Sunday night with a blast that 
killed 10 at a house used by alleged terrorists 
in the central region of Bukhara, Prosecutor-

G eneral Rashid Kadyrov said.
Police found 50 bottles w ith homemade 

ingredients for bombs and instructions on how 
to make them , a Kalashnikov rifle, two pis­
tols, amm unition and extrem ist Islamic litera­
ture, he said.

T he two assaults on police took place at a 
factory Sunday night and a traffic checkpoint 
early Monday, killing three officers.

T h e  suicide bombings, carried out 30  m in­
utes apart at a bus stop and the C h ild ren ’s 
W orld  store  n e a r th e  C h o rsu  bazaar in 
Tashkent’s Old City, killed three policem en 
and a young child in addition to the two fe­
male attackers, Kadyrov said.

O ne alleged terrorist was arrested Sunday 
night after police stopped his v eh icle  and 
found 10 hom em ade bombs inside, but an ­
other suspect escaped, he said.

A n eerie calm  remained over the capital

for much o f the day as officials declined to  give 
any further details about the attacks, w hich 
w ent unm entioned  on state-run T V  until 
evening. Bazaars and shops were closed, and 
soldiers armed w ith Kalashnikovs were on 
guard outside Tashkent’s central department 
store and across the city.

Police and intelligence agents closed off 
the C horsu  bazaar, one o f  the biggest in 
Tashkent, and vans carrying investigators were 
massed in front o f C hildren’s World. Uzbek 
T V  showed a streak o f blood painted across 
the sidewalk in front o f the store and spattered 
on walls inside, w ith workers sweeping up 
heaps of shattered glass.

A n  eyewitness, a young woman with dyed 
blonde hair working at the bazaar who didn’t 
give her name, said she felt the ground shake

If a police detective wanted to find out whether the Mafia inhabited a 
particular facility, he or she could find information by looking through a 
Dumpster outside o f the building.

John Hoopingarner o f Receptor Logic Ltd., compared new antibody tech­
nology being researched by Texas Tech H ealth Sciences C en ter Sch ool o f 
Pharmacy in Am arillo to clever T V  detective Colom bo digging through a 
suspect’s trash can.

“W hat we’re doing is making antibodies that normally wouldn’t look at 
the garbage cans," he said.

Emergent Technologies Inc., o f Austin, a venture capital firm that formed 
Receptor Logic, licensed the T ech  H S C  School of Pharmacy in A m arillo to 
research antibody drug discovery technology on M arch 26.

According to a news release, Emergent Technologies Inc., forms and 
funds biotech companies for the purpose of converting university-based tech­
nology into high-return ventures.

Antibody drug discovery technology is a breakthrough integrated diag­
nostic and therapeutic approach to be used in the design of customized 
anti-cancer and infectious disease treatm ents for individual patients, ac ­
cording to the release.

Antibodies are part o f the immune system. They stick to holes, called 
targets, in different cells and determine if the cell is a friend or foe o f the 
body, Hoopingarner said. Som etim es, antibodies are not able to detect bad 
cells because targets are located inside o f a cell.

Tech students discuss Pledge of Allegiance controversy

Two words continue to cause c o n ­
troversy throughout the United States 
and on the Texas Tech campus.

T h e  U .S .  Su p rem e C o u rt on  
Wednesday began reviewing whether a 
California public school disnict policy 
requiring teachers to lead willing stu­
dents in rec iting the pledge of allegiance 
violates the Establishment Clause of the 
First Amendment, as applicable through 
the 14th Amendment.

T h e  case, originated in California 
by M ichael Newdow, who contends 
that having public schoolchildren re­
cite  the pledge violates the U .S . C o n ­
stitution because it contains the words 
“under G od .”

T h e U .S . Congress added the co n ­
troversial phrase to the pledge in 1954-

T exas A tto rn e y  G e n e ra l G reg  
A b b o tt filed an am icus curiae, or 
friend o f the court brief on behalf of 
all 50 states supporting the Elk Grove 
Unified Sch ool District in California.

"From  the time o f her founding, 
our nation has recognized her religious 
h eritage  in  h is to r ica l docu m ents, 
speeches and even her architecture,” 
accord ing  to  A b b o tt ’s brief. “T h e  
phrase 'under G od ’ in the pledge of 
allegiance is one such acknowledg­
ment, and I urge the Supreme Court 
to protect its continued presence in 
our public schools."

