New aircraft being tested at Reese Technology Center

Test pilots flew to Lubbock seeking the high 
wind speeds most Lubbock residents dread.

The Bell/Bocing V-22 Osprey made its first ap­
pearance in Lubbock on April 17. It is at the Reese 
Technology Center undergoing flight testing in 
windy conditions until the first or second week in 
May, said Bill Spruce, lead aircraft test director and

site manager at Lubbock.
The operational test cycle evaluates the low 

air speed flying qualities of the aircraft in moder­
ate and high winds. The ideal wind testing speed 
is between 20 and 30 knots, Spruce said.

Each test flight is several hours long so as to 
gather the correct data regarding the aircraft’s per­
formance.

Test pilot Bill Leonard said the Osprey has

undergone five flights in the wide skies of Lubbock. 
One flight was a check flight and the other four were 
to gather data.

The Osprey is a tilt rotor aircraft with a 38-foot 
rotor system and engine/transmission nacelle 
mounted on each wing tip. It can operate as a heli­
copter when taking oft and landing vertically. Once

Fire in Coleman evacuates 
students in residence hall

Dozens of Texas Tech students were evacuated from Coleman residence 
hall early Saturday morning when a fire broke out in the building.

Michael Shonrock, vice president of Student Affairs, said a fire started 
because of an unknown causes in the second-floor study lounge in the resi­
dence hall at about 3 a.m. Saturday. The Texas Tech fire and police depart­
ments are still investigating the cause of the fire. Neither department com­
mented on the blaze.

Shonrock said no one was injured from the fire or the resulting smoke, 
but students were evacuated. They were let back into the building after 
about an hour, he said. The extent of damage is unknown at this time, hut 
he said the furniture in the study lounge will have to be replaced because of 
water damage.

A backpack was found at the scene, and Shonrock said police arc trying 
to follow up with the individual to whom the backpack belongs. He is not 
sure if it is somehow related to the fire.

Scan Duggan, managing director of housing and residence life, could 
not be reached for comment.

Maj. Gordon Hoffman with the Tech Police Department was unavail­
able for comment.

Report: Heart disease a global epidemic
NEW YORK (AP) —  Heart disease

is a huge hut largely overlooked problem 
for global health, striking working-age 
people in developing countries and ham- 
penng their economies, a new report con­
cludes.

Low- and middle-income countries 
suffer about 80 percent of the world’s 17

million deaths every year from heart dis­
ease, including stroke, researchers found.

“This is a common problem in de­
veloping countries,” said lead author 
Stephen Leeder, a research fellow at the 
Earth Institute at Columbia University.

What's more, he said, while the 
United States and other developed coun­

tries have largely pushed the death rate 
from such diseases past age 70 through 
prevention and medical care, the prob­
lem is far more common in working- 
age people elsewhere.

In the age group of 30 to 59, for 
example, the rate of men dying from 
heart disease in Russia is about five 
times drat of the United States; in In­
dia, it’s nearly double; and in South 
Africa and Brazil, markedly higher, the 
report says.

India alone is losing a million 
people a year from its potential active 
work force, Leeder said.

“These are people who would oth­
erwise be adding to the economy. 
They’re people who would be look­
ing after their families,” Leeder said 
Friday, noting that widowhood is “a 
fast track to poverty" in developing 
countries.

Pair proud of helping 
to defeat sodomy law

H O U STO N  (A P) —  Two men 
whose 1998 arrests led to a U.S. Su­
preme Court decision that struck 
down bans on sodomy, say they are 
proud to have helped defeat an unjust 
law.

Speaking together for the first time 
since the case began, John Lawrence 
and Tyron Gam er told The Houston 
Chronicle they are overwhelmed by the 
support they received and are glad the 
case is over.

“I got a sense of justice for being 
wronged by the state o f T exas,” 
Lawrence said. "I feel I've been vindi­
cated."

The men were arrested after po­
lice —  sent by a bogus report of an 
armed intruder —  burst intp 
Lawrence’s apartment and found them 
engaged in consensual sex. The pair 
was jailed overnight and charged with 
breaking Texas' Homosexual Conduct 
Law, which bans oral and anal sex 
between people of the same gender.

In its landmark June ruling, the 
Supreme Court said what gay men and 
women do in the privacy of their bed­
rooms is their business and not the 
government’s.

The 6-3 decision invalidated laws 
in Texas and 12 other states. It also 
galvanized both sides in an ongoing 
national debate over whether homo­
sexuals are entitled to the same rights 
as heterosexuals when it comes to 
marriage and adoption.

Lawrence, a 60-year-old medical 
technologist, said he has no regrets for 
taking the case to Washington.

BALTIM ORE (A P) —  A college 
student accused of hiding box cutters 
aboard airliners to expose security 
weaknesses pleaded guilty Friday, and 
as part of the plea bargain made a 
video that could be used to train fed­
eral airport screeners.

Insurance companies 
in standoff over 9/11

NEW YORK (AP) —  U.S. officials 
arid insurance companies representing 
Sept. 11 victims are locked in an unusual 
legal standoff, stemming from the 
government's refusal to admit it has the 
alleged mastermind of the attacks in cus­
tody.

The insurance companies want the 
Justice Department to serve summonses 
and complaints on Khalid Shaikh 
Mohammed and other militants named 
as defendants in a lawsuit in federal court 
in New York. ,

But U.S. authorities claim they have 
never officially acknowledged holding the 
men. They also have argued that such a 
disclosure could hurt the government’s 
battle against terrorism.

The insurers insist the government 
cannot prevent them from pursuing valid 
claims against terrorist or^mizations, and 
have proposed a plan to keep informa­
tion about them under seal. A judge has 
yet to rule on the plan.

Stephen A. Coren, a Philadelphia 
lawyer representing the insurance com­
panies, said that his clients "understand 
the government’s concerns" and hope to 
reach a compromise.

A spokesman for the U.S. attorney's 
office declined Friday to discuss the case.

The stalemate stems from a huge case 
comprising lawsuits brought by families 
of the victims of the attacks on the World 
Trade Center and the Pentagon. Joining 
them are subsid iaries of Chubb Corp. and 
other insurance companies trying to re­
cover more than $5 billion for property 
damage and workers’ compensation, plus 
$200 billion in punitive damages.

Under the agreement, Nathaniel 
Heatwole could get up to six months 
in jail and $5,000 fine at sentencing 
June 24.

Lack of beds hurting 
treatment of victims

DAN DONG, China (AP) —  In­
jured children lay on file cabinets as an 
overcrowded North Korean hospital 
struggled to cope without enough beds 
or medic ine for hundreds of victims from 
last week’s train explosion, an aid worker 
who visited the facility said Sunday.

