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Man allegedly exposes himself to student

A  middle-aged male allegedly exposed him self to  a Texas T ech  student 
on her way to  campus about 10:45 a.m. Wednesday.

Lacy R oberts, a senior m arketing m ajor from Hobbs, N .M ., said she was 
walking to  school near 13 th S treet and U niversity Avenue when a H ispanic 
m ale was w alking toward her while exposing himself.

“He was probably in his 30s or 40s and had his shirt oyer his head and 
pants to  his ankles,” Roberts said. “H e was walking towards me, playing with 
him self. 1 im m ediately ran across the street and called the police. T h ere  was

another girl com ing out o f her car, and he started walking towards her. A fter 
he saw that we were calling the police, he ran away."

M aj. G ordon H offm an o f the Tech Police Departm ent said a report was 
filed about th e  incident.

"H e was a heavy-set Hispanic, wearing a dark blue shirt over his head and 
black shorts to his ankles,” Hoffman said. “A fter the  police were notified, 
the  Lubbock Police Departm ent dispatched an officer, and we dispatched 

two units to  look for the  guy.”
H offm an said there have been previous incidents that have happened 

sim ilar to  this.

“W e had an incident on  19th S treet and Boston in the past," he said. “W e 
put out inform ation to the patrol units w ith the description, so they can  be 
on the lookout for guys who look suspicious.”

Roberts said she wanted to report this to let women know the dangers 
o f these situations.

“From this, 1 really want girls to know to be careful and be cautious o f 
your surroundings,” she said. “M ake sure people are around you at all times. 
It was a terrible, terrible thing, and 1 d on’t want o ther girls to  have this

If m oney grew on  trees, appropriations from the federal govern­
m ent just made Lubbock a forest.

T h e  U .S . Sen ate  Appropriations C om m ittee approved funding 
for the city  o f Lubbock and Texas Tech for th e  C anyon Lakes W ater 
Reuse P ro ject and the Tech Experim ental S cien ces In itiative. T h e  
funding awaits passage by the U .S . Senate.

T h e  funding, w hich is included in the 2005  Housing and U rban 
D evelopm ent Appropriations bill, would allocate $ 8 0 0 ,0 0 0  to  the 
C anyon Lakes P ro ject to research the developm ent o f a pumping

system that would create new ways to irrigate parks and other recreational 
areas w ith recycled water, said C hes C arthel, the city  o f Lubbock’s water 
planning manager.

A s for T ech , the funding would provide $1 m illion to  the Experim ental 
Sciences Initiative to  aide professors and researchers with the tools necessary 
to enhan ce research projects, said A ssociate V ice President for Undergradu­
ate Research Jo h n  Bum s.

“T h e  funds will help researchers w ith substantial equipm ent,” he said. 
“Researchers will have the instrum ents and equipm ent needed.”

Man's Best friend
Texas T ech  President Jo n  W hitm ore hosted a tow n hall m eeting W ednesday 

to  discuss the  T ech  budget and legislative appropriations request for the upcom­
ing Texas legislative session.

“O ur goal is to have the legislature fund the university more and to  reach $ 100 
m illion in research funds annually,” W hitm ore said. “Right now, we are receiving 
$56  m illion in sp o m ^ ed  research, faculty and developm ent. T h e  majority comes 
from Federal funds, a^d some com es from state and corporation funds.”

A t the upcom ing legislative session, W hitm ore said he will be requesting 
more money in formula funding.

“W e use to get back $ 5 2 .2 5  dollars per credit hour, but this was reduced 
the last legislative session” he said. “T h is  caused the tu ition increases this past 
year since the state was unable to  fund. S in ce  w e’ve had an increase in student

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Craddick took check 
from indicted corp.

A U S T IN  (A P ) —  T exas House 
Speaker Tom  Craddick, who has been 
on the periphery o f a grand jury' inves­
tigation in to  200 2  e lec tio n  spending, 
accepted a $ 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  ch eck  from one 
of the indicted corporations on behalf 
o f a G O P  political com m ittee, his a t­
torney confirmed Wednesday.

Craddick, a Republican who took 
over the House leadership in 2003, 
wasn’t named in indictm ents returned 
Tuesday against th re e  people and 
eight corporations.

