House Bill 2128, is responsi-
ble for disbursing approxi-
mately $1.44 billion in grants
and loans to assist in develop-
ing the telecommunication
capabilities in public schools,
not-for-profit healthcare
providers, institutions of
higher education, and public
libraries.

earn more in 1999

Social Security beneficiaries
who work in 1999 can earn
more money and still receive
all of their Social Security
benefits, according to Fredi
Franki, Social Security man-
ager in San Angelo, Texas.
The earnings limits increase
each year with increases in
average wages.

Beneficiaries between the
ages of 65 and 69 can earn up
to $15,500 a year without
having any benefits withheld.
For every $3 that a beneficiary
earns over this limit, $1 is
withheld from his or her bene-
fit. In 1998, the earnings limit
was $14,500.

People under age 65 can
earn up to $9,600 a year with-
out having any benefits with-
held. For every $2 a person
under age 65 earns over this
amount, $1 is withheld from
their benefits. In 1998, the
earnings limit was $9,120 per
year.

People age 70 or older who
continue to work do not have
benefits withheld no matter
how much they earn.

of tobacco funds

State Comptroller Carole
Keeton Rylander announced
that checks totaling $300 mil-
lion - some as high as nearly
$50 million for the Harris
County Hospital - have been
mailed to Texas cities, coun-
ties and hospital districts
across the state to help them
recoup some of the costs of

. providing health care to the

indigent patients with tobacco
related illnesses.

"The funds being dis-
tributed amount to ‘found
money' for Texas cities, coun-
ties and hospital districts. The
money is the result of a clause
in the Texas tobacco settle-
ment increasing payments
from the tobacco companies
as a result of the 'Most Fa-
vored Nation' provision. When
the State of Minnesota and
the tobacco industry reached
agreement, the clause kicked
in the extra revenue for
Texas," said Comptroller Ry-
lander. '

Rylander said that even
though the signature on the
checks is hers, State Senator
Bill Ratliff, House Speaker
Pete Laney, Representative
Rob Junell, and the Attorney
General's Office deserve
credit for negotiating the
agreement that brought the
money to Texas. Thanks are
also due to the Texas De-
partment of Health for han-
dling the administrative work
necessary to distribute the
funds to the correct entities.

"Senator Ratliff, Speaker
Laney, Represéntative Junell,
and the Attorney General's
staff negotiated the 'Most Fa-
vored Nation' tobacco settle-
ment in mid-summer. Their vi-
sion and perseverance is
paying off. for the State of
Texas," Comptroller Rylander
said.

bedded in a blue background,
the word "Texas" and the five-
character license plate num-
ber in the white stripe, and
"State of the Arts" written
across the bottom in the red
stripe.

"Although the plate was de-
veloped to help support the
arts and culture of Texas, we
realize that many of the pur-
chases are made because of
the plate design itself," said
Gaye Greever McElwain,
TCA's administrator of market-
ing. "Texas is a state filled with
extremely proud citizens, and
anything that symbolizes our
pride - in this case, a license
plate that resembles the
Texas flag - is highly popular.”

To help offset public contri-
butions to the arts, the Texas
Cultural Endowment Fund
was established in 1993 un-
der house bill 2223 as a pub-
lic/private initiative to provide
TCA with a stable funding
source for the enhancement
of the performing, visual and
literary arts, as well as art edu-
cation.

TCA hopes to raise $200
million for the Fund by 2005
from a variety of sources, in-
cluding the license plate pro-
gram. If TCA can achieve this
goal, it will allow the Commis-
sion to be financially inde-
pendent, ending the need for

taxpayer dollars. The $200-
million Fund also would boost
Texas' per capita spending
from the current $.18 to $.52.
Texas ranks 55th among the
50 states and six U.S. territo-
ries in per capita spending on
the arts.

"We couldn't be more
pleased with the number of
Texans interested in the
plate," said John Paul Batiste,
TCA's executive director.
"Our job is to encourage all
Texans and visitors to experi-
ence what our state has to of-
fer in terms of art and cultures,
and our license plate program
has provided a highly suc-
cessful financial mechanism to
continue our efforts."

Solutions for

common stains

In an effort to cut down on
laundry time so you can
spend more time studying,
following are typical college
life stains and removal tips.
First of all, treat the stain as
soon as possible -not the next
time you go home on break!

Use a blotting motion,
working from the inside of the
garment (or back of the stain)
out rather than into the fabric.
In other words, don't rub!

There are several types of
prewash stain removers. Lig-
uid and aerosol should be
applied to wet garments. Wait
one to three minutes, then
wash. Gels should be applied
as soon as possible. Apply up
to one week before washing.
Don't leave gels on brights or
fluorescents for more than a
few minutes before washing -
they may lose their color.
Stain sticks can be used on
garments three to four days
before washing.

Acne medication: Many
contain benzoil peroxide that
leaves a rusty, yellowish stain
making the area look
bleached. Cannot be re-
moved.

Oily stains like pizza, may-
onnaise, lipstick and that late
night fav, chocolate: Freely
apply liquid detergent or pre-
wash stain remover, working

_into the stain. Rinse hands,
repeat. Machine wash at
highest recommended tem-

perature with a cup of deter-
gent.

Ink stains, like ballpoint pen,
felt tip markers and liquid ink:
Freely apply liquid detergent
or prewash stain remover,
working into the stain. Rinse
hands, repeat. To wash, add 1
cup or non-chlorine bleach to
1 cup detergent. If fabric is

white or colorfast, use chlo-
rine bleach or a commercial
color remover. Some inks may
prove impossible to remove
and laundering may actually
set the ink.

Fingernail polish: It may not
be possible to remove nail
polish. Place the stained area
face-down on clean paper
towels. Sponge nail polish
remover on wrong side of fab-
ric. Don't try this on fabrics
containing acetate or triac-
etate fabrics. Replace paper
towels frequently, repeating
application until stain disap-
pears. Rinse and wash.

Deodorants and antiperspi-
rants: Apply liquid detergent,
massage into fabric. Rinse.
Wash in warm water. Or, pre-
treat with a stain remover al-
lowing it to stand 5-10 min-
utes. Residues of aluminum
or zinc salts may not come
out.

Bodily fluids or other pro-
tein/plant stains, like ketchup,
meat sauces and dairy prod-
ucts: Freely apply liquid de-
tergent or prewash stain re-
mover, working into the stain.
Rinse hands, repeat. Wash
with one cup of detergent and
one cup non-chlorine bleach
with an enzyme presoak. If the
stain remains, soak for one or
two days, stir water occasion-
ally. Machine wash again, air
dry.

Gum: Apply ice to harden
sticky residue. Crack or scrape:
off excess. Apply pretreat-
ment, rinse, wash.

Mildew: Fabrics badly dam-
aged by mildew may be im-
possible to clean. Wash with
chlorine bleach, if safe for fab-
ric. Or use non-chlorine

" bleach and soak in hot water,
* then wash.

Wine, fruit juice: Colored
items must be pretested.
Rinse in cold water to dilute
stain. Soak up to 30 minutes.
Discard water. Wash with one
cup detergent with bleach in
hottest water safe for fabric.
