W CCHD directorsA
make policy changes
The board of directors of the 

West Coke County Hospital 
D istrict met on Thursday, 
February 19th for the regular 
monthly meeting. During this 
meeting action was taken to 
make changes to policy for the 
Indigent Health Care (IHC) pro­
gram administered by the 
WCCHD. The following changes

were proposed and approved to 
become effective March 1, 2004.

Funding for the IHC program 
will follow the same guidelines 
required of counties by the state. 
Funds will be allocated each fis­
cal year (which begins October 
1st) to the IHC program not to 
exceed 10% of the Tax 
Revenues for that given year. 
The amount allocated will be 
determined each year when the 
County Tax Assessor provides 
the WCCHD with proposed Tax 
Revenue collections.

Due to the amount which will 
be made available for IHC cover­
age, the amount of annual, cov­
erage for any one individual was 
changed. The new coverage will 
have a cap of total expense at 
$10,000 per year per individual. 
Outpatient services will cap at 
$5000 per year per individual 
with possibility of review on a 
case by case basis.

Anyone needing to apply for 
IHC assistance can pick up an 
application at the Robert Lee 
Care Center business office at 
712 Washington.

Severe Weather Safety Tina

Stay informed with NOAA 
weather radio, local radio, TV, or 
internet - always have a means 
to receive weather information.

Watch - means conditions 
are favorab le  for severe 
weather.

Warning - means tha t 
severe weather such as a tor­
nado, hail or damaging wind 
storm is very likely or immin­
ent, and has been detected 
on radar, has been reported 
by you (public), and/or has 
been identified by National

W eather Service tra ined 
SKYWARN Storm Spotters.

Know the name of your 
county and those around you 
- Have a road map nearby 
your TV remote control or 
radio receiver.

Tornado and High Wind 
Safety - Know the safe places 
from tornadoes and high 
winds, and be sure your fami­
ly know s, too . An 
Underground Shelter is the 
safest place. However, the 
next safest place is an inner­
most room or hallway on the 
lowest floor of your home, 
school, or business away from 
outside walls and windows..

Abandon Mobile Homes for 
a safer place from both torna­
dle and straight line winds, 
and know where to go when a 
Watch or Warning is issued 
for your area.

Flash Flood Safety  
Always Turn Around Don’t 
Drown (TM) when you 
encounter a flooded low water 
crossing whether on foot or in 
a vehicle. Flash Flood related 
deaths is the number one 
storm related killer.

Lightning Safety - If you 
hear thunder, you ’ re too 
close. If you’re caught out­
side in lightning, your car off­
ers a safer refuge. Stay away 
from windows and electrical 
appliances. Turn off all 
appliances prior to the storm.

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Local TxDOT employee 
wins Outstanding 
Employee Award

When Douglas Roberts left 
his hometown in 1985 to 
attend Texas Tech University, 
he knew he wanted to mj^or in 
“something” to do witĥ  ̂ the 
outdoors.

And, tha t’s just what the 
Robert Lee native did, com­
pleting his education in 1990 
with a Bachelor of Science 
degree in animal business. 
While his wife Denise claims 
that Roberts uses his degree 
to identify all the dead animals 
on the road, the Robert Lee 
Maintenance supervisor said 
that the management'part of 
the degree has prepared him 
for his career at TxDOl.

By the end of his senior year 
at Tech, Roberts realized that 
he could not rely on ranching 
for a living so he took another 
look at TxDOT where he had 
worked as a summer hand in 
1989. He said that not too 
many job opportunities exist in 
this rural community with an 
approximate population of 1,100.

“You know, timing is every­
thing, maybe for a good rea­
son,” Roberts said. By gradu­
ation in May 1990, Roberts 
and his bride moved to his 
hometown where he was hired 
for another summer job. 
However, by August 16, 
Roberts was offered «  fu ll­
time job as a maintenance 
tech. Then, on Sept. 1, 
TxDOT im posed a h iring 
freeze.

During the past 14 years, 
apparently Roberts’ manage­
ment training and good timing 
have paid off when he was 
named Outstanding Employee 
of the Quarter. The memo to 
announce the Robert Lee 
Maintenance Section super­
visor as the winner of this 
award also mentioned that this 
was the first in the program 
for a nominee to be submitted 
by as many of the nominee’s 
subordinates and co-workers.

According to the memo to 
announce Roberts as the 
quarterly winner, the nomina­
tion package included letters 
from his employees. Their 
comments described “exten­
sively about his positive abili­
ties as a supervisor.” Roberts’

willingness to take time from 
his busy schedule to help 
anyone was mentioned in all 
the  le tte rs  from  his 
employees.

One employee pointed out 
that Roberts always gives 
employees “the chance to 
prove themselves.” This nom­
ination letter also described 
the superv iso r’s extrem e 
patience while employees 
learn a new task as well as 
his expertise as a trainer. 
Roberts is known for his 
teaching skills not only within 
his section and district but also 
statewide. He teaches the 
Maintenance Contract Inspector 
class as needed at other districts 
across the state.

Roberts’ ability to communi­
cate was also mentioned in 
the nom ination package, 
describing his “talent to find a 
way to communicate difficult 
topics” that have been a chal­
lenge for individuals. Others 
who nominated Roberts have 
seen employees from ail over 
the state “thank” the trainer 
for helping them get through 
these difficult tasks.

While his experience as a 
tra ine r is a h igh ligh t in 
Roberts’ career, utilizing the 
rnanagement skills that he 
learned in college has been very 
important to this employee. *

The supervisor’s ability to 
lead is also evident in other 
areas, including his leader­
ship in the Texas Public 
E m p lo y e e  Association 
(TPEA). Roberts strongly 
believes that every state 
employee needs support in 
Austin to convince the legisla­
ture to improve conditions and 
protect the benefits of all

employees.
Presently, Roberts is presi­

dent of TPEA for his second 
term and has also served as 
president-elect, board mem­
ber, and delegate at the state 
TPEA convention fo r six 
years. He also presently 
serves on a state-wide TPEA 
committee called Impact.

