(SEP) policy provides an
alternative payment of
amount of an administrative
penalty incurred by a local
entity “toe-be rused: for
improving environmental
quality. A respondent in an
enforcement action may
negotiate an agreement to
peiform a SEP contract in
return for a reduction in
administrative penalty.

As a result of the tire
recycling, other clean-up
efforts in the community
have been coordinated by the
city and other non-profit
groups.

Local coordination for the
clean-up was provided by the
City of Robert Lee, Coke
County Commissioners Court
and Concho Valley Resource
Conservation and
Development (RC&D) Area.

The 53rd annual Texas
A&M Beef Cattle Short
Course will be held Aug. 6-8
at Texas A&M University in
College Station.
