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M any, many tim es we have looked for a w el­
come sig n . How n ice it  is  to find a shady spot, 
to eat a sandw itch, stretch our le g s , and watch 
the children as they run and play.

Our park is  c le a n . It would do w ell for a ll 
stations and serv ice people on our h ig h w ay s 
to te ll travelers of a good place to re s t . They 
w ill spend other dollars in our town.

The Tax Story
The 1967-1968 proposed budget of the Seminole 
schools was studied carefu lly , item by item , 
by the Board of T ru stees. There is  a d ific it  of 
$ 2 5 , 3 5 0 ,  which does not include any in crease 
in sa laries of teachers or auxiliary personnel.
To cut the budget further would most surely 
damage our school system .

Drop in enrollment has been considered a l­
so , and we took advantage of th is at mid-term 
of the 19 66-67 school year. We had two teach ­
ers to resign in the departments where the en­
rollment had decreased the g re a te st, and we did 
not rep lace the two te a c h e rs .

Our children w ill be living in a "sp ecia lized  
world. " In order for them to compete (or be 
su ccessfu l) in this world, they must continue to 
be educated to the fu llest ex ten t. In order to 
provide this education, the . school must be 
staffed with adequate and qualified personnel 
and have the needed teaching tools and supplies;* 
Each year it  becom es harder to sta ff schools 
with tea ch ers . This is  a situation that has b e­
come acute recently due to low sa la r ie s . In our 
area it is  even harder to a ttract such teachers 
due to our location  and the s ize  of our town. 
Teachers must have in their classroom s good 
teaching m aterials and supplies to adequately 
present the su b ject m atter. Such m aterials and 
supplies have increased in co st from year to 
year.

We a ll are aware of the increasing co st of 
liv in g . Our school must meet th is problem by 
increasing its tax  ra te . This is  n ecessary  in 
order to maintain the high level of education 
for which Seminole Schools have become known.

TH E HONEY HAS B E E N  R E M O V E D .  THE 
B OX  IN THE F O R E G R O U N D  IS THE 

NEW HOME

To make one pound of honey, bees may have to 
travel a total d istance of about 5 0 , 0 0 0  m i l e s .  
This is  more than tw ice the d istance around the 
earth.

Last week about eighty to one hundred pounds 
of honey was removed from a house in Seminole. 
It was three feet wide and nine feet long or the 
d istance between the eve of the house a n d  the 
floor. A hive generally is  made up of about two 
gallons of b e e s . The one found on the Lamesa 
h ighw ay,-accross the street from C . M . M cCain 
was about a ten gallon size  or about 2 8 , 000  to 
30 , 000  b e e s . A party from Denver City removed 
about ten gallons of honey. The honey had been 
there for about two or three y e a rs .

Soon after coming out of its  c e l l ,  the worker 
bee begins its  life  of hard work. It never stops 
working until it  d ie s . Its first duty is  to f e e d  
the grubs and pupae which are s till  developing 
in their c e l ls .  Young worker bees a lso  guard the 
entrance of the hive to prevent in se cts  enemies 
from entering. Some workers stand w i t h i n  the 
hive near its  entrance and beat the air ra  pidly 
with their w ings. Currents made in this w a y  
keep the air fresh and at the right temperature.

During their early l iv e s , worker bees do not 
gather n ectar. But after two or three weeks a t  
home, they try their wings on s h o r t  out do o r  
flig h ts . They soon learn to know their surround­
ings and begin to gather nectar and pollen. They 
spend the rest of their short liv es in this work.

The great tim es for making honey are Spring 
and summer, when flowers bloom in. the largest 
number. During th ese season s to be "as b u s y  
as a bee" is  to be busy indeed.

When a bee returns to the hive with a f u l l  
load of nectar it may carry a weight h a l f  a s  
heavy as its  own body. ;• - C on't Page 10
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COTTON QUALITY IMPROVEMENT THROUGH 
BLOCK GINNING IN GAINES CO.

by Calvin D. Holcomb 
County Agent

One of the major problems in marketing 
cotton produced on the South Plains and Gaines 
County is  the lack  of fiber uniformity — with­
in the bale and from bale to bale. Fiber uni­
formity can be improved through block ginning; 
and thereby, create a greater market demand 
for the a rea 's  cotton.

What is  block ginning ? This concept is  the 
ginning of cotton from a single variety and 
with sim ilar fiber properties in large lots (40 
to 50 or more b a le s ) . One variety gins or com­
m unities would be c la s s if ie d , of cou rse , as 
block ginning. However, this program can be 
carried out without a ll farms within the com­
munity being involved or even the total acreage 
of the participating growers .

