W. B. Austin on the left, Postm aster; and Dan Cobb, the C ontractor.

Dan Cobb, the father of Gordon Cobb, built the Courthouse w here the p icture 
was taken, and also was the C ontractor of the f ir s t  courthouse that was of wood­
en s tru c tu re . W. B. Austin was not only the Postm aster, but he ran one of the 
local general s to re s . W. A. Cox was a cow buyer plus an insurance man, and 
it was reported  that he was the Cox of Cox and Moore Insurance at one tim e.

Because of the high pay of C om m issioners, A rthur Dow was operating the 
Telephone Company. Frank Britton was the Sheriff at the tim e of the bank ro b ­
bery. S. D. or Dee Coker reported  that they worked from  1 to 5 days a month 
anH received $5 a day for co m m issioner's  pay. Alton Freem an said that Mr. 
Duff got $25 a month for being County Attorney. M r. Freem an was la te r the 
County A ttorney and $25.00 p e r month was s till  the sa la ry  for the job.See P, 15

The reading program  
in Seminole Junior High 
School is designed to 
m eet individual needs in 
reading. C lasses a re  
phased, o r grouped, on 
various reading levels.
It is  a delight to both 
student and teacher to 
observe the individual 
p ro g ress  resu lting  from  
a s tuden t-cen tered  p ro ­
gram , according to M iss 
C hristine Kitchens, 
reading teacher in Junior 
High School.

Each seventh g rad e r 
is routinely placed in 
reading if he is one-half 
year, o r m ore, below 
seventh grade reading 
level. The reading level 
is determ ined from  re a d ­
ing sco res  on ach ieve­
ment te s ts  adm inistered  
each school year. New 

students a re  given a 
reading te s t by the school 
counselor when they r e ­
g is te r . Each new student 
is assigned to a c lass  on 
hi s re a d in g ’ev e l. For 
instance, the student may 
be a seventh g rad e r who 
is reading on fifth grade 
’eve!. In this case  he 
would be placed in a c lass 
for that specific reading 
lev e l.

Eighth grade students 
a re  not requ ired  to take 
reading, but they a re  
g rea tly  encouraged to do 
so if there  is  a reading 
deficiency. The course  
may be taken as the 
eighth g ra d e r 's  elective 
ra th e r than the usual 
elective course  in band, 
choral, speech, lib rary , 
and a r ts  and c ra fts . All 
students do not take 
reading when it is r e ­
commended, but it is e n ­
couraging to observe that 
m ost eighth g rad e rs  
choose to take advantage 
of the ’a s t opportunity to 
im prove the ir reading 
ability before en tering  
high school.

Student problem s in 
read ;ng include le tte r  
rev e rsa ls , word r e v e r ­
sals, word oirrissions, 
finger pointing, losing 
the place, phonetics, 
slow reading, u n d er­
standing what is read, 
and a dislike for reading. 
Students who a re  weak in 
reading o rd inarily  have 
difficulty in o ther subjects, 
p a rticu ’a rly  in science 
and social studies.

The reading program  is 
s tru c tu red  to strengthen 
individual w eaknesses 
and the over-aU  school 
program . The teaching 
methods a re  varied  ac­
cording to the needs of 
each c lass . Basic sk ills 
in le tte r sounds and w ord 
recognition a re  taught in 
all c la sses . The upper 
level c la sses  include l i t e r ­
a tu re  and p’avs, giving 
opportunity for oral e x ­
p ression  and work on com ­
prehension. The last

sem es te r a’l c lasses  use 
the SRA reading lab which 
he 'ps in c rease  the re a d ­
ing ra te  and strengthen 
sk ills  in com prehension. 
L e isu re -tim e  reading is 
encouraged throughout the 
school year.

T h ere  is a uniqueness 
about the reading c lass  
that is uncommon in any 
other c lass  situation. 
Seventh and eighth g ra d ­
e rs  may be scheduled for 
the sam e reading c lass  
since the c la sses  a re  o r ­
ganized on reading level 
ra th e r than grade level. 
T here  is no aw areness of 
"c lass  distinction" among 
the students, but there  is 
a definite aw areness of 
cooperation in helping 
each o ther and an e a g e r­
ness to learn . The s tu ­
dents seem  to be se lf- 
m otivated by th e ir ind iv i­
dual p ro g ress  as well as 
the p ro g ress  of the ir 
fellow students. Most 
students make one grade 
level or m ore in reading 
within the school year.
It is  not uncommon for 
one to  p ro g ress  two o r 
th ree grade levels during 
the year.

