He was unembarrassed and un-
ashamed that others besides my-
self could hear him but I know
one thing for sure he was es-
pecially proud of her. No doubt
she was not only a good wife, but
a good mother and a good grand-
mother.

He paid out right in front of
me. He opened the door and
waited for her to go through and
left the establishment with a
smile on his face.

Somehow there must be a
thousand lessons in this some-
where.
