Reasons for 
Thanksgiving

We all heard the story of the 

“first Thanksgiving” as school 
children. In 1621, after a 
harrowing voyage to Amenca 
on the Mayflower and the 
hardship of frontier life, the

celebrated a successful harvest. 
But how did our current* 
national holiday come to be?

The Plimoth thanksgiving is 
an iconic part of history, even if 
it was not the “first” such 
celebration. Thanksgiving 
services w'ere routine in the 
settlements of Virginia perhaps 
as far back as 1607. In 1619, a 
group of settlers arrived in 
Virginia with the London 
Company; whose charter 
provided that the day of their 
arrival be “perpetually kept holy 
as a day of thanksgiving to 
Almighty God.”

The early American 
settlements kept the spirit of 
regular celebration, which 
passed on to the new nation 
calling itself the United States of 
America. The Continental

Congress issued Thanksgiving 
proclamations tliroughout the 
Rev'olutionary War, often more 
than once a year. President George 
Washington famously issued a 
National Thanksgiving
Proclamation in 1789, asking the 
people to unite in “sincere and 
humble thanks” for the Almighty’s 
care for the new' nation.

'Fhaiiksgiving was celebrated at 
various times in the coming 
decade, with each state often 
scheduling its own celebration. It 
wasn’t until 1863, when President 
Abraham Lincoln received a letter 
from a magazine editor named 
Sarah Josepha Hale asking him to 
make 'Fhanksgiving a “national 
and fixed Union Festival,” so the 
nation could celebrate die holiday 
on a single day.

Lincoln famously issued a 
Thanksgiving proclamation 
which, if you have never done 
so, 1 encourage you to read.

As our country was being torn 
about by a bitter, bloody, and 
seemingly never-ending civil 
war, lincoln recognized the 
larger blessings that we all 
shared and asked, amidst the 
ugline.ss of war, that the people 
recognize “i/ie gracious gifts o f 
the M ost High God, who, while 
dealing with us in anger for our 
sins, hath nevertheless 
remembered mercy.’' He 
invited the citizens to celebrate a 
holiday of Thanksgi\nng, writing 
that “jf has seemed to m e S t and 
proper that they should be 
solemnly, reverendy and 
gratefully acknowledged as with 
one heart and one voice by the 
whole American People.”

As I read through the history’ 
of Thanksgiving, I can’t help 
but notice something: the
holiday’s most prominent 
developments did not occur in 
times of peace and tranquility. 
Fhanlisgiving was created by 
settlers fighting off starv’ation, 
deprivation, and depredation in 
a new world. It was continued 
by leaders waging a treasonous 
war for independence and 
freedom and as a new nation 
stood on wobbly feet.

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Painting with the colors

Art is how we can tell our 

story. From the early man who 
told his story on the walls of 
caves to the Native Americans 
that depicted their lives on stone, 
we want to leave our mark on 
this world. The Bronte and 
Robert Lee kindergarten classes 
did the same using the soils of 
Coke County.

As the District Technician of 
the Coke County Soil and Water 
Conservation District, I 
gathered different soil types for 
the students to paint pictures-. 
District Conservationist, Mark 
Sides, USDA-NRCS, worked 
with me to determine the soil 
types and their characteristics.

The students learned about 
different animals, insects, and 
even a microorganism, called a 
Water Bear, which live in soil or 
make their home in burrows. I 
started a worm farm to share 
with the students; they were able 
to observe the healthy soil in the

farm and see happy worms.
The kindergarteners then got 

the chance to be both scientist 
and artist. They first looked at 
each soil and thought about 
what color they would make 
when the water was added. 
They observed the different 
types in cups while the soils 
were dry. The little scientists

then had to look and listen as 
water was added to each soil; 
some gave off dust, others 
foamed and fizzed.

When it was time to paint, 
each artist created wonderful 
masterpieces of dark brown, 
tan, and red. The students had 
a great time learning and 
creating.

If we all take time to teach the 
children in our lives about being 
good stewards of the land, it will 
remain beautiful for future 
generations to enjoy.
