Bome Objuum to it Discussed.

OIf the three proposed amendments
to the constitution to be voted on on
the 3rd day of August, that provid- .
ing a system for the organization of!
irrigation districts in West Texas, to

Wise, Parker, Hood, Summerville,
Bosque,, Corryell, Bell, Williamson,
Travis, Blanco, Gillespie, Comnal,
Caldwell, Gonzales, DeWitt, Goliad,
Victoria and Calhoun, is far the most
important. In California, Colorado
and some other portions of the West
where irrigation has been in practical
operation for years it has proven im«’
minently successful and profitable,
The yield of farm products, vegeta-
bles and fruits is only limited by the
fertility or capacity of the soil to pro-
duce and the quality is t e highest,
as we know by the products which
we constantly use from them, such
as potatoes and onions from Colorado
and fruits (canned) from California.
And the great point is that their
crops are as certain as the coming
and going of the years; no years of
failure or short crops from drouth,
Their products go to the East by the
train load in refrigerator cars, yet the
market is not supplied with fruits
and vegetables. Western Texas is
nearer to the great population centers
of the East than California and most
of the Northwest, where irrigation is
in operation, and could forestall that
section in the markets.
Notwithstanding all there is in fa-
vor of irrigation, not a tithe of which
we have mentioned, there is some
opposition to the adoption of the
amendment. It comes, however, in
our opinion, from two sources, one
being a misapprehension of the pro-
visions and operation of the amend-
ment by individuals, and the other

being from a few interested
persons, mainly in San Angelo
and vicinity, who are operat-

ing private irrigation schemes and
who are fearful if the amendment is
adopted districts will be formed over
them and take the control, manage-
ment and profit out of their hands
and giveto the community. When
this fact is understood no opposition
coming from that source need be
further considered by the voter.

A careful and intelligent reading
of the amendment itself is all that
is necessary to clear up the mind of
an intelligent man on the subject.
Recently we heard a man arguing
against the amendment and advanc-
ing the idea that it was not gotten
up in the interest of the people, but
was a scheme to have corporations
come in and get the land bonded and
tax the people to make them (the
corporations) rich while the land
owners would make nothirg out of it
and that the price of land would be
raised in Western Texas so that no
poor man could get a home. And
a Jones county paper (populist) said
last week that it was not for the ben-
efit of West Texas, but for that of a
set of speculators who expect to reap
a rich harvest out of the bonds issued,
that most counties had already issu-
ed more bonds than they could pay
off in the next generation, etc. Much
more to the same effect was said—it
is a democratic measure, you know,
and this middle-of-the-road sheet
conceived it to be its partisan duty
to fight it, It did not stop to con-
sider that the bonds already issued
were issued by the counties for court
houses, jails and bridges and that
these court houses, jails and bridges
do not produce crops or return any
revenue to pay their own interest and
sinking fund, but have to be carried
as adead weight on the taxpayer
while the irrigation bonds are given
for the money with which to build
the irrigation plant, which, in un-n|
causes the production of large crops
out of which the interest, etc., is paid
and a profit left to the farmer. And
how the “speculators™ are to “reap a!
rich harvest” ou! of the scheme with-
out first making the lands prod.ce
the largek crops outof which he
money must come, we utterly fail 1o’
comprehend. In order for the *‘spec- |
ulators,” the people who lend the

money, tobuild the dams,etc, to the |

shown by the irrigated lands of Col-
orado and California, which, being
worthless before irrigation, are now
worth from §50 to 100 per acre on
account of the large and certain crops
they yield.

| organizing districts and covering the
| country with bonds, a reading of the

amendment will show the tallacy of
theidea. It is purely alocal option
affair. If the people living in a cer-
tain locality believe that a dam and
ditches can be so constructed as to
furnish them water for irrigating their
lands they have a survey madetoshow
just what land can beirrigated and
then they hold an election at which
ONLY the ResIDENT land owners in-
side of the district proposed to be es-
tablished vote to say whether or not
they will organize a district. Ifa

