He
said the base has the best of equip-
ment and offers airmen many
schools as well as classes in arctic
survival. During the day season
the temperature gets as high as
45 degrees, enabling the men to
play ball a few hours each day, but
during the night season tempera-
tures get down to minus 65 de-
grees and the winds become se-
vere.

Mobley has not decided whether
he will go to OCS or accept his
discharge at the end of his en-
listment and go to college. He

graduated from Southern Normal
school at Brewton, Ala., where he
earned letters in baseball, football,
basketball, and swimming.

Col. Gallagher To Inspect:

Flying Safety Carﬁpaign
Launched By ATRC

Hq., ATRC, Scott AFB, Ill.--In
an effort to heal a sore that has
become a matter of major con-
cern to the Air Force’s largest
command, Lt. Gen. Charles T. My-
ers, Commander of Air Training
command, has begun an all out ef-
fort to reduce major aircraft acci-
dents. To spearhead the Flying
Safety drive, the general has made
several personal inspections of
many of the command’s 42 air
bases. Additionally, he has ap-
pointed two of the ATRC’s top pi-
pilots to implement the new firm
anti-accident program.

Flying Safety will receive the
attention of ATRC's top air offi-
cers. Over-all administrator will
be Brig. Gen. Frank H. Robinson,
recently elevated from the post of
Inspector General to Chief of
Staff. General Robinson, a veter-

.| an'of over 10,000 flying hours from

Jennies through Jets, has orders
to see that the program is imple-
mented immediately.

To actually make physical in-
spection of all flying hazards with-
in the ATRC, Col. Raymond K.
“Skeets” Gallagher, one of the
nation’s most experienced fighter
pilots, has been appointed Direc-
tor of Flying Safety.

General Robinson believes the
majority of all aircraft accidents
can be prevented. Asked to sup-
ply a remedy for the increasing
national rate of aircraft accidents,
he said, “With more thought and
more preparation on the part of
all personnel involved with any
aspect of flying, the accident rate
can become almost non-existent.
One of the biggest problems in fly-
ing today is the belief among air
personnel that certain aircraft

forgive minor errors in judgment.

The minute a flyer or mechanic

gets that idea another 1life is

snuffed out and another valuable
aircraft is ready for the junk yard.
Whenever anyone dealing with
flying realizes that ‘familiarity
breeds contempt’ our accident rate
will substantially decrease.”

Included in the overhaul of the
Air Training command’s increased
flying safety program will be a
critical examination of bases and
facilities to determine if, for ex-
ample, approaches  allow a maxi-
mum amount of safety for the
faster aircraft of today. Other
items which will receive -close
scrutiny in view of modern day
aircraft are proper maintenance of

Reese Has Good Record
in Employment Of
Handicapped Persons

Reese has a good record in em-
ployment of handicapped persons,
Tom Ireland, civilian personnel of-
ficer, said Thursday in referring
to observance of the National Em-
ploy the Physically Handicapped
Week, October 3 to 9.

“The Air Force has in operation
a selective placement program
which emphasizes the practicabili-
ty of placement and retention of
physically handicapped persons
wherever they can perform a job
successfully without hazard to
themselves and others,” he said.

“Evidence of the effectiveness
of this policy is reflected in statis-
tics for 1951, #1952, and 1953 which
show that an average of over 10
percent of all Air Force civilian
employees in the TUnited States
had a physical handicap which re-
quired selective placement. Ev-
eryone in authority cooperated to
see that the handicapped were
placed wherever and whenever
possible. The physically handicap-
ped have demonstrated by their
performance that it is good busi-
ness for the Air Force to employ
them.

“We at Reese are proud that our
employment of these handicapped
people is above the average. Right
now we have more than 15 per-
cent of our civilian employees in
that category. All of them have
been and are performing their
duties well.” :

Last October Reese, in connec-
tion with observance of the Na-
tional Employ the Physically
Handicapped Week, received a
plaque from the Disabled Ameri-
can Veterans for outstanding work
and interest in use of handicapped
employees. In Texas at that time,
the rate of employment for phys-
ically handicapped was 12 percent.

New AF Policy
Affects Units

Redesignation of some squad-
rons and other administrative
changes are in effect at Reese Air
Force Base today as the result of
an exhaustive six-month organiza-
tional study, Thomas O. Harrell,
chief of manpower and manage-
ment at the base, announced today.

Changes include the redesigna-
tion of the 3500th Base Engineer
group to 3500th Installations
group; redesignation of the 3500th
Motor Vehicle squadron to 3500th
Transportation squadron and plac-
ing that unit under the command
of the Air Base group. The Motor
Vehicle squadron was formerly
under the Maintenance and Supply
group.

In addition, the 3500th Supply
squadron has been dissolved, and
the supply functions that deal with
aircraft maintenance have been
abbsorbed by M&S group head-
quarters, while other supply ser-
vices have been taken over by the
Air Base group.

Reasons given by Harrell for the
changes were increased efficiency
and more equitable proportioning
of responsibilities among group
commanders, as proven in the six-
month test just concluded at James
Connally AFB, Waco, Tex. Be-
fore the change, the M&S group
contained 52% of all base person-
nel, which was reduced by 15% by
the change. Increased efficiency
comes, the test showed, from limit-
ing Maintenance and Supply activ-
ities to maintenance of aircraft.

The 22 other bases of the Flying
Training Air Force made the
change concurrently with Reese.
