New bridge for US 62
Speciai to The Hesperian-Beacon

MATADOR, TX -  The 
Texas Department of Trans­
portation (TxDOT) is ready 
to begin work on a $2.11 mil­
lion project to construct a new 
US 62 bridge at Hackberry 
Creek, located about 10 miles 
east of Matador in Motley 
County. Project contractor 
Hodges Sc Son Construction 
Company, Inc., of Cmaha, 
Texas, is set to begin work on 
Monday, Cctober 15.

“The project will consist of 
building a new bridge adja­

cent to the existing structure,” 
said Matt Herbstritt, P.E., 
TxDCT Childress Area En­
gineer and project manager. 
“Construction will include 
re-aligning the roadway ap­
proaches to the new bridge, 
and removal of the old bridge 
and approaches once the new 
bridge is open to traffic.”

Impacts to traffic will be 
minimal while the new bridge 
is being constructed, but the 
roadway will be reduced to 
one-lane when the roadway is 
tied into the new bridge.

“Drivers should be aware

that US 62 win be reduced to 
one-lane and that traffic flow 
win be controlled by tempo­
rary traffic signals once work 
to tie into the new struc­
ture begins,” Herbstritt said. 
“Drivers should anticipate 
minor delays and stop condi­
tions during this phase of the 
project.”

Motorists are also urged to 
stay alert and minimize dis­
tractions when entering the 
work zone for their safety and 
the safety of the workers.

The project is scheduled for 
an August 2019 completion.

Texas dnlling permits 
and completions statistics 
for September 2018

AUSTIN — The Railroad Commission of Texas (Commis­
sion) issued a total o f974 original drilling permits in September 
2018 compared to 903 in September 2017. The September 2018 
total included 857 permits to drill new oil or gas wells, 11 to re­
enter plugged well bores and 106 for re-completions of existing 
well bores. The breakdown of well types for those permits is 271 
oil, 55 gas, 576 oil or gas, 62 injection, zero service and 10 other 
permits.

In September 2018, Commission staff processed 553 oil, 129 
gas, 60 injection and two other completions compared to 318 oil, 
101 gas, 40 injection and four other completions in September 
2017. Total well completions processed for 2018 year to date are 
8,041; up from 5,408 recorded during the same time period in 
2017.

According to Baker Hughes Inc., the Texas rig count as of 
October 5 was 524, representing about 51 percent of aU active 
rigs in the United States.

Videos explain 
variations in Xcel

Earnest Hays was born 
in Rusk County, Texas , in 
1886. His father was John 
M cCune Hays, born in 
Pension, Tennessee, 1847. 
His mother was M artha 
Anderson, born in 1853, at 
Vicksburg, Mississippi.

Earnest and Dorettia 
Woody were married Janu­
ary, 1911. Her father was 
Samuel Thompson Woody, 
born January 6, 1862, in 
Parker County, Texas. Her 
mother was Mary Elizabeth 
W hite, born May 10,1865 
in Nashville, Tennessee.

The Woody Family were 
descendants from Ireland.

Earnest and D oret­
tia lived near Henderson, 
Texas, and then moved to 
Parker County, living there 
until 1920, then the family 
moved to Floyd County, 
Texas, on the W. D. Long 
Farm near the Roseland 
School. All the Hays chil­
dren attended this little 
county school and later 
some of the younger ones 
attended Lockney schools 
and were graduates of 
Lockney High School.

There are ten children as 
follows : Lola Mae Rober­
son, Amarillo, Texas; Jewel 
Fay Wakefield, Amarillo, 
Texas; Ruby Gay Hart, 
Plainview, Texas; Zula Ray 
Ragle, Plainview, Texas; 
Ada Lee Richar ison, Dal-

hart, Texas; Johnie Samuel 
Hays, Tulia,Texas; Harvey 
Dowdy Hays ,Plainview, 
Texas; Elmer Hays, Can­
yon, Texas; Effie Pauline 
Barrett, Kress, Texas; Paul

All are living to this 
date. Earnest purchased 
the Long farm and lived 
there as long as he was 
able to farm, and all the 
children were grown and 
married.

