A t this tim e last year, Floy- 
dadas dow ntow n square looked 
about like it  had  for a decade-still 
alive, b u t certainly n o t thriving;

A s to  
the  continued rem odeling going 
on  w ith in  the  restaurant. Brow n 
com m ented, “These old build­
ings require a lo t o f  w o rk  This 
one is no  exception, and those 
repairs have been m ore extensive 
th an  originally estim ated, bu t we 
really w anted  to  get open.”

Some people need to  see 
socialism to  believe it  is bad

Seeing is believing.
People around the country were baffled vffien exit poUs showed Robert or 

Beto O’Rourke won more votes from native Texans than incumbent Senator 
Ted Cmz in the midterm elections. But this should not be a surprise, it should be 
a lesson— some people need to e:!q)erience socialism to understand its disastrous 
effects.

Exit polls found that 57 percent of people who moved to Texas (also known 
as transplants) voted for Cruz while 51 percent of those bom in Texas voted for 
O’Rourke.

While many Texas conservatives blamed the liberalization of the state on 
transplants from California and New York moving to the area for lower property 
values, it seems the opposite is taking place. These people are not bringing their 
liberal ideas, but mnning away from them.

Chuck DeVore of the Washington Examiner explains, “The lack of economic 
freedom in California compared to Texas is likely why, according to census, from 
2012 to 2016, a net of 521,052 Californians left the state. Texas was their most 
popular destination, with a net of 114,413 Cahfomians moving 1,300 miles 
east to the Lone Star State. In the five years through 2016, some 542,432 more 
Americans moved to Texas than moved out, supporting a growth rate double 
that of California’s.”

It seems those who have experienced the socialist policies of high tax states are 
fleeing to Texas and voting to keep those taxes and regulations low.

Conversely, youth in Texas have rallied behind O’Rourke, inaeasing youth 
turnout by 500 percent in the midterm election.

For the youth and those unexposed to progressive policies, inaeasing 
government spending with expanded Medicare and free tuition seem like good 
ideas. But for those who just left a state burdened by these policies, they are 
reprehensive to reinstitute them.

Nationally, this can also be seen by some immigrant groups who tend back the 
Republican Party after legally entering the country to escape socialism at home.

In Florida, Cuban voters have historically leaned right, and in 2018 tended to 
pick Ron DeSantis for Governor and Rck Scott for Senator— the Republican 
picks.

Similarly Russian immigrants, particularly Russian-speaking Jews, who grew 
up under Soviet rule, backed Donald Trump in 2016 and rejected progressive 
Demoaats like Bemie Sanders.

Janna Sundeyeva told the Atlantic in 2016, “I don’t like big government... I 
would ask [left wingers]: Have you ever lived under a revolution? Do you know 
what it’s like? W hen someone comes and takes your fimuly member in the 
night?”

Another Russian immigrant simply said, “To defend the country from Hillary, 
I would vote [for] a dinosaur.”

Immigrants who have experienced the harm of big government policies and 
socialism that strip individuals of their rights overwhelmingly lean Republican 
so as to avoid bringing that danger to this country Individuals living in high tax, 
big government states are fleeing to low tax, individual liberty-based states. The 
pattern is the same — those who know socialism, know it does not work. Yet 
the left is working tirelessly to convince young voters there is a chance for the 
socialism to bloom here in the United States, it is critical the populations who 
have experienced this harm work to prevent that from coming tme.

The Evolution of Cotton Ginning
By Deon Fincher

G inning season is upon us! I 
began wondering what the pro­
gression from the first cotton gins 
in this area to cotton ginning in 
the 21st century entailed. W h at I 
found was captivating. Id  like to 
share our history w ith you. Sub­
sequent PARTs will be printed in 
future editions.

PART I
In  Texas, Stephen E  Austin, 

used various ways and means to at­
tract settlers to this state. O ne o f  his 
tactics was to  offer land bounties to 
desired population segments. Aus­
tin, himself, offered numerous land 
tracts to  colonists willing to  grow 
cotton, and to carpenters willing to 
build cotton gins.

The ginning process in Texas 
during the early days took much 
time and labor. ‘Early days’ being 
defined as the period o f  history

between 1822-the first recorded 
cotton a o p  planting in Texas, and 
1844—before the first iron foundry 
was established in Galveston whose 
primary castings were machinery 
for cotton gins.

