As I read this 62-page re­

port my confidence in our 
nations governments to real­
ize, at least this one problem 
in rural America, increased. 
So often, our small business­
es—and le t’s be clear, these 
‘mom &  pop’ businesses are 
the ones struggling to pay the 
exorbitant prices for what is 
basic connectivity required to 
carry-on their daily business- 
-are brought to a dead-stop 
because the mainstream in­
ternet providers have techni­
cal difficulties. W hat to do? In 
Rural America, we rarely have 
any other provider options! 
So, our local businesses must 
‘shut-down’ temporarily, losing 
the much-needed revenues for 
those hours, or possibly days. 
This is revenue that can’t be 
‘made up.’

These are the highlights 
o f the actions that are ac­
tively being implemented: 1) 
Launch and Effectively Ex­
ecute $600 million in New 
Federal Investment in Rural 
Broadband, Using Strategies 
to Spur Private-Sector Capi­
tal and Maximize the Value of 
Taxpayer Dollars; 2) Leverage 
the Dept, o f the Interior Tow­
ers for Communications Use; 
3) Provide Tools for Expedited 
Access to Federal Assets in 
Priority Markets; 4) Create 
O ne-Stop for Broadband Per­
mitting Information; and 5) 
Revise Com mon Application 
Form and Quarterly Metrics 
for Permit Requests.

The Commissioners continue to work in 
their respective precincts. They have their 
road crews replacing culverts, grading roads, 
pulling ditches, and building up roads. The 
Elected Officials in the Courthouse are busy 
in their respective offices. They and their 
staffs are working every day to improve their 
offices to better serve the citizens in a more 
efficient manner. The Sheriff's Office contin­
ues to upgrade equipment and look for ways 
to improve their service to the citizens.. The 
other various departments associated with 
the County continue to look for ways to bet­
ter serve the citizens and provide better and 
more efficient service.

The County Clerk Is in charge of 
recording and maintaining all the business 
conducted by the Commissioners Court and 
is considered ¿n ex officio 'member. The 
Commissioners Court has six basic duties (1) 
to adopt the County budget and set the tax 
rate, (2) to approve the budgeted purchases 
of the County, (3) to fill vacancies in elective 
and appointed offices, (4) to set all salaries 
and benefits, (5) they have the exclusive au­
thority to approve contracts and (6) to pro­
vide and maintain all County buildings and 
facilities. The Commissioners Court also sets 
all County policy and procedures, conducts 
the general business of the County and au 
thorizes and approves the financial audit of 
the County. The Commissioners Court is not 
given the authority to direct the way in which 
an Elected Official operates their office.

cations. The ED C  is joining in 
on this project by providing new 
playground equipment made 
specifically for children 2 years- 
old to kiddos 10 years-old.

Chief of Police Ramon pre­
sented to the council the 2018 
Floydada Police Department 
Activity Report. H e stated that 
there were 230 traffic stops, 13 
accidents, 232 citations given. 
The Police Department received 
3004 service calls for the com­
munity in 2018. This report was 
approved unanimously by coun­
cilmembers, and it will now be 
sent to state authorities.

The General Election for the 
City of Floydada, set for May 4, 
2019 was approved by the coun­
cil. Offices for election/re-elec- 
tion will be Mayor, District 2 
Position, and District 3 Position.

City Manager Gooch pre­
sented the revisions to the up­
dated Employee Policy Manual. 
H e stated that the previous 
manuals contained a lot of 

, ‘copy &  pasting’ which failed

to adequately cover issues such 
as cell phone usage, software 
protection, sick-leave pools and 
hazmat policies. No action was 
taken on the revisions at this 
time, with the councilors wish­
ing to review the material.

Councilmembers approved 
a severance, agreement, part of 
the official job offer, for the City 
Manager position.

THE J.P. MOSS FAMILY
I was born  a t M cL ean , G ray  C ounty, 

Texas, in  1909. M y paren ts re tu rned  to 
M otley  C ounty, w hen  I was six weeks old, 
traveling  in  a buggy, in  a snow  storm .

T h e  fam ily cam e to  F loydada to  the  d en ­
tis t and to  shop. I m ust have been about six, 
the  first tim e I rem em ber. I played hooky 
from  school and came to  ride the hum ps or 
ocean waves th a t used to  be sou th  o f  W est­
er F ield . In  1927, John ie  and I came to 
F loydada to  get our m arriage license. Tom  
D ean  was C oun ty  C lerk. W e got stuck in  
the b ig  lake, ju s t w est o f  w here the  H ershel 
G reens’ house used to  stand. W e go t m ar­
ried  the next day at the  B ap tist parsonage 
in  Spur.

Jo h n  P. M oss was born  in  1902, near San 
A ugustine, Texas. H e  came w ith  his p a r­
ents, as a sm all boy, to  Grow, K ing County. 
T h e n  ju s t p rio r to  W orld  W ar I, his step 
fa ther established a gin in  R oaring Springs, 
Texas. John ie  always said th a t he grew  up 
in  a co tton  gin.

