Crews begin work, again, on 
Annie Taylor Baseball Park

FLOYDADA - The City of 
Floydada has been working hard to 
get the Annie Tajlor Park ready for 
this season’s play, however, that con­
tinued development of the Baseball 
Park field came to a halt during 
March.

A narrow 60-ft by 660-ft strip of 
land was the culprit. The additional 
60-foot width would accommodate 
the requirements for a regulation­
sized baseball field and provide for 
additional improvements to the 
area.

City Manager Gooch stated that 
there was some question regarding 
the ownership of the slip of land; 
he approached the County asking 
for information. The County Com­
missioners voted in 2017 “.. .that if 
the plotted roadway is owned by the 
County, the County would deed it 
to the City for use with the park.”

A legal investigation was made 
by Karen Houchin, City Attorney. 
Tide searches did not reveal county 
ownership of the property.

infirastmeture improvements to 
the park, specifically to the 0.87- 
acre tract of land, began in earnest 
last summer as everyone involved 
was intent on completing the proj­
ect to allow for community-league

play this spring. Believing that goal 
to be reachable, the City hired Jim­
mie Garcia as the softball field coor­
dinator for the 2019 season, during 
the February City Council meeting.

After eight months of construc­
tion on-site, an adjacent landowner, 
David Martinez, halted the aews 
stating that the narrow strip, al­
though not fenced, was part of his 
property, not an abandoned road­
way as believed by those involved 
in bringing this park to reality. 
Martinez, together with his wife 
Oralia, approached the City asking 
for compensation for the 0.87-aae 
tract. That was the first of March.

Shortly thereafter, when asked 
to comment on the work halt. 
City Manager Gooch stated, “Al­
though this road’ is not very large, 
it is vital to the planned project. 
Without those few feet, the fields 
cannot be recognized as regulation 
size balMelds, which will affect the 
usefulness of the park. We want

to be completely transparent with 
our citizens and assure them that 
we are doing everything we can to 
rectify the situation so we can move 
forward with the development of 
the park.” Gooch added that the 
softball season brings in sales-tax 
dollars to our community through 
fuel, food, and hoteFmotel rooms 
purchased by visiting family mem­
bers supporting their teams.

David Martinez had no com­
ment when approached.

Several weeks in March went by 
as the parties’ offers went back and 
forth, with no resolution. Produc­
ers Co-op offered to purchase the 
strip of land from Martinez for 
$2,500. Manager Seth Stephens 
stated, “Our plan is to purchase the 
land and turn around and donate it 
to the City. All we ask is our name 
be attached to the fields.” Stephens 
applauded development of the park, 
and, whether or not Martinez ac­
cept the proposal, Stephens felt that

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FLOYDADA ROTARY - Tyann Phillips, Texas 4-H Water Ambassador, and Cristen Brooks, 
Floyd County Extension Agent, spoke about the 4-H Water Ambassador Program in Texas,

Property Tax Reform Bills 
Debated in Legislature

AUSTIN, M ay 29,3019 - Property tax reform 

plans in the Texas Legislature showed their first 
flickers o f life in more than a month, but that 

. doesn’t necessarily mean lawmakers have resolved 
major hurdles in their push to give homeowners a 
break from ever-increasing tax bills.

One complication came up just after 1:30 a.m. 
Thursday, when a Texas House committee com­
pletely rewrote a property tax relief plan, creat­
ing a wide divide between the House and Texas 
Senate.

Both the House and Senate plans still call for 
preventing cities and counties from increasing 
property tax revenues more than 2.5 percent per 
year without a vote of the people —  a measure 

.vehemently opposed by most cities and counties. 
Both plans also include measures for softening 
the impact on small municipalities and districts. 
But from there, the bills diverge. The Senate has 
wanted the limit to also apply to school districts, 
while the House bill now excludes them. Instead, 
the House wants to use a separate bill on school 
finance reform to send $2.7 billion to schools to 
reduce property tax bills but without the cap.

House leaders have argued that sending the 
$2.7 billion to schools to cut property taxes will 
save taxpayers more —  about $80 a year on a 
$200,000 home —  than the 2.5-percent cap on 
future property tax increases for schools.

“This actually provides real property tax relief,” 
State Rep Dan Huberty, a Houston Republican 
who leads the House Public Education Commit­
tee, said in defending the House plan.

