VIN Auto Etching hosted 
by Floydada Rotary

FLOYDADA -  Car owners in Floyd County are being offered a valu­
able opportunity today. The Floydada Rotary Club has brought the South 
Plains Auto Theft Task Force to town to provide VIN etching on windows 
of vehicles.The event will take place today only (Thursday, August 29), and 
will be located in the First Baptist Church parking lot from 3 pm to 8 pm. 
This service is free and may qualify car owners for insurance discounts.

The South Plains Auto Theft Task Force, funded by the Texas Legis­
lature, is mandated to provide auto theft crime prevention activities and 
events.The VIN etching is said to make the vehicle less attractive to a chop 
shop because the glass is part of what is sold after market. With an etched 
VIN, the glass can be traced back to the original owner.

The etching process takes about five minutes and is applied to each of 
the. windows in the car, including the sunroof if available. A  sticker is also 
applied identifying the vehicle as having VIN etching.

LOCKNEY -  For the past 35 years the 
Lockney Volunteer Fire Department has been 
protecting Floyd County with a 1984-model 
fire truck. Although this truck has given us 
years o f quality service, it. is to the end o f its 
usable cycle and must be replaced in order to 
continue our coverage and service o f Floyd 
County. The new truck will be replacing the 
1984 brush truck and will be able to service 
all o f  Floyd County. It is a little-known fact 
that the City Pumper is not allowed to leave 
the city limits, and without this new addition, 
the VFD would not be able to respond to fires 
outside o f the Lockney City Limits.

The new truck has been ordered and is un­
der construction, expected to be in the Fire 
Department’s facility in late September. This

truck is a 2019 T-370 Tanker/Pumper custom­
ized for our unique terrain. This truck comes 
with a price tag o f $270,000, and yet does not 
include radios or other equipment needed to 
continue to maintain safety for our Firemen.

The VFD secured a grant from the Texas 
Forest Service for $200,000, with a 90/10 
grant matching clause, meaning the Lockney 
VFD must make the 10% matching require­
ment.

The Fire Department needs Floyd County’s 
help. W ith various fund-raisers the Depart­
ment is adding to the coffers, but they are 
needing donatiojas specifically for the 10% 
match amount $70,000.

Times were lean during the Great D e­
pression, so scrimping and saving —  and 
reusing everything possible —  was a way 
o f  life. Am id widespread poverty, “doing it 
yourself” wasn’t a trend; it was a necessity.

In those difficult times, i f  women wanted 
to provide for their families, they had to get 
creative —  especially when it came to cloth­
ing. That’s when women noticed that one 
o f  their food  staples— flour--cam e in cotton 
sacks. Innovative and desperate, they often 
emptied the sacks and used the fabric to 
make clothing for their children.

W hen flour manufacturers saw women 
turning their flour sacks into clothing, dia­
pers, dish cloths, and more, they started 
packing their flour in pretty patterns. Fami­
lies greatly appreciated this, as times were 
very hard.

The sacks came with bright, colorful de­
signs, and sometimes patterns for toys —

like the one seen being filled with flour for 
delivery. The sacks were labeled, but the ink 
was washable.

Due to the tight budgets o f  struggling 
families, flour sack clothing was very com ­
mon —  thus, many unique designs were 
printed on the sacks. The patterns came 
in a variety o f  colors and styles. There was 
something for everyone.

It’s estimated that during the Depression, 
3.5 million women and children were wear­
ing clothing and using items made from 
flour sacks.

As the popularity o f  flour sack clothing 
grew, booklets with sewing ideas for “cot­
ton bags” were distributed; however, things 
changed with the onset o f  W orld War II. 
Cotton started being rationed to make uni­
forms for soldiers, and people were more 
than willing to give up the fabric in order to 
support the war effort.

From then on, flour was packaged in pa­
per bags, and it’s been that way ever since.

HERMAN B. AND MILDRED D. THORNTON

The only claim that I can make to being a pioneer is that I can remember that “men” 
used to tip their hats when talking to “ladies” and that men used to open doors for 
wom en-what has happened?

M y husband, Herman B. Thornton, was the youngest son o f  Burton (Pete) T horn ­
ton and Eula Genett Thornton  o f  Lockney, Texas. H e was born June 22, 1918 and 
went to school at Lockney until graduation in 1934. H e attended Texas Tech at 
Lubbock until 1937. Herman and his brother O w en worked in cotton gins and grain 
elevations with their father, Pete.

I was the only daughter o f  James W ade Deavenport and Una Waither Deavenport. 
I was born Novem ber 23, 1918, at our home in Northern Floyd County. I went to 
school at South Plains until my last year and then I attended Silverton H igh School. 
In the fall o f  1 9 3 6 ,1 came to Texas Tech. Herman and I were married on my mother 
and dad’s tw enty-fifth wedding anniversary, January 1 ,1939  at the Church o f  Christ 
minister’s home in C lovis, New M exico. I have a brother, N oel, who lives in Floyd 
County and is married to Betty M cG uire and a brother, Norman W ade, who is de­
ceased. H is widow, M acel Terry Deavenport lives in Truman, Arkansas. They had 
one son, Norman W ade Jr. born Decem ber 12 ,1952 and deceased Decem ber 23 ,1971.

She attended school at 
Lockney, went to Abilene Christian University, Lubbock Christian College and W est 
Texas State. She was married to Arlen M erle Lackey, Decem ber 14, 1974 and they 
live in Lubbock. Our son, Russell (Rusty) James, was born Decem ber 7, 1955. He 
attended school at Lockney. In the fall o f  1974, he entered Abilene Christian. Univer­
sity and after two years and nine months he graduated M agna cum laude. He entered 
Texas Tech School o f  Law in August 1977,

W e built our home in 1951, one mile north and three fourths mile west o f  South 
Plains where we still reside.
