MEDIA Arrington holds Town Hall Meeting
G R O Ü P By Kendall McCullough
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Congressman Jodey Ar­
rington shook a few hands 
and cracked a few jokes at the 
town hall meeting at the Floyd 
County Library in Floydada on 
Monday, Dec. 30th before get­
ting down to business. Rep. Ar­
rington discussed the current 
political climate and his feelings 
on Tmmp before diving into is­
sues he’s been focusing on such 
as farm subsidies, trade policy, 
and the future of AG in mral 
America.

He expressed that he doesn’t 
hate anyone and will work with 
any politician. That is how de­
mocracy gets done. He hates 
policies that destroy countries, 
but life is too short to hate.

Rep. Arrington thinks that 
Tmmp should tweet less, but 
thanks God for him. He thinks 
that it would be nice if there was 
more Ronald Reagan in Tmmp, 
but that Reagan couldn’t get 
things done the same way 
Tmmp is getting things done in 
our modern political climate.

Arrington discussed how the 
farm bill saved many farmers, 
but that it’s still a temporary so­
lution. He hopes the trade deal 
with China will help u$ (while 
expressing concern for their 
cormption) and that we can 
continue to find more ways to 
help local famers in America for 
the future.

During the Q_and A por­
tion of the meeting it was evi­
dent that Arringtons district be­
lieves in him and is on the same 
page. They are grateful for the 
farm bill, but they also would 
like more help for the future. He 
promised to continue to advo­
cate for farmers and explained 
that his position on the Ways 
and Means committee gives him 
a large platform to commission 
for favorable policies for rural 
America.

USMCA, the agriculture econo­
my continues to stmggle because 
of low prices, bad weather, and 
a loss of market share in China. 
If it were not for the 2018 Farm 
Bill and the Trump Administra­
tion’s temporary assistance for 
farmers, we’d be in a world of 
hurt.

On tradition and 
the return o f  
the circle skirt

I recently visited the Childress County 
Courthouse, which was built in 1939.

I am no expert on architecture, but 
I tend to hke the 1891 courthouse better.
I am not old enough to remember it. It 
just seems to have a more regional and 
traditional character to me.

Tradition has a bad name these days. 
But that says more about modern value 

BRUCE W. judgments than anything else. I t’s 
currently trendy to think if something 

isn’t the latest, it’s o f little value. But facts 
don’t support that opinion.

W hoever thought Levi’s would be more popular today 
than when the first pair was made -  about 150 years ago? 
There is a pair on display in the Smithsonian Institute, of all 
things! W hat woman predicted circle skirts from the 1950s 
would make a comeback? The Duchess of Cambridge wore 
one at her wedding reception. Prince WiUiam didn’t seem to 
mind that his new wife reached back in time for her dress.
I thought aviator sunglasses were dead. Now they are cool 
again.

I saw an older gentleman (even older than me) in a 
restaurant after church last Sunday wdth his jeans tucked 
into buckaroo style tall top boots with high underslung 
heels. He was wearing a crisply starched western shirt set 
off by a perfectly tied neckerchief. H e also wore a hat I was 
tempted to try to buy. But I have a big head, so I didn’t 
know how it would fit. I don’t approach strangers aU that 
well either.

These things are a bit trivial, but fashion is not the only 
current focus of a trend to the traditional. There is trend for 
modern folks, especially young ppople, to return to small 
downtowns previously abandoned in the name of progress. 
They attest to looking for a sense of community, walkable 
streets, with short blocks and alleyways, low crime rates, 
residential options and easily accessed daily destinations 
like coffee shops, a neighborhood grocery store and small 
restaurants.

This return to small downtowns is widespread. I visit the 
mountains of W est Texas with good friends each spring 
to sit on a back porch and watch sunrises and sunsets. We 
could do more, but we don’t want to. We stay near Alpine, 
which has remained steady, hovering around 5,000 to 6,000 
people since 1950. But the downtown is vibrant again. I 
read that its unofficial slogan is “Austin may be weird, but 
Alpine is far out,” which is true. The nearest H -E -B  is about 
150 miles away. There are similar places appearing all over 
the state.

By the way, if you really want weird, visit Marfa, but that’s 
another story.

It begs the question to say folks who are returning to 
things and ways of the past are just being sentimental or 
nostalgic. W hy now? W hy young people? They haven’t been 
in the world long enough to pine for the good old days.

