Nutty gift grows into successful business

wasFLOYDADA—W hat 
once a simple Christmas gift five 
years ago from her mother-in-law 
is now the cornerstone ofWhitley 
Nutt s small business- Nutthouse 
Designs.

At first, the silhouette machine 
from Laura Nutt gave Whitley a 
chance to make small items and 
gifts and eventually T-shirts.

“I started making little decals 
for cups and experimented on 
tumblers,” Whitley said. “I even 
started making shirts for my kids 
and cousins and I started having 
friends who asked me where I got 
them.”

Soon, Whitley found herself 
with enough requests to make 
numerous items which led to 
her finding there are not enough 
hours in the day to do everything 
she wanted.

“I would teach and get done 
at five and come over here and 
work my little hinny off until 
about eight and go get the kids 
in bed,” Whidey said. “And when 
my husband would come home, I 
would work until about three or 
four in the morning, and then I 
would get up and teach all day. I 
would spend my weekends here 
as well. It just seems like there is 
not enough time in the day to get 
things like that done.”

The long days with little rest 
helped Whidey make a tough 
decision, to leave her position at 
Floydada High School as a math

teacher and coach.
“AH I ever wanted to do was 

teach math and coach basketball,” 
she said. “I loved it, but I was 
sad because I tvas never around 
my kids, 5-year-old Paislee and 
4-year-old Stetson. My kids were 
luclq  ̂enough to get to go to Kids 
Korner, but I felt like someone 
else was raising my kids.”

Now that Whidey is more in 
charge of her daily schedule, she 
finds time to do things other than 
work.

“It is nice to say since Fm the 
boss, we are taking off at three 
and going to park and spend­
ing the afternoon playing with 
friends,” Whidey said.

The young businesswoman 
said she is luclq  ̂the business grew 
fast enough to give her a chance 
to be with more family and some 
of her former students.

“Starting off I hired a friend 
and she helped me ,and now I 
have to two girls who were former 
students of mine who work here 
full time,” Whidey said. “If  they 
weren’t here, I wouldn’t get a third 
of what I need to get done be­
cause half the time I’m like okay 
what am I supposed to be doing. 
They keep me in line.”

Since the business has grown, 
so have the number of custom 
designs on T-shirts, polos, jackets 
and hats, which is another busi­
ness aspect Whidey has Lad to 
figure out.

“I was a math teacher. I wasn’t 
very creative, but I’ve actually just 
started doing my own designs 
and I’ve never done that before, so 
this is my aeative outiet,” W hit­
ley said as she looked around her 
shop.

Whidey also said she is proud

Nutthouse Designs offers name 
brand apparel.

“We use Richardson brand 
hats, which are super popular, 
and we have Columbia and 
Nike apparel. We are in the pro­
cess of getting North Face.”

And along with offering big 
name brands, Nutthouse De­
signs has shipped products to 
the panhandle, around the

nation and the world.
“We go everywhere. We have 

actually shipped to Australia,” 
Whidey said.

Another thing Whidey said 
Nutthouse Designs has done for 
her is to teach her how to step 
out of her comfort zone.

“When I was teaching, I was 
up in the front and I knew what

History 101:
Knowing the facts about Independence Day

F L O Y D  C O U N T Y  -  
Independence Day, also 
know n as the  F ourth  o f 
July, was officially nam ed a 
federal holiday in  1870 by 
the  U.S. C ongress, and in 
1941 it becam e a paid fed­
eral holiday.

A ccording to  history, 
com , the  trad ition  o f  cel­
ebrating  Independence 
D ay  goes back to  the 18th 
century  and the  A m erican 
Revolution.

O n Ju ly 2 ,1 7 7 6 ,th e  C o n ­
tinen ta l Congress voted in 
favor o f  independence from  
England. Two days later 
delegates from  13 colonies 
adopted  the D eclaration  o f 
Independence whicIT is the 
historic docum ent th a t w as 
m ostly drafted  by Thomas 
Jefferson because he was 
regarded as the strongest 
w riter. The com m ittee and 
Congress m ade a to ta l o f  86 
changes to  Jefferson’s draft.
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The United States Declaration of Independence is the 
pronouncement adopted by the Second Continental 
Congress meeting at the Pennsylvania State House in 
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, on July 4,1776. (Courtesy Photo)

O n  July  2, 1776, the 
C on tinen ta l Congress 
voted in  favor o f  R ichard 
H en ry  L ee’s resolution for 
independence in  a near 
unanim ous vote. The N ew  
York delegation abstained, 
b u t la ter voted affirmative­
ly, according to  the  website.

