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Tyer Stadium dedicated

Whirlwinds celebrate 2020 Homecoming

FLOYDADA - The Floy- 
dada community is really good 
at adapt and change because of 
COVID-19, and Homecom­
ing 2020 is a perfect example.

W hen the much anticipated 
103rd match-up against rival 
Lockney Longhorns could 
not happen because of the vi­
rus, Whirlwind Head Coach 
Scotty Bruington made a few 
calls and soon was propping 
the team to take on the Kermit 
YeUowjackets.

While it was not what they 
expected, the community 
made the most of its once- 
every-four-year homecoming 
celebration by rallying and 
cheering on the team, crown­
ing the homecoming queen, 
celebrating the senior class as 
well as honoring one of the 
city’s finest as they dedicated 
the stadium in honor of the 
late Charles Tyer.

Game Wrap-up:
For Kermit, a 3A school, 

this was the first game of their 
season.

The first quarter started out 
a bit tough. Both sides had er­
rors and resulted in no score, 
but Floydada came togeth­
er in the second quarter and 
with 7:24 on the clock Quincy 
Gonzales (3) took it into the 
end zone from 7 yards out and 
Alejq^ Alvarado’s (10) PAT 
kick was good.

At the 4:18 mark in the sec­
ond, Matthew Morales (22) 
ran it in from 50 yards, giving 
the Whirlwinds their second 
touchdown. The point after 
was no good.

At the half, Floydada was up 
13-0.

In the third, with 6 minutes 
remaining, Alonzo Ascencio 
(2) ran it in from 44 yards and 
another Whirlwind score. The 
point after kick was blocked by 
Kermit. It was 19-0, Floydada.

At 2:13 left to go in the 
third, Alexyz Alvarado (10) 
completed a 26-yard field goal.

The Whirlwinds started the 
fourth quarter up 22-0.

W ith 8 minutes left in the

game, Kermit’s Bradley Peral­
ta (1) found the end zone on 
a 27-yard run for their only 
touchdown of the night. Ker­
mit tried to mn a two-point 
conversion, but it was no good.

The homecoming games 
ended 22-6.

Whirlwind Head Coach 
Scotty Bruington said the 
team played a different defense 
against Kermit than they did 
ag^nstTulia.

“It’s nothing new to our 
kids just something we weren’t 
ready to use against Tulia.”

The Whirlwinds used this 
defense and it sure seemed to 
pay off for them tonight.

“I thought our kids did a 
really good job of staying fo­
cused on the football game, 
with all the distractions that 
come with homecoming, and 
then you add opening up a 
new stadium, and not playing 
the Lockney Longhorns. I 
am really proud of the way our 
kids played and represented 
Floydada,” Bruington said.

“Also, our players loved be­
ing able to play in front of the 
hometown people. Right now, 
we are happy to being play­
ing football. We would travel 
wherever we had to go so we 
could compete. These kids just 
spent five months without be­
ing able to represent Floydada 
and just be able to compete in 
a real game.

“Our stadium is one of the 
nicest if  not the nicest 2-AA 
stadium in the state, and our 
kids are excited to play in it.” 
stated Bruington.

The Floydada defense lim­
ited Kermit to 163 yards of 
offense while the Whirlwinds 
used their mshing attack for 
269 yards on the ground.

Rushing stats: Matthew 
Morales (22) had 80 yards in 
7 rushing attempts; Alonzo 
Ascencio (2) had 60 yards in 
10 attempts; Alexyz Alvara­
do (10) had 48 yards in 7 at­
tempts; Quincy Gonzales (3) 
had 40 yards in 13 attempts, 
Hermilo Martinez (25) had 
23 yards in 6 attempts and 
Andres Mendoza (43) had 12 
yards in 3 attempts.

heck out any professional and 
most college basketball teams. 
Their starting five, and most of 

their other 10 players, are black, as is 80% 
of the NBA. This does not come anywhere 
close to the diversity and inclusion sought 
by the nation’s social justice warriors. Both 
professional and college coaches have 
ignored and threw any pretense o f seeking

improved if  coaches were required to 
include ethnically diverse players for the 

sake of equity? I have no idea of what your answer might 
be but mine would be: “The heU with diversity, equity and 
inclusion.

Another 
question: Do you think that any diversity-crazed college 
president would chastise his basketball coach for lack of 
diversity and inclusiveness?

Stanford Linear Accelerator Center (National Accelerator 
Laboratory) is home to the world’s most powerful 
experiments, fastest supercomputers and top-notch physics 
researchers. M uch o f SLAC’s research is on particle 
accelerators that are complicated machines that are designed, 
engineered and operated to produce high-quality particle 
beams and develop clues to the fundamental structure of 
matter and the forces between subatomic particles.

