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Early voting continues

More than 680 cast ballots in first four days

FLOYDADA—After the first four days of early vot-
ing, 684, or 17%, of registered Floyd County voters cast
their ballots in the 2020 general election, according to
the Floyd County Clerk Ginger Morgan.

“The county clerks office mailed out 200 mail-in bal-
lots, and we have received at least half of those back,”
said Morgan. “The mail-in ballots are not counted in the
early voting total.

“We are on track to have a record number of votes
cast,” Morgan said.

Floyd County has 3,859 registered voters, which is up
from last year, she said.

Total early votes cast in Floyd County during the
2016 election (at the end of 10 days) was 1,351 -
33.21%. A total of 1,958 Floyd County voters, 48.13%,
cast votes in the 2016 presidential election.

As of Oct. 15, the third day of early voting for Texans,
1,526,069 people had voted in person and by mail in

Texas 10 largest counties— 15.7% of registered voters in
those counties. According to the latest figures reported
by the Secretary of State before the 2020 primary, 57.2%
of registered voters live in these 10 counties.

Floyd County has two early voting locations—the
Floyd County Courthouse Annex in downtown Floy-

" dada and First United Methodist Church in Lockney,

which is located at 120 W. Poplar Street.

Hours for early voting are 8 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. Special
early voting hours, 7 a.m. to 7 p.m., are scheduled for
Wednesday, Oct. 21, and Wednesday, Oct. 27.

Early voting runs through Friday, Oct. 30, and Elec-
tion Day is Tuesday, Nov. 3 and polls in Floyd County
will be open 7 a.m.— 7 p.m.

To be eligible to vote, residents must be a U.S. citizen,
18 years-old by Election Day and living in the county of
registration. Also, voters must not be serving a sentence
or parole for a felony conviction.

Here are the seven acceptable forms of voter identi-
fication:

» Texas driver license issued by the Texas Department

of Public Safety (DPS)

* Texas Election Identification Certificate issued by
DPS

* Texas personal identification card issued by DPS

* Texas license to carry a handgun issued by DPS

* U.S. military identification card that has a photo

« USS. citizenship certificate that has a photo

* U.S. passport

If voters can't present one of those seven forms of
ID, they can sign a declaration at the polling place ex-
plaining why they can't obtain of the approved forms
and provide one of the following forms of supportmg
documentation:

* An original, certified birth certificate

* A valid voter registration certificate

* A copy or original of one of the following: current
utility bill, bank statement, government check, or pay-
check or other government document that shows the
voter’s name and an address.

Government documents that include a photo must |

be original and cannot be copies.

Burn ban extended through m1d—]anuary

An outdoor burn order for
Floyd County has been ex-
tended for all incorporated ar-
eas of Floyd County, according
to an order issued last week by
the Floyd County Commis-
sioners Court.

The order stipulates certain

~ criteria for burning outdoors,

including burning material
outside of an enclosure that
must have a cover.

“The cover is to be of a mesh
construction having  holes
small enough to prevent most
debris from escaping the en-
closure during burning,” the
order states.

Also, the order stipulates a
way of extinguishing the fire
must be available.

“A person violates this or-
der if while burning he does
not possess a means for ex-
tinguishing a fire,” the order
states, “including an amount
of water or fire extinguisher
device that would be rea-son-
able to extinguish a fire that is
a foreseeable result of the in-
tended burning.”

The order also gives the lo-
cal fire department responding
to an outside burn the author-
ity to “take immediate mea-
sures to contain and/or extin-
guish the fire.” Also, it states
the local fire marshal and/or
peace officer will be sent to in-

vestigate the scene of the fire.

Anyone in violation of the
order faces a Class C misde-
meanor charge punishable by
a fine up to $5,00, according to
the order.

The burn order will expire
on Jan. 11, 2021, unless oth-
er action is taken by the com-
missioner’s court or the county
judge, the order states.

Today we’ll watch our grandson play and hope he

more aches and pains than he’s likely
to collect in all four quarters. We've
been putting a roof on a building,
rafters and all.

If we were aging movie stars. Hugh
and I could make the cover of AARP
Magazine. It helps to be iconic. To
wit, Joe Namath has made the transi-
tion from quarterback to a television
hawker of Medicare stuff. He’s just so charming.

We're neither charming nor famous. But, given a
videographer, my spouse and I could produce a You-
Tube series on how septuagenarians can build what-
ever without investing in expensive scaffolding. Yes-
terday we got five heavy trusses in place. I fell twice.

No, not off the beams or the walk boards. I'm a
ground-level faller. Once wasn't even on the jobsite.
I trip over stuff.

Advice: Unless you've got the kind of bones that
never break, keep your work area free of tripping haz-
ards. And if you have a big toolbox, don’t put it where
you might stumble over it in the dark,

Yesterday evening as we sat back in lawn chairs to
admire our work from a distance, Hugh thought at
first glance he was seeing a flag atop our completed
superstructure. But it was just the top of a tall stalk
of cane waving deceptively in his field of vision. His
brain must have been thinking “flag” at that trium-
phant moment.

I am a culture
leech.” After Krug’s confession,
she resigned from the GWU
faculty.

An Indianapolis activist for
Black Lives Matter, Satchuel
Paigelyn Cole, born to two
white parents, has admitted
to pretending to be black for
years. CV  Vitolo-Haddad,
a graduate student at UW’s
School of Journalism and Mass
Communications, after faking
her race, has resigned from her
teaching position and stepped
down as co-president of the
school’s chapter of the Teaching
Assistants’  Association. One
cannot be sure about race these
days because of “blackfishing,” a
trend in which people alter their
appearance to present themselves
as black.

