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Plan ahead for weight loss

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New Year’s resolutions are right around the comer, and 
the most common resolution is to lose weight and get 
healthy. But before 2021 gets here, we have a lot of oppor­
tunities to pack on more weight and make getting healthy 
that much more difficult. For that very reason, I don’t  offer 
my weight loss program in November or December. It is 
just too easy to lose control with all that tempting food. 
But there are a few things that you can do before starting 
that diet to give yourself a head start. So, take this oppor­
tunity to add them to your daily routine and make start­
ing your diet on January 1st a little easier.

The biggest problem with dieting and the holidays, as 
we all know, is overeating. So, what can be done to keep 
it under control? Weigh yourself I f  you know you need 
to lose a few pounds, this isn’t easy to do but, stepping 
on the scale every day or two will remind you what you 
want to accomplish in the next year. The program I offer 
requires weighing yourself (at home) every day to track 
weight loss. W hen not dieting, weighing regularly helps 
you track your maintenance. I f  the pounds start to accu­
mulate, you will catch it early and be able to make the 
necessary changes before it gets worse.

Taking a few good supplements is a great way to get 
ready for your upcoming weight loss program. Taking 
multivitamins, omega-3/fish oils and probiotics can 
help get your body reacfy for a diet. W ith the standard 
American diet, we don’t get all the vitamins our body 
needs, so take one every day. Frsh oils or Krill oil are said 
by some to help with weight loss. I don’t know about 
that, but they are needed to be healthy, and improving 
your health should be the primary goal of any diet. I f  
you have had issues with taking fish oils in the past, try 
freezing the capsules and taking them before bed.

I also recommend a probiotic for those looking to 
improve their diet. Probiotics are the good bacteria that

our intestinal tract needs to fimction at its best. Unfor­
tunately, when we take antibiotics, all kinds o f bacteria 
are killed, both good and bad. Once off antibiotics, it is 
the bad bacteria that grows back quickly and can take 
over the intestinal tract. Think o f it as killing your yard 
and then allowing all the weeds to grow back without 
replanting grass.Taking a probiotic helps to replant the 
good bacteria and push out the bad.

Another problem with the standard American diet 
is the lack of fiber. I f  you aren’t  going to start eating a 
whole lot of vegetables, then you need a fiber supple­
ment. Be sure to get fiber that is made from non-solu­
ble psyllium husk, also commonly called bulk forming 
fiber. I t  doesn’t  really matter what brand, just that it is 
psyllium husk. Fiber is great for colon health and can 
even help lower cholesterol by keeping the body from 
absorbing fat. I f  you are going to be eating a meal con­
taining a lot o f fat in it, take some fiber with it to help 
block the absorption o f fat. But also remember that it 
can block the absorption o f some vitamins so take your 
multivitamin at a different time as your fiber. Be sure to 
drink plenty o f water with your fiber.

Fmally, portion size. There are lots o f tips and tricks 
online to help keep your portion size under control. 
Two of the easiest tricks are to use smaller plates and 
drink water. Using a smaller plate may seem sihy, and 
you might think that a person would just pile the food 
higher or go back for seconds, but there is plenty of 
evidence that people eat around 20 percent less when 
using smaller plates. Drinldng a glass o f water 15 min­
utes before eating helps your body feel full and añows 
your stomach to tell your brain it is full earlier than 
without the water. One study showed that drinking 20 
ounces o f water 15 to 30 minutes before eating resulted 
in around 15 percent fewer calories.

THE FLOYD COUNTY HISTORICAL 
MUSEUM MEMORIES 1979

J.C. WESTER
Back in 1923 when Floyda- 

da’s first coach, J. C. W ester was 
scouting a district game between 
Pampa and the Amarillo San­
dies, he was asked the question 
by an. Amarillo newswriter 
w hat he thought o f Floydada’s 
chances against the Sandies. 
“W e just have 17 boys and our 
team will be only a small whirl­
wind in front o f the Amarillo 
Sandies who have 38”, said 27 
year old W ester who had begun 
his coaching career at Floydada 
in 1921. The next week stories 
boomed the upcoming clash be­
tween “The Golden Sandstorm” 
and the “Floydada W hirl- 
winds”- and a colorful name for 
a team was bom.

Mr. W ester coached basket­
ball, tennis, baseball and track 
and took his girl’s tennis team to 
the state tournam ent in Austin 
3 times; however, football was 
his favorite sport. A  time or two 
some people thought the school 
was putting too much empha­
sis on football, but “enthusiam 
generally was such that a player’s 
father was down at the goal line 
by the time the boy was”.

