The taxes paid by the proper­
ty owner Is an ad valorem' 
tax' - meaning 'according to 
value.' The sfite Itiw rc(\ulres 
assessment o f this tax on an 
equal and uniform basis To 
comply with the law. It was 
necessary' to reappraise all pro­
perty with In the Eula Rural 
High School District equitably 
and uniformly. All o f the land 
has been set out on maps, as 
well as aenal photography, and 
appraised st so much per front 
foot, square foot or acre, de­
pending upon the many factors 
that must be considered AH 
residences and comm e r c 1 a 1 
buildings have been measured 
und appraised .'separately from 
the land Buildings were ap­
praised by the use of a construc­
tion cost schedule which takes 
Into consideration the type and 
quality of con.stnictlon Depre. 
elation was applied depending 
upon age and condition. All ap- 
prslsa: data has been placed on 
permanent record cards. One 
aide of this appraisal card re­
flects a sketch of the building, 
sue age If known, the square 
foot area, the estimated cost per 
aqoare foot or floor space and 
Uie amount of depreciation ap­
plied This results In the pre- 
aent value o f the building. The 
appraisal card also reflects a

detailed description o f the land, > 
and shows the legal description, | 
the size and unit price p er ' 
square foot or front foot.
