Three convicted for 
19 immigrant deaths

H O U ST O N  (A P) —  A  judge 
sentenced three people convicted in 
the nation’s deadliest human smuggling 
attempt, exceeding the maximum recom­
mended prison term in two of the cases.

U.S. District Judge Vanessa Gilmore 
sent Emma Rodriguez to prison for 15 
years Monday for her part in dhe 2003 
deaths of 19 illegal immigrants who 
were transported in a tmck trailer and 
abandoned about 100 miles southwest 
of Houston.

Rosa Sarrata Gonzalez, who was 
convicted partly by the testimony of her 
two sons, received the recommended 
maximum sentence of 12 years and seven 
months. She smuggled one person into 
the trailer.

Oil lowest since March

WASHINGTON (AP) — Q1 prices 
fell by almost 3 percent Tuesday, dipping 
below $64 a barrel as worldwide demand 
and supply threats ease. After a seven-day 
selloif, crude futures are at their lowest 
level since late March.

Falling oil prices are not uncommon 
at this time of year, when gasoline con­
sumption traditionally tapers off and win­
ter fuels demand has yet to ramp up.

Explosion kills seven

ISTANBUL, Turkey (AP) —  An 
explosion in the southeastern Turkish city 
(/Diyarbakir Tuesday evening killed seven 
people and wounded more than 10 others, 
television station CNN-Turk reported.

Most of the dead were said to be 
children. The state-owned Anatolia news 
agency confirmed only six dead, saying five 
of them were children. It said 16 people 
were wounded.

The cause of the explosion near a park­
ing lot was not immediately known, but 
authorities were looking at the possibility 
it could have been a bomb left in a package, 
an official from the governor’s office said on 
customary condition of anonymity.

Diyarbakir is Turkey’s largest Kurdish- 
majority city, and the blast came as Kurdish 
rebels fighting for autonomy in the region 
have stepped up theft attacks.
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Militants attack U.S. Embassy in Syria

D A M A SCU S, Syria (A P) —  Syrian guards 
foiled an attempt by suspected al-Qaida-linked 
militants to blow up the U .S. Embassy on Tues­
day, exchanging fire outside the compound’s 
walls with gunmen shouting “God is great” who 
tried to storm in with automatic weapons and 
hand grenades.

No Americans were hurt and the embassy 
was not damaged in the brazen, midmoming

attack, which came amid high tension be­
tween Washington and Damascus. But the 
assault could highlight the Syrian regime’s 
weakening grip on m ilitants, who have 
battled Syrian security forces repeatedly in 
recent years.

Sunni Muslim extremists such as al-Qaida 
fiercely despise President Bashar Assad’s 
regime because of its secular ideology and 
because his father, the late President Hafez 
Assad, led a crackdown on Muslim funda­
mentalists that killed thousands in the city

of Hama in 1982. They also reject Assad’s 
rule because he belongs to the Shiite Alawite 
sect of Islam.

Three attackers and a Syrian guard were 
killed in Tuesday’s attempted bombing in a 
heavily guarded neighborhood of Damascus 
where several foreign embassies and Assad’s 
office and residence are located. A  fourth 
attacker was wounded and arrested.

The rapid response by Syrian guards won 
rare praise from the United States, which 
accuses Assad’s government of supporting

terrorism in its backing of Hezbollah guerrillas 
and Palestinian militants. The U .S. withdrew 
its ambassador from Damascus last year to pro­
test Syria’s alleged role in the assassination of a 
prominent politician in Lebanon.

“I do think that the Syrians reacted to this 
attack in a way that helped to secure our people, 
and we very much appreciate that,” Secretary of 
State Condoleezza Rice said.

The Texas Tech School of Nursing has begun pod­
casting lectures for nursing students.

Patricia Allen, associate dean of undergraduate 
programs in the School of Nursing, said courses 
for second' and third'year nursing students are 

on WebCT, the online course system. Students can download 
lectures to their MP3 players or computers and listen to them 
at their convenience, she said.

Cathy Collins, an assistant professor in the School of Nurs­
ing, teaches a class that podcasts lectures. She said it is not 
difficult to podcast, and it is easier for the students because they 
have access to the lecture at any time.

“They can listen to lectures in their car or when they work 
out,” Collins said. “If they miss something they can go back and 
rewind. It’s good for the students to have the repetition.” 

Collins said if students have an MP3 player with video 
capabilities, they can download a PowerPoint lecture to their 
MP3 player. For those who have heard the term but still do not 
understand its meaning, podcasting delivers audio content to 
iPods and other portable media players on demand, so that it 
can be listened to at the user’s convenience. Because podcasts 
are typically saved in MP3 format, they also can be listened to 
on nearly any computer.

The School of Medicine and the 
School of Allied Health also have started looking into 

podcasting lectures, Collins said.
Renae Schumann, a professor at the University of Texas 

Nursing School in Houston, said their nursing school was the 
-•first to podcast lectures in Texas and she was the first professor 

to upload lectures. She said the podcasts benefit both her and 
her students.

Schumann said podcasting has helped her because she is able 
to listen to herself and find mistakes made during the lecture. 
She said if she finds a mistake, she will send a message to her 
students to correct the error.

She said students benefit because they can listen to the 
podcast while following along in their notes, and they seem to 
enjoy using the podcasted lectures to study.

“Students can listen to the podcasts to help them study for 
tests or before they go to the hospital,” Schumann said.

Patrick Sherlock, a senior nursing major from San Antonio, 
said he has not had a class that podcasts lectures yet, but said he 
believes it would really help him study for tests in the future.

Schumann said the University of Texas Nursing School in 
Houston uses the MP4 file format to podcast lectures. MP4 can 
store both audio and video to help students learn the lecture. 
Students can watch video and listen to the professor on one 
side of the screen, while the corresponding PowerPoint appears 
on the other side.

Schumann said she believes podcasting lectures will become an 
expectation for students in all areas of study in the near future.

“T he decision was made just last 
w eek,” D ucatt said. “It has been 
a discussion the organization has 
had for some tim e, mostly about 
the viability of the retail side with 
software licensing and availability 
of products.”

He said he wanted to reassure 
students that the store would be 
h onorin g  any previous tra n sa c­
tions, as well as selling the rest of 
its inventory at a further discounted 
rate.

D u catt said he b eliev ed  the 
closing of the store was essential to 
keep the Student U nion as strong 
as it can be.

“W e were trying to make a smart 
decision,” he said. “The retail be­
came more difficult with what we 
could sell and what the demand 
was. Trying to stay whole was a fis­
cal challenge.”

W h ile  th e  re ta il side o f the 
store will be closing, Ducatt said 
the com puter repair side o f the 
store will stay open. T he remaining 
employees of the retail store will be 
relocated to different departments 
w ithin the Student U nion.

“We wanted the whole process to 
be pretty seamless,” he said. “There 
are still services that we need that 
those students can provide.”

D ucatt said the focus is now 
shifting on how to effectively use 
the space in the retail corridor to 
provide the students with a useful 
service that will benefit the Student 
U nion as a whole.

Jewel Downing, assistant direc­
tor of the Student U nion, said she 
hopes the space will provide an 
opportunity to put something new 
the students will find exciting and 
practical.

“W e really hope to get the right 
vendor in that space,” Downing 
said.

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Sheriffs department to open 
training academy, gun range

T he Lubbock County Sh eriff’s 
Office was granted property M on­
day to open a new training academy 
and gun range for the sheriff’s de­
partment. T he property was a public 
shooting range before being seized 
by the federal government after a 
2004 crim inal investigation.

