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County commissioners
enact burn ban

Howard County is now
back under a burn ban.

At their meeting Wednes-
day afternoon, Howard Coun-
ty Commissioners voted
unanimously to approve the
ban requested by Howard
County Volunteer Fire Chief
Mitchell Hooper.

"I'd like to enact a burn ban,"
Hooper told the commission-
ers during the meeting. "I know there's still
plenty of moisture in the ground, but with it
being winter and the grass being dormant,
there's still the potential for wildfires."

Hooper said careless behavior can still

cause fires even in the winter months.

"We had one (fire) the last wind storm we
had, it was probably 100 yards from a barbed-
wire fence that went into some heavy brush
and canyon and stuff," Hooper said. "Nobody
was out there, it was some oil company that
just lit them off, and they didn't stay out
there."

The newly enacted burn ban will last 90
days, ending in March.

In other business, commissioners heard
a report on preparations for the Funtastic
Fourth Independence Day celebration, held
annually in downtown Big Spring. Some
commissioners had misgivings about the

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As protectors abandon Trump, investigation draws closer

NEW YORK (AP) — President Donald Trump has
now been abandoned by two of his most powerful
protectors, his longtime lawyer and the company
that owns the National Enquirer tabloid, bringing
a perilous investigation into his campaign one step
closer to the Oval Office.

Both Michael Cohen and American Media Inc.
now say they made hush money payments to a
porn star and a Playboy Playmate for the purposes
of helping his 2016 White House bid, a campaign
finance violation. The women alleged affairs with
Trump, and federal prosecutors say the payments
were made at Trump's direction.

The admissions by Cohen and AMI conflict with
Trump's own evolving explanations. Since the
spring, Trump has gone from denying knowledge
of any payments to saying they would have been
private transactions that weren't illegal.

On Twitter Thursday, Trump contended he "nev-
er directed" his former personal lawyer to break
the law. He tweeted that Cohen "was a lawyer and
he is supposed to know the law."

Cohen pleaded guilty to campaign finance charg-
es "in order to embarrass the president and get a
much reduced prison sentence,"” Trump tweeted.
He said the charges were "unrelated to me."

Though prosecutors have implicated Trump in
a crime, they haven't directly accused him of one,
and it's not clear that they could bring charges
against a sitting president even if they want to be-
cause of Justice Department protocol.

Nonetheless, Trump's changing explanations

have clouded the public under-
standing of what occurred and
are running head-on into facts
agreed to by prosecutors, AMI
and Cohen, who pleaded guilty
to campaign finance violations
and other crimes and was sen-
tenced on Wednesday .

"You now have a second de-
fendant or group of defendants
saying that these payments
were made for the primary
purpose of influencing the
election, and that it was done
in coordination with Trump
and his campaign," said Rick
Hasen, an election law expert
at the University of California,
Irvine.

Trump's first explanation
of the payment that would
eventually help lead Cohen to
a three-year prison sentence
came at 35,000 feet over West
Virginia.

Returning to Washington
on Air Force One, Trump on
April 6 for the first time an-
swered questions about the
reports of $130,000 in hush money paid to porn star
Stormy Daniels, issuing a blanket denial to report-
ers while saying they would "have to ask Michael
Cohen."

Three days later, the FBI raided Cohen's office,
seizing records on topics including the payment
to Daniels. Furious, Trump called the raid a "dis-
grace" and said the FBI "broke into" his lawyer's of-
fice. He also tweeted that "Attorney-client privilege
is dead!"

The raid was overseen by the U.S. attorney's of-
fice in Manhattan and arose from a referral from
special counsel Robert Mueller, who is investigat-
ing Russian election interference. At the time, Co-
hen said he took out a personal line of credit on his
home to pay Daniels days before the 2016 election
without Trump's knowledge.

Later that month in a free-wheeling "Fox &
Friends" interview, Trump acknowledged that Co-
hen represented him in the "crazy Stormy Daniels
deal."

In May, Trump and his attorneys began saying
Cohen received a monthly retainer from which he
made payments for nondisclosure agreements like
the one with Daniels. In a series of tweets, Trump
said those agreements are "very common among
celebrities and people of wealth" and "this was a
private agreement."

People familiar with the investigation say Co-
hen secretly recorded Trump discussing a poten-
tial payment for former Playboy Playmate Karen
McDougal two months before the election. On the
tape, Cohen is heard saying that he needed to start
a company "for the transfer of all of that info regard-
ing our friend David," a possible reference to David

access to county offices, and Commaissioner Oscar

Pecker, Trump's friend and president of AMI.

