All students must have three
doses of polio vaccine with the
last dose since age 4

All students must have a
small-pox vaccination within
the last ten years.

All students must have three
doses of diphtheria-tetanus, the
last dose since age 4, up to the
6th grade, and within the last

10 years from grade 6 through'

12.
All students In grade 1 thru

All students In grade 1 thru
age 11 must have the rubella
measles vaccine,

The school will require a rec-
ord of immunization on each
student, with a doctor’s signa-
ture, If possible. Records of
shots given at school will be
avallable to parents as soon as
possible after school starts, Mrs.
Ault, school nurse, stated.
