When you ask God for an answer ...
He answers, just ask Stephen Hope. In
2008, after concluding a six-day revival
in 2008, as he went to put up a cross that
had been used in the revival, he stopped
for a moment and asked God what to do
with the cross.

“I stood it up and asked Jesus what
do you want me to do with this cross?”
Hope said.

The cross could have been dismantled
and put up in Hope’s garage, placed on
the side or the front of his house or a
number of other things, butinstead, God
had a purpose for the cross and for Hope.
“As powerful as my born again ex-
perience in my spirit next to me
He said, ‘I want you to take it to the
highways, the byways, the hedges
and show masses of people,” he said.
“That’s been the mission since 2008.”
For 12 years, about six times a year,
Hope goes out across the nation - de-
pending on where God has asked him
to go - and spends anywhere from 10 to
16 days in a community. While in each
town, he will travel throughout the
town praying for people who cross his
path and for a few foundational build-
ings - fire department, City Hall, schools
and the Courthouse for those who have
one, and other public entities. During
his journeys Hope has traveled through
19 different states, crossed through

hundreds of counties and has prayed for
more than 3,000 people along the way.
“He just puts it on my heart to go to a
certain place; it’s been that way with
everything since this started,” he said.
“For instance in 2011, the tornado in Jo-
plin, Missouri, after praying about it
the Lord woke me up in my spirit and

told me He wanted me to go to Jop-
lin, make a cross out of the ruble and
carry through the city for 40 days. “
For the past few days, Hope has been
traveling around Big Spring and in that

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time has already stopped to pray at the Big
Spring State Hospital, City Hall, Howard Coun-
ty Courthouse and several stops along the way.
While Hope is not new to the journey across the un-
known, traveling during the time of COVID-19 pan-
demic has brought a different atmosphere to his
travels. As the nation practices social distancing
interaction along the journey has not been as abun-
dant as other times. While Hope has been obedient
and open to where God guides in spite of the cir-
cumstances he may be walking into, he admitted to
breathing a sigh of relief as he heard he was not in
an area overcome by cases of COVID-19.

“I am thankful God sent me to a place that does
not have any cases. I thought He might put me into
the mix of it,” he said. “ I tell people, if he sends me
to a place be expecting something big, dramatic big
is going to happen.”

Hope mentioned how last year God had sent him
to New York and now it seems to be the epicenter
of this disease.

“I remember telling a couple people while I was
there I don’t know what’s coming for you guys,
but prepare,” he said. “My idea of preparation is
prayer. I couldn’t do this without prayer. I feel God
helps me carry a 60-pound cross not in my strength,
but in His strength.”

Along the way of doing God’s work, Hope has
seen his fair share of miracles. While Hope doesn’t
always know the reason behind his proposed jour-
ney, He knows God holds it in His hands and in the
end His will will be done. While the reason Hope
was brought to Big Spring has not been revealed,
He knows God is flowing and moving.

“As I was doing my morning devotional and God
told me He was sending me to Big Spring, He said,
‘Be a gush of living water to Big Spring. Many peo-
ple’s hearts will think about me today as you car-
ry the cross. I am the way, the truth and the life,”
Hope said.

While that is something that should happen in all
places and it may not be special to Big Spring, a
special blessing is going out through the communi-
ty as Hope makes his journey. Hope asked a single,
simple question of the community.

“Now you’ve had time to see how crazy the world

can get,” he said. “What did you do with that time?
Will you take the time to call upon the creator of the
earth who knows way more than we do to help your
life change. He wants a relationship with you and
He has gifts for you. He has gifts for everybody.”

With Easter on the horizon and no end to COV-
ID-19, Hope encourages all to not focus on the sea-
son or the lack of celebrations, but instead to focus
on the reason behind the celebration.

