Warns'the People Against Railway
Consoiidation Now Being
Attempted.

Austin, Tex., March 4.—To the
people of Texas: A formidable or-
ganized movement to consolidate

been perfected, and as it endangers
your interests, I address you on the
subject. Unless you do something

long until you must begin to pay the
penalties of negligence.

There are now fifty railways hav-
ing separate organizations and
headquarters in this state, and each
is more or less independent of the
others. Some of these are trunk
lines, while others are yet short lines,
but if let alone, will some day also
become long lines. If the present
movement of consolidation is not
thwarted, there will soon beonly
three or four so-called “systems” in
the state, and all of these, ultimately,
by the same process, may become
merged into one.

The “special agents" who are here
representing the diiferent railroads
form the strongest, the most effective
lobby that I have ever known. They
have come from every section of the
state, and are accomplished, educat-
ed men of good professional, politi-
cal, social and financial standing.
In the service of their clients and
principals they are able to give
plausible reasons why their several
special plans, if successful, would
be of material advantage to the pub-
lie.

Through several sections of the
state they have procured petitions
from unthoughted people asking the
legislature to pass the several pend-
ing acts of consolidation. In this
way the members of the legislature
who would otherwise oppose such
schemes are probably misled into the
conviction that these measures are
demanded by the masses,

On the other hand, I am confident
that the people of this state, if they
fully understood the purpose and
effect of these laws, would revolt
against this movement, Consolida-
tion of the railroads means also the
concentration of their political
strength to ultimately control the
state of Texas against general pub-
lic interests. If this conspiracy is
successful, I submit that the follow-
ing other wrongs will also be done
to the people:

1. It will violate the constitution
which forbids the consolidation of
competing lines of railway.

2. It will violate the old-establish-
ed law of this ' state which_ forbids
any railway from constructing or
owning any branch line at an angle
of less than twenty-five degrees with
the general direction of the main
line.

3. It will force those short lines
with light debts to pay the heavy,
excessive debts of the absorbing
trunk lines, and thereby enforce the
maintenance of high traffic rates,

4. It will take from the several
communities the headquarters, ma-
chine shops and offices of these
small lines, and concantrate them at
other points upon the main line, or
out of the state.

5. It will forever prevent the ex-
tension of these short lines into
trunk lines through the sections of
this state which need and should
and otherwise would get them,

6. It will prevent competition for
interstate.traffic at common as well
as at other points,

7. It will minimize, strike down
and practically destroy our gulf

8. It will make a truck patch out
of Texas instead of building her up
to the great empire to which she is
destined. '

9. It will drive from our state the
small factories now beginning to
grow and prevent others from com-
ing ia.

The
constitution of our statg prohibits
the execution of any kind of indebt-
edness by a railway company except
for money, property or labor. It
can be clearly shown that this in-
debtedness was not so created, but
is in fact, fictitious. By the process
of consolidation and other ingenious
methods it is now sought to forever
fasten these incumbrances upon the
masses of this state.

I therefore beg to suggest that the
thinking, the independent, the self-
respecting people should at once
take suitable action to check, to pre-
vent and suppress all such iniqui-
tous measures.

SHARP ENGAGEMENT BETWEEN

Manila, March 3, t2:10 p. m.—A
detachment of Gen, Hale's and Gen.
Wheaton's brigades was engaged for

| two hours this morning, clearing the

country in front of their lines on
both sides of the river, the enemy
concentrating with the apparent pur-
pose of cutting off the garrison at
the waterworks.

This afternoon they again showed
a white (lag and a general with two
officers and an interpreter advanced.

When the Americans were within
200 yards of the rebel party the lat-
ter dragged rifles from behind their
backs and opeped fire upon them,
but fortunately without effect.

Hawthorne's battery fired two
shells, killing several of the enemy.
In accordance with instructions to
the land and naval forces, a general
order was issued to-day directint the
United States, troops to give parti-
cular attention to the specific duty
of furnishing full protection to the
lives and property of all German,
Austrian, Dutch, Italian and Por-
tuguese residents and with the co-
operation of the resident German
consul, to give aid and assistance
whenever necessary.

