will require cooperation of all the governmental agencies to
address the resulting hardships many will face.

Fortunately, the energy sector is in recovery mode and the
City is working with partners to potentially secure a con-
tract with U.S. Immigration Customs Enforcement (ICE)
that might allow the facilities to reopen as detention cen-
ters.

men, formed a deep, unexpected bond with their
boss, an American woman who worked as a U.S.
Department of Agriculture adviser in the region
for two years.

Now Caroline Clarin is trying to save them one
by one, doing it all from the 1910 Minnesota farm-
house she shares with her wife, drawing from re-
tirement funds to help a group of men who share
her love of farming.

Clarin has helped get five of her former employ-
ees and their families into the U.S. since 2017,
while her wife has helped them rebuild their lives
in America.

Since the Taliban seized power in August, texts
from those remaining have grown more urgent and
Clarin says she can "feel the panic increasing" as
winter approaches and food shortages grow. She
has stepped up her efforts, working endless hours,
diligently tracking their visa applications. She
calls senators to apply pressure so they don't lan-
guish like the thousands of other visa applications
in the backlogged system for Afghans who support-
ed the U.S. government during the long war.

She's driven by fear her team will be killed by the
Taliban, though the new government has promised
not to retaliate against Afghans who helped the
U.S.. She also wants to give them a future.

Since U.S. forces withdrew, more than 70,000
Afghans have come to the United States and thou-
sands are languishing at U.S. military bases as re-
settlement agencies struggle to keep up.

Clarin knows she cannot save everyone, but she's
determined to help those she can.

After she left Afghanistan in 2011, she was con-
sumed by anger over her program being gutted as
the U.S. government changed its priorities.

"When I got on the plane, it was like leaving my
family on the helipad," she said. "I felt like I desert-
ed them."

The most recent of her friends to escape was Ih-
sanullah Patan, a horticulturist who waited seven
years for a special immigrant visa. After he text-
ed her that two of his close friends had just been
killed, Clarin withdrew $6,000 from a retirement
fund to get him and his family on a commercial
flight to Minnesota before the Taliban took control
of the country this summer.

When Clarin picked them up at the airport in
Minneapolis at midnight for the three-hour drive
back to Fergus Falls, she was consumed with joy.

"It was like my son came home," she said.

Patan arrived in Minnesota with saffron, Afghan
almonds, and 5 kilos (11 pounds) of Afghan green
tea to share. He also gave Clarin and her wife, Sher-
il Raymond, seeds of Afghanistan's tender leeks for
their garden.

He was the first member to join Clarin's team af-
ter she was sent to Paktika province. A confident,
young university graduate, Patan spelled out what
was needed in the region. It would become the ba-
sis of her program: Seeds, trees and the skills to
plant gardens and orchards.

Patan considers Clarin and her wife family. His
three sons and daughter call them their "aunties."

In fact, he's decided to live in nearby Fergus Falls,
a town of 14,000, instead of moving to a larger city
with an Afghan transplant community.

Surrounded by farmland stretching to the North
Dakota border, the town's skyline is dominated by
grain elevators and the spires of Bethlehem Lu-
theran Church, a reflection of the region's Scandi-
navian roots.

The only other Afghan family in town is his cous-
in's. Sami Massoodi, who has a degree in livestock
management, also worked for Clarin's team in Af-
ghanistan and arrived in 2017. He and his family
lived on their farm before they got established in
Fergus Falls.

"In Fergus Falls, they have really good people,
really friendly people," Patan said as he drives his
minivan down the tree-lined streets to pick up his
5-year-old daughter at a Head Start program.

It is a place where neighbors pay unannounced
visits to say "hi" and people greet the postmaster by
name. It is also staunchly Republican. Fergus Falls
is the county seat of Otter Tail County, which voted
twice for former President Donald Trump.

But people in town say friendships and family
take precedence over political views, and there is
broad empathy for the struggle of immigrants
since many people's parents, grandparents or great
grandparents came from Norway, Sweden and
Denmark.

Only months after they arrived, the Patan fam-
ily already feels at home in large part because of
Raymond.

She helped enroll their kids in school, find a den-
tist for 9-year-old Sala's infected tooth, and sign Pa-
tan up for car insurance, something that was new
for the 35-year-old.

