In 1968, after 126 vears, it was still

a crime to speak Spanish in the schools.It
was not until 1969 that Texas passed a
bill "permitting" the use of two languag-
es in education. This in effect was allo-
wing natives to speak their own languace.

Thus the majority of us quit school and
never truly learned English., As to polit-
ics — what in the Devil is that?

SO0 we must Struggle many times harder
than any other citizen to accomplish what-
ever success we have.

Knowing the barriers we have before us
barriers that no other people have to ov
ercome, we must strive with even more te-
nacity  to accomplish the mission of our
destiny — to liberate and educate all pe-
ople.
