The Nlagara Power Tunnel.

For the first time in five years the
gregt tannel of the Niagara Falls
Power company was emptied during
the past summer in order that It
might be thoroughly inspected. The
managers wished to know its condl-
tion  after 32,400,000 cuble feet of
water had rushed through It every
hour for five years, Accordingly the
tunnel wus Inspected for signs ot
wear.  Every one of lw 16,000,000
bricks was in place and perfect. No
slgns of wear were found, although
one-thirtieth part of the stream of
Niagara Is constantly In use.

The division of entomology has
worked with the boll weevil since the
first appearance of the pest In Texas
in 1804, Practically continuous obser.
vations have been made upon its nat-
ural Kistory, habits and the means
of its migration, It was not, howover,
until the last season that the funds
at the disposal of the division per-
mitted extensive field work.

A speelal appropriation, which be-
came avallable on the 4th of June,
1902, made It possible for the division
to conduct fleld work on a large ecale,
and according to a system that gives
tangible and presentable resulls The
arrangemoent conslsis of a  contract
whereby certain planters agree to
plant, cultivate and care for the crop,
exactly in accordance with the direc-
tions of an agent of the division.

In this way 200 acres at Calvort and
150 acres at Victorla were used for ex-
Purlmentul purposes. A complete fleld
aboratory was established at the lat-
ter place for work, breeding parnsites
and testing operatlons, as well as for

Though somewhat handicapped by
the late date at which the approprias
tion bacame avallable, the work of the
past season hns demonstrated many
important polnts, The princlpal ones
are presented herewith, together with
such proviously acquired Informntion
as constitutes, it 18 helleved, the basis
of & practical and effective system of
producing the staple anywhere that
the boll weevil aecurs:

Territory Effected — Thongh  stil
cotfined to Texas, the territory ocon:
pied by the cotton holl weevll at pres:

This acreage in 1000 produced 34 per
cent of the total crop of this country,
or one-fourth of the crop of the world
for that year.

Now, however, the tendency s to at-
tribute all of the shortage to the
weovil. Nevertheless, not only on ac-
count of the very serious work of the
Insect, but also on account of the rath-
er unfortunate previous condition of
the cotton-producing industry, the boll
weevll I8 among the most favorable
menaces to an agricultural Industry
that ever arose In this country or elge-
where. It seems well within  the
bounds of conservatism to state that
during 1902 the Insect caused Texas a
loss of at least $10,000000, In spite
of the generally serious outlook, it
must be stated that the fears of dam-
age the weevil may do are often, and
egpecially in a new invaded district,
very much exaggerated. It Is by no
means necessary to abandon cotton,
The division of entomology has dem.
onstrated the past season that the
crop can be grown profitably in spite
of the boll weevil. Moreover, the ex-
perlence of many counties in South
Texas shows that a locality can, In a
short time, adapt iteelf to the new
gystem of cotton ralsing made neces-
sary by the weevil, The experience of
Yie county illustrates this point
well, Besldes showing It generally a
successful continuation of cotton cul:
ture In Victoria county since the
weevll reached it, it 18 clear that the
crop of the United States at large has

ed year by year In much the same
way In which the crop of Victoria
county varled, showing that crop con-
ditlons which affected the entire cot-
ton belt have been a much more (m-
t factor than the weevil in re-
ducing the crop In a series of years,

Future Prospects—The most serious
aspect of the situation lies In the fact
that the pest is constantly spreading
and will undoubtedly eventually be dis-
tributed all over the cotton belt, There
are no influences that can check it
short of tho limit of its food plant in
tbis country, In Mexico, where the
Insect has existed as an important en-
emy of cotton for a much longer pe-
riod than In the United States, the in-
vestigations of the divislon of ento-
mology, as well as the the Moxican
government, indlcate that the only
factor in limiting its distribution is
that of altitude.

