L. J. Cappleman, state direc­
tor of the Farmers Home Ad­
ministration, has announced 
that 247 loans to Individual 
families have been made In Tex­
as under the provision of the 
Economic Opportunities Act of 
1964, which Is one of the wea­
pons of the United States De­
partment of Agriculture being 
used In President Johnson’s War 
on Poverty Program.

Loans were made to Individual 
farmers and rural residents In 
most sections of Texas. A farm 
family is a family who Is oper­
ating a farm they own or lease, 
and Is producing at least a por­
tion of their subsistence from 
crops or livestock. A rural resi­
dent Is classified as one living 
in a town of not more than 2,- 
500 population.

Economic Opportunities Loans 
to farmers may be made to Im­
prove their farming operations; 
to buy more land, livestock, ma­
chinery and equipment; con­
struct needed farm buildings; 
and to pay annual operating ex­
penses for feed, seed and ferti­
lizer.

Loans may also be obtained by 
farm and rural familities to fin­
ance rural-based, but non-agri- 
cultural enterprises. Funds may 
be used to purchase land, con­
struct buildings, buy and install 
equipment and pay normal op­
erating expenses of a variety of 
non-agricultural en t er pr i ses  
such as a farm machinery re­
pair shop; TV and radio repair 
shop; ladders, spraying equip­
ment and tools to be used by 
painters and carpenters; black­
smith shop; septic tank and 
sewage disposal system servic­
ing; custom grass setting and 
land preparation; saw and lawn 
mower sharpening shop; post 
and wood cutting equipment; 
portable sheep and goat shear­
ing equipment; and other Items.

A representative of FHA Is in 
the Callahan County courthouse 
each Monday morning and Cole­
man County State Bank each 
Friday morning.

Economic Opportunity Loans 
are designed to help low-income 
rural families raise their income 
level. Rural families who need 
a small amount of capital to 
improve their incomes may bor­
row up to $2,500 for 15 years at 
4-1/8 per cent interest. These 
loans are secured by a promis­
sory not by the borrower and 
a loan agreement scheduled In 
accordance with his ability to 
repay.

Families and single Individuals 
with Incomes which are too low 
to cover basic needs, and who, 
with the assistance of the Far­
mers Home Adminlstra 11 o n 
county supervisor, are success­
ful In developing a plan of op­
eration which will provide a rea­
sonable prospect of Increasing 
their earnings through a small 
amount of credit from a farm­
ing operation or other non-agri­
cultural enterprise, and who are 
unable to obtain adequate cre­
dit at reasonable terms else­
where, are eligible to receive 
the loans.

Cappleman said Economic 
Opportunity Loans may be made 
to finance processing, market­
ing, purchasing and service type 
cooperatives which directly ben­
efit low-income families living 
In rural areas. These loans may 
be scheduled for repayment over 
periods up to 30 years at an 
interest rate of 4-1/8 per cent. 
The cooperative must pledge as 
security for the loan a property 
lien and pledge of revenue.