Focus on the Family, the Am eri­
can Legion, the Knights o f Columbus, 
the N ational Education Association 
and other organizations joined Abbott 
in his support for the phrase.

Tire Court also received briefs sup­
porting Newdow from groups such as

the A m erican A theists, U nited  Fa­
thers o f A m erica, Religious Scholars 
and T heolog ians and the Buddhist 
Temples.

T he Court could reach a decision 
at the end o f June.

Texas has a statute w hich requires 
school districts to have students recite 
the Pledge o f A llegiance once during 
each school day. It also includes an 
opt-out provision for parents opposed 
to their children reciting it in class.

Som e T ech  students agreed the 
phrase should be allowed in the Pledge 
to remind citizens o f the foundational 
beliefs of the country.

Diane Soucy, a doctoral student in 
counselor education from Lubbock, 
said she understand s w hy people 
would protest the phrase "in  G o d ” but 
does not think it violates the separa­
tion o f church and state.

“I can see both  sides,” she said. 
“Our country was founded on those 
principles and religious beliefs, and I 
don’t think they need to be taken out 
o f an institution. A n  institu tion  is 
what gives us our foundation and be­
liefs and values.”

For 45 years Soucy said she has 
held the same thoughts and does not 
foresee those changing.

“For me personally, it’s what I be­
lieve,” she said. “But 1 know it doesn’t 
fit all people, and it shouldn’t cause 
th a t’s what makes A m erica a very 
multicultural place. It em braces all 
cultures and beliefs.”

Tricia Marquez disagreed.
Marquez, a junior pre-med major 

from Midland, said she supports the 
separation of church and state and

Ban on late'term abortions taken to court
N EW  YO RK  (AP) —  The federal 

ban on a type of late abortion was chal­
lenged in three courtrooms across the 
nation Monday as abortion-rights activ­
ists argued that the law is so broad it in­
fringes on women’s basic right to choose.

The Bush administration argued in 
defense of the law that fetuses feel pain 
during such “inhumane” procedures.

T he law, signed in November by 
President Bush, has not been enforced 
because judges in New York, Lincoln, 
Neb., and San Francisco agreed to hear 
evidence in three trials before deciding 
whether it violates the Constitution.

The law is the first substantial limita-

tion o n  abortion since the Supreme 
Court's landmark Roe v. Wade decision. 
The current cases also appear likely to 
reach the high court.

Attorney A  Stephen Hut Jr., speak­
ing for the plaintiffs, argued the law “in 
its stunning breadth would... remove the 
range of abortion alternatives available 
to women in the second trimester." He 
cautioned that the evidence will include 
“very raw stuff” and that descriptions of 
surgery were “not for the feint of heart.”

Assistant U .S . Attorney Sean H. 
Lane described the law as an attempt to 
ban an “inhumane and gruesome proce­
dure that causes pain to the fetus.”
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“Evidence at trial will illuminate 
that partial-birth abortion is never 
medically necessary and is an inhu­
m ane procedure th at should he 
banned,” Lane said in front of U.S. 
District Judge Richard C . Casey in 
Manhattan.

He said the law was specific in ban­
ning a procedure that kills a “partially 
bom fetus just inches from birth."

The lawsuits center on what op­
ponents call “partial-birth” abortion 
and what doctors call “intact dilation 
and extraction.”

In the procedure, generally per­
formed in the second trimester and 
occasionally in the third, a fetus is par­
tially delivered and its skull is punc­
tured. A n estimated 2,200 to 5,000 
such abortions are performed annu­
ally in the United States, out of 1.3 
million total abortions.

C O R P U S  C H R I S T I  (A P )  —  
Some pelicans, deer and other creatures 
at Padre Island National Seashore have 
to flee for their lives from threats that 
include poaching, target practice or 
cruelty from human visitors, park rang­

ers say.
For the six rangers who patrol about 

133,000 acres, some of the worst ani­
mal cruelty involves so-called “coyote 
fishing,” where the predators are baited 
with food attached to a fishing line, 
then dragged and tortured.

Several people were arTested earlier 
for killing a coyote they caught with a 
hot dog on fishing line strung down the 

beach.
“They waited for it to swallow the 

hot dog, then yanked the coyote down 
the beach,” Juan Rodriguez, N ational 
Park Service ranger and ch ief o f edu­
cation at the seashore, told the Corpus 
Christi Caller-Times. “It’s almost hard 
to believe people can do some of these 
type things."