Sinuiju Provincial Hospital, just 
across the border from China, was treat­
ing 360 people injured in the blast, ac­
cording to Tony Banbury, Asia regional 
director for the U.N. World Food Pro­
gram. More than 60 percent of the vic­
tims there were children, he said.

“They clearly lack the ability to care 
for all the patients,” Banbury said.

Thursday’s huge explosion in the 
town of Ryongchon, fed by oil and 
chemicals, killed 161 people and injured 
at least 1,300, officials said.

The death toll rose by seven Sun­
day, but it was unclear whether the 
higher number reflected new fatalities 
or simply freshly confirmed casualties. 
Aid agencies didn’t say whether they 
expected the number to increase.

As relief workers assessed damage, 
trucks crammed with tents, blankets, 
canned food and packages of instant 
noodles rumbled across the Chinese 
frontier into North Korea, part of a 
multinational offer of help. South Ko­
rea, Japan and Australia also offered aid.

Eleven trucks from China crossed 
the bridge into North Korea on Sun­
day, carrying $ 120,000 worth of aid. The 
trucks were driven by Chinese police 
and bore red-and-white banners saying 
“donations from the government of the 
People's Republic of China.’’

obedience” last October when he hid 
box cutters and other banned items 
aboard two Southwest Airlines planes, 
where they were found by mainte­
nance staff.

Student charged with taking box cutters, 
other banned items onto plane pleads guilty
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Negotiations continue with Taliban members
K A N D A H A R , Afghanistan (A P ) —  

Afghan President Hamid Karzai returned 
Sunday to a Taliban stronghold where he was 
nearly assassinated 19 months ago, and said 
he would welcome rank-and-file members of 
the militia back into society.

But Karzai said about 150 leaders of the 
ultra-religious Islamic movement supplanted 
by his government after a U.S.-led war are 
unworthy of rehabilitation and could be pros­
ecuted.

Our problem is mainly with the top 
Taliban who may number no more than 
150 people —  who had links with al-Qaida,” 
Karzai said. “Those people are the enemies of 
Afghanistan and we are against them.”

But those Taliban who are doing jobs and

tilling the fields and working as shopkeepers, 
we want to welcome those Taliban,” he said.

The president has said in the past that he 
believed most Taliban could be reintegrated 
into society, but this appeared to be the first 
time he put a number on those the nation 
sought to prosecute.

Karzai said the government has been in 
negotiations with less radical Taliban leaders 
for months, though he did not give any de­
tails. Taliban leader Mullah Mohammed 
Omar and his inner circle would not be ex­
pected to be offered an olive branch by the 
government.

There also have been reports the govern­
ment is negotiating with some supporters of 
renegade warlord Gulbuddin Hekmatyar in

an effort to get them to switch sides.
The notion appears to have Washington’s 

support.

bassador Zalmay 
Khalilzad said he favors 
an amnesty for all but the 
worst of the old regime

He urged resi­
dents to participate in the elections by regis­
tering to vote, and called on militiamen un­
der the control of local warlords to embrace 
the governm ent’s disarmament program, 
which provides economic benefits for those 
that lay down their arms.

Karzai also traveled to his hometown of 
Karz, just outside Kandahar, and visited his 
father’s grave.

W ASHINGTON (AP) —  Demo­
cratic candidate John Kerry said Friday 
a woman’s right to abortion is a major 
part of his campaign for president, ig­
noring a prominent Vatican official’s 
call for denying Communion to Catho­
lic politicians who support abortion 
rights.

“I believe that in the year 2004 we 
deserve a president who understands 
that a stronger America is where 
women’s rights are just that, rights, not 
political weapons to be used by politi­
cians of this nation,” Kerry said during 
a rally he had scheduled with women’s 
rights groups.

“More than 30 years after Roe vs. 
Wade became the law of the land, it 
has never been more at risk than it is 
today,” Kerry said. “We are going to 
have a change in leadership in this 
country to protect the right of choice.”

Earlier Friday, Cardinal Francis 
Arinze would not comment on whether 
it was right to give Communion to 
Kerry, who is Catholic. Arinze spoke 
to reporters while issuing a Vatican di­
rective, commissioned by Pope John 
Paul II, that clamps down on liturgical 
abuses in Mass. The 71 -page document 
does not address the question of pro- 
choice politicians, an issue reporters 
raised with the cardinal.

When asked in general about “un­
ambiguously pro-abortion” Catholic 
politicians, Arinze said such a politician 
“is not fit” to receive Communion. “If 
they should not receive, then they 
should not be given,” he said.

Kerry spokesman David Wade 
would not respond directly to Arinze, 
but he reiterated Kerry's position on the 
separation of church and state that 
“helped make religious affiliation a 
nonissue in American politics.”

“The decisions he will make as presi­
dent will be guided by his obligation to 
all the people of our country and to the

Constitution of the United States," 
Wade said in a statement. “Every 
American —  whether they be Jewish, 
Catholic, Protestant or any other faith 
—  must believe their president is rep­
resenting them.”

Bush campaign spokesman Steve 
Schmidt said: “John Kerry’s position in 
favor of partial-birth abortion shows 
how far outside tire mainstream he is. 
The president supports a culture of life."

Kerry scheduled the rally to com­
pare his stand on abortion with what 
he says are Bush’s extreme anti-abor­
tion positions. On Sunday in Washing­
ton, the National Organization for 
W om en, N A R A L  Pro-choice 
America, the Planned Parenthood Fed­
eration and other groups plan to march 
for abortion rights.

The Planned Parenthood Action 
Fund endorsed Kerry on Friday, citing 
his support for abortion rights. Planned 
Parenthood’s political arm, which has 
never before endorsed a presidential 
candidate, said it will fix;us on bringing 
single women to the polls in Novem­
ber.

Judie Brown, president of the anti­
abortion American Life League, said 
the cardinal’s comments “should rein­
force for the bishops that they must 
enforce canon law” by denying Com­
munion to public figures who advocate

abortion. She estimated that more than 
500 politicians at the state and national 
level fall into that category.

“My impression is that the vast ma­
jority of bishops do not enforce the law,” 
Brown said.

Kerry’s position of being personally 
opposed to abortion but supporting 
abortion rights is hypocritical, Brown 
said. “There is no such thing in the 
Catholic Church as personal morality. 
There’s only right and wrong,” she said.

Frances Kissling, president of 
Catholics for a Free Choice, USA, said 
statements such as Arinze’s “debase the 
political campaign” and would isolate 
the church from its Americans mem­
bers, most of whom she said support 
abortion rights.

“Do they really want to tell Sena­
tors Kennedy, Mikulski, Leahy and 70 
other members of the U.S. Congress 
that they can’t receive Communion?” 
Kissling asked. “Because they can’t just 
tell this to Senator Kerry."