T h e  A lliance for Q uality Nursing 
H om e C are, a trade group that gave 
$ 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  to  the political com m ittee 
Texans for a Republican M ajority, was 
indicted  on a charge o f  m aking an 
unlawful political contribution .

Craddick’s attorney, Roy M inton, 
said the speaker accepted the check 
on behalf o f the political com m ittee, 
acting  as a m iddle-man.

“He took it and carried it over to 
T R M P A C  and gave it over to  them ,” 
M inton  said. " It was up to  T R M P A C  
to  be sure they used it in accordance 
w ith the law."

M in to n  said C rad d ick  was n o t 
involved in any discussions about how 
th e m oney would be spent.

T exas law p ro h ib its  th e  use o f 
corporate money for d irect political 
purposes. Corporate money can, how ­
ever, be used for adm inistrative costs 
such as rent or utility bills.

Jo e l W eiden, a spokesman for the 
nursing hom e group, said the money 
was intended to  be used for the ad­
m in istra tiv e  costs  o f  th e  p o litica l 
com m ittee.

A sked about C rad d ick ’s role in 
th e  con trib u tion s, W eid en  said he 
was “awaiting more specific inform a­
tio n ."

A  new grand jury is expected to 
convene next week to continue the 
e lection  investigation.

O n  Tuesday, three lieutenants o f 
U .S . H ouse M a jo rity  Leader Tom  
D eLay w ho were closely  involved  
w ith DeLay’s Texans for a Republican 
M ajority were among those indicted 
under state campaign finance laws.

T h e  soldier died in an attack on  a 
security patrol on  M onday in Khost 
province, said M aj. S c o tt  N elson, a 
m ilitary spokesm an, but he provided 
no further details.

troops M onday in an o th er incident

U .S . officials in  Iraq is his, a family 
spokesman said Wednesday.

T h e  family was told the news 
Wednesday, the day H ensley would 
have turned 49 , C obh C ounty po­
lice spokesman Robert Quigley said 
outside H ensley’s M arietta hom e.

T h e  body was handed over to 
A m erican authorities in Baghdad, 
the U .S . Embassy said.

In an interview  earlier in the 
day on N B C ’s “Today," Hensley's 
brother, Ty Hensley, said H ensley’s 
w ife, P a ti, was “ ex tra o rd in a rily  
devastated."

“S h e  is a widow now," Ty H ens­
ley said. “ S h e  is a m o th er o f  a 
13-year-old daughter. S h e ’s also a 
caregiver o f two mothers. W h at has 
fallen upon her is an extraordinary 
am ount o f  w eight."

T h e  body was discovered a day 
after a posting on an Islamic W eb 
site had claim ed that an al-Q aida- 
linked group' in Iraq had slain  a 
s e c o n d  A m e r ic a n , p resu m ab ly  
Hensley. T h e  group has also said it

w ater research , energy and e n v i­
ro n m e n ta l research , program s in 
th e  H ill C o u n try  and agriculture 
production and ad van cem en t," he 
said .

R obert Cavazos, a freshmen busi­
ness m ajor from S a n  A n to n io , at­
tended the m eeting to ask W hitm ore 
a q u estio n  regarding th e  nu clear 
facility  in New M exico .

“I read in  a paper that U T  and 
A & M  were bidding to  take it over 
for research and studies,” he said. "I 
wanted to know why we didn’t make 
an effort for that facility. W hitm ore’s 
response was that both schools have 
$ 4 0 0  m illio n  dollars in research , 
w here we are trying to  m ake our 
$ 1 0 0  m illio n  goal in research . If 
U T  or A & M  get the bid, W hitm ore 
said we would have a small portion 
in it as w ell.”

T h e  T exas L eg isla tiv e  session 
begins in January.

Texas T ech  students might not 
be entering th eir dogs in a show 
an y tim e soon , hut stud ents fre ­
quently take their dogs for a walk 
around Lubbock.

Dogs need to be exercised regu­
larly and require routine veterinar­
ian visits, Brandon Rees, a senior 
m arketing  m ajor from  H ouston, 
said.

M any times, college students do 
not realize the  responsibility that 
com es along w ith ow ning a dog, 
R ees said.