Outside of work, Roberts 
can be found volunteering in 
his community with projects 
that involve his children at 
school or 4-H. His daughter 
Kacee is a fifth grader and 
son James is in the first grade 
at Robert Lee Elementary 
where his wife is a teacher. 
He is also a director of the 
Coke County Stock Show & 
Rodeo Association where he 
spends time competing in rop­
ing events.

Roberts has also found 
another type of roadeo event 
to be a fun challenge to him. 
He was runner-up in the San 
Angelo District Truck Roadeo 
three times, advancing to the 
State Truck Roadeo. In 1998, 
he placed second at the State 
Competition. This honor 
allowed him to compete In a 
national truck roadeo in Ohio. 
In the supervisors’ competi­
tion, Douglas has won this 
event twice.

Whether it’s at work or in his 
community, Roberts appears 
to live by his philosophy that 
“ it’s up to the individual to 
assume responsibility.” And, 
that’s what the supervisor 
does each day, either sitting 
behind his desk at the Robert 
Lee Maintenance Section or 
outdoors on a highway help­
ing his crew when additional 
manpower is needed.

REVISING AND AMENDING 
ORDINANCE #171 PASSED BY 
THE CITY COUNCIL ON 
NOVEMBER 6, 1975, PROVIDING 
FOR THE CONTROL OF ANIMALS 
IN THE CITY OF BRONTE, TEXAS; 
PROVIDING FOR CARE AND 
TREATMENT OF ANIMALS IN THE 
CITY OF BRONTE, TEXAS; 
PROHIBITING INHUMANE 
TREATMENT OF ANIMALS; 
PROHIBITING CUSTODY OF 
WILD AND DANGEROUS 
ANIMALS; PROVIDING FOR 
IMPOUNDMENT OF ANIMALS; 
DECLARING CERTAIN ANIMAL- 
RELATED NUISANCES; LIMITING 
THE NUMBER OF CATS AND 
DOGS PER RESIDENCE; 
P R O H IB IT IN G  & /O R  
CONTROLLING OF LIVESTOCK; 
PROVIDING FOR RABIES 
CONTROL; PROVIDING FOR 
ADOPTION OF ANIMALS; AND 
SETTING FEES. PENALTIES AND 
FINES.
SECTION 5: GENERAL

(e) It shall be unlawful for any 
person to maintain or feed a dog 
or cat on any property not owned 
by them without the written cons­
ent and agreement of the proper­
ty owner. Any person maintain­
ing or feeding a dog or cat on 
property not owned by them must 
assume ail liabilities as to City 
Ordinances. The property owner 
must also agree to be responsi­
ble and assume all liabilities as to 
the City Ordinances.
SECTIONS: VACCINATION

No person shall own, keep or 
harbor a dog or cat over the age 
of four (4) months within the city 
limits unless the dog or cat has 
been vaccinated with an anti­
rabies vaccine by a licensed 
veterinarian. All such animals 
shall be vaccinated at one (1) 
year intervals from the initial date 
on which such animal was vacci­
nated or required to be 
vaccinated.
SECTION 7: VACCINATION 
TAG

(a) Upon compliance with the 
provision of Section 6, there shall 
be issued to the owner a 
numbered metallic vaccination 
tag stamped with the number and 
the year issued, which shall be 
securely fastened on such vacci­
nated dog or cat. Said tag shall 
be issued by the veterinarian 
adm inistering the required 
vaccine.

SECTION 26: LIMITING  
CLAUSE FOR ANIMALS HELD 
IN CONFINEMENT

(b) It shall be unlawful for any 
person or persons to keep more 
than four dogs &/or cats per resi­
dence within the City, with the 
exception that a litter of pups or a 
litter of kittens, or a portion of a 
litter may be kept for a period of 
time not exceeding five months 
from birth.
SECTIO N 27: FEES,
PENALTIES, AND FINES

(1) Any person found guilty of 
violating any provisions of this 
Ordinance shall be fined not less 
than fifty dollars ($50.00) nor 
more than five hundred dollars 
($500.00) for each offense. A 
separate offense shall be held to 
have been committed each day 
that such violation shall occur or 
continue as may be determined 
by the Municipal Judge or appro­
priate authority.

The Ordinance shall supersede 
Ordinance #171.

*lf an underground shelter is 

not available, move to a small 
interior room or hallway on the 
lowest floor and get under a stur­
dy piece of furniture. Put as 
many walls as possible between 
you and the outside.

*Stay away from windows.
*Get out of automobiles.
*Do not try to outrun a tornado 

in your car; instead, leave it 
immediately for safe shelter.

*lf caught outside or in a vehi­
cle, lie flat in a nearby ditch or 
depression and cover your head 
with your hands.

*Be aware of flying debris. 
Flying debris from tornadoes 
causes most fatalities and 
injuries.

^Mobile homes, even if tied 
down, offer little protection from 
tornadoes. You should leave a 
mobile home and go to the lowest 
floor of a sturdy nearby building

or a storm shelter.
Flash flood safety rules

*Avoid walking, swimming, or 
driving in flood waters.

*Stay away from high water, 
storm drains, ditches, ravines, or 
culverts. If it is moving swiftly, 
even water six inches deep can 
knock you off your feet.

*lf you come upon flood waters, 
stop, turn around, and go another 
way. Climb to higher ground.

*Do not let children play near 
storm drains.