The cotton grouped within a block should 
be not only of the same variety but a lso  pro­
duced under sim ilar conditions — so il type, 
irrigation p ra c tice s , planting d ate , e tc . H ail, 
in se ct or d isea se  damage should be considered 
It should be remembered that the main o b je c t­
ive is  to obtain bales of uniform fiber quality 
to better supply and meet the-demands of the 
m arket.
Advantages to be gained in block ginning.

As a resu lt of uniform fiber quality , sever­
al advantages can be realized under this pro­
gram in G aines County.

1. By approaching the market with a large 
supply of uniform fiber, the producer, is  in a 
better position to market cotton from a quality 
stand point.

2 . The fiber properties — length , strength, 
e tc . — can be represented to the mill with a 
good degree of re a lia b ility .

3 . The movement of tw o-sided bales into 
market in avoided.

4 . Ginning in large lo ts enables the pro -  
ducer and ginner to meeting mill demands. 
Sp ecific  markets may be attained through 
variety se le c tio n , production control and c u s­
tom ginning.

5 . As a group, quality problems which may 
arise  between the producer and the mill can be 
solved more e ffec tiv e ly . Also a ss is ta n ce  from 
county ag en ts , sp e c ia lis ts  and other agri­
culture leaders can be furnished more e ffe c t­
ively  under such programs.

6 . The production of good planting seed is 
sim plified . Varietal mixtures of seed are a -  
voided by ginning in large lo ts .

7 . Group action by producers can accomp-

Development of a Block Ginning Program

Employing the block ginning concept will 
usually be initiated  by producer groups in a 
county or community. The program may involve 
(1) cooperative effort between producers and 
g in n ers, (2) working through cotton breeders 
and seed producers, (3) cooperative organiza­
tions and (4) working independently as pro­
ducers. The method employed to b est meet 
their o b jectiv es must be determined by the lo ­
cal producers and county Agricultural le a d e rs .
Factors to Consider by Producers Groups to 
In itiate  Block Ginning

1. The producers must in vestigate the 
market potential of the variety to be considered! 
in the program. This and the enviroment at j 
hand — s o il , in s e c ts , d is e a s e s , av a ilab ility  J 
of irrigation water — sh.ould be used as the 
b asis  for se lectin g  the variety .

2 . Producers under this program must agree j 
on the major cultural p ractices to be conducted j 
on their se lected  variety . This involves a simi-S 
lar planting date or sim ilar soil type. The par- \ 
ticip ating growers should agree on an irrigation 
schedule — timing and the amount of w ater.
Particu larly , a staring and cutoff date for irri­
gating should be s e t .

3 . Planting seed must be of high v iab ility  
and varietal purity and from a reputable source.

4 . Cotton subjected  to damage from h a il, in-

block program with undamaged cotton .
5 . To be su c ce ss fu l, the participating pro­

ducers must p olice them selves to exclude poor 
quality fiber or cotton of any other variety in 
order to market a uniform, high quality product.

6. Each producer must be encourage to use 
the b est cultural and management p ra c tice s .

The block ginning program w ill demand 
c lo se  cooperation between the producer, ginner,; 
mill and the m erchant, in order to meet a com­
mon goal, that of marketing cotton fiber of uni­
form quality.

In Lubbock County two 
years ago wells were be­
ing pumped that made less 
than T200 gallons a minute 
that pumped 1000 to 1500 
gallons a minute twenty- 
five years ago. In parts 
of Gaines County the water 
level has fallen twenty- 
five feet in the last ten 
years. So it is a real 
interest to aU of us con­
cerning water.

Twenty-five years ago 
someone dreamed a dream 
of diverting the waters of 
the Missouri and the Miss­
issippi to arid New Mex­
ico and West Texas, 
people thought the dreami­
er crazy. Last Wednes­
day in Lubbock about 
1600 people did more than 
dream about it.

Inter scholastic League is 
again making a deep stuc  ̂
into the various high scho­
ol classifications.

The usual method to de­
termine what class a sch­
ool is elgible to partici­
pate in is an average of 
daily attendance. There 
are now five classifica­
tions: 4A, 3A, 2A, A and 
B. Cut off figures are 
raised to allow for chang­
es in attendance. If the 
figures are raised, the 
various districts in the 
Permian Basin will be 
greatly rearranged.

A v e r a g e  d a i l y  
attendance, or ADA, for 
two years determines 
what particular class a 
school will play in the 
next two years.__________ _

During the last six 
years, sim ilar commit­
tees, to the one that is 
now making a study, have 
raised the ADA require­
ments three tim es— this 
is once for each study.

As things stand now, 
a school with an average 
daily attendence of 1,050 
students or more is plac­
ed in class AAA A. AAA 
reaches from 450-1049.

If the ADA rate contin­
ues to increase, Sem­
inole may drop into 2A 
classification. Seminole 
High School's ADA is 
around the 525 mark. 
Indians team s, wh i c h  
have been strong champ­
ions and contenders in 
2-AAA, will be stronger 
than the sm aller 2A sch­
ools.