To feed 1130 students p e r day, six  em ployees of 
the school cafe te ria  work eight hours a day, four 
em ployees work two hours a day, and eight employees, 
work four hours a day. G rades 1 - 3  pay 30 cents 
per plate, g rades 4 - 8  pay 35 cents per plate, g rades 
9 - 1 2  pay 40 cents per plate, and adults pay 45 cents 
each m eal.

Last y ear the surplus commodity furnished 
$13, 389. 90 worth of food stuffs to our school c a fe ­
te ria  which included some butter, milk, cheese, t u r ­
keys, chicken, peaches, pears, and honey.

To All Chamber Of Commerce Members

Dear Member:
At the regular Board of Directors meeting held October 11, a 

resolution was passed increasing the minimum dues to the Chamber 
of Commerce by 25% for all members effective November 1, 1967. 
This means that all individual members now paying the minimum of 
$30.00 per year will increase their dues to $37.50 per year or 
$3.15 per month. All business memberships now paying $60.00 per 
year will increase to $75.00 per year or $6.25 per month.

The board sincerely regrets having to take this action, but 
there are several reasons that make this increase necessary. We 
have enclosed a sheet showing the receipts and disbursements of 
the chamber for the first nine months of this year. These total 
figures are broken down at the right to show per month averages. 
This sheet shows that we have spent only $416.17 for the nine 
months on Committee Expenses, Conference Expenses, Travel, Area 
Goodwill, and other miscellaneous related expenses combined. On 
these combined fields alone we should have a budget enabling us 
to spend the $400.00 per month.

These figures do not reflect a lot of the work being done 
for the chamber by individuals using their own funds. Especially 
our chamber manager who has traveled extensively for the chamber 
out of his own pocketbook.

The board has made every effort to keep expenses to a mini­
mum, but we are not able to meet even the minimum expenses as 
shown on our present dues schedule. There are many areas in 
which we should be working that are simply out of our reach be­
cause of money.

It is the boards considered opinion that we must either get 
the money to function EFFECTIVELY or cease functioning at all 
and close our doors. We are asking you to help us keep them 
open, because after all we are working for you.

easily  be cut through 
with a sharp  knife. D is­
regard  of these re c o m ­
mendations and applying 
defoliant o r desiccants 
too early  re su lts  in (1) 
reduced yields p e r acre, 
(2) lower m icronaire  
reading and (3) weaker 
fiber. Thus quality is 
lowered causing cotton 
to suffer at the m arket 
place.

In spraying a defoliant 
you may use an airp lane 
o r ground rig . In e x tre ­
mely rank cotton, cotton 
defoliation may be help­
ful in reducing boll ro t 
and field lo ss . Defoliate 
as high up on the plant 
as possible until bolls 
a re  found that can be cut 
with a pocket knife. D e­
foliation higher up on 
the stalk  will in jure the 
im m ature bolls. F or the 
bottom defoliation, use 
half the minimum ra te  
given in the table for the 
sp ray  defoliants. Use 
ex trem e caution in b o t­
tom defoliation to avoid 
com plete defoliation of 
the plants. Generally, 
one fan-type nozzle on 
each side of the row 
gives sa tisfac to ry  r e ­
su lts .

F or the final defoliant 
application, do not e x ­
ceed the total maximum 
residue lim its per a c re .
If necessary, use a 
chem ically d ifferent 
defoliant to stay  within 
the allowable lim its of 
residue  to lerance .

The County Agent also 
says to defoliate only 
enough acreage to stay 
ahead of harvesting .
If a second application 
is requ ired  in unusually 
rank cotton, use a 
Chem ical with a d iffe r­
ent active ingredient, 
if necessary , to stay 
within a safe residue 
to lerance . Read c a r e ­
fully and follow the 
precautions prin ted  on 
the container label. A- 
void using any defotiant 
which is not labeled as 
to exact chem ical con­
tent. Unknown defo li­
ants may in ju re  exposed 
fiber, unopened bolls 
or cause fire  hazards at 
the gin.