majority is for it they then organize
the district, issue their bonds (and
the bond can’t be sold at a discount,
but must be gold at not less than
face value) to get the money to es-
tablish the irrigation plant. Only
the lands which can be irrigated in
the district are liable to bLe bonded
and taxed. The bonds must also be
approved by the governor, the Com-
missioner of the Land Office and the
Attorney General of the state before
they can be negotiated. Now, where
is the place for the speculator to
come in and play all the havoc the
San Angelo people and a few others
are talking about. In a nutshell, if
the amendment is adopted by vote on
Aug. 3rd, then only the people or
neighborhoods who are so situated as
to have irrigation and who voluntar-
ily go into it and vote to have it will
have it or be in anyway aftected by
it, further possibly than living near
a prosperous irrigation district will
reflect some prosperity on them, as it
is a fact that every prosperous in-
dividual or institution in a country
adds more or less to the general
prosperity. We believe it will be
wise to vote for the irngation amend-
ment and give those who want orcan
have irrigation a chance at it,

We havn't room to reprint the
amendment entire, but have a few
old copies of the paper containing it
and if you want to read it again call
and get a copy.

The New Game Law.

Remember when you start out with
your gun or fish net that thereis a
new game law on the statute books,
passed by the last legislature. The
following are some of the most im=-
portant provisions of the new law:

Wild ducks and geese may bekill-
ed at any time, so you use only an
ordinary gun.

Wild turkeys must not be killed
between April and September nor
prairie chickens or pinnated grouse
between February and August,

No deer or antelope shall be killed
for five years to come, and after that
only from September to January.

Netting of quail is prohibited alto-
gether, and they must not be killed
in any manner from March to Oc-
tober.

Heavy penalties are attached to
the violation of any of the above pro-
visions, and possession of the hide or
carcass of any animal or bird men-
tioned is made sufficient evidence
for conviction of the person havingit.

Fish are not allowed to be taken
in any manner except by ordinary

hook and line or trot line.

HEALTH AND CLTMATE.

This country is unsurpassed in'

healthfulness., Haskell coanty is
about 1500 feet above the sea level,
but only about half the elevation of
the dry and semi-arid “‘Staked
Plains” to the westward about 75
to 100 miles. We have a constant
breeze, so strong sometimes as to be
disagreeable to persons not accus-
tomed to it, but not so when they
become used to it. But it isdry and
laden with the “ozone" of health and
not with the mias:na of swamps and
stagnant pools, as is the case in por-
tions of Eastern and Central Texas
and the Eastern states. Nearly
every person who comes here in bad
health or with his system charged
with malarial poison improves rap-
idly and soon becomes healthy and
robust. We have sharp cold winds
from the north at intervals in winter,
but there are but few days during
which they are so severe that outdoor
work can not be carried on,

WATER,

Good well water is oblained in
most parts of the county at depths
ranging from 10 to go feet, The
town of Haskell is the best watered
town in Western Texas, The wells
are from 14 to 30 feet in depth and
every family has one, and a great
many have wind-mills and pumps,
by means ol which the water is car-
ried into their houses and barns and
is used to irrigate their gardens in
dry seasons, though they have not
been needed for that purpose this
year. At the southern edge of town
several bold springs of pure, cool
water break from the ground and flow
bold and constant streams which are
never diminished by the longest
drouths. The water for cattle, etc.,
is furnished by wind-mills and by
the Brazos river, which dips into the
western edge of the county, and by
fourother principal streams in difi-
erent parts of the county as well as
by numervus artificial pools or tanks
built for the purpose. These streams
do not flow constantly, but water
stands ut all times in large holes
along their length, They are well
stocked with fish and never putrefly
or become stagnant,

STOCKRAISING,

Up to a few years ago this was an
exclusive stockraising country—un-
til a few farmers came and tried it
and found they had struck a good
thing, then more came and neighbor.
hoods grew up here and there and a
few scattered over the country pro-
miscuo usly, but hundreds more of
them are needed to establish homes
and help to develop a grand country
to their own and the general good—
but this is digressing.

There is no better natural stock
country in the world than this—old
stock men say it, and every man who
has observed or had any experience
here says it. Stock of all kinds are
less liable to disease here than in
any other country we know of Has
kell county is.in the healthy zone
above the state and national quaran.
tine line, which has been established
to keep back the cattle from sections
where they are liable to disease, ex-
cept in midwinter when there is no
danger of contagion.