Farming was done using 
mules, and to gather crops, 
the children had to miss 
several months each year 
to help but they always

made the passing grade.
Dorettia prepared all the 

three meals each day and in 
addition to the ten children 
to feed, there would be a 
thrasher crew and other 
hired hands through the 
year. There was a large pan 
that 40 biscuits were placed 
and baked each morning in 
a large coal range stove and 
many other delicious foods 
were prepared.

Dorettia is 93 years 
young this date, and lives 
alone. She has many young 
neighbors and loves to 
have them and old friends 
visit her.

W A S H I N G T O N ,  
D C — The federal gov­
ernment is starting to 
cash in on tariffs imposed 
by President Donald 
Trump on steel, alumi­
num, and imports from 
China. Importers already 
owe $4.4 billion on the 
tariffs, according to the 
Washington Examiner. 
Over half of that is tied 
to steel imports. Trump 
slapped 25 percent tariffs 
on steel and aluminum 
in the spring while the 
10 percent tariff on $250 
billion of Chinese goods 
was a retaliation against 
China’s theft of Ameri­
can intellectual property. 
The tariff is slated to in­
crease to 25 percent on

January 1st unless the 
two countries reach an 
agreement before then. 
China has imposed tar­
iffs on $110 billion worth 
of American exports, but 
since they only import 
about $130 billion of 
U.S. products, there’s not 
much room to go further. 
Trump already warned 
that if China retaliates 
against U.S. farmers he 
would impose tariffs on 
another $267 billion in 
Chinese imports. The 
U.S. is also turning up the 
heat with neighbors. The 
new United States-Mex- 
ico-Canada (free trade) 
Agreement (USMCA) 
contains a clause that 
bars Canada and Mexico 
from entering into a sep­
arate free-trade deal with 
China.

Ag Exports Continue 
to Outpace Imports

WASHINGTON, DC— 
Ag exports fell to their lowest 
level in the past year accord­
ing to the latest data from 
USDA’s Economic Research 
Service (ERS). Foreign buy­
ers rang the cash register 
for $10.9 billion in August, 
down from $11.2 billion 
in July, but higher than the 
$10.2 billion this time last 
year. On the other hand, the 
U.S. imported $10.4 billion 
in agricultural products dur­
ing the month, down $200

million from July but about 
$400 million more than the 
same time last year. ERS says 
the current trade balance is a 
positive for U.S. agriculture - 
$618 million in August and 
almost $6 billion for this cal­
endar year. The last month 
the country imported more 
ag products than it exported 
was in May of 2017. Anoth­
er positive sign for ag trade 
in 2018, total export sales for 
the United States are ex­
pected to exceed $140 billion
- the highest level since 2014
- with one month remaining 
in the 2018 fiscal year.

I wanted to share my water­
melon—the infamous hidden 
melon. Yes, we picked it Sun­
day afternoon. It benefitted 
from the rains but didn’t get 
zapped by the cold. As I sat 
on our hearth slurping down 
bites of this watermelon (it’s 
VERY juicy) Terry laughed 
and stated, “Seeing someone 
sitting next to a roaring fire 
eating watermelon doesn’t 
make sense.” Well, neither 
does a photo of a gardener 
holding a huge watermelon 
while bundled up in winter 
coats...but, Lordy! It sure is 
sweet!

This cold weather certain­
ly rushed in! I was outside 
Sunday night throwing straw 
on top of my front garden to 
help guard those little plants 
from the north winds. For 
the above-ground beds, I was 
tucking in plastic tablecloths 
weighted down with shovels, 
hoes, even buckets to provide 
some protection for the on­
coming cold temperatures.

Tonight, as I sit in front 
of a warm fire, I came to the 
decision that to ensure the 
availability of fresh greens 
throughout the winter I 
would need to make some 
sort of ‘lid’ for my gardens. 
My computer gets pulled 
out, opened, and started. In 
the Google search field, I 
type in “cold box construc­
tion”— glass windows work 
well but simple frames with 
plastic will suffice. Addi­
tional supplies include straw, 
thermometers, and a way to

raise the frames--no need to 
cook everything before the 
harvest.