The early ginning outfits were 
composed o f  two parts, the gin- 
house or gin stand and the press, 
both o f  which, were housed on the 
land-owner’s property. The forests 
o f east Texas provided ample lum­
ber for the manufacturing o f indi­
vidual gin stands and it was rare 
that crops were taken off property 
for ginning.

In  1845, a farmer could purchase 
a gin stand for $150 and biuld a 
press for $40. O n  large farms, eight 
to  ten m en would work the gin 
stand. Smaller farms required that 
five to  sbc men work in the gin un­
til enough lint had been combed. 
Then, those same men would move 
to  the baler to press the cotton into 
bales.

G in  stands were placed on the

At the beginning of the commercial cotton culture, ginning 
was primarily a plantation activity. The pre-Civil War 
Gin was called the "gin stand." The wooden stands were 
approximately six feet wide and twelve to eighteen feet long. 
The sixty-saw stand could gin three to four bales a day. The 
baling press was located just a few yards from the gin house. 
Horses hitched to long sweeps turned a screw to compress 
the b^les in the bale box. (Photo-Geographical Review, Vol. 
63, No.2 (Apr., 1973.))

raised floor o f  a two-story, frame 
gin house. In  the open space be­
neath the ginning floor, horses or 
mules harnessed to levers walked 
in circles, providing the horse­
power to turn the saw and brush 
shafts that ‘ginned’the cotton.

Even w ith this technology, the

ginning process remained labor 
intensive. Workers brought hand­
picked seed cotton from  the field 
to  the gin house in baskets, where 
it was stored in bins or stalls on 
the ginning floor until time to 
be ginned. W orkers then placed

Darty Gin
(Dougherty, Texas) I stopped by 

the D arty G in  on their first day o f 
ginning for the 2018 season.Today, 
Randy and Denise Pemell own the 
gin w ith their son. Ranee and his 
wife, M arijon Pernell. This gin has 
been in the same family since 1960, 
when Randy’s grandfather, R.D. 
Holly purchased the gin from  one 
o f Dougherty’s early families, the 
J.E. Newtons.

Dougherty’s gin was built by J.E. 
Newton in 1929. In  building the 
gin, he utilized steam power, a new 
technology for gins at that time. In  
the late 1940’s, R. D . Holly became 
Newton’s number-one m an in

Dougherty, and worked side-by- 
side w ith him  for over a decade.

In  1960 R.D. Holley purchased 
the gin from  Newton and the 
other partners. Once the transfer 
had been made, the “Newton Gin” 
needed renaming. Thinking . to 
make business transactions easier, 
Holley named the gin “D arty Gin’ 
using the phonetic pronunciation 
o f Dougherty. Ironically, that ac­
tion served to  complicate rather 
than alleviate name issues, but the 
name stuck and is still in use today. 
Shortly after the purchase. Holly 
razed the gin down to the ground, 
then completely rebuilt it using

Game Wardens Organizing for M ule Deer Saturation Patrol
L U B B O C K  &  SU R R O U N D ­

IN G  C O U N T IE S  - Lubbock dis­
trict Gam e W ardens will be dedi­
cating extra patrol hours and state 
assets to the M ule Deer season 
which occurs in southwestern pan­
handle counties and runs this year 
from November 17th -25th. W ith  
the new season comes new changes 
both to specific county antler re­
strictions as well as Lynn County 
opening a season for the first time.

The west Texas mule deer at­
tract hunters from  across the state 
and around the country into the 
southern plains to have a chance at 
harvesting a b uck  The 9-day gen­
eral season is open to  hunters with 
a valid Texas hunting license and 
permission to hunt on property. 
Legal harvesting methods include 
the use o f permitted firearms, or 
archery equipment. The bag limit is 
one buck per legal hunter, and does 
not allow the take o f  a mule deer 
doe unless a special M L D  permit 
is obtained.