A b o u t 1935 or 1936, John ie  leased some

land from  M r. W . M . M assie and p u t in  a 
w heat crop. H e la ter leased m ore land and 
b o u g h t som e sheep. H e com m uted  from  
Ralls, to  look after the  sheep, and operated  
a gin at the  same. IN  1940 he sold th e  gin 
and we m oved to  F loydada in  1941.

W e m oved in to  the house th a t stood 
w here G ene P robasco’s house now  stands. 
In  N ovem ber 1941, we m oved to  the P at 
F elton  farm . I enjoyed living in  th a t b ig  old 
house. W e lived there u n til we b ough t our 
farm  on the  Ralls H ighw ay, w here we lived 
nearly  th ir ty jth re e  years.

DICKENS,Texas —  A Roar­
ing Springs man was indicted 
and arrested last week on seven 
second-degree felony theft of 
livestock charges. The indict­
ments and arrest are the results 
of an investigation by Texas and 
Southwestern Cattle Raisers 
Association (TSCRA) Special 
Dean Bohannon, 
vestigation Dec. 5, 2018, after

receiving a call from John Hindman, TSCRAs market inspector at 
the Floydada Livestock Auction.

TSCRA market inspectors are present at every livestock sale across 
the state to record information about the cattle passing through the 
market. That information is compiled into a database that is often 
used to trace missing and stolen cattle.

On this occasion, Hindman noticed something amiss with a load 
of cattle brought to the auction in Floydada. He advised Bohannon 
that Calby Clayton Hih, 46, of Roaring Springs, Texas, had brought 
34 head of cattle to the sale, checking in 12 head in his name and 22 
head into the name of his boss, a Roaring Springs rancher.

Bohannon and Hindman spoke to the rancher, who confirmed 
their suspicions.

Bohannon continued the investigation. Relying on TSCRAs mar­
ket inspection database and information collected from other Spe­
cial Rangers, Bohannon identified numerous other livestock auctions 
where Hill had sold cattle since he began working at the ranch in 
2016.

Armed with three years o f records, investigators interviewed Hill 
in December. He eventually confessed to selling or attempting to sell 
84 head of cattle stolen from his employer, worth more than $60,000.

Hill was indicted by a Motley County grand jury and arrested Feb. 
13, 2019. He was booked into the Dickens County Jail and subse­
quently released on $110,000 bond for all counts.

. The sinking o f the USS Indianapolis in 1945 led 
to  the greatest single loss o f life at sea in the his­
tory o f the US Navy. O ne o f our area Veterans re­
members that tragedy all too well. E d Marks, C om ­
mander o f American Legion Post 141, and Letesha 
G ather, Floyd County Veteran’s Services Officer, 
m et with Cleatus A. Lebow, the only living Texas 
survivor, to get the story first-hand. Lebow served 
the ship as a fire control technician and a Petty O f­
ficer Third Class.

The USS IndianapoHs was built in Camden, New 
Jersey w ith a cost o f $10 Million. Its launching in 
November o f 1931 created quite a stir. Nicknamed 
Tody,” she was capable o f 32.7 knots, designed 
to hold 95 officers and 857 enlisted men, but was 
shown to carry 1,269 sailors in wartime. She served 
as the commander o f Scouting Force 1 for her eight

years prior to war, and commanded the F ifth Fleet 
in battles across the Central Pacific throughout 
W orld W ar II. In  July 1945, Indianapolis completed 
a top-secret high-speed trip to deliver parts o f  Little 
Boy, the first nuclear weapon ever used in combat, 
to the United States A rm y Air Force Base on the 
island o f Tinian, and subsequently departed for 
the Philippines on training duty.

Cleatus Lebow was in his third year o f service 
that day. A t 0015 on 30 July, the ship was torpe­
doed by the Imperial Japanese Navy submarine O ut 
o f the blue, the great USS Indianapolis was h it by a 
torpedo, launched from the Imperial Japanese Navy 
submarine 1-58. “Indy” took twelve minutes to sink, 
taking with her approximately 300 o f her crew.

The remaining crew of 900, left adrift w ith lim­
ited numbers o f life-jackets and only a few lifeboats, 
faced exposure, dehydration, saltwater poisoning, 
and shark attacks. For the next five days, the service­
men fought for their lives in the center o f  the Phil­

ippine Sea. W ith  all the odds against 
them, an additional 579 were lost at 
sea. The Navy failed to notice that In ­
dianapolis was overdue at its next port 
o f call; it never dispatched a search par­
ty. They learned o f the sinking o f the 
great ship only after the 317 survivors 
were spotted by the PV-1 Ventura on a 
routine patrol.

The living crew members have been 
reuniting together in Indianapolis ev­
ery year since 1960. M uch like that

The survivors

They 
are being hailed as “Heroes to a nations Heroes” 
because the generation o f service men and women 
that came after them, remembered those dark days. 
The younger generation grew up hearing the sto­
ries o f their harrowing days drifting at sea. A nd that 
younger generation grew up honoring those brave 
souls.