The Senate on Thursday morning also indicat­
ed it is prepared to send $2.7 billion to schools to 
cut property taxes now, keep the 2.5 percent cap 
on future school tax increases. State Sen. Larry 
Taylor, a Friendswood Republican who leads the 
Senate Education Committee, said Thursday 
that other than that change, the Senate budget 
plan mirrors that o f the House, with an addi­

tional $6.3 billion for increased school spending.
The flurry of activity on property taxes over 24 

hours marked a dramatic change from the last 
month at the State Capitol. Since late February, 
neither the House nor Senate has touched the 
property tax reform discussion publicly.

Currently, cities and counties can raise taxes by 
as much as 8 percent before the public can peti­
tion for an election to rollback those taxes. Since 
2015 the Texas Senate has been pushing to cut 
that roUback'rate to 4 percent, though the House 
has mostly refused to go that low. This year, at the 
behest o f Gov. Greg Abbott, the chambers have 
both tried to push for. an even more aggressive 
2.5 percent cap even though proposals for caps 
that are less strict have failed to pass in previous 
years.

W hile setting a lower-rollback rate doesn’t re­
duce property tax bills, it does slow the escalation 
that homeowners in high growth communities 
have been having to deal with, said state Sen. 
Paul Bettencourt, a Houston Republican leading 
the Senate’s effort to reduce taxes.

H e said he’s stiU reviewing the newest House 
plan, but said taking schools out from the 2.5 
percent rollback rate is “huge” in the debate over 
property taxes. H e’s argued previously that in­
cluding schools in the cap is a necessity given 
that schools represent a large portion of property 
tax bills —  about 54 percent a year statewide, ac­
cording to a 2018 report from the Federal Re­
serve Bank of Dallas.

“The growth of school taxes has to be ad­
dressed in a meaningful way,” Bettencourt said.

House and Senate leaders, plus Abbott have 
declared property tax reform a, priority item in 
the Legislature this year. A t the start o f the ses­
sion, House Speaker Dennis Bonnen and Lt. 
Gov. Dan Patrick, who leads the Senate, stressed 
how unified they were in working on the issue.

In order for a bill to become law, both cham­
bers must agree to identical biUs by May 27.

T hey  
m ade th e  tr ip  by ra il to  P lainview , b rin g in g  w ith  th em  a 
w ell d rillin g  m ach ine and  a h e rd  o f  h o rses ..T hey  bought 
a 3 0 0 -ad re  farm  at $10.00 per acre in  F loyd  C oun ty , foui 
m iles n o r th  and  tw o m iles east o f  F loydada. B y 1911 they 
had  b u ilt a tw o s to ry  house, a b arn , in sta lled  a w in d m il 
and  p lan ted  som e each trees. A lso he ran  a w agon  freight 
business from  P lainv iew  to  F loydada.

W ith  tw o o th e r  farm  o w n e rs , T ack e tt and  H am m o n d s 
M axey  o rgan ized  th e  co m m u n ity  an d  b u ilt th e  firs t one- 
room , red  b rick  school a t C en te r. T h e y  w ere la te r  re im ­
bu rsed  by th e  state .

L .B . M axey  served on th e  F loyd C o u n ty  School Boarc 
and  w as one o f  the  co un ty  com m issioners. L ockney  anc 
F loydada w ere rivals for th e  coun ty  seat. W h e n  th e  brick 
co u rthouse  w as b u ilt in  F loydada , residen ts o f  nearby 
L ockney  hanged  tw o o f  th e  com m issioners in  effigy. O ne 
was L .B . M axey.

E l k  M ay  M axey, his w ife, was a v ic tim  o f  th e  terrib le  
flue ep idem ic in  th e  w in te r o f  1918-19 . She. was a m em ­
ber o f  th e  E aste rn  S tar and  th e  C h ris tia n  C h u rch . T h e  
fam ily  la te r m oved to  F loydada and  so ld  th e  farm .

Texas farmers, ranchers talk trade on Capitol Hill

WA.SHINGTON, D.C. - Proponents 
of international trade are making a push in 
Washington, D.C., and nearly 200 Texas 
Farm Bureau (TFB) members last week 
added their voices in caUing on Congress to 
support the U.S.-Canada-Mexico Agree­
ment (USMCA).