I certainly don’t know, but it seems to me that people are 
downright anxious these days -  young and old. They appear 
uneasy, easily overwhelmed and even depressed. These may 
be surface-level manifestations of a deeper issue. People 
seem to feel cast adrift, cut off from a sense of place and 
rootedness. Some say they feel alone even in a crowded 
room.

It could be most are looking for tradition (or something 
like it). Tradition is understanding one’s inherited place in 
the world and transmitting it to those who follow in our 
steps.

Tradition roots a person and makes him settled, substantial 
and interesting. It gives a person “gravitas,” which is a fancy 
Latin word that means “weight or heaviness.” I t  is a high 
seriousness, even a sort o f dignity.

John Wayne had gravitas. Charlton Heston had gravitas. 
Clint Eastwood has gravitas. Tom Cruise -  not so much.

By the way, I met some nice folks at the Childress County 
Courthouse.

W hen I entered the clerk’s office, I could tell immediately 
it was Occupied by humans (one can never be sure of this 
in the buildings of Washington, D.C.). Each office space 
exhibited a little o f the personality of each occupant, just 
like a home would.

I met M ary Ahce Adams and Anna Lizama. M ary Alice 
offered her opinions on dining in Childress and on The Red 
River Sun (I appreciated both opinions). Since we were 
fast friends, I tried to hawk a couple of subscriptions to the 
newspaper.

I went across the haU in search of a notary and found the 
friendliest judge’s secretary I ever met. Early in my career I 
worked for a couple of federal judges and the secretaries were 
more like drill sergeants than secretaries. N ot so with Kim 
Jones. She was not only friendly, she helped me complete a 
document I thought must have been written in Russian.

I don’t like tradition because I am nostalgic or because I 
can’t stand progress. I like it for what it does to us and for us. 
It roots us, reminds us of where we come from and what’s 
irhportant for the future.

I am going to venture a guess that folks in the current 
Childress County Courthouse also like the look of the 1891 
courthouse.

L E V E L L A N D  -  South 
Plains College will offer 
the Texas License to Carry 
a H andgun class on Sat­
urday (Jan. 11) in Room 
109C o f the Law Enforce­
m ent Technology building 
on the Levelland campus. 
T he class will begin at 8 
a.m. w ith breaks every hour 
as well as a one-hour lunch 
break. Space is lim ited.

T he cost o f the course 
is $75 for students get­
ting  their first license, and 
$25 for students th a t w ant 
a refresher course before 
renewing their license. 
There is also a $40 fee for 
the D PS and Federal B u­
reau o f Investigation fin­
gerprin t and background 
checks. A lthough renewals

are now handled strictly 
online, the changes in Tex­
as firearms law since 2015 
make a refresher course a 
good investm ent. Students 
need to register and pay in 
advance.

T he classroom portion 
covers firearm safety, the 
use o f force, non-violent 
conflict resolution, lawful 
concealed or open carry, 
storage w ith children in 
the hom e and contacts 
w ith  law enforcem ent 
personnel. I t  also covers 
holsters for concealed and 
open carry, and runs about 
six hours.

T he range portion  cov­
ers range safety rules and 
com m ands, and the shoot­
ing portion  o f the class 
at distances ranging from  
three to 15 yards, using the

indoor pistol range in the 
Law Enforcem ent build­
ing. T he num ber o f stu­
dents determ ine how long 
the range portion  requires.

Students will need to 
bring either a revolver or 
sem iautom atic pistol, any 
caliber, and 50 rounds o f 
am m unition to m atch. Eye 
and hearing protection are 
provided for students who 
do not have their own.

W ittie , instructor in law 
enforcem ent at SPC.

Moms, dads, grandparents 
and ag teachers seem to share 
the sentiment that taking care 
of their animals and exhibit­
ing them in the show ring is 
an exceptionally educational 
experience. While raising these 
animals for many months, 
sometimes a year or longer, 
what follows, after the stock 
shows, selling the animals for 
harvest in many cases or breed­
ing them to produce your next 
show project, is a wonderful 
learning experience.

The kids that take part in 
livestock shows tend to benefit 
from building character, learn­
ing responsibility, and build­
ing confidence. Sportsmanship 
teaches them how to win and 
lose gracefully as well as mak­
ing family memories to last a 
lifetime.

In conclusion, one of the 
most important life skill that 
stock show Idds may develop 
through the exhibition of live­
stock and many other projects 
that 4-H  and FFA offer is social 
relations, the importance of de­
veloping friends that may very 
well last a lifetime and making 
social contacts.