The D eclaration  o f  In ­
dependence was signed by 
56 m en from  the  13 colo­
nies. Jo h n  H ancock  signed

the D eclaration  on July  4, 
1776, w hile th e  rest signed 
on A ugust 2 ,1776 .

From  1776 to  the present 
day, the  F ourth  o f  Ju ly  has 
been celebrated as th e  b irth  
o f  A m erican independence. 
People have celebrated this 
holiday w ith  festivities 
ranging from  fireworks, p a­
rades and concerts fb fam i­
ly gathering  and barbecues, 
according to  history.com

The trad ition  o f  patrio tic 
celebration becam e even 
m ore w idespread after the 
W ar o f  1812.

O ver the  years, the po ­
litical im portance o f  the 
holiday declined, b u t In d e ­
pendence D ay rem ains an 
im portan t national hofiday 
and a symbol o f  patriotism , 
the  w ebsite states.

Fun Facts about the  4 th
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o f  July;
• The average age o f  the 

signers o f  the  D eclaration  
o f  Independence was 45 
years old. The youngest 
was Thom as Lynch, Jr. w ho 
was 27 years old. The o ld­
est delegate was B enjam in 
F ranklin  w ho was 70 years 
old.

• Seven o f  the  signers o f  
th e  D eclaration  o f  In d e ­
pendence were educated at 
H arvard  University.

• John  A dam s and 
Thom as Jefferson were the 
two signers o f  the  D ecla­
ration  w ho later served as 
P resident o f  the U nited  
States.

• The first Independence 
D ay  celebration took  place 
in  P hiladelphia on Ju ly  8, 
1776. This also was th e  day 
th a t the  D eclaration  o f  I n ­
dependence was first read 
in  public after people were 
sum m oned by the  ringing 
o f  the  L iberty  Bell.

• The W h ite  H ouse held

F L O Y D A D A — F loyda­
da C ity  C ouncil m em bers 
approved m oving forw ard 
w ith  replacing the  above 
ground  w ater storage tanks 
at an estim ated  $1.1 m il­
lion  du ring  its June 16 
m eeting.

In  a unanim ous deci­
sion, council d irected  C ity  
M anager D arre ll G ooch  to 
continue w ith  the  replace­
m en t as well as finding 
funds and gran ts to  assist 
w ith  paying for the  project.

G ooch  also reported  the  
city ’s departm en ts have 
tigh tened  th e ir  budget p ro ­
posals. Som e item s he said 
are needed include a new  
dum p truck  for th e  lan d ­
fill. H e  said b o th  curren t 
trucks are so old th a t they  
are standard  transm ission

and  barely held  together. 
The police d ep a rtm en t has 
asked for a savings fund  to  
replace fu ture vehicles.

The council approved th e  
T M L  H ea lth  A greem ent, 
to  be eifective O ctober 1, 
2020 th rough  S eptem ber 
20, 2021.

The S an ita tion  d ep a rt­
m en t reported  it needs a 
new  pickup. H ow ever, no 
o th er vehicle purchases are 
an ticipated  in  the  upcom ­
ing  budget year.

The council also d is­
cussed san ita tion  fees as 
well as com plain ts th a t the  
city is draw ing on du m p ­
ster services. G ooch  has 
addressed these w ith  the  
con tracto r and  im prove­
m ents are expected.

G ooch  said he also w ill 
be p resen ting  the  council 
w ith  final budget figures

soon.
In  o th er business, G ooch  

reported:
• Im provem ents a t the  

A nn ie  Taylor park  have 
been com pleted  and  in ­
vited  the  public to  go by 
and  view  them . There also 
is new  signage go ing up at 
th e  city  sw im m ing pool.

• The a irpo rt g ran t is 
m oving along.

• The city  landfill recen t­
ly passed its annual inspec­
tion .