As for me, my 
answer would be the same one that I gave in the basketball 
example: I am going to recruit the brightest scientists and I 
do not care if  most o f them turn out to be men of European 
and Asian ancestry.

In the hard sciences, one will find black Americans 
underrepresented. For example, a 2018 survey of 
the American Astronomical Society, which includes 
undergraduates, graduate students, faculty members and 
retired astronomers, found that 82% of members identified 
as white and only 2% as black or African American. Only 
3% of bachelor’s degrees in physics go to black students. 
In  2017, some fields, such as structural engineering and 
atmospheric physics, graduated not a single black Ph.D. 
The conspicuous absence of black Americans in the sciences 
have httle or nothing to do with racism. I t has to do with 
academic preparation. I f  one graduates from high school 
and has not mastered a minimum proficiency in high school 
algebra, geometry and precalculus, it is Ukely that high- 
paying careers such as engineering, medicine, physics and 
computer technology are hermetically sealed off for hfe.

There are relatively few black fighter jet phots. There 
are stringent physical, character and mental requirements, 
which many black applicants could meet. But fighter 
pilots must also have a strong knowledge of air navigation, 
aircraft operating procedures, flight theory, fluid mechanics, 
meteorology and engineering. The college majors that help 
prepare undergraduates for a career as a fighter pilot include 
mathematics, physical science and engineering. But if  one 
graduates from high school without elementary training in 
math, it is not likely that he will enroll in the college courses 
that would qualify him for fighter pilot training.

A t many predominantly black high schools, not a single 
black student tests proficient in math and a very low 
percentage test proficient in reading; however, these schools 
confer a diploma that attests that the students can read, 
write and compute at a 12th-grade level and these schools 
often boast that they have a 70% and higher graduation 
rate. They mislead students, their famiHes and others by 
conferring fraudulent diplomas.

W hat explains the fact that over 80% of professional 
basketball players are black, as are about 70% o f professional 
football players? Only an idiot would chalk it up to diversity 
and inclusion. Instead, it is excellence that explains the 
disproportionate numbers. Jewish Americans, who are just 
3% of our population, win over 35% of the Nobel prizes 
in science that are awarded to Americans. Again, it is 
excellence that explains the disproportionality, not diversity 
and inclusion. As my stepfather often told me, “To do well 
in this world, you have to come early and stay late.”

TH E FLOYD COUNTY HISTORICAL 
MUSEUM MEMORIES 1979

T H E  STAFF FAMILY
In  the summer of 1926, 

M ary Blackwell visited in 
Temple, Oklahoma, and 
persuaded her daughter, 
Dollie, and son-in-law, E r­
nest Stapp, to move to Floy- 
dada, Texas. In  July, 1927, 
Ernest and two boys went 
in covered wagons, camping 
out at night. Dollie and three 
boys and two girls went by 
automobile. I t was very dry 
in Oklahoma and Texas that 
year, but it had rained the 
day and night before they 
arrived in Floydada. The 
highway was a dirt road part 
o f the way to Lockney and 
there were many cars stuck 
in the mud.

They moved to the A. J. 
Blackwell farm. H e planted 
maize after arrival there-it 
was too late to plant other 
crops. The children attend­
ed school at Sand Hill and 
the family also attended the 
Church of Christ there. In 
later years they attended the 
W est Side Church of Christ 
in Lockney.

Ernest was a farmer most 
o f his life. The children were 
very happy on the farm for 
there were always horses 
to ride. Ernest and Dollie 
went picnicking and camp­
ing in the canyon with thei» 
children. A t Christmas 
there was always a tree and 
gifs with a big dinner on 
Christmas Day with rela­
tives. Except one Christmas 
in Oklahoma Ernest was 
sick for three months in the 
fall o f 1920, and it was cold 
and rained so much that the 
cotton crop ruined and there 
was not any money for gifts 
except some candy. It made 
Ernest and DoUie very sad 
and it hurt them more than 
the children.

Ernest was born at Sidney, 
Texas, Comanche Coun­
ty, M ay 15,1886, to John 
C. and MoUie Stapp. His 
parents came to Texas from 
Tennessee about 1864. John 
and his father, Samuel R. 
Stapp, estabhshed the town 
of Sidney named for a son 
younger than Ernest. John 
operated a general store and 
mill. H e was appointed the 
first postmaster. John and 
Samuel R. Stapp gave land 
for the school and Church 
of Christ. Samuel was a 
preacher of the Gospel.