Dolezal, Krug, Cole and others
are not the only white women
who have benefited from racial
fakery. Sen. Elizabeth Warren,
sometimes called “Pocahontas,”
claimed that she was of Cherokee
Indian ancestry. That helped her
land a job at diversity-hungry
Harvard University as a professor
of law and was paid $400,000 to
teach two courses. She described
herself as a minority in the
Harvard Law School directory
and claimed that her great-
grandfather was Cherokee. Not

only was her great-grandfather
not a Cherokee as she claimed
but he was a white man who
boasted of shooting a Cherokee
Indian.

By the way, if as it has now
become acceptable to call oneself
a woman, when one has the
anatomical equipment of a male,
then why isn't it okay to claim
that one is black, Latino or Asian
when one is really Caucasian?
According to the U.S. Bureau
of Census, people self-identify
their race or ethnicity.

Personally, I do not hold
Dolezal, Krug, Cole, Warren or
other undiscovered university
professors at fault for racial
fakery. I am guilty of the same
during my troubled time in
the Amy In 1960, landing
in Incheon harbor in Korea, I
tried to fake my race. Arriving
soldiers were required to fill out
a form containing information
such as blood type, religion
and next of kin. I checked off
“Caucasian” where it asked for
race. A chief warrant officer, in
charge of inspecting the forms
noticed the entry and told me I
should have checked off Negro.
I told him that if I put down
“Negro,” I would get the worst
job over there. The warrant
officer probably changed the
designation.

Some years ago, I declared
myself a springbok trapped in
a human body.

USDA issues $1.68 billionin
payments to producers enrolled in CRP

WASHINGTON - The US. Department of Agriculture
(USDA) is issuing $1.68 billion in payments to agricultural pro-

~ ducers and landowners for the 21.9 million acres enrolled in the

Conservation Reserve Program (CRP), which provides annual
rental payment for land devoted to conservation purposes.

“CRP s one of the many ‘tools'that USDA offers to producers
and private landowners to help best manage sensitive lands,” said
Richard Fordyce, Administrator of USDAs Farm Service Agen-
cy. “Lands enrolled in this program conserve soil, improve water
quality; provide habitat for wildlife, sequester carbon, and benefit
agricultural operations.”

Through CRP, farmers and ranchers establish long-term, re-
source-conserving plant species, such as approved grasses or trees,
to control soil erosion, improve water quality, and enhance wildlife
habitat on cropland. Farmers and ranchers who participate in CRP
help provide numerous benefits to the nation’s environment and
economy,

Signed intolawin 1985, CRP is one of the largest private-lands
conservation programs in the US. It was originally intended to
primarily control soil erosion and potentially stabilize commodity
prices by taking marginal lands out of production. The program has
evolved over the years, providing many conservation and economic
benefits. The program marks its 35-year anniversary this Decem-

ber. Program successes include:

* Preventing more than 9 billion tons of soil from eroding,
which is enough soil to fill 600 million dump trucks;

* Reducing nitrogen and phosphorous runoff relative to annu-
ally tilled cropland by 95 and 85 percent respectively;

* Sequestering an annual average of 49 million tons of green-
house gases, equal to taking 9 million cars off the road;

* Creating more than 3 million acres of restored wetlands while
protecting more than 175,000 stream miles with riparian forest
and grass buffers, which is enough to go around the world 7 times;
and

* Benefiting bees and other pollinators and increased popula-
tions of ducks, pheasants, turkey, bobwhite qual, prairie chickens,
grasshopper sparrows, and many other birds.

The successes of CRP contribute to USDAS Agriculture In-
novation Agenda and its goal of reducing the environmental
footprint of U.S. agriculture by half by 2050. Ealier this year, Sec-
retary Perdue announced the department-wide initiative to lign
resources, programs, and research to position American agriculture
to better meet future global demands.

CRP participants with contracts effective beginning on Octo-
ber 1, 2020, will receive their first annual rental payment in Oc-
tober 2021.

Metastatic breast cancer affects
up to 30% of women with early
stage breast cancer and is diagnosed
in 6% of women on their first diag-
nosis.

What is breast cancer? It is can-
cer that develops in the breast cells
and progresses in stages. According
to the Susan G. Komen Founda-
tion, cancer develops in the tissues
of the breast, affecting both men
and women due to different reasons
like family history or changes in
genes and progress through stages.

The Breast Cancer Research
Foundation says breast cancer
symptoms are a lump or mass in
the breast that feels different from
the surrounding tissue, a breast rash,
changes in the skin over the breast,
breast pain, inverted nipple, scaling,
peeling or even flaking skin over
the breast, redness or pitting of the

breast skin and discharge from the
nipple.

Living Beyond Breast Can-
cer says the treatment is primar-
ily based on the type and stage of
cancer. Most common treatment is
chemotherapy.

The exact cause of breast cancer
is unknown but may include, family
history, hormonal changes, ethnic-
ity, personal history of breast cancer,
lifestyle, including alcohol con-
sumption, obesity and over weight
are just a few causes that the Breast
Cancer Research Foundation re-
potts.

Self-examination is the key to
early detection. The American Can-
cer Society recommends women
between the ages of 45 — 54 get
mammograms every year and wom-
en 55 years and older should switch

to mammograms screening every

two years. You should also check =~

with your primary health care pro-
vider on the guidelines they want
you to follow.