James C linton Wester, city 
judge o f Floydada since 1969, 
arrived in Floydada in 1919 
shortly after being discharged 
from the U. S. Arm y in July o f 
that year. H e  was bom  in Rayner, 
Stonewall County, Texas, Janu­
ary 17,1896, to W illiam  Yancy 
and Dorothy Yates Wester. H e 
grew up in Sulphur Springs, 
Texas and graduated from  high 
school there in 1914. H e attend­
ed N orth Texas State Teachers 
College in D enton and taught 
one term  in Liberty, a rural

school in Ham ilton County, be­
fore enlisting in the army.

After returning from  the war 
where he was with the Veterinary 
Corps in France, he married Sib­
yl Esther M cGhee, the daughter 
o f Berton and Senie M cGhee 
in M t. Vernon, Texas. Sibyl was 
bom  December 13,1895, and 
was reared in M t. Vernon, grad­
uating from  high school there. 
She graduated from Burleson Jr. 
College in Greenville and Bay­
lor College in Belton, Texas and 
taught in the M t Vernon H igh 
School two years and private les­
sons in speech and folk dancing 
in Floydada for two years.

After their wedding they left 
for me Plains where he had ac­
cepted a job as principal o f Floy­
dada H igh School. Mr. W ester 
seryed as principal from  1919 
to 1925, teaching 5 m ath classes 
daily and coaching. H e served as 
superintendent o f  schools from  
1925 to 1927 and taught geom­
etry “just to keep in touch with 
the students.”

O ne accomplishment that 
Mr. W ester was proud to have 
helped bring about was the 
building o f a gymnasium, 
claimed to be one o f the best 
in the W est when completed 
in 1927. In  the planning stage, 
the majority o f the school board 
members agreed on the need for 
one, but the opposition said “The 
children should be playing out 
in the sunshine!” As superinten­
dent, Mr. W ester and the others 
designed the much needed R. C. 
Andrews W ard building so that 
a gym could be attached and 
used as an auditorium w ith a 
nice stage. In  this way, the pubhc

would more readily approve the 
bond issue and the controver­
sial gymnasium be accepted as a 
multipurpose annex.

In  1927 he entered the bak­
ery business here in partnership 
w ith his uncle, Sam W ester o f 
Plainview. H e operated “W est­
er ( ^ a l i ty  Bakery” for 19 years. 
D uring the depression he sold a 
loaf o f  bread for a nickel and the 
landlord voluntarily lowered the 
rent as “low rent was better than 
no rent.” H e sold the bakery in 
1946, and in 1949 purchased 
Looper Grocery, consolidated it 
w ith Patterson Grocery in 1957 
and operated the business until 
his retirement in 1968.

Mr. W ester served on the 
school board for 10 years, was 
city councilman two years 
and has been a member o f  the 
Cham ber o f  Commerce since 
1927. H e has been finance 
chairman o f the American L e­
gion Post for 35 years, an active 
member o f  the First Christian 
Church since 1920 and is a M a­
son and a former president o f 
the Rotary Club.

Still following all sports at 
82, he seldom missed a “W hirl­
w ind” game. The stadium built 
in 1935, was named “W ester 
Field” in his honor and he has a 
complimentary life-time pass to 
all high school athletic activities. 
“W hich  is an honor that I prize 
m ost highly.”

55 years and had four children, 
Edward Hardy, James Delwin, 
Dorothy Jean, and Billy Glenn.

In spite of various medical warnings 
and other attempts to persuade people to 
remain at home during the holidays, the 
draw' of family and of discounted airfares 
is proving to be too much of a temptation 
for many.

The roads have already been busy with 
people going to their Thanksgifing Day 
destination, and that likely will not let up 
later into the holiday season,” said Ange­
la Durico, Ph.D., assodate professor and 
travel expert in the Department of Recre­
ation, Park and Tourism Sdences at Texas 
A&M University’s College of Agriculture 
and Life Sdences, Bryan-CoUege Station. 
“And even though we are stìU spiking in 
COVID cases, many airports throughout 
the US. are packed, and that too will like­
ly continue throughout the holidays.”

The desire to be among family is a 
strong enticement leading people to the 
roads and slgr, Durko said.

“But another enticement is that due to 
the pandemic, many airlines have been of­
fering deeply discounted flights and peo­
ple who previously could not afford to fly 
are taking advantage of this opportunity.”

People need to remember that many 
states require 10-14 days of quarantine 
after arrival or COVID-19 testing prior 
to arrival,©urko said.

For eximple, anpne visiting Penn­
sylvania ftom another state must have a 
negative COVID-19 test within 72 hours 
prior to entering. If someone cannot get a 
test or chooses not to, they must quaran­
tine for 14 days upon arrival Pennsylvania 
residents visiting other states must either 
test negative for COVID-19 within 72 
hours before returning or to quarantine 
for 14 days after returning.

While COVID-19 testing can be 
helpful for holiday travel planning, there 
are still many other other considerations 
to take into account.