A ccord in g  to a news release 
from  th e  U .S .  D e p a rtm e n t o f 
Justice, U .S . A ttorney Richard B. 
Roper and Ronnie Carter, Special 
A g en t in  C harge o f th e  D allas 
division of the Bureau of A lcohol, 
Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives, 
transferred the deed of land to Lub­
bock County Sher- —  
iff David Gutierrez 
during a press con­
feren ce  M onday.
T h e news release 
states the land is 
40 acres with two 
sh o o tin g  ranges.
S h eriff G utierrez 
a n n o u n c e d  th e  
new name o f the 
facility will be the 
Lubbock C ounty 
S h e r i f f ’s O ff ic e  
Training Academy 
Gun Range.

C a p t .  D o n
Carter of the sher- --------- -------------
iff’s office said the newly acquired 
training facility will be put to use 
not only as a gun range, but also as 
a full academy for complete officer 
training. He said some of the land 
will be remodeled and used for a 
crucial aspect of police training.

“Besides the shooting range, we 
will install an obstacle course on 
the land,” he said. “To enhance our 
officers’ physical fitness training.”

Carter said the addition of a new 
training facility is a huge plus for 
not only the Sheriff’s Department 
but other agencies as well.

“It is going to be very benefi­
c ia l,” he said. “Any and all other 
agencies are certainly welcome.”

Carter said the price tag for the

property will be small, and taxpay­
ers will not lose a penny for the 
acquired property.

“A ll we are paying is just back 
taxes,” he said.

He said the property was given 
to them by the Dallas bureau after 
it seized the property in 2004.

F elix  G arcia  o f the Lubbock 
Bureau of A lcohol, Tobacco, Fire­
arms and Explosives said the prop­
erty was taken from Leslie Wayne 
Spivey Jr. after an 18-m onth in ­
vestigation. Garcia said during the 
intense investigation, bureau agents 
discovered Spivey was illegally sell­
ing guns and drugs while he was the 
owner of the Lubbock Shootin g  
Range.

He was a source for other 
dealers on the black market. He 
didn’t belong in the gun business, 
so we took him out.”

Karr leaves Colorado jail in custody o f California authorities
BO ULDER, Colo. (A P) —  John 

Mark Karr, who was briefly a suspect 
in the JonBenet Ramsey slaying, left 
the Boulder County jail Tuesday in 
the custody of California officials, 
authorities said.

Karr faces ch ild  pornography 
charges in Sonoma County, Calif. 
He was released to Sonoma sheriff’s 
d ep u ties, said B o u ld er C o u n ty  
Sheriff’s Lt. Phil West.

Karr, a schoolteacher, was ar­
rested Aug. 16 in Thailand after he 
made phone calls and wrote e-mails 
in which he claimed to have killed

the 6-year-old beauty queen in her 
Boulder home in December 1996.

T h e  case d isintegrated  w hen 
DNA tests showed Karr could not 
be the killer.

Five misdemeanor counts of child 
pornography possession have been 
pending against Karr in Sonom a 
since April 2001, when authorities 
arrested him  and seized his com ­
puter, alleging that the hard drive 
contained  five sexually oriented 
images of children.

Karr pleaded not guilty to all 
counts and was jailed for six months.

but he left the country before he 
could be tried. Prosecutors decided 
to pursue the charges after Karr 
surfaced last month as a suspect in 
the JonBenet killing.

It was n ot im m ediately clear 
Tuesday when Karr would appear in 
court in California.

During preliminary hearings in 
2001, Karr’s public defenders waived 
his right to a speedy trial as they 
tried to get a judge to invalidate the 
search warrant that allowed Sonoma 
sh eriff’s deputies to enter K arr’s 
home and seize his computer.
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Bush invokes memory of 9111 
victims to argue for war in Iraq

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P) —  The 
W hite House quarreled with Demo­
crats Tuesday over whether President 
Bush was trying to win political points 
by using a Sept. 11 anniversary speech 
to defend the war in Iraq and his war 
on terror.

Bush spokesman Tony Snow said 
although there were “three or four 
sentences” in the president’s 17-minute 
address Monday night that could be 
considered controversial, Bush took 
pains not to be partisan. He said Bush 
had to discuss the dominant issue of Iraq, 
but he wasn’t “picking fights” or making 
any demands of Congress.

“This was not a speech that was 
designed to single out anybody for par­
tisan reasons, but gave the president’s 
honest reflections and reactions to 
what has happened since September 
11, 2001,” Snow said. “The president 
decided that yesterday wasn’t a day for 
partisanship.”

Democrats, in a campaign to win 
control of Congress from the president’s 
Republican Party, charged that Bush was 
using a national day of mourning for 
partisan gain. Senate Democratic Leader 
Harry Reid of Nevada said Tuesday that 
Bush was “more consumed by staying 
the course in Iraq and playing election- 
year politics.”

“The American people deserved bet­
ter last night,” Reid said in a statement. 
“They deserved a chance to reclaim that 
sense of unity, purpose and patriotism 
that swept through our country five 
years ago.”

House Majority Leader John Boeh- 
ner, R-Ohio, shot back at Democrats 
Tuesday; “I wonder if they’re more 
interested in protecting the terrorists 
than protecting the American people,” 
he said at a news conference. “They 
certainly don’t want to take the terrorists 
on and defeat them.”

In the speech broadcast in prime 
time on the fifth armiversary of the terror 
attacks, the president described a brutal 
enemy still determined to kill Ameri­
cans, perhaps with weapons of mass 
destruction if they get the chance.

“If we do not defeat these enemies 
now, we will leave our children to face 
a Middle East overrun by terrorist states 
and radical dictators armed with nuclear 
weapons,” Bush said. “We are in a war 
that will set the course for this new 
century and determine the destiny of 
millions across the world.”

Bush began with a two-minute 
tribute to the nearly 3,000 victims of 
the Sept. 11 attacks, but most of his 17- 
minute speech was devoted to justifying 
his foreign policy since that day. With 
his party’s control of Congress at stake 
in elections less than two months away, 
Bush suggested that political opponents 
who are calling for withdrawal of U.S. 
troops from Iraq would be giving victory 
to the terrorists.

“W hatever mistakes have been

made in Iraq, the worst mistake would 
be to think that if we pulled out, the 
terrorists would leave us alone,” Bush 
said from the Oval Office, with a photo 
of his twin daughters and the American 
flag behind him. “They will not leave us 
alone. They will follow us. The safety of 
America depends on the outcome of the 
battle in the streets of Baghdad.”

W hile Democrats have been us­
ing public opposition to the Iraq war 
to argue for a change of leadership in 
Congress, Bush’s prime-time address 
showed how he has been able to use 
the power of incumbency to command 
public attention and make his points. 
Democrats objected to the tone.

“The president should be ashamed 
of using a national day of mourning 
to commandeer the airwaves to give a 
speech that was designed not to unite 
the country and commemorate the 
fallen but to seek support for a war in Iraq 
that he has admitted had nothing to do 
with 9/11,” Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, 
D-Mass., said in a statement. “There 
will be time to debate this president’s 
policies in Iraq. September 11th is not 
that time.”

On Monday, dozens of lawmakers 
from both parties put aside the cam­
paigning and joined on the steps of the 
Capitol to remember the attacks. To­
gether they sang “God Bless America” 
as they had five years ago.

“Partisanship would have been 
the one casualty the American people 
would have accepted following 9/11, but 
it remains the one thing the president 
refuses to give up,” Illinois Rep. Rahm 
Emanuel, chairman of the Democratic 
effort to win control of the House, said 
after the president’s speech.

Snow noted that Emanuel, Ken­
nedy and other Democrats attacked 
the speech shortly after the president 
was finished speaking, suggesting they 
were the ones who injected politics. 
“It appears that there had been a desire 
immediately after the speech to go ahead 
and make partisan points,” he said.

Bush said Iraq is part of the United 
States’ post-Sept. 11 approach to threats 
abroad. Going on offense against ene­
mies before they could harm Americans 
meant removing the Taliban from power 
in Afghanistan, pursuing members of 
al-Qaida and seeking regime change 
in Iraq, Bush said. A t least 2,670 U.S. 
servicemen and women have died in 
Iraq.