When Cohen began to discuss financing, Trump
interrupted him and asked, "What financing?"

"We'll have to pay," Cohen responded.

Prosecutors announced Wednesday that AMI
acknowledged making one of those payments "in
concert" with the Trump campaign to protect him
from a story that could have hurt his candidacy.
The company avoided prosecution under a deal
with prosecutors.

In August, Cohen pleaded guilty to campaign fi-
nance violations and other charges, saying he and
Trump arranged the payment of hush money to
Daniels and McDougal to influence the election.
That next day, Trump argued that making the pay-
ments wasn't a crime and that the matter was a civil
dispute, then took a swipe at his former employee.

"If anyone is looking for a good lawyer, I would
strongly suggest that you don't retain the services
of Michael Cohen!" he tweeted.

Earlier this week, Trump compared his situa-
tion to one involving President Barack Obama's
2008 campaign. The Federal Election Commission,
which typically handles smaller campaign finance
violations, where the actions aren't willful, with
civil penalties that are typically fines, docked the
Obama campaign $375,000 for regulatory civil vio-
lations. The fines stemmed from the campaign's
failure to report a batch of contributions, totaling
nearly $1.9 million, on time in the final days of the
campaign.

But legal analysts said the accusations against
Trump could amount to a felony because they re-
volve around an alleged conspiracy to conceal pay-
ments from campaign contribution reports - and
from voters. It's unclear what federal prosecutors
in New York will decide to do if they conclude that
there is evidence that Trump himself committed a
crime.

The Justice Department, in opinions issued by its
Office of Legal Counsel, has said a sitting president
cannot be indicted because a criminal case would
interfere with the duties of the commander in
chief. Prosecutors in the Southern District of New
York, and with Mueller's office, would presumably
be bound by that legal guidance unless the Justice
Department were to nullify the opinions.

Politically, Trump's shifting claims could harm
his credibility with voters, but legally they may not
make much of a difference.

"It's not clear to me that he's made any false state-
ments in legal documents that could open him to
liability for perjury," Hasen said.

For the payments themselves to be a crime rather
than a civil infraction, prosecutors would need to
show that Trump knew that what he was doing was
wrong when he directed Cohen to pay the women
and that he did so with the goal of benefiting his
campaign.

Trump has not yet laid out a detailed defense,
though he could conceivably argue that the pay-
ments were made not for the purposes of advancing
his campaign but rather to prevent sex stories from
emerging that would be personally humiliating to
him and harm his marriage.

That argument was
advanced by former

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U.S. Transportation
Secretary
announces major
Texas infrastructure
and transportation
investment

WASHINGTON - U.S. Transportation Secretary
Elaine L. Chao today announced more than $100,000,000
in discretionary grant funding to five infrastructure
projects in the state of Texas. These grants are funded
through the Better Utilizing Investments to Leverage
Development (BUILD) Transportation Grants pro-
gram which supports road, rail, transit, and port in-
frastructure projects across the country.

“BUILD grants are targeted local investments that
will increase safety, create jobs, and modernize our
country’s infrastructure,” said U.S. Transportation
Secretary Elaine L. Chao.

The Department awarded $20,000,000 to the Alliance
Texas/Haslet Accessibility Improvement Project. The
project is comprised of three components: (1) construc-
tion of Haslet Parkway as a new four-lane divided thor-
oughfare from I-35W to FM 156 and Avondale-Haslet
Road; (2) extension of Intermodal Parkway as a four-
lane divide thoroughfare from its current terminus
south to the new Haslet Parkway facility; and (3) wid-
ening of Avondale-Haslet Road to a four-lane divided
thoroughfare from FM 156 to the Haslet city limits.

An additional $25,000,000 was awarded to the
Glasscock County and Reagan County Improve-
ment Project. The project comprises a portfolio of
improvements along SH 137, including widening
to add new turn lanes and reconstructing the ex-
isting at-grade roadway geometry on SH 158 and
SH 137 to a grade-separated overpass and inter-
change. The design of these improvements will ac-
commodate future installation of fiber.

An additional $20,000,000 was awarded to the Berth
6 Expansion: Multimodal On-Dock Rail Project. This
project extends the Port Arthur Berth 5 wharf approxi-
mately 1,000 feet to create Berth 6 as a crane-capable
pile-supported wharf, including a tied-back bulkhead
and a cargo-handling laydown area. The project also
modifies and expands the existing rail system to pro-
vide a direct connection between the existing rail spur
and the dock tracks at Berth 5 and Berth 6.