“It’s not about and never should be the exact lo-
cation or the exact celebration that you are trying
to celebrate. If you can’t go to church the scripture
says where two or three are gathered in my name
there I am in their midst,” he said. “I have church
on the street almost all day long when I’'m out on
my journey. It’s just the meeting of minds and
hearts to share what Jesus did for you and for me.”

While Hope is barely at the beginning of journey
through Big Spring he has already found the big
heart that makes Big Spring the great community
it is.

“I have been welcomed by some good hospital-
ity already. I have traveled through some cities
where nobody says a word and it’s kind of eerie,”
Hope said. “I do pray every morning that people
will have courage to say something. I know it’s a
strange thing.”

Along his journey, including Big Spring, the
homeless population has found a special place in
Hope’s heart. In the first few days of being in Big
Spring, he came across a homeless man and one of
the biggest messages he has is encouragement of
an open heart.

“It’s beneficial for a business ifthey would respect
the poor. Ibelieve God will pour out blessings if they
respectthepoorandhelptheminsomeway,” hesaid.
Before Hope leaves Big Spring - as with many other
communities - he tries to make it to a point to find
the school and pray over it. Two years ago as the
string of school shootings were taking place, Hope
mentioned that God sent him on a journey to five
different states to pray over 170 schools at least.

“I thought about it and thought oh I hope I don’t
have to walk the whole way,” Hope laughed. “He
sent me a vehicle and each town I would get to He
would tell me about I would go to as many schools
that the town had or that I could find and then I
would stand on the property and read Psalm 91.”
Psalm 91 is a protection psalm and while it is only
16 verses it holds 25 promises. While he has made

his way through praying for schools on his journey
through cities, he encourages local families, con-
gregations, and pastors to pray over their schools.

“Parents should get together, get permission
from the school and go once a week, once a month
at least and walk the perimeter of the school and
pray,” he said.

The ability to have prayer in the schools became
easier in recent months as President Trump signed
an order allowing student lead prayer to take place
in school. While Pastor’s may not be able to step
into school’s and promote prayer, students are al-
lowed to lead.

“Student led prayer begins at home. That means
the students that are now at home are being taught
it’s important to pray for their school,” Hope said.

Before heading back out on his prayer journey,
Hope issued one more challenge to the residents of
Big Spring.

“Pray for your cities ... that’s the most impor-
tant,” he said. “If God sends you out somewhere
else that’s great.”

He continued to share part of his testimony, “The
county that Ilive in, I have prayed for 10 years and
there has been one death and I don’t think there are
any positive cases of COVID-19. Prayer is the most
vital focal point of every city.”

For example, the County Courthouse, a place
where judges convene, lawyers pass through and
things are decided. The Courthouse houses every
address in the county so it’s a good representa-
tion of the County and which is why it’s one of the
places Hope normally goes to and prays on all four
corners.

“You want lawyers that are respectable, hon-
est and have integrity. You want judges that have
integrity and judge righteously,” he said. “That’s
what every town needs. It needs people who are not
pulled by the tide to bribery, to self gratification, to
things about themselves, but instead pulled toward
the good of the people and they want to do the best
for the people.”

Hope will continue his journey and extend
prayers over Big Spring for the next few days. For
those who want to follow his journey, Hope can be
found by searching Crosscarry America.

Jesus born in denial of the laws of life, raised
from death in defiance of the laws of death - our
living Christ.

A living Christ - no mere shadow Christ of
legend and myth.

A living Christ - no hypothetical Christ of
sentimental conjuring.

A living Christ - no immanent Christ of nature.

A living Christ - no pale Christ of historical
imagination.

A living Christ - no mere dream Christ of culture
and romance.

Our contemporary Christ - no mere Christ of the
poet’s song.

Our contemporary Christ - no fading , artistic
Christ of the painter’s brush.

Our contemporary Christ - no cold marble Christ
of the sculptor’s chisel.

Our contemporary Christ - no ivory Christ on
a crucifix, giving expression of the worship of

defeat.