At 3 o'clock this afternoon the
temperature was 84 degrees and the
heat was intense, especially on the
lines.

The scheme
outlined for (1 higher education, fur-
nished by Independent agricultural in-
stitutes located in the chief agricul-
tural zones of Russia, and by chalrs of
agricultural and allled sclences in the
universities: (2) agricultural high
schools, which are in the nature of
technical schools and schools With
courses in agriculture; (3) lower ag-
rlcultural schools; and (4) the diffu-
slon of general agricultural Informa-
tlon. ‘The schools for the so-called
lower education include (a) secondary
agricultural schools, (b) primary ag-

ricultural schools, (c) agricultural
classes, and (d) practical agricultural
courses,

These Jower schools are to be under
the jurisdiction of the minister of ag-
riculture and imperial domains. They
are to be maintained at the expense
of munieipalities, local communities,
assoclations, etc., but may recelve 8
part of their support from the govern-
ment, They are to have the franking
privilege for officlal mall matter and
packages not exceeding 36 pounds In
weight. The secondary schools are to
be established on government land or
land donated for that purpose. The
other lower agricultural schools may
be established on private estates, The
secondary schools are open to young
men of all conditions who have com-
pleted the course in the primary pub-
lic schools. The course of Instruction

The classes
in agriculture are intended for the In-
struction of young men of the peasant
clags., The course does not last longer
than two years, and consists In the
study of the rudimentary principles
of agriculture and their application to
the local conditions. The successful
completion of the course in these three
grades of the lower agricultural
| schools carries with it certain reduc-
tions in the military requirement, de-
pendent upon the grade.

The practical agricultural courses
are designed to Impart popular infor-
mation in particular branches of agri-
culture, The Instruction does not
continue for more than a year, and
consists In demonstrations, talks, and
practical exerclses In different
branches of agriculture in their appll-
cation to local conditions, and espe-
clally to the conditions of the peas-
ants, The diffusion of general agri-
cultural information 18 to be provided
for by (1) the organization of public
readings or lectures on agricultural
questions for the benefit of different
classes of the population; (2) instruc-
tion of the teachers In the public
schools in agriculture, horticulture,
| gardening, apiculture, etc., and pro-
viding the publle schools with small
plats of land and means for cultivat-
ing the same; (2) the teaching of ag-
ricolture in the normal schools, &nd
(4) the Introduction of supplementary
courses in agriculture in the village
gchools, There are now in  Russia
three schools for higher agricultural
jmgtruction, nine agricultural high
schools, 83 lower schools, and 09 spe-
clal ocourses. Steps have already been
taken for the establishment of about
60 additional agricultural schools,

Blackberry Cropa.

No blackberry can be bhrought to
perfection withou abundant molsture,
says R. M. Kellogg in Western Fruit
Grower. This can be secured by keep-
ing the ground full of humus or vege-
table matter and then begin cultiva-
tlon early in the spring and keep It up
after every rain. Careful experiments
have proven that a loose earth muich
of three inches Is best for conserva-
tion of molsture. The roots are prone
to come near the surface to get the
infiuence of the sun and oxygen of the
air, and so if we adopt three Inches
as the proper depth, great care should
be exercised to go no deeper, lest we
tear the roots of the plant and de-
prive them of their' feeders and cause
them to send up many suckers, which
become s nulsance,

The cultlyation should continue reg-
plarly, at least once a week, When
the ground is filled with water i2 the
winter and spring we must not let it
get away. Cultivation does not add
any water to the soll, but it prevents
the supply from getting away. The
water draws to the surface by capll-
lary attraction and film movement,
and enltivation, or making the loose

down hard and thus the water rapld-
ly flows to the surface, where it Is
promptly picked up by the sun and
wind and carrled off. At this season

of the year a drouth usually prevails |

and the berries dry up, shrinking the
number of quarts many times, to say
nothing of loss of flavor of fruit, re-
ducing Its consumption and price
alike,