She lined up English classes and state and fed-
eral services for new immigrants. She drove Patan
an hour to the nearest testing site for a driver's
license. After he failed twice because his English
was not proficient enough, he asked if there was a
test in his native Pashto language, like in Virginia
and California. There wasn't. So Raymond found a
site, another hour away, that would allow him to
review his errors. On his third try, he passed.

Clarin has tracked down a sheep on craigslist for
Eid, while Raymond watched YouTube videos on
how to slaughter livestock according to halal prin-
ciples, since the closest halal butcher is an hour
away in Fargo, North Dakota.

For Patan, they have been a comfort in a strange
place.

"When we are going to their house, we feel like we
went to Afghanistan and we are going to meet our
close relatives," he said.

He longs for his homeland, the family festivities.
Patan's wife makes their traditional dishes still,
like Bolani Afghani, a fried, vegetable-filled flat-
bread that Clarin enjoyed with him in Afghanistan.

Over there, Patan and her team were the ones
helping her feel at home.

It was the longest she and Raymond had been
apart since they started dating in 1988.

Raymond, who cares for the chickens, pigs and
other animals on their farm, would do video calls
often, staying online even after Clarin had fallen
asleep.

Two years after Clarin returned, they married in
August 2013 when same-sex marriage became legal
in Minnesota.

Homosexuality is still widely seen as taboo and
indecent in Afghanistan, where same-sex relations
are illegal.

Yet, none of the Afghan families have asked about
their marriage or expressed judgment, the couple
said.

Patan calls them his "sisters."

"We have a lot of respect for them," he said.

Both Clarin and Patan speak passionately about
farming, describing in detail how to get a good ap-
ple crop and ward off disease.

Clarin arranged for the U.S. military to take her
team in convoys to remote areas to train farmers,
empowering Afghans to teach each other skills.

They lined canals to ensure clean water. They
worked with farmers to plant trees and build stone
barriers to control flooding. They distributed seeds
to 1,200 families, who have since shared seeds with
more people.

The program trained about 5,000 farmers in Pak-
tika from 2009 to 2011. They provided growers hoop-
houses, apple trees, pruning equipment and small
grants. They taught farmers tangible solutions,
including using buckets with drip lines to irrigate
gardens and conserve water.

The Taliban tried to sabotage the trust they built
with farmers, Clarin said. Once, an explosive blew
up in a red bucket like the ones they used for ir-
rigation.

Patan has stayed in contact with some of the
farmers in Paktika and proudly shows photos on
his iPhone of the tiny stems he distributed that are
now trees several feet tall. One farmer texted him

to say his harvest is feeding his family as millions
of others in the country face severe hunger.

That offers some solace after seeing his homeland
fall to the Taliban. It feels good he said to know his
work left something lasting and that "the people
can still benefit from it. We educated one genera-
tion and those fathers will tell it to their sons."

Patan misses his career back in Afghanistan.
Most U.S. employers do not recognize degrees from
Afghan universities so he plans to return to school
to earn a U.S. degree. For now, he is training to be
a commercial truck driver, a field flush with op-
portunities: There were 21 job openings in the area
when he started his classes this month.

He wants a local truck route to stay close to home,
but it will still be challenging for his family. His
wife, Sediga, does not speak English, nor does she
know how to read or write, and does not feel com-
fortable going out by herself.

She also does not drive.

When she started learning English online, she
was at "ground zero," said her teacher, Sara Sund-
berg at Minnesota State Community and Technical
College.

"When she came, she didn't know what to do with
a pencil. We had to show her. She held it kind of
like a Henna tube," said Sundberg, holding togeth-
er her thumb and index finger tightly at the tip as
if squeezing something.

Five months later, her handwriting is "meticu-
lous," and her pronunciation is excellent, Sundberg
said. She's even learning to say Minnesota with the
long "0000."

"I'm teaching her how to communicate with the
community and I want people to understand her,"
Sundberg said. "Everything is brand new for her."

Sediga is slowly gaining confidence in speak-
ing with her teacher, but with others she is silent,
smiling and staying back with her children.

Everything is new for their children, too. Patan's
sons befriended a neighbor boy and jumped for the
first time on a trampoline.

His oldest son, Maiwan, decorated his first pump-
kin, while his two younger sons wore their tradi-
tional Afghan clothes because their teachers told
them that on the Friday before Halloween the kids
could "dress up," something that was lost in trans-
lation but went unnoticed as the other kids excit-
edly showed them their costumes.

They look forward to the weekends with their
"aunties" at the farm.