Its Territory and Damage.

than now. Nevaillhaloas, I8 bhas besn
demonstrated that cotton can be grown
profitably by means of a few exped|
entg in planting and managing the
erop where the insect Is present. The
expedients involve no appreclabla ex-
tra expense in producing the staple,
and, accordingly, are coming 1o be gen-
erally adopted In preference to direct
means, such as polsons and machines,
which aside from thelr doubtful util
Ity under many conditions, Involve ex-
penses for labor or material that soon
hopelossly reduce the margin of profit.

During the past seagson the division
of entomology has been engaged in
field experiments to demonstrate that
cotton can be produced successfully In
spite of the boll weeyil, Some of this
work was condueted on the plantation
of Col. K. 8. Peters In the Brazos val-
ley, near Calvert. This valley 15, on
account of its low and molst situation,
the presence of timber, and the almost
exclugive production of cotton, the
most serlously affected portion of the
boll weevil territory. In fact, the most
favorable conditions possible for the
multiplication of Insects are thers
present, and Col. Poters’ plantation (s
® typleal one,
alluvinl deposit of the valley, and prac-
tieally identieal throughout ihe 120
acres included In the experiment. The
secd waas the ordinary seed of the re-
glon. grown on the same plantation the
year hefore, of an unknown variety, as
fa usnnlly the case in that reglon, The
atand was equally good everywhere
No means of fghting the weevil what-
ever, ashde from those mentioned, wore
practiced. In mnone of the fields did
any of the insects aside from the wee.
vil cause any conslderable  damage,
The boll worm was present, but did
very lttle Injury. The sharpshooter
was scarcely noticed, and the leal
worm did not appear In sufficlent num-
bers to warrant polsoning.

Tho following I8 a summary of the
results of these experiments:

1. Early planted cotton with thors
ough cultivation produced two-thirds
of 4 bale per acre,

2. Early planted cotton with careless
enltivation produced one-ninth of n
bale per aecre.

3. Early planted cotton with falr cul-

tivatlon produced onehalf bale per
mere,
4. Late planted cotton with wide

rowsa producod about one-fourth of a
Linla per acre.

6. Lale planted cotlon with narrow
rows, sprayed thoroughly, yieldad
about one-fourth of a4 bale per acve.

The evident conclusions are:

1. Profitable crop In the most unfa-
vorable situation can bLe produced by
oarly planting and thorough cultiva-
tion. This field produced one bale to
1.6 acres, the average production in the
United States is one bale to 2.3 acr==
The experiment, moreover, was per-
formed during probably the most gen-
erally destructive season for cotton cul-
ture in Texns for twenty-five years,

2, Early planting. not followed by
thorongh oultivation, is of no avail,
From this comes the Important sugges-
tion that planters should exerclse the
greatest care to avold allowing & ten-
ant more lanid than he ecan caltivate
thoroughly. “Overcropping would de-
stroy all tke benefits of early plant-
Ing."

3, Tho bad effect of 1ate planting can
not be remadied by wide spacing, by
Subsequent thorough caltivation, nor
by spraylng. Dut, nevertheless, late
planting with thorough cultivation s
better than early planting with care-
less eultivation.

4. In case the main crop can be
planted early the trouble and expense
of planting trap rows for the weevil is
entirely unnccessary, Without fully
going into detalls, it can be sald that
the work of the division of entomology
has demonstrated several other very
important points. Among thcae Is the
fact that the use of northern seed and
the seed of especially carly maturing
varleties will Incrense the advantage
of earliness in planting. At Victoria
early fall destruction of the plants the
preceding year was found to bring
about a very notlceable decrease In
the number of weevils, For instance,
as late of Oct. 10, in a fleld upon which
plants of previous years had been de-
stroyed by Sept.-20, about 83 per cent
of squares were uninjured on fields In
simllar situations planted about the
same time, but upon which the plants
had not been destroyed in the fall it
was Impossible to find & case where
more than B per cent of squares were
uninjured at that time. It was also
shown at Victoria that the weevils
cauaed less damage to cotton planted
only moderately early (week ending
March 10), on land upon which the
plants of preceding season had been
destroyed by burning early in the fall,
than in flelds planted late (week end-
log April 30) on land that had never
been In cotton, and which, moreover,
were measurably isolated from other
cotton felds here are two methods
for destroylng the plant, numely burn-
Ing after uprooting, by plowing and
grazing,

Thera are three important general
difMieulties In the way of grazing.