Four endangered brown pelicans 
were shot M arch 22. Officials said a na­
tional seashore visitor witnessed a man 
get out of his car with a shotgun and 
take aim at the birds.

Two of the birds died after being 
shot and th e  o th e r  tw o w ere 
euthanized. A  total o f 38 brown peli­
cans and one w hite p e lica n  w ere 
brought to the Animal Rehabilitation 
Keep this year, but officials acknowl­
edge it is difficult to pinpoint the cause 
o f each bird’s injuries.

Some may Jrave become entangled 
in traps, snared in fishing line, attacked 
by predators or terrorized by people. So  
far, 11 have been released, including 
the white one, and four died. S ix  were 
euthanized with an injection, five are 
in intensive care and 13 are in the yard.
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S A C R A M E N T O , Calif. ( A P) —  
John Kerry lashed out at V ice Presi­
dent Dick Cheney on  Monday, accus­
ing Cheney of distorting his Senate 
record o n  taxes as th e  D em o crat 
sought to shift the debate to President 
Bush’s stewardship of the economy.

“T his administration has one eco­
nom ic policy for Am erica —  3 mil­
lion jobs lost and driving gas prices 
towards $3  a gallon," the presumptive 
Democratic nom inee told students at 
a jobs training center in Sacram ento.

Hours after C h en ey  called  him  
“one of the most reliable pro-tax votes 
in the Senate,” Kerry delivered a sharp 
rebuke, faulting the Bush administra­
tion for waging a campaign o f “half- 
truths.”

“They found Dick Cheney in an 
undisclosed location and brought him  
out to attack me,” Kerry said at the 
start o f a town hall m eeting at the 
Charles A . Jones Skills S i Business 
Education Center. “T h a t seems to  he 
his designated role, not to create jobs, 
but to attack John  Kerry.

“They are running a campaign in 
M arch o f m id-O ctober desperation,” 
said the four-term Massachusetts sena­

tor.
Two weeks ago, Kerry and Cheney 

engaged in a cross-country, rhetorical 
fight over national security and the 
D em ocrat's credentials to  be co m ­

mander in chief.
O n  M onday, they sparred over 

taxes and the economy.
Kerry is on a two-day campaign 

swing through four California cities, 
where he is raising money and talking 
to  voters about th e  need for jobs. 
W hile Kerry blames Bush for rising un­
em ploym ent, Bush’s cam paign por­
trays Kerry as a habitual tax-raiser.

W A N A , Pakistan (A P) —  An al- 
Qaida intelligence chief was killed in 
Pakistan’s massive military sweep throu^i 
western tribal areas to toot out members 
of Osama bin Laden’s terror network and 
the Taliban, a military official said.

Army spokesman Maj. Gen. Shaukat 
Sultan identified the intelligence chief 
only as Abdullah. W hen pressed for de­
tails, including Abdullah's full name and 
nationality, Sultan said he had no more 
information.

T he military declared the operation 
in South Waziristan province over on 
Sunday, and claimed it was a success. 
Some 167 suspects were arrested, hut 
hundreds of other militants are still at 
large. Uzbek terrorist leader Tahir Yuldash 
was reportedly wounded in the assault but 
escaped.

Sultan said the army had confirmed 
Abdullah’s death through “independent 
intelligence sources” but would not say if 
it had his body. Abdullah is a common 
name in the Islamic world, and it was im­
possible to know which of many al-Qa ida 
and other terror suspects Sultan might 
he referring to.

Sultan said that 63 militants were 
killed in the operation, and 167 arrested. 
Secu rity  officials had said Uzbeks, 
Chechens and Arabs were among them.

He said 46 troops were killed and 26 
injured.

Villagers have begun returning to 
their homes after seeking shelter in Wana 
and other villages dunng the operation, 
w hen thousands o f Pakistani forces 
battled hundreds of foreign and local 
militants.

Some tribesmen demanded compen­
sation Monday for property they said had 
been damaged and looted in die opera­
tion, Pakistan's biggest and bloodiest to 
flush out al-Qaida fugitives.