Kissling said the statement could 
have a negative impact on Kerry's cam­
paign.

“It has the effect of making Senator 
Kerry’s task of describing himself to the 
American public very difficult because 
it places him on the defensive. He 
should not be having to explain to the 
American public his relationship to the
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Roman Catholic Church,” she said.
Kerry has said he would nominate 

only Supreme Court justices who sup­
port his position. Bush approves of abor- 
tion only in cases of rape or incest or 
when the pregnancy endangers a 
woman’s life.

Bush recently signed two pieces of 
legislation that have alarmed aEx>rtion 
rights advocates. The first bans the pro­
cedure that critics describe as “partial- 
birth" abortion; the second established 
new protections for the unborn by mak­
ing it a separate crime to harm a fetus 
during an assault on the mother-to-be.

Last week, Kerry met with Cardi­
nal Theodore McCarrick, the Wash­
ington archbishop heading a task force 
examining whether there should tie 
church sanctions for Catholic politi­
cians who support abortion rights. The 
seven-memtier task force, created last 
year by the U.S. Conference of Catho­
lic Bishops, is studying what steps to 
take agaiast Catholic politicians who 
vote and support positions at odds with 
church teachings.

Among the options are denying ac­
cess to Catfiolic schools or hospitals that 
might be venues for campaign events 
to excommunication, but McCarrick 
made it clear that he does not favor the 
latter choice.

Republicans under fire 
for use of campaign funds

HOUSTON (A P)— The Texas stricted account 
publican Party may biave violated The state ReRepublican Party may have violated 

state law when it spent $2.2 million 
in corporate cash it collected during 
the last major statewide elections, The 
Houston Chronicle reported Sunday.

Texas law prohibits political par­
ties from spending corporate or la­
bor union money on anything other 
than running a party primary, pay­
ing for a convention or administra­
tive expenses.

Parties also are required to spend 
those funds through a separate, re-

The state Republican Party, how­
ever, transferred its corporate dona­
tions to a federal committee it runs and 
designated all general election ex­
penses as administrative, the newspa­
per found in a review of more than 
10,000 pages of state and federal cam­
paign finance reports.

In one instance, the party defined 
$1.9 million in television advertisements 
as “administration” in campaign reports, 
the newspaper said. Another $453,815 
in direct mail was reported as “admin."

I spent more than a year working at the 
Viet-nam  Archive transcribing the oral 
histories o f V ietnam  veterans, and 1 

learned a lot about that war from listening 
to the men and women who were over there.

This is a war my father fought in, and 
I’m sure many o f your fathers also fought in 
or your parents remember. It was a very trau­
m atic event for that generation in Am eri­
can  history.

I learned a lot about the Vietnam war 
while listening to veterans. It was a war be­
tween democracy and communism, a part of 
the laiger Cold War. T he Vietcong and North 
Vietnamese, the U .S. enemy, used guerilla 
tactics instead of confrontational actions, and 
who was winning the war was judged by body 
counts, not by ground won or lost. Military 
actions were dictated by politics and the ac­
tual power given to the military was limited 
by outside considerations.

U .S . soldiers often did 
not know who was friend 
and who was foe, because 
ch ild re n  co u ld  carry  
bom bs, and farm ers by 
day w ere w arriors by 
night. For these reasons 
the war dragged on  for 
years, th e  d ea th  ra te  
among Vietnamese “civil- 
was high, and atrocities were com m it­
ted by both sides, although only the Am eri­
can atrocities made the news.

These are all facts about the Vietnam war 
that give you a little bit of hickgmund about it. 
But the most important thing I learned while 
listening to these transcripts was not about die 
past, but about the future. Even though I am a 
die-hard conservative I was not so sure about 
the idea of tire United States sending its mili­
tary into Ir.k|. However, once American sol­
diers were committed to Iraq, I was behind it 
completely because I learned that America can­
not win a war, even with its professional mili­
tary, if the American public does not support it.

T h is column could be called “Hell hath 
no fury.” B u t... the rest of that sentence used 
to be and should be “like America scorned." 
During die 20th  century the U nited States 
participated in two “hot” wars and a Cold 
W ar in which the United States was victo­
rious. It took the United States several years

to get into World W ar I, but eventually 
events pushed President W ilson into a 
declaration o f war. Those same events 
worked U .S . citizens into a fury over how 
dieir country was being treated by an­
other nation.

A  similar story occurred more than 
20 years later, when events, culminating 
with Pearl Harbor pushed Am erica into 
another war, with all her citizens behind 
her, because they were Am erican citizens 
and Am erica had been attacked.

But then in Vietnam  the 
press co v erag e  and th e  

length o f the war slowly 
turned the Am erican 
p u blic  ag a in st, n o t 
only the war, but also 
its soldiers.

T h e re  were dem ­
onstrations and po­
litical m achinations 
c a l l in g  for p e a c e .
So ld iers  who cam e 

hom e were accused o f 
butchery and baby-killing, and 

they were shunned, so instead o f hold­
ing their head high because they had 
served their country, they hid their ser­
v ice and were ashamed o f it. T h en  the 
leadership o f their country betrayed its 
soldiers by pulling out and leaving the 
jo b  unfinished because the A m erican 
public w anted out. T h e  governm ent 
ca lled  it an  “h o n o rab le  p eace ,” but 
most soldiers didn’t th ink  so.

Currently we are hearing a lot about 
how similar the current Iraq situation is 
to Vietnam . I think the people saying 
that should take a closer look at both 
actions. T h e  bottom line is Iraq is a long 
way from becoming Vietnam . However, 
there is one similarity that I do see, one 
that could cause the same end result: T he 
Am erican public is not completely be-

hind this war, and our soldiers.

W e are debating in the media and on the 
street com ers. But at this point it does not mat­
ter if W E  were right to go into Iraq in the first 
place, the U nited States of Am erica is com ­
mitted. W hy? Because we have taken action, 
we have com mitted soldiers and they have died 
there. If we leave now the United States looks 
foolish and weak before allies and enemies, and 
more importantly if we pull out now we have 
betrayed all those men who have fought in Iraq, 
those living and those dead.

S o , pulling out is not the answer, and 
w hether or not we should have gone in in i­
tially is irrelevant. T h e  best and quickest 
way to  end th is war is for the A m erican  
p eop le  to  u n ite  b eh in d  th e ir  p resid en t 
(w hom ever th at may b e) and their troops 
to win th is fight. A t th is p o in t we have no 
rallying ev en t to  fall behind . “Rem em ber 
Pearl H arbor,” doesn’t really cut it anymore, 
but maybe its tim e for a new cry; “W e are 
united, and we will prevail.”