“T h ey  don’t realize the respon­
sibility  behind ow ning an anim al 
and all the tim e and patience to 
ta k e  th e  tim e to  tra in  th e  dog 
right,” he said.

R ees  said he has had friends

who have owned a dog but gave up 
becau se th e  resp onsib ility  was too 
m uch to  handle.

“T h e y  com e across a tough spot, 
and I th ink it’s unfair to the dog,” he 
said, "because it becom es so attached 
to  the  person.”

Rees said he purchased his black 
Labrador, Je t , for com panionship.

“I love dogs, and I ’ve always had 
th e m ,” he said. “T h e y ’re your best 
friend.”

Tiffanie Brooks, a veterinarian at 
A cres N orth Veterinary Hospital, said 
purchasing a dog can  take a toll on a 
college students' checkbook.

“A s far as vet care, if  the dog is 
health y  you’re probably looking at 
about $ 1 0 0  for annual vaccination s,” 
she said. “Heartworm and flea and tick 
prevention is about $ 1 0 0  a year.”

Brooks agreed some college stu­
dents do not realize how much tim e it 
takes to  care properly for a pet.

“I th in k  they d o n ’t realize what 
they take o n ,” she said. “If they go 
out at n ight, they need to com e hom e 
and take the puppy out. It’s a lot o f

responsibility.”
Brandon Hay, a senior landscape 

architectu re m ajor from Plano, said 
he has not had a problem keeping up 
w ith his dog's needs.

“Dogs pretty m uch take care of 
them selves,” he said. “You just gotta 
feed them  and give them  a place to 
eat and (p oop ).”

Hay said the financial responsibil­
ity o f ow ning a dog has not been an 
issue for him , because he purchased 
his Labrador m ix, Bradley, through 
the H aven A nim al C are Shelter.

"T h e  best way to  do it is to  adopt 
from a shelter because it ’s a no-kill 
shelter, so you get hooked up with 
shots and free neutering for the dog,” 
he said. “You save a lot o f money.”

P ets are great com p an io n s and 
te a ch  you how  to  be resp o n sib le , 
he said.

“It’s almost like having a kid where 
it forces you to becom e responsible,” 
he said.

happen to them.”
Hoffman agreed for students to be cau­

tious of these situations.
"Just be aware of the things and people 

you are around," he said. “Don’t park behind 
secluded areas and always walk with s< >me- 
oneelse. At night-time, walk in well-lit areas 
and don't walk where others can’t see you."

Lindsey Moreland, a sophomore pre­
nursing major from Lubbock, said hearing 
this happened makes her not feel safe at 
all.

"I always have another person with me 
when 1 walk, and I never walk in the dark 
alone,” Moreland said. “I also talk on the cell 
phone, so people will know where 1 am.”

Moreland said the Tech police can 
always do more to make the campus more 
secure.

“It seems they are always driving 
around in their cars,” she said. “I hardly 
ever see them riding on bikes or walking 
around to check out situations."

Blue emergency phones are located 
throughout the Tech campus for student 
use. When activated, the call goes directly 
to the Tech Police Department, and an 
officer will be dispatched.

Lee G»hen, an assistant director of the 
psyche>1( >gy department, said pee jple tend to 
expose themselves for shix:k value.

“They usually aren’t trying to do it for 
sexual arousal,” he said. “They are usually 
trying te> shock pcs pie.”

It the situation does not seem to be 
dangerous, Cohen said the best thing 
to do is nett act sheteked, and students 
should quickly remove themselves from 
that area.

A lthough the building has not 
been com pleted, researchers issued 
propetsals to  the Office o f the V ice  
President for Research and T ech - 
netletgy Transfer to begin research in 
the Experimental Sciences building 
in the com ing year, Bum s said.

T h e  o ffic e  has n o t fin a lized  
w hich proposals will be granted. 
H ow ever, Jo h n  Zak, c h a irm a n  
o f  the  d ep artm ent o f b io lo g ica l 
scien ces, said th e issues inclu de 
plant biology, plant biotechnology, 
emerging diseases, nanotechnology, 
biological systems and bio logical

m athem atics.
T h e  bulk of the funding would be 

used to  finish th e  imaging laboratory, 
Burns said. W ith in  th e  laboratory, 
h e  said researchers would be able use 
equip m en t to investigate cells  and 
tissues.