Cattle, horses and sheep do re-
markably well here on therich native
grasses alone. Hundreds of the old
time stock men grew rich from small
beginnings with either of the above
species of stock, breeding and raising
them on the prairies with no feed save
the luxuriant grass and herbage
gathered by themselves, and a great
many are still raised on the open
range or in pastures on grass alone.
Hogs are very hzalthy; so far as we
know cholera is unknown here, They
are raised at small expense. Every
farmer should have a httle good
stock of the various kinds to supple-
ment his income from his farm. Very
little labor—only sowing, harvesting
and stacking, serves to make abund-
ant crops of forage, such assorghum,
millet, Kaffir corn, etc., and it inter-
fers but little with the production of

other crops, and can be very profit~
ably used in maturing a better qual.
ity of beef, mutton, etc., for the mar.
ket. Our mesquite grass excells all
others in umtritive and fatlening

qualities. Teaws can do good work

Deming, New Mexico, dispatcles say:
At no previous time has there been
such activity In the Mexican cattle
trade as now. In the first four months
of the year 825 cars have been loaded
and shipped from the Deming yards,
containing a total of 33,000 head. In
March 10,000 head were shipped out of
Mexico at this point. For April the
Mexican cattle shipments from here
amount to about 21000 head. From
the state of Chihuahua the figures are
far greater. The increase has been
tremendous. During April of 1506 14,-
904 head of beef cattle were shipped
from Chihushua to the United States,
while the April shipments for this
year have reached as high as 72,044,
and this is 72,600 head in excess of the
shipments for the preceding month.

Aecording to the official statistics of
our commerce the first consignments
of Egyptian cotton coming directly to
the United States were recelved during
the fiscal year 1884, aud amounted to
174,346 pounds. From this small be-
ginning our direct imporis rapidly in-
ereased untll in the flscal year 1506
they had reached no |ess a figure than
43.574.789 pcunds. With the excep-
tion of Eg the only cotton-produc-
ing country from which the United
States imports any considerable
amount s Peru. The Peruvian eotton,
like the Egyptian, owes (t8 use in this
country to certain pecullarities of qual-
ity that make it better fitted for some
special purposes than our own varl-
etles, but neither the Peruvian nor the
Egyptian can properly be saild to come
into direct competition with our na-
tive eottons. As compared with the
Egyptian, however, the guantity of
Peruvian cotton imported s very
small, The largest importation ever
recorded, that for the fiscal year 1853,
amounted to only 3,411,619 pounds,

It has been announced that the Car-
negies are prepared to consume 5000 -
000 tons of ore this year, double the
quantity they have ever used in one
year. Practically all of this ore will
be furnished by the Rockefeller min.
ing Interest. On Saturday an agent of
the Rockefellers chartered fifteen ore
steamers for the season. The Rocke-
feller Interests already own ejghteen
ore steamers and have control of four
boats of the American Transportation
Company, and will charter others, as
all these will be able to bring down
only 2,000,000 tons of ore this season.

The people most hums=
ble in their opinlons are generally the
best educated. It Is an art which only
a few of us learn: to be reticlent of our
own opinlon when every one around
us I8 expressing his. Yet this is one
of the attributes of the well educated.
Sllence often Dbespeaks louder than
sfeech. But the girl fresh from her
books and college does not always per-
celve this. She is apt to assume, for
example, that people are uneducated
it now and again they speak ungram-
matically, DBut #he does not know
that the most vital truths ever spoken
or written, the truths which have done
mankind the greatest good, have not
always been those which would have
borne grammatical dissection, Thelr
good lay In what was sald, rather than
in the way in which the sentences were
constructed. It Is when we are young
that we belleve that all that is 'worth
knowing is printed In books. When
we are older we find that the deepest
truths are. never written, It is well
enough for a girl to hold up for herselt
a standard in grammar or anything
else, But she I8 unwise when she be-
lleves that her standard |s the one
by which she muat judge and measure
others. She has no right to do so in
the first place. And In the second,
she s far more apt to be wrong in
her deductions than she s to be cor-
rect."