My gardens are either pen­
tagons or squares, but none 
of them are a standard size, 
so I am wondering if I can 
make an adjustable frame 
and utilize my roll of paint­
ers’ plastic that has been sit­
ting in my garage.

COLLEGE STATION, Oct. 15, 2018 -  Ringworm, or der- 
matophytosis, is one of the more common skin conditions affect­
ing pets of aU shapes and sizes. Despite its name, ringworm is not 
caused by a worm but by protein-eating fungi that invade the hair 
shaft and the surface of the skin.

While there are many species of ringworm. Dr. Alison Diesel, 
a clinical associate professor at the Texas A8cM CoUege of Vet­
erinary Medicine 8c Biomedical Sciences, said that Microsporum 
canis is the most common that affects dogs and cats.

The fungus can be spread animal to animal, as weU as animal 
to human through direct contact with the infected animal or with 
whatever the infected animal had come in contact. Diesel noted 
that shared bmshes, bedding, clippers, cages, and the surrounding 
environment can be sources of infection for this organism.

The most common identifier of ringworm in dogs and cats is a 
circular area of hair loss. GeneraUy, there is also a ring of redness 
and scales surrounding the alopecic area, according to Diesel.

“The hair loss often starts in a very circular formation but can 
spread and be more generalized,” Diesel said. “Small red bumps 
and crusts can also be present. Body areas most affected include 
the face, ear flaps, and paws; however, any surface of the body can 
be effected.”

Once symptoms have been noted, Diesel advises owners to con­
sult a veterinarian as soon as possible. The veterinarian wiU likely 
recommend performing tests such as cytology— t̂o rule out other 
causes, such as bacterial infection or mites—as well as a fungal cul­
ture— f̂or ringworm to identify the species of fungus involved in 
the infection. Newer tests may also be recommended and provide 
more rapid results.

“Depending on the animal species infected with ringworm, as 
well as the severity of the disease, ringworm can be treated wdth 
topical therapy and/or oral medication to address the fungus,” she 
said. “Topical therapy may include creams or ointments; however, 
these tend to not be very effective, especially in cats. Rather, a ftill 
body shampoo or dip containing antifungal ingredients is recom­
mended.”

After receiving the ringworm diagnosis and the recommended 
treatment plan, Diesel stresses the importance of disinfecting any 
and all exposed areas in your pet s environment.

“Environmental decontamination will be key in effectively erad­
icating the infection. This involves isolating the infected animal to 
a readily cleaned area, bleaching aU able surfaces, steam cleaning, 
and the use of other cleaning products,” she said.

One of the most important things for owners to remember is 
that there is not a quick fix for ringworm, and, often times, it can 
take six to eight weeks to treat the infection. With a little patience, 
a lot of cleaning, and the recommendations of a licensed veterinar­
ian, ringworm can be effectively and efficiently treated.

U SD A  Launching D isease 
Traceability Program in  2019

KANSAS CITY, MO— 
According to media reports, 
USDA announced four goals 
for advancing disease traceabil­
ity for the U.S. livestock indus­
try last week. Speaking at the 
National Institute for Animal 
Agricultures 2018 Strategy Fo­
rum on Livestock Traceability, 
USDA undersecretary for mar­
keting and regulatory programs 
Greg Ibach, said that a com­
prehensive system is needed 
for the best protection against 
a potentially devastating out­
break like foot-and-mouth 
disease. USDAs four goals for 
increasing traceability include: 
advancing electronic sharing 
of data, us of electronic ID 
tags, creating a system to track

animals from birth to slaughter 
and developing a plan where­
by animal health certificates 
are electronically transmitted 
from private veterinarians to 
state animal health officials. 
Ibach says the Department 
wiU begin implementing these 
goals this fiscal year and wUl 
work with states and industry 
to establish appropriate bench­
marks to show progress. There 
are pUot projects in two states 
working to achieve the goals. 
In Kansas, the project is sup­
porting disease traceability 
with ultra-high frequency tags. 
While in Texas, the pilot sup­
ports disease traceability but 
also facilitates sharing of pro­
duction information between 
seUers and buyers, utilizing 
both low frequency and ultra- 
high frequency tags.