Lubbock district public informa­
tion officer Aaron Sims says this is 
one o f the busiest times o f the sea­
son, and as such they have request­
ed additional state assets. “W ith  the 
addition o f Lynn C ounty to  the 
nine-day season, and N ew  Mexico 
m nning a near concurrent mule 
deer season, it is essential we bring 
in wardens from  aaoss the state to 
assist our district. They will work 
directly w ith local wardens and 
county law enforcement to deter 
illegal hunting activities.” Sims also 
acknowledges that even with the 
additional assistance, illegal hunt­
ing may occur outside the presence 
o f the wardens. Sims is asking the 
public to be extra vigilant in the

coming weeks.
Am ong the general violations, 

wardens will be enforcing a new 
minim um  antler restriction width

in certain panhandle counties. 
Briscoe, Childress, Cottle, Floyd, 
Hall, and M otley counties will 
have the new restrictions in ef­

fect. A  legal buck deer is defined 
as a buck w ith an outside spread 
20 inches or greater. A ny buck for

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which the outside spread o f  the 
main beams is less than 20 inches 
is N O T  legal to harvest. A ny buck 
w ith at least one unbranched antler 
(e.g., spike) is N O T  legal to har­
vest, unless the outside spread o f 
the main beams is at least 20 inches 
in width.

Like the last several years, the 
wardens will have the  Texas Parks 
and W ildlife airplane to spot po­
tential suspects from  the air. H e  
explains that having the eyes in 
the sl^^ is im portant for the wide 
open rural geographic area. The 
pilot and spotter will be able to 
fly over the vast area and call out 
specific coordinates o f  suspected 
poachers to  the wardens patrol­
ling on the ground. The a irp l^ e , 
which will fly both  during the day 
and night, will allow the wardens 
to  see for miles in  effort to  deter il­
legal hunting activities. A ddition­

ally, Texas game wardens will be 
coordinating w ith  their counter­
parts aaoss the state line as N ew  
M exico D epartm ent o f  G am e 
and R sh  will also be conducting a 
saturation patrol.

The increased enforcement 
marks the fifth year in a row  that 
game wardens from  other parts 
o f  Texas are being called in  to  as­
sist. The potential violations range 
from  improperly tagged deer, to 
more serious violations such as 
hunting deer at night, and hun t­
ing on property w ithout landow n­
er consent. H unting  deer w ithout 
consent carries a punishm ent o f  a 
state jail felony and potential loss 
o f  hunting and fishing privileges 
in  Texas and other U S states. Area 
wide landowners and citizens are 
encouraged to  report any and all 
game violations that occur. The 
public can access their local game 
warden’s contact inform ation on­
line, or they can anonymously 
report to  Operation G am e Thief 
hotline by calling 1-800-792- 
4263 (G A M E ).

the seed cotton on a flat tray and 
raked it from  the tray into the gin 
stand. The lint fell through a hole in 
the floor into the “lint room” at one 
end o f  the gin house, where it was 
stored until ready for baling.

The second part o f  the ginning 
process—the baler—was in another 
stmcture connected to the gin. 
W orkers carried basket loads o f 
cotton from the lint room to  a yard 
press, which consisted o f a wooden 
sCTew w ith a plunger to  compress 
cotton inside the bale box. Mules 
or horses harnessed to long sweeps 
walked in a circle around the press 
to raise and lower the saew. W ork­
ers wrapped the bale w ith flour 
sacks or sometimes, old clothes and 
tied the bale w ith ropes initially, 
until iron straps became popular. 
The 400-500 pound bale would 
be tipped out o f  the press box and 
placed on the ground, ready to be 
collected by the farmer for trans­
portation to  market. Actual records 
are few and far between, but histo­
rians agree that the top production 
for one o f  these gins m ight only 
reach 200 bales per season.

m odem  technological advances- 
which negated the need for steam- 
power. Interestingly, the water tank 
is still sitting “out east o f  the gin.” 

Records o f  production were lo­
cated way back through 1967. A f­
ter some calculations, it was deter­
m ined that since that year, 601,641 
bales o f cotton have been ginned

and baled. Those records showed 
some lean years-1971 only 2,332 
bales were processed, but last year’s 
season (2017) the gin processed 
30,626 bales.

W h at were the contributing 
factors for the ups and downs? 
Randy Pemell stated, “In  the ‘70s, 
most o f the cotton planted was 
dryland.” This was long before the 
widespread irrigation, pivots, and 
now, drip systems. “A nother factor 
is also the cotton seed. Every year

there are more and more advances 
to the seed that is planted-and cot­
ton plants can produce so much 
more cotton.”

W h at is in the future for Darty 
Gin? “Guess we’ll work toward 
a million bales, since we are at 
600,000 now,” commented PemelL