Throughout Americas history, our soldiers have 
weathered many storms, both at home and abroad. 
Those heroes that lived through the fate o f the USS 
Indianapolis survivors were inspirations to so many 
selfless men and women that came after them.

For Ed Marks, meeting Cleatus Lebow was an 
indescribable honor. To those that accompanied the 
meeting, it was described as “A  hero meeting his 
hero.” W e honor these men, and every serviceman 
and woman that has come since.

of theft of livestock carries a 
penalty of up to 20 years in 
prison, plus fines and restitu­
tion. That means Hill could be 
looking at 140 years in prison if 
convicted on all seven counts.

Bohannon reminded live­
stock producers to remain vigi­
lant.

“We often see cases where 
ranchers are victimized by em­
ployees whom they trust to 
manage their herds,” said Bo­
hannon. “I t’s unfortunate, but 
that is why it’s so important for 
cattle producers to keep detailed 
records and closely supervise 
their employees.”

Bohannon also thanked all of 
those involved in the investiga­
tion, including fellow Special 
Rangers Jay Foster and Harold 
Dempsey, the M odey County 
Sheriff’s Office, Dickens Coun­
ty Sheriff’s Office and Game 
Warden M att Cruse. He also 
thanked Wade Jackson, Modey 
County district attorney for his 
relendess prosecution of catde 
thieves.

USDA’s e-Connectivity Pilot 
Program last year, AFBF recom­
mended the agency’s Rural Util­
ity Service (RUS) go beyond the 
national broadband map because 
it doesn’t accurately reflect the 
served, imderserved and unserved 
areas across the country. Instead, 
the organization suggested, RUS 
should use an approach that in- 
aeases the map’s granularity and 
accuracy and uses a verification 
process that includes consumers.

The main problem with the 
national broadband map is that 
it relies on census block data to 
determine areas of broadband 
coverage.

Census blocks are too large 
in rural and remote areas to ac­
curately determine which areas 
are actually in need. I f  even one 
household in a given census 
block is reported by a provider

as being served, then the entire 
block is considered served.

W ith census blocks larger 
than 2 square miles comprising 
more than 64 percent of the U.S. 
land area, every rural area is im­
pacted by this problem in some 
way. W ith limited funding avail­
able to fill an estimated $45 bil- 
lion-$65 billion broadband void, 
it is aitical for federal programs 
to use accurate broadband maps 
to target and distribfrte their 
funding.

The report also focuses on 
streamlining the federal permit­
ting process to speed broadband 
deployment, leveraging federal 
assets to lower the cost of broad­
band buildouts and maximizing 
the impact of federal fundiag.

required to truly make the

“T he opportunity that 
these actions collectively 
represent also serves to fur­
ther highlight another na­
tional priority: getting bet­
ter broadband maps to steer 
and plan these investments 
now,” Ferree added. “Today’s 
national maps and data sets 
are simply not up to the task 
and depending on them  only 
cheats our rural com m uni­
ties from the full impact that 
Congress and the USDA 
contem plated through this 
week’s achievements. In ­
deed, this is the tim e to im ­
prove the granularity o f our 
country’s maps so that we are 
spending these funds in the 
m ost effective way possible.” 

T he Farm Bill does sev­
eral key things to strength­
en farming communities. 
Am ong those provisions, 
lawmakers have set aside an 
additional $350 million for 
the Rural U tility Service’s 
(RUS) broadband loan and 
grant programs. This is in 
addition to the $600 million 
tha t falls under the ReCon- 
nect Program, which resulted 
from the Consolidated A p­
propriations A ct that passed 
earlier this year.

“I t ’s a critical tim e for 
America’s rural com m uni­
ties,” said Chris Pedersen, VP 
o f Developm ent and P lan­
ning, Connected N ation. “To 
be better connected makes it 
possible for young adults to 
access jobs and stay near their 
families.

Projects funded through 
this initiative m ust serve 
communities fewer than 
20,000 people w ith no broad­
band service or where service 
is slower than ten megabits 
per second (mbps) download 
and one mbps upload, accord­
ing to the USDA’s press re­
lease. Priority will be given to 
those projects tha t “propose 
to deliver higher-capacity 
connections to rural homes, 
businesses, and farms.”

“T he im portant thing for 
those living in these com­
munities to know is that you 
need to begin developing a 
plan now, because you will 
be com peting against o th ­
ers who, like you, are finding 
themselves on the wrong side 
o f the D igital D ivide,” said 
Eric Frederick, VP o f C om ­
m unity Affairs, Connected 
N ation. “You need real data 
about where your community 
lacks service, the opportuni­
ties for expanding coverage, 
potential partnerships, and

so much more. From there, 
you can develop a Technol­
ogy A ction Plan tha t dem ­
onstrates to U SDA officials 
how funding will help trans­
form your community.”

Connected N ation’s mis­
sion is to improve lives by 
providing innovative solu­
tions that expand broadband 
access, adoption, and use.