The Texas farmers and ranchers were 
in the nations Capital as part o f the TFB 
National Affairs Awards Trip March 25- 
28. Trade led the list o f issues and policy 
positions promoted by attendees. Other 
national legislative priorities the group ad­
vocated for included the 2018 Farm Bill, 
farm labor, cattle fever ticks, transportation, 
taxes, regulatory reform and meat substi­
tutes.

“We know we have a big job to do on 
USMCA, but I hear good things from both 
sides of the aisle,” TFB President Russell 
Boening said. “We know it’s going to be 
a heavy lift, but trade is important, and I 
think people understand that.”

Farm Bureau leaders met with members

of the Texas congressional delegation or 
their staff, as well as heard from representa­
tives of the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
and the Office of the U.S. Trade Represen­
tative (USTR).

Congressional approval of USMCA 
must be accomplished before August, if  
possible, in order to avoid 2020 election- 
year pohtics, according to elected officials.

“I think the most important thing is let’s 
get this out o f the House. Obviously, we’ve 
got divided government. We don’t want 
this to be a victim o f some of the political 
wranghng back and forth,” US. Sen. John 
Cornyn said. “This needs to be a win for 
everybody and not a zero-sum gain.”

U.S. Sen. Ted Cruz also addressed trade 
with the Texas group.

“This is a debate, and it’s really right now 
at a fork in the road as far as to which direc­
tion it goes,” U.S. Sen. Ted Cruz said. “The 
biggest thing for farmers and ranchers is to 
let those voices be heard. We win when we 
open up foreign markets, and we can export 
our goods, our crops, our services and our 
livestock.”

U.S. Rep. Henry Cuellar said “jobs, jobs, 
jobs in the rural areas” are keywords to earn 
favor by members of the Texas congressio­
nal delegation toward USMCA.

T’m supportive of the new trade agree­
ment. I ’m working trying to get Democrats 
to support it, and I feel at the end of the 
day, we are going to do it,” Cuellar said.

The consideration of a trade agreement 
will be a new experience for a significant 
number of members o f the U.S. House of 
Representatives.

“Since we did the Korea Free Trade 
Agreement in 2012, we counted 248 new 
members of the House, out o f 435, who 
have never taken a trade vote on anything,” 
Gregg Doud, chief agricultural negotiator 
in the office of the USTR, said. “So there’s 
a lot of shoe leather that needs to be burned 
up there this summer on Capitol Hill to 
help educate folks, particularly from urban 
America, about the importance of trade in 
agriculture.”

Doud said U.S. agriculture today exports 
$145 billion worth o f products, and it could 
do a lot better than that, if  it just had access.

Outside Investments 
for Small Towns

W A S H IN G T O N , D C  
Thousands o f communities 
throughout the U.S. could 
soon see an influx o f capital 
and investment, thanks to a 
new federal tax incentive pro­
gram included in the 2017 tax 
reform law. T he O pportunity 
Zones initiative targets more 
than 8,700 communities— 
the vast majority o f which are 
low-income— in all 50 states, 
the D istrict o f Columbia 
and five U S . territories. The 
thinking behind the program 
is to drive investment capital 
into communities that need it 
by allowing taxpayers to invest

capital gains into qualified 
“opportunity funds.” By mak­
ing such an investment, the 
taxpayer is able to defer capi­
tal gains tax through 2026, or 
whenever the investment in a 
qualified opportunity fund is 
sold or exchanged, whichever 
comes first. I f  the investment 
is held for longer than five 
years, taxpayers will realize a 
10 percent exclusion o f their 
deferred gain; if  it is held for 
more than seven years, an 
additional five percent is ex­
cluded. In addition, assum­
ing the investment is held 10 
years, any additional gain that 
the taxpayer realizes on the 
investment itself is not taxed.

Farm kids don’t need to take art 
appreciation classes in school. They 
witness picturesque landscapes, 
sunrises and changes in seasons as 
they grow up.

They ride horses, drive four- 
wheelers and neatly stack big bales 
at the edge of meadows.

They fish in their ponds, learn 
to handle firearms and' shoot deer, 
rabbits and turkeys.

They work as a family in the 
garden, raising, harvesting and 
canning their own vegetables.

O ur gardening objectives are in full-gear these days! M y 
little lettuce, kale, and collard seedlings w eathered th a t arctic 
cold-front this past w eek--although, I haven’t been able to 
get warm yet. Yes, my w inter garden is still providing p len­
ty o f greens; and although these plants do fine in the cold 
weather, they sure perk up w ith a few days o f this Texas sun­
shine.