• C ity  crews have been 
cleaning up eye sores, do ­
ing  repairs and  trim m ing  
trees in  th e  right-of-w ay. • 
E lectrical system  upgrades 
are con tinu ing  daily.

• The m eeting  was ad ­
jo u rn ed  a t 7:06 p.m . The 
council’s next regularly  
scheduled m eeting  is Ju ly  
21.

B e­
low  is a lis t o f  little -know n  
fun facts about fireworks, 
according to  The Firew orks 
F irm  L td . w ebsite:

• T h e  earlies t docu m en ­
ta tio n s o f  firew orks dates 
back  to  th e  7 th  century.

• C hina is the largest m an­
ufacturer and exporter o f 
fireworks in the world. A c­
cording to  the Sm ithsonian 
M agazine, 90 percent o f  all 
fireworks are made in China.

• A  spark ler b u rns a t a 
tem p era tu re  over 15 tim es 
th e  bo iling  p o in t o f  w ater.

• T h e  G u inness B ook

The N ew  Norm al

There’s a container o f hand sanitizer sitting 
on jqiy desk as I write this today. Four months 
ago that space would have probably been tak­
en up by yesterday’s coffee mug. N ot anymore.

C O V ID -19 shows no signs o f going away 
anytime soon. W h a t had been unthinkable 
now appears to be the new normal.

W e’ve been fighting it for well over three 
months now. That being said, perhaps it’s time 
to revisit a few tips for helping people living 
with Alzheimer’s or other dementia practice 
safe hygiene.

People w ith Alzheimer’s and other dem en­
tia may forget to wash their hands or follow 
other precautions to ensure safe hygiene. 
Caregivers are encouraged to be extra vigilant 
in helping individuals practice safe hygiene.

• Consider placing signs in the bathroom 
and elsewhere to remind people with dem en­
tia to wash their hands w ith soap for 20 sec­
onds.

• Demonstrate thorough hand washing.
• Alcohol-based hand sanitizer w ith at least 

60 percent alcohol can be a quick alternative 
to hand-washing if  the person w ith dem en­
tia cannot get to a sink or wash his/her hands 
easily.

I t ’s also im portant for you as a caregiver to 
stay healthy. Follow the Centers for Disease 
Control protocols.

• W ash your hands often.
• Avoid close contact.
• Cover your m outh and nose w ith a cloth 

face cover when around others.
• Cover coughs and sneezes.

• Clean and disinfect.
• M onitor your health
Remember that people living w ith Alzhei­

mer’s and other dementias may not be able 
to communicate if  they are feeling bad and 
showing early symptoms o f illness.

I t is im portant that caregivers monitor fam­
ily members closely and respond quickly to 
any signs o f distress, discomfort, or increased 
confusion. These signs do not necessarily indi­
cate a serious condition like C O V ID -19, but 
it’s im portant that caregivers be diligent in in­
vestigating w hat is causing aqy sudden or sus­
tained change in behavior. Even when people 
living w ith Alzheimer’s cannot communicate 
verbally, their actions may be sending a mes­
sage.

Pay attention to flu or pneumonia-like 
symptoms and report them  to a medical pro­
fessional immediately.

The C O V ID -19 pandemic is creating add­
ed anxiety for everyone. D o your best to re­
main calm, particularly in your interactions 
w ith family members living with dementia. 
Oftentimes, these individuals will take their 
cues from the people who surroimd them. 
Creating a calm environment will help indi­
viduals living w ith dementia feel safe and pro­
tected.

USDA adds D igital Options to apply for 
Coronavirus Food Assistance Program
Special to The Hesperian-Beacon

WASHINGTON, June 25, 
2020 -  USDAs Farm Service 
Agency will now accept ap­
plications for the Coronavi- 
ms Food Assistance Program 
(CFAP) through an online 
portal, expanding the options 
available to producers to apply 
for this program, which helps 
offset price declines and addi­
tional marketing costs because 
of the Coronavirus pandemic. 
FSA is also leveraging com­
mercial document storage and 
e-signature solutions to enable 
producers to work with local 
service center staff to complete 
their applications from home.