Dollie Gordon Stapp was

born in Hannibal, Erath 
County, Texas, November 27, 
1888. DoUie’s grandparents, 
George A. HiU and wife, Sic- 
ley Tanner HiU, came to Tex­
as from Knoxville, Tennes­
see to Hood County, Texas. 
H er Gordon Grandparents, 
were Abraham and Tebitha 
LeweUyn Gordon. They 
moved to Erath County in 
1860, and in 1875 he and a 
brother established the town 
of Hannibal. M ost of the 
Gordons are buried in H an­
nibal Cemetery.

Ernest Stapp and Dol- 
he Gordon were married at 
Box, Oklahoma, December 
10,1905. To the union were 
born nine children-one boy 
and one girl died in infancy. 
Chnton married Nina M us- 
graves, fives at Olney, Texas

and has four children. Ruth 
married George Lee Golle- 
her, fives in W ichita Falls, 
Texas and has three chil­
dren. Clyde married Mable 
Anderson (Love), 'fives in 
Lockney, Texas and has one 
daughter and four stepchil­
dren. O ttest married Juanita 
Edgemon, fives in W ichi­
ta Falls, Texas, and has one 
daughter. Elmer Lee mar­
ried Juanita Boutwell, fives 
in Lubbock, Texas and has 
four children. Louis Ray 
married Dorothy Rowell, 
fives in Lockney, Texas and 
has three children.

FL O Y D  C O U N T Y -

Pulm onary Fibrosis. W h a t 
is Pulm onary Fibrosis you 
ask? I t is a lung disease 
tha t occurs w hen lung tis­
sue becomes dam aged and 
scarred, according to the 
Mayo Clinic.

T he scarring on the 
lungs eventually will lim ­
it the oxygen intake nec­
essary for the brain, heart 
and other organs to func­
tion. T he scarring associ­
ated w ith pulm onary fi­
brosis can be caused by a 
many factors and in m ost

cases the cause o f this 
problem  can not be p in ­
pointed. U nfortunately 
the damage cannot be re­
paired. T he M ayo Clinic 
reports th a t m edications 
and therapies can some­
times help ease symptoms 
and improve the quality 
o f life. For some people, a 
lung transplant m ight be 
appropriate.

T he Pulm onary Fibrosis 
Foundation reports th a t 
the signs and symptoms 
may include:

• Shortness o f breath
• A  dry cough
• Fatigue
• U nexplained w eight 

less

• A ching muscles and 
jo ints

• W iden ing  and round­
ing o f the tips o f the fin­
gers and toes, also known 
as clubbing.

T he  severity o f sym p­
tom s can vary from  person 
to person. Some people 
become ill very quickly, 
according to the Mayo 
Clinic. W hile  others have 
m oderate symptoms that 
worsen more slowly.

L ong term  exposure o f 
toxins and pollutants can 
damage the lungs. T he 
pulm onary fibrosis foun­
dations reports th a t some 
o f the toxins and po llu t­
ants can include but not

lim ited to silica dust, as­
bestos fibers, hard metal 
dusts, coal dust, grains 
dust, bird and animals 
droppings.

W hile  there is no cure. 
T he  Pulm onary  F ibro­
sis F oundation  (PFF) 
national registry  reports 
they have reached its ta r ­

get enrollm ent o f  2,000 
patien ts from  across the 
country. T h e  data in the 
registry  will be used in 
studies th a t w ill lead to 
a be tte r understand ing  o f 
how to diagnose, trea t and 
hopefully eventually cure 
the disease.

USDA announces more 
eligible commodities for CFAP
Special to The Hesperian-Beacon

(Washington, D.C.) -  U.S. 
Secretary of Agriculture Son­
ny Perdue announced that ad­
ditional commodities are cov­
ered by the Coronavirus Food 
Assistance Program (CFAP) 
in response to pubUc com­
ments and data. Additionally, 
the U.S. Department of Agri­
culture (USDA) is extending 
the deadline to apply for the 
program to September 11th, 
and producers with approved 
applications will receive their 
final payment. After review­
ing over 1,700 responses, even 
more farmers and ranchers 
will have the opportunity for 
assistance to help keep opera­
tions afloat during these tough 
times.

“President Trump is stand­
ing with America’s farmers 
and ranchers to ensure they 
get through this pandem­
ic and continue to produce 
enough food and fiber to feed 
America and the world. That 
is why he authorized this $16 
billion of direct support in the 
CFAP program and today we 
are pleased to add additional 
commodities eUgible to re­
ceive much needed assistance,” 
said Secretary Perdue. “CFAP 
is just one of the many ways 
USDA is helping producers 
\yeather the impacts of the 
paiidemic. From deferring 
payments on loans to add­
ing flexibilities to crop insur­
ance and reporting deadfines, 
USDA has been leveraging 
many tools to help producers.”