“Other states and cities throughout 
the U.S. have restrictions for testing or 
quarantine before you leave or after you 
return, so you need to be aware of them, 
take the extra steps needed and account 
for the additional days when planning 
your trip,” Durko said.

She also cautioned that while many 
people have taken COVID-19 tests in 
advance of the Thanksgiving holiday to 
help determine what their travel plans 
should be, a negative COVID-19 test can 
give a false sense of security.

“If you test positive, I can see how that 
would be more of an incentive for a re­

sponsible person to stay home and keep 
away from others. But if you test negative, 
that only tells you that you were negative 
when you took the test. You could still be 
exposed to and contract COVID the next 
day or two days later. That could happen 
at work, while visiting with friends or in 
line at the airport. Most of the time, you 
really don’t know where the person stand­
ing next to you has been.”

She also said people should think 
twice before visiting older relatives.

“They are people who are among the 
most roilnerable to getting COVIP,” she 
said. “I know that many people may feel 
that with older relatives, this may be the 
last opportunity they have to see them. 
But imagine how you would feel if you 
or one your family unknowingly had 
COVID and then infected them.”

All travel increases the chance of get­
ting and spreading COVID-19, and stay­
ing home is the best way to protect yourself 
and others. However, Durko said, health 
experts have determined that short trips 
by car with members of your immediate 
household, with minimal stops along the 
way, is a lower-risk means of travel 

Rislder travel options include mass 
transit and flights, especially with one or 
more stops, she said.

Durko said air travelers should also re­
member that due to COVID-19, airlines 
have had to significantly scale back their 
number of flights.

“If you’re thinking that with the overall 
reduction in air travel you’ll be getting on 
a plane that only has a small t ^ b e r  of 
people in it, you should probably disavow 
yourself of that notion,” she sffd.

The Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention website has more informa­
tion on travel risk and protection from 
COVID-19.

Durko said all major airlines have 
been diligent about changing air filters to 
hospital-grade, requiring passengers wear 
masks, and taking measures to fully disin­
fect plane interiors.

Since the number of airline flights has 
been reduced due to the pandemic, air 
travelers can still expect to experience rea­
sonably fiill flights during holiday travel 

“Right now, however, only one major 
carrier that I know of has committed 
to leaving the middle seat blocked until 
March of next year,” she said. “And while 
this means the price of a ticket may be 
higher on these flights, the airline feels 
people will be willing to pay it to get that 
extra degree of security.”

Durko also noted that airlines are 
trying to reduce the number of possible

touch points to improve protection from 
contact transfer.

“They are moving toward contactless 
options like electronic ticketing and not 
issuing paper boarding passes,” she said.

As a frequent airline travelei; Durko 
said she takes her own small pump-spray 
container of antiseptic sterilizer Jo r the 
plane seat, arm rests, tray tables ^ 4  
er surfaces with which she mayj^me in 
contact.

T was already concerned abo^lgerms 
in public places before á e  pandsmic. So 
then, and now, I travel with seat«nd tray 
covers for the plane, and disinfe»nt for 
planes, hotels and extended sta^rentals. 
If you want to help keep yourself healthy, 
you have to do your part too, including 
keeping your mask where it doesn’t come 
in contact with other surfaces. And if 
you’re wearing a disposable mask, make 
sure to dispose of it properly and not just 
toss it where someone else may have to 
pick it up.”

Durko said while driving with your 
own “bubble” of family is the among the 
safest ways to travel to avoid COVID, 
there are other hazards that can come 
with road travel

“I was surprised to see and hear about 
the number of cars that have been break­
ing dovm during holiday travel so far and 
expect there will be many more,” she said. 
“People have been driving shorter dis­
tances since the pandemic and many have 
forgotten how to prepare their vehicle for 
a longer trip. Before you take a longer road 
trip, make sure to check your tire pfessure, 
battery and oil and wiper fluid lerds. And 
if you haven’t taken a road trip in a while, 
don’t assume you can travel 10-12 hours a 
day. Pace yourself and be safe.” ,

Durko said the trend to visit fam­
ily during the holidays -  in spite of the 
pandemic and flu season— will cmtinue 
through Christmas regardless of-current 
guidelines.

“Another reason for some ingease in 
holiday travel could be that people don’t 
know what the fiiture may bring,-in the 
way of greater restrictions that may come 
about with this spike in COVID and 
what the new administration may do in 
response to the pandemic.” . ̂  1

However, Durko said, once a^yaccine 
becomes generally available and people 
are comfortable with its efficai^ travel 
vrill slowly return to normal.

Tt may be that you see some airlines, 
cruise ships or other means of dos^-quar- 
ter transportation rquiring passengers to 
have been vaccinated,” she sdd.