County Commissioners increase tax for all residents

T h e Lubbock County C om ­
missioners approved a tax increase 
yesterday that will affect many 

'  Lubbock residents.
T h e  increase will primarily 

benefit the new county jail, county 
employees and the hospital dis­
trict, Ysidro Gutierrez, county 
commissioner for Precinct 3, said 
in a phone interview.

This year is the second straight 
year the commissioners have in­
creased taxes. Gutierrez said the 
increase was not his choice.

“You’re ta lk ing  to the one 
county commissioner who voted 
against this increase,” Gutierrez 
said.

T h e  increase, he said, indi­
rectly affects everyone who does 
not live on Tech campus because 
of increased property taxes.

“For a $ 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  hom e,” he 
said, “property taxes will increase

$24.14 per year. This funds 32 differ­
ent departments.”

The total amount paid in taxes 
is estimated at $32 million, $12.7 
million of which will fund the new 
county jail, which has an undecided 
com pletion date sometime in the 
middle of 2008.

G utierrez said all nonelected  
county employees will benefit from 
pay increases. T h e  only electee! 
county employees who benefit from 
the increase are judges, who again 
will make what they made prior 
to supplemental pay decreases last 
year.

The new county jail will require 
more than 100 new employees to be 
hired, which is why, Gutierrez said, 
he wanted to wait another year to 
raise taxes.

“Last year we had no choice but 
to raise taxes because of the new state 
voting regulations,” he said. “But this 
year we had a choice.”

Gutierrez said the new jail alone 
will increase taxes to pay employees

and other departments which have 
increasing needs.

T he hospital district requested 
money from the county commission­
ers to help provide care to those who 
cannot afford it. T he commissioners 
gave the hospitals $13 million, cost­
ing Lubbock county taxpayers an 
approximate additional $4 for every 
$100,000 home.

Gutierrez said the vote for the 
hospital bill was unanimous.

B ill M cCay, Lubbock county 
commissioner for Precinct 1, said the 
primary reasons for the tax increase 
were to account for the county’s 
growing population and jail popula­
tion. W ith an increase in population 
comes an increase in the number of 
court cases.

“A  growing pain of a growing 
county is a growing cell popula­
tion,” McCay said. “We are working 
towards getting the state legislature 
to increase fees, fines and court costs 
or getting them to let the counties 
keep more of the money so taxes

don’t increase.”
assistant district attorneys also 

benefit from a pay increase, McCay 
said, to enable the offices to keep hir­
ing better qualified assistant district 
attorneys so the state can win more 
cases and put more criminals in jail 
for the safety of Lubbock citizens.

He said state law requires counties 
to increase funding for increased jail 
occupancy.

“I did not want to vote for a tax 
increase —  it made me uncomfort­
able —  but I need to comply with 
state laws,” McCay said. “We had no 
other options. Money has to come 
from somewhere.”

Maj. Jerry Baggs of the Lubbock 
County Sheriff’s Department said 
the number of arrests has increased 
in the past year.

“S ince last year our arrest rate 
has increased on average from 42 to 
50 arrests per day,” he said. “A  tax 
increase was necessary because of 
the new jail.”

. W A S H IN G T O N  (A P ) —  

C o n gress should  tak e  tough 
steps to stop the flow o f illegal 
immigrants. House Republicans 
agreed Tuesday, w hile putting 
o ff  th e  q u e stio n  o f  w h eth er 
undocum ented workers already 
in the country should be given 
a path toward legal status.

A  R ep u b lican s-on ly  forum 
on  border security  confirm ed 
th e  H o u se’s re je c t io n  o f th e  
S e n a te  ap p roach  o f c o m b in ­
ing enhan ced  border security 
w ith creation  o f a guest worker 
program and a means for illegal 
im m ig ran ts  to  m ove tow ard 
eventual legal status.

“T h e  state o f our borders is 
a security  c r is is ,” said H ouse 
Speaker D ennis H astert, R -IIL , 
at the m eeting of G O P  leaders 
and com m ittee chairm en. T h e  
A m erican  people want, he said, 
“immediate, targeted legislation 
specifically  designed to  secure 
the border, p rotect our hom e­
land and vigorously enforce our 
im m igration laws.”

H o u s e  R u le s  C o m m it t e e  
C h airm an  D avid D reier, R -C a - 
lif., pushed for efforts to establish 
a smart, cou nterfeit-proof So cia l 
Security  card.

R ep . H aro ld  R o g ers, R -K y ., 
chairm an o f the A ppropriations 
subcom m ittee on hom eland  se­
cu rity , spoke o f a $ 5 .5  b ill io n  
H om eland Secu rity  D epartm ent 
co n tra ct to be awarded this fall 
th a t would “essen tia lly  prevent 
p enetration” w ithin the n ex t five 
years through a co m b in atio n  o f 
electronic surveillance, unmanned 
aerial surveillance and patrols.

Bush , w hile n o t sp e cifica lly  
endorsing the Senate bill, has long 
advocated changes in immigration 
policy  to crea te  a guest w orker 
program and set up a procedure by 
w hich the 11 m illion to 12 m illion 
illegal immigrants in the country 
can work toward legal status and 
eventual citizenship.

A moment I never will forget 

occurred two weeks ago.

One of the joys of taking 
a once-a-week class is self explanatory 
—  you only meet once a week. The 
downside is you have a week’s worth of 
information crammed into your brain. 
After the second hour, you check your 
watch every five minutes, praying to 
God the minute hand will go a little 
faster. And when it doesn’t, you lean 
back in your chair, let out a sigh and 
continue the struggle of trying to pay 
attention.

Thankfully, you do not experi­
ence this in a Monday, Wednesday, 
Friday class. Those 50 minutes fly by. 
Even better is when it’s the first day 
of school. The professor explains the 
syllabus, begins to explain the course 
objectives, then, realizing the anxious­
ness of the students, he lets the class 
out early to the delight of all.

Unfortunately, said occurrence 
does not take place in a once-a-week 
class.

My once-a-week class, though, 
is different.

“Science and religion in general” 
and “should science have a special 
status in society?” W hat’s even better 
is this class rneets once a week.

Discussions never are ended by the 
50-minute tick on a clock. This class 
encourages you to question authority 
and be skeptical of what you read. For 
many students, the heat is too much 
to handle.

The course forces you to defend 
your beliefs; many times you will be 
outnumbered. But at the» end the 
day, if you fight the good fight, your 
beliefs will be much more solidified, 
knowing they withstood an avalanche 
of criticism and skepticism. And as 
a Christian, being asked to defend 
your book in the face of genetics and 
evolution might seem like having to 
climb Mount Everest. How can they 
co-exist in the same world, much less 
in the same classroom? This is the 
setting I look forward to every Tuesday 
at 6 p.m..

It’s also clear that not everybody 
has the same enthusiasm for the class 
as I. W hen the professor explained the 
course’s material and objectives, some 
became squeamish. You could tell they 
never had been the odd man out. Their 
uneasiness continued as the professor 
and several students made clear their 
views on science and religion. Most 
of these students would drop the class 
the next day. One, however, would not 
leave without a fight.

The professor asked, “Does anybody 
have any questions for us?” A  student.

who had been quiet all class, raised his 
hand, and —  without missing a beat 
—  asked “So, are you a Christian?” 
Suddenly, the eyes of students darted 
toward the student/professor’s area, for 
they were no more than 10 feet from 
each other. The professors stated their 
religious affiliations, and then moved 
on. They handled the situation well, a 
lot better than I would have.

Asking a professor for their reli­
gious orientation, without cause, has to 
be one of the rudest questions possible. 
I do not have a beef with the question, 
but I do wonder about the student’s 
reason for asking it. In the student’s 
mind, was he trying to justify not tak­
ing the class? If the professors are not 
Christians, then can their views not be 
credible? If so, how pathetic.

Even more,- what does the student 
mean by “So, are you a Christian?”