The Department also awarded $14,050,000 to the
BUILDingBrazos Transit District: Bus Replacement
Project. The project will replace more than 30 buses,
including approximately 12 Brazos Transit District
diesel buses and approximately 17 Texas A&M Univer-
sity diesel buses.

The Department also awarded $25,000,000 to the Win-
kler County Improvement Project. This project recon-
structs the existing at-grade roadway geometry to a
grade-separated interchange with SH 302 over SH 115.

Demand for BUILD grants far exceeded available
funds, and the locally-driven nature of the applications
was clear in their volume and geographic diversity.
Eight hundred and fifty-one eligible applications from
all 50 states, as well as U.S. territories, and the District
of Columbia, were sent in response to the BUILD No-
tice of Funding Opportunity (NOFO), nearly double
the applications received in 2017. Overall, applicants
in 2018 requested more than $10.9 billion in funding.

Project applications were evaluated by a team of 222
career staff in the Department and selected based on
established criteria. The criteria included safety, eco-
nomic competitiveness, quality of life, environmental
protection, and state of good repair. Further criteria
included innovation, such as projects supporting Au-
tonomous Vehicles infrastructure, broadband service
to underserved communities, as well as projects that
demonstrate partnerships between the public and pri-
vate sectors, and non-Federal revenue for transporta-
tion infrastructure investments. The Department pri-
oritized rural projects that aligned with the criteria
and addressed rural infrastructure needs.

The BUILD Transportation Grants re-balance a ten-
year, historical underinvestment in rural communi-
ties. Rural applications more than doubled from the
previous year’s TIGER applications. Underinvest-
ment in rural infrastructure has led to a decline in the
routes that connect communities in rural America.
In this round, in which 59 percent of the applications
were for rural projects, 62 projects were awarded to ru-
ral grant applications.

(SAN ANTONIO) — With win-
ter break around the corner, even
more children and families across
the state will struggle with the
threat of hunger.

“We are so grateful for our partner-
ship with H-E-B and their commit-
ment to help narrow the hunger
gap in Texas.”

In 2016, more than 15.5 million
U.S. households were faced with
the threat of hunger, a recent re-
port from the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture shows. From
2014-2016, 1.4 million (one in seven)
Texas households faced the threat
of hunger, and last year, one in
four children in Texas were at risk
of facing hunger. During this pe-
riod, Texas was one of just fifteen
states with greater food insecurity
than the entire nation.

Throughout the year, the H-E-B
Food Bank Assistance Program
works to raise awareness and bat-
tle hunger. Last year, the program
donated 33.2 million pounds of food
to families in need, and since 1982,
the year the program was founded,
H-E-B has donated more than 1 bil-
lion pounds of food to 5,500 non-
profit organizations in Texas and
Mexico.

Seattle: Later

school start helps kids get zzz

SEATTLE — High school students
are getting more sleep in Seattle, say
scientists studying later school start
times.

Teenagers wore activity monitors
to find out whether a later start to the
school day would help them get more
sleep. It did, adding 34 minutes of
slumber a night. They also reported
less daytime sleepiness, and grades
improved.

The Seattle School District changed
from a 7:50 a.m. start time to 8:45 a.m.
in the fall of 2016 for high schools and
most middle schools, joining dozens
of other U.S. school districts adopt-
ing later starts to help sleep-deprived
teens.

Teenagers' nightly sleep has de-
creased and most adolescents don't
get the recommended nine hours.
One culprit: Light from devices that
many teens use to chat, post and
scroll long after dark.

Franklin High School senior Ha-
zel Ostrowski, who took part in the
study, said sleeping later makes it
easier to pay attention during class
but she still struggles sometimes.

"Il wake up so tired I wish I could
go back to sleep. At night, I'll be on
my phone and I just want to stay up,"
she said.

Researchers worked with science
teachers at two high schools to find
out if students got more sleep after
the change or simply stayed up later.
Over two years, they recruited 178
sophomores to wear wristwatch-like
monitors for two weeks to track activ-
ity and light exposure. Results were
published Wednesday in the journal
Science Advances.

The scientists compared sleep hab-
its of sophomores in spring 2016,
before the change, to sleep habits of
sophomores from spring 2017, after
later start times went into effect.

Some measures held steady. Naps
and weekend sleep schedules didn't
chance On school nichts onlv a few

students stayed up later, not enough
to greatly budge the average.

What changed was wakeup time,
with morning activity starting about
45 minutes later on school days. Com-
bined with a slight shift to later bed-
times for a few, the average sleep du-
ration increased by 34 minutes.