Our contemporary Christ - no mere spectator
Christ, no longer able to say, “My Father worketh
even until now, and I work.”

Our contemporary Christ - no dead-figure Christ
protected by a creedal sarcophagus.

Our contemporary Christ - no invalid Christ
asking of man more than He is able to give to man.
A living Christ - no mere eulogized Christ of the

orator’s rhetoric.

A living Christ - no radiant apparition Christ of
yesterday.

A living Christ - no vanished Christ canonized
by the historian’s pen

A living Christ - no coffined Christ of the
embalmer’s art.
No Christ remote.
No Christ inaccessible, no longer active in the
world.
No such Christ will answer our needs.
But our Christ is a mighty-acting Christ - the
eternal contemporary of humanity, the old Leader
on all new roads - offering His abundant efficiency
to our poor inadequacy.

“Hosanna! Save us! Blessed is the
one who comes in the name of the
Lord! Blessed is the King!” We need
a Savior! That was our cry of celebra-
tion on Sunday morning, but now it is
anew week and all the same struggles
are still before us. The excitement
of our weekend parade is beginning
to wear off, and is being replaced by
confusion, disillusionment, frustra-
tion and despair.

We all know no matter what hap-
pens on Sunday that Monday is al-
ways there to greet us with the hard
realities of life. Our problems haven’t
gone away. There is still an occupy-
ing force in the land. We're still deal-
ing with a global pandemic and eco-
nomic crisis. There are still taxes to
be paid. The issues pile up and our
bodies continue to break down.

Darkness sets in and our frustration
soon turns to anger. “If God is so lov-

ing and so powerful, why doesn’t He
do something about all of this? If Je-
sus can raise the dead and feed thou-
sands of people — then why doesn’t He
deal with our plight and problems?
Enough is enough, do something
already! Maybe the religious lead-
ers are right? They are corrupt and
greedy, but at least they have some
programs that sort of help.”

It won’t be long before we are scoff-
ing, mocking and crying out “Cru-
cify!” But, more important than our
cries of celebration or frustration is
the one that comes on His lips, “It is
finished.” This is not the gasp of a
worn out man or the cry of satisfac-
tion that the pain is coming to an end,
but the clear confession that this was
His mission. This is what He came to
do.

Why doesn’t He do something? He
did! It is finished! He conquered our

sin and He delivered us from death.
He revealed the loving justice of God
and offered a Way back Home. He won
the ultimate victory for us all. What
Christ did for us makes Paul’s power-
ful words in Romans 8 possible and
personally applicable for all who put
their faith and hope in Him.

“What shall we say about such won-
derful things as these? If God is for us,
who can ever be against us? Since he
did not spare even his own Son but
gave him up for us all, won’t he also
give us everything else? Who dares
accuse us whom God has chosen for
his own? No one—for God himself has
given us right standing with himself.
Who then will condemn us? No one—
for Christ Jesus died for us and was
raised to life for us, and he is sitting
in the place of honor at God’s right
hand, pleading for us.

Can anything ever separate us from

Christ’s love? Does it mean he no lon-
ger loves us if we have trouble or ca-
lamity, or are persecuted, or hungry,
or destitute, or in danger, or threat-
ened with death? (As the Scriptures
say, “For your sake we are Killed
every day; we are being slaughtered
like sheep.”) No, despite all these
things, overwhelming victory is ours
through Christ, who loved us.

And I am convinced that nothing
can ever separate us from God’s love.
Neither death nor life, neither an-
gels nor demons, neither our fears
for today nor our worries about to-
morrow—not even the powers of hell
can separate us from God’s love. No
power in the sky above or in the earth
below—indeed, nothing in all cre-
ation will ever be able to separate us
from the love of God that is revealed
in Christ Jesus our Lord.” (Romans

Reflections: Empty Churches and an Empty Tomb

The U.S. Surgeon General predicted that this
would be the hardest and saddest week we have
faced since COVID-19reached our shores. Atthe be-
ginning of this week the death toll surpassed 10,000
and continued to climb. Every death has a story, a
life with family and friends suddenly snuffed out in
a matter of days. In Florida a couple who had been
married 51 years and were in good health contract-
ed COVID-19. Within 3 weeks the husband and wife
died within 6 minutes of each other. In Colorado a
41 year old Sheriff’s deputy picked up the virus. He
died of COVID-19 on April 1.