All this will be prevented largely
by having the horse and cultivator
ready immediately after the pickers
every time the fruit is gathered. Then
the last picking will be as large and
lusclous as the first,

“Winter killing” are not the wrdl
to use! Wae should say “summer kill-
ing,” for while the actual killing Is
done In winter, the cause la effected
in summer and is the result of bad
cultivation, While we are conserving
molsture, as explained, to prevent the
berrles from drying up, we are pre-
paring them for winter. Everything
we can possibly do to force a vigorous
growth in the early part of the sea-
son should be done
which can prevent growth after the
first of August sbhould also be done,

flow Many Bheep Peor Arte

In this country there are perhaps
few If any farms devoted entirely to
sheep, and It 1s a question open to di-
versity of opinlon as to how many
sheep a farm will carry or praduce per
acre. Those who have not had experl-
ence will differ widely on this point.
Some have an idea (although I think
an erroneous one) that sheep above all
other animals are particularly hard on
pasture, It |a true they will do well
on pasture too short for cattle to thrive
on, and If run together they would be
hard on cattle. On the contrary pas-
ture grazed close by sheep s some-
thing like cropping a hedge; 1t will
thicken up in the bottom and rather
improve than otherwise; and while
sheep will do better than other stock
on short pasture, in growthy seasons
they can be fed on long pasture with
less waste than if horses or cattle were
fed on it. Thelr small feet do less
damage In tramping, and anything left
can be made Into good clean hay. The
number of sheep that could be kept or
produced would depend on the kind or
breed. No doubt some kinds consume
very much more food than others. A
sheep farm need not necessarily be an
expensive one; a rather heavy soll is
the best. Farms rather far from mar-
ket, and especlally from towns or vil-
lages where a lot of worthless dogs are
kept, would be well suited for sheep
farms. Now to estimate the probable
number of sheep that could be ralsed
per acre, I think that about two to the
acre would be a falr estimate, which
should make an average of from 85 to
$6 per head, If Merinos more could
be raised, and If some of the larger,
coarser kinds perhaps less.

There are some who will hardly be-
lieve that two sheep can be ralsed an-
nually on an acre of land, but with the
experience I have had with sheep I
belleve It 1s quite within the range of
possibility; and the farm will improve
from year to year, To do this way on
a farm of one hundred acres there
should be about seventy acres In
grass, ten of which might be In rye.
This would afford two weeks of early
pasture, allowing the other pastures Lo
get a good start before turning on
them. The advantage of this ls too
well known to require any comment.
This rye would still produce two cut-
tings of feed even in the di yest season.
Now with seventy acres in grass there
would be thirty acres for grain, roots,
and green crops, Suppose we take
twenty of this for graln, oats, peas, and
a mixture of the two. This would fur-
nish all the grain required, and if cut
a little on the green side the straw
would make good winter feed, The bal-
ance (ten acres) would be for roots
and green feed. The green crop should
be composed of several varietles. Corn
might form a part. A mixture of oats
and peas is very good, but perhaps the
best s rape, These will bear cutting
twice, and If fed principally through
the month of August, when frequently
the weather is hot and dry, it would
save the pasture and bring the sheep
through fn the best of shape—C. C.

The Apple Urchard.

At a recent Institute the subjeet cho-
sen for discussion was The Apple, says
New York Witness, and from the
points made by the different speakers
I am able to draw the following:

It iy advisable to plough the whole
field before planting the trees, and any
land which will grow a good crop of
corn Is suitable for the trees, In the
matter of selecting the trees it Is ad- |
visable to choose strong, healthy trees
about two years old; but this rule in |
regard to age Is not a set one, Upon
planting the trees wrap them up well
In order to protect them from the sun, |
worms and rabbits. Some of the speak-
ers sald they cut back the top, while |
others did not; some paid no attention
to the roots, while others did, It was
advised to keep the orchard planted |
in corn for three or four years, and
after this to keep a row or two on the |
outside to serve as & sort of wind- |