On a warm October Saturday, Clarin jogged next
to 12-year-old Maiwan
driving a small tractor

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Pope after US Christmas parade crash: May good overcome evil

ROME (AP) — Pope Francis sent his condolences Tuesday to the victims
of the Christmas parade crash in Wisconsin that killed five people and said
he was praying for "spiritual strength which triumphs over violence and
overcomes evil with good."

The Vatican secretary of state, Cardinal Pietro Parolin, sent the telegram
of condolences on behalf of Francis to the archbishop of Milwaukee, Mon-
signor Jerome Listecki.

Francis asked that those affected by the "tragic incident" know he is spiri-
tually close to them, and called on "the Lord to bestow upon everyone the

spiritual strength which triumphs over violence and overcomes evil with
good."

Police say Darrell Brooks Jr., 39, was behind the wheel of the SUV that
sped through the parade route Sunday in the city of Waukesha, killing five
people and injuring 48 others in that Milwaukee suburb. Waukesha Police
Chief Dan Thompson said Brooks was leaving the scene of a domestic dis-
pute that had taken place just minutes earlier.

One of the pending legal cases against Brooks at the time was that he had
deliberately hit a woman with his car in early November after a fight.

They hunted
and harvested and cleaned and cooked, but they never stood in lines in front
of glass doors waiting for the opening bell. They never rushed through aisles
searching for treasures that were sure to disappear. They never stood in check
out lines that stretched to the back of the store. They had it easy.

Fifty years ago, we eased into Christmas. No one had heard of Black Friday.
We used Friday to digest the Thanksgiving feast. It was a quiet day, the day
after we gathered at Grandma’s with cousins and kin. Christmas decorations
were not yet up. We savored the season. But today, we are jolted from Thanks-
giving into Christmas.

Black Friday seems to symbolize our rush through life, our efforts to get the
best deal, to be first in line. It seems to represent the commercialization of
Christmas and threatens to turn Thanksgiving into a season of “thanks get-
ting.” Don’t get me wrong. I like a good deal and deep discounts. I want the
American economy to thrive. But, along the way, I hope we cultivate a thank-
ful heart and grateful spirit that is not measured by the sum of what we can
get at the cheapest price.

May the words of the Apostle Paul echo in our heart throughout the holiday
season, “Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, since as members of one
body you were called to peace.

“So then faith cometh by hearing,
and hearing by the word of God.” Ro-
mans 10:17

Have you ever heard the phrase -
seeing is believing? Well, that’s not |
what the Bible says. God’s Word says [

ing miracles. Faith which comes by
any means other than hearing, is not
true, Biblical faith.

Even though
Jesus preached the Word of God to them, they did
not believe, because they were constantly search-
ing for a miracle that would prove that Jesus is the
Son of God. However, all of the miracles that Je-
sus performed were not sufficient to produce faith
in their hearts because they totally ignored His
words. They demanded more signs, wonders and
miracles of Jesus. Even when He was nailed to the
cross, they said - if you are the Son of God, if you
are the King of Israel, come down from the cross,
and we will believe.

True faith doesn’t need to see anything; it only
needs to hear the Word of God. True faith doesn’t
demand a miracle, a work or an emotional high. I
have learned that I don’t even have to “go and sin

no more” to have faith in God. I know that this is
totally contrary to religion. But we aren’t talking
aboutreligion, we are talking about faith. And trust
me when I say that there is a world of difference
between the two. Religion demands works, faithful-
ness, moral purity, tithes, baptism, diets, days, and
an endless list of rule-keeping as a prerequisite for
faith. But Romans 4:5 says: “but to him that wor-
keth not, but believeth on him that justifieth the
ungodly, his faith is counted for righteousness”.

That which we receive by the hearing of faith (sal-
vation, sanctification, blessings) cannot be taken
from us by anything or anyone, because faith is a
work which God performs in us when we hear His
Word. And so, I come to the conclusion that faith
itself is the true miracle.

Brady, SB champions shift attention to solving road woes

TAMPA, Fla. — Winning for the first time in nearly a month was a relief for
the Tampa Bay Buccaneers, who now face the challenge of finding a way to
regain their mojo on the road.

The Super Bowl champions are 5-0 at home this season compared to 2-3 away
from Raymond James Stadium, where they haven't lost a game since last
Thanksgiving weekend. They finished last season on an eight-game winning
streak that included three road playoff wins.