1, It I8 not at present feasible in the
portions of Texas where the bulk of
the cotton crop Is produced on account
of the small number of cattle present.

2. In flelda where johnson grass s
started, cattle, by spreading 1t, would
probably do much more harm than
good; and

3, In flelds the nature of the soll, it
trampled upon by cattle, would make
it impossible to carry on thorough cul-
tivation the following season. But
burning the stalks by Oect, 1, thereb
preventing the maturing of many fall
broods, as well as destroying many
woevils that take refuge In the wind-
rows as soon asg the plants are uproot-
ed, 18 feasible, effective and economl-
enl, and consequently generally prace
tleed. The tendency of some planters
to allow the plants to stand in the
field, in the hope of securing a top
erop, 18 one of the most serlous nbsta-
cles in the fight against ‘he weevll.
The statistics as well as the testimony
of the most experienced cotton plate: s
In Texas, show that there has not been
any appreclable top crop produced in
Texas in more than three years in the
last quarter of a century. It {s there
fore safe to state that the gain to the

Ineffective Means of Combatting the
Weevil—In order to save the colton
growers useleas expenditure of thne
and means, attentlon s called to cer-
taln ineffective menns of combatting
the boll weevll. Several gpecifica In the
way of polsons for the destruction of
the boll weevil have been widely ad-
vertlaed. At the laboratory In Vieto
rin these have all been tested and
found absolutely useless, The waevil,
being an ingseet that in all stages ex-
copt one feeds well protected in the
square of the boll, takes nourlshment
[In the remaining stages almost exclu-
sively by Ineerting Its beak well with-
in the tissue of the fralt, and will never
be renched by such means,
|1t ean not be stated too emphatically
that money paid for these ingenlously
[ml\-nrnmnl substances is wasted, In
|thlg connection it mauy be stated that
there 1a no known variely of cotton
that is immune against the attack of
the boll weevil, notwithstanding the
advertising clalms of the certaln seed
dealers. The only advantage one vi-
riety can possibly have over another 18
in point of early maturity,

Machines—Many attempts have been
made to perfect a machine that will
asulst In destroying the weevil, The
divislon of entomology has carefully
linvestigated the merits of representn-
[ tives of all these classes, beginning in
1805 with a square collecting machine
at Beeville that had attracted consld-
erable attention. Up to the present
time none of these dovices have been
found to be practicable or offer any
definite hope of belng successful. The
|dmh.'ully and expense of working a
{machine when most needed, as In very
|wet weather, will probably always pre-
vent them from coming into use. 1If
it were not possible to ralse cotton
profitably without the use of a ma-
chine the gituation would be materially
changed. But since it s possible, as it
fs shown In this bulletin, to produce
tne staple without the use of any other
means than those that enter Into cot
ton clutivation everywhere lere seems
no hope for them, If perfected at all
they will undoubtedly meet the same
fale as the many complicated devices
| fur destroying and poisoning the cot-
itun leal worm with which planters and
entomologisiy were especially concern-
el about twenty years ago, the wrecks
of which may now be found upon any
of the oldar plantations In Texas,