Defense attorney says woman 
accused of stoning sons insane

TYLER (A P) —  A deeply religious 
East Texas woman was overcome by psy­
chotic delusions o f what she believed 
was God’s voice telling her to kill her 
children the night she bludgeoned two 
o f her sons to death and badly injured a 
third, her attorney said Monday as her 
capital murder trial began.

“Does she follow what she believes 
to be G od’s will or does she turn her 
back on her God?” defense attorney 
F.R. “Buck” Files Jr. asked the jury of 
eight men and four women.

Deanna Laney, a 39-year-old stay- 
at-home mother, pleaded innocent by 
reason o f insanity to charges o f capital 
murder in the deaths o f 8-year-old 
Joshua and 6-year-old Luke and seri­
ous injury to a child for the beating o f 

Aaron, a 14-month-old at the time.
T h e  p e tite  w om an w ho 

homeschooled her children in the tiny 
town of New Chapel Hill, 100 miles 
southeast of Dallas, wept uncontrolla­
bly Monday and shook her head, at 
times burying her face in a tissue, as 
she listened to testimony and prosecu­
tors showed gruesome photograpJis of 
her slain children.

Her husband, who has supported 
her, sat a few rows behind with friends 
and family.

Prosecutors are trying to convince 
jurors that Laney knew right from

wrong when she killed her children last 
M other’s Day weekend, despite opin­
ions from two psychiatric experts for 
the defense, two for the prosecution 
and one for the judge that say Laney 
was legally insane.

“T h e issue o f sanity is tried in the 
court, not the hospitals,” Smith County 
District A ttorney M att Bingham told 
the jury, reminding them that expert 
op in ions a re n ’t fact and that they 
should consider all other evidence in 
the case.

In a recent constitutional amend­
ment for California, the state has con­
sidered giving an incoming high school 
freshman to high school —  the right
to vote.

According to Senate Constitutional 
Amendment No. 19, the Senate pro­
posed a resolution for an amendment to 
the Constitution of the State. By amend- 
ing Section 2 of Article II, the amend­
ment would change the state’s voting age 
to 14.

T h e  am endm ent, introduced by 
Sen. Vasconcellos, gained two-thirds of 
the membership of each house during 
the 2003-2004 regular session. Through 
the concurring votes, the resolution pro­
poses to the people of California that the 
constitution of the state be amended.

Under the 26th Amendment to the 
U-S. Constitution, no state can inter­
fere with the voting of an individual 18 
years of age or older. Kevin Scott, an as-Antibodies

However, this new discovery tech­
nology could lead to more thorough an­
tibody treatments, Hoopingamer said. 
M H C  molecules are used to turn cells 
inside out so troubled cells can be seen 
clearly. M H C  molecules scoop out junk 
from a cell, Hoopingamer said.

“W e now have a way to stick an an- 
tibody on them and kill the cell or at­
tack it,” he said. “W hat makes it so pow­
erful is every protein in the cell is brought 
up by these markers.”

Antibody treatment can be used to

sistant professor of political science at 
Texas Tech, said although the state can­
not interfere, the amendment does not 
say a state can extend voting nghts to 
younger individuals.

T h e  C aliforn ia  C o n stitu tio n a l 
Amendment would give voting rights 
to a United Statescitizen 14 years of age 
or older. According to the amendment, 
votes by 14- and 15-year-old individuals 
would count as a quarter of a vote. Citi­
zens who are 16 and 17 years old would 
have a vote counting as half o f a vote.

The possible objective would be to 
get people involved in the political pro­
cess as early in life as possible. Although 
some citizens may believe younger indi­
viduals would not make good decisions 
on a political platform, Scott said 14- 
year-olds make decisions every day that 
have personal and communal impacts.

By lowering the voting age in Cali­
fornia, the amendment would aim to 
increase the voter turnout in the state.

However, because younger citizens’ 
votes would count as a fraction, the

detect cancer cells in the body, attack­
ing them before they become problem­
atic, Hoopingamer said.

amendment would not increase the per­
centage of people who vote, Scott said.

A ccording to the 14th 
Amendment o f die U .S. Constitution, 
every citizen is granted equal protection 
of the laws.

“I’m not sure if California can do 
what it wants to,” he said. “It might be 
O K  for state elections, but I’m not sure 
if it would be O K  for voting in a senator 
or president or any federal office."

According to the Lubbock County 
Clerk’s office, there are federal mandates 
in place that states are required to fol­
low during an election process. However, 
the federal mandates create room for 
each state to include its own mandates 
for voting. For example, the state ofTexas 
has different voting regulations than 
other states in the country.