If the American people pull together to win 
this war, then we could once again show die world 
that the United States of America won’t be beat, 
and what the will of this united people can do.

Hell hath no fury like Am erica scorned . . .  
when the Am erican people decide they will 
stand together.

A  lot was made recently about Texas 
Tech head football coach  M ike 
Leach’s new million-dollar-a-year 

contract. T h e  Lubbock Avalance-Joum al 
printed an editorial praising both athletic 
director Gerald Myers and C oach Leach for 
working out the “win-win proposition.”

It is true that coach Leach has accom ­
plished some good things in his four years 
at Tech. He has taken the Raiders to bowl 
games in four consecutive years —  the first 
time that has ever happened at Tech. He 
has also won bowl games in consecutive sea­
sons, a first since 1973-74, hopefully revers­
ing T ech ’s miserable 5-19-1 bowl record 
prior to 2001.

C o a ch  L each  has also  cra fted  four 
straight winning seasons —  8-5 in 2 0 0 3 ,9 -  
5 in 2002, 7-5 in 2001, and 7-6  in 2000 
record —  for an overall record o f 31-21 and 
a .600 winning percentage. Add to this the 
vastly increased national visibility that has 
come from a record-setting offense and high- 
profile players like Kliff Kingsbury and B. J. 
Symons, and C oach  Leach has put together 
an impressive record so far.

But there also are quite a few things 
he h asn ’t accom plished  —  things th at 
grate on the Raider faithful. O ne is Leach’s 
record against the Big 12 C onference’s top 
teams. Leach has never beaten O klahom a, 
never beaten N ebraska, and beaten Texas 
only once in four tries. T h e  only “impor­
tant” team  Leach has a w inning record 
against is A & .M , w hich he has b eaten  
three out o f four times, and three straight.

T his record might be 
worse if not for the lucky 
break o f  not having to 
play either Nebraska or 
Kansas State the past two 
years. But th e  R aid ers 
squandered that golden 
opportunity to  achieve 
better won-loss records by 
losing to Kansas and Mis­
souri, among others. Now,
“they’re b -a -c-k ”— Tech plays 
both Nebraska and Kansas State in 
2004, a frightful challenge to the streak of 
consecutive winning seasons.

W h en  a co ach  is paid a m illion  d ol­
lars a year —  m ore money than  many 
people make in a lifetim e — expectations 

, run h igh . Som e o f these  e x p e cta tio n s  
m ight be considered to  be “m inim um  re- 

I qu irem ents.” H ere, as I see it, are five 
“m in im u m  e x p e c ta t io n s "  fo r C o a c h  
L each  for th e  2 0 0 4  season:

O ne, make defensive im provem ent a 
major priority. W hen you can score 49  and 
still lose (to  Oklahom a State), score 40  and 
still lose (to  Texas), and give up 62  to M is­
souri, you’re in deep doo-doo. T h e  defense 
must improve for Tech to compete.

Two, have a “solid” winning season. In 
two of Coach Leach’s four years (2 0 0 0  and 
2003), the regular-season record has been 
7-5, which is just one win above .500. Tech 
needs to generate records o f 8-3 and 9-2  on 
a more consistent basis.

Three, be ranked in the Top 20  —  and 
stay there for more than a week. Four, beat 
more teams with winning records. This re- 

I mains Tech’s greatest challenge-to be able 
to beat the really top teams (O klahom a, 
Nebraska, Kansas State, Texas, and A & M ) 
regularly instead of occasionally. And five, 
beat O klahom a, Texas, and A & M . So far,

others. It’s time for the Raiders to emerge 
from their perpetual existence in the shadow 
of Texas and O klahom a.

T h en , here are two “extended expecta­
tions” for the near future —  say, within three 
years. No. 1, win the Big 12 South and get 
into the conference championship game. 
No. 2, win the Big 12 (Tech has won only 
two conference championships in football 
since entering the Southwest Conference in 
1960) and go to a B C S  bowl.

And finally, here are two more “long- 
range” expectations —  say, within 

five to six years. N o 1, win a B C S 
bowl and finish in the Top 10. No. 

2, win a national championship. 
W ishful thinking, you say? 
Maybe so. But million-dol- 
lar coaches need to produce 
million-dollar results.

In Leach’s defense, the

contrast. Big 12 “powerhouses” like Oklahoma, 
Texas, and Kansas State, with their patsy-pad­
ded schedules, are far down the list. O f the Big 
12 teams, only Colorado played a tougher 
schedule in 2003.

But it w on’t  get any b etter in 2004- 
T ech  has hom e games against T C U , N e­
braska, Texas, and O klahom a State  —  all 
o f which have to be considered “must-win" 
gam es. A dd away gam es against O k la ­
hom a, Kansas S ta te , and A&.M, and the 
inescapable conclusion is that the Raid­
ers will have to play some o f their best 
football ever to  achieve even a winning 
season in 2004- W ith  some breaks, 8-3  is 
possible —  but so is 4 -7 .

W e live in an era when English, biology, 
and history professors, whose work has far 
greater long-term impact than any sports 
coach, are paid $60 ,000 , while high-profile 
ath letic coaches are paid $1 million and 
more. I support C oach Leach and the un­
precedented  level o f e x ce lle n ce  he has 
brought to Texas Tech football. Now it’s time 
for him to earn his big-time salary with some 
big-time results.

It was also m ilitary policy th at any­
one wounded in actio n  (regardless o f 
severity) he given a purple heart. Kerry 
received three shrapnel wounds to his 
lim bs and ch est in separate incid ents, 
thus earning him  the awards and his 
tick et hom e. O th e r  than  dodging the 
shrapnel h im self, there w asn’t much 
the young lieutenant could have done 
to prevent being sent hom e from duty.

It has also been  claim ed that Kerry 
received his S ilv er S ta r  for chasing a 
wounded, fleeing enem y soldier in to

the jungle and k illing  him . D ram atic story, 
but false. His newly released military records 
reveal th a t o n e  day, th e  boat in K erry ’s 
charge was ambushed from the jungle with 
R P G s  an d  sm all arm s fire . K erry  c o m ­
manded that the ambushers be attacked  d i­
rectly, so the riverways would be safe. He 
and his m en chased the guerrillas in to  the 
jungle and engaged them  there. T h is  was 
only one o f Kerry’s 20 unofficial kills.

Kerry served his country, was liked by his 
m en and never left a soldier behind. T h a t, 
in my book, makes him  a war hero. It also 
m akes these allegations against his record 
pretty  lam e. Being a war hero alone does 
n o t m ake h im  a good can d id ate , but it 
should put him  above such petty, ground­
less attacks.