N A S A  has already supplied e x ­
perim ental sciences w ith $2 m illion 
for equipm ent im provem ent. W ith  
th e additional $1 m illion  allocated  
through N A S A , Burns said the uni­
versity would be able to  purchase and 
install p lant growth cham bers for the 
Biosafety Level 3 anim al lab.

T h e  e x p e r im e n ts  w ould a llow  
researchers to develop the best pos­
sib le ways to  grow p lants in outer 
space, he said.

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O th e r labs would also be located 
w ithin the building. S in ce  researchers 
would have the capabilities to  study 
infectious and emerging diseases, the 
building would con tain  a B S L -4  Lab, 
w hich allows for the study o f the Ebola 
virus and sim ilar viruses, Burns said.

O n  the o ther side o f  the spectrum, 
viruses are not the issue for th e  city 
of Lubbock. However, the city would 
be able to  research the effectiveness 
o f  a w ater pumping system that has 
been in place since the 1970s, Car- 
thel said.

Essentially, the recycled water used 
by th e  c ity  originates from a well field

east of Lubbock. O n  average, C arthel 
said th e  w ell supplies tw o m illio n  
gallons o f water to the M eadowbrook 
G o lf  Course, C ity  o f Lubbock C em ­
etery and the Burl Huffm an A th letic  
Com plex.

By the end o f the day, the  excess 
water is pumped back and distributed 
to  th e  C anyon Lake system, where it 
repeats the process the follow ing day, 
he said. However, during the process, 
M eadowbrook G o lf  Course and the 
o ther establishm ents are able to use 
th e  w ater for irrigatio n  and o th er 
purposes, said Tomm y Lira, assistant 
superintendent o f the golf course.

Law article misleading
I am writing to respond to a com ­

ment attributed to  Bryan Goldberg 
that appeared in the story, “Time big­
gest issue for Tech law students,” in the 
Sept. 21 issue of T h e  U D . Goldberg is 
quoted as saying law schixils inflate the 
average L SA T  scores they report, using 
the average for their applicant pools 
and not the average for their actual 
entering classes. By virtue of my cur­
rent and past employment at fixir law 
schixils and my detailed knowledge of

many others because of my professional 
responsibilities, I know Goldberg is very 
much mistaken. Law schools report the 
average L SA T  score of their entering 
classes, not their applicant pools. They 
are required to  do so by the American 
Bar Association, the major accrediting 
body for American law schools. I cur­
rently chair the admissions committee 
at the Texas Tech School of Law, and 
I have been employed previously at 
the law schixils of the University of 
Mississippi, University of Washington 
and Loyola University-New Orleans. 1

know first-hand the practices of these 
and many other schools, and none 
report the average o f their applicant 
pools to the A BA .

In fact, applicants with lower LSAT 
scores tend to apply to many schools 
(sometimes several dozen each) in an 
attempt to gain admission somewhere. 
Thus, 1 suspect the average score for the 
applicant pool would be lower than 
that for the entering class, so most law 
schools would not even want to report 
the average of their pools.

Sexual harassment is a concern 
for many employers and a problem 
for numerous employees.

Kendall Howard, owner of Bullalo 
W ild W ings, said his business has 
a zero tolerance sexual harassment 
policy in place.

“Every employee must read and 
sign the policy agreement when they 
are hired," he said.

Employees should report sexual 
harassment as stxrn as it happens, 
Howard said.

“W h e n  a sexu al harassm ent 
claim  is made by an employee, it 
is im m ediately investigated ," he 
said. “Employee witnesses, if any, 
are questioned, and the incident is 
documented.”

T h e employee responsible for the 
harassment is then written up and 
counseled, Howard said. If another 
incident occurs with the same em ­
ployee, he or she is fired.

“As an employer, you must in­
vestigate and follow up on all sexual 
harassment claims,” he said. “But if it 
is a clear case of sexual harassment,

the employee is released on the spot.'
Stacey Moore, counseling psycholo­

gist at the Student Counseling Center, 
defines sexual harassment as being forced 
to  act in ways that are inappropriate, 
degrading and offensive or being forced to 
experience hostility and degrading com ­
ments and behaviors from others.