A TRIBUTE TO LAWYERS IN
LAST SUNDAY'SDISCOURSE,
From the Text: “"Hring Zeoas the Laws |
yor® —Thus Chapter i, 13-
Trinly, Temptations and Trivmplhs of

the Profession,

HE profession of
the law I hers in-
troduced, and with-
In two days In the
capltal elty 303
young men jolned
it, and at this sea-
son in variouns
parts of the land
other hundreda are
taking thelr diplo-
mas for an |llus-
trious profession, and Is it not appro-
priate that I address such young men
from a moral and religious standpoint,
a8 upon them are now rolling the re-
sponslbllities of that calling represent-
ed In the text by Zenas the lawyer.

We all admlire the herole and iigor-
ous slde of Paul's nature, as when he
stands coolly dellberate on the deck of
the corn ship while the jack-tars of
the Mediterranean arn cowering In the
cyclone; as when he stands undaunted
amlid the marbles of the palace, before
thick-necked Nero, surrounded with
his twelve cruel lictors; as when we
find him earning his livelihood with
his own needle, sewing hair-cloth, and
preaching the gospel in the Interstices;
as when we find him able to take the
thirty-nine lashes, every stroke of
which fetched the blood, yet continu-
Ing In his misslonary work: as when
we find him, regardless of the conse-
quence to himself, dellvering a tem-
perance lecture to Fellx, the govern-
ment inebriate, But sometimes we
cateh a glilmpee of the mild and genial
side of Paul's nature. It seems that he
had a friend who was a barrister by
profeasion. His name was Zenas, and
he wanted to see him. Perhaps he had
formed the acquaintance of this lawyer
in the court-room. Perhaps, some-
times, when he wanted to ask some
question In regard to Roman law, he
went to thls Zenas, the lawyer. At
any rate, he had a warm attachment
for the man, and he provides for his
comfortable escort and entertalnment
as he writes to Titus: “Bring Zenas
the lawyer."”

This man of my text belonged to a
profession in which are many ardent
supporters of Christ and the Gospel.
Among them, Blackstone, the great
commentator on English law; and Wil
berforce, the emancipator; and the late
Benjamin F., Butler, attorney general
of New York; and the late Charles
Chauncey, the leader of the Philadel-
phla bar; and Chlef Justices Marshall,
and Tenterden, and Campbell, and Sir
Thomas More, who died for the truth
on the scaffold, saying to his aghast
executioner: “Pluck up courage, man,
and do your duty: my neck s very
short; be eareful, therefore, and do not
strike awry.”

Among the mightlest pleas that ever
have been made by tongue of barrister,
have been pleas in behalf of the Bible
and Christlanity—as when Danlel
Webster stood In the supreme court at
Washington, pleading Iin the famous
Girard will case, denouncing any at-
tempt to educate the people without
giving them at the same time moral
sentiment, as *low, ribald and vulgar
delem and Infidelity;"” as when Samusl
L. Bouthard, of New Jersey, the leader
of the forum in his day, stood on the
platform at Princeton College com-
mencement, advocating the literary ex-
cellence of the Scriptures; as when Ed-
mund Burke, in the famous trial of
Warren Hastings, not only In behalf
of the English government, but fn be-
halt of elevated morals, closed his
gpeech In the midst of the most angust
assemblage ever gathered In West-
minster Hall, by saylng: "I impeach
Warren Hastings In the name of the
house of commons, whosa national
character he has dishonored; 1 impeach
him In the name of the people of In-
din, whose rights and liberties he has
subverted; I impeach him in the nama»
of human nature, which he has dis-
graced; In the name of both sexes, and
of every rank, and of every statlon,
and of every situation In the world, 1
impeach Warren Hastings.”