Terry and I are diligently w orking to create some beauti­
ful, and yet productive, garden beds all around our yard. I t ’s 
tim e to p lan t corn and we’ve got some delicious Bodacious 
Sweet C orn bursting out o f its package as well as some truly 
stunning Indian  C orn varieties tha t we can’t wait to get into 
the ground. Corn needs corn to pollinate, so we are working 
to keep varieties separated and yet bunched enough to be 
effective.

T he next things we will be p lanting  are our brassica vege- 
tables-broccoli, cabbage, and some more brussels sprouts. I ’ve 
yet to get a full head o f broccoli since I ’ve been in Floydada, 
so I will continue to p lan t those until I succeed. I th ink  I will 
try  pu tting  them  in our front garden patch—the only place 
we have tha t is not in direct sunlight all o f the time. Per­
haps, together w ith several varieties o f kale, they will flour­
ish. As I com m ented last week, we are ju st about to harvest 
our brussels sprouts th a t have been growing this winter. They 
have been a blessing—providing yummy leaves for our bun­
nies, and now delicious m ini-cabbages for our suppers. In  
my opinion, cut them  in half, sauté in olive oil, toss in some 
diced garlic and let sim mer un til tender. P late w ith a gener­
ous sprinkle o f Parm esan Cheese and a b it o f salt and pepper 
to taste!

O ne o f my m ost anticipated plants th a t I will be sowing 
this year is am aranth. A m aranth  is a grain, much like quinoa, 
th a t is one o f those ‘com plete-protein’ seeds. T his ancient 
grain is heat and drought to leran t and provide spectacular 
splashes o f green, lim e green, red and golden orange plumes. 
W e’ll see how well they do this year. I ’ve learned th a t garden­
ers m ust not be afraid to be persistent.

Farm lads learn to keep good records on their livestock. When they raise 
and sell a 4-H calf, they can calculate the profit gained after deducting 
feed, vet medicines and other cots.

They typically know how to stand on their own two feet and give proj­
ect talks, or give oral presentations forjudging a class of lambs or swine.

Many of them earn leadership roles in church, 4-H or FFA, so they can 
moderate a meeting to perfection using Roberts Rules of Order.

They learn early in life the tactics of conservation—how to keep topsoil 
from washing into Oklahoma; how to plant wind barriers and how to 
recognize grass-cheating weeds that need to be sprayed.

And any farm kid can handle a paint bmsh, spade a garden, pull worms 
from tomato plants, gathgf hen eggs, mow grass, groom animals and take 
one grain of wheat, bite down on it and determine if it’s time to start the 
combine.

And, this girl thinks her resume might be lackluster?
Oh, I don’t think so.
Put her to work in a hardware store, newspaper office or grocery store, 

and she will enter the front door looking for things to do.
It’s that way with kids who grow up as farm and ranch kids.
Their resume is written on their foreheads and in their hearts.
They should never apologize.
Never.

In recent scam attempts reported from custom­
ers in Amarillo, Canyon and Borger, scammers 
are impersonating Xcel Energy agents and tell­
ing customers* that a serviceman is on his way to 
disconnect their electrical service for nonpayment. 
The scammers are demanding payment over the 
phone in order to prevent disconnection, and offer 
only one option for making payment -  a prepaid 
debit card.
The recent scam attempts follow a familiar pattern 
o f scams that have cropped over the past several 
years, both in Texas and New Mexico. Xcel E n­
ergy customers in either state should be familiar

with the scammers’tactics and avoid providing any 
personal or financial information over the phone. 
Customers who are behind on payments will re­
ceive a printed disconnect notice in the mail before 
any other attempt to collect is made. Xcel Energy 
also offers multiple options for making payment. 
I f  customers receive calls demanding payment 
under threat o f irnrrdnent loss o f service, they 
shoiald hang up and contact Xcel Energy to verify 
account status. Residential customers should call 
1-800-895-4999. Business customers should call 
1-800-481-4700.
Xcel Energy also offers a free customer app that 
allows customers to check their account balances 
and make secure payments. The app also includes 
information on past usage and ways to track power 
outages. I t is available through Apple Store and 
Google Play.