“We are doing everythiff^ we 
can to serve our customers and 
make sure agricultural producers 
impacted by the pandemic can 
quickly and securely apply for 
this relief program,” said FSA 
Administrator Richard Fordyce. 
“In addition to working with 
FSA staff through the phone, 
email and scheduled in-person 
appointments, we can now also 
take applications through the 
farmers.gov portal, which saves 
producers and our staff time.”

Through the portal, producers 
with secure. USDA login ae - 
dentials—known as eAuthenti- 
cation—can certify eligible com­
modities online, digitally sign 
applications and submit directly

to the local USDA Service Cen­
ter. Producers who do not have 
an eAuthentication account can 
leam more and begin the en­
rollment process at farmers.gov/ 
sign-in. Currently, the digital ap­
plication is only available to sole 
proprietors or single-member 
business entities.

USDA Service Centers can 
also work with producers to 
complete and securely transmit 
digitally signed applications 
through two commercially 
available tools: Box and One- 
Span. Producers who are inter­
ested in digitally signing their 
apphcations should notify their 
local service centers when call­
ing to discuss the CFAP appU- 
cation process. You can learn 
more about these solutions at 
farmers .gov/mydocs.

USDA has several other op­
tions for producers to com­
plete and submit their CFAP 
applications. These include:

1. Downloading the AD- 
3114 application form from 
farmers.gov/cfap and manually 
completing the form to sub­
mit to the local USDA Service 
Center by mail, electronically 
or by hand delivery to an of­
fice drop box. In some limited 
cases, the office may be open 
for in-person business by ap­
pointment. Visit farmers.gov/ 
Coronavirus/service-center-sta-

tus to check the status of your 
local office.

2. Completing the appli­
cation form using our CFAP 
Apphcation Generator and 
Payment Calculator found at 
farmers.gov/cfap. This Excel 
workbook allows customers 
to input information specific 
to their operation to deter­
mine estimated payments and 
populate the apphcation form, 
which can be printed, and then 
signed and submitted to their 
local USDA Service Center.

Getting Help from FSA
New customers seeking one- 

on-one support with the CFAP 
apphcation process can caU 
877-508-8364 to speak directly 
with a USDA employee ready to 
offer general assistance. This is a 
recommended first step before 
a producer engages the team at 
the FSA county office at their 
local USDA Service Center.

Ah other ehgibihty forms, 
such as those related to adjust­
ed gross income and payment 
information, can be downloaded 
from farmers.gov/cfap. For ex­
isting FSA customers, these doc­
uments are hkely already on file.

Producers self-certify their 
records when applying for 
CFAP, and that documentation 
is not submitted with the ap­
phcation. However, producers 
may be asked for their docu­

mentation to support the cer­
tification of ehgible commod­
ities, so they should retain the 
information used to complete 
their apphcation.

Tech University; Kirk Rogers,

handling skills and unmatched 
repetitions.

While the students worked 
hard, parents took part in 
a motivational speech by 
Colonel Craig Flowers. A 
native Texans, Flowers

They worked so hard, in 
fact these young men ran the 
field, did stretches, and these 
young quarterbacks threw that 
football over 300 times each in 
one day. The receivers caught 
that football over 300 times

each every day. This was a two- 
day camp which means these 
kids either threw the football 
600 times in two days or caught 
the ball 600 times in two days.

This camp is big on 
leadership and part of that 
leadership was listening to 
motivational speeches.

On the first day of camp

“They were definitely no t 
the best, b u t it helped m e get 
started. After, m y husband 
encouraged me to  get into 
embroidery, he was really 
the one th a t pushed m e to 
try  new  things and go for it.”

A ccording to  W hitley, 
fam ily has been by her side 
from  the beginning, such as 
w hen she partnered  w ith  her 
sister-in-law , Kaylie N u tt 
H oo ten , w ho brough t in 
hand-le tte red  and custom ­
ized boards and signs — even 
though  some o f  the ir pair’s 
custom  w ork “clashed.”

“People would message our 
business asking for her and 
if  I looked at the message, 
she wouldn’t  see it and vice 
versa.

W h itley  and her N utthouse 
D esigns move in to  a store 
fron t, som ething she said 
she never would, have 
though t, b u t is p roud it is 
going well.

“I (was) sitting in my garage 
doing this,” W hitley said. “So,