B ackground:
USDA collected comments 

and supporting data for con­
sideration of additional com­
modities through June 22, 
2020. The following additional 
commodities are now eligible

for CFAP:
• Specialty Crops - aloe 

leaves, bananas, batatas, bok 
choy, carambola (star fruit), 
cherimoya, chervil (french 
parsley), citron, curry leaves, 
daikon, dates, dill, donqua 
(winter melon), dragon fruit 
(red pitaya), endive, escarole, 
filberts, frisee, horseradish, 
kohlrabi, kumquats, leeks, 
mamey sapote, maple sap (for 
maple syrup), mesculin mix, 
microgreens, nectarines, pars­
ley, persimmons, plantains, 
pomegrarfates, pummelos, 
pumpkins, rutabagas, shallots, 
tángelos, turnips/celeriac, tur­
meric, upland/winter cress, 
water cress, yautia/malanga, 
and yuca/cassava.

• Non-Specialty Crops and 
Livestock - liquid eggs, frozen 
eggs and all sheep. Only lambs 
and yearhngs (sheep less than 
two years old) were previously 
eligible.

• Aquaculture - catfish, 
crawfish, largemouth bass and 
carp sold live as foodfish, hy­
brid striped bass, red drum, 
salmon, sturgeon, tilapia, trout, 
ornamental/tropical fish, and 
recreational sportfish.

• Nursery Crops and Flow­
ers - nursery crops and cut 
flowers.

O th e r changes to  
C F A P  include:

• Seven commodities -  on­
ions (green), pistachios, pep­
permint, spearmint, walnuts 
and watermelons -  are now 
eligible for Coronavirus Aid, 
Relief, and Economic Stabil­
ity (CARES) Act funding for 
sales losses. Originally, these 
commodities were only eligi­
ble for payments on marketing 
adjustments.

• Correcting payment rates 
for onions (green), pistachios, 
peppermint, spearmint, wal-

nuts, and watermelons.
Additional details can be 

found in the Federal Regis­
ter in the Notice of Funding 
Availability and Final Rule 
Correction and at www.farm- 
ers.gov/cfap.

P ro d u cers W h o  
H  ave A p p lie d :

To ensure availability of 
funding, producers with ap­
proved applications initially 
received 80 percent of their 
payments. The Farm Service 
Agency (FSA) will automat­
ically issue the remaining 20 
percent of the calculated pay­
ment to eligible producers. 
Going forward, producers who 
apply for CFAP will receive 
100 percent of their total pay­
ment, not to exceed the pay­
ment limit, when their appli­
cations are approved.

A pplying for C F A P :
Producers, especially those 

who have not worked with 
FSA previously, are recom­
mended to call 877-508-8364 
to begin the application pro­
cess. An FSA staff" member 
can help producers start their 
application during the phone 
call.

On farmers.gov/cfap, pro­
ducers can:

• Download the AD-3114 
apphcation form and manually 
complete the form to submit 
to their local USDA Service 
Center by mail, electronically 
or by hand delivery to their 
local office or office drop box.

• Complete the application 
form using the CFAP Appli­
cation Generator and Payment 
Calculator. This Exqel work-

ticeable on the small grand 
piano emblazoned with the 
Steinway & Sons logo. Dr. 
Fountain was the first to play 
the new instrument and ex­
periment with the recording.

“It’s everything we hoped 
for and more,” Fountain said. 
“It’s a fabulous piano in its 
own right, with a smooth tone 
and wonderfully sensitive ac­
tion. It will take the artistic ex­
pectations in our community 
to another new level.”

The Spirio|r works similar 
to an old player piano that 
would use bellows to depress 
piano keys based on some sort 
of coded document or panel. 
More modern versions might 
use cassettes or CDs to mimic 
the experience, but none of

them capture the artistry and 
expression that is evident in 
the Spirio I r instrument.

“As I’m listening to Dr. 
Fountain play and he hits re­
cord ... when he steps away 
from the piano it’s hteraUy go­
ing to replicate 100 percent of 
his artistry,” Elmore said. “Ev­
ery nuance. Every breath. And 
that artistry can be translated 
to any corner of the globe.”

The recording can then be 
played at another Spirio |r in­
strument.

ing young people, be they little 
children out in rural communi­
ties, or under-privileged young 
people in urban areas, college- 
bound young people who may 
have skills and abUities that 
they don’t even know about