There are some sects of Christianity 
that do not consider Catholics to be 
Christians. A  C hristian myself, I 
am extremely offended the student 
implied that all Christians think 
the same. As I stated in a previous 
column, outside of a few unequivocal 
truths, Christians can have different 
views on Scripture.

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Spacewalking astronauts begin 
installing addition to space station

C A P E  C A N A V E R A L , F la . 
(A P) —  Two spacewalking astro­
nauts resumed construction on the 
international space station Tuesday 
for the first time in more than 3 
1/2 years, an,d N A S A  pronounced 
the outing a success, even though 
a small bolt floated away.

“I felt today like this is w hat 
N A S A  is supposed to d o ,” lead 
space station flight director John 
M cCullough. “T his is what we’re 
here to do.”

T he spacewalk to attach a new 
17 1/2'ton box-like truss section 
included  th e  c o n n e c tin g  o f 13 
wires or tubes and fhe tightening 
or loosening of 167 bolts.

N A S A  managers downplayed 
an astronaut’s concern about the 
1 1/2-inch bolt that came flying 
free.

Astronaut Joe Tanner was work­
ing with the bolt, w hich had an 
attached spring, when the washer 
hold ing  it in  fe ll off. T h e  b o lt 
and spring floated over the head 
o f astronaut H eid em arie S te fa - 
nyshyn-Piper and skittered across 
the truss.

W hile the washer went out into 
space safely. Tanner worried the

bolt and spring could get into the 
truss’s wiring and tubing and caus­
ing problems.

“I just hope that bolt is on its 
way to M other Earth right now and 
not on its way” to a crucial jo in t in 
the addition. Tanner said.

Even though N A SA  didn’t have 
any video showing the bolt missing 
the m echanism , managers at an 
afternoon  news con feren ce  said 
they are certain that the bolt flew 
off into space harmlessly.

, “It’s'pretty trivial,” M cCullough 
said. “It didn’t go inside.”

Space debris can be dangerous 
if it punctures space station walls 
or spacesuits and can jam  crucial 
mechanisms.* However, spacewalk- 
ers have a long history o f losing 
material in space. In July, Discovery 
spacewalkers lost a 14-inch  spatula 
that floated away.

T h e free-flying bolt marred an 
otherwise successful and speedy six- 
hour, 26-minute spacewalk Tuesday 
morning. Two more spacewalks are 
planned for later this week.

“You did a phenomenal job and 
set the bar very high for the rest 
of the assembly,” M ission Control 
told the crew when the spacewalk

ended late Tuesday morning.
W earing bulky suits and gloves. 

Tanner and Piper zipped through 
a jam -packed list of arduous but 
mundane construction tasks, put­
ting N A SA  ahead of schedule in 
co n n e ctin g  th e  ad d ition . W ith  
extra tim e. M ission C o n tro l as­
signed them  eight extra  jobs of 
bolt removing and cover unlatch­
ing that would have been part of a 
Thursday spacewalk.

A tlan tis  astronauts Dan Bur­
bank and Steve M acLean will head 
into space on Wednesday.

T h e spacewalk was a first for 
rookie astronaut Piper, who joined 
an elite club of female spacewalk­
ers.

O nly  six o th er w om en have 
participated in any o f the 159 U .S . 
spacewalks, and only one has gone 
on any of the 118 Russian space- 
walks. A  major reason: Spacesuits 
are too big for most women, said 
Piper, who is 5 -fo o t-lO . “If  you 
fit in a suit then the easier it is to 
work,” she said.

T he 45-foot, $372 m illion ad­
d itio n  includes two e le c tr ic ity ­
generating solar arrays that will be 
unfurled on Thursday.

D FW  Airport enlists help in Wright Amendment fight
GRAPEVIN E (A P) —  Support­

ers of legislation to shrink Dallas 
Love Field and bar long flights there 
for eight more years have enlisted 
help in countering the charge that 
th eir proposal violates antitru st 
laws.

Four experts in antitrust law, 
including two former Federal Trade 
C om m ission m em bers, w rote to 
congressional leaders la«t week to say 
the restrictions are part of a necessary 
compromise to end a decades-long 
fight over Love Field.

T he proposed legislation, they 
said, “will be far better for airline 
competition and consumers than the 
regime that prevails today— and that 
will continue to prevail if the legisla-, 
tion does not pass.”

The letter was released Tuesday

by officials o f D allas-Fort W orth 
International Airport. It was signed 
by former FTC  chairman Thomas B. 
Leary, former FTC  member Christine 
Varney, and two other private anti­
trust lawyers, Harry M. Reasoner of 
Vinson &  Elkins LLP and Janet L. 
McDayid of Hogan &  Hartson LLP.

The letter was intended to blunt 
a letter written two weeks ago by 
nine university antitrust'experts, who 
criticized the DFW bill pending in 
Congress. It also followed the leak of 
an unsigned memo from the Justice 
Department’s antitrust division, which 
said the bill would violate antitrust 
laws. The department, however, has 
not taken an official position.

The bill was introduced by Sen. 
Kay Bailey H utchison, R -Texas, 
and modeled on a deal cut by A M R

Corp.’s American Airlines, South­
west Airlines Co., DFW  Airport and 
the cities of Dallas and Fort Worth. It 
would eventually repeal a 1979 law 
called the Wright Amendment.

Critics, however, complain that re­
strictions on long flights at Love Field 
would remain for eight more years and 
that Love Field would shrink from 32 
gates to 20 gates, which could block 
other airlines from competing with 
incumbents American, Southwest and 
Continental Airlines Inc.

JetBlue Airways Corp., has said it 
would be interested in serving Love 
Field, near downtown Dallas, but not 
the more remote DFW  Airport.

T h e  Consum er Federation of 
A m erica  and Consum ers U n ion  
called the DFW  bill “anti-competi­
tive and anti-consumer.”

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Lawyers in Iraq murder case ask for new hearing
EL PA SO  (A P ) —  Lawyers for 

two U .S . soldiers facing murder 
charges stem m ing from a deadly 
raid in Iraq have asked for a new 
prelim inary hearing in the case, 
saying key witnesses and evidence 
were improperly excluded the first 
time.

Lawyers for Spc. W illiam  Hun- 
saker o f  Missouri and Pfc. Corey 
C lagett o f M oncks Corner, S .C ., 
last week filed objections and re­
quests for a new A rticle 32 hearing, 
the military equivalent to a civilian 
grand jury that determines if there’s 
sufficient evidence for trial.

H unsaker, C la g ett, Sp c. Jus- 
ton  R. G räber o f Buffalo, N .Y., 
and S ta ff  Sgt. Raymond L. G ir- 
ouard, whose hom etow n was not 
available, are accused of illegally 
shooting three men during a raid 
on a marshy Iraq island May 9. 
A n Army investigator has recom-

mended the soldiers face the death 
penalty if convicted.

T h e  soldiers, members of the 
Fort Cam pbell, Ky.-based 3rd B at­
talion, 187th  Infantry Regim ent, 
101st A irb orne D ivision , claim  
they were ordered to “kill all m ili­
tary-age males” on the island.

In three objections obtained by 
The Associated Press on Tuesday, 
C lagett’s Army lawyer, Capt. Sasha 
Rutizer, argued that defense requests 
for witnesses were denied. Rutizer 
said some witnesses, including the 
officer who appointed the lieuten­
ant colonel who earlier this month 
recommended the death penalty, 
were available to testify.

She also objected  to the inclu ­
sion o f some evidence, including 
an unsworn statem ent from C lag­
ett, and the denial of a request for 
a delay in the case,

R u tizer, who was in tra n s it

with the military Tuesday, did not 
immediately respond to an e-m ail 
request for com m ent.

M ichael W addington, Hunsa- 
ker’s civ ilian  lawyer, argued in an 
o b jectio n  th at the governm ent’s 
p rim ary  w itn e ss , P fc . B ra d ley  
Mason, has a documented history 
of lying. W addington said he was 
concerned Hunsaker could face the 
death penalty based on question­
able testimony.