Put another way, morning wakeup
time shifted from 6:24 a.m. to 7:08 a.m.
Falling asleep shifted only a tad, from
11:27 p.m. to 11:38 p.m.

"Given all the pressures keeping
our teenagers awake in the evening
— screen time, social media — this is
a great thing to see," said Horacio de
la Iglesia, a University of Washington
biology professor who led the study.

Digging deeper, researchers ana-
lyzed schoolwide data on first-period
punctuality and attendance. Of the
two high schools, the one in a more af-
fluent area showed no difference year
to year. But the school in a poorer area
had less tardiness and fewer absences
after the change, a hint that later start
times could help with socioeconomic
learning gaps, the researchers said.

Exam scores and other grades in the
science classes increased year to year
by a small margin, but the authors
acknowledge that teachers' views on
the later start time could have uncon-
sciously boosted the grades they gave.

Most U.S. middle and high schools
start before 8:30 a.m., contrary to an
American Academy of Pediatrics
recommendation, said University
of Minnesota researcher Kyla Wahl-
strom, who studies the issue.

School districts resist, she said, be-
cause later start times disrupt bus
schedules and sports practices, and
rob parents of afternoon teenage baby
sitters to watch younger kids.

Prior studies relied on students re-
calling how much they slept. This
was the largest to use a stronger mea-
sure, the wearable monitor, she said.

Bringing the research into class-
rooms made it a learning experience
for students, Wahlstrom said, "a bril-
liant way to do it."

BIG SPRING - After trailing most of the game the
Steers showed why the have the nickname “Show-
time” in the fourth quarter and pulled away from
the Mustangs to get the convincing win. Jeremiah
Cooley led all scorers with 31 points on an impres-
sive 11-15 shooting from the floor and a perfect 2-2
from behind the arc. Cooley also led the Steers
defense with 13 rebounds, 4 steals and 4 blocks in
the game. Mikal Banks added 18 points on 3-7 from
the field and 3-8 from deep while also grabbing 4
rebounds and 4 steals on defense.

BIG SPRING - The Lady Steer just never could
find their rhythm against the Panthers Tuesday
night at Steer Gym. Big Spring shot the ball ex-
tremely poorly in the game going just 8-26 from the
field and 2-8 from three while turning the ball over
at an extremely high rate with 17 turnovers in the
first half alone and 28 for the entire game. With
a shooting percentage of 31% and both starting
guards with over six turnovers the fact that the
Lady Steers led for most of the game speaks to how

| inversely well they played on defense compared to

offense. Amber Martinez led the Lady Steers in
scoring with 10 points on 1-4 from the field and 2-5
from deep. Martinez also grabbed 4 rebounds and
2 steals but gave the ball away 6 times in the game.
Alexis Starr and Kayleigh Penny each added 7
points with Starr shooting 2-4 from the field and
0-2 from behind the arc. Starr had 7 big turnovers
in the game as well. Penny was a defensive pow-
erhouse on the floor despite only scoring 7 points.
Penny had 7 rebounds, 4 assists and and unbeliev-
able 12 steals in the game. Those steals along with
the dominant defense down low by Logan Terra-
zas, who had 11 rebounds, 4 blocks and 4 steals,
were a huge reason that the Lady Steers were able
to play so poorly offensively and still lead the Pan-
thers most of the game.

In the first quarter both teams had a hard time
getting the ball up the floor without turning it
over and the Permian press really seemed to give
the Lady Steers problems early and often. With

both teams struggling to create offense the game
got kinda sloppy and the first quarter ended with
the Panthers leading 11-9.

In the second quarter Penny and Terrazas started
to assert themselves on defense and those key stops
really allowed for Big Spring to get some easy tran-
sition baskets to take the lead and put the pressure
back on the struggling Mojo offense. With those
two ladies leading the way from the defensive side
the Lady Steers went into half time with a narrow
20-15 lead.

Coming out of half time the Lady Steers contin-
ued their defensive dominance as both teams con-
tinued to really have a hard time finding a way to
score with consistency. Penny, Terrazas and Cer-
vantes made life for the Permian scorers tough all
night and continued that trend in the third quarter
holding the Panthers to just 7 points in the quar-
ter. Unfortunately the Lady Steer were only able to
score 7 points of their own in the quarter to head
into the final period leading just 27-22.

In the fourth quarter Big Springs' offense really
struggled only scoring 5 points in the final period
while Permian found their range and put up 18
points in the fourth to almost double their output
up to that point. With the offense becoming almost
non-existent for the Lady Steers down the stretch
and the Panthers exploding offensively the game
quickly shifted in Permian's favor and once they
had the lead they never looked back stealing the
win from the Lady Steers 40-32.