In New York funeral homes were struggling to
process the bodies. Morgues, cemeteries and cha-
pels are closed. Loved ones were being cremated
and buried without funerals. Families are left to
mourn alone without the comforting presence of
clergy and friends.

In 1997 I attended a conference in Boston and
stayed at the historic Omni Parker House Hotel.
With a bit of free time on my hands, I ventured
outside, crossed Tremont Street and wandered into
the Granary Burial Grounds, the third oldest cem-
etery in Boston established in 1660. Some of Ameri-
ca’s founding fathers are buried here: Paul Revere,
Samuel Adams, John Hancock and five victims of
the Boston massacre along with Benjamin Frank-
lin’s parents.

As I wandered among the grave markers I was
struck by the contrast. Those gravestones that
were erected in the late 1600s bore images of skulls
and cross bones. They appeared stark and painful.
But in the early 1700s something changed. The im-
ages were replaced with angels and cherubim along
with Scripture quotations. They radiated hope and
expectations for heaven.

I wondered what happened to cause the change.
Why were those buried in the late 1600s interred be-
neath morbid markers while those who died in the
1730s and later had gravestones symbolizing hope
of heaven? The only explanation seemed to be the
Great Awakening.

The earliest beginnings of the Great Awaken-
ing can be traced to Gilbert Tennent who founded
a “Log College” In Pennsylvania in 1727 to train
Presbyterian preachers. The “Log College” was
later named “Princeton.” But it took wings in the
1730s on the preaching of John and Charles Wes-
ley, the founders of Methodism, and George White-
field, whose sermons were widely published by his
friend, Benjamin Franklin. The Great Awakening
changed the spiritual fabric of the Colonies and
transformed the way people viewed death. Death
released its grim grip of despair and was replace by
the hope of heaven through faith in Jesus Christ.

It is more than interesting, perhaps providen-
tial, that our generation is engaged in its greatest
struggle with death at the precise moment when
the world remembers the resurrection! But this
Easter will be different. Churches will be empty.
Perhaps our vacant churches will serve as a pow-
erful reminder of another empty room where the
body of Jesus was entombed 2,000 years ago. “But
now Christ has been raised from the dead, the first
fruits of those who are asleep. ... O death where is
our victory? O death where is your sting? The sting
of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. But
thanks be to God who gives us the victory through
our Lord Jesus Christ” (1 Corinthians 15:20, 55-57).

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UFC 249 canceled after ESPN,
Disney halt promotion's plans

LOS ANGELES (AP) — UFC 249 was
canceled Thursday after ESPN and
parent company Disney stopped UFC
President Dana White's plan to keep
fighting amid the coronavirus pan-
demic.

After defiantly vowing for weeks to
maintain a regular schedule of fights
while the rest of the sports world halt-
ed, White confirmed the decision to
cease competition in a text to The As-
sociated Press.

"I was ready to go on Saturday, but
Disney and ESPN asked me to step
down," White wrote. "I love and re-
spect my partnership with them so I
postponed the event."

UFC 249 was scheduled for April
18 on ESPN Plus pay-per-view, and
White planned to follow it with regu-
lar fight cards from Tachi Palace Ho-
tel & Casino on tribal land in Califor-
nia's Central Valley.

In an interview on ESPN, White
said he "got a call from the highest
level you can go at Disney and the
highest level of ESPN" asking him to
cancel the shows. The UFC moved to
ESPN in 2019 with a reported $1.5 bil-
lion deal.