Strange names are read on shop signs.
Btrange food s eaten In the restau-
rants,-and forelgn manners mark the
people,

The factory workingman character
of the population exaggerates this {m-
pression. Roubalx and Tourcoing
form the center of an industrial dls-
trict which has quadrupled the num-
ber of (ts Inhabitante In the last
twenty-five years, Far beyond thelr
boundarles populous factory suburbs
8pread out to join the suburbs of the
Belglan towns across the border,
Moseron Is a Belgian town, and Hall-
lun Is French; but walking on the
streets of elther you may cross the
boundary without knowing—were it
not for the douanler, the soldier of
the French custom house,

To speak of “a custom house |s a
derislon; the whole frontler Is an
armed plcket line of untiring soldlery
—Belglan free trade against French
protection, The resour of a great
centralized government are agalnst the
connlvances of whole city, country and
village populations. On the other
frontiers of Germany and Italy the
amuggling trade I8 next to Impossible
because of the military straln and na-
tional hatreds; but here on the pacific
borders of a friendly land the merry
smuggler works by night and plays
by day.

It s a constant temptation for the
young factory workman of Taurcolng
to throw up his {ll-pald work and go
into the pay of the smugglers, Wine,
‘song and female lovellness ary used
a8 balts to tempt him. As to pa-
triofism, he scarcely knows if he is
Belgian or French, In every one of
these border towns there are establish-
ments where he knows he will, be re-
celved with favor, get credit and meet
the approving eye of beauty for his
bold resolve. There Iz nothing to stop
his walking across the frontler one
fine day and joining the band, ’

This Is organized, business princi-
ples and systematie smuggling, with
capital behlnd It '

The men who actually runp the
gauntlet with the goods are only the
pald tools of mysterious backers, after
all. They have ndventure and a life
of debauch, but the profits go to more
respectable cltizens. All they know
i5 that they are to meet at such and
such a place in Belglum, be loaded,
safely cross the line by night and be
recelved where money, joy and flat-

walt them,

. “‘.;ihe money I8 soon spent with these

same companions In these same estab-
lishments. Then they must begin
again. Thelr case i3 scarcely different
from that of the bamboozled dogs
which humbler Individual smugglers
employ,, The dog I» walked back and
forth from France to Belglum until
he knows the particular route with
his eyes shut. He has a master at
each end of the journey. Only his
Belglan master whips and underfeeds
him, while his French master caresses
and pampers him. So when the Bel-
glan master loads him with a pack
he watches cunningly. Soon the stupld

The bands of the orgnnized smug-
glers move by night, Bach man e
loaded with a great pack of contra-
band goods on his back.

Bo here comes on the acens
a different kind of dog. He 18 a
smuggler dog, an evil-doer, 4n enemy
of the law; but honor must be done
to his strength, his courage, his devo-
tion and his sagacity, He Is always a
powerful beast, becnuse he must’ pull
his master along, and so nccelernte the
speed. This Ix half his duty; but his
other business ig to sniff the alr and
warn his master of the neighborhood
of the police dogs,

These police doge are of yet another
moral nature. Where all the smug-
gler-dog's sympathles are against the
law and its minlons, the police dogs
are the guardlans of the frontler, the
defenders of the fiscal statutes, Be-
tween the two tribes there Is wndying
enmity and Infinite gdisdain, To the
third or fourth generation the descend-
ants of smuggler-dogs fall to become
good police dogs, such Is the force of
heredity.

It Is the duty of each set of dogs to
smell out the other in the might and
give timely warning. The customs
guardlans may be bivouacking any-
where beneath the stars, They form a
line mlong the whole frontler, They

of hostllities, with the defense of
bridges and tunnels, with the blowing
up of the same in case of need, with
the survelllance of telegraph lines and
rallroads and the maintenance of com-
munications, And In time of peace,
when not engaged in hunting smug-
glera, thelr small lelsure 18 eaten into
by the maklng of endless reports,
communieations and plans.