This year, they've been an entirely different team on the road, where turn-
overs, costly penalties and inconsistency on defense have made it much more
difficult to win.

Monday night's 30-10 victory over the New York Giants stopped a two-game
skid that seemed longer because surprising road losses to New Orleans and
Washington were wrapped around the team's bye week.

"As Dorothy would say, there's no place like home," coach Bruce Arians said,
noting his team played smarter and with a sense of urgency and passion that
was absent the previous two games.

"It's never been easy on the road," Arians added. "It's not just us. It's every-
body."

The Bucs (7-3) will aim to reverse the trend when they visit the surging In-
dianapolis Colts (6-5) on Sunday. Arians reiterated it's not difficult to figure

and we'll be fine," the coach said.

"For us right now, it's being able to take this game, build off it and take it on
the road," Arians added. "Hopefully, start winning on the road the rest of the
way."

WHAT'S WORKING

Tom Brady avoided his first three-game losing streak since 2002 by rebound-
ing from turning over the ball five times in losses to New Orleans and Wash-
ington to throwing for 307 yards and two touchdowns against the Giants. That
boosted his season totals to 3,177 yards passing and a league-leading 29 TDs.

WHAT NEEDS HELP

The Bucs continue to lead the league in passing offense. But Brady could use
more help from the running game. Leonard Fournette gained 35 yards on 10
attempts and Ronald Jones contributed 33 yards on eight attempts. The team
rushed for 94 overall, but 10-yard runs by Brady and receiver Mike Evans ac-
counted for a big chunk of that.

1. Three hearts. Responses by a
player who previously passed fall
into a different category from those
made by a player who did not ini-
tially pass. Obviously, an original
pass denies the values for an open-
ing bid, so the opener need not bid
again if he thinks game is either
impossible or highly unlikely.

Here, a two-club response would
not compel partner to bid again,
whereas if you had not passed
originally, the change of suits
would be 100% forcing. The jump-
raise to three hearts, while highly
encouraging, is also not forcing,
but it is much more likely to induce
a further bid from partner than a
response of two clubs,

2. Two hearts. The choices are
one notrump, two diamonds or two
hearts, none of which forces a rebid

from partner. The heart raise is
preferred because it has more
chance of stirring him into bidding
again, since the announced trump
support will increase the value of
his hand.

3. Two notrump. Ordinarily, this
would indicate 13 to 15 points, but
after an initial pass, the jump to
two notrump shows 11 or 12 points.

4. Two diamonds. You have
enough points to respond on the
two-level, so there is no reason why
you shouldn’t bid your longer suit
first. You plan to bid spades next if
partner rebids two hearts, thus
informing him that you have more
diamonds than spades. Game is
unlikely if partner passes two dia-
monds.

5. Four hearts. Since 10 tricks
seem highly probable even if part-
ner has a minimum opening bid,
you shouldn’t run the risk of his
passing a three-heart bid. You
should always avoid inviting part-
ner to go to game when you are
reasonably certain in your own
mind that a game can be made. In
such situations, just bid the game
yourself. (If you play “splinter”
bids, a jump to three spades, indi-
cating heart support plus a single-
ton or void in spades, carries the
same message.)

Dear Annie: Re-
garding "Full-Grown
Adult," the 38-year-old
who left an abusive re-
lationship to move back
home with her mother.

On Nov. 26, 1941, U.S.
Secretary of State Cordell Hull
delivered a note to Japan’s
ambassador to the United
States, Kichisaburo Nomura
(kee-chee-sah-boor-oh noh-
moo-rah), setting forth U.S.
demands for “lasting and
extensive peace throughout
the Pacific area.” The same
day, a Japanese naval task
force consisting of six aircraft
carriers left the Kuril Islands,
headed toward Hawaii.

On this date:

In 1825, the first college
social fraternity, the Kappa
Alpha Society, was formed at
Union College in Schenectady,
New York.

In 1864, English math-
ematician and writer

Charles Dodgson presented
a handwritten and illus-
trated manuscript, “Alice’s
Adventures Under Ground,”
to his 12-year-old friend Alice
Pleasance Liddell; the book
was later turned into “Alice’s
Adventures in Wonderland,”
published under Dodgson’s
pen name, Lewis Carroll.

In 1883, former slave
and abolitionist Sojourner
Truth died in Battle Creek,
Michigan.