Cottonseed Meal—Recently the re-
ports that cottonseed meal exerts n
powerful attraction for the weevil, and
thay they may consequently be killed
easlly by mixing poisons with it, has
been clreulated, This report seems to
galn credence in some quarters, and
unfortunately, may reach a wide ¢lr-
culation, as did the fallaclous theory
propounded last July that mineral
paint would kill the pest. The dlvis-
ion of entomology has experimented
exhaustively, not v~Iv in the labora-
tory, but In the fell, with cottcnzeed
meal, and finds thet I I8 totally use-
legs. In the laborator » weevila were
confined fn coges w .h meal and
squares, and in other cages with meal
and cotton leaves. In no case during
continuous watching for several days
wias a weevil found leaving the squares
or leaves Lo feed upon the meal, In the
field sacks of meal were placed In five
different cotton; flelds where weevilsa
waora  plentiful;  examinations were
made daily for eleven days, but only
a single weevil was found on the meal,
and that one seemed to be merely seek-
Ing the protection of the sack. During
the eleven days many weevila were
caught and placed npon the sacks of
meal, but {n no case were they found
there the next day. It i difienit to
seo how a more forcihle demonstration
of the futility of cotton sead meal as
an attractant for the weevils could be
presented,

Egyptian Cotton and the Boll Wee-
vIl=Peculinr clreumstances surround-
ing one of the department's experl-
mental flelds of Egyptlan cotton at
San Antonlo gave rise, during the past
season, to & bellef that such cotton is
exempt from Injury by the boll wee
vil. Unfortunately this mistaken Idea
was In some way aceredited to the
agents of this department, The result-
ing Interest Is still manifested In fre-
quent letters received from planters re-
garding the obtaining of “immune
Egyptian seed.” As a matter of fact
numerous observations made during
1501 and 1902 on several varieties of
Egyptian cotton growing at different
places shuw thatl they are partlcularly
gugceptible to damage by the boll wee-
vil. In fact they are much more likely
to be injured than the ordinary varle
ties of American upland cotton, The
tendency of the varletles of Egyptian
cotton observed, including Matifi and
Jannovitech 18 to grow a very large
atalk, Absence of Irrigation does not
appreciably modify this tendency.
Egyptian cotton !s therefore Invaria-
bly late In maturing, setting no bot-
tom crop, Late coltton, wherever
grown, is bound to be injured by the
weavil, ' There 48 nothing In the plant
distasteful to the Insect which In Mex-
ico has been found working in tree
cotton and In Texas in sea island cot-
ton, both as far removed botanically
from American upland as is expedient.
In the field at San Antonlo by the mid-
dle of September the pests had In-
creased to such an extent that every
square was punctured, and the conse-
quent absence of the specified places
for aoviposition had driven them to any
bolls that had previously given prom-
lse of developing. A few volunteer
Ameriean upland plants growlng
among the Egyptians, one, though
only three and a half feet in helght,
produced more staple per plant than
dld the surrounding Egyptian plants
five and a halt feet high,

General Recommendations: The werk
of the division of entomology for sev-
eral years has lod to the recommenda-

chopping thrown into a short period is
i very bad poliey from the boll weavil
standpoint, Taklng a serica of years
Into conslderation, It will not be found
too early to plant cotton In the Jatitude
of Houston and southward by the 26th
of February; in the Brazos valley ns
far north as Waeo, by the first week In
March. and at no place In northern
Texan iateir than about the 200L of
Mareh.

2. Cuoltivate the flelds thoroughly.
The principal benefit In this comes
from the Influence that such a practice
has upon the constant growth and con-
gequent early maturing of the crop.
Vary few weevlls are killed by cultiva-
tion. Much of the benefit of early
planting ia lost unless it is followed by
thorough cuitivation. In case of un-
avoidably delayed planting the best
hope of the planter s to cultivate the
field in the most thoroigh manner pos-
gible. Three chopplngs and five plow-
Ings constliute as thorough a system of
cultivation as I8 necessary In most
caBes

3. Destroy by plowing up, windrow-
Ing and burning all the cotton stalka
in the field not later than the first woek
In Octob iy,

In somas cases turning cattle into the
fields ie advisable. Aslde from amount
Ing to practical destruction of the
plants, grazing of cotton flelds fur
nlghes conslderable foruge at a timd
when it 18 generally much in demand

4. Plant the rows as far apart as
oxperlence with the land Indicates is
feasible and thin out the plants o
the rows thoroughly.