Regardless, Tech students discussed

fill, Taylor said.

"It is a positive thing to get them 
more interested in the government,” he 
said. “T hen again, schools could take the 
time to teach them about politics to bet­
ter prepare them to vote.”

A ID S patients could potentially ben­
efit from this new antibody technology, 
though benefits are still far off. Vaccines 
for A ID S and cancer could possibly re­
sult from antibody technology.

Jon Weidanz, assistant professor of 
pharmaceutical sciences at the H S C  
School of Pharmacy in Amarillo, said 
the new antibodies are still in the re­
search stages. Weidanz said he hopes 
physicians will have these new antibod­
ies in their hands wi thin the next couple 
of years.

Weidanz said the antibody market 
has progressed very quickly. Current an­
tibody treatments cost anywhere from 
$ 1,000 to $2,000 per month.

when one o f the explosions went off. 
She said she saw a woman crying 
over the motionless body of a child.

A t the nearby First City Hospi­
tal, a man in the hallway was crying 
“W here is my daughter? Is she alive 
or dead 7’

A  nurse tried to comfort him be­
fore  a d o c to r  ap p roached  and 
scolded her, telling her not to give 
any information to anyone —  even 
victims’ relatives. A nother govern­
ment official down the hallway also

warned doctors and nurses not to talk.
T he suicide bombings were the first 

ever reported in the five Central Asian 
nations o n ce  ruled by the S o v ie t 
U n io n : U z b e k ista n , K yrgyzstan, 
T a jik is ta n , K azakh stan  and 
Turkmenistan.

Karim ov said the attacks were 
planned six to eight m onths in ad­
vance and had been originally set to 
take place around die Central Asian 
new year holiday Navruz, which falls 
on M arch 21, but that heavy security 
prevented them. T h e  planning and 
money required to carry out such at­
tacks also indicated they had outside

across campus, and allows for users of 
wireless-enabled laptop com puters 
and handheld wireless devices to ac­
cess the Internet without having to 
physically connect to a server with 
cables and cords.

A ccording to  inform ation pro­
vided by Sam  Segran, vice president 
for information technology and chief 
information officer for Tech , wireless 
access is available at most areas on 
campus, and officials expect the en­
tire project to be com plete by next 
fall.

Currently, wireless access is avail­
able at more than 20 locations across 
campus, including the Jerry S. Rawls 
College o f Business Administration, 
the Administration building, Holden 
H all, the Sch ool o f Law and the new 
addition o f the Student U nion, ac­
cording to information from Segran.

A lthough relatively widespread 
and reliable at most wireless-enabled 
points across campus, IT  officials are 
still m onitoring the system for usabil­
ity issues. A s more and more users be­
gin to access the technology, more 
tweaking o f the systems infrastructure 
may be required.

A nother factor that prevents a 
seamless transition to wireless access

is the rapid evolution o f wireless tech­
nology, which is relatively new, and 
has yet-to-be-defined technical stan­
dards.

Currently, T e ch ’s wireless infra­
structure requires user authentication 
via e-Raider username and password, 
and the configuration o f the user’s 
hardware for 8 0 2 .lx  wireless security 
standards, according to documents.

According to cnet.com , wireless 
technology is one o f the fastest and 
most expanding technologies being 
developed.

A lthough many institutions have 
wireless services, the trend is nudg­
ing hom e com p u ter users toward 
w ireless, and th e  m arket has re-Pledge

th inks relig ion should n o t be in ­
cluded in government affairs, includ­
ing the Pledge.

W hile baseball players are swing­
ing for the fence at Dan Law Field on 
Saturday, other Texas T ech  students 
will get a chance to feed their need 
for com petition outside the gates.

“S o  we’ll have U T  fans 
too, which is added rivalry.”

T h e Red Raiders play the No. 1- 
ranked Longhorns this weekend in a 
three-game series beginning at 6 :3 0  
p.m. Friday. Prior to the 2 p.m. game 
Saturday, RaiderGate will feature free 
food and entertainm ent to pump up 
Tech fans for the game.

Student G overnm ent A ssociation 
President Jeremy Brown said after suc­
cess with RaiderGate before football 
games, the S G  A  wanted to branch out 
into other realms of T ech  athletics.