O f  course, Bush’s “war record” has been 
attacked  as well, so I suppose it was only a 
m atter o f  tim e before he retaliated .

airborne, the nacelles rotate forward 
90 degrees for horizontal flight, con­
verting the V-22 to a high speed, fuel- 
efficient turboprop airplane, accord­
ing to the military’s Web site.

Tlie wings rotate toward the main 
frame of the aircraft for compact stor­
age below deck of aircraft earners and 
ships, Leonard said.

The helicopter mode allows the 
aircraft to descend directly over cargo, 
be attached and pick the cargo 
straight up.

While the helicopter mode is used 
primarily for ascending and descend­
ing, the predominant flight mode is 
airplane, Leonard said.

The maximum speed is 310 knots, 
but the plane cruises at 250 knots.

“The plane has been flying very, 
very well," he said. “It flies just like 
an airplane. It’s an airplane that hov­
ers, not a helicopter that flies fast.”

The aircraft received criticism for

its flying capabilities when two 
aircrafts crashed in 1991 and 1992. 
The latter crash killed seven people. 
The problems that caused a few ma­
jor crashes in the history of the pro­
gram have been fixed, Spruce said, 
and the airplane has been operating 
well since then.

The first flight of the Osprey oc­
curred in March 1989. The first of 
four “production representative” test 
aircraft began flying on Feb. 5, 1997. 
A  total of 523 aircraft will be built 
for the Marine Corps, Navy, and Air 
Force, with the first production V-22s 
delivered in 2000 , according to 
www.vstol.org.

Icing tests are being performed in 
Nova Scotia.

Leonard said the aircrafts will 
soon be sold to foreign countries as 
well as the U.S. Marines, Navy and 
Air Force.

The Marine Corps’ version of the 
Osprey will be an assault transport for 
troops, equipment, and supplies, op­
erating from air capable ships or bases 
ashore, according to the military’s

Web site.
The aircraft has an electronic im­

pulse system with three flight control 
computers. The aviation technology 
the Osprey is equipped with presents 
complications that the test flights in 
Lubbock and elsewhere are trying to 
overcome.

"There are technology challenges 
that no one has ever done to this ex­
tent before,” Leonard said. "There are 
issues we have to«vork out. There may 
be challenges, but there are no prob­
lems.”

Leonard has complete confidence 
in the flight capabilities of the aircraft.

“People who know how to oper­
ate the aircraft have total faith in it,” 
he said.

Lubbock residents are welcome to 
watch the aircraft from behind a fence 
at the Reese Center during flight test­
ing.

There is no way to give advance 
knowledge of when a flight will be 
performed, but Spruce said the wind 
conditions are appropriate, the air­
craft will probably be flying.

Thousands turn out for 
pro-abortion walk in D.C.

W ASHINGTON (AP) —  Abor­
tion-rights supporters marched in huge 
numbers Sunday, roused in this elec­
tion year by what they see as an ero­
sion of reproductive freedoms under 
President Bush and foreign policies 
they say hurt women worldwide.

Political agitation suffused the 
withering, the largest in favor of abor­
tion rights since an estimated 500,000 
assembled in 1992. The target: Bush, 
like-minded officials in federal and 
state government and religious con­
servatives.

Speaking beyond the masses to 
policy-makers, Francis Kissling of 
Catholics for a Free Choice declared,
“You will hear our pro-choice voices 
ringing in your ears until such time 
that you permit all women to make 
our own reproductive choices.”

Women joined the protest from 
across the nation and from nearly 60 
countries, asserting that damage from 
Bush’s policies is spreading far beyond 
U.S. shores through measures such as 
the ban on federal money for family­
planning groups that promote or per­
form abortions abroad.

Authorities no longer give formal 
crowd estimates but said the crowd was 
hundreds of thousands strong. The 
Washington-area commuter train sys­
tem alone carried 138,000 passengers 
Sunday morning, three times as many 
as the previous Sunday.

Carole Mehltnan, 68, came from 
Tampa, Fla., to support a cause that 
has motivated her to march for 30 
years, as long as abortion has been le­
gal.

“I just had to be here to fight for 
the next generation and the genera­
tion after that," she said. “We cannot 
let them take over our bodies, our 
health care, our lives.”

Advocates said abortion rights are 
being weakened at the margins 
through federal and state restrictions 
and will be at risk of reversal at the 
core if Bush gets a second term.

“Know your power and use it,” Rep.
Nancy Pelosi of California, House 
Dem ocratic leader, exhorted the 
masses. “It is your choice, not the poli­
ticians’.”

And feminist Gloria Steinem ac­
cused Bush of squandering interna­
tional good will and taking positions 
so socially conservative that he seems 
—  according to Steinem —  to be in 
league with the likes of Muslim ex­
tremists or the Vatican.

Democratic Sen. Hillary Clinton 
of New York, referring to the 1973 
Supreme Court decision legalizing 
abortion, said the administration is 
“filled with people who disparage 
sexual harassment laws, who claim tlie 
pay gap between women and men is 
phony ... who consider Roe v. Wade 
the worst abomination of constitu­
tional law in our history.”

Organizers set up voter registration 
tables; supporters of John Kerry, the 
[democratic presidential candidate, 
handed out stickers. The event was not 
overtly partisan but denunciations of 
Bush set the tone from the stage and 
the ground.

T h e  throngs gathered by the 
Washington Monument for opening 
speeches and set off along Pennsylva­
nia Avenue, looping back to the Mall 
near the Capitol. They moved slowly, 
bottlenecked by their own numbers.

A much smaller contingent of 
abortion opponents assembled along 
a portion of the route to protest what 
they called a “death march. Among 
them were women who had had abor­
tions and regretted it; they dressed in 

black.
Tabitha Wamica, 36, of Phoenix, 

said she had two abortions when she

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technology, she said, her son is 
healthy.

“Since then, my mission has been 
to educate women about prenatal 
care,” she said, “and working on rais­
ing money for the March of Dimes."

Wesson said site was also proud 
to see nearly 2,000 walkers at the 
day’s event She said Lubbock resi­
dents always come through when it 
comes to such events.

“I think it’s great that the Lub­
bock community has supported the 
March of [Times through the years,” 
she said.

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was young. “We don’t have a choice. 
God is the only one who can decide,” 
she said.

Police used barricades and a heavy 
presence at that site to keep it from 
becoming a flashpoint. Both sides 
yelled at each other as the vanguard 
of the march reached the counter­
demonstration.

“Look at the pictures, look at the 
pictures," shouted abortion opponents, 
holding up big posters showing a fetus 
at eight weeks.

“Lies, lies," marchers shouted back.
Police arrested 16 people from the 

Christian Defense Coalition for dem­
onstrating without a permit and an­
other anti-abortion protester for 
throwing ink-filled plastic eggs at rally 
signs.