“A hostile work environment may 
include calendars, posters, jokes or com ­
ments that are allowed or E-mails that 
go around that are often gender based 
and offensive either to men or women,” 
she said.

Buffalo W ild Wings has a store meet­
ing every three months to reinforce the 
sexual harassment policy and to keep it 
on top the employees’ minds, Howard 

said.
“O ne girl was uncomfortable with an 

assistant manager messing with her pony­
tail, and he was demoted,” Howard said. 
“Zero tolerance means zero tolerance.”

Randy Underwood, general manager 
at Buffalo Wild Wings, said the building 
is equipped with a camera system with 16 
security cameras.

“If a claim is made, I can go back and 
review the film to try and see what hap­

pened,” he said.
Justin Johnson, a Buffalo W ild Wings

employee and a senior restaurant, hotel 
and institutional management major 
from Levelland, said sexual harassment 
is simply not tolerated.

“A  lot o f joking around goes on, 
but, if you joke around with the wrong 
person, you could get in big trouble," he 
said. “There have been cases of people 
getting terminated.”

Robert Sch in d ell, director o f the 
Career Management Center in the Rawls 
College i >f Business, said there is only one 
way to deal with sexual harassment in the 

workplace.
“Report it immediately to your su­

pervisor," he said. “If your supervisor is 
responsible for ( the harassment ) go above 

him or her.”
If  no one responds to the claim, keep 

going higher in the chain o f command, 
until reaching the top, he said.

“T he worst thing you can do is say 
‘N o big deal’ or ‘1 can handle it,”’ he said. 
“Always report it immediately.”

Moore said effects o f sexual harass­
ment can be divided into two categories: 
effects at work and personal, more emo­
tional effects.

Lower worker productivity, dim in­
ished working relationships, increased 
stress and anxiety at work and more

absences and sick-days taken are a few 
effects at work, she said.

T h e  employee who is being harassed 
will withdraw from his support system at 
work because he is not sure how to deal 
with the situation, she said.

“O ther emotional costs are self-doubt, 
increased stress and anxiety at home and 
diminished relationships at home with 
partners and children because this is 
weighing on their mind,” she said.

Moore said sexual harassment is not 
particular to gender.

“But 1 think there are more com ­
plaints that women make about sexual 
harassment at this point,” she said.

Aleesa Ross, director of the Career 
Center for the College o f Mass Commu­
nications, said she had an uncomfortable 
experience in her first job interview.

“T h e principal hugged me at the end 
of the interview,” she said. “I didn't know 
what to do, and I didn’t hug him back, so 
I just stood there.”

Ross said she did not want to offend 
her potential employer, but she knew the 
situation was inappropriate.

“In my case, it worked out fine and 
didn’t turn out to be an indicator o f 
anything, but lots o f times, it can be,” 
she said.

New boarding school teaches kids weight control
REEDLEY, Calif. (A P ) —  Required 

exercise at 7 a.m. sharp. N o personal 
televisions or computers. A  cafeteria 
bereft o f potato chips and candy bars but 
full o f  good-for-you vegetables.

Mai Mahedy’s new school has tons of 
rules other teens would find intolerable. 
But Mai, 16, embraces the lengthy list of 
do’s and don'ts. Sh e  hopes it will finally 
help her overcome the one problem she 
says has plagued her since she was 10 
—  her weight.

T he 5-foot-8, 285-pound teenager 
started her junior year this September 
at the Academy o f the Sierras, a new 
year-long therapeutic boarding school 
for overweight adolescents.

“T his is definitely the last resort 
before surgery," Mai said.

T he school combines a strict eating 
plan and a ramped-up activity schedule 
with counseling and college prep courses 
to attack students’ problems from several 
angles. And, students say, it all happens 
in a supportive atmosphere, without the 
taunting and teasing that made life hard 
for them in other schools.