Another mighty temptation for the
legal profession la Sabbath breaking.
The trial has been going on for ten or
fifteen days. The evidence Is all In.
It {s Saturday night. The judge's gav-
el falls on the desk, and he says:
“Crier, adjourn the court until ten
o'clock Monday morning.” On Monday
morning the counsellor Is to sum up
the case, Thousands of dollars, yea,
the reputation and life of his cllent
may depend upon the success of his
plea. How will he spend the interven-
ing Sunday? There Is not one lawyer
out of a hundred that can withstand
the temptation to break the Lord's day
under such circumstances, And yet, If
he does, he hurts his own soul. What,
my brother, you cannot do before
twelvae o'clock Saturday night, or after
twelve o'clock Sunday night, God does
not want you to do at all. Besides
that, you want the twenty-four hours
of Sabbath rest to give you that elec-
trical and magnetic force which will be
worth more to you before the jury than
all the elaboration of your case on the
sacred day. My intimate and lamented
friend, the late Judge Neilson, In his
Interesting reminiscences of Rufus
Choate, says that during the last case
that gentleman tried in New York, the
court adjourned from Friday until
Monday, on account of the [llness of
Mr. Choate; but the chronicler says
that on the intervening Sabath he saw
Mr. Choate in the old "Brick Church,”
listening to the Rev, Dr. Gardiner
Spring. I do not know whether, on
the following day, Rufus Choate won
his cause or lost it; but I do know that
his Sabbatic rest did not do him any
harm. Every lawyer Is entitled to one
day's rest out of seven. If he surren-
ders that, he robs three—God, his own
soul, and his client, Lord Castlereagh
and Sir Thomas Romilly were the lead-
ers of the bar in their day. They both
died sulcides. Wilberforce accounts for
thelr aberration of latellect on the
ground that they were unintermittent
in thelr work, and they never rested on
Sunday. “Poor fellow!" sald Wilber-
force, In regard to Castlereagh, *“Poor
fellow! it was non-observance of the
Sabbath." Chief Justice Hale says:
“When I do mnot properly keep the
Lord's day, all the rest of the week
is unhappy and unsuccessful in my
worldly employment.” 1 quote to-day
from the highest statute book in the
universe: “Remember the Sabbath day
to keep it holy."” The legal gentleman
who breaks that statute may seem for
awhile to be advantaged; but in the
long run, the men who observe this law
of God will have larger retainers, vast-
er Influence, greater profeasional suc-
cess than those men who break the
statute, Observance of the law of God
pays not only spiritually and eternally,
but it pays in hard dollars, or bank
bills.

Another powerful temptation of the
legal profession is to artificlal stimin-
lus. No one except those who have
addressed sudlences knows about the
nervous exhaustion that sometimes
comes afterward. The tempiation to
strong drink approaches the legal pro-
fession at that very point. Then a
trial is coming on. Through the (iI-
ventilated court room, the barrister's
health has been depressed for days and
for woeks, He wants to rally his ea-
e'gy. He is tempted to resort to artl.
ficlal stimulua. It Is either to get him-
sell up, or let himsell down, that this
temptation comes upon him. The

Chickens and Garden.

We planted our corn, beans, peas and
tomatoes about the time we set a half-
dozen hens, Vegetalffes are up now,
and the chickens are out of the shell,
writes H. B. Geer in Epltomist. We
have placed the barrel coops, a style of
coop made of a barrel with four or five
staves removed, and lald down with a
glatted front, right by the side of the
garden fence. Then hens are conflned
in thelr coops, but the chicks, of which
there are more than fifty, pass in and
out the slatted fronts at will, under the

| garden fence and in among the vege-
tables, They chase about after bugs,
and now and then pull a slug or worm
from the surface of the ground, but
they don't scratch to amount to anys
thing, or at least not enough to uproof
any vegetables, and they don't in any
way Injure the latter. We caleulate
the garden will outgrow the chickens,
and it certainly will do so, while the
vegetables will serve as a harbor for
insects for the chicks, and the
| chicks will get the Insects be-
fore they get the vegetables, That is
| the way we view it, and the way It is
| working now and has worked for us on
former occasions. True, when the to-
matoes begin to ripen towards autumn,
we shall have to protect them, but we
will provide that whem we furnish
the support to the vines, by means of
a frame work that will keep the toma-
toes out of the way of the chickens, as
well as support the vines, The beans
are partly alomg the cross fences, and
being of the running kind, they will
c¢limb the wire-netting croes fence and
provide shade for the chickens In the
summer time, a8 will also the corn and
the beans planted with it, Chickens
' do not harm bunch peas to any great
extent. People who think they cannot
ralse both chickens and a garden
' should bear in mind that it is the hen
that scratches up the garden, and not
| the little chickens. Start chickens
and garden about the same time, con-
'l fine the hen, and let the chickens run,
| They will do the zarden more good
than harm while they are small, and
the vegetables will be mostly gathered
| by the time the chickens approach ma-
| turity when they might do some harm,

The Fawmwous Tulip Manis.