“W e h av e  serio u s c o n ce rn s  
about us not being able to see evi­
dence,” W addington said Tuesday. 
“W hat we are asking is that they 
reopen the hearing and allow all 
this ... evidence in, to allow this 
A rticle  32 officer to make a fair 
hearing.”

W addington also argued that 
by denying “vital eyewitness tes­
tim ony” and classifying “relevant 
evidence” before the hearing, the

defense couldn’t present its best 
case at the August A rticle  32 hear­
ing in Iraq.

A ccording to an order issued 
in July by Lt. C ol. James P. D aniel 
Jr., the investigating officer who 
led the hearing, evidence that is 
classified and could not be used 
in the hearing included an earlier 
investigation, documents relating 
to the rule of engagement given to 
the soldiers before the raid outside 
Samarra, about 60 miles north of 
Baghdad, and other documents.

The objections have been sent to 
Army prosecutors, who did not im--J  ̂
mediately respond to e-mail requests 
for comment, and other officials who 
ordered the investigation.

T h e  soldiers have been jailed  
in Kuwait since their arrests. They 
are e x p ected  to  stand  tr ia l on 
murder and other charges at Fort 
Cam pbell.

thanked Syrian officials and called 
for 'Damascus to “become an ally and 
make the choice of fighting against 
terrorists.”

But Syria responded with a sharp 
criticism of the United States, blaming 
its policies in Lebanon, Iraq and the 
Palestinian territories for increasing 
Islamic militancy.

“It is regrettable that U .S. poli­
cies in the Middle East have fueled 
extremism, terrorism and anti-U .S. 
sentim ent,” the Syrian Embassy in 
Washington said in a statement. “The 
U .S. should ... start looking at the 
root causes of terrorism and broker a 
comprehensive peace in the Middle 
East.”

It curtly said that Syria “performed 
its duties” under the Geneva Conven­
tions to protect the embassy.

A nti-A m erican  sentim ent has 
been rising across the Middle East 
since Israel’s 34-day blitz of Hezbol­
lah in Lebanon that ended nearly a 
month ago, on top of turmoil in Iraq 
that many here blame on the United 
States.

There was no immediate claim of 
responsibility for the attack, but suspi­
cion immediately fell on a little-known 
al-Qaida offshoot called Jund al-Sham, 
Arabic for Soldiers of Syria.

Syria’s ambassador to the U .S ., 
Imad Moustapha, told The Associated 
Press it was too early to say but “it’s 
logically possible” Jund al-Sham was 
responsible.

If confirmed, it would be the bold­
est and most sophisticated attack yet 
by Jund al-Sham.

A t the State Department, deputy 
spokesman Tom Casey said: “Clearly, 
it was an organized terrorist attack or> 
our embassy. But exactly who was re­
sponsible for it and who they might be

affiliated with and what their motives 
áre, are, things that we’ll just have to 
look at as the days go on.”

The attackers came in two cars, 
one of them  an explosives-laden 
pickup truck. The first car pulled up 
in front of th e  embassy’s entrance 
and' three gunmen burst oüt. Shout­
ing “Allahu akbar” —  “God is great” 
—  they threw hand grenades and fired 
automatic weapons toward the gate 
and a Syrian guard post, sparking a 
15-minute gunbattle.

A t the same time, the truck —  
filled with pipe bombs rigged to gas 
canisters.—  pulled up to another gate 
on the other side of the triangle-shaped 
compound. But when the shooting

erupted, the driver ran away without 
detonating it. The driver was shot 
and arrested, and the truck did not 
explode.

After the attack, blood was splat­
tered on the sidewalk outside the 
embassy, along with the bumed-out 
car used by the gunmen-

The three attackers, who were all 
killed, tried to throw their grenades 
over the embassy’s white 15-foot-high 
walls, but none made it over. One blast 
peppered the wall with pockmarks.

Three Syrian security agents were 
wounded as well as 10 civilians and a 
Chinese diplomat who was watching 
the gunbattle from the rooftop of the 
Chinese Embassy across the street.

HP chair resigns after 
company leak probe

SA N  JO S E , C alif. (A P ) —  
H ew lett-Packard Chairw om an 
Patricia Dunn took the fall Tuesday 
after admitting she authorized an 
investigation that relied on “inap­
propriate techniques” to uncover 
who was leaking boardroom secrets 
to the media.

CEO Mark Hurd, who has the 
respect of Wall Street and is un­
tainted by the investigation at the 
computer and printer maker, will 
take over, vowing that its methods 
“have no place in HP.” HP’s stock 
rose to a 52-week high.

It was the culm ination of a 
scandal that has rocked Silicon 
Valley’s biggest and oldest technol­
ogy company, led to investigations 
by state and federal authorities, and 
raised questions about one of the 
most powerful women in corporate 
America.

Dunn, who initiated the probe 
in w hich private investigators 
impersonated HP directors and 
journalists to access their personal 
phone logs, will remain on the 
board after giving up the top job 
on Jan. 18. Hurd will add chairman 
to his existing positions of ch^ef 
executive and president, the com- 

, pany announced early Tuesday.
D irector George “Jay” Key- 

worth II, who acknowledged shar­
ing company inform ation with 
reporters, resigned from the board 
after refusing to do so in May.

Som e analysts said D unn’s 
demotion sent a message to inves­
tors that HP was ready to move on, 
while others said she should have 
been removed completely.

“She needed to go —  she had 
become a liability to the company 
whether she liked it or not,” said 
Morningstar analyst Mark Lanyon. 
“But just removing her from the 
chairperson role and keeping her on 
the board is a half-measure at best 
and probably not appropriate.

“There are still legal matters 
that could come down on the com­
pany,” he said, “and the issue is still 
festering with her there;”

Roger Kay, who follows HP as 
president of the market research 
firm Endpoint, Technologies As­
sociates, had a different take.

“I think the fact that they made 
the statement that she’s going to 
leave solves most of the problem,”

he said. “I don’t think it’s that mate­
rial precisely when she leaves.”

T he pressure on Dunn to step 
down rose sharply when Congress 
and federal investigators joined the 
probe of the scandal involving HP’s 
Board of Directors

O n Monday, the FBI-, the U .S. 
A ttorney for N orthern California 
and the House Energy and Commerce 
Com mittee all requested informa­
tion on HP’s investigation, which 
was already the subject of inquiries 
by the state attorney general, the 
Securities and Exchange Commission 
and the Federal Com munications 
Commission.

HP’s stock, meanwhile, remained 
immune to the spyilRig scandal. It 
continued a steady climb that began 
not long after the company revealed 
the questionable tactics of its leak 
investigation in a regulatory filing 
last week.

Shares of Hewlett-Packard Co. 
rose 87 cents, or nearly 2.4 percent, 
to $37.23 in afternoon trading on the 
New York Stock Exchange. Before 
Tuesday, they had traded in a 52-week 
range of $25.53 to $36.73.

Frank Gillett, vice president and 
principal analyst at Forrester R e­
search, said the market seems unfazed 
by the problems on HP’s board.

“I’m not hearing anything or 
seeing anything th at makes me 
concerned about the success of the 
products,” he said.

Hurd has won praise from Wall 
Street for a cost-cutting campaign 
that will have cut some 15,000 jobs 
by the end of this quarter.

“It makes perfect sense to give 
(Hurd) the chairmanship,” Kay said. 
“He has the character, personality 
and chops to do it. I can’t think of 
anyone else you would want to run 
the company at this point.”

Hurd said in a statement he was 
“taking action to ensure that inap­
propriate investigative techniques 
will not be employed again. They 
have no place in HP,” he said.