The Lady Steers will play again Friday at Steer
Gym versus Monahans.

The most interesting hands to
play are those where the outcome
depends not so much on power as on
skill.

Consider this deal where West led
the king of diamonds, taken by South
with the ace. Declarer then played a
spade to the queen, on which East

discarded the nine of clubs.

Anxious to lead another trump to
the king, but unwilling to play a heart
to the ace for fear of subjecting him-
self to a subsequent heart ruff, South
led a diamond to the jack at trick
three.

West took the queen and shifted to
his singleton heart. South won with
the ace and led a trump, but West
rushed up with the ace, led a low club
to his partner’s king and ruffed East’s
heart return to sink the contract.

Although the East-West defense
was exceptionally good, South would
have made his game if he had taken
firmer steps to guard against the dan-
ger of a killing heart ruff. This could
have been done by playing a low club
from dummy at trick three in order to
sever communication in that suit
between East and West.

Had South done that, no heart
ruff could have been negotiated by
the defenders, and he would have
finished with 10 tricks.

The club play at trick three docs
not seem to make much sense, but for
a declarer who by nature fears the
worst and thoughtfully prepares for
that eventuality, it is the absolutely
correct play.

On Dec. 13, 2003, Saddam
Hussein was captured by U.S.
forces while hiding in a hole
under a farmhouse in Adwar,
Iraq, near his hometown of
Tikrit.

On this date:

In 1862, Union forces led by
Maj. Gen. Ambrose Burnside
launched futile attacks
against entrenched
Confederate soldiers during
the Civil War Battle of
Fredericksburg; the soundly
defeated Northern troops
withdrew two days later.

DALLAS — Luka Doncic can call himself even
with Trae Young for now.

The Dallas Mavericks can finally say their puz-
zling losing streak against the Atlanta Hawks is
over.

Harrison Barnes scored 25 points, Doncic added
24 and the Mavericks extended their home winning
streak to 11 games while ending a 10-game skid
against Atlanta in a 114-107 victory over the Hawks
on Wednesday night.

J.J. Barea had 18 points before leaving with a
sprained left ankle as the Mavericks finally beat
the Hawks after blowing a 26-point lead in Octo-
ber, when Young had a strong fourth quarter in his
home debut to help the Hawks rally to a 111-104 win.

Young matched Doncic with 24 points and added
10 assists in the second meeting between players
traded for each other on draft night. Doncic went
third overall to the Hawks, who sent him to Dallas
while the Mavericks picked Young at No. 5 for At-
lanta.

"He's a really good player and we can only hope
to contain him," Young said of Doncic, who was
just 5 of 14 from the field but had his second career
double-double with 10 rebounds while adding a
team-high six assists. "He didn't get too many good
looks."

Instead of wilting in the fourth quarter, the Mav-
ericks took control with a 7-0 opening run for a
10-point lead and eventually went up by as many
as 15 before the Hawks made it closer with an 11-1
run late.

The home winning streak is the longest for the
Mavericks since a 12-game run in 2007-08, and their
most recent win over Atlanta was on Oct. 30, 2013.
Dallas had won 21 of the previous 29 meetings with
the Hawks before the 10-game skid.

The rematch reiterated the opposite directions
both teams are headed after ending the first meet-
ing at 2-2. The Mavericks are 13-9 since then and
among the current playoff teams in the rough West-
ern Conference. The Hawks have gone 4-19.

The Mavericks played most of the second half
without coach Rick Carlisle, who was ejected on
two quick technicals when he thought Barnes got
fouled without a call. Dallas went on a 16-5 run
right after the ejection.

"He got them going," said assistant Stephen Silas,
who took over for Carlisle. "His energy got them
going, and I tried to continue that energy with the
group. They did a really good job after Rick got
thrown out of the game."

Kent Bazemore scored 22 for Atlanta, and John
Collins had 20 points and a career-high 17 rebounds.

Role players got the fourth moving for Dallas,
starting with Maxi Kleber on a dunk as he went on
to score all seven of his points in the fourth quarter.
Dorian Finney-Smith's free throw gave Dallas its
first 10-point lead, and he finished with 11 points.

TIP-INS

Hawks: Vince Carter, Nowitzki's former team-
mate also in his 21st season, got a nice ovation
when he entered the game in the first quarter. The
41-year-old scored his only points on a 3 in the first
quarter. ... Collins had nine offensive rebounds,
most by a Dallas opponent this season, in his sixth
double-double.