The network issued a statement to
the AP: "ESPN has been in constant
contact with the UFC regarding UFC
249. Nobody wants to see sports return
more than we do, but we didn't feel
this was the right time for a variety of
reasons. ESPN expressed its concerns
to the UFC and they understood."

While the UFC won't have fights in
the upcoming weeks, White said he is
still pursuing his plan to build an oc-
tagon and everything else necessary
to telecast small fight shows on an un-
identified private island. White had
planned to use the so-called "Fight
Island" in upcoming months for non-
American fighters who couldn't get
into the U.S.

"Fight Island infrastructure is be-
ing built and will be up and running
ASAP," White told the AP.

White's frustration with the deci-
sion was obvious after he had repeat-
edly vowed to fight on amid mixed
public opinion. He has described the
past month of preparation for UFC
249 as the most challenging part of his
fight promotion career, which began
as the UFC's president in 2001.

The UFC boss still remained upbeat,
vowing to be "the first sport back" af-
ter the pandemic eases.

White announced the cancellation
shortly after U.S. Sen. Dianne Fein-
stein issued a statement urging the
mixed martial arts promotion to re-
consider its plan. A few hours ear-
lier, former strawweight champion
Rose Namajunas dropped out of her
co-main event bout at UFC 249 after
two deaths in her family related to the
pandemic.

The UFC planned to stage the fights
in an empty arena owned by the Santa
Rosa Indian Community of the Tachi
Yokut Tribe. White never publicly
disclosed the location of the upcom-
ing fight cards until he announced
their cancellation, likely to avoid the
scrutiny that arrived shortly after the
location was reported in MMA media
over the weekend.

"Tachi Palace has had our back this
whole time, has stood their ground
and was willing to do this fight,"
White told ESPN.

White also vowed to pay back that
loyalty with an upcoming show: "I'm
going to bring them a big fight, and I
appreciate them standing with me in
this thing."

Tribal land isn't subject to the state
government's shelter-in-place order,
and Tachi Palace has a long history of
hosting combat sports events in Lem-
oore, California, about 40 miles south
of Fresno.

"This event would involve dozens of
individuals flying to California and
driving to a casino for a purpose no
one can honestly claim is essential,"
Feinstein wrote. "At best this event
ties up medical resources and sends
a message that shelter-in-place orders
can be flouted. At worst, participants
and support staff could carry the vi-
rus back to their home communities
and increase its spread."

Although White's plan to keep his
fighters employed was ultimately
thwarted, he vowed to minimize the
economic disruption of the pandem-
ic for UFC fighters and employees.
White and former owners Lorenzo
and Frank Fertitta sold the UFC to
Endeavor for an estimated $4 billion
in 2016.

"All of my fighters that are under
contract with me, I want them to feel
safe," White said.

The coronavirus crisis is depressing, for sure, but you need to
keep yourself occupied in order to overcome social seclusion

Everyone enjoys a day off every once in a while. Most kids enjoy those snow
days when they wake up in the morning to find that an overnight snowfall pre-
vents them from going to school that day. Adults, too, might look forward to a
not-so-sick day that gives them a chance to work from home in their pajamas.

But none of us were prepared for the isolation and loneliness of “shelter-
ing in place” during the coronavirus crisis. The experts tell us that this new
norm can cause psychological and physical harm if we don’t take measures to
stimulate our minds and invigorate our bodies. We need to stay in touch with
ourselves and with the world.

Social seclusion is particularly dangerous for the elderly, especially for se-
niors who live alone. In normal times they can ward off depression by meeting
up occasionally with friends and neighbors or by hanging out at their gyms
or senior centers. So, how can they -- and the rest of us -- stay sane in a world
that has gone mad.

The first thing to do is to take matters into your own hands by vowing not to
give in to a notion that you are in solitary confinement. Be aware that there
are things you can do to engage your mind and to keep yourself active.