RUNNING THE FRONTIER.
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A more bare-faced and dangerous
form of breaking the frontier is that
of fighting through with a strong
force and team of merchandise, The
team approaches the custom house on
a lonely local road. It Is fully day-
time, and there Is nothing suspicious
looking. It slackens its pace as |if
about to stop, The guardlans come
out in a readiness to make thelr ex-
amination. But just at the eritical mo-
ment two or three of them recelve a
dose of pepper in the eyes thé team
stams off at a breakneck pace, and
the remaining guardians find the.n-
selves covered with revolvers,

Here In Roubaix contraband cigars,
tobacco, matches and playing cards
are sold almost openly in the streets
and saloons, Many of the saloon-
keepers are great politiclans, mayors,
prefects and even deputies from time
to time, And the saloon business s
the natural fosterer and guardian of
smuggling. It is almost as cheap for
& traveling Parislan to stop off at a
frontier city llke this and supply him-
self with Havana clgars, as to buy
them up In free trade Belglum, and
run the risk of smuggling them across
himself. All the commerclal travelers
and buyers who rendezvous in Rou-
balx feel the temptation to take awny
with them at least clgars and laces in
good quantity.

In factory towns nearer still to the
frontier, like Halllun, two other kinds
of smuggling, one wholesale, the other
retail, are In dally, hourly practice,
Night and morning Frenchmen cross
the frontler to and from thelr work
in Belglan factories, and Belglans pass
In the same wany hetween thelr homes
and the French factorles, Men, women
and children take work where they
find i, and In Halliun half the town
I8 In Belglum, half in France. It is
Impossible to search thorough!y those
bands of workingmen and women,
boys and girls, hurrying to thelr fac-
torles In the morning and home to
their suppers at night.

It hap-
poned that only a few actual buildings
were thus cut through by the imagin-
ary line, and as 1816 is a long while
ago, nearly all that existed at that
time have passed away, not to be re-
bullt; but it Is easy to see how con-
venlent such a house would be for
smuggling.

The French law s of such a formal
character that it actually favors the
illleit trafe that prevalled for twenty
years In the house at Halllun. Its
accupants for that space of time were
smugglers on a large scale and al-
most openly defled the exclse authori-
tles. They could enter whatever goods
they pleased through the doors of their
Belginn domiclle nnd impudently move
them out the door of their French
domlcile. The treaty with Relglum
guarantees to these peculinrly sltu-
ated froniler town: “liberty of ecircu-
latlon In the same ward" and it is
under this clause that it Is =0 impos-
sible to fix wrongdoing on the petty
smugglers of the factorles who
night and morning.

In the case of the house at Halliun
there could be no prellminary inquiry
@8 to the destination, bulk and num-
ber of packages, The French authori-
ties dare not cross the Belgian fron-
tler to ldentify goods golng in the
Belglan back door. Once Inside the
house the packages could be broken
up and changed; and by thelr mere
passage through the French front door
they became French merchandise, or,
at least, free to elrculate in the ward
or commune, They were thus sys-
tematically clrculated, jdentification
was impossible and every one made
fortunes. The (lliclt business was
broken up only a few years ago by
a courageous but unlawful seizure of
persons, property and documents on
the part of the customs director of
Lille,

The proceedings smacked of the old
Spanish Inquisition, but the bold ef-
fort was successful and evidence was
obtained which sent the ringleaders
to prison. Had he been unfortunate
enough to fall or make a slip, the dar-
Ing customs director would have been
politically and officlally ruined. The

Washington, March 3-—Representa-
tlve John W, Cranford of the fourth
congressional district of Texas died
here, at the Providence hotel at mid-
night last night of heart disease and
other complieations,