In 1917, the National
Hockey League was founded
in Montreal, succeeding the
National Hockey Association.

In 1933, a judge in New York
ruled the James Joyce book

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Top rivalries: Iron Bowl, The Game, Army-
Navy, Red River

The best college football rivalries can change over time depending on the
state of the programs involved.

Go back 25 or 30 years and Miami-Florida State probably would have been
near the top of most lists. Nowadays, while still heated and entertaining,
'Canes-'Noles just doesn't capture the attention of the nation the way it did
when at least one those two was at the top of the sport.

Of course, some rivalries have just gone away altogether. For decades, Ne-
braska-Oklahoma was a lock to be one of the biggest games of the season. Tex-
as-Texas A&M, too. Conference realignment has relegated those to the history
books.

The Associated Press asked 42 sports writers and broadcasters to rank the
five best rivalries in college football, with points given on a sliding scale (five
for a first-place vote, four points for second, etc.).

Four longstanding series separated themselves from the rest according to
the results released Tuesday. The top two, as it happens, will be renewed this
weekend, with high stakes on the line for three of the four teams involved.

ALABAMA-AUBURN (165 points, 18 first-place votes)

Nickname: Iron Bowl.

Trophy: Foy-ODK Sportsmanship Trophy, named after James E. Foy, a for-
mer dean at both schools.

Meetings: 85, Alabama leads 47-37-1.

Signature moment: The Kick-Six, one of the most memorable plays in the
history of college football. Top-ranked Alabama was tied with Auburn at 28-28
and challenged to get 1 second put back on the clock for a 57-yard field goal try
that came up short. Auburn's Chris Davis fielded the kick from the back of his
own end zone and sprinted up his own jubilant sideline for a touchdown on
the final play to send the fourth-ranked Tigers to the 2013 Southeastern Con-
ference title game and eventually the BCS championship game.

Biggest upset: In 1972, No. 7 Auburn beat No. 2 Alabama on the strength of
two blocked punts in what would become known as the "Punt 'Bama Punt"
game.

MICHIGAN-OHIO STATE (150, 10)

Nickname: The Game.

Reward: Before the Big Ten split into divisions in 2011, the winner of the
Michigan-Ohio State game earned the conference title 22 times. Bragging
rights for these two massive fan bases also cannot be underestimated.

Meetings: 116, Michigan leads 58-52-6.

Signature moment: No. 1 Ohio State and No. 4 Michigan played to a 10-10
tie in Ann Arbor in 1973, creating a deadlock atop the Big Ten standings. The
treasured Rose Bowl bid came down to a vote of conference athletic directors,
won by Ohio State. Michigan' coach Bo Schembechler never got over it.

Biggest upset: In 1969, the Buckeyes entered the season finale No. 1 in the
country and unbeaten, with eyes on a national titl. They were knocked off
by a Michigan team that came in 7-2. This game kicked off what is known as
the Ten Year War in the rivalry between Schembechler and Ohio State coach
Woody Hayes.

ARMY-NAVY (125 points, 12)

Nickname: None needed.

Reward: Commander-in-Chief's Trophy, though Air Force also gets a say in
where that resides.

Meetings: 121, Navy leads 61-53-7.

Signature moment: Less than a month after President John F. Kennedy was
assassinated in 1963, Army-Navy played what turned out to be one of their
most memorable games. Trying to upset Heisman winner Roger Staubach and
the second-ranked Midshipmen, Army reached Navy's 2-yard line, trailing 21-
15 in the closing seconds, but time ran out

Biggest upset: No. 2 Army was unbeaten under Hall of Fame coach Red Blaik
entering the 1950 game with 2-6 Navy and carrying a 28-game winning streak.
The Midshipmen won 14-2 and the rivalry began to shift in Navy's favor after
a string of six years when Army didn't lose.

OKLAHOMA-TEXAS (88 points, 2)

Nickname (unofficial): Red River Shootout.

Reward: Golden Hat.

Meetings: 117, Texas leads 62-50-5.

Signature moment: Texas coach Darrell Royal accused Oklahoma and coach
Barry Switzer of spying on his practices leading up to the 1976 game, which
ended in a 6-6 tie and wound up being Royal's last in the rivalry. Years later,

Switzer conceded in his autobiography, that, yes, there was some spying go-
ing on for OU. The 1984 game was a memorable 1-2 matchup that ended 15-15.
This year's wild Sooners' win deserves an honorable mention.