“Last fall, we talked w ith several 
people about the concept. T hey  were 
looking to when we did it before foot­
ball games, and we wanted to make it 
for basketball and baseball,” he said.

W ith Texas com ing to Lubbock for 
the series, Brown said they could not 
have picked a better weekend.

“W e want more student participa­
tion at these events, and the Texas game 
is huge for baseball," he said. "T h a t’s 
probably the best weekend, when it 
comes to atmosphere, for students to 
come out and have a good time.”

W ith  a great turnout, Brown said

room to have fun,” he said.

D irector o f M arketing and Promo­
tions for T ech A thletics Jim m y Frush 
said since the weekend is huge for 
Raider sports, he wanted some way to 
“gage interest” in baseball.

“T h is  is a test run, and an event to 
set up student appreciation day,” he 
said. “W e want it geared toward Tech 
students, since they do pay an ath letic  
fee. W e want to give hack som ething 
and say thank you."

In the past, when admission was 
required, Frush said they would have 
games students could attend for free.

But now, he said they have a ch al­

lenge.
“W e have a challenge to com e up 

with new ways to give back to  the stu­
dents,” Frush said. “W e consider this 
one o f the biggest rivalries for Tech, so 
we want a good gameday atmosphere.” 

Frush said fans w ho com e to  the 
Law can  exp ect a fun atmosphere.

“Regardless w hat’s happening on 
the field, fans have fun in the stands," 
he said.

now nine o f the last 10 years. Ten  
years! T h a t’s a decade’s worth o f domi­
nance that was almost sent crashing to 
the floor o f the Lloyd N oble C enter in 
Norman, O kla., but Old M an C ontro­
versy came back to bite Baylor.

The game was knotted at 69  when 
Baylor guard Jessika Stratton drove to the 
hoop with nine seconds left. She lost the 
ball, and Tennessee ran down the floor. 
Shyra B y  missed the fast-break layup, and 
Stratton fought for the rebound with 
Tennessee’s Tasha Butts. Butts missed a 
tip in, and Stratton was called for a foul. 
Referees reviewed die play to see if the 
foul was called with time remaining.

Remember, it is 69 -6 9  at this point. 
It has been a tightly contested game 
most o f the way, and this could be the 
biggest upset o f the tournament in the 
makings if we go to overtime.

However, there was 0 .2  seconds 
left when the whistle blew. Baylor is a 
private Baptist institution; you would 
think the heavens would at least be 
on the Lady Bears’ side. W rong -  Butts 
goes to the free-throw line and makes 
both shots to seal the deal at 71-69  
with 0 .2  seconds remaining.

W h at is wrong with college bas­
ketball? How on earth can a call like 
this be allowed to happen? Mulkey- 
Robertson has had to deal with things 
like this her entire career at Baylor.

Just this year at T ech , a controver­
sial call that involved Stratton  step­
ping on  the baseline with less than 
seven seconds left gave the Lady Raid­
ers the ball and an opportunity to get 
to the foul line and pull away 64-63 .

Last season, one o f her players was 
called for a technical foul with three 
minutes left in the game, something 
M u lkey-R obertson  would later say 
changed the mom entum o f the game.

W hat does she have to do to get a 
call go her way, especially in the Sweet 
16 against a N o. 1 seed?

T his question is being asked all over 
the place. Writers wanted to speak with 
the refs after the game, but according 
to N C A A  rules that is only allowed to
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explain a fight or if a com m ittee deems 
it necessary to benefit the game. M e­
dia personnel did not get their wish to 
speak with the officiating crew.

W o m e n ’s basketball analyst for 
ESPN , N ell Fortner, said the call was 
an outrage. S h e , along w ith countless 
others, I am sure, wanted to see the 
game go to  overtim e.

“T h is  is unfortunate for all the 
players," she said. “In a situation like 
this, you have to let them  dictate the 
outcom e o f the game.”

T h a t sounds eerily like Mulkey- 
Robertson’s rant in Lubbock in Janu­
ary. S o  we know Baylor has a few sup­
porters. Try 18,005. T h a t’s how many 
people had voted on an ESPN .com  
poll ( 7 7 .6  p e rc e n t) th a t th e  foul 
should not have been called, and the 
game should have gone to  overtim e.

Hopefully, the N C A A  will take 
that into consideration, and we can 
see the players begin to determ ine the 
outcom e o f games again.