Celebrities familiar to the abor­
tion-rights movement led the parade, 
among them  W hoopi Goldberg, 
Kathleen Turner, Cybill Shepherd and 
media mogul Ted Turner.

“There is a religious and moral su­
periority and arrogance that so many, 
not all, Republicans have," said actress 
Linda Carter. “It is the ultimate intru­
sion by government to tell a woman 
when she can have chi Idren, if she has 
them at all.”

As the list of sponsors, which in­
cluded the American Civil Liberties 
Union and the National Latina Insti­
tute for Reproductive Health, attests, 
the right to an abortion in the United 
States was the rallying point but not 
the only issue at stake for these pro­
testers. Organizers were fighting, too, 
for birth control, sex education and 
better health care for women world­
wide.

“We believe it’s important to be 
that broad-based and diverse because 
the threats to reproductive rights are 
that broad-based and diverse," said 
Gloria Feldt, president of the Planned 
Parenthood Federation of America.

“In our country, it’s so important 
to feel solidarity with the rest of the 
world on women’s rights,” said Hel­
ena Pinto, president of UM AR, an 
abortion rights group in Portugal, 
where legal abortion is limited.

Although Rex; v. Wade still an­
chors abortion rights, some states have 
imposed waiting periods before abor­
tions, requirements that girls under 18 
notify their parents, and other limits 
that have closed abortion clinics or 
discouraged doctors from performing 
abortions.
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Washington, Scott ignite ‘Man on Fire’ EYE ON BALL

James O  
EpplerDirector Tony Scott’s “Man 

on Fire” will surely suffer for 
the timing of its release.

The revenge film starring Denzel 
Washington opens only one week 
after “Kill Bill Vol. 2" and “The Pun­
isher,” two other revenge films —  
one superb and one mediocre, re­
spectively.

“Man on Fire” fits somewhere in between those two films, but avid mov­
iegoers may feel bombarded with a slew of violence and vengeance by the time 
they sit down for the new film.

It’s a shame because Scott’s film has merit, despite the fact it is working with 
formulaic material. The script, written by Brian Flelgeland and based on a novel 
by A.J. Quinnell, contains deep emotions and a strong central character. You 
could call this film a mixture of "Ransom” and “Payback” (the latter also written 
and directed by Helgeland.)

Denzel Washington rocks hard as Creasy, a man wi th a past he is sure God will 
never forgive him for. He has become disillusioned with himself and spends most 
of his time with his closest friend, Jack Daniels.

He goes to Mexico City to visit an old military friend, Rayburn (Christopher 
Walken), who finds a job for Creasy as a bodyguard for a family. Kidnappings are 
running rampant in Mexico City, and the wealthy family wants someone to pro­
tect their daughter.

Creasy first interviews with the father, Samuel Ramos (Marc Anthony) and 
tells him up front that he drinks. Ramos understands but tells Creasy not to tell 
his wife.

The Ramos’ hire Creasy to protect their daughter, Pita (the wonderful Dakota 
Fanning). Pita wants to be friends with Creasy, but he makes it very clear that he
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is not hired to be her friend.
But his defenses weaken after he tries to commit suicide and the gun misfires. 

That, combined with the affection of the small girl gives Creasy a reason to live 
again.

The film does a wise thing in allowing ample time for Creasy and Pita to 
develop a relationship —  he teaches her how to become a better swimmer —  and 
by the rime she inevitably gets kidnapped, the feelings erf rage felt by Creasy be­
come more real to us.

In fact, the kidnapping occurs after the film has already run for one hour. 
Many revenge films spend little time in developing relationships —  a father hugs 
his son a few times or a husband has a romantic walk on the beach with his wife —  
before they are kidnapped or killed.

“Man on Fire” makes us first connect with these two characters and their rela­
tionship with one another, which makes the rest of the film’s brutal and grizzly 
violence feel justified and even strangely comforting.

When Creasy learns that Pita has been killed, he sets out on a mission of ven­
geance as he tries to find the head of this kidnapping organization, and vows to kill 
everyone involved. He maims, tortures and murders victims with tactics that make 
Mr. Blonde (Michael Madsen) from “Reservoir Dogs’ kxrk like Santa Claus.

Tony Scott continuously disorients us with his camera using filters, different 
focal depths, and abrupt changes. Paul Cameron’s cinematography polishes this 
film with a gritty glossiness.

There also is a nice touch, as subtitles not only appear when characters are 
speaking Spanish —  certain English phrases are subtitled to stress importance.

The music by Harry Gregson-Williams features a collection of hard rock, sexy 
guitar licks, and Mexican-flavored music, all of which complement the hard-edged 
quality of the movie.

After a few post-Oscar misfires, (“John Q ,” “Out of Time"), Washington has 
found a good project. Even in those weaker films, he still delivered strong perfor­
mances, but he is hard-core in “Man on Fire,” and plays the rock-solid Creasy with 
equal measurements of wrath and heartache.

1 enjoyed Washington and the film so much that 1 was not Withered by its near 
two-and-a-half hour running time. Although the film’s twists are hardly surprising, 
there is some nice imagery toward the end and some startling violence to keep eyes 
glued to the screen.

“Man on Fire” may not be dealing with original material, but die smart deci­
sions made by the filmmakers and the razor-edged performance from Washington 
make it worth taking another trip into revenge territory.

‘Man on Fire’ edges ‘13 Going on 3 0 ’ at box office

Once we get done with her. she could be.
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LO S A N G ELES (A P) —  Denzel 
W ashington, who sets out to rescue 
a little girl in “Man on Fire,” pushed 
aside another little girl in the com ­
edy “ 13 Going on 30 ” to claim  the 
top spot at the weekend box office.

T h e  v io le n t revenge th r ille r  
“M anon Fire” debuted with $23 mil­
lion, while Jennifer G arner’s light­
h e arte d  c h ild -in -a n -a d u lt-b o d y  
movie “ 13 Going on 3 0 " came in at 
No. 2 with $22 million, according to 
studio estimates Sunday.

T he difference is close enough 
that the films could switch places 
when final figures are released M on­
day.

This marks W ashington’s stron­
gest opening since his Oscar-winning 
role in "Training Day,” which opened 
in O ctober 2001 with $22.5 million. 
He has lately had a lukewarm spell
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with the drama “Antwone Fisher” 
and the thriller “O ut of Tim e.”

“T his is a harder-edged Denzel. 
People seem to like that and he can 
pull it off,” said Paul 
D e r g a r a b e d ia n ,  
president o f box-of­
fice tracker Exhibi­
tor Relations.

In  “ M an on  
F ire,” W ashington 
stars as a security 
guard who goes on a 
vicious spree to save 
10-year-old Dakota 
Fanning from kid­
nappers.