T he academy, which hasjust adozen 
students but expects 25 by year’s end, is 
billing itself as the ultimate solution for 
teens like Mai, whose ranks have swol­
len in recent decades. A  May report by 
T he International Obesity Task Force 
estimated that 10 percent, or 155 mil­
lion, o f kids worldwide between 5 and

17 are too heavy. Almost 45 million of 
them are obese, which generally means 
30  percent or more over ideal weight.

In the United States, about a third 
of young people are overweight or obese, 
and diabetes is on the rise, too. Experts 
say fat children face low self-esteem 
and are more likely to  be targeted by 
bullies.

Private schools and summer camps 
are trying to offer healthier meals. T he 
Sierras’ founders say its first-of-a-kind, 
com prehensive program w ill reach  
beyond short-term weight loss to alter 
students’ lifestyles.

“W e’re almost making them profes­
sors o f successful weight loss,” said Molly 
Carm el, the school’s deputy clin ical 
director.

A  spokeswoman with the National 
Association o f Independent Schools, 
an umbrella o f 1 ,200 day and board­
ing schools, said she was not aware of 
any similar programs. N either was the 
N ational A ssociation o f Therapeutic 
Schtxals and Programs, geared toward 
kids w ith em o tio n al or behavioral 
problems.

Ryan Craig, the academy’s chief,

T he school’s inaugural class has kids 
from across the country, ranging from 80 
to 250 pounds overweight; among them 
is a boy who weighs about 500 pounds.

Wearing pedometers to help count 
their daily steps, seven students began 
the morning with a two-mile walk. After 
a short lecture, the recreation director 
told them it was time for another short 
walk to  jo lt them  awake.

“O h, G ix l,” groaned Terry Henry, 
already the class clown.

T he rigorous schedule is designed 
to jump-start a sedentary lifestyle that 
has turned kids into 3-year-olds when it 
comes to  activity, said clinical director 
Daniel Kirschenbaum.

“A t hom e, I just sit around and eat 
a lot,” said Jam ie Schleifer, 15, who had

unsuccessfully tried Curves, a fitness 
center, and the Atkins diet to whittle 
her 5-foot-two, 207-pound frame.

S tu d en ts’ days are m eticu lou sly  
mapped out from 6:45 a.m. to 11 p.m., 
with activities in the morning and the 
evening. They get three meals and two 
snacks a day, and food options com e in 
two categories:

They can eat limited portions, up 
to 1,200 calories, o f “controlled” fixxls, 
such as potato pancakes and smoked 
salmon.

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Soccer lacking capacity crowds

On an official campus map, R.P. Fuller 
Stadium— home of the Texas Tech soccer 
team —  is listed only as “track” with no 
recognition the soccer team plays there.

“We’re just not really well-known and 
people don't really even know where our 
soccer field is. I don’t know whose fault that 
is," senior defender Alley Seifert said.

Tech has never filled its stadium to ca­
pacity and, although attendance numbers 
are higher this season, Tech ranks near the 
bottom of the Big 12.

The Red Raiders are hoping to draw 
fans and use their home field to defeat two 
top 25 ranked opponents this weekend.

Tech assistant coach Jamie Woods 
said when the team travels to other sta­
diums, hecklers will yell and often insult 
the team.

“U TEP’s fans were loud and heckling, 
and it got to our kids, it really did,” she 
said. "That 's actually school spirit to come 
out and support their team and heckle the
other team."

Seifert said some of the freshmen might 
be taken out of the game on opposition turf 
by unfamiliar insults and heckling. She 
said that type of support is welcome back 
home, however.

“It be nice if we had a few fans back 
here that weren’t necessarily heckling, but 
were loud,” Seifert said.

Freshman midfielder Whitney Almand

said she never experienced the crowd noise 
while playing in club games for the D’Feeters 
‘86 team in Dallas.

“A lot of times, there weren't even 
parents there, there were maybe like lOfans. 
It’s a big jump from here to club,” Almand 
said. “I do a lot better when 1 have die-hard 
fans who are yelling. That gets me more 
pumped up for the game, when people are 
yelling and screaming for you.”

Junior goalkeeper Megan Knauss said 
she hears the hecklers but ignores them.

“They’re there to get in your head and 
you can’t let them.

Cumbie outscores former
Red Raider quarterbacks

Former Texas Tech quarterback Kliff 
Kingsbury threw for a school-record 
12,429 yards in his career.