Our first mention of the tulip is In
1589, when Gesner, the famous natu-
rallat, saw one at Augsburg, in Ba-
varla. It had been brought from Con-
stantinople. Dutch gardeners soon dis-
couvered that their goll and climate
ware specially suited to the plant, and
tiey undertook the cultivation with
zeal, We are told that every man,
woman and child in Holland who eould
obtain a flower-pot had a tullp in It
about 1635. Under such competition a
new and handsome variety fetched an
enormong sum. The quoted price for a
bulls of Admiral Van der Eyck in 163856
was L1560, Childer {160, Vieceroy £300,
Admiral Liefkins {440, Semper Au-
gustus L£560—or In one instance £440
cash, & new earriange, a pailr of gray
horses and their harness, But this was
not yet the historle manla. Stock
brokers perceived the public excite-
ment and saw thelr way to business,
They began to “operate"” In tulips, ox-
netly as thelr suecessors on the Corn
Exchange operate In wheat; there was
no more connection with hortleulture
in the one case than with agriculture
in the other, They sold bulbs by the
thousand when all the stock existing
of that variety might be reckoned in
scores, It |s wonderful that such mad
gambling “In futures” lasted for slix
months, when the first "bear” who de-
manded a settlement must have caused
n crash. At the end of thit time, how-
ever, it duly arrived—with a ven-
geance! Bo great was the confusion
and alarm that the government sum-
moned n conference at Amsterdam,
which decreed that all outstanding
contracts made before November, 1638,
should be vold upon payment of 10
per cent. But the judges refused to ad-
mit this compromise, They declared
the contracts sheer gambling, illegal
under all clrcumstances, The provin-
clal counell at the Hague was instruct-
ed to arbitrate, But the champlons of
law stood firm, and speculators had to
séttle as they could.

When the Thames Han Dry.

According to SBymon's "Meteorologl-
sal Magasine" the Thames ran dry on
mcre than one ocgasion between the
years 1114 and 1716, which was long
anterior to the establishment of the
many locks on the river, which would
now render such an event Impossible.
In 1114 there was 80 great an ebb every
where In one day as no man remem-
bered before, so that men went through
the Thames, both riding and walking,

I was slmply amazed, If that is just

{one slice of the tree, thought I, how

grand the grest monster must have
looked with Its towering helght of
three hundred and fifty-elght feet. Yet
this great section, I must tell yon,
though sixty feet In clrcumference, was
not cut from where the trunk was of
greatest dinmeter, but from a point
fifty feet above the ground, for at its
bage the blg fellow measured ninety
feet In eclreumferenes, Glant though
he was, thig king of the forest prime-
val, when compared with ordinary
trees, was not nearly as much of n
glant a8 the greatest flower In the
world Is compared to ordinary flowers,
Just imagine a flower nine feet In eir-
cumference, and with petals so strong
that & man can stand upon them! A
very mammoth among flowers, you
may think, yet It is a flower that is
frequently met with In the wildg of
Africa. It has five large, fleshy petals
surrounding a brilliant center, and this
center, encircled as It I8 with a wide,
high brim, would make a bath-tuh
quite large enough for a child. Now,
ag wonderful as these giants are, there

Rules for Datter Making.
The instructor at Cornell Agricujtus

is this: Keep your vessel so that it may
all ripen evenly, and thus avold loss in
churning. Halse the temperature 1o 62
to 68 degrees and keep 18 as near that

temperature as poseible untll ripe, and
then eoonl biefor nurning. Well rip-
ened cream thould be coagulated or
thickened, 1i ahould run from a leight
in a emooth stream, like oll. When a
paddie is dipped into it, and held in the
hand. it should stick wll over, In a
thick, even coat, not running off in
streaks, nnd showing the surface of the
paddie. When the last drops run off
the paddle. hack Into the vat, they
should legve little dentg or depressions
on the surfaece, which do not ciose up
for an instant.

Writing fromn Montreal a correspon-
| dent of the Meat Traders’' Journal,
| London, saild: The export live stock
| season for 1897 is fast approaching, and