Dunn was angry about media leaks 
of confidential board discussions and 
commissioned an unnamed outside 
firm to ideittify th eir source. The 
.inyestigators, used. Spciqf .Security, 
numbers and other personal informa­
tion to gêt photie companies to turn 
over detailed logs of home phone calls 
of reporters and company directors.
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B raffs la s t  Kiss’ a dark journey

Zach Braff is the type of actor who 
knows what he wants out of a film. He 
said even though he didn’t direct his 
upcoming picture, “The Last Kiss,” 
he still gave little pointers to director 
Tony Goldwyn.

“Inherent in being a director is 
having a very strong opinion about 
things,” Bra^said. “W hen I started 
making this movie with, Tony, I was 
very lucky that he liked ‘Garden 
State’ and respected me a lot and was 
a really collaborative director, ‘cause 
otherwise I th ink we would have 
driven each other crazy.”

Audiences will have to wait until 
Friday to first see Braff’s first live- 
action movie since 2004’s “Garden 
State,” but Braff said he suspects a 
lot of people will be going into the 
theater with the wrong idea.

“This isn’t ‘Garden State 2,’ and I’m 
not going to make ‘Garden State 2,’” 
he said. “I think this is a darker movie. 
I mean, I don’t want people to be sur­
prised and think they’re going into a 
lighthearted romantic comedy.”

The film is a coming-of-age story 
for anyone who d id n’t com e of 
age until after their 20s. Braff stars 
alongside Jacinda Barrett (“Ladder 
49”) as a 30-year-old who is begin­
ning to contemplate marriage with 
his girlfriend, Barrett.

The film focuses on that major 
cornerstone in someone’s life when 
things start to be planned out and 
youthful spontaneity fades. Waiting 
around the turn for Braff is Rachel 
Bilson (“The O C ”), who starts to 
make him rethink the relationship 
with Barrett.

As Bilson and Braff grow closer in 
the film, her character begins to lean 
toward stalker material.

“The film takes you to a very dark 
place,” Braff said.

Bilson, who is known for her fluffy 
and airy-character Summer on “The 
O C ,” said switching gears and playing 
someone so dark was a challenge.

“I had Zach behind^ the camera 
saying mean things to me to put me in 
the character,” she said. “He helped 
me a lot.”

B ilso n  said, sh e ’d nev er pur­
sued a man like she does in the 
film, although she suggests, calming 
breaths as a solution for anyone who 
finds themselves falling into stalker 
mode.

W hile this is second movie in 
which Braff has played a character 
who is both lost and confused, he said 
he does not go out Searching for these 
roles —  they simply come to him.

“I’m lost at every age,” Braff said. 
“I always feel like I’m lost. Maybe 
that’s the kind of story I’m interested 
in telling right now. I don’t know.”

After reading the script, Bxaff said 
he felt the story was right for him.

“I read it, and it felt like a movie 
I would want to go see and a movie 
that was speaking to me and my 
friends and sort of what we were go­
ing through,” he said.

Bilson, who is just starting to 
make the transition to the silver 
screen, said she was attracted to the 
project when she heard Paul Haggis 
(“M illion Dollar Baby”) was writing 
the script and Braff was slated to star 
alongside her.

“I saw the original Italian film 
and loved it,” she said, referencing 
“L’Ultim o Bacio,” the picture that 
inspired “The Last Kiss.”

For Bilson, taking on the role of ’ 
a “Fatal A ttraction” type of woman 
came as a challenge. She said she had 
to tap into her “darker” side for a lot 
of her scenes.

Braff said he was attracted  to 
the story because he liked the idea 
of examining marriage. He said the 
divorce of his parents and others left 
a lasting impact on him.

“I think it’s a movie about just, 
you know, examining this concept 
of marriage and what it means in 
today’s world where people don’t 
stay married very long and (there is) 
this romanticized concept of staying 
together for your entire life,” Braff 
said.

Unlike “Garden State,” the film 
“The Last Kiss” does not end in the 
familiar and tidy fashion that people 
have become accustomed to. Braff 
said Haggis decided to change the 
ending from the original.

“They wrapped their ending re­
ally sort of neat,” he said. “We just 
figured that we would end slightly 
more ambiguous.”

After two movies of being lost 
and facing that young-adult crisis, 
Braff said he still doesn’t fear he is 
being typecast as the same character, 
because his role in “The Last Kiss” is a 
world away from his part in “Garden 
State.”

A fter each question regarding 
“Garden State,” Braff began his reply 
with a heavy sigh before explaining 
the differences betw een the two 
movies. He said he is interested in 
working on films from a variety of 
genres at this point in his career.

“I mean I’m 31, but I feel like 
I’m 25, and I just share with people 
what I like,” he said. “I think there 
are people out there that have very 
different tastes in movies and music 
than  I do. Obviously, th a t’s why 
there’s gangster rap and ‘Herbie the 
Love Bug.’” ■ .

Tipple unveils online movie store, gadget that connects online video to T V
SAN FR A N C ISC O  (A P) —  Seeking to further push digital media into 

homes, Apple Computer launched its long-awaited online movie service 
Tuesday and showed off a device that will make it easier for consumers to 
watch the videos on television.

The iTunes Music Store, however, will initially carry movies only from 
the studios of The W alt Disney Co., where Apple CEO  Steve Jobs is a board 
member. By contrast, Amazon.com Inc.’s movie service launched last week 
with distribution deals with seven studios —  but not Disney.

Jobs said more than 75 films will be available on iTunes from W alt Dis­
ney Pictures, Pixar, Touchstone Pictures and Miramax. New releases will 
be priced at $12.99, when pre-ordered and during the first week of sale, or 
$14.99 afterward. Library titles will be sold for $9.99 each.

Other online movie services already exist but haven’t attracted many 
customers. Apple, however, is already being cast as a leading competitor 
with its entry.

Several sources at Hollywood studios said disagreements over pricing

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and Other issues remain unresolved, but some analysts expect it’ll only be a 
matter of time before more distribution deals are inked.

Part of the reason is the credibility that Apple has gained already with 
its online music and T V  show offerings: more than 45 million T V  pfogfams 
have been downloaded since they first became available on iTunes less than 
a year ago, and more than 1.5 billion songs have been purchased from the 
online store.

Another reason is Apple’s strategy of bringing digital content stored on 
a computer and playing it back on a television —  a challenge that has so 
far dogged online video providers and other companies looking to expand 
digital multimedia, into the mainstream market.

As many expected, Apple is tackling that problem.
A t a media event Tuesday, Jobs also showed off a slim, compact set-top 

box, dubbed iTV, that will allow consumers to wirelessly send movies pur­
chased online -i— as well as other digital content stored on a computer —  to 
a television set. It will sell for $299 and be available early next year.

W ith iT V  digital content stored on computers could more easily be 
played on TVs, Jobs-said.

“We think it completes the picture here. Now I could download content 
from iTunes. I could enjoy it on my computer, my iPod and my big-screen 
television in the living room,” he said.

The device, which looks like a much flatter biit slightly wider version of the 
Mac mini computer, will work with Windows-based or Mac computers that use 
the iTunes software to manage multimedia files. Apple’s senior vice president 
of worldwide marketing Phil Schiller said the product is designed to work best 
with flat-panel televisions formatted for widescreen viewing. He refused to 
elaborate on other product details, such as what strain of wireless technology 
will be used to address potential video delivery-hiccup problems.

Similar media appliances that are designed to link a PC to a television 
already exist, but none have gained much traction, analysts say.

As a result, relatively few PCs these days are hooked up to television sets. 
And though others, such as cable providers and startups like Akimbo Systems 
Inc., have introduced set-top-boxes and services to deliver on-demand videos 
and T V  shows through a broadband Internet connection, full-length feature 
films from major Hollywood studios either aren’t on their libraries, or are 
only available on a rental basis.

TECH'S SMALLER SIDE
Three students start club to cheer on, support non-revenue athletic teams

Fans fill Jones A T & T  Stadium and 
United Spirit Arena by the thousands 
to support the Texas Tech football and 
basketball teams, but the less observed 
sports at Tech have quite a smaller 
following.