For example, staying connected with friends and family using technology,
which is not just for the twenty-somethings among us. Even the orneriest of
old timers among us can learn to use picture phones, better known as Face-
Time via an Apple cell phone or Google Duo if you prefer an android based
mobile device. It’s just like making an old fashioned telephone call except it
allows you to look -- eye-to-eye -- at the person with whom you are talking.

The idea is to distract yourself. This is no time to feel sorry for yourself.
For example, make a to-do list of entertaining and engaging activities such as
taking walks around the block. You don’t have to shake hands with passersby
with whom you might be connected; simply give him or her a hearty smile and
a wave. And, remember just because you need to distance yourself, there’s no
need to shout to one another across six feet of space to participate in a conver-
sation.

Meanwhile, limit the amount of time you spend watching news reports about
the pandemic on your TV. Keep yourself informed, by all means. But, don’t let
the “bad news” that is being reported get to you.

And, if there ever was a time for getting physical, it is now. Stay active. If
you can’t get out for a walk, at least establish a routine of in-home activities
that will keep your blood flowing and your mind off of bad news. Set for your-
self a list of daily chores around the house such as cleaning up the place and
spending time doing indoor exercises such as sit ups and pushups.

Finally, if you are going to use your computer to keep abreast of develop-
ments related to the coronavirus outbreak -- focus on the progress that is be-
ing made on the task of dealing with the disease. It can be quite encouraging.
Better yet, there are a plethora of uplifting and downright humorous videos
related to the disease available via the Internet. Google or search the Web for
“funny coronavirus videos.”

Remember, laughter is the best medicine. My personal favorite is a video
on YouTube that is attributed to one Frank Vaccariello. It chronicles the very
amusing ways that the characters in the TV series, MASH, dealt with the per-
ils of infections. It is, itself, an infectiously funny take on our current dilem-
ma and can be viewed at https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=L5CNHDeF2xA.

A Texas A&M veterinary medicine experts offers advice
Jor how to keep cats and dogs safe this weekend.

COLLEGE STATION, April 10, 2020 — Though
current circumstances might change the way we
celebrate Easter this Sunday, many people are
looking forward to the holiday and accompanying
festivities as a break from the serious rhetoric of
the COVID-19 pandemic.

Dr. Murl Bailey, a professor at the Texas A&M
College of Veterinary Medicine & Biomedical Sci-
ences, advises pet owners to be cautious with some
popular Easter decorations and treats in order to
make the holiday as enjoyable for your furry friend
as it is for you.

“For cats, the biggest problem will be the Easter
lilies,” Bailey said. “Easter lilies affect the cat’s
kidneys, and we don't know what the toxic agent
is. The clinical signs that we see in affected cats is
they stop eating and act abnormally.”

Bailey adds that this abnormal behavior may in-
clude lethargy, vomiting and dehydration. If the af-
fected cat does not receive prompt veterinary care,
these symptoms may progress to excessive urina-
tion or the inability to urinate, not drinking or ex-
cessive thirst, or other indicators of acute kidney
failure.

“Cats who have eaten this plant must be brought
to the emergency room,” Bailey said. “They have
to be given fluids for about 48 hours. If they don't
get treatment within 48 hours after the cat has in-
gested the plant, the results could be fatal.”

Bailey says dogs are more at risk for eating hu-
man foods that are toxic, like chocolate or snacks
containing xylitol, an ar-

icity may display signs of vomiting, lethargy or
depression, a lack of coordination, tremors or even
seizures. They should be taken to a veterinarian
immediately to stabilize their blood glucose.

“Chocolate is also toxic to dogs, and dogs are no-
torious for scarfing it down,” Bailey said. “It causes
the dog to vomit. They’ll also develop diarrhea and
convulsions that need to be controlled with veteri-
nary intervention.”