John Walter Cranford was born near
Grove Hill, Clark county, Alabama,
about In 1860, He was of Scotch-Irish
ancestry. At the age of 13 yearas he
was left without father or mother or
the means of support or education, By
industry, perseverence, self-denial and
indomitable pluck he bought books,
studied them and prepared himself for
the bast high schools of Alabama, fin-
ishing his education under a private
tutor. He removed to Texas about
twenty-two years ago, locating at Sul-
phur Springs, where he studied law
under Judges J, K, Milam and Sam J.
Hunter, ngsoclate justice of the court
of civil apepals, Upon attain-
ing s majority he was admlitted to
the bar, and soon thereafter became
the junlor wuember of the law firm of
Hunter, Putnam & Cranford, and in a
short time forged his way to the front
a8 one of the ablest lawyers in Texas.
The senlor members of the firm having
later gone on the bench, he became the
senfor member of the firm, and was
actively engaged in the practice of
the law up to the time of his death,
when not engaged in his publie duties
as @ member of the legislature or of
congress. He was elected to the state
acnate of Texas in 1888 for a term of
four years, and was re-elected In 1882,
although he did not offer as a candi-
date for re-election. He perved in the
senate ae chairman of judiclary com-
mittee No, 1 and was elected president
pro temupore of the twenty-second sen-
ate, being the youngest member ever
elected to that position. 1In I896 he
became n candidate for the Democratic
ngmination for congress from the
forth congressional district, carrying
nine out of the eleven countles com-
posing that district over Hon. James
G. Dudley, the chairman of the state
Democratic executive committee, He
was elected to the fifty-Afth congress
as a Democrat, after one of the hottest
joint canvasses ever Kknown in the
stute, receiving 21,187 votes, againat
J. H. (Cyclone) Davia. Populist, who
recelved 17,703 votes, and M, W, John-

ceived 2760 votes. In the preseat con-
gress Mr., Cranford was a member of
the committee on private land claims.

4. It will tuke from the several
communities the headgquarters, mn-
chine shops and offices of these small
lines, and concentrate them at other
points upon the main line, or out of
the atate,

6. It will forever prevent the exten-
slon of these short linea Into trank
lines through the sections of this state
which need and should and otherwise
would get them.

6. It will prevent competition for
inter-state trafflc al common as well
a: at other points.

7. It will mimimize, strike down
and practically destroy our gulf ports.

8. It will make a truck patch out
of Texas Instead of bullding her up to
the great empire to whiclt she Is de-
atined.

9. It will drive from our state the
small factories now beginning to grow
and prevent othera from coming in.

10. It will foster monopolles and
trusts, and destroy Individual effort

11. It will build up & central corpo-
rate power which will become too
strong in commerce and politics to be
controlled by the state,

12. It may fasten upon the people
the present fictitlous Indebtedneds of
the rallways, which amounts to more
than $200,000,000 that is aa dishonest,
as unjust as any forged order for mak-
ing which any felon was ever sent Lo
the penitentiary.

Butter taken from the churn In
grannular form will take the salt more
evenly than If gathered into a lump,
besides which the milk can be more
thoroughly separated, Tastes differ as

| to the amonnt of salt, but this 18 not
essential to the keeping qualities of
butter; anywhere from one-half ounce
| or more will keep it if the milk is out
of it. For laying down, a stone jar
|is as good as anything:; press the
| layer down as solld as poss'tle, then
sprinkle a handful of salt over to keep
the next layer from sticking. A cloth
may be put between the layers, but it
| is not essential,
| The call now is for freshly-made
butter, rnd with the improved breeds
of cows and winter calves this 1s the
most profitable part of farming in
many localities.

Oat and similar
fealls are very much like corn stalks
or oAt straw in composition, Some of
| the feeds have cottonseed or other nl-
trogenous feeding stuffs added to them
g0 that they carry more protein than
| stralght oat feeds, but these mixtures
| are always more expensive sources of
| protein than are the glutens, cotton-
seed and linseed meals. Ope hundred
| pounds of un ordinary oat feed has
from elght to eleven pounds protein.
At seventy-five cents per hundred the
protein costs from seven to nine cents
a pound. One hundre!l pounds of a
good gluten meal has from thirty-four
| to lorty per cent of protein. At $1.10
per hundred the proteln costs about
| three cents a pound and v not only
| costs less than hall as much but It Is
| better digested.—Bulletin 45, Malne