It’s the latest in 
a line o f successful 
vengeance films to 
sco re  w ell w ith  
moviegoers, follow­
ing last week’s No.
1 d ebut for “ K ill 
B ill —  Vol. 2” and 
successful runs for 
“ T h e  P u n is h e r” 
and “ W alk in g  
T all.”

T he audience for “Man on Fire” 
was about 55 percent female, said

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Raiders down Oklahoma

Hitting and pitching are essential 
to baseball, but doing both well gives 
you superstar status in Larry Hays’ 
book.

Seniors Josh Haney and Corey 
Gerstner combined at the plate and on 
the mound to lead the Texas Tech base­
ball team to a 2-1 series victory over 
No. 13 Oklahoma this weekend at Dan 
Law Field. Hays said several players did 
outstanding jobs to help the Red Raid­
ers win, but those two were stand-outs.

“There were a lot of heroes this 
weekend,” Hays said. “But Haney and 
Gerstner are at the top of that list."

Tech (27 -13 , 8 -6  Big 12) came 
back after dropping the first game to 
the Sooners, 10-4, on Friday, to take 
the Saturday and Sunday wins. The 
Raiders finished out the weekend, 
clinching their third consecutive con­
ference series win, and beat Oklahoma 
14-4 on Saturday and 6-5 on Sunday.

W ith the series tied 1-1 going into 
the rubber-match on Sunday, junior 
pitcher Michael McGowan led off on 
the mound, getting two strikeouts to 
start the first inning.

Junior first baseman Josh Brady got 
things rolling at the plate for the Raid­
ers with a single in the bottom of the 
fourth. After junior left fielder Michael 
Mask was walked, third baseman 
Haney slammed a double down the 
third base line to bring Brady in for the 
first run of the game.

Haney said the weekend showed 
improvement on the part of the Raid­
ers, and he was an added bonus.

“1 felt real com fortable at the 
plate,” he said. “We stayed with our 
approach, and evidently, we put it all 
together on Sunday.”

With Tech in the lead, Oklahoma 
answered quickly with a solo homerun 
in the top of the fifth. The Sooners 
failed to score in the sixth, but with 
Brady reaching first after being hit, 
Mask knocked a single into center 
field to set runners on the comers, 
with two outs remaining.

Haney set up at the plate once 
again, ripping a line drive to left field, 
sending Brady around to score, put­
ting the Raiders ahead of Oklahoma, 
2-1. Then junior second baseman Jose

Symons drafted by 
Houston Texans

Quarterback B.J. Symons will go 
home to play professional football.

The former Tech passer was se­
lected by the Houston Texans in the 
seventh round of the NFL draft Sun­
day afternoon.

Symons led the Red Raiders to a win 
in the Houston Bowl in December and 
was the nation’s leading passer with 
5,833 yards and 52 touchdowns. He also 
received the Sammy Baugh Award, 
which goes to the nation’s best passer.

As of press time Symons had not 
returned phone calls from The Univer­
sity Daily.

Delgado hit an RBI-double, leaving 
runners on second and third.

The Sooners were blanked again in 
the seventh, and Tech continued to 
swing the bats. Junior catcher Cooper 
Fouts led off the inning with a single, 
and Blair followed with another single. 
With runners on first and second, jun­
ior designated hitter Dallas Braden 
bunted for a hit to fill the bases with 
no outs. Brady hit a line drive to third 
base for the first out. Mask knocked a 
sacrifice fly to score Fouts.

Junior Adam Fry came out from the 
bullpen to relieve McGowan in the 
eighth with one out. He struck out his 
first victim swinging. But with runners 
on first and second base, an Oklahoma 
batter knocked a single, filling the 
bases, and a single following it brought 
two runners to cross home plate, bring­
ing the score within one run.

With two outs in the inning, Fry 
walked another batter, filling the bases 
yet again. Tech pitching coach Travis 
Walden went to Friday’s starter, senior 
Steven Thomas, to finish the inning.

Three runs by the Sooners in the 
eighth helped them to tie the game. 
Tech could not manage to recover, 
giving up a homerun in the top of the 
ninth, falling behind 5-4.

After bringing in senior Corey 
Gerstner to relieve Thomas, Walden 
was ejected from the game for words 
exchanged with the home plate um­
pire. What looked to be the end of the 
game was not.

Fouts led off the bottom of the 
ninth with a single. Junior Marcus 
Lewis came in to pinch run. A  balk 
by the pitcher advanced him to sec­
ond. The next two batters failed to 
capitalize on the opportunity. But 
Brady stepped up with two outs, and 
fired a double, scoring a run.

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Nebraska manufactures wins against Tech

Texas Tech head softball co3ch Bobby 
Reeves understands why the Nebraska 
Comhuskcrs (34-12,12-0 Big 12) are the best 
team in the Big 12.

If the accolade was not evident to Reeves 
after his team’s 6-1 loss to the ‘Huskers Satur­
day it was made clear Sunday as Tech (19-34, 
1-15) was defeated by Nebraska 3-1 inagame 
decided in efficient fashion.

Nebraska scored its three runs on five hits, 
all of them singles and had a second consecu­
tive gem pitched by probable All-American 
Peaches James.

Nebraska jumped to a 1-0 lead in the top of 
the first inning after a leadofif single by second 
baseman Anne Steffan. On the next delivery from 
Tech starter Julie Hauck, Steffan stole second base. 
She was then bunted over to third on a textbook 
sacrifice bunt by third baseman Jessica Yoachim, 
and the next batter, centerfielder N icole Trimboli, 
flied out to left field, bringing Steffen home.

Reeves said the manufacturing of runs Ne­
braska displayed was what makes them so good.

“That’s what good teams do," he said. “And 
as a defensive team we have to know that 
they’re gonna try and steal. 1 think if (Steffen)

tried to steal 100 times she’d probably make ir 
every time, she’s just fast.”

Hauck left the game one batter into the 
second inning due to illness, which gave way 
to Erin Crawford, who proceeded to pitch four 
consecutive shutout innings, and Tech tied the 
game in the bottom of the fifth.

Tech led off the fifth inning with a double 
by catcher Lisa Lawler when the Red Raiders 
capitalized on an error by Nebraska.

Designated player Ashleigh Renfro swung 
and missed at a called third strike, which was 
mishandled by Nebraska catcher Brittney Yolo. 
Renfro took off for first base, and Yolo over­
threw her first baseman Jamie Waldecker, and 
sent the ball into the right field comer bring­
ing Lawler home. Renfro tried to give Tech the 
lead on the error but was thrown out at home.