The heir to his throne in Lubbock, 
B.J. Symons, set the NCAA single-season 
passing record with 5,833 yards through 
the air in 2003.

Now, fifth-year senior quarterback 
Sonny Cumbie has done something 
neither of his predecessors accomplished 
—  help put 70 points on the scoreboard.

After two weeks o f throwing for a 
high-number of yards hut not many points, 
Cumbie and Tech's offense exploded 
Saturday against TC U .

T he Red Raiders (2 -1 ) scored 56 
unanswered points in Saturdays 70-35 
victory after falling into a 21-0 hole 
midway through the second quarter. For 
his 30-of-50, 441-yard, four touchdown 
passing performance, Cumbie was named 
the Cingular Wireless/ABC Sports All- 
Amenca Player of the Week.

“Seventy points is a lot of points,” 
Cumbie said. “The thing that coach 
(Mike) Leach preaches to us, and I think

we did a good job of doing, is to not look 
at the scoreboard. We take each drive as 
if we need to score seven points. It doesn’t 
matter when it is, if we're down 21 or up 63 
points, we just want to score on that drive 
and every drive.”

When trailing 21-0, Tech fans were 
heard booing, and one section in the 
stadium began chanting “Robert Johnson,” 
in reference to the highly-touted junior 
college transfer who began working out the 
with team in spring drills. Johnson was not 
seen on the sideline during the TCU  game, 
and is not listed on the depth chart.

Symons said he watched the entire 
game on television and said he had confi­
dence in his friend, and former teammate, 
to come back as he did.

“I’m not gonna lie, when it was 21-0 
(in T C U ’s favor) 1 was cussin' at the TV," 
Symons said. “1 knew they hadn’t gotten 
it together yet, Hit when they finally did 1 
knew they would be able to dig out of the 
hole. I just didn’t know when that was 
gonna happen."

W hen Symons made his first few starts 
in 2003, he felt the same pressures Cumbie 
does, just maybe not to the same extent.

“I know my first couple of games as a 
starter we were 2-0 and had some success 
early on," he said. “1 was facing some skep­
ticism when 1 had to come in and replace 
Kliff, but fortunately we had some success, 
and 1 didn’t have too many critics.”

Sym ons said the supporting cast 
around Cumbie is generally as inexperi­
enced as Cumbie, and he expected it to

take some time for the offense to get on 
the same page.

“In my opinion, Sonny shouldn’t have 
had any critics,” he said. “1 had all the big 
guys at receiver who had a lot of experience 
—  Glover, Welker, Peters, Carlos and all 
those guys. This is Sonny’s first year out 
there with new receivers, and it may take a 
while to get them all on the same page.”

When asked if he took pride in putting 
more points on the board than either of 
his predecessors, Cumbie said he did, hut 
it was not done alone.

“Yeah 1 think I do (take pride in it), 
hut everything that happened Saturday 
was done by the Texas Tech Red Raiders,” 
Cumbie said. “It wasn't something that 1 
did. We did it as a team, and as a team we 
have a lot of pride for putting 70 points 
on the hoard."

Leach said there was one moment in 
the game when he felt as if his team had 
turned the comer.

“W hen we tied it up right before the 
half I felt we were in pretty good shape if 
we kept the momentum going," Leach 
said. “I thought all three sides of the ball 
played well, especially in the third quarter. 
We need more periixis where all three sides 
of the ball are playing well."

Cumbie said aside from leaving a big

number on the scoreboard, he was happy 
to have success in the red tone after strug­
gling against SM U and New Mexico.

“The first two games we felt like we 
moved the hall, and we stopped ourselves 
in those games,” he said. “This time we 
were finally 7-for-7 in the red tone. Once 
we started clicking we knew it would 
snowball, and it did."

Symons said Cum bie made huge

strides in his career with the comeback 
victory.

“Sonny showed a lot at Q B when he 
got down 21-0," he said. "The fans were on 
him, and he could’ve easily caved. I think 
he grew a lot as a Q B and learned how to 
take pressure. He found out that all you 
have to do is get the ball in the hands of 
your playmakers and not press, and things 
will take care of themselves."