Robert Cavazos, a junior business 
marketing major from San Antonio, 
said he is out to change that with a 
campus organization called Tech Small 
Sports.

“The idea came freshman year,” 
Cavazos said. “I was checking out the 
athletic W eb site and saw that we 
had many sports events on campus. I 
decided it would be cool to go to all of 
them. I enlisted my friends for the first 
volleyball tournament, and that’s pretty 
much how it started.”

Cavazos, president of Tech Small 
Sports, said he and his friends had so 
much fun at the volleyball tournament 
that they started attending different 
events.

“We had such a great time that we 
just kept going,” Cavazos said. “We 
started going to soccer games and got 
the idea to form the group in October 
of20G4.”

W hat started out as a group of 
friends taking advantage of free en­
tertainment on campus turned into 
the idea to create a group for students 
supporting Tech  athletics on the 
smaller scale.

“We created the Facebook group to 
give us legitimacy,” Cavazos said. “From 
that point on, we kept going to different 
sporting events on campus.”

Athletes who participate in sports 
with low fan attendance appreciate the 
presence of spectators at games and of­
fer personal gratitude to the members of 
Tech Small Sports, Cavazos said.

“The athletes really love us,” he 
said. “Whenever they see us on campus, 
they always thank us for coming to sup­
port them and ask us to come back.” 

Junior electrical engineering major 
from Dallas and vice president of Tech

Small Sports, Kevin McKissick, said 
even though the games are not nation­
ally televised, the competition is the 
reason he goes to the games.

“It just became really fun because it’s 
Big 12 competition,” McKissick said. 
“Competition makes everything frm.” 

Shane Costilla, a junior clinical 
lab sciences major from Dallas who 
refers to himself as the “Kelly Johnson 
expert,” said one of the most rewarding 
experiences of Tech Small Sports was 
winning pizza for a year.

“They always have this promotion 
at volleyball games where everyone 
lines up on one side of the net and hit 
the ball over,” Costilla said. “There 
are five pizza boxes on the other side. I 
ended up getting lucky and hitting one. 
They opened it up and told me I won 
free pizza for a year. They do that at 
pretty much all of the home games.” 

He also said supporting the teams 
and Texas Tech is ian important reason 
to join their organization.

“W e want more people in the 
stands,” Costilla said. “It’s kind of 
depressing that we have such a big 
stadium and no one is in it.”

For Justin Jones, a charter member 
of Tech Small Sports, support comes 
in many different forms —  including 
getting in the heads of the opposing 
team members.

“We were sitting at the volleyball 
game against Iowa State,” Jones said. 
“Since I went to high school in Iowa, 
Robert (Cavazos) asked me if I knew 
anyone on the team, and I told him 
that I that I went to high school with 
6ne of the girls from Iowa State and was 
acquaintances with her ex-boyfriend. 
Robert was like ‘W hat’s his name?’ 
and I told him his name. Robert started 
bellowing her boyfriend’s name across 
the gymnasium when she was serving. 
Everyone heard. Needless to say, she 
served the ball into the net.”

McKissick said he was the master­
mind behind a similar story.

“W e were at the Tech baseball 
game versus Kansas State and one of 
their player’s last name was Farr,” the

vice president said. “The player gets a 
base hit and he is on first base. We are 
sitting right behind him down the first 
hase line. I remembered that one of the 
female athlètes from Kansas State was 
named Farr too. So I began yelling at 
him asking him if he was related, and 
we got a response mid-pitch. He shook 
his head furiously no, then looked over 
at us when he got back on first. It was 
really funny.”

McKissick said because of the low 
turnout at small sporting events around 
Tech, it is easier to affect the minds of 
the players.

“We sit in the front row at volleyball 
games, so they hear us when they’re on 
the court,” McKissick said. ‘TTiere’s no 
one there, so they hear everything you 
say. We yell at (the other team) and 
mess them up.”

Cavazos said he has dedicated his 
college career to encouraging a larger 
turnout at Tech sporting events and has 
assisted in that through a sponsorship.

“Freshman year I told the student-  ̂
athletes that I knew that I would make 
it my mission to get more people to 
come out for the games,” he said. “We 
like to have promotional cookouts with 
food provided by Kiolbassa Provision 
Co. out of San Antonio, Texas.”

In 2005, Cavazos and the other 
members were successful in becom­
ing an official student organization at 
Texas Tech.

Tech Small Sports will be holding 
their next cookout Sept. 27 in the 
courtyard of Carpenter/Wells complex 
to kick off the volleyball game when

Kansas visits Tech.
“Everyone is invited to join us for 

free food and also go ip the volleyball 
game,” Cavazos said.

T h e  sport of soccer has been 
around for quite a while, and the 

. fans are considered to be an impor­
tant aspect of the game.

In  th e  days o f old European 
soccer, chants and songs o f fans 
could always be heard over the 
announcer’s voice. W ith thousands 
of people cheering, the individual 
shouts soon create a raucous noise 
that cannot be ignored by the op­
posing team . Pow erhouse team s 
like C helsea and Liverpool have 
adopted their own songs for fans 
to m em orize and re c ite  during 
games.

T he Texas Tech women’s soccer 
team wishes to do the same thing.

W ith  the addition o f 15 new 
freshm en and a new soccer field 
in the making, the Red Raiders 
adopted a new logo, several chants 
and the form ation of a team scarf 
to add to the already long-standing 
Tech traditions.

Head coach N eil M cGuire said 
the team adopted the new tradi­
tions in an attempt'to reinvent Red 
Raider soccer.

He said all the historical teams

in the W orld Cup had team chants 
and songs. W hen he played profes­
sional soccer in Scotland, his team 
had its own traditional songs.

“So why not the Red Raiders?” 
M cGuire said.

He said the new team traditions 
can  help  create  a fan base in a 
place where soccer is not the most 
popular sport.

“We are trying to develop soc­
cer in W est Texas,” he said. “And 
we are using W orld Cup soccer 
as a guideline. It (chanting) is a 
unique language of the entire world. 
Through my lifetime, it has always 
been a crucial part of the game.”

M cG u ire  said th e song they 
adopted for their team comes from 
a long history of Liverpool soccer. 
“You’ll N ever W alk A lo n e ,” by 
Gerry and the Pacemakers, started 
as Liverpool’s team chant.

Coach M cGuire said the chant 
was made famous by Liverpool fans 
who called themselves “T h e Kop.”

“T he Kop started European soc­
cer support,” he said. “Every club 
has its unique chant. T he Kop set 
the tone.”

According to a W eb site about 
the Liverpool soccer club at http:// 
w w w .liverpoolm useum s.org, the

Kop have been chanting for L iv­
erpool since 1906. T h e  W eb site 
states the Kop played an important 
part during the club’s glory years 
when they had the top players in 
the world.

C oach M cGuire said he wants 
his fans to sing “You’ll N ever W alk 
A lone” at the games while waving 
the team scarves in the air. He said 
he wants to recreate that historical 
feeling of soccer fans chanting for 
their team.

'^McGuire invited all the team ’s 
fans out to the R.P. Fuller stadium 
on Thursday to teach  them  the 
new chants and pass out the team 
scarves.

“W e had a great turnout,” he 
said. “It is exciting to see so many 
fans interested.”

D uring th e  ev en t,^ M cG u ire  
showed his fans a video of the Kop, 
while stressing the importance of 
adopting the tradition, to help his 
team gain confidence.

“W e want our fans to form to ­
gether,” he said. “T h e idea is that 
you become the Kop. You recreate 
the Kop. I believe it will help us 
grow as a team. If this is successful, 
I have no doubt that we can perform 
at the highest level.”

• T h e  Red Raider fans immedi­
ately bought into the idea.

W hen Tech played Prairie View 
A & M  Friday, more than 800 fans 
showed up, all wearing a red scarf 
and ready to sing the new chants.