It is specifically a component called theobromine
in chocolate that is toxic to dogs. As such, the se-
verity of a dog’s response to eating chocolate is de-
pendent on not only their size and the amount of
chocolate consumed, but also the type of chocolate
consumed (dark chocolate, for example, contains
more theobromine than milk chocolate).

If an owner suspects that their dog has ingested
chocolate and the animal begins to vomit, they
should seek emergency veterinary care. Bailey rec-
ommends calling the clinic ahead of time to inform
them about apparent issues and when you will ar-
rive.

Because of current social distancing measures,
many families may opt to host an egg hunt at home
this year. Those planning to do so should take care
that their pets are kept away from the eggs, as many
candies contain toxic xylitol or chocolate.

Owners also should be cautious about which non-
toxic human foods they feed their pets. Many hu-
man foods are too rich for pets and may cause di-
gestive problems. Instead of slipping your pet a bite

under the table, Bailey recommends feeding them a
treat made for pets — but in moderation.

“Pets really should not be fed from the table at
any time,” Bailey said. “It's not good on their teeth
and it's not a balanced meal.”

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Shotwell Hydrogenics issues statement
addressing hand sanitizer resale

Special to the Herald

It has come to the attention of
Shotwell Hydrogenics that an in-
dividual allegedly in possession
of the company’s liquid hand
sanitizer is attempting to resale
the product via social media to
consumers.

In a Facebook post flagged to
the Shotwell executive leader-
ship team, gallon jugs of liquid
were shown accompanied by a
Safety Data Sheet detailing the
product information for hand
sanitizer created by Shotwell.

Shotwell Hydrogenics cannot
validate that the product being
advertised was manufactured at
the Midland, Texas facility. Sho-
twell’s liquid hand sanitizer has
only been sent in commercial
containers to large-scale national
distributors. The reputable busi-
nesses who have purchased hand
sanitizer in bulk from Shotwell,
package the formula for consum-
ers under their own FDA ap-
proved label for resale.

The company’s CEO Bra-
vis Brown said in a statement,
“While retailers across the globe
try to ensure the quality of criti-
cal supplies during COVID-19,
we’re saddened to see this taking
place on the social media market-
place. Shotwell Hydrogenics does
not endorse this re-seller, nor do
we know all of the details sur-
rounding the individual or the
product displayed in the photos.”

In reviewing the information
provided to the Shotwell team,
the company can verify that the
Safety Data Sheet was prepared
by Shotwell Hydrogenics. These
Safety Data Sheets are created
to comply with regulations sur-
rounding chemical manufactur-
ing. They detail product active
ingredients and product safety
information for all hazards asso-
ciated with the raw materials in
the blend.

Brown went on to clarify,
“While not publicly available,
there are multiple access points
to SDS documents in the chemi-

cal manufacturing supply chain.
Shotwell’s leadership team can-
not speculate as to how or at what
point our Safety Data Sheet be-
came associated with the home-
packaged product being adver-
tised for sale on social media.”
While the company is not sell-
ing the hand sanitizer directly to
consumers, they are arranging
for a percentage of the product to
be packaged and donated to com-
munity members in the Permian
Basin, Argyle, and Southlake.

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As warm-season grasses emerge, hay
producers should help maximize growth

Special to the Herald

Weather has affected the transition from cool-
season to warm-season forage growth, and produc-
ers should be doing what they can to help Bermuda
grass emerge and maximize growth, said a Texas
A&M AgriLife Extension Service expert.

Vanessa Corriher-Olson, Ph.D., AgriLife Exten-
sion forage specialist, Overton, said warm-season
forages have broken dormancy.

Weather has been erratic for much of the late
winter, which has impacted cool-season forage
growth, she said. Many producers may not have
experienced typical spring flushes of cool-season
forages like ryegrass and winter wheat due to cool-
er temperatures and overcast days.

Now, producers are looking to transition from
cool-season to warm-season grasses, but weather
continues to slow progress, she said. Bermuda
grass needs consistent nighttime temperatures
at or above 60 degrees and soil temperatures at or
above 65 degrees to grow.