The top of the sixth inning proved to be a 
problem for Tech. Crawford did not give up a hit 
in the inning, but the ‘Huskers managed to score 
two runs off of three walks, including a leadoff 
walk, a passed ball, a wild pitch and a double 
steal by Nebraska. Tire score at the end of the ■ 
inning was 3-1, and that is how it would stay.

“If I could tell you why our pitchers give up 
leadoff walks after we tie the game I would’ve al­
ready fixed the problem,” Reeves said. “That’s a 
mindset, and we have to work on not having wild

pitches and walks. It was the difference today.” 
First baseman Andrea Joachims said the 

problem has been a recurring trend for the team.
“It’s tough,’’ she said. “It’s happened all year. 

Tire thing we want to try not to do is walk the 
leadoff hitter, especially when the game is tight.” 

She said the most important out is always 
the first one, especially when playing the top 
team in the conference.

“It’s key to get the first out because every­
thing seems to go right,” she said. “W hen you 
walk the first batter it’s hard, especially against 
a team like Nebraska.”

Crawford (9 -1 3 ) said the walks, wild 
pitches and passed balls are tough, but she said 
they have to be erased from memory quickly.

“It’s tough to work like that, but you’ve gotta 
work at it,” she said. “You can look back at it 
and say ‘wow, that really sucked,’ but you can’t 
do anything about it so you have to move on.” 

James collected two winsduring the week­
end, including Saturday’s one-hit performance 
and improved her season record to 28-5.

Tech will play its final home games in a 
Thursday doubleheader against Northwest 
Oklahoma State University, an NA1A school. 
The games are slated for 2 and 4 p.m., and will 
be the final collegiate games for seniors 
Joachims, Elyssa Sigala and Britney Stolle.

Manning a Giant after 
controversial statement

NEW  YORK (A P) —  After a 
tense hour in which Eli Manning 
was a prospective law student, the 
NFL’s first family of quarterbacks got 
what it wanted.

Eli will be a New York Giant.
In one of the more bizarre first 

hours in recent draft history, Man­
ning was taken with the first pick by 
the San Diego Chargers, for whom 
he announced he wouldn’t play.

Manning then appeared on the 
stage at The Theatre of Madison 
Square Garden with his parents, 
Archie and Olivia, looking as glum as 
any No. 1 pick ever hits as commis­
sioner Paul Tagliabue held up a Charg­
ers jersey with “1 ” on it. He didn’t put 
on the Chargers hat, and boos cas­
caded down from the galleries.

A n  hour later, as M anning 
walked away from the podium at a 
press conference in which he in­
sisted he would go to law school, 
someone rushed into the room to 
say the Giants just obtained him for 
another quarterback, Philip Rivers, 
whom they had taken with the 
fourth overall pick.

“I’m a lot Jiappier now than I was 
10 minutes ago,” Manning said, jump­
ing back on the podium. He then re­

named to the main room for a much hap­
pier picture, this one including brother 
Peyton and agent Tom Condon, the man 
behind the maneuvering.

Meanwhile, the rest of the draft 
went on around that soap opera, con­
tinuing on until well after 10 p.m. with 
four more rounds due on Sunday.

W ith the second pick, Oakland 
took offensive tackle Robert Gallery 
of Iowa, and with the third Arizona 
chose wide receiver Larry Fitzgerald of 
Pittsburgh, a ball boy for Cardinals 
co ach  D en nis G reen  when he 
coached in Minnesota.

W ashington then chose safety 
Sean Taylor of Miami, the first of six 
Hurricanes taken in the opening 
round, a record.

Cleveland paid a high price sim­
ply to move up one spot for Miami 
tight end Kellen Winslow Jr. Detroit 
got the Browns’ first-round pick and 
their second.

The Lions then took Texas wide 
receiver Roy Williams, who like Tay­
lor and Winslow ranked as players with 
long-term star potential. And they used 
a second-round pick to move up late 
in the first to choose Kevin Jones of 
Virginia Tech, considered by some the 
best running back in the draft.

Francis selected by Oakland Raiders

Wide receiver Carlos Francis has 
been a Raider since junior high, and 
he will continue to be at the profes­
sional level, just not a Red Raider.

The Texas Tech receiver was se­
lected by the Oakland Raiders in the 
fourth round of the NFL draft Sun­
day. He is getting to live a dream and 
said he is ready to play in the NFL.

“I don't know anybody that’s as 
excited as me,” he said.

Francis was the 99th overall pick 
in the draft and the first Red Raider 
selected. He is the first Tech wide re­
ceiver picked in the draft since Lloyd 
Hill in 1994- Francis also is the high­
est pick from Tech since Kevin Curtis 
was picked by the San Francisco 49ers 
in the fourth round in 2002.

With the Raiders felling from AFC 
champions in 2002 to 4-12 in 2003
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.Francis said he hopes Oakland can 
turn things around and be successful 
in his rookie year.

“Hopefully it’ll be the best class,” 
he said of all the Raiders’ picks. 
“Everybody’s getting what they need 
because everybody’s trying to win."

The Raiders are not without talent 
with two of the greatest receivers in the 
game on the squad, and Francis said he 
wants to absorb as much as he can from 
Jerry Rice and Tim Brown.

“They have great receivers there, and 
hopefully I can be another one to help 
stretch the field,” he said. “Learning from 
the best is wJiat I’m looking forward to.”

Francis was one of the best at Tech. 
He ranks second in career receptions 
(216) and touchdown receptions (21) for 
the Red Raiders. He is third in receiving 
yards (3,027). As a freshman Francis set 
the school record for most receiving yards 
in a game with 234 agaiast Utah State. 
He was an integral part of the receiving 
corps that set an NCAA record last sea­

son as the first unit with five players with 
70 or more receptions.

He said he will try to learn as much 
as he can from Rice and Brown, but 
his learning started at Tech under head 
coach Mike Leach. Francis said he 
gives Leach a lot of credit for teach­
ing him the intricacies of the game.

“Coach Leach teaches,” he said. “I 
actually learned the ins and outs and 
understanding the defense from him. 
That’s what he brought to the table. He’s 
a big guy on the Xs and Os. He’s a smart 
guy, and it took me four to five years to 
understand everything he was saying. He 
laid that good foundation for me to learn 
from, and I’d like to think I’m a pretty 
smart guy about the receiver position 
because of what I learned.”

Francis is ready to go and explained 
what he can bring to Oakland in one 
word —  speed. He turned heads with 
his 4.33 time in the 40-yard dash at 
the NFL combines.

Raiders’ head coach Norv Turner 
said in an interview with ESPN he is 
excited to have Francis coming toOak- 
land and said exactly what Francis did. 
“Hopefully, he can stretch the field.” 

T he now -Oakland Raider will 
head to the West Coast Thursday to 
begin preparing for the season.

“Mini-camp starts soon. They want 
to see what they bought," Francis said.