Each time Tech scored, the fans 
roared with an “O H ” song, as they 
watched the Red Raiders dominate 
the opponent.

W hen the game ended and Tech 
shut-ou t Prairie View 1 0-0 , the 
Red Raiders ran across the field to 
meet the fans, with “You’ll Never 
W alk A lone” playing over the loud 
speakers. T h e  fans m atched the 
team ’s enthusiasm as they recited 
the song while waving the scarves 
in the air.

S o p h o m o re  forw ard  C h essa  
Purser, who raked in 5 goals in the 
game Friday, said it was a great feel­
ing to hear the fans from the field.

S h e  said it helps th e  tea m ’s 
confidence shoot through the roof 
when playing behind the scream­
ing crowd.

“I loved it. T he fans helped us 
out. a lo t,” she said. “It is so much 
different from last year. It is great 
to be a part of a whole new tradi­
tion .”

Landis attorney wants doping charges dismissed

In  a le tte r  sen t to  th e  U .S . 
A n ti-D o p in g  A gency, a tto rn ey  
Howard Jacob s disputed th e  a c ­
curacy o f the carbon isotope ratio 
tests perform ed on L and is’ urine 
sam ple at a lab in France.

Jacobs also argued the analysis 
o f a d ifferent test, th e  testoster^ 
o n e-ep itesto stero n e  analysis, “is 
rep lete w ith  fundam ental, gross 
e rro rs ,” in c lu d in g  m ism atch ed  
sam p le  co d e  n u m b ers . Ja c o b s  
said th e  positive finding on the 
backup ‘B ’ sam ple cam e from  a 
sam ple num ber n o t assigned to 
Landis., .................

“I t ’s incredib ly  sloppy” work, 
Ja c o b s  said M onday in  a te le ­
p h o n e in terv iew  w ith  The A s­
sociated Press. “It has to  m ake 
you w onder about th e  accuracy 
o f the w ork.”^

B o th  Landis and U S A D A  had 
rep resentatives at th e  testing  o f 
th e  ‘B ’ sam ple.

Jacques de Ceaurriz, the head 
o f the F ren ch  lab th a t conducted  
th e Landis tests, had no im m e­
d iate  co m m en t, h is o ffice  said 
Tuesday.

U S A D A  general cou nsel T ra ­
vis Tygart said the doping agency 
c o u ld n ’t co m m e n t o n  s p e c if ic  
cases but n oted  it is n o t unusual 
for a th le tes  and th e ir  attorneys 
to  seek dism issal o f cases.

“O ur standard process allows 
all a th le tes  to m ake a subm ission

to the U S A D A  review board, and 
those subm issions are seriously 
considered  prior to  any case go­
ing forw ard,” Tygart said.

A  review  board is exp ected  
to  issue a re co m m en d a tio n  on 
L a n d is ’ case  so m e tim e  in  th e  
n e x t w eek. T h a t  process could  
be delayed if U S A D A  responds 
d irectly  to  Ja co b s ’ le tter.

I f  th e  rev iew  board  re c o m ­
m ends san ctio n s against Landis, 
h e  is exp ected  to  appeal and ask 
for an arb itration  hearing. Jacobs 
has said he would seek a public 
hearing , and U S A D A  has said it 
would agree to  th at.

The 
bigger factor is that Rom o hasn’t 
done enough to prove he deserves 
to start.

Actually, le t’s clarify that: He 
hasn’t done anything, period, in 
the 49 games since he’s been on the 
roster. (W ell, he’s been the holder a 
bunch of times, but Parcells hasn’t 
even let him try to throw a pass on a 
fake field goal.)

Thus, a priority this week should 
be ending the bizarre fact that Romo 
has been around for so long, and is 
already locked up for next season, 
without having thrown a pass.

It’s time to see what he’s got. And 
Sunday night at home against Wash­
ington is as good of a time as any 
—  better than waiting for Bledsoe to 
get hurt or play so badly the decision 
becomes obvious.

Parcells needs to come up with 
a plan for breaking in Romo, then 
stick with it.

Tell Romo he’s going to play, say, 
the first drive of the second quarter 
no matter what. He’s got to put him 
in regardless of whether Bledsoe is 
lO-for-10 or the Cowboys take over at 
their 1-yard line. Maybe even script 
Romo’s first few plays and let him get 
comfortable with them in practice 
this week.

Most college tennis teams begin 
their season with warm'up matches 
or tournaments, but that is not the 
case for the 2006 Texas Tech men’s 
tennis team.

The Red Raiders begin their season 
playing against some of the best tennis 
players in the world at the $50,000 
Challenger, with qualifying begin' 
ning this weekend and the main draw 
beginning Monday at the McLeod 
Tennis Center.

Coach Tim Siegel, entering his 
13th season with the Red Raiders, said 
this is a great opportunity for some of 
his players.

“This is the second $50,000 Chah 
lenger we’ve hosted,” Siegel said. 
“The players rank from 100 '250 in 
the world.”

Some notable professionals who 
will be competing include Robert 
Kendrick, No. 138 in the world. Ken' 
drick recently had a good showing at 
Wimbledon, losing to No. 2'ranked 
player in the world Rafael Nadal in 
five sets.

Two other professionals compet' 
ing include Bobby Reynolds and Sam 
Querrey, ranked at No. 156 and No. 
157 in the world, respectively.

Junior Tech athlete Bojan Szuman' 
ski received a main draw spot in the 
tournament by winning an intra'team 
tournament earlier this week.

“I think Bojan will represent Texas 
Tech very well,” Siegel said. “This is his 
first tournament back with Tech since 
he was injured and is looking forward 
to competing.”

Three other Tech players will 
receive qualifying wild card spots and 
play on Saturday: Dimitrio Martinez, 
Adrian Prpic and Sinisa Markovic 

Siegel said he feels good about what 
his team can accomplish this year.

“We have been real successful the 
last few years, and we didn’t lose any 
players from last year’s team,” Siegel 
said. “W e’ve got depth, we’ve got 
experience and most importantly we 
have good, hard workers.”

Three players stand out to Siegel 
entering the 2006'07 season: Szuman'

ski, Martinez and Prpic.
“I think those three guys are the 

backbone of our team,” he said. “They’re 
older and more experienced.”

Szumanski, a junior, was ranked as 
high as 21st nationally his sophomore 
season. He redshirted last season be' 
cause of tom ligaments in his ankle. 
He has played at the top of the lineup 
the previous two years and Siegel said 
he thinks sitting out will help him even 
more and will most likely make him 
their No. 1 player.

Tech is also returning last year’s 
No. 1 and NCAA qualifier in Prpic. 
The junior was No. 7 his freshman 
season before making the jump to No. 
1 last year.

“I don’t think that has ever been

done that someone goes from No. 
7 to No. 1 and make’s the N CA A  
tournament,” Siegel said. “So the 
improvement he has made has been 
fantastic.”

Martinez, the No. 2 player last 
year, earned AlLBig 12 honors last 
season.

Rounding out the Tech team 
is senior Teddy DiBlasi along with 
sophomores M arkovic, Christian 
Rojmar and Michael Breler.

Siegel said walk'ons Jay Wofford, 
James Wilson and Greg Jones all have 
worked hard and will get opportunities 
to play this fall.

Siegel is optimistic about his team’s 
chances of being a top 25 program this 
year, and this past week has been the

best opening week of practice any of 
his teams have had in his 15 years as 
a head coach, he said.

His feelings about his team, along 
with his wife and three daughters, are 
reasons he rejected an offer by Texas 
A(SlM last month to take over their 
head coaching duties.

“I think family is what kept me 
here,” Siegel said. “I also love the guys 
on my team and will have them pretty 
much for the next two years.”

T he qualifying rounds for the 
Challenger will begin 10 a.m. Sat' 
urday at the McLeod Tennis Center 
and the tournament will run through 
Sept. 24. Students can get in free with 
proper school identification.