But there is plenty of work to be done in pastures
to prepare them for warm-season emergence, said
Corriher-Olson.

She has been receiving producer calls about man-
agement options to maximize remaining cool-sea-
son grasses and assist Bermuda grass emergence.

“Cool-season forages were a little later in produc-
tion this year, but there is still a lot of ryegrass in
fields,” she said. “Producers are trying to figure
out if they should graze those fields out or cut them
for hay.”

Corriher-Olson recommends hay and forage pro-
ducers focus on reducing competition for warm-
season forages like Bermuda grass. They may want
to cut and store ryegrass and other cool-season for-
ages if they’re concerned about below-average hay
production this season.

“We’re coming off a pretty good hay production
year, but there are still areas where producers fed
much more hay this winter because of the erratic
weather and poor cool-season forage growth,” she
said. “So, they may be anxious and want to restock
some bales in case we experience drought going
into summer.”

Growing potential good, just add sun

Corriher-Olson said moisture levels are good for
much of the state going into hay production season.
The state’s drought monitor indicates a few areas
in South Texas continue to deal with drought, but
most of the state has adequate to good moisture.

But good moisture levels are another reason pro-
ducers should cut or graze cool-season grasses, she
said. Reducing competition for existing moisture
now could pay off later in the season if rains be-
come less frequent. Dealing with weed issues also
reduces competition for moisture.

“You want Bermuda grass to access that mois-
ture,” she said. “We know that it’s usually drier in

June, July and August, so whatever we can donow and pasture conditions, and good overall crop con-

to reduce competition for subsoil moisture could
help later in the season.”

Producers should hold off on fertilizer applica-
tions until temperatures consistently support
warm-season growth, she said.

“You don’t want to be early because you’ll be
feeding winter weeds and cool-season grasses,” she
said.

Preparation pays

Corriher-Olson said the transition period be-
tween cool-season and warm-season grasses is a
good time to prepare equipment, buy management
products and plan ahead.

She has already received
a few calls regarding army-

Rainfall averaged
between trace amounts and 2 inches. High winds

with gusts up to 40 mph were re-
ported. Pre-irrigation for cotton
and row crops was ongoing. Cot-
ton producers were preparing
seed beds. Winter wheat made a

e,

“These reports are a good
reminder that producers
need to be scouting fields
when weather is cool and .
wet,” she said. “This is es- \
pecially true in fields that \
are valued for forage or hay .
production.”

Producers should have
pesticides ready to apply, 1
and equipment should be .
calibrated for spraying, she
said.

Warm-season weeds haven’t emerged yet, but
producers should also be prepared for them as well,
Corriher-Olson said. Producers should consider
areas in pastures that experienced weed problems
last year and be prepared to treat those areas with
herbicides.

“They should be planning for herbicide and pes-
ticide applications, buying products and calibrat-
ing equipment to be ahead of the game,” she said.
“The last thing you want to be doing is looking for
a part or repairing equipment or ordering spray
treatment products when you need to be in the pas-
ture addressing the problem.”

WEST CENTRAL: Mostly dry weather allowed
spring planting and fieldwork to resume. Wheat
pastures looked good with sunshine and warmer
temperatures. There were plenty of cool-season
forages available in pastures and rangelands.
Grazing conditions helped cut back supplemental
feeding. Stock tanks were looking good. The cattle
market was steady early in the reporting period
but dropped as the week progressed. Futures mar-
kets fell below price gains from the previous week.

SOUTHWEST: Moisture and warmer tempera-
tures continued to benefit crops and rangeland.
Weed control and fertilizer applications on pas-
tures picked up. Corn was planted. Onions were
progressing, and cotton will be planted soon. Live-
stock producers were reporting low prices at mar-
ket. Spring shearing of sheep and goats continued.
Livestock and wildlife conditions were improving.
